Ireland, ths Orange population lodes no
opportunily to harass and porsacute
sny Oathollc who ventuxes into a com-
munity whare the Orange element predomi-
nates with s bigot:d and intolerant z:@si
that knows mnelitber pity for ege or sex,
sympathy for youth, nor respect for law. A
ocage which occurred near Belfast, In the
oounty Antrim, recently, aptly illostrates
the oruel and narrow spirit which anlmates
the despicabla faction, now happily dylng of
1ta own venom, to whom the leader of the
Tory party in Englond and his unsorupulous
Renchman, Jolonel King.Harman, pald such
effusive compliments only the other day In
the valn hops ol agaia reviving Tory ascend-
ency in Ireland.

early in October, but thirteen of them, who
were Oathollos, felt constrained to return
bome after & short stay, because they could
ot longer ondure the obloquy and opposi-
tion of the Frotesiant! employees amongst
whom they were striving to work out an
honest livolthood. Tho tele oannof, perhaps,
be bstter told than In the words of one of
4he viotims: «[Ilive In Bligo aud am &
Oatholic. About the 18 of October I
went to 8t. felen's Linen Naotory
to leatn weaving. About three hundred
men, girls end boya were in employment
there atthettime, oll Proiestants. I was
three weeks employed, notbing offensive
baving been eald o me, when fourtsen gltls
and a Jittle boy wera Introduced. They were
also from Bligo azd thirteen were Oathotlos,
The romalnlog two were Protoztants. After
we had oll been & few daya at woik, our
religion becsms gradnally kuown iu the fac-
tory. Some of the Protestant glrls used lo
vieit the pligo gliris atter work, aod in that
way discovered their religion. After that the
Ontholios were constantly s booed ' at during
work time ; and when golng to our breskisst
and dinner

As thie 1s the first
practical effoxt that has been made by any
large landowner in Ireland, since the passage
of the Land Act, to clear out of the country,
the circumstance I8 exciting considerable in.

the purchase.money not provided by the
Y.snd Commiasion to remalin on mortgage af
4 per cent per aonum, [u sidiiion 1 weuld
tva to each tenant & conveyance free of ex-
petad, except Government stamp duty and
the fees on roglstmation in Dablin.”

divorces fa multipiylng in the United Btates
is astounding, and gives abundant cause for
alarm At a meeting In Philadelphis, the
following statlstice wers glven to show the
dapgerous popularity of the divoroe aye-
tem. It appears New England granted
2,113 divorces in ths year 1878, Malne 587
in 1880, Rkode Island 271, and New Hemp.
Bhire 314 in 1882, In the three latter
Btates there has been of late one dlvorce
to every tem marriages. In four of
the New Etgland States, where 726 divorces
were granted In 1860, there were 1,109 In
1870 and 1,439 In 1878. Philadelphia re-
ported 101 divorces in 1863, 216 in 1872, and
477 in 1882. ‘The ratip of divorces to mar-
rlsges 1n Ohlo rose from 1 to 26 {n 1865 to 1
to 27 in 188]1. In Minnesota the two most
populous countles increased thelr divorses in
ten years 50 per cent. faster than thelr mar-
riages. The ratio to marrlages in Chicago,
Louisvllle, Oonnecticut, and twenty-four
countieg in Mlchigan 18 about 1 to 13, In
San Francisco and In the counties of a num.
ber of States it has been 1 to 6.

OTTAWA GOES BEGGING.

