A Letter Concerning It From
Father McDonagh.

He Tells What Bishop Oleary SBaid
in His Discourse at Napanee—
gome Interesting Observations.

o the Rditor of the Kingston Daily News,]

Smr,—In your [ssue of last Wednesday an
anonymous communication appears, dated
« Nspsnee, November 15,” parporting to b
a report of the reply of His Lordsbip, the
Bishop of Kingaton, to the addreses pressnterd
to him by the laity of the church of which I
am the pastor. I cannat conceive who the
author of this might be, There were several
Protestant ladies and gentlemen among the
Catholic congregation during the services at
which the Bishop isaaid to have pronounced
the discourse published by you, bat my per-
sonal acquaintance with them forbids me to
suppose that any of them would commit to
grave a breach of raligious hospitality a3 to
misrepresent the teaching of bishop or priest
which throagh our courtasy they were privi-
leged to listen to. Much less could I balieve
for a moment that any one of them would
offer 80 grave an ountrage to their Ca-
tholic fullow-citizens as to distort the
Bithop’s instruction om the oultiva-
tio of modeat deportment = into the
odious accusations which your anonymous
correspondent imputes to him in reference to
the ‘‘woemen and girls of this country"”
withont limitation or distinction. Be pleased
to allow me to inform your readers that from
the bagluning to the end of his discourse the
Bishop passsd no observations whatever upon
¢ the women” uf this country, whom you
.expressly olassify aa distinguished from *‘ the
girla.,”  You do not indeed imitate the
Toronto Mail and the Montreal Gazetie by
writing an editorial paragraph appealing to the
injured feelings of ‘*the wives and mothers
of Canada,” bnt the documunt published
by yon amounts to almost the same. Theen-
tire instruction was directed to the manners
.of youth and the laws of rosial resecve and
modesty and gentleness required for the
-Christinn formation of character, particularly
in females, Even your anonymoua corres-
pondent sufficiently signifies this in his con-
cluding sentencs : —*¢ His Lordship contrasted
in very canstic language the system in vogue
in this couatry, and that of the cld world,
completing his remarks with an appeal o thc
young girls of his congregation to preserve
their modesty as a priceleas jewel,” This
represents the whole burden of his disconrse.

The Bishop did undoubtedly contrast the
soclal demeanor of young females trained in
the old couuntry, according to the traditional
rules of Christian propriety with that of our
new country whose dleregard of those excel-
lent rules in the syatem cof public education
ghowa iteelf too frequently and painfully in
certain incongrnitiea and irregularities of
behaviour instanced by him., He said that
¢ holdnoesa of look” and ** hard staring into
the face of the other sex” and **loudness
of speech” snd ‘ unreserve of maoner”
and sometimes alio ¢ unfominine rodensss”
exhibited by rushing in and out of railway
cars aro evidences of the defective training
of female youth, which he himeelf has often
witnesgsed and ba3z often hesrd obhsra com-
men$npon since his advent to Canada, He
rmaade emphatio reference to the practice, nn-
kaown in Earopean countries, but seemingly
claimed ag a privilege of their sex by many
young ladies in this country, of conversing in
loud, ehrill tones iz the railway cara to the
great annoyance of  their fellow-passen-
gers, aud this he described to be
< goreaming and Bereeching  rather than
lady-like-converaation, I venture to say.
that there ate few persons aoccustomed to
travel who have not from time to time been
made painfully semsible of this specimen of
defective training of the femals youth of
Canada., Your anonymous correspondent
chooses to extend His Lordship's remarks by
making them refer ‘‘ to the women an well as
to the girls,” and not to” any class or section
of them, or to occasional instances of such
irregularity ; but to all the women, or, as the
Mail and Gazelle would have it, to*¢ the
wives and mothers of Canada.” Inthissense,

Sir, there is something suspicloua about
this anonymous libel being produced at this
particular time. The Bishop's discourse to
my congregation was delivered on the 2nd
November at his formal entrance into the
charch for the opening of his pastoral vieita-
tion, It was published very fully in both the
Napanee journals two days afterwards, and
neither journal expressed a word of dissatisfac-
tion, btut rather of high praise and admiration
for the whole tenor of His Lordahip’s instrue-
tioas.. The Mail's correspondent forward-
od a report to that joarnal, the subataoce
of which appeared in a short editorial
prragraph on the 8th imataut, which im-
plied tbat mo grave accusation had been
inade against the Bishop and whioh ellcited
from the editor nothing more than a good
humored oriticism. - How does it come to
paes that a report of Hie Lordehip’s address
is now brought forward after the lapse eof
fourteen days by some unknown person, who
represents those episcopal inatructions as
tomething very differeat from what they
had been generally understood to be, and im-
puted to him a series of utterances derogatory
to the honor of all Canadian women ¢ Aud
kow is it that the libel has been accepted
and published by so many journals, and
amongst them I regret to say the Kingston
Daily News, as if it wero a divine revelation
wheae authentioity, Integrity and verity had
been established by irrefutable proof?
The epirlt that governs this extraordinary
journalistio movement fs manifested in the
comments of some of the editors, and still
more in the headings with which the libel is
introduced to the public, There s a studied
malice in sonverting fixed forms of language,
‘whose well known mesning is comparatively
inoffensive, into others not very different in
sound, but moet offensive in their significance,
When one speaks of modesty of deportment
being deficient in aome young femalea, orasys
of a gentleman *‘he is not a very modest
young man,” the meaning is qulte definite,
and it is only an untruthful and unjust per-
son who) would report the epeaker as hav-
ing ~aid that the young man or the girl is
“immodest” snd “immoral.”  °

