“The old cruiser Hermes, Captain
Lambert, was sunk today by a German
submerine in the Straits or Dover, as
she was returning  from Dunkirk.
Nearly all the oificers and crew were
saved, but the exact loss cannot be as-
certained until the men ire mustered.
The loss of the vessel 1s of small mil-
tary\ significance.”

The Hermes was a comparatively
old vessel, and from a naval viewpoint
was of no value, but the fact that she
was attacked so mear jpome indicates
that the German submarines must
have a base somewhere on that part
of the Belgian coast which is occupied
by German trocps, from which they
can menace ships of the alMes passing
between Engiand :nd France. Only
a few days ago one of them sank the
French steamer Adimiral Ganteaume
which was carrying refugees from
Calais,

How many submarines the Germans
have in these waters is not known, but
several of them have he¢n seen re-
cently, When ships are guarded by
torpedo -boat destroyers, as are those
enga,ged in oomhar.lmg the German
pessessions, they are comparatively
safe, but the opportunity of the sub-
marine comes when on@ is caught
alone a& was the Hermes.
