and new tracks have *een laid.

Immense quantities of ice have beon shipped
from Canadian points to the States this spring,
by water. At Port Arthur there 1.as 4,000 tons
stored, every bit of which belonged to Cincin-
nati dealers ; $3.25 per ton was the price paid
for most of it. During tho past winter one
firm harvested over 20,000 tons, for which an
offer of $4 per ton has been refused.

The mines of the Lake Superior iron districts
have begun their shipments for the season of
1890, and the indications are that the total
output this year will exceed that of last scason
by nearly a million tons. The product will be
very close to 8,000,000 tons this year, if it does
not exceed that figure.

SeesiNGLY the friends of liquor prohibition
in the State of Iowa are not going to have tho
smooth sailing they expected in trying to se-
cure from Congress the power of absolute pro-
hibition of tho importation of intoxicating
liquors, which by the recent docision of the
Supreme Court of the United States on *‘origi-
nal packages™ they were declared not to pos-
gess.  Senator Wilson's bill in favor of unre-
strained rights of the State is meeting with
determined opposition as an unconstitutional
measure, which sceks to delegato to the states
a portion of the power vested in Congress only.
Onc senator pointed out how the measure
could be used to protect the distillers, brewers
and wine makers of onc state from competition
with those of other states.

-

The more recent decision of the U. S. Su-
preme Court declaring unconstitutional the
Minnesota dressed meat law, by which that
state sought to prohibit the importation of
drested 1neats, unless inspection of the animal
hud been made within the state and within
twenty-four hours before slaughtering, scems
to cause quite a little indignation in Minnesota
itself, while in almost every other state, Iowa
included, the decieion is considered a just one
by tho press, aund the state law is condemned as
an attempt to m aopolize the dressed meat
trade of the state for its own butchers, stock
dealers and stock raisers. The two decisions
come pretty near to forming a parallel, and
their immediate results will be watched care-
fully not only by prohibitionists and their op-
poneats, but by men who study the relations of
local and central government. There will
doubtless soon be other such cases, as the
anomaly of a state possessing no power in the
vestrictions of commerce, and yet possessing a
control of its criminal jurisdiction which en-
ablesit toma’ a crime of what is legitimate
trading in anoher state, cannot but be fruitful
of squabbles over central and local authority.

-

Trne Hudson Bay railway project is still kopt
dangliog before the eyes of the peoplo of Mani.
toba, although it does aot scem to cause the
same cnthusiasm among speculators which it
did before the Governor-General.in-Council got
hold of its arrangementa. A rumor ta the offcgt

that aid from the Dominion had taken the form
of & cash payment annually of $80,000, or equal
toa 4 per cent. guarantee on $2,000,000 for
that length of time. There is ho. reliable cor-
roborution of this rumor, and it is probably as
true as many others which have lately been in
circulation. Some pcople have begun to lose
confidence in the Governor-General-in-Council
and will not beliove that any material aid will
be forthcoming. On the cther hand many
shrewd men are more hopeful than ever before.
They argue that Sir John’s Government, in ua-
dertaking to settle the question of aid by the
Governor-General.in-Council, practically assurm-
ed the responsibility of doing something calcu-
lated to secure the speedy construction of the
road. It would certainly be unpleasant for
them to bave to acknowledge at next session of
pasliament that the Governor.General-in-Coun-
cil did not possess either liberality or business
sagacity enough to be able to insure success of
the project.

It matters little, however, how things are
worked if the road is only constructed, and few
here, outside of a small clique, care whether
the construction is done under Government
supervision or the supervision of a company.
No one optside of that same cligne has any
faith in the work being done by the original
proprietors, unless the Dominion Government
require ita construction for party purposes.

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THE CURE FOB LONG OREDITS.

Elsewhere in this issue will be found an
atticle from the Canadian Journal of Commerce,
headed **Long Credits,” in which the farmers
of Canada are saddled with all the responsi-
bility of the present syatem of long credits in
voguo in this Dominion among mercantile men;
and in which also the greed, cupidity and dis-
honesty of the agricultural classscs are set forth
in a manner calculated to make the reader be-
live that the essonce of Canadian rascality is
centered in the farmer, aud that if he could
only bo educated into a state of semi-honesty
all trouble in connection with the giving of
ceredit would be at an end.

The poor granger is doubtless » great source
of trouble and annoyance to business men who
have direct dealings with him; but to hold his:
responsible for the whole inflation of credit,
which now exists in thie Dominion, is to lay on
bis shoulders along with own ahortcomings a
host of others, for which the primary respon.
sibility rests with classes laying for greater
claims to business tact and ability than the
farmer pretends, even in his moments of gush.
iog egotism, topossess, Even in the Journal
of Commerce’s article refered to, through the
thin sheathing of abuse of grangers, there are
chinks which reveal other causes for long and
dangerous credits. For instance the following
extratt =—

It is evident that the plethora of stores has
increased competition to such a pitch that the
farmer is practically master of the situation.
Asaconsequence he has encroached until he
enjoys a length of credit accorded to no other
clasf of consumers,”

A logical view of the situation thus stated is
that too many storekeepers, too close competi-
tion, and too much eagerness to sell goods on
the part of merchants are the primary causes of
inflated credit, and the farmer is the only in.
dividual who is fortunate or unfortunate edough
to be able to take advantage of the unhealthy
situation produced by the folly of others. Thut
be is clear of blame in ataking dvantage of it,
o reasonable man can assert, but he is not
primatly responsible for the existiug evil, and
evenwhen he does take the advantage, (if it
can be 80 called) afforded theroby, ho frequent-
ly finds out that after all he has been more of a
dape than a knave,

