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THE CANADIAN WAR MEMORIALS

^HE Canadian War Memorials, the second portion of which now fiUs this
building, constitute unquestionably the most complete artistic record of

any country's share in the great war, and the most significant manifestation
of artistic activity during this period.

In organizing the scheme, the Committee throughout endeavoured to do
equal justice to the claims of history and of art. Historical accuracy has
been secured by the timely dispatch of a band of distinguished artists to the
fighting front. To ensure artistic success the Committee worked out a
schedule of subjects embracing every sphere of Canadian war preparation
and war activity, at home and abroad, on land, on water, and in the air,
exemplified by typical scenes, each one being entrutsed to the artist whose
past achievement pointed most clearly to his ability to do full justice to his
task. These artists were selected in the most catholic spirit, to represent
every school and group, from the most academic and traditional to the most
revolutionary and advanced, so that the collection of large decorative paint-
ings, which form the nucleus of the war memorials, should give a fair picture
of the artUtic conditions which prevailed at the most momentous epoch of
the world's history.

Moreover—and in this respect the Canadian War Memorials stand
alone among modem ventures of this kind—this series of decorative panels
was thought out in connection with an architectural scheme which is to
form a suitable and imposing framework for the pictures, so that they will
present themselves as an impresssive ensemble in orderly sequence. The
memorial, when complete, is to have more in common with the Pantheon in
Paris, than with the ordinary round of fatiguing and bewildering picture

Around this nucleus of vast decorative panels has been built up a com-
prehensive collection of minor paintings, drawings and engravings of war
subjects, porti-aits of generals, statesmen and Canadian V.C.'s, works of sculi)-
ture, and a historical section of early English paintings and engravings, di-
rectly connected with Canadian history.

The pictures now exhibited comprise the balance of the works executed
abroad under the direction of the Canadian War Records Office, and a large
portion of the paintings, drawings and sculptures executed in Canada by
Canadian artists. Many of the large canvasses deal naturaUy with the final
phase of the war, the triumphal entry of Canadian troops into the liberated
cities and into German Rhineland, the surrender of the German Fleet the
Return of the Refugees to their devastated homes, and kindred subjects.

Capt. Mitchell, Canadian Engineers, was awarded the Victoria
Cross for most conspicuous bravery and devotion to duty on
the night of 8th-9th October, 1918, at the Canal de L'Escaut,
north-east of Cambrai. He led a small party ahead of the
first wave of infantry in order to examine the various bridges
on the line of appioiich and, if possible, to prevent their demo-
lition. On reaching the Canal he found the bridge already
blown up. Under a heavy barrage he crossed to the next
bridge where he cut a number of "lead" wires. Then in total
darkness and unaware of the position or strength of the enemy
at the bridgehead, he dashed across the main bridge over the
Canal. This bridge was found to be heavily charged for de-
molition and whilst Capt. Mitchell assisted by his N.C.O. was
cutting the wires, the enemy attempted to rush the bridge in
order to blow up the charges, whereupon he at once dadied to
the assistance of his sentry, who had been wounded, killed
three of the enemy, captured 12, and maintained the bridge-
head until reinforced. Then under heavy fire he continued his
task of cutting wires and removing charges, which he well
knew might at any moment have been fired by the enemy. It
was entirely due to hb valour and decisive action that this
important bridge across the Canal was saved from destruction.

Sergt. Rayfield, 7th Battalion, was awarded the Victoria Cross
for most conspicuous bravery, devotion to duty and initiative
during the operations east of Arras from 2nd to 4th September,
1918. Ahead of his company, he rushed a trench occupied by
a large party of the enemy, personally bayoneting two and
taking ten prisoners. Later, he located and engaged with
great skill under constant rifle-fire, an enemy sniper who was
causing many casualties. He then rushed the section of trench
from which the sniper had been operating, and so demoralized
the enemy by his coolness and daring that thirty others sur-
rradered to him. Again, regardless of his personal safety, he
left cover under heavy machine-gun fire and carried in a badly

^ wounded comrade. His indomitable courage, cool foresight
and daring reconnaissance were invaluable to his Company
Commander ana an inspiration to all ranks.

On October 1st, in the neighborhood ol Bleoourt when in com-
mand of a weak company, by skilful dispositions he captured
a strongly defended position, which yielded eighty prisoners
and seventeen machine guns. During two days of operations

Lieut. Lyall captured in all 3 officers, 182 other ranks, 26 ma-
chine guns and one field gun, exclusive of heavy casualties

inflicted. He showed throughout the utmost valour and high
powers of command.

IM. Portrait of Lieut.-Col. William George Barker, V.C, D.S.O.

Lieut.-Col. Barker, No. 201 Si)d., R. A. Force, was awarded the
Victoria Cross for most conspicuous bravery. On the morning
of the 27th October, 1918, this officer observed an enemy two-
seater over the Foret de Mormal. He attacked this machine,
and after a short burst it broke up in the air. At the same time
a Fokker biplane attacked him, and he was wounded in the
right thigh, but managed, despite this, to shoot down the enemy
aeroplane in flames. He ' aen found himself in the middle of a
large formation of Fokkers, who attacked him from all directions,

and was again severely wounded in the left thigh, but suc-
ceeded in driving dov. a two of thi enemy in a spin. He lost

consciousness after this, and his machine fell out of control.

On recovery he found himself being again attadced heavily by
a large formation and singling out one machine, he deliberately

charged and drove it down in flames. During this fight his

left elbow was shattered and he again fainted, and on regaining
consciousness he found himself still being attacked, but, not-
withstanding that he was now severely wotmded in both
legs and his left arm shattered, he dived on the nearest ma-
chine and shot it down in flames. Being greatly exhausted,
he dived out of the fight to regain our lines, but was met by
another formation which attacked and endeavoured to cut
him off, but after a hard fight he succeeded in breaking up this

formation and reached our lines, where he crashed on landing.

This combat, in which Major Barker- destroyed four enemy
machines (three of them in flames) brought his total sucesses
up to fifty enemy machines destroyed, and is a notable example
of the exceptional bravery and dbre<;ard of danger which this

very gallant officer has alwBy<; displayed throughout his dis-

tinguished career. Major Barker was awarded the Military
Cross on the 10th January, 1917; the first Bar on 18th July,
1917; the Distinguished Service Order on 18th February, 1918;
second Bar to Military Cross on 16th September, 1918; and Bar
to Distinguished Service Order on 2nd November, 1918.

Seeing a comrade who had
been blinded etumbling around ahead of our trench, in full view
of the enemy who were aniping at hin, Pete. O'Rourke jumped
out of hia trench aiirl brought the man back, being himiclf
heavily imped at whik' doing >o.

"Again he went forward about Afty yardi in front of our barrage
under very heavy and accurate fire from enemy machine guns
and •nipen, and brought in a comrade. On a lubiequent
occaiion, when the line of advanced poau were retired to the
Une to be consolidated, he went forward under very heavy
enemy fire of every description and brought bade a wounded
man who had been left behind. He showed throughout an
absolute disregard for his own safety, going wherever there were
wounded to succour, and his magnificent courage and devotion
in continuing his rescue work in spite of exhaustion and incessant
heavy enemy fire of every description, inspired all ranks and
undoubtedly saved many lives."—London Gaiet' t. No. 30372,
dated 8-11- 17.
