Review of the Differences Between
Rival National and American *
Factions.

CLUBS, PLAYERS AND “MANAGERS.

| Protective Association ..W:rhlng of

the Past—Eastern, Western
and Other Circuits.

New York, March 81.—The baseball situa-
tion has become so complicated that the
public is naturally bewildered, ‘The Nation-
al League, which has controlled the sport
gince 1876, is opposed by the American
League, a mew organization, which was
oniginally the Western League before its
circuit was expanded. The circuits of the
rival- leagues are composed as follows :

National League—Boston, Brooklyn, New
York, Philadelphia, Chicago, Cincinnati,
Pittsburg, St. Louis.

American  League—Boston, Baltimore,
Washington, Philadelphia, Chicago, Cleve-
land, Detroit, Milwaukee.

it will be seen that there is a conflict at
Boston, Philadelpbia and Chicago. The
American League has gone to the expense
of fitting up grounds at Boston, th¢ estl-
mated cost peing $30,000; grounds at Fhila-
delphia, at $35,000; grofinds at Balthnors,
at $25,000; grounds at Wasuingion, at §25,-
000. 'The Chicago American League Club
was in existence last year. The cause of
the break, according to The Sun, and th2
cobsequent warfave, was the unwillingness
of the National League to allow the Ameri-
can League to enter Washington and Balti-
more, abandoned by the National League in
1900, unless a payment of about $60,000
was made for rights and privileges, to-
gether with the old grounds, in those two
cities. Incidentally, the Nationa] League
refused to allow the American League to
become a party of the first part under the
national agreement. President Johnson of
the American League refused to.sign the
national agreement; or, in other words,
withdrew his league from what is known
as “protected baseball’”” This made it pos-
sible for the two leagues to ego after each
other’s players, as the so-called reserve rule
was threatened by reason of the American
League's revolt, The National League clubs
last year signed all of their players tg
contracts in which were ‘“‘option clauses,
intended to control the services of the
players for this year, too. On the round
that this “option clause” was not b nding,
and could not stand in law, the American
League has induced a number of National
League players to sign with its clubs. The
National League has retaliated by making
a number of the American League players
desert their former employers. A number
of players have signed two contracts, with
‘the result that the mix-up must be settled
in the courts.

BEET SUGAR IN THE U. 8
The United States Census Bureau has

just isgued a report on the mansufacture of
beet sugar in ‘that country. The report
shows that thirty-five beet sugar factories
have been built in the United States since
1595, when speculative attention was firet
directed to the prgspects of the industry.
Thirty-one of these factories are now in
operation, turning out over 250,000,000
pounds of sugar annually, or about one-
third of the total domestic production.
Californla has eight large establishments,
Michigan has nine, while the remalining fac-
tories are divided between fourteen States
and Territories, The conclusion Is drawa
thit the industry has been commercially
svccessful, and is entitled to be counted
among the permanent factors of fiture Am-
erican {pdustrial development. The United
States spends more than $100,000,000 an-
nually in foreign countries for sugar and it
is confidently believed that it will not be
many years till the whole domestic con-
sumption is produced at home.

Montreal, March 30.--The long-expected
judgicent on the Inscription in law In the
famous Delpit-Cote marriage ecase caused
a very large audience to gathes at the
court house this morning, when Mr. Jus-
tice Archibald tcok his seat on the bench
at 10 o'clock, 'There was not an inch of

The dircunmsiances of the case are well

known, and can be Lriefly summarized as
foliows: In May, 1595, the Rev. W. S.
Rarnes, a minister of the Unitarian churek,
solemnir the marriage of Mr. E. Delpit
and Mi ote, and, after the parties had
hved together as husband and wife for
severa] years, three children haviug been
boru, Mr, Delpit asked the Ecclesiastical
Pribunal of Justice to-declare. his mar-
riage null and vold, on the groungd that, he
urd his consort/being both Romdn Catho-
lics, the Protestant minister who married
them was not a competent officer to per-
form the ceremony, and his act was of no
effect. The Ecclesiastical court granted
Mr. Delpit’s demand, and he then asked
the ecivil court to confirm that judgment
Mrs. Delpit contested the actlon and
she alleged, among other things, that at
the time of her marriage she was a Iecog:
nized non-Catholie, and Mr. ' Delpit had
{also declared himself a non-Catholic; that
{the Rev. Mr. Barnes was a competent
jofficer to perform the ceremony, even if
iboth parties were Catholics; that the
| Beclesiastical Tribunal had no jurisdiction
to inguire as to the valldity of the mar-
{riage, that the defendant contracted said
!marriage in good faith, relying on the
'said plaintiff’s declarations, and believing
that she was marrying before a com-
'petent officer; that, since the solemnization
of said marriage in 1893, up to the plain-
|tif’s demand to the Ecclesiastical Tribunal,

the church authorities on the matter.
His Honor considered this point of
snch vital importance that he thought
proper to give fully the conflicting views
on the matter. He then went on to
give the views of Archbishop Bruchesl,
and also quoted several judgments In which
{the claim of the church was maintained.

