As show-
ing the shortage there is liable to he
in the market, orders were placed by
retailers for 57,000 cases, subject to
pack; that is, in case the production
should be greater than the estimate,
these orders would have first claim on
the surplus output,
Growers Had Cinch Last Year.

Last year the wholesalers were plac-
ed in a peculiar position. The pack
was bought at 95 cents per case, but,
on account of a shortage, the price
Jumped as high as $1.60. By the terms
of the contracts, the groweis were not
compelled to fill more than 60 per cent.
of their orders at the contract price
and for every case they were unable 1o
supply below that figure they were
liable to pay ten cents to the whole-
salers. When the price rose so high,
they simply let their contracts go, paid
the penalty and sgold where they could
get the most money., In consequence
the wholesulers lost very heavily.

Other Provinces Not Supplied.

The demand this year shows that the
estimate will, by no means, cover the
requirements of Canada, and there is
no assurance that orders will be filled
at the price fixed, $1.05, tho it is high-
er than for many years at this season.
If the weather keeps favorable the
canners can keep on packing right
into October. If there should be a
premature frost it would enhance
values greatly, for packing would be
stopped at once.
