Every one who 8ives enough time and
attention to the care of the ‘hands ¢an
keep them soft and white. Oftentimes
hands which are not at 'all pretty in
shape can be made to look very well by
the best- of care, Then, very often,
hands that are naturally lovely may be-
come very ugly thru neglect.

To be sure, it is not always. easy foi
the woman who does her own house-
work to keep her hands in the pink ot
condition. Housework has a way of
making “the skin wrinkled and red and
the nails dull and gray.

With dally cadre it is possible to keep
the hands smooth and White, but you
dare not neglect their care for a single
day, Wear rubber gloves whanever f e
hands are put in water. When dusting

or sweeping wear old chamois or old kid
gloves. They will keep the .dust from
grinding into the skin,
Should you find that rubber gloves
cannot be successfully used in your par-
ticular case, take the following steps to
protect the hands. Whenever you have
your -hands in hot water and strong
soap wash them afterward with luke-
Warm water and castile soap. Rinse
thoroly in cold water. Then pour a
little rosewater - and glycerine into the
cup of one hand and rub the mixture
well into the hands.
When the hands are’ rough and the
skin wrinkled rub them well every night
before retiring with heated almond oil,
cocoa butter or olive  oil. First bathe
the hands thoroly, rinse in warm water
80 .that the pores are kept open. Then
rub as much of the oil into the gkin as
it will hold. Be careful not to heat the
oil too much. It must be ‘'warmed only.
Then draw over the hands an old pair
of loose chamois or kid gloves. Cut
slashes in the finger tips and in the
palms so that the hands will be well
ventilated durlng the sleeping hours.
Here are the’formulas for several lo-
tlong that will soften and whiten the
hands:

Strained honey
Lemon juice ,.: - 1 ounce
Cologne .+ 1 ounce

SPENT MILLIONS ON ART

Fortune Gained by Advertising
Put to,  Encouragement of
Music and Painting.

HAD ' GIFTED

SON

Despite Great Wealth, Younger
Beecham Made Name for Him-
self in Music.

Sir Joseph Beecham, the famous pill
man who died receptly, was three
times mayor of St Helens; #oa of
the original maker of Beecham’s Pills,
and father of Sir Thomas Beecham,
the famous conductor.

He was born, in 1848, and was a
partner in the lucrative business at
St. Helens long before his fatZor died

fn 1900. The firm spent some £100,-
000 a year in advertising.

Sir Joscph Beecham spent the great
wealth that came to him from the sale

of this maost skilfully- advertisgd pro-
prietary medicine partly on philan-
thropic undertakings in his native
towr and elsewhere, and partly in
munificent patronage of the arts. The
collection of paintings in his house
at Hampstead was notable chiefly for
its splendid examples of the British
schoouls of the 18th and early 19th cen-
tury which it contained. In it the
great landscapists were magnificently
represented, especially Constable and
Turner, while his examples by Mor-
land were among the best anywhere.
Constable’s “Salisbury Cathedral,”
from the Beecham collection, was one
cf the two examples to represent the
artist at the Rome Exhibition of 1911,
and ome of his treasures was the fam-
ous “St. Gothard Diligence” of Turner.

His patrorage of opera was no doubt
partly at the instance of his son, but
he had always taken a keen interest
in theatrical and musical matters in
Lancashire, and his friends were not
surprised’ when it was announced in
1909 that he was prepared to put down
£300,000 for the establishment of Eng-
lish national opera. i

Sir Joseph Beecham bought the Ald-
wych Theatre in 1911. In 1914 he cre-
ated a sensation (tho his was not
the name first sssociated with the
deal) by buying theCovent Garden es-
tate, which is said to “have cost him
nearly £3,000.000. The great theatre
was included in the purchase, but not
its immediate control, the lease to the
Grand Opera Syndieate having still a
number cf years to run.

Sir Joseph reccived a knighthood in
1511 and his baronetey in 1914, Sir
Thomas Beecham, who succeeds to the
baronetcy, was born in 1870 and re-
ceived his knighthood last January.

HERE’S A “FRESH” ONE.

High Cost of Living ‘Editor:
Some days ago I wrote to you on your
own’ pressing invitation, to briefly
state the causes’ of ‘the high cost of
living, and how' the high cost might
be obviated. I waited, but my letter
did not appear in The Toronto World.

Why did it not appear? Because

of its martial sons who has made the
supreme sacrifice in the cause of King
and country.

Old St. Andrew’s Church, where the
funeral wervice was held, was not
large enough to accommodate a tithe
of those who wished ‘to attend ihe
service, and his comrades filled the
body of the church, while the .gallary
was filled to overflowing with men
and women friends, the majority of
whom were in mourning. The centre
section of the gallery was reserved
for the officers and men who have re-
turned from the front, many of them
having been wounded while serving in

The service, which was imptessive
in its depth of feeling and simplicity,
was conducted by Lit.-Col. George H.

AT CLOSE RANGE

Submarine Crept Up dnseen;
Then Discharged a

+ Torpedo.
PASSENGERS LUCKY

. ‘Lendon, Nov. 12.—A despatch to
Reuter's ,Telegram €o, from.«- Malta,
dated last Thursday, dealing with the
ginking of the Perinsular and- Oriont
liner Arabia, says: :

.. “Passengers of the Arabia who land-
ed here say thst the submarine was
not seen but that the wake of a tor-
pedo was discerned. After the ship
was struck the submarine’s periscope
was seen 300 yards distant. 2
“The torpedo truck the bunkers near
the engine room. Coal blocked the
rent and stemmed the inrush of watew,
which undoubtedly enabled the Arabia
to remain so long afloat. The crash
was terrific and the vessel swirled
round under the force of the impact.

Some -of the passengers insist that
the submarine approached to within 50
yards of the Arabia before ‘it dis-
charged the torpedo.,. Two engineers
are missing, and it is supposed they
perished at their post of duty. The
periscope was distinctly seen circling
around tho vessel after sh2 was struck,
but the submarine never came to the
surface.

The passengers are convinced thas
the gravest disaster was only averted
by -the presence of mind of the Euro-
pean crew, to whom had been alloted
the watertight doors. Dr. Bodie, a
passenger, relates that while in a boat
he saw the submarine’s périscope mov-
ing toward the Arabia, the inteniion
of the submarine evidently being to
board the steamer and secure the
ship’s papers.

Garvin,
Writing in The Obgserver, predicts that
unless the entente allies come to more
vigorous decisions the war will be
prolonged far into 1918 as “the result
of the new outburst of German energy
on-all sides and the unity of direction
under Von Hindenburg.” :

“The allies in the east have per-
petrated almost every blunder -left to
them to commit,” writes Editor Gar-
vin, “after a previous record of mis-
management that seemed w#ll nigh
exhaustive. The prospect is not disas-
trous, but is disagreeable as the fault
is reparable only at the cost of several
million avoidable casualties, and
thousands of millions in momey which
might have been saved.

“The gloridus chapter of the allied
offensive on the Somme ig closed. The
new chapter is beginning as the Ger-
mans have fully recovered their
morale. There will be- no breaking
thru by the allies on the west this year,
nor will there be an extemsive with-
drawal of the German lines between
Arras and Noyon.”