It was the general impression that the es-
tablishment of the Federal Government at
Ottawa was the making of that city, but 1t
now appears 1t was only a delusion. Instead
of Ottawa derfving any advantsge from
the presomce of the Government, It ls,
weare told, the Government that ebjoye
many advantages ai the expenss of the olty.
In fact the good people of Ottawa and their
Olty Oouncll ate crying out that ruin etares
them in the facs, and that bankrupticy 1s near
at hand, all on account of the Government,
They say that additional expenee Is incurred
by the Corporation in endeavorilng to
maintain the city as e fit place for the soat of
Government; but they sesm to forget that
they would have nothing but a village to
maintain 1f the Government had pitched its
tent elsewhers. 1f anything, Ottawa cught
to pay the Goveroment s bonus for puiting
up its. bulldings there; just a8 many
another town pays & bonus to manufacturers
for the establishment of a factory within lis
1imits, and then exempts thelr property from
taxation for a perlod of 99 years or lese. That
the cltizens of Ottawa are serious in their
efforts to dip thelr hands in the Federal
treasury 1a evidenced by the fact
that a deputation from the City Council
bas walted upon a committee of the
Privy Council for the purpoee of urgingan
snnual Government grant towards the Civle
Depariment. Thils deputation explained that
the revenue of the city had been greatly re.
duced by the large quantity of iand expro-
priated by the Government, and that the
taxes had been diminiched by the
expropriation of the land for the site of the
pew parliament boildings; by the geological
museum ; militia atores bullding; the rifle
range and ot :er property, and nlso the civil
service Incomes. Tbre depreclation of
the revenue by the foregoing
causes smounnted to about $25,000
annually. The Oouncli therefore thought it
shou!d demand &an annua! grant eqzlvaient
to this amoannt. If that 1a not & plece of civio
presumption, we do not kuow what is, It is
atated that the Commlttee of the Privy
Oouncil, composed of Bir Hector Lange-
vin, Hon. Mesers. Bowell and DMolelan,
have prom!sed fo give the deputatlon’a repre-
sentations an earnest considerat:on. Itiato
be hoped that the Federal autnorlifes will not
be fooled into supporting civic corporations,
especiatly one that already owes so muoh to
the Government.

WAR BETWEEN FRANCE AND CHINA

Tue latest advices from Europe sesm to
point to the fact that France and Ohlns
mean war beyond doubt. The war cloud in
tbe Chinese seas grows blacker, and a formal
aud final declaratlon of open hostilities may
bo expeoted st any moment, The clrcnlar
letter to the Powers eent out by China, is
qulet and dignified in tone, It rehearses the
general causes of provocation to Wwar,
points out that France 1s the aggree-
sor, while the Ohlnese government
made conceselons In the bope ot amicably
adjosting their relations, but experienced
only bad falth on the part of the French.
The circular contains the Chiness ultimatum,
that if France Invades Northern Aunpam,
where Ohinese troops nre stationed, war I8 in-
evitable. To avert bloodshed China appeals
to the traditlons of honor snd loyalty cher.
fshed by France; and it expresses
the regret China would feel if events
forced her tc make her rights re.
gpected. The Powera are oalled upon
to bear witness ms to the merits of the atrug-
gle, There iglittle doubt that in this matter
Obina 1@ on the tight slde, Wishing to emu-
late the Britlsh methods of extending the
Hmits of the empire, France is pursulng a
policy of aggresslon and looks to the estak-
lishment of French ascendenoy in and around
China upon the ssme principle that the In-
dlan Emplre of Great Britaln was called
foto existence., But it is a question whether
the French are not ill-prepared for the kiad
of conflict they are golog into. China has
learned a good deal of the art of war since
ber guns were last levelled at the # parbar-
fane,’and a contest with her now will be
much less child's play than 1t was in 1860,
when the Petho forts crambled away beneath
the combined fire of Engilsh and French.
In Franoe the Ministry are endeavoring to
make the people belleve that the French
troops would have an easy and profitable
conquest, But well-inforred writers and
politiclans are much averse to war and are
unsparing in denanclation of Mr. Ferry and
bis Oabinet. They hold that European com-
piloations make 1t necessary for Franoe
to keep all the forces at home, a8 In an
international gense the situation in France 18
very precarious, requiring careful statesman-
ship, with oonolliation and peace &8 the
watchword, It ie, moreover, very likely that
Ohins, standing as ficmly as 1t does against
French aggressions even o an acosptance of
the gage of battls, J8 recelving encourage~
ment from Earopean Powers unfrisndly to
France. In fact,it 18 quite probable that
Germany and England have an understanding
on the subject,and that uporn gome small
provocation they will openly assist the Ohi-
pese. The Uhiness Government have been
preparing for thia confilet with unuanal vigor
and with greater Intelligence than they éver
displayed before. Thelr forces aré supplied
with funds and munitions of war to an uzn-
limited extent, . Large quantities of modemn
arms have been quletly purchased In Ger-
many and the United Btates, Then the'
troops known a8 the ¢ Black Flegs" nare

thoroughly- organixed . ‘aud in* good
fighting’ conditlon, while reserve foroes are
Dbelng rapidly srmed end disciplined. Ooins
oan ralse an enormous srmy, and Franee will
‘have to get ber Invading troops up to 100,000
before: they can successfully cope with the
force China can bring into the field. The
Obinose will not, of course, be so well pre.
pared to ‘reelst the  navael operations
of thelr enemies, ag their navy ls nelther
strong mor complete, but they have
leatned something about torpedoes as a
means of defenge, and these they are prepared
touse. On the whole, France geems to be
inviting s war, whichwill, undoubted!y, prove
longer and more expensive than she now ex-
pects; and which can produce no results that
will repay her for her trombls, expepditure;
and loes of life.