Does not the appesrance of this anonymous
production immediately after the ieaue of the
Blshop’s pastoral on the ¢ Providential ex-
puleion of Cutholic children from the publio
schools” on the 13th - instant—the Montresl
Gazette on the 15th inst., Kingston Daily
News on the 16th, and the Toronto Mail on
the 17th—supply a key for the understanding
of the whole plot ? And is there not a mys-
tery in the diversity of dates assigoed fo the
tranemission of the concocted document, the
Moutreal (azette and the Mail dating it
¢ Napanes, Novembsr 10th,” and you duting
it November 15th? Is anyone expected to
believa that the editor of the Mrntres)
Qazette kept thia precions composition locked
up in hia desk from the 10th to the 15th
inst., snd that the editor of the Afail, the
most prominent adversary of the Bishop of
Kingston, had heard nothing at all aboat it
until the 17th inst., when he chanced tosee a
copy of the Gazelte.

fn conclusion let me say this other word.
To persons unacquainted with the vexatious
proceedings of the Putlic School Board of
Kingston, His Lordship'as censures may ap-
pear unneceszarily severe: but when a pas-
tor’s zeel it aroused by o violent aseanlt made
upon the young ones of hia congregation, and
he bas the coursge to> meet the enemy face to
face in open fight, it is not snrprising that he
should strike sturdy blows, more espeoially
1f the weapons of misrepresentation aud
calamny have been freely employed against
him. .

the Bishop. In the anonymous document it-
self the Bishop is charged with imputing im-
modesty to all the women and girls of Canada,
and some of the editorial atticles em-
pbaysize this yet more nnjustly by interpret-
ing it direct against the **wives and mothers
of Canada,” He (the Bishop) protested
against all this as nntroe and gravely unjust,
He did not speak at all of woraen, much less
of wives and mothers, but addressed himself
salely to the manners of young people, telling
how they should be formed on the Christian
type, and particularly in regard ot females,
and complaining of the negleot of this im-
portant element in the public education of
this conatry, He had mentioned certain ir-
regularities of manner that are too frequently
observable in the youth of this country, such
a8 Joudness of speech in the railway care,
staring fixedly at persons of the opposite sex,
and other forms of wunreserve in de-
portment which had sometimes come
under his own notice and he had heard
othera remark upon, and he urged that
these were indications of a defective system
of training in the public institution. - He said
it was wholly untrue that he had attribnted
those irregularities to all the young females
of Canada; he spoke only of instances that
were frequently vislble to every traveller,
It is shamefunlly untrue that he imputed im-
modesty or immorality to any of them,
When he used the word modest in that
address at Napanee, it was always in refer-
ence to deportment and the forma of outward
manner, and everyone knows that in thia
connsction the word has a definite
signification, and that to torture such
a phrage into a charge of immodesty or im-
morality, as some of the journals have done,
is a groms injustics and calumny, He aeaid,
in conolusion, that it is quite neual to enforce
the necearity of general regulutions, whether
demanded of Government or of educations)
institutions, by reference to instances of
irregularity, and that no one interprets such
reference as a charge againet the entire com-
munity. Thus the oause of temperance i»
every day advocated by clergymen and mor-
alists pointing to well known instances of in-
temperanee in this or that ‘clty or
district, and no one thinka of charging
the speakers with wilifying the whole
body of the iohabitants in smch cities,
townae and districts as drunkards. The treat-
ment he {the Bishop) bad received from the
preas and the publication, of the anonymous
libel and their unjust comments extending hin
words beyond their scope and meaning, had
cansed him great pain, and this had come
upon him at a time when he is aufforing from
physical exhaustion after a laboricus visita-
tion of kis diacese begun at the end of May
and continved up to the present week, In-
atead of the needful rest which he was pre-
paring to take after so munoh toil, he finds
himeelf burdened with this new and most
painful lcad of anxiety and distress.

ARBITRATION.

A SCENE IN NEW JERSEY-—EDITORS TO CE
PROSECUTED IN IRELAND,

CaMnEY, Nov. 29.---A remarkable scene
ocanrred last night at a meeting which was
gotten up in the interest of the four membera
of ths British Parlisment who are advocating
the peaco arbitration idea. Bsfore the meet-
ing had proceeded far it was very apparent
that two-thirde of those present were Irish
sympathizara, and, when the usual resolu-
tiong were read, the tollowing was offered as
an additional resolutsion and adopted along
with the others :—

Resolved, that we earnestly furge that the
priociples of arbitration be adopted by Eog-
lanad in the settlement of the difficnlties be-
tween that couniry and down-tiodden Ire-
land, believing as we do that the method
will result in a speedy correction of shame-
ful abusea that are being heaped upon de-
fencelees Irieh tenanta wuader cover of the
Iniquiteus coercion law.