The Journal of Commerce in depicting the
knavery of the farmer uses the followiog lan-
guage: “He expects to get as much as possible
for his money, and give as little in return as he
«an help.” In following out which principls, he
isonly making the aim of every prudent busi-
nssman, The picture of the plundered store.
keeper is a different one, however, and the
following language of the Journal gives a view
ofit. “And as the latter (the otorekeeper) is
wellaware that thanks to hayseed legislation,
bis customer is perfectly sheriff-proof, he can
only wait patiently for payment, until such
timoas the farmer has no better use for his
money,”

It is ovident that the writer of the Journal’s
article must have started out f2om the firm be.
lief that overy farmer is an unscrupulous
scheming knavo and every retail merchant sell.
ing to him a sucker of the most gullable type.
| Unless that assumption is admitted his whole
argument §s mere wind, and the article he has
produced valuable only for its picturc of kuavo
and suckor, which is almost vivid enough to
form a parallel for the touching tale contained
in that classic thyme of “The apider and the
ﬂy.ll

If there is anythiog in the adage that know-
ledge and power bring responaibility, then in
this matter of long credits our farmers have
certainly less to shoulder than any other class,
They, of all other classes, are least familiar
with the usages of business, and their every day
lifo does not necssitate their having any great
knowledge in that respect. Then in the matter
of power to rectify abuses in trade, a field in
which they are not engaged, they are certainly
powerless; so that posscssing least knowledge
of and least power in the affairs of trade, they
are cousequently least responsible for evils
that exist therein. The retail merchant holds
in his hands the direct power to close this ruin.
ous system of a year’s credit to the consumer,
and if his power is shortened in this respect, it
i8 because of the folly of his fellow merchauts,
who will still persist in giving such credits,
Then also retail merchants are men who should
bave a pretty good knowledge of busineas prin.
ciples, and should know better than give con.
sumers such dangerous lines of credit, so that
if the inflation is still kept up it is because of
jealousy or ignorance of business principles
among retailers, who if they united upon pro-.
per action, could soon educate the farmer into
shorter credit, when that pcrsonage found no
tomptation to look for longer. We need not
abuse a hungry dog for eating a piece of meat
carelessly left with in his reach. The sensible
course is to place the meat beyond his reach.
Tne same course can be followed with profit in
credit to the farmer,

But the retail merchant isnot himself such a
commercial cconomist, that he can unaided
check this ruiuous system of long credits to
copsumers, aud it must be admitted that any
efforts he may make n that direction are not
too well seconded by the wholesaler or manu-
facturer from whom he purchases. While
credits of six months and even longer are
allowed to retail merchants, thero will still be
a temptation to reckless giving of credit on
their party and those of their number who
would be enclined to reform the evil will find
competitors to fnstrate theii efforts, so long as
wholesalers hold out the present tempting long
credits.

In like manper the wholesale merchant or
mannfacturer who is desirous of curtailing
credits to the retailer finds he has competitors
who will cling to the dangerous inflation and
vrevent him from following out his desires for
reform. And whilo competition between banks
is 50 keen as it ir in Canada there will always
b in the wholesale mercautile field many
houses which can only carry on business with
ths aid of the reckless credit, so freely given
by banks to such institutions. When the facts
are koown, that scores of such honses receive

from banks lines of discount, with which by
tho aid of customers paper thoy can swell their
bank credit to three or four times the amount
of their capital, it can bo scon to what baloon.
liko inflation commercial credit in Canada has
uttained, and how much need there is for sowme
roform that will not only check the pressure,
but in somo measure ease it off.

Thero can be no doubt but all classes have
their share in the responsibility of having pro-
duced this undesirable state of affairs. The
farmer and other consumers, the retail mer
chants, the wholesaler and manufacturer and
the banker arc all to blame. But the question
forces itself upon us, where is the unemployed
power, which if brought into play, can inaugu.
rate the much necded reform? The answer is
clear, that is in the hands of the bankers. They
posscss the power to sffectually force the re-
form upon the wholesaler and manufacturer,and
from the latter through the retailer it would
soon reach the conanmer, even among the farm.
ing classes. That this latent power will soon be
so employed is very unlikely at preseat, for to
curtail mercantile credits from their present
proportions to the safo limit of say sixty days,
would be to leave at least one third of the re-
sources of our banks lying usemployed and un.
renumerative. The banks cannot afford that,
and are not at all likely to make an effort for
reform, which would so cartail their profits.

CONFLICIING LEGISLATIVE POWERS,

The question of where Federal legislative
power begins, and where State legislative
power ends, is once more causing quite a little
discussion in the United States, and the in-
stances whero Stato laws have infringed upon
Fedoral prerogative have been increasing in
number of late years. A few weeks ago, the
Supreme Court of the United States decided,
that the State of Iowa had no power to pro-
hibit the importation of intoxicating drinks
from another state or a foreign country, so
long as those drinks were retained in their
original packages. The decision caused a wild
stir in probibition circles, but unfortunately
this question of liquor prohibition has developed
so bitter a fecling between its advocates and
oppounents, that such a decision is too generally
looked upon as merely a decision calculated to
annoy one class of extremists, and to please
another, and thus its whole bearing upon the
question of central and local legislative rights
is lost sight of.

Since this decision, another has been ren-
dered by the Supreme Court of the United
States, which comes pretty near to a parallel
with its predecessor, but it has the advantage,
that it is not connected with liquor prohibition,
and is therefore much more likely to be dis.
cussed as it affects States’ rights or Federal
authority.