Exhaustive Judgmeni Given by Justlce{ Archibald in @ Famous
Case—Rome Has No dJurisdiction in' Marriages Betlween
Roman Catholics Performed by Authorized Ministers.

The learnedl judge here stated that he
could not see how such views could be
maintained, with the historical documents
i hand. The exhaustive views given by
Mr. Justice Jette on the question of
marriage in Canada, both before and af-
ter Confederation, were then referred to,
the learned judge remarking that Mr. Jus-
tice Jette had made some important omls
slons, Lord Hardwicke's act was then
quoted, showing that the limitations in fa-
vor of Anglican ministers as the only of-
ficers entitled to solemnize marriage did
not extend to Canada. Authorities were
also cited to establish that the consent
of the Individuals pledged to one ancther
was recognized in England, as constl
tuting an actual marriage, without the lo-
tervention of a clergyman, which interves-
tion merely added the sanctity of a sacra-
ment to the marriage contract. No eccle-
siastical courts were ever established here,
and “the Church of England is not the
established church of Canada.
The Findings in Detall.

The following are Judge Archibald’s find-
ings in the case :

1. Consideting that there exists in this
province no establishel church, hat that
all denominations of Christians are perfect-
ly free and equal;

2. Considering that marriage is a con-
tract of natural law, »nd helongs to the
whole hody of the popnlatioa, without dis.
tinction of religious be'ief;

3. Considering that our .aw relating <0
marriage was enacted withang refererce to
the religious beliefs of any section of the
population, but as a genaral iaw to secure
the publicity of marriage. and the authenti-
city of its proof; :

4. Considering that neither the code, nor
the authority of England, since the cession
of this country, nor of this country, under
the French reglme, required any religions
ceremony as an essential of the valldity of
marriage:

5. Considering that marriage s a civil
contract, the obligation of which, how-
ever, has, with most Christlan aatlons,
been. enforced by considerations relatiag to
religion; z /

8. Considering that In the interpretation
of any law relating to marrlags every
presumption must tend towards the validity
of marriage;

7. Considering that articles 128 and 129
of the civil code require that marriuge be
solemnized publicly and before a compe-
tent officer, and that a'l persons author-
jzed to keep registers of civil status are
competent officers, and that the literal
interpretation of these articles would ex-
clude any limitations such as that set up
- by the plaimtiff;

‘8. Considering that there Is no ground to
timit the genemd application of the articies
in guestion, except such as would be based
upon the supposition that the law intend-
ed to confer upon the particular religious
bodles an obligatory jurisdiction over their
members, which Is absolutely contrary to
the complete freedom of religious profes-
sion prevailing in this country;

9. Considering, therefore, that the sald
Rev. Willlam- S. Barnes was not an in-
competent officer to recelve the consent of
the parties to the marriage in question;

10. Comsidering that at the cession of
this country, the function of all courts in
previous existence absolutely ceased and
determined, and could not be revived, or re-
established without the expression of the
will of the new sovereignty:

11. Considering that since the sald
cession the new wovereign authority has
never constituted any ecclesiastical court
yn this country, and that mo such court
has existed, or does exist therein:

12. Considering that all the different ve-
Hglans orgamizations in this country are
purely voluntary asgockations, free and
independent of the state, with regard to all
matters of faith and doctrine, but having
no coercive jurisdiction over any of thelr
members;

13. Considering that nctions for annul-
ment of marriage are civil actions and.are
specially confided to courts of ¢lvil juris-
dietion:

14. Comsidering, thevefore, the decree of
the ecclestastical auwthority pleaded by the
piaintiff, as being null and void, and of no
legal effect;

15. Considering plaintiff’s actlon wholly
unfounded, and defendnnt's
founded, doth maintain said demurrer and
dismiss plaintiff’s action with costs.

GALLANT AN LOST IS LIFt

Lieut,-Commander Roper of the U.S.
Gunboat Petrel Died in Try-
ing to Save Others.

FIRE BROKE OUT ON THE VESSEL

And the Brave Officer Attempted to
Get His Men From Below,When
JHe . Was Suffocated.

Washington, March 31.—The Navy Depart-
ment early this morning received a cable-
gram from Admiral Remey, commander-in-
chief of the Asiatic station, giving a brief
account of a fire in the sail room of the
gunboat Petrel and of the death of the
commanding officer, Lieut.-Commander
Jesse Mims Roper, as a resuit of an heraic
effort to rescue the men below. The de-
spatch also shows that 22 other officerg and
men were prostrated, but all are recovcring.
Admiral Remey’'s despatch is as follows:

“Cavite, March 31, 1901

“Fire discovered sail room Petrel 7 this
morning. Roper, commanding, after going
below once, went again against advice. At-
tempted recover men below. He suffocatd,
dled at 7.45.. Twenty-two other officers and
men entirely prostrated. All recovering.
Fire out. Damage immaterial. Send Ro-
per’s remains by Buffalo. (Signed) Remey."

¥ Bereaved Wife Informed.