EMIGRANT KIDNAPPERS FOILED,

Lord Derby, a Cabinst Minister, recontly
told a large English audience that no money
oould be better expended by England than
money spent in sendieg the Irleh people
out of lreland, The Britlsh ideal would
be an lreland altogether denuded of Im-
habltants and made a oatfle ranch jor the
benefit of the landlords. The English
ruling clacees seem to incline more and more
to the idea that Ireland’s sabmiseion to mla.
rule 18 dependent on the expatrlation of the
race. It wasonly the other wesk that the
Government was caught hatching out an
emigration ‘plot, which stands without &
pataliel both for the dimensions which it was

to assume and minoteness of detall
with which it was to be ocarrled
ont. ‘'T'he manner In which this

gfigantic and complete scheme for the sweep-
iog deportation ot the people was to be ac-
complishel 18 contalned 1n a- document
marked ¢ Oonfidential Circuler,” acopy of
which fell into the hands of the Freeman's
Journal and was brought to ligit in its
oolumns. There was to be a bureau of emf-
gratlon 1n the Looal Government Depast-
mont with a chlef official a staff of olerks,
a troop of looal Inspectors, a brigade of
agents at home and a reglmen{ of sgents
abroad. Boards of Guardlane were to be
cffered sl faollities by advances of
money and licences to loan money 19
belp In emligrating families cut of the scve-
ral Unfons, Ewven the clerks of Unlons were
to be preesed into the service, and to spur
them or in thelr cflorts to secure re-
crults & remunneration was offered on tne
toliowlng scale: 53 8 head for every
emigront up to 100; 28 & head for
overy additional emigrant from 160 op to
1,000, after which the payment should be Is
a head. This puts us in mind of the good
old times when a price was put upon an Irish-
men’s head. We don't know of any oiher
civilized government that pats a premiom
on the extinotion of ita subjects. Truly
England has much to be ashame
ed of and much to be curzed for
to her rule of the Irish people. After
setting forth the above scale of prices for the
kidnapping ot the irlsh peasapte, the ¢ Olr-
cular” naively adds: « By thls means we
wbelieve that the Unlon officers will take
«more interest in the operations of emlgra-
« tion.” Having made of the Unlon offisrs eo
many emigrant kidnappers, the scheme de-
velops into contracts with the shipping com-
panies. © We think 1t would be advicable, If
« {¢ were poesible to do so, to invite the prin-
« ofpal shipplng companies to send in tenders
u of cost of ooean passage. The tenders might
 be asked for in December,” Next there ia

A VERDICT 0OFf WILFUL MURDER
AGAINST ODINNELL.
Tax trial of Pairick O'Donnel?, for the kill-
ing of James Oerey, was broughi to & spezdy
olose on Saturdsy eveniny. The pricouer,
was nover lockei upon ae “n crdinary mumi-
derer ; and as a consequence, he hnd ihs sy m-
pathy of the many, the sdmiratlon of
the few, and the ebhorrence of none.
His not was ona for which the woril was not
{nolined to demand a very heavy atonement
but which must be expiatedon the scaffcld
to eatisfy the pecuiiar exactions of British
justice. ‘The proseoution charged thas
O'Donnell had killed Carey with malice
aforaihought, and that ho was gullty of mur-
der., The prisoner contended that he sbot
the informer In self-defense, and on the spot
without any previous meditation. “Lac quess
tion then is, did the Orown provu tie fact

that Oarey’s death was the rerult of
an act prompted by mallce pr pense?
We do not think it did. The only

aye wltness who was supposed to hLave
viewed the fatal quarrel on board ship
from begloning to end, was Carey'3s yrung
gon. This lad’s testimony in the box was 8o
contradiotory that the Judge was forced to
confess that the youth was decidedly * un-
truthful,” and that his evidence could not bo
relied on.

many yeara to come was thelr alnoere deaire.