In the
humble hamlet of the half-ztarved peasant,
as well as in thg’_vﬁron"d mansfon of the
wealthy peer, The'violént attempta made to
prevent ite discussion, the pagging of the
Press, the imprisonment of the people'a re-
presentatives, the abhorrent work of the
“COrowbar brigade,” .the ‘infamies of the de-
tested emergency men, the refined crueltiea
<f the landlord clasy, instead of throwing it
back, have propelled it in an extraordinary
degree. The over-zéalous efforts of those
who are vainly attempting to stifle public
opinion ars doing more to promote the ques-
tion of Home Rule than ita moat strennonn
suiporbera :—it is now floating on the tide of
publio opivion ; it {s wppermont and foremoat
on the demousratic platform of Qreat Britain;
its conrse is steadily towards the polar star;
it cannot be resiztad, The opinlons expressed
by the go-called Unijoniats, and by the famons
perverters of histary, Smith and Freude, and
the great ecientist Tyndal, have naturally
caused much discuszion with both Tories and
Liberals : they have been the cause of regret
and disappointment, il not deep displeasure,
to mapy of their ardent, disinterested, and
zealous friends, Some of theee ‘men were
once found on the slde ot every liberal and
enlightensd measnrs—enemies to oppression
at home, and the adyocates of liberty abroad.
Of James Anthony! Froode,—the impailed,
lylng historias, it' I8 unnecessary to may
much :—his advice in to-day's telegrams, for
the application of perpetual martial law to
Ireland, will meet with the same contempt
and derision from all unprejudiced people o8
did his historical eulogies on Henry VIII.
nad his wirtuous' daughter *‘goed queen
Bess.” I shall not take up the publio utter-
ances of these gentlemen for the present—
suffico it, my opinlops are.in orpoaition to
theirs, on ons of the ‘greatest political ques-
tions of the age-—a question deeply involving
the life, liberty, prosperity and happiness of
the peoplo of 1relaad. It is my intention to
enter into a full discuesion of this momentous
question ;—but before I attempt to reply to
argumente, I thiok it necessary to make &
few preliminary observations, which will ex-
plain the principles on which I mean to pro-
ceed, the objecs I have in view, and the
motives which have influenced me in thus
taking on myself a duty which I feel myself
not gufficiently adequate to perform, Tlhe
first mucject that presses itse!f on my con-
sldevation is the means resorted to, by Her
Majesty’s Governmont io Ireland, to pravent
lawful meetinge, free discussion, and to rtifle
public opinion. 'In common with every man
who koows nud values the free prinociples of
the British Conetitution, I have to condemn,
in the strongest mpaner, the advisers of her
Majesty's” Representative in Ireland (al-
though, God knowe, he 1a by nature as bad
as the worst), for the nncalled for and unne-
cessary exercisa of & law uoknown to the
Constitution. - As & British subject, entitled
to the protection of British laws, I would
feel it a degradation to set my foot in & coun-
try where such power fe tolerated, In these
arbitrary proceedings, I tee one law for Ire-
land and another law tor Eagland. Thie
uncalled for exeroise of puthority looks more
like the angry visitation of offended power
than the mild dispensation of the laws of
Victorls, wto completed her Jubileoa fow:
monthe since,-—a power much more consonant
to that delegated to a Persian Satrap or &
Turkish Bashew than that which ought only
to be placed in the hande of a British Peer
by a British Queen. 'What adds not  little
to this ill-advised inroad on the constitutional
rights and constiiitional feelings of the Irish.

Ighallin a few worde advert to another bug-
bear that has been imsidionsly raised to
frighten the peoples from entering into the dis-
cusgion on Home Rule—namely, the danger
of separation from England, On this im.
portant point I am most anxious not to be
misunderstood. The opponents of Home
Rule and her Majesty’s Ministers charge
those who support it with nothing more or
less than the dismemberment of the Empire.
The advocates of Home Rule—and they num-
ber the democracy of the woxld—fling back
with contempt in the face of their ncousers
the unfounded charge, and reply, that their
object is a modified repeal of the existing
Unlon, only to form another, on 'a more
equitable basis, which wiil make the Union
indissoluble. They are advocates on these
political lines from an honest conviction, that
a8 surely ag effoots follow causes, the present
unhappy state of Ireland—unless Home Raule
is granted—must inevitably bring about that
separation which they are charged with en-
deavoring to accomplish, They ssy that a
union of the two conmtries on the basis
of reciprocity and mutual advantage would
promote the power and liberty of both; that
the present hae not one dlstinguishing feature
of such a union ; that it paralyzes instead of
atiengthening the Government; the wuast
poaulntlon, discontented and disorganized,
suffering the extreme of human misery,
goaded out ot patlence by wicked laws, sub-
jected to the tyranny of robber landlords,
thrown into dungeons for no offence, cannot
much looger remain in theix present state
without causing some violent shock to the
Kmpire, Home Rule, declares the ndvocates,
is the only panacea for all ths existing evils,
while the Tory-Unionlsts welcome the .dis-
memberment rather than grant the only
measura caloulated to cement ar indiescluble
Union between the two countries. An im-
possible barrier is thrown between the higher
and the lower classes; no sympathy exiats
between them, There is no connecting link
in the state of Irish society; the relatioms of
landlord and tenant, of master and servant,
cannot be sald to exist. It is divided be-
tween the few, who are determined to oling
to theicr monopolies to the last—and the
mauy, who are determined to ahake them off
when they can. Amidst the cnnflict of opl-
nfon, the pecple have no confidence In the
Government, which onght to be the impar-
tial arbitrator between them. Every dag’a
experience proves to them. that their repre-
pentative influence is evil; that the'monopo-
lista of everything else in Ireland have also
mopopolised the favor of the Government ;
and the natural consequence is, that Irish
society exhibits one mighty mass ot disaatis-
factlon and discontent. ‘Lhe advocates of
Home Rule say that it is only & local Legis-
lature, which will gain the confidence of the
people, that pomibly can calm the stormy
waven of public agitation ; that the time ha»s
arrived to open the contract between the two
countrles—to examine whether it has been
formed on just principles—whether another
could not.be entered Into that would give
more satisfaotion—whether & Unlon could
not be formed that would bind the countries
in one common body, add to the power and
glory of the Empire, and secure its internal
prosperity and happiness. To prove this is
the object I bave in view in putting myself
forward on the present occasion, like a
Knight Errant of old, to shiver a lance with
my masters in politics, and my saperiors in
everything olse,—exoept truth !

Seton
the siove and Jet stew until the applesare
well done, stirring frequently to prevent
barning, Let cnol, and add balf & pint of
buttermilk, two teaspoonfuls sods, and floar
enough to make it moderately stiff. Bake
with a ateady fire, not tco atiff,

FARMER'S GINGERBREAD.—One teacupful
of New Orleans molastes and two tablespoon-
fuls of water boiling bot, Stir into the water
a teaspoonful ot eoda "snd turn into the
molasses, Add a tesspoonful each of ginger
and salt, Talke one-hali cup of brown sugar,
one beaten egg, and when the molaases ia
cool mix. Pat one teaspoonful of cresm
tartar into enough flonr to make quite stiff, ;
wix aad bake in a hot oven.

JUMBLES.—One and & yuarter pounds of
flour, one pound of rugar, three-quarters of a
pound of batter, five eggs, a gill of milk, &
teaspoonfal of bfking powder. Bake one-
hals of this in small tins in a quick oven, In
the remainder put a' guarter of apound of
carrsnts and bake the eame, Frost or not at
pleasure by leaving out'the whiteu of one or
TWo egge.