It seems that the State of Minnesota has a
law, which prohibits the sale of fresh meat
slaughtered in another state or a foreign coun-
try, and some convictions under its provisions
brought around its test before the Supreme
Court of the United States, which has declared
the law unconstitutional, As might be ox-
pected there is a lond cry against the Supremeo
Court decision, and men, who were the mosy
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bitter oppouncnts of the States’ rights doctrine
daring and immediately aftor the Great Ameri.
can civil war, are now wincing under the
proseuco of the doctrine thoy so strongly advo-
cated, if indeod they are not openly opposing it.

‘The question of States’ rights cost the great
ropublic one of the most disastrous civil wara
on reeord, and their legislative obliteration
immediately after the close of that bloody
struggle, when sectiunal raucor aud hate
swayed legislation more than reason, it could
scarcely be expected, would be carried out
with that foresight and consideration which
would prevent entanglements with.n a com
paratively few years thoreafter.  The Unitod
States Coingress immodiately after this civil
war first legislated nearly oune-third of the
states out of the Union, and then when they
were out, passed a numbor of constitutional
amendments, to which these excluded states
had to conform, after they were allowed to
como back into the Union. It was only nat-
ural, that Congress in its eagerness to stamp
out one of the main causes of the great rebell-
ion, would make mistakes, which would bring
atout friction if not trouble in the future.
Now that all danger of another civil war is
over, and the social curse of slavery from
which it sprung is buried beyond resurrection,
it might not be out of place for Congress to in-
yuire into states' rights once more, and see if
in commerco and other fields not linked with
war, there is not room for some mitigation of
the iron clad authority, with which the Federal
Government was invested in the days of sec-
tional and race prejudices and hate, immedi-
ately following the great struggle. It may be,
as o Minnesota trade journal states, that a
state’s prohibitory legislative power should in.
clude at least the right of saying what its citi.
zens shall eat or drink.

In this “Canada of ours” we have a confed-
eration in the conatruction of which all the
centralizing evils of the United States constitu.
tional amendments are embodied, and others
still more centralizing in their influence have
been added. The idea of one province trying
to prohibit the impor! of anything sent from
another, no matter on what plea the prohibi.
tion would be based, is something the average
Canadian has ncver dreamt of. Governments
at Ottaws can smoll a provincial interference
with Dominion rights a long way off, as for in-
stance the tyrannical and absurd interference
during the past decade with the right of Mani
tobans to construct railways in_their own prov-
ince. Then the power of regulating everything
vonnected with trade is claimed by the Domin-
ion Government, and how that power can be
interpreted we in the Northwest can under-
stand from past experience. There is for in-
stance a quarantine regulation of the Dominion
which completely prevents the importation
into this country of live stock from the states
immediately soath of as; that is, so far as it
wonld be of any value to scttlers. A tariff is
not enough to prevent this trade evidently, und
a tyrannical quarantine is' therefore added.
But that the C. P. R. company might make
money, these quarantine regulations are not
allowed to affect cattle, shipped from western
Uhnited States ranches over two thousand miles
of Caor lian territory to the Eastern States,

’

Nor was either tariff or quarantine enforced on
wenlthy Canudian ranchmen, when a few years
ago, they woro allowed to fill up duty freo
with stock from the American side. It is only
tho struggling sottler on the prairie who was
over intended to be hampered or bLurdencd
with tariff or quarantine laws, for theC. P. R.
company and the wealthy ranchers of the
territorics can bring pressure to bear on the
Dominion, and both inclade many politicians,

political wire pullers, and personul frionds of
the Government and their following, for whom
matters must bo made smooth.  In this man
nor is contral government abused in Canada,
and for such purposes is the legislative power
of a week province liko that of Manitoba kept
down to a lovel with the power vested in a
Municipal Council. If the Washington Gov-
ernment woull attempt to override any states
in this manner, therc would be “ighted up a
fire of public indignation, which would erc
long burst into a rebellion greater by far, than
the one ir which slavery roceived its death
blow.

THE WHEAT PROSPECTS.

It is too early as yet to allow of any reliable
forecast being made of tho outéome of the
spring wheat crop of this continent, although
the winter wheat outlook in this northern hem-
isphere on both sides of tho Atlantic has as-
sumed o definite hue, and can be calculated
upon as furnishing a fairly reliable index to
probable final results.

According to the London AMiller, for May,
the wheat crop of Northwestern Europe looked
healthy with the opening of that month, but
backward owing to cold weather, and in some
portions of France the stand was decidely thin.
In the Baltic districts the uppearance of affuirs
was much the mame, while in Hungary, South-
ern Russia and other parts of Southern Europe
the prospects was very good for abundant crop.
In the southwestern portions of the continent,
drought had caused a bad start, but taken
altogether the Kuropean prospect at this early
date pointed to a full average for the whole
continént.

Indian advices about wheat are as yot meagre,
but enough is known to establish the belief,
that the exports therefrom will this year
scarcely cqual those of last, which shounld be
about 8,000,000 bushels short of a full average.
In New Zealand, too, as the crop comes to
market the ptoportion of damaged and shrunken
grain proves to be greater than first calculations
placed it, and it is now pretty certain, that the
surplus fit for export will be much short of an
average. )

After collecting the reports of the world’s
outside wheat prospect, we have a prospect
slightly below the average, and from this stand-
point it is necessary to view the prospect over
our own continent, So far as thespring wheat
prospect is concerned, it is good with scarcely
an exception in all districts, and io the North-
west, both on this and the soutkerr side of the
international boundary, it is a8 bright as it ever
was at this early part of the season. But of
course a spring wheat prospect at this early
date may be very brilliant, and be sadly marrcd
before harvest is reached, and this is quite pot-_
sible with thu. present crop.