The department at once gent a telegram
to Mr. A. H. Fay, the brother-inilaw of
Lieut.-Commander Roper, at 73 Monmoulh-
street, Longwood, Mass., asking that he in-
ferm Mrs. Roper of the news. The follow-
ing expression of sympathy and appreclu-
tion is also made:

‘“With this sad news, the depariment
sends to Mrs. Roper deep sympathy in the
great loss ghe nas sustained, and the high-
est appreciation of the gallantry and sell-
sacrifice with which Lieut.-Commander
Roper gave his life for his fellow-men, It
was a hero’'s death.”

AGUINALDO JN CAPTIVITY.

Has Plenty of Money and is Treat-
ed Courteously.

Manila, March 30.—In comipany with Col,
Vellla, his chief of staff, and Dr. Barce-
lona, ex-Treasurer of the Filipino Govern-
ment, Aguinaldo occupies one of the
nicest apartments of the Malacanamg Pal-
ace. He is closely guarded, but courteous-
ly treated.

Aguinaldo nervously paces the floor, and,
deeply thinking, thrusts his hands thru
his hair. He smokes many cigars and
cigarets and bas a hearty appetite, He
speaks only a few words of English, He
is conscious of his dignity, but tries to talk
pleasantly with his guards. He often
praises the skill and audacity of Gen.
Funston in effecting his capture, saying
that only by strategy could he have been
captured. It is saild that Aguinaldo s
very strongly adverse to reverting from his
former attitude, but that he mmust regard
the best interests of the Filipino people.

The sisters of Dr. Barcelona have called
upon him, bringing a plentiful supply of
linen. Aguinaldo Is well supplied; with
money, and has ordered a supply of new
clothes, He'is careful of his personal ap-
pearance. He celebrated his thirty-second
birthday the day before he was  captured.
The birthday festivities were prolonged, and
only- terminated upom the arrival of Gen,
Funston,

Aguinaldo tries to read the American
newspapers. and is anxions to learn the
gtate of pubMe opinion in the United States
concerning Philippine affairs, He has again
conferred with Gen, Trias and Chief
Justice Artellano, bhnt his future intentions
hayve not been announced. He spends much
time seated by a barred window, watching
the boats passing up and dowm the Pasig
River.

Mr, Gordon. says, No! this declaration
is the backbone of Protestantism; It Is
the outcome of centuries of struggle and
he prophesies that it will be a bad day
for the British Empire when this docu-
ment is altered. It has been urged that
in the republic to the south there is found
no need for a similar clause, but Mr. Gor-
don sees, in the demand for Separate
schools by the Roman Catholics, the indi-
cation of their increasing power, and he
gees the time not far distant when there
will have to be a lke clause in the oath
and declaration taken by Presidents of the
United States,

ROSSLAND MINES.

Review of What is Going on in
the Camp and What the Pros-
pects Are,

The Rossland Miner of March 24 says:
The steady shipping for three weeks in
succession of 9000 tons each week shows
that the camp has fully entered upon a
new era of itg prosperity. Some wonderfnl
showings will be tabulated by the close
of the year, and the resonrces of the Le
Rol and of the Le Rol No. 2. and the
Rossland Great Western will be demon-
strated in a manner which will eyen swamp
the prejudices of some so-caliéd mining
men of the east. The Le Rol No. 2 shipped
this week upward of 1000 toms, which is
a phenomenal showing for a mine that 1s
yet in the first year of its shippiug stage.
Great as is this export, it ls barely inore
than a half of what this mine; will be
steadily torning out within the mnext 12
months., The Rossland Great Western will
be found to be an even greater property,
and should certainly, with'a dhe same
period of time, be able to ship within a few
tons of what the Centre Star js now pat-
ting out. At present the ore, especlally
that coming from the upper levels, is sowe-
what mixed, but as depth is gained the
ore bodies not only become more numerous,
but are also more solid and free from
dykes. The e of even thls camp
have been apt to think that, after all, there
is no mine with the exception of the Centre
Star and the Le Rol, with a prelerence
to the latter. The War Eagle used to be be-
lieved in, but the barrenncss of the sev-
enth zone has sent its admirers ‘pto the
background. This will be found to be a
false version of the matter, and the War
Eagle will yet be found to be ot 'east &8
good as was thought of it a few years ago.
In addition to this are the Le Rol No. 2
and the Rossland Great Western, wbich
will also be mines of the first rank, except-
ing the Le Rol. This is particuiariy true
of the Rossland Great Western, which will
presently prove by Its ou‘put that it is
alone capable of sending out wiat was the
total output of the camp in 1893. The Iron
Mask Is another splendid properiy which,
with some capital expended in piacing
scme modern equinments into the riue,
will be able to ship ten times its preseut
output. Then the = Kootepay mines
wili at no distant date be shipping more
than the War Fagle and Cenfre Star are at
present extracting. The capacity put upon
the mine before the receut strikes was,
under favorable conditions, upwards of
750 toms a day ,or over: 4000 tons per

week.

Turning to the south belt the promise
of the Homestake and the develypments
on other properties show tnat there lie
unexploited to the south of the eity win-
ing properties which may yet rival the
famous Red Mountain properties in the
amount 'of ore exported. Four years ago
it was stated, in the month of March,
that the “bottom of the camp had drop-
ped out,” and to-day the mines are ship-
ping just tenfold of what the amount was
then.