Rev. Father Labelle briefly repiled, and
while thanking them for thelr kind address,
huebly ascrlbed all the success of hig efforts
to the blessing of God. They had called him
the founder of the college, but though he
might have asslsted in some measors, the
merit belonged malnly to the Brothers of the
Holy Oross.

This concluded the Interesting procsedings
of the day, which wlll be long romembersd
by the good people of the town.

Mr,Coieman assumed control of the road In
May last. Since that tims four Catholic em-
ployes left the service; two of thees wnlun-
tarily resigned--one to pursue his studies in
college, the cther to accept a mora lucrative
posirion on another rcad ; the third, Mr.

It
will thue be aven that Cathollos—eapeclally
I.ish Jatholloa—hava no cause for complaint
ageinst the prosent management, and that the
charge made by your correspondent, that no
fair play or promosion is allowed them be-
causs of their creed, is without even the
sbadow of a fouudation upon wiich to reat.

1ar i Rallway dwelllng houses are attached ;
to the otuers thers are none, Mr, Bambrick
filled the position of Station Agentat one of
the Iatter clars, and he had for some time
been olamorlag for a house in connection
with the s'atfon.

He sub-
gequently refused acceptance ot the proff-red
praition, which was in reslity a promotion,
inasmuoch as he would be ander no expense
for house rent, fuel or light, and there being
no other position vacant at the time to which
ho could be appoluted he eiected to leave the
service. Noone acquainted with the fsots
of the crse, unless he be hopelessly blinded
by prejudios, will attach the slightest blame
to Mr. Coleman for the part he aoted on this
ocoaslon. It !sa somewhat difficult matter
for » man In Mr. Coleman'a position to please
evary perzon with whom he has to do, but
his managenient of the road 18 fast winning
for him the respeot and esteem of all classes
and cresds in the community.

Benedict, surnamed the
Moor, sxd the eon of a slave, llke thet of ki3
bleseed spiritual Father, the Beraph of Agsisi,
is «ino condemunation of the wlse of the
world,” who look upon the humllity ot the
Oross of Jesus Corist as a gcandal and a folly,
~Wto the Jews a stumbling block ; o the Gen-
tiles, foolishness” And the great Apostle goes
on to say: ¥ The weak things of the world
hath God chosen that He may confound the
atrong ; that no flesk showld glory in His sight,
out that as it is written : He that glorieth may
glory inthe Zord.” We Hrnd in thlg humble
menmber of the Franclscan Order a shining
embodiment of the Apostles description of
God's economy, lowly after the notlons of the
world, a simple lay brother, the greatest part
of his days spent in menial employment, un-
able fo read or write, yet sought for counsel
and advanisge by #he mosi learned and no-
blest of his age; gifted with wondrous powers
of sagacity ; like the more recent Oure d'Ars,
thousands focked around him to come within
the ghsdow of a salnt.

Bt. Bspedict was born at Banfratello, In
Bicily, in the year 1524, of parents whn were

by several miracles how mgrecable 1t was to
Him, To this heroloTove of poverty he join-
ed an angellc chastlly which won ‘for. him
f om the olty of Palermo, when tnklng. h_lm
{or its protector, the glorious title ot Virgin.
His obedience, too, wag &0 unlversal that he-
sought the will of his Superior in the least

thinge, '