Bakep CAppace.—Fill a padding-dish
with boiled, tliced, or minced cabbage, and
pour over it two well-beaten eggs added to
milk enough to cover it; sprinkle with
cracker-duat, and bake,

Baxep Ecus.—Break each into a cup, and
put the egge en & buttered dish atrewn with
cracker arumbs; cover with saeasoned crumbs,
and bake till the crumbs are brown.

IN MEMORIAM.

It is our painful duty In this issue to record
the death of one of our oldest and best known
citizens, Mr. Martin Dowsley, sr., whioch sad
event occurred at his realdence, Main street,
at three o'alock, p. m,, Tuesday, Nov. 15th,
Mr. Dowsley was a native of the town of New
Ross, County Wexford, Ireland. Leaving
Ireland in 1851, he, along with his family,
pailed for Quebec, and on mrriving at that
port went thence to New York, where his
son Samuel, our present townsman, of
the plastering firm of Do & Summers,
then a young man of 16, was ‘spprenticed in
the ornamental plastering shopa of the then
far famed P. N. Koley. After two months
gojourn in New York the late Mr, Dowsley,
tiring of that city, returned agsin to Ireland
with his wife and three daughters, but again
returned to New York in the month of May
of the next year, 1852 Residing there for a
short time he came to Canada, arriviog in
Ottaws in September of the above year.
Shortly after arriving he contrasted with
the late Mr. John Supple for the plastering of
the latter's new stone residence. On the
completion of this work he was engaged by
Mr. Wi Moffat for the plastering of hie
new brivk dwelling house. It was ohiefly
through BMr. Moffav’s well-known kindness
aund persuasion to him that made him settle
for hia future home in Pembroke, whers the
kindnesa of Mr, and Mrs, Moffat to him and
his family always drew from him his mos$
profound gratitude.

The decensed worked in the building line,
and was the pioneer contractor of the town,
and also filled the municipal office of Col-
lector, Assessorand Treasurer, He was al-
ways in favor of the improvement of the town
and pover grumbled about his taxes, no mat-
tor how high they were, Two of hie latest
wishos wers that he nJdght live to see the
completion of the new bridge and post-office.

1le was also an ardent lover of Ireland,
viewing with intense interest the least item
of news from the old country, and many
times expressed a hope to soon seo Ireland
govern herself. Ho was one of the founders
of the St, Patrjck’s Society of this town,
axd e & member ronked among the
higheat officera of it. As a mark of
respecé to their late member the so-
ciety attended the funeral in a body
with draped boadges, headed by the H. &
L. Band, played the Dead March in Saul,
The Requiem Mass and service waz sung io
tha cathedral by the Rev, B. J. Kiernan,
Messre. Wm, Moffat, A. Irving, M. O'Drie-
aall, M. Gorman, A, Foster and M, Howe
acted as psll bearera, The funeral was fol-
lowed to the R. C, Cemetery by one of the
largest concourses of people ever seen in this
vicinity, Mr, Dowsley was sged 80 years,

At a meeting of the St, Patrick's Literary
Associatien of this town the following reso-
Iution was unanimously passed .—We, tha
St, Patrigk’s Literary Asgociation of the
Town of Pembroke in council assembled, hav-
ing heard with regret of the demise of Mr.
Martin Dowsley, Sr., one of our members,
and while bowing in obediense to the will of
Divine Providence, ba it resolved: 1, That we
feel deeply the losz of Mr, Dawsley, one of
our founders and oldest members, 2, That
we extend to our late member's family our
condolence and heartfelt sympathy in this
their hour of grief. 3, That these resolutions
be endorsed by the president and secretary
and forwarded to the late Mr, Dowsley's
family, and that they be inserted in the Pem-
troke Olserier, Catholic Record and other
Catholic nowapapers.

T=E official statement just issued by the
finance department shows thut the total net
debt of the Dominion on the 30sh of O:tober
last was §227,084,849. The public accounts
show that the net debt at the end o! the
fiscal year of 1885-6, was $223,159,107, The
debt of the Dominion hasg therc¢fore been in-
oreased by nearly four millioas of dollars
since the 30th of June last year, although the
Pacific railway is finished ard no great pubk-
lic works are under construction, Tae tossl
asscts of the Dominion on October 30:h were
valued at $45,987,283, a3 compared with
$50,005,344 on the 30th of June, 1856 Thus,
while the public debt continuea to grow, the
aasets of the Dominion ehow a fulliog cff.

Nor very succeseful, £o far, have been the
gittinga of the Lahor Commission at Toronto.
Unsatisfactory is how the city papers de.
soribe the proceedings, The court sat for
hours, we are told, awaiting the advent of
promised witnesses, but not one put in an
sppearance., They did not even make satic-
factory excuee, snd the efforts of tae secre
tary and two local commissioners failed to
bring them to the witnees-bex. This looks as
if neither employers nor workmen cared to be
put through *a course of sprouts” concernicg
questions of labor, wages, oto.

WHAT young women msay do in aiding the
aaune of temperance haa been demonstrated in
a very remarkable manner in tho coal regipns
of Pennsylvania, A writer in the Philadel-
phia Times says the progress of temperance
principles among the young Irish Americans
there * ia withont parallel in the history of
temperance reform.””

So long as the drinking agency is tolerated
by young women, they cennot hope to get
good husbands or happy homes.

THE CASE OF THE CROWN PRINCE.