Tho greatest anxioty of the season has
cortainly been in connection with the winter
wheat crop of this concinent, and the anxioty
has not been without cause. Tho best
reports of the present mouth do not place the
winter wheat prospects within fifteon per cent.
of an average, while there are many usually
weoll posted people who place the shortage at
forty per cont. Whatever may bo the exact
average prospect, it is boyond doubt, but the
winter wheat, as a whole, is very likely to be a
long way short, and the very mistificaction and
contradiction which surround reports from the
districts where damage is reported, are fust
dovelopiag into that haze, which surrounds ao
unoxpectedly poor crop at all times, and
through which it is very diilicult to get a clear
viow of the actual state of affairs,

It must be kept in mind that the wiuter
wheat crop comprises over three-fifths of the
yiold of this continiat, and taking the total
yield of an average crop of that grain at
300,000,000 bushels, a 25 per cent. shortage
would mean just 75,000,000 bushels, which
would have to be made up by an extra yield in
spring wheat, and that is what is impossible to
do any year. That the American wheat crop
of 1890 will fall ransiderably below an average
is now beyond doubt, and there is no prospect
of the aggregate crop of the lalance of the
world showing above ome. A view aliead
therefore augurs well for wheat prices, cspe.
cially when the low ebb to which the world's
visible supply bas fallen is taken into considers
tion. Another favorable symptom is the pros.
peritly now existing in Great Britain, for the
price of our grain depends almosi as much
upon the ability of the masses in Great Britain
to pay for bread, as it docs upon surplus or
deficit here.

UNDERBILLING GRAIN,

It seems that the old trick of billing cars of
grain under their actual weight has had a little
revival on the Canadian trunk roads of late,
and to counteract this dishonest practice, the
managers of these roads are disposed to takea
rather high-handed course. Mr. George Olds,
general traffic manager of the C.P.R., forwanl:
ed the following communication to the Presi:
dent of the Montreal Corn Exchange, and as
might be expected it has caused some stir in
grain circles :—

“I beg to advise you that, owingwcom\
Slainta received from honest grain shippersin

ntario, and the undoubted fact that frequent
and extensive frauds have been practised upon
us by shippers underbilling weights, we haie
found it necessary to issue instructions to our
agents to refuse to accept anmy more grain in
bulk for track delivery. Heveafter all grain
will be sent through our elevator. e hare
discovered that a great many shippers are in
the habit of returning weights of }:'om twenty
five to thirty-three per cent. less b p e
actual amount loaded jin the cars, and . is im
possible for us to check these ia any uther way
than that above indicated.”

A. & meeting of the same Exchange the
action of Mr. Olds was discussed with a little
acrimony, on~ prominent member, who is noted
for his outspoken honesty, oxpressiug his fear
that, as the new arrangement would be prac
tically o tax of half a cent a bushel on »"] grais

,shipments to Montreal, it was being eforeed
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to improve the earning power of railway
elevator-property as much as for the purposo of
detecting dishoneat 'shippers. The same mem.
ber also hinted that the underbilling fraud
might result as much from the-private hints of
railway agonts that the practice would be
winked at, as from actual dishoneaty on the
part of the shippers, competiti on for freight be
ing now a8 keen, that with fixed rates of freight
other underhand methods of securing business
was very likely to be brought into play.

It is to be regretted that the C,P.R, manage.
ment should cousider it necessary-to adopt the
arbitrsry -course they have taken in order to
stop this dishonest practico, but at the same
timo they are credited for being honest in their
aim, If some of their agents at outaide points
gsve the hints about underbilling being a
practice to be winked at, they no doubt did so
without authority, and it would be unfair to
hold the management of the road responsible
for such hints. The course they have adopted,
arbiteary though it be, carries with it the ap-
pearanes of good faith, for if compoetition be so
close as to require underhand work, an ob.
noxious course such as is outlined in the letter
of Mr. Olds is likely to be a means of cutting
off patronage from some shippers.

It does seem as if the checking, which the
railway could secure by the use of their track
scales at central points, should be sufficient to
put a stop to this practice, wisiout having to
resort to the -extremo course suggested by the
general. trafic manager. When shippera at-
tempt & fraud so great as billing cars of grain
at from two-thirds to three-fourths of their
-actual contents, it is high timo that the railway
company should take steps to protect honest
shippers as well as themsclves. It is to be
hoped, however, that they will be able to de-
vise means for tha frustration of the dishonesty
without adding an elevator charge, which
would certainly be an addition to the expense
of grain transportation.

- General surpriss has been occasioned by the
publication in eastern papers of & report, alleg.
ed to come from Dun, Wiman & Co’s agency,
concerning the commercial condition of the city
of Vancouver, The publication of this report,
even if it betrueto the fullest extent, is cer-
tainly » woefu] breach of commercial etignette,
and one calcnlated to do great harm. The
matter referred to appeared in Tar CoMMER-
crar of May 19, and it is not necessary to re-
produce the article, A representative of Tae
CouuerciAL who was in Vancouver at the time
has undertaken to investigate with a view to
ascertaining upon what fouudation the report
isbased. It will'perhiapsbe well at the outset
togive a few statements from the leading busi.
‘ness men of Vancouver concerning the matter
in question. .