The lowest and most painful employments
were always Benedloi’s choloe. So, for twenty-
peven years, he was employed as cook of the
convent unless when, at intervals, drawn to
fill the most important places; and hers we
find as Illustrating bis life many such homely
miracles as are found in that of Eilas, Kiisens
and the Cute d’Ars. Great was his grief
when he wes appointed guardian of the ocon-
vent in which he was c0ok, and only through
obedlence would he mooept the position, I
which notwithatanding his numerous ocoupa-
tions, he was always first fn the performance
of every duty, and made his reoreation consist
in helping in the kitchen, canrylng wood,
gweeping the bouss, digglng 1o .the
gsrden nud begging in the oity ; thus giviog
a splendld example of bumility, which shone
sleo amld honore, applause and success. 8o,
when a3 & guardian, he wae obliged to aaslat
at the provipclsl chapter held in the anclent
olty of Girgent}, and was gurrounded by the
most respectable ecolesiastios, distingnished
inhabitante and crowds of people geeking to
kiss bis hand, and crying, Behold the saint )
he sought vaicly to iy thls applause. Meuy
wapt for joy msthey contemplated his mod-
esty aud humility amid so peacefal and glo-
rlona a tdumph, When elected Viosr
and Master of Novices his example
wnl evem more powerful tham bis
leszons, and to the yonog men in his con-
vent he wag not only a maater, but a physi-
clan, s father, s sure gulde. He counselled
them to the praotice of abstinence and pa-
tlence, wespone whioh he had inhberlted from
the patriarch, Bt. Francls. Although unable
to read and write, he spoke ¢f the sublime
mysterles of falth Itke one skilled in the
despest and most abstruse studles, and men
grown gray in study, men honored with the
public estesm, often sought without shame
a favorable opportunity to consult him in
difficultier, and receive inmstructions from
him. Thres eminent Franolscant, one of
whom was 8 theologlan at the Council of
Trent, sfirmed on oath that they asked
Brother Benedict to explain abstruse passages
in Berlptare, which to them seomed very ob-
soure, snd he tastantly did eo. They acknow-
ledged that thelr eolence was izfinitely ir.
ferior to that of the good lay-brotber. Human
prlde is confounded by guch extraordlmary
tavors, and wisdom coming from the Mps of
bobes ; while the eo.calied wize are abashed
snd brought to oonfusion, And bis know-
ledge was not confined to religious matters,
but extended to the domsin of secutar pro.
dencs. But now the Balnt, having eatisfactor-
ily filled these offices, returned gladly to his
huwmble kitchen, where he lived the hidden
life of God; and at the door of the khamble
kitchen were to be seen the noble, the
learned, the slck, the Indigent, all desiriog
the holy maun's help. And while the fame of
his herolc virtues spread far and wide, the
Saint humbled himself nil the more pro.
foundly before God, and confessed that he
was the vllest of elnners. And how he
prayed that Ged might make him humble,
and besought his brethren to help him by
thelr prayers to galn him this virtue! Buat
here, as all through his life, he was master In
all the virtues ; and above and beyond all
shone his wonderful hamility, without which
there i no true perfaction.

After havipg spent twenty-seven years in
the kitchen of the convent, he died et the age
of oixty-five, on April 4, 1689. Hia death
was followed by many miracles, even a8 hip
life had been often marked by them. Hlis

both blaok slaves, und allke pocBessed of
eminent Ohrlatlan virtues. The child of
blessleg received the namg of Benedict, and,
like his parente, belng conipletely black, was
oommounly called by the name of Bepedict
the Mcor, 30 baawiifol was bla nsatural dis.

of the Oanticles, I am black, bt beaut¥ul,
Bven in his tenderest years, }ike auother
Mobiss, he gave no elgn of childisbmess
or levity; llke his good parents, he
fmctiaed facts and mortificetions, frequent-
y appronched the sacramente; and while
the duvotlon, recollected deportment and obe-
dlence of the littlo boy excited genersal ad-
miration, notbing couid Insplre the holy
yonth with thoughts of vanily., He kepthls
maater’s flocks, contented himself with frugal
fare, and employing his hours of rest in plous
exerclecs, he had no other gnides but the law
of God and the wishes of his parents. 1n his
eighteenth year, he engaged In agriculioro,
and In Siolly rivalled the great Bt Isidore of
8paln, as another protector,in the supernstural
ordar, ot this usefnl and honorable profession.
In this vooatlon, the Saint was filled with that
trus happlness which worldlings nelther know
nor desire; poor, self-sacrlficlng, hard-work.
1ng, the peace of his soul shene on his coun-
tenance. At aboutthis time the ealut enter-
ed the hermitage of St. Dominlck, a skort
distance from Banfratellc, where zeveral de.
vout hermits were Imitating the angelio life
of the anclent solitarles of Egypt. These
holy men were nnder the rale of 8t. Francls,
and added a fourth vow of perpelunl Lenten
abstinenocae and three days' fastevery wesk. It
was ancw and rigorous institute; hard, coarse
bread begged In the country; stale, ill-oook-
od vegetables; water thelr only drink; small,
wrotched cells; scanty clothing; the greater
part of the day and night spent in prayer and
manusl labor, Such was the austere 1life
tho eaint entered upon; but for him It

waB  Bcarcely Gcovere  emough; B0,
ke Bt. Paunl, the first bermif,
he wore a tunic of palm leaver,