Royal personages have developed a useful-
fulness for mankind which entitles them to a
certain degree of consideration, When they
are attacked by disease, the whole medica]
traternity becomes interested and an amount
of study is given their cases which wonld
never be beatowed on the auffering of ordi-
nary humanity, This is all the more gratify-
ing from the facs thut the disease from
which these royeitiza seffec usaally happons
to bethe one most prevaleat, and thus areally
firgt-claes anbjeot, patient we shonld say, is
supplied with every ndvantage of boundlesa
means to secure the most scientific treatment,
for the benefit of humanity at large. Thus it
is with the Crown Prince of Germany, His
cnge has been diagonosed and we have in the
pages of the New York Medical Retord a
professional view thereoi thet must be of
grent value in the treatment of a terrible
affliction. The disease is carcinoma of the
larynx, Let us quote:—

The diagnosis may therefore be regarded ns
apttled, and the medical intereat of the caee is
now centred on the questioas of prognosia and
treatment. The prognoeis of carcinoma of the
larynx is, of course, fatal, though the duration
of life after the appearance of the new growth
varies within pretty wide limits, Thus, of the
twenty-seven cases collected by V. Zirmssen,
nine, or thirky-toree per cent., divd within the
firgt year, fiteen .died botween the first and
the sixth years, and three lived longer than six
years, one being alive: even fifteen years. after
the d'iseug had first manifested itself. Epi-
thetioma is more rapid in its pregress than
ancephaloid cancer, the averaga duration
of the  former being, according to
the statistics of Fauvel, - tweuty-three
months, while ‘that of the latter is three years,
Of the operationa{proposed there are but two,
viz., tracheotomy and laryogectomy.

friend of Gambetta, pow leader of the Ex-
treme Left or ultra-radical party, editor of

Dr. Clemencean, the one time

Ls Justice, an influential Paris paper, a
sympathizer with the ‘Commanista, ie, of alt |

men in France, likely to become master of
tho eitustion. Like ‘Gambetta, he kas dis-:
tinguished himeelf more an a emasher of gov-
ernments than a8 one capable of governing.
Asleader of the Advanced Lett he has been a
conspicuous figure in French politica for a
dozen years. That he is possessed of ca-
pacity of no mean order,even his enemies ad-
mit; but hia ability hos slways been direct-
ed toward destioping rather than con-
gereing or creating. He is & Vendeean,
with the resolute and pugnacious character-
istica of the people of that historic province.

The following is a not utfavorable tketch
of his career :—

Clemenceau waa born in 1841, begzan his pre]
feasional studirs ab Nantes, and completed them
at Parie, whece in 1869 he was created a doctor
of medicine. after whichjhe practiced at Monb-
martre. After the revolution of Ssptember 4,
1870, he was appointed Mayor of the Eighteenth
Arrondissement of Paris avd o member of the
Commission of Communal Education, At the
election of February's, 1871, be was elected a
representative of the Department of the Seine
in the National Assembly, where he tock his
place smong the members of the Kxtreme Left,
and voted against the preliminaries of peace.
OUn the 18th of March he endeavored to save the
lives of the Generals Lecomte and Clement
Thomas, but in vain, for he did not arrive at
the Rue des Rosiers until after their execution,
On this occnsion the Central Committea of the
Communista, which was sittieg at the Hotel de
Ville, resolved that Dr. Clemencean should be
arrested ; but he was fortunate enongh w elnde
the vigilsace of the insurrectionary palice,
‘When the murderers were put upon their triul
{Nov. 29, 1871) some of the witnesses accused

itn of nob baving interfered ns early us hs might
have done, put he was warmly defended by
Colone! Langlois, whose testimony appeared to
clear Dr. Clemenceau from all blame in the

matter. However, the laccuaations led
$0. B duel between Dr. Clemenceau
anl ‘M, le commandant de Pousrargues,

who was wounded in the leg by a pistel thot.
D, Clemenceau was presecuted for this affair
about & month later, the result being that he
wai condemned by the Seventh Chamber of
Correctipnal Police to be imprisoned for a fort-
. pight, and'to pry o fine of 25 franes. In the
sittin ﬁf the 20th of March he introduced in
) ﬁa ional Assembly a bill, migned by the
“Radical’ faction of the deputies of the Depmt-
ment of the Seine, to anthorize the election of
aMuaicipal Couneil for the city of Paris, to
co: 8-t of eighty members ; and he was one of
those who sigued the manifesto of D. putiesand
Mayors fixinz the municipal electionson the
90th of that month. A candidate at thote elec-
tions, he volled 752 votes, but was nob elected.
After having taken parb in the unsuccessful at-
tempts ab conciliation between the Government
and the Commune, he sent in his resignation
both as Mayor and Deputy, and retired for a
short ,eriod into private life. On July 23.
1874, he was elected a member of the Muoicipal
Council of Paris for the Clignancourt quarter,
and be took a prominent partin the discussions
concerniog primary secular instruction and
finansial quegtions. On Nov. 29, 1874, he was
re-elocted a member of the Municipal Council,
of which he becnsue successively secretary and
vi‘e-president, and eventunlly president in
187G, He was elected a Deputy for the Le-
partment of the Ssine by the Eighteenth Ar-
rondissement of Parie Nov. 20, 1876, and after-
ward he'hesame Secretary of the Chamber. In
the following April ha resigned s placo in the
Municipal Couuncil. He was again re-elected to
the Natioas]l Asembly bv the Eighteenth Ar-
rondisement 6f Parie at the general election of
Oct. 14, 1887, Sinca that time he has been gen-

They
photographed it wnd gave it to the world,
And what 1a it, Oh, i we were Chamberlain
how we would bestow our choioest anathemas
on the man whe invented peycholagios! oriti-
cism and tangbt newspaper men the art ot
putting thie and that together as a mental
exerciee oondacive to the eetablishment ol
werities. Never did a gathering ot biologists
oluster round the Neander fragments with
greater joy, never did physiciets observe sn
abnormal subject with more intense delight
than did that room full of New York reporters
observe Joseph Chamberlain, M.P.

DARWIN'S RELIGION.

Public intersest in the career of Charles Dar-
win, one of the most remarkable men of this or
any other century, has been revived b; the pub-
Yication of his life and letters, edited by his son,
Francis Darwn, So much bas been said and
written concerning the theory of Erolution,
with which his name is identified, that it is not
naecessary to enter upon a discussion of 1t here,
What most interests ordinary readers is the
views of tho great naturalist on religion. A
caundid examination on this point will not be
without value, asshowing how thsclearest in-
tellects, when not guided by faith, ate as weak
as the most uninetructed savage in presence of
the wonders of God’s universe. In 1879 Dar-
win wrots to a correspondent who had in-
quired concerniog his religious views :—

*What my own views may ba is a queation
of no consequence to any one but myselr, Bu,
as you ask, [ mny stats that oy judzment often
fluctuates, In my most extreme fluctuations I
have never been an Atheist in the rense of de-
nying the existence of a God. I thinlk that
Eenerzmy {and more and more a3 I grow older)

nt not always, an Agnostic would be the more
currect description of my state of mind.”