R. H. Alexander,;president’of the board -f

sald there was no reascn for sending out such a
report as thera wan nothing in the situation, to
warraotit. His business did not make him in.
-tintely acquainted with the situation, but the

roason for such a sweeplng report, which was
caleulated to do great hanm. He said that
eanwarn houses wore too anxious to sell goods
and forced stooks upon customers. In this
country therc wus not the same difforenco be-
tween summor and winter goods as in the ocast,
and most staplo gonds were in season all the
year arourd, so that if dealers wore overstock.
od, thoy could stop buying until their stocks
ware reduced, and they would not be obliged to
carry stocks over for & year, as in the cast
where winter goods are not galeable in thesum.
mer and sungmer goods in the winter. Ho
charactevized the report as absurb, and exag-
gerated oven as o confidential document, and
he conld uot see how the originators of it had
arrived at such a conclusion, Men were wel,
omployed and he had found it difEcult to obtain
laborers a fow days ago. There was vo poverty
in the cuva.~unity,

A. H. B. Macgowan, sccretary of the board,
and representative of soveral large eastern
houses in British Columbia, said that Dun,
Wiman & Co. had no agency in Vancouver, and
the reporter for the sgency who occasiconally
visited the city . ould know very little about
the situation. There had been no important
failares for two years. Some wh. had started
with little capital had done well. Somo wero
now wealthy who had started with very little
money, which they had mada in business, in-
dependent of speculation. Ho had done a large
trade throughoat the province, including Van.
couver, and had never written off a dollar for
bad debts. He did not think trade was over-
done °ny more than in other cities of the same
size. He was of the opinion that the dulness
in real estate had given rise to the reports that
general trade was unsatisfactory. The distance
from market made it necessary for retailers to
carry larger stocks than in the east, as lines
cannot be 8o quickly replenished. There had
been a fow failures of mushroom concerns, such
as occur in all new towns, but noue of im-
portance. The report should not have been
published, and was overdrawn even as a private
circular,

D. Oppenheimer, of Oppenheimer Bros.,
wholesal s dealers, said that those who had
started in business in Vancouver under fevor-
able conditions had done well. Some who
came in without monney, as is the case in new
towns, had sometimes not done so well. Their
trade was increasing right tJong, and payments
were good. They had not lost $1,000 in bad
debts since starting in Vancouver. The report
was very misleading to the general public,
Soine trades might be overdone, but as a rule
Vancouver merchants had® done well. Credit
business was being reduced.

Thos, Dunn, of Thos. Dunn & Co,, a leading
jobber, said there was no rcason for sending
out such a report. Business with them was
mach better than last year, and April and May
were the best months they cver had. Trade
was workiog more into a cash basis, and
collections were good. There were no failures
of importance &1d the remarks in the circular
could not apply to the established trade of
Vaucouver. The merchants who attended to
business properly were doing well, and the old
firms that started with the town wero still ut
the front. Some adventurers and beats who
started without money succeeded in getting a
fow dollars in debt and then'skipped, but that
wag their game from the start.

T.-W. Clark, wholesale produce, etc,'dealer,

said the report was entirely incorceot ao far as
his branch was concerned, Businoss was better
with him then last year, especially during the
past two months, and collections were good.

H. Arkell, o ~holesale produco dealer, said
that Vancouver merchants wero doing well as
a rule, while some who started with little
capital wore now in goud circumstrnces, Pay-
ments wero very satisfactory with mm. There
wero no failures to» amount to anything in the
grocery trade ; oaly a fow yaimportaunt failures
had occurred. Business was satisfactory.

R. V. Winch said the report was all bosh.
Trade was much better with him thanlast year,
and this ho belicved was tho case generally,
from hi knowledgeof thecity. Hiscashaales
were . zasing and he hat made no bad debts
during tue past wiuter. alr. Keith, manager
of the Bauk of British Columbinat Vancouver,
stated that he regarded the coundition of the
city as good—in fact as good as it ever had
been, and he considered the outlook for the
future very ‘avorable,

From thezo and cther sources Tur Coymur.
CIAL representative is con** iced that the report
of the mercantile agency .s misleading. The
situation may be summed up as follows: Last
winter wasan excoptionallysevereand prolonged
one on the couast, to the injury of trade. Qat-
side work was stopvped frr o considerable time,
and io a city like Vancouver, with a largo labor
and mechanical population in building lines,
this meant close money and curtailment of trade
for & season. Work has now been resumed
actively, and all are now carning good wages,
consequentiy business is pulling up. he
working population in Vauncouver have aeaxl
all invested in houses for themselves, whic!
they are paying for in irstalments, consequently
thoy have not been able to save anythiug from
their wages to provide for long spells of enforced
idleness, such as the hard winter just passed
rendered necessaty. This feature iza good one
in itself. There i3 no poverty in the city.
Trade, though curtailed some last winter, can.
not have fallen as low as stated in the report
referred to. Al the local jobbers report that
their business has increased. In a.general
sense retail trade is fully represented in most
lines, but not more overlone than in many
other parts of Caunads. Iu textile lines there
is more crowdirg than in other regular
branches. In Vancouver, as in all new
cities, a number of adventurers hav. rome
with the purpose of trading upon the suscepti-
bilities of the people, and they have in some
instances been able to obtain credit which they
never should havereccived. This of course is
the fault of those giving credit to uusound con-
cerns. and tiie same thing is happening , avery
day all over Canada. As for the immediate
future, the outlook in Vancouver is as good as
it bas been for years bact, bearing in mind
that there is always the tendeacy to overdo re-
tail trade, cspecially in now ard rapidly grow-
iog towns, Itis not more cverdone, in my
opinion, than it was two years ago. {(The .e-
port of the mercantile agency would apply with
equal force to almost any part of Canada, just
as well as to Vancouver. All over Cenada
trade was not up to expectations last winter.
and go where you will stocks of merchandize
aro largely in excess of what they should be.
The report would apply to Winnipeg as much
as to Vancouver. As a private circular to
wholesale dealers designed to cause caution, it
may have been alright, but it sbould never have -
been published. Itis calculated to do great
barm to Vancouver, and unjustly so. Those
who donot understand the conditions existing
between tlie wholesale and retail trade ave
liable to conclude that things are ‘‘going to
smash” bera gonerally, while as a matter of
fact the situation commercially is very much
the same as that prevailing in other parts of
Capadz, and perhu}i}s more satisfactory than in
somed other towns about which nothing has been
heard. :

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WINNIPEG MONEY MARKET.