whick was covered only by a woolen ca-
pouche; and here In the severest psnancer,
mecerations, prayer, blind obedlsnce end
rigoroua observance of the xule, hs grew
apacn, moro end more conformable to the 1m-
age of hig divire Mgster. Having changed
their aboda 60 r, llke the ancient anchorltes,
to incroase the Inconvenlences and hardships
of 1lfe, theae holy solltnrles, aiter & dozen
years of the ntmost mortification, came to
Mcaunt Pellegrino, where the people of Paler-
mo hed erected o statue to St. Bosalls, who
ieheld by ull Blelly 1o veneratlon ; and near
the holy grotto once occupied by this Satnt,
these holy men bnilt litile colls, where they
divided their time between gxercises of plety
end manual labor,

Pope Plus 1V, in 1569, having learned of
thelr austerity, dispensed them from the
fourth vow of perpetual Lonten abatinence,
and subsequently ordered that each ot them
might kocomplish his vows In any convent
he chose; B0 after much prayer our sainmt,
choss of the Franclscan Ordess, the reformed
Minor Observanting, and was recelved at the
Oonvent of 8t. Mary of Jesus, near Palermo,
Here he spent the rest of his life, where,

Jollowing the example of hils seraphic
Father, he cultivated universal detachment ;
golog barefoot, however oold the weather
might be; wearing the coarsest and the most
.threadbare hablt; lylng in his cell, which he
called Ais palacs, on & coarse coverlet spread
on o boaxd,a oross drawn on the wall with
charcoal, and a few plctures of his patron
salnts belng his furniture, This extreme
poverty he loved ardently; and God showed

country honored him as bleseed, the clty of
Palermo baving chosen bim agits protectorin
1653. In every house hia plcture was vener-
sted, lemps and candies were placed be-
foro his Images and statues, and all Palermo
wab joyful, His fame passed opoedily into
Bpair snd Portogal,and in the West lndtes
no saint 18 80 greatly honored as St. Bene-
dict.

The life of this great Saint teaches most
strongly the virtue of faith, ¢ Have falth,”
said cur Balnt. Now thig virtne shoundd be
accompanied by fortitude, and our Salnt al-
ways invoked the Archangel, Bt. Michael, to
obtaln t—Mchael—who i3 like to God. While
Lauctfer 18 redoubling hia efforts todestroy the
true falth, let our faikh be sirengthened when
we consider the life of Bt, Bemnodict, who,
without worldly sclence, tanght wledom to
the wite of the world, and learn, that I we
bave but falth, we can move mountains.—

Wordsworth will probably be a candidate.

DK, n’Renl,’ﬁ Lectnye~Feudalism
ne‘lrmd sncislinm-—- France Dissutisied
—~A Good Word for the Feas-
ants of italy.

Ohbilly blasts did not prevent a delighted
audlence trom filllng Ohickerlng Hall, New
York, when Bev. Barnard O'Rellly, D.D.,
LL.D,, lectured on The Old World versus
the New." Dr. O'Rsilly 1sone of the most em}-
nent of Catholio divines. He bas bsen ab-
gent for three yeara in Europo, and tixles was
his firet public appearance since his return.
‘When ine hour for the lectnrs arrlved, Mop-
glgnor Preston, V. G., and the leoturer of the
evening walked qulstly on the platiorm, and
were warmly recelved. Monslgnor Preston’s
introduction wae krief and euloglstic of © an
old and valued friend.”

In opening, the reverend lecturer recalled
his visic to this country in the middle of the
late war,and how the stralns of # Hatl Colum-
bia,” coming from an English ship.of-war, re-
gembled falry muslc soundiag over the water.
His weloome last evening waa like to that be
safd. Compating thie country with the na-
tions of the Old Worid, he ssld ¢

My repested visita to Europe have in.
creased my admiration for the jres Iustitu-
tiond of which we are 80 proud and my gratl-
tude to the Divine Author for the bleecings
whtoch He has glven us, Eapscially zm I grate.
ful for the pracifcal, sound common 8snse
which characteriz3s the Aiaerican people, and
which 1athe best sateguard of constitutlopal
itberty.” He desoribed France at present as
disaatisBed with her condition and ancertain
as to the future. In 1855 he had obgerved
that all F:iance ceemed to be intoxicated
with miiitary glory. But the lecturer fonnd
that the laboring classes generally regrotted
the downfall of the Ropublic of ’48, and he
noted the cxpectation of ochange as A fatal
soclsl symptom, for revolations will come
whete the psople are prepared to accept them.
Hatred of sll anthority, human and divine,
was spreading through Fronce and bsyond 1t.
Tae exploslon came, and the Napoleontc dy-
nasty was awept away.