On auother occasion he wiote amplifying the
qualifying sentencee in the above quotation :—

T4 is_ impossible to answer Eour question.
briefly ; aud I am not sure that I conld do o,
even if I wrote at some length, But I may say
that the impossibility of conceiving that this
geand and wondrous. .universe, with our con-
seious pelves, arose through chapce, seems to me
the ohief ‘argument for the existence of "God
but whether this is an argument of renl value 1
have never beeén ableto decide. . .

the Beagle I was quite orthudox and I re-
member heing beartily lavghed at by sevezal of
the officers (though themselves arthodox) for
quoting the Bible ar an unanswerable authority
oa some point of morality. I suppose 1t was
the noseléy of the argument thas amused them.”
He **gradunlly came to disbelieve Christianity
28 a divine revelation. Disbelief creps over me
at a very elow rate, but was at last complete.
The rate was 80 8' 0w that I felt no distresa,”

Some pages fellow in which the srgument
from derign in nature ia concluded tofzil, “‘now
that the law of natural selextion has been die.
covered,” aud in which he touches the question,
““Whether the world asa whola is a good or bad
one,” giving his judgment that * hoppiness de-
cidedly prevails, though this would be very
difficult to prove,” and that, “‘if the truth of
this concluaion ba granted, i harmonizes well
with the effects which we might exp:ct from
natural selection,”

* That thero ix much sufferiog in the worla,
nn one disputes. Some bave attempted to ex.
plain this with re¢ference t2 man by imagining
that it serves for h:a moral improvement. But
the number of men in the world is as nothing
compared with toat of all other sentient beings,
and they often suffer greatly without any mural
improvement. This very old argument from
thy existence of suffering aguninst the existence
of an intelligent First Cause secms to mea
strong one ; whereas, a3 just remarked, the
presence of much suffering agrees weoll with the
view that all organic beinzs have been devel-
oped through variat:on and natural selection.

*¢ At the present day the moat n-usl argument
for the existence of an intehiger* God is
drawn from the deep iaward cooviction and
feelings which are exparienced by most per-

Kns.

“TFormerly I was led by feolings such as
thoss relerred to (although I do vot thiok that
the religious sentiment was ever str-ogly de-
veloped in me), to the firm convictiin of the
existencs of God and of the immortality of the
goul. I well remember my conviciion that
there is rmore in man than the mere breath of
bis body. But now the_ grandest s:enes would
zot cause any such coavictions and feelings to
rise in my mind. It may be truly raid that 1
am like a man who has become culor-blind, and
the universal belief by men of the existence of
redness makes my present lnss of perception of
not the least value as evidence,

* Another source of conviction in the exist-
ence of God, connected with the reason, and not
with the feeliog, impresses me as having much
more weight. Thiz followa from the extreme
difficulty, or rather impossibility, of conceiving
this immense and wonderful universe, includ-
ing man with his capacitv of looking far back.
wards and far intv fuiurity, as theesult of
blind chance or pecessity. YWhen thus reflect-
ing, I feel compelled 1o look to 2 Firat Causs
haviog a0 intelligent miod in scme degree
anrlogous to that of man ; and I deserve to be
called Thewst. This conclusion was strong in
my mind about the time, asfar as I can remem-
ber, when I wrotethe * Origin of Species’ ; and
it in since that time that it has very ﬁ(mdunlly,
with many Huctuations, begcome weaker. But
then arises the doubt Can the mind of msan,
which bar, as I fully believe, been developed
from a miad as low ss_that porsessed by the
lowest auimals, be trusted when it draws such
grand conclusions

Tt is coleworthy that, after stating acd truly
feeling that there was nothing in the theory of
natural selestion that need disturb religious
convictions, 1t seems to bave had that very
effect upon bhim. It is aleo notable that his
grest difficulty was the very old one, of the
existence of ovil in the world—one which, how-
ever nsoluble, was not at all ra but is 1o
some sense mitigated by the theory of natural
selection, when regarded from a purely philo-
vophical standpeint.

The example of Darwin, however, merely
emphasises the truth that a man, no matter
how highly endowed he may be with genius
and learning, if he seeks not the graco of God,
is sure to lose thas inner perception of God and
his works which alone cao give peace of mind
and satisfaction of soul. In hiz youth Darwin
had that faith, for he tells us that when roing
to school :—

« ¥ remember in the early part of my school
life that I often had to run very quickly to be
in time, and from being a fleet runoer was gen-
erally enccessful ; bus when in doubt I prayed
carnestly to God to help me, and I well remem-
ber that I attributed my success to the prayers
and not to my quick runnoing, and marvelled
how gererally 1 was aided.”

There was nothing in his life, studies or obser-
vations to show that he could not have retained
this faith. e simply drifted away like many
others, till, as he tells us himself, he became
blind to the truths and beauties of the Chris
tian faith. This view appea-s to be suatained
by the fzct that there are many among themost
eminent scientific men of the day who are firm
beliovers in religicn, and nob a few of them are
pious Catholics.