Mrpetary affairs have not shown much ten-
dcncj; to increased activity during tho past
week, although there has been a revival in the
demand for small mortgage loaus by farmers,
and there will in all probability be further in-
crease i these during tho present woek, now
that seeding operationsare over, and the pros.
peetis sufficiently good to warrant farmersio
ruakiog some permenaut improvemeats. Loans
op city real estato aro still few and far between,
excepts arrivals and in instances where com-
panics bave made sales of property left on their
hands, and these have been on the increase dur-
ing the last month. The intercst on business
loans has been nearly all 8 per cent straight,
and there has bees po first-claes city business
1o call for lower rates. At the banks business
bas been a little quiet as it usually is necar the
cose of the month, but with renewals and part
renewals of trade paper the volume of discounts
has been kept considerably above what it usual-
ly isat thisslow time of the yean. With the
opeaing of Juao the last of the purchases of
spring goods will go into paper, and that will
cause a little spurt at the banks for a few days.
On all sides the feeling is one of casy con.
fidence, and there has been nothing to make a
change in disconnt rates which range from 7 to
8 per cent for good choies trado paper.

prisingly short. The decreass in visible supply
for the week of 237,000 bushels whon announc-
vd surpriecd nobody, and did not effect prices
in anyway. “Reports from tho Northwest seem
to have had the most marked offect upon the
market, and these in every instance wero en-
couraging and as tho woek advanced became
quite glowing. In eastora Candaian markets
theo condition of the hard wheat market is much
the samo as roported in.last issue. Millers hold-
nearly all the visible supply, and in this coun.
try matters are in a similar condition. Receipts
at outside Manitoba points averaged some-
where about 2,000 bushels a day from all
sources, so that even high prices cannot bricg
out much, although the rush of spring work is
over and furmers have time to haul. The prices
paid for wheat at outside points were jrom 91
to 93c, but the great bulk of it was taken in at
92¢. Some country millers are reported as out
of wheat, so that there yet may be somewhat
of a scramblo for what little is yet left in the
hands of our farmers.
FLOUR.

Tho demand from the east has improved con-
sidembl{ since our last report, thero beinf in
the neighborhood of twenty_cars ordered from
there during the week, and additional orders
are still coming in. The demand flom mills at
ontiide points must have been quite as large as
tlhat in the city, and gales wonld no doubt have
been heavier, but for the fact that quite a few
small mills are getting short of wheat. The
local trade has been steady but not brisk, and
thero have boen no chaoges in prices which
hold as follows : Patents §3.00; strong bakers,
£2.75; second bakers, $2.20; XXX%(, $1.40;
superfine, §1.25; Graham floor, $2.75; middl-
ings, §3.00 per 100 pounds.

The Stats of Trade,

Special telograms to Bradatrest’s point oyt
that owing to the advanced stage of the senson
there is less activity_in general trade than ‘a
week ago  During May the volume of busiress
at Omaha is said to have been smaller than ia
April, but in excess of the total for May, 1839,
Groceries aud boots and shoes have shown most
activity. Country orders south have fallen off
during the week. Crop reports throughout the
south are favorable, but in tho wheat district
reports are conflicting.” . Trade reports .from
Chicagoshow some improvement overthe preced-
ing week as.do those. from - points further
northwest. The opinion gains ground that
wo are to carry oves nearly .40,000,000 bushels
of wheat on July lst next, in excess of the
quantity carricd over one year ago. as'was
pointed out in Bradsireets’ last weok. Believera
in higher prices point to the reported prospecta
for a crop of only 412,000,000 bushels of wheat
this year, as compared with 400,000,000 bushels
in 1889, as an off-set with a tendency to favor
holders of grain. The iron trade has not
developed any further strength or activity,
Heavy buyers feel that with the present extra:
ordinary output of furnaces, factories, bloom-
eries, forges and mills, prices cannot help but
continue in their favor and hence the indiffer-
ence to the suggestion of makers to buy liberdlly
for the future. The recent heavy advancoe in
raw cotton has further stiffencd cotton goods
values and advaoced some makes.of bleached
goods, tickings and jeans {c a yard. " Print
cloths are steady.

Long Oredits, )

In dealing with the question of long credits
most of our contemporaries seem  disposed to
lay the entire blame of the growth of this trade
evil upon the shoulders of the retailer. They
seem to be under the impression that the retail-
ers demand it as a concession simply for their
own profit, and in order to enable them to turn
tho goods over before the time for payment ap-
proaches, and ignere the fact that ia many
cases (owing to the difficvity of collection from
their customers) long time may be absolutely
essential to their solvency.

The fact is the true cause of the necessity for
long credits is the farmer. The guileless
granger of the present day is a close, bard,
grasping man to deal with. He expects to get
as much as possible for his money, and to give
ag little in return as he can help, and if, when
in the possession of recady money, he can see
any opportunity of turning it to his own advan.
tage, ho will **stand off " his storekeeper with
the utmost composurs, and as the latter is well

was

.
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awaro that, thanks to haysced legislation, his
customer is perfectly sheriff-proof, he can only
wait patiently for payment until such time ns
farmer has no better use for his money.