Liookiog to the ¢suse of democratio dlscon-
tent in Europe, ke could tm¢s It baok to
feudalism, which wag founded on the ruins of
the Roman cmplre. #All tho evlis of rell.
glon, all the shortcomings of soclety,” con-
tinmed Dr. O'Relily, “have #prupg from
foudalism, which han been siragzgling to keep
the Ohurch In bonduge snl mnke her tho
instrument of its fnfamy. Woe tous If we
allow that feudalism in any form, even Iu the
form of wealth, to implant iteslf on oar soll,
[Applause.] 1 cannot but sympsthize with
tttose strugyling masges of humanity, aedl
find that they need to have the yoke of fendal-
{sm from their necks, Butitis contemple-
ted to found the United States of Europe, and
the prospective founders do not propose to
make morality and religion the basis of thelr
structure, as did-the fathers ot our Bepubllo,
Hence the iufidel fesling, hence the radical
unreat, hence the Impracticability of thelr
enterprize.” .

The lectarer denounced the glgantic stand-

ing armies aa «tha curse of Europe,” omd
spoke of the latter ne “s moral voloano.”
The free citles of Europo, which had all baen
created by religlona forces, wers tefesred to
in eloguent and pictuseeque language whioh
displayed the deep ressarch of the learned
doctor. Of those who bad been facetiously
called “tue luxy old monkes,” he sald that they
pad savad for us the moat msgaifloent speci-
mens of anclent civilizatlon, and quoied
facts {n proof. He had hesrd that the Itall-
ans wera idle, seneuous, passionate, cmperstl-
tlous, dirty ; but after épending a year and o
half in studylng the popalations of olty and
country, ho had not found an idle man.
Thete ¥ nothing more lovely than the en-
chanted valley of Navoy, the gnte of Italy.
Aund a3 he progreesed he found o country
worthy of belny callud the garden of God, in
the {ull epring-tide of glory. How can a
people thet tills euch a couatry be called
{dle?
« The Tuscan peasant,” he sald, «worke in
the field from winter to the dog-days, and the
while dovoutly thanking the Giver of all for
His gifta. They are no mote inteaicated than
idle. These poor Italisuse who come here
may not come from the North or futerlor of
Italy, where tho lectarer had traveled; but
assuredly they hide much refmement beneath
a rude, perhapsidirty exterlor. Let thom be
glven a word of kindness and thelr hearts
w.ill go out to the giver,” He remewmbered,
speaking of the teste in dress which the
Italian peasantry ehowed, that he hed seldom
geen any of them Hwear two colors that
would swear at each other.” AH the refincd
taste, love of art, gentlences of disposition,
coms from the Church of Ohriat.

Bpain was spokea of as “the land of ro-
msance par excellenee” in which thers I8
much to fi! us with wonder and very much
to fill us with hope. Binoe the days of Fer-
dinand and Isabella the dynsstles that have
reigned over the penlnsula seem to have vied
with each other in opposing the Church. It
was feudalism in 1 worst form—grinding,
oppressing, thieving. But Blgnor Prendergast,
the foremost man in the Bpanisk Ministry,
would do his best to bring nbout & proper
nnion of religion and liberty.

Answering the guestion, « What return can
the New World make to the old for all it has
given us?" Dr, O'Reflly said that selfishness
making itself apparent in officlal corruption,
greed for giln and love of loxary would alone
prevent tho tree of freodom from spreading
everywhere. ¢ We mean perfect liberty,
oivil and religlous ; wo mean thit equslity
which permits the farmer’s son to attain to
the highsst atatlon in theland. In tke 1ight
of this Mberty amd equallty, Oommunizts
and the ke find thelr ground elipping uway
from them, aud thig is the return we wmaksto
the Old World. Asto fraternity, thers can
bo nons without religion.”

The lectarer concluded with an eloguent
exposition of the ties which bind relfgion and
1tberty, prophesylng that whlle the time
might come when Europe would acknow-
ledge nelther God nor master, that time
would never comse In thls country.”