It is astonishing how the same old argu-
ment does duty on all sides, We have already
ehown how it has bicen used ogainat confede-
ration in Newloundland, and the Tory prees
of Canads make the most of it every day in
opposition to unresiricted reciprooity, and
now it is broupht to bear !in the States
against the same proposition. A Mr. H. H.
Warner, of Rochester, N. Y., who claims to
have commercial relations with pll parts of
the world, iz quoted by the Utica Herald as
saying that ¢ the letting down of the pro-
tective, bars against Canada would be fol-
lowed by the trensfer of English mana-
facturing establishments, Eaglish capital and
labor to Canada, and the flooding of the covet-
ed American msrket with their products,
English capital can come into the states, setup
factories ard compete with American manu-
facturers for the American market, DBat in
doing ®o it is subjoet to like condijtiona sa
those under which homo producorsand mana-
facturers Intor—the same rent; taxes and cost
of labor, Acrose the border it is under Eng-
lish Jaws and conditions, Commercial uhion
would be almoit equivalent to free trade
direot, quite a0 except for the cost of estab-.
lishing plants and porhaps o little increase of
wages over those paid in Menchester and
Sheffield.. The advantages would be all with
Canadian end English capitalists, The Cans--

is of tha ‘very first importance to English

mapniacturers. It s proposed that we ex-
change even the advantages of -a market.of
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‘the surest

60,000,000 for that of less than 5,000,000, 1t
would be a good bargain for Canada ; but

woe munt first nonsidas «
for us.”

In Canada the anti-reclprocityites declare
that this same letting down of bara would
ruin Oanadian manufactures and destroy aur
trade. Both thess theories cannot bacorreot ;
as & matter of fact both are absurd, In any
cage Canada atands to win by having larger
markete opened to her products, while the in-
flux of both American and English capital
into the inviting field she would offer under
commercial union, may be regarded as one of
the nurest results of the proposed arrange-
ment,

TWO PROPOSITIONS.

Two distinot and opposing propositions for
the future destiny of Canada have been laid
betore the people. Goldwin Smith has sug
geated the lices of Commercial Unfon, Dalton
McCarthy has advapced the prinoiples of
lmperial Fedoration. Neither England nor
the United Statas have seriously considerad
either proposition. Both movements have

xesist the endeaver of a few Tory pollllulins'
who are looking to Eagland for titles and
8ooi.. i" roooknii‘ion, to reimpose the yoke of
Downiung street.

American, which term in its broad sense
inoludes Canadian, civilizatlon, is projected
on lines altogether diverse from the imperial
uystem of Earope. With the dypastic in
stitutions and policiea o Earope this contiy
nent has no concern, They are military in
their essence, the democracy of Amerios is
industrial in its esaence. Canada, no more
than the United States, can be diverted from
its deatiny, and if the Americons are trus to
themaelves and eoize the opportunity which
now offers for cementing the friendship of
Cinodiaos, they can make this cont nent
secure for all time against European en-
croachment,

FRANCE.

Between Royaliste on ons side and Ex-
treme Radicals on the other, the Republio of
KFrapce ia in a very bad way, If there was
sny man eupremely capable of taking the

sprang from the feeling in Canado that the
exiating conatitution of the Dominion does
not poseess any of the elements of permanency
aud cannot last for any length of time,

Ap in the case of all former national ad-
vances, the demand for commercial union is
met by a Tory counterblast, this time in the
form of imperial federation, a nebular hypo-
thesis of the most goseona composition, As
if tbe universal clock of time comld be put
back & century, the regular progrees of a great
people towarda the fulfilment of their national
destiny interrupted, and the natural growth
of a continent reversed.

Io a paper read betors the Commercial
Usglon Club, of Toronto, Mr. Goldwin Smith
pointed out that the movement was inde-
pendant of both political parties, and a broad
appeal in the interests of the national com-
merce to the intelligence of the wnole people,
He then goes on to cbserve :—

It is much to be regrettcd that members
of the Government should have 8o precipit-
ately assumed an attitude of opposition.
Their own standing offer to thoe Americans
under the Tariff Aot _shows that they recog-
nige the need of Reciprocity, while they
must be awar. that a partis] Reciprocity, »
Repiprocity in natural preducts only, is not
to be obtained. The choice, they must
know, ljes between unrestrivted Reciprocity
and no Reciprocity at all. To enforce Re-
ciprocity was the avowed object of their mea-
sure of tariif retaliation, and we are seeking
to accomplish that object in a far bet-
ter way. 'Their chief, when British
mapufacturers cried out against  his
tariff in 1879, proclaimed fiscal Home
Raule for Cacada in the most detiant terms,
1f they bave bound themselves to a certain
class of protected manufactarers by a tie
other than regard for the industrial and com-
mercinl interests of the people they will find
themaselves in the end heavily welghted. The
Conservative party in Enpland never reco-
vered the effects of its ill-atarred resistancs to
the removsl of commercial restrictions which
erippled cutional industry and deprived the
peaplo of the fair eatnings of their labar. If
apy political party means to stand or fall by
restriotion, assuredly it will fall—but
that will be ita own doing, Dot aurs.
Taers I8 also reasem  to regret t:at
tho British Commiesioner at Washington
ehould have bown o little not only of diplo
matic reserve, but of respect for Capadian
sell-government. \When in a matter of the
mast vital importance to the Cunadian peoplr,
the intention of impocing an Imperial veto
on their wishes ia procinimed at \Washington
to the reportera of the American prese, Cun-
ada is mude to feel ber dependency indecd.
That all the great naticnal industries of this
country, and our people generally, would gaio
very greatly by free admission to their
natural merket, which is also tho richest
murket in the world, csnnot bo seriously
doubted by any impaitial reasomer, Thiu
copviction will grow irresistibly, and will
bu(xinb through a!l political obatacles in the
end.

Here, we have a very matter-of-fact view
of the questicn, & view which must be ad-
mitted thoroughly Cinndian as opposcd to
the vicw talken by the Oitawa Covernment
ond the British Commissioner, The scheme
of Imperial Fuderation on the ether hand is
sbsolutely lacking ia practical points, Iono
sense doea it come within measnrable distance
of the region of practical polities, while the
dread it arouses of the re-cetu)!ishment of
Downing street ruls is iicreased by the arro-
gant promouncements of Mr, Chamberlain
end the mithode of Tory Gevernment in
Ireland.