It is ovident that the plethora of stores has
increased competition to such a pitch that the
farmer is practically master of the situation.
As a consequence he has encroached little by
little until he now enjoys a longth of credit ac-
corded to no other class of consumer. Farm-
ers alono are carried for an entire year in the
expectation they will pay up after harvest, and
if, when that period artives, they have not suf-
ficient money to meet their liabilities, they ex-
poct cheerfully to be carried another year, con-
fident in the fact that if they find it inconveni-
ent to pay their bille it is out of the question
to put pressure on taem. In fact they have bo-
come accustomed to bring always a yeatr behind
in their payments, and the moment they do pay
up for the past year they start in to be carried
over the next. If they have any surplus Jeft
they do not devote it to paying current l'abili-
ties but seek to make money by some outside
investment sceure in the fact that they can
always get credit and that if the next harvest
prove u poor one and they cannot pay up, the
burden of their living expenses will fall on the
storekeeper and not on themselves.

This is the true cause of the demand of the
retailer for long credits. He simply cannot
help himself. The bulk of his customers are
always one year, and often more, behind in
their payments, and therefore it is out of the
guestion to expect him to pay on short time.
Beforoe we can look for any reduction in the
length of credits tho farmer must be educated
to be a year ahead instead of a year behind.
He must be taught to apply any surplus cash
he may have over, after paying his store bills
for the past year, to meeting oxpenses for the
next ; until he can finally be brought to use the
proceeds of his crop in supplying himself with
the necessaries of life for the yearahead instead
of aimply paying for those of the year past.
Until this can be done it is useless to talk of
shorter credits in agricultural sections, and
with a poor harvest, an overplus of storekeep-
ers, aud the consequent keenness of competition,
it is hardly likely to come about in the near
future.—Canadian Journal of Commerce.

The Londun‘Wnul Sales.

Reviewing the rocent London sales, Helmuth,
Schwartze & Co. write as follows:—*The
quantity held over from the preceding sales
amounted to 54,000 bales and the new arrivals
to 417,000 bales, of which 90,000 bales were
forwarded direct, 48,000 bales to the interior
and 42,000 bales abroad. The total of firat-
hand wool actually available was therefore
381,000 bales, of which 284,000 bales have
been sold (132,000 bales for home consumption
and 152,000 bales, including 7,000 bales for
America, for export), leaving 97,000 bales to
be carried forward to next serics, The average
lovel of prices established by these sales lies
for Australian greasy merino wools 1d, and for
scoured 2d below the rates ruling at the close
of last se.1c8. An cxception to this ruleis
formed by the small group of extra super Port
Philip wools adapted for American require-
ments, which,in consequence of the support re-
ceived from that quarter, did not share in the
general fall of the market, bat preserved their
fjormer position,  For tho bulk of Australian

Two-Rowed Barley in Canada.

Mr. W. D, Mathews, ex-president of the
Toronto Board of Trade, speaking of the pro-
posal of the Government to appropriate alarge
sum of money to purchase seed of two.rowed
barley for practical experiment by a number of
farmers, Mr. Mathews gave in a few words a
summary of the barley situation. He said
that when the crop in the United States
was good it was impossible for Canadian
dealers to pay freight and duty and sell the
grain at a prico to compete with the Amer-
jcan grain.  As to two-rowed harley, the ex-
periments so far made had shown that the
grain produced in Canada dsteriorated rapidly,
the only remedy being to import fresh sced, an
expensive process. In the ordinary condition
of the English market there was a large sup-
ply of European grain and prices were close.
The conclusion of the whole matter, in Mr.
Mathews’ opinion, was that if they were to
ship either to the United States or to England
they must mako up their mind that as a rule

_ prices would not allow a large margin of profit.

Ho atated that this year so bad has the Fnglish
crop been, about 150,000 bushels of six-rowed
barley (which ordinarily the English markets
would not receive) had been exported to
England for use there, and had been favorably
commented on in a number of cases.—Ame,t
can Elevator and Grain Trade,

Big Trees Ngl;l ‘Big Machinery.

British Columbia’s resources in the way of
forest products are year by year getting to he
better known. And as the quality of her gi-
gantic trecs becomes appreciated, not their
dimensions only, but their adaptability for
building and decorative purposes is perceived
and their consumption increases. \Ye observe,
for instance, that the Bruonette Sawmill Co.,
at New Westminster, which is operating on a
large scale among the large pines and cedars in
the vicinity of that place. They have just pro
cured from the Waterous Engine Works Co.,
at Brantford, some machinery which is
especially suited for the extraordinary length
and thickness of the timber on the Pacific
coast. For inmstance, the sawmill carriage,
which is one of the largest ever builtin the
province is described as consisting of “‘six girder
steel log-seats, extending 76 feet from centre of
first to centre of last block. Each block was
formed of two 10-inch sseel girders, with a
heavy steel plate rivited on top of each girder,
surmounted by a very heavy kuee picce, set
forward by three-inch scrsws made of steel
Under each log.seat were two 3 inch steel axles
with heavy steel V wheels on tho front and flat
wheels with a flange on the back. These ran
on a heavy steel track. This immense carriage
was built to take in logs 7 feet in diameter, 50
feet long, weighing 80 to 100 tons each.” The
carriage itsell without any woodwork weighed
more than twelve tons. The setting and reced
in%dovice on this carriage is & new de(‘)‘arture.

n the samne car was shipped a “King fidger,”
made to take.in sawn lumber 30 inches wide,
using six saws. This edger with its appurten.
ances, wo ate told, weighed in the vicinity of
five tons, Such heavy machinery as this for
cutting lumber is unkuown, we believe, to the
Ontario trade, but is the only class that will
stand the immense timber cf the Pacific coast.
At the mining district of Nelsoun City, which is
reached over the Northern Pacific to Kootenay,
Idaho, and thence by team to Nelson, istoboa
sawmill, with edger, planer, and shingle ma-
chine, the whole supplied by the Vaterous
Company. Wo uaderstand the same firm has
received an order from the Northern Pacific
Lumber Company for engines, boilers, and
burner required in their new mill at Fort
Moody, B. C.—2Monetary Times.