In the long and somewhat dirjointod ad-
dress delivered by Mr. McOarthy before a
meeting of Imperial Federationiats at Ottawa,
it is difficult to find an idea of what Imperial
foderation 1eally means. Heindnlged in that
sort of rhotoric {which has aptly been de-
soribed as glittering generalities, but for any-
thing in the way of « definition of the scheme
we are left to driw what conclusion we
please. He zaid enough, however, to satiefy
us that it is contemplated to moke Canada
contribute to the mainterance of the British
army and navy and become a partner in the
taxatien ol the cmrpive for imperial purnoses,
He said :—

The commercial ucioniste pretended that
nothing in their scheme was intended to
break connection, or zever us from the
mother country, but we had to look forwurd
to the time, rapidly approaching, when this
country muet be prepared to to take itestund,
ond that we, an freemen, will claimour right
to a vaice in all the affairs by which we are
governed, locsl and imperisl, sand wo had
uleo a3 & part of that to remember that the
burdene of freemen would also have to be
borne by us. He thonght we were prepared
to do this, while demanding our riphts,
whatever burden these rights should entail,
and we cught to be ashamed to think that the
poorer people of the country from which we
spring had o bear the whole barden of pro-
tecting our shoreg and mercantile marine,
while we were set free from coantributing tc
that goet. He was not anxious t» increasr
the taxation under which we were laboring,
but he felt certain we shonld not be sub-
stantially increasing - the taxation by joinin;
hands with their brother colonies and thi
Mother Uountry. 1t would be, in bis opinion,
‘ gusrantee ‘of  the peace of 'the
world, A

Very clamsy indeed. is the effort her
made by Mr. McCarthy to sugar- the pill o
oolonial taxution for Imperial purposes, i,
we fanoy the people of Canads will resolutely
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presidentinl chair, now vacated by Gravy,

and admittedly able to bring order out of the

existing chaor, thera would be some hope of

a strong government being established, But

the extremiats on both sides are bent more on

destroying the republic than preserving it,

Ouse eecks the restoration of monarchy, the

other the abolition of the presidenoy and the

scnate, because these institutions ars too

conservative, Snch a state of affairs Is deep-

1y perilous to France, with Germany on the
watch, determined to cripple her old enemy.

1t is a grim commentary ou human joatitn.

tlons that a great nation should be hurrled to
the brink of revolution on account of a bit of
ribben and & ohildiah decoration. We
believe, however, that there ls in France, ns
there is in all nations, & great power resident
in the people that makes for the maintenance
of Iaw and order. This power made
itaelf folt on former ocoasions, when
leaders of political factions would have
plunged the country into anarchy. That it
will assert itself again we cannot doubt, In
case It should nos, France will become like
Poland before the partition, and her warring
factions will be ploughed under by tte red-
hot ploughshares of foreign occupation., A
theatrical soldier, like Boulapger, will not do
ina crisis like thie, However, a few days
will decide, and we can only hope that
France will bo saved by the establishment of
a government that wiil bo more In harmony
with jastioe and moderation than the miser-
abls makeshift ministries that have suceeded
each other with fatal rapidity since the fall
of the Empire.

AN INTERESTING DISCOVERY.

AN ANCIENT BURIAL PLACE UNEARTHED IN
YOUGRAL, IRELAND,

TFor some time past excavations have been
carried on in the grounds of the Presentation
Coovent at Youghal, Ireland, where some
buildings are being erected, and almost every
foot of ground revealed human remains, but
only ona perfect skeleton has as yet been dis-
coverad, On a oclose examination of this
skeleton having been made, o plece of leather,
evidently a portiop of a sandal from one of
the feet, was detocted, as well as the remaina
of some woolen stuff, most probably the
habit in which the body was buried &t least
three hundred years ago, Ip the year 1832,
when the foundations of the school-house at-
tached to the convent wers being made, num-
bertess unsoffined haman bodiea were found
to have been interred in the sand, a fow feet
under the surface, lying in various attitudes,
some prouc upon their faces, some half
doubled together, and some packed in masses
like the slain from a battle-field, The fea-
tures of many of the dead, even the minute
lines of the eyelids, were preserved in the
Gne sand a9 in & mould, The cemetery must
have been at one time of considerable size, as
in excavating for the foundation of a pumber
of buildings many ancient tombs were dis-
covered, and cven prior to this effigies
and tombs of the thirteenth, fomrteenth,
fifteenth and sixteenth centuries, far sarpass-
ing any memorials of the dead which are now
vposscased, were destroyed or covertd over.
The tomba of the ecolesiastics would have
been rich in examyples of portraiture, but far
beyond even these would have been the grand
monuments of the Gernaldines,: no less than
goven Earls of Desmond, besidea numberless
members of the family of leaser nots, being
interred within the walls of the friary, It
wag in the choir of this friary, in 1495.-96,
that Maurice, tenth Earl of Dssmond, who
had espoused the cause of Perkin Warbeck,
rencwed his allegienoe in the most solemn
monner, and made *‘othe upon the Holy
Sscrament and Fvangelists, and other re-

backed Ly the British Gavernment, proposed
the Union, he loudly denounced the measure,
aud told them it was impracticable—when the
Irish 1 arliament waa about to surrender that
power which they held intruat for the peo-
ple, he told them they dave not, it was utterly
impracticable, Yet, notwithstanding, we find
oli theee eventa were found pertectly practi-
cahle, If theJAct of Unlon is founded an
the immutable principles of right and juatice,
every cffort to repeul it will and cught to be
imprecticable ; if, on the contrary, it is
partisl and unjust, its repeal will b2 found
petfectly practicable. Tho question must
stand or fall on its own merits.

Now that the cattle shipping season is over
the present is an opportune time for a brief re-
view of the results of the past season. 1t is
paid that the total exports of cattle for the
seagon amounted to 65,000 cattla and 35,648
sheep, against 55,207 cattle ana 96,648 sheep
for the season of 1886. When navization open-
ed & pretty fair trade prevailed in the Ola
Country, but owing to the immense number of
cottle held and shipped from the United States
and Canada trade almost collapsed, and one of
the biggest breaks ever known in_the history of
the cattle business took place, Still, since the
heavy auppliee bave been worked off, trade
both in this and the Old Country has been
healthier.