Handiing Fides and Wool,

The following we cxtract from a letter of
Alderman John Hallam, of Toronto, to Mr. A,
J. MceMillan, Manitoba Goveromont Emigration
Agent at that city, in which will be found
valuable advice from a thoroughly prac. ‘cal man
on the handling of hides and wool in the North-
west . —

“I think the brandiog of cattle in the North-
west and Manitoba is not required and it
damages the nide to the exteut of from 75 cents
to Sl

The nides as a rule are very badly cut and
scored from bad butchering and considerably
damaged by being insufficiently cured, owing
to the fact that sal: is so dear. There is a mar-
ket for any quautity of this class of stock at
current rates, but the market for the loat two
years has been depressed and pri es exception-
ally low.

There are & considerable number of sheep in
Manitoba and the Northwest, but most of the
farmers are very careless and put the wool up
in a very slovenly manner. 3fany of them also
try to wash their wool in an insuflicient (uan-
tity of water which makes it little, if any better
than unwashed wool : but to snear it unwashed
and cut all the tag-locks and stained pieces
away from the flecces ; carefully wrap them up
and take good care of the wool.

The wool grown all through Manitoba is a
kind of mixed coarse, fine and medtam, alt
throwu together and can never got enough from
one farmor or district to make a classification.
1 also find with sheep sent from Ontario or
imported from trest Britain that the wool
changes in quality, gets softer but very tender
in staple, which completely destroys the comb-
ing qualities of all “Leicester,” “Cotswold”
and “Lincoln"” sheep and limits the market for
this quality of wool to Ontario; as we cannot
gell it to the States, or export it to any other
country.

This industry has developed very rapdly all
through the dJistricts of Alberta aud the ranch-
mon grow & very desirable wool. It is of the
«“Montana merino” type, the wool is medium
in quality but very tender in staple and this is
where the trouble comes in.

Tt is not fine enough to compete with “Cape”
or “Monte Video” wools and only makes a
wmedium flannel, of which I now sead youa
sample made from the Northwest wool and one
made from the *'Cape” and you will see the
difference at a glance.

If this wool coudd be grown a little finor or
the congumers of flanuels would be content with

o fibric a little coarser there would be a markeot
for apy quaniity of wool grown in the North.
west.

The manufacturers have complained, and
justly so, of tho unevcaness of this wool and
the very slovenly way in which it is put up:
in somo cases full of duag-locks and straw amt
other foreign matter, which makes tho wool
legs valuable to the Canadian manufacturer,

I can safely say that the rauchmen of the
Northwest, the farmers of Manitoba ard most
of the butchers thronghout the entire country
lose in price fully from 12} to 20% by careless.
ness in taking off the hides and not taking care
of the wool, hides and sheopskins.

From what I know now, it seemis that wools
will not be as high in price this season as last,
there may be from & to 10% difference in price,

The manufacturers thought Oantario and tho
Lower Provinces have been anything but suc-
cessful for a year and a half back, and this is
seriously affecting the price of overything.

The price of all “Comburg” and *‘Lustre”
wools depends very much upon the price in
Englaug for this class of wooi.

There was a spurt last year and prices went
uwp from 5 to 1567, but I regret to say in
February and March they went back again and
those who have held wool over have lost
money.”

Influence of th(; a)untry Store.

Iu small communities remote from the large
centres of business and social life, the store.
keeper occupies a prominent position, entirely
different from that of his city brethren and ha
can if he will, exerciso no little influence upon
the welfare of his town by maintaining an
inviting establishment ; forbidding gatheriugs
of idle persons about his store; providieg his
customers with what they want and not what
he thinks they should have, and taking an
interest in the social events of the day, The
storekeeper will tind this latter point worth
considering, for no‘e the popularity of your
clerk if he is a sociable young man, as the clerk
who wants to succeed must be. Such an .
employee, without question, makes business for
tis employer, and why shouldinot the proprieter
show the same interests in the events of the
day as his assistuots ° The country storekeeper
hay better opportunities for becoming thorough-
ly acquainted with his trade than the inerchant
of a large city and has therein a great advantage
as it cnables him to more accurately guage the
requiréments of his patrons. Nothing like
acquaintance; and the moro intimate it is, the
better for both the merchant and his customer.
A successful grocer once told the writer that
he soon learned to serve his trade with just
what they wanted after he had made it a point
to become thoroughly familiar with their
peculiarities and it was of great assistance to
him to have a personal intimacy with his
customers whenever possible. —Ez.

80 scarce in tho cast that mills are cutting logs
as small as 9 inches in diameter, thousands of
of such having been cut last year by some of
the mills in the vicinity of Ottawa.

A recent issuo of the Canadian Journal of
Commerce contains the following: Toronto
lumber merchants are endeavoring to arrange
an official scale of grades for measurement and
inspection that will, with regard to the buying
and selling of lumber, have the same effect as
the grain inspcction staundards. A committee
was appointed at a meeting of the lumber
section of the board of trade to propose rules
for measurement and inspection which after
adoption by the ection are to be submitted to
the trade of Ontario generally.
