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LAWS AND REGULATIONS
OF

®l)c Upper Canada Bible Boctctg.

Rule I.—This Society shall be denominated the “ Upper Canada Bible 
Society,” having the same object in view as the British and Foreign Bible Society, 
viz. : the circulation of the Bible without note or comment, to act in concert with 
the Parent Society, as an Auxiliary or separately, as circumstances may require.

II. The Society shall consist of all who are disposed to promote the object of 
the Institution, without regard to difference of religious sentiments.

HI. The Society shall endeavour to unite into one body all the different Bible 
Societies in the Province, and to concentrate all the Bible operations in the same, in 
order to give more efficiency to the whole.

IV. The Society, also, besides its general operations, shall act as a local Society 
for this City and neighbourhood.

V. This Society shall maintain, in the City of Toronto, a General Depot of Bibles 
and Testaments, from which all the Bible Societies in connexion with it shall lie 
supplied with the Scriptures, at the lowest price at which they can be afforded.

VI. The Presidents, Vice-Presidents, Treasurers, and Secretaries of all Bible 
Societies in connexion with this Society, shall be, ex members of the Com­
mittee.

VII. This Society shall, if practicable, have an active Travelling Agent con­
stantly employed in visiting the various Societies connected with it, in forming new 
Societies where they may bo required, and in otherwise attending to all the concerns 
of the Society.

Vin. In the Annual. Accounts of this Society, the labours of the several 
S Branches shall be distinctly mentioned, as respects the circulation of the Scriptures 

and the contribution to the funds, with such other matter connected with them as 
may be generally interesting.

IX. Every person paying annually Five Shillings shall be a member of this 
Society ; and persons paying Five Pounds at one time shall be members for life : 
the smallest donations will also be thankfully received and duly acknowledged.
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X. The business of this Society slmll be conducted by a President, Vice-Presi­

dents, a Treasurer, Secretaries, and a Committee consisting of fifteen other 
tiers, ten oi whom may be re-elected,—five to form a quorum ; all Ministers of 
the Gospel who are members of the Society, shall be entitled to a seat and to vote 
with the Committee.

XI. The Committee shall meet on the second Monday of February, May, August, 
and November, and at any other time when called by the Secretaries or any three 
of the Committee.

XII. Hie Society shall hold an Annual Meeting on the first Wednesday in the 
month of May, when the Officers and Committee shall be chosen, the Accounts 
(duly audited) be presented, and the proceedings of the foregoing year reported.

XIII. Every Subscriber shall bo entitled to purchase Bibles and Testaments to 
the amount of four times his subscription, at the reduced prices of the Society.

XIV. The whole of the Funds of the Society, arising from the sale of the 
Scriptures, the annual and general contributions of individuals or congregations, 
and the moneys received from its various Branches, shall, after supplying the wants 
of the poor indhis Province, defraying all expenses of management and the 
on Books, be remitted to the British and Foreign Bible Society, lor the purpose of 
being applied to the general objects of that Institution.

XV. No alterations shall be made ir " \se laws, but at the Annual or at a 
General Meeting of the Society, which skim ue advertised.
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RESOLUTION PASSED BY THE COMMITTEE RELATIVE TO 
GRANTS TO SUNDAY SCHOOLS.

That, in all applications for grants of Bibles to Sunday Schools, the applicant 
be requested to furnish the Secretaries with an account of the state of the School ; 
the number of Scholars and Teachers ; the amount of funds at the disposal of the 
Managers ; who are its Officers ; and why it is necessary to make such application : 
all which should in every case be certified by a Minister of the Gospel, 
person of known respectability. And further, this Committee recommend, that the 
Secretary be empowered to make grants, reporting the same to the next General 
Meeting of the Committee.
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LAWS AND REGULATIONS
OF

$l)e Britisl) anb -foreign Bible Society.

I. The designation of the Society shall be the British and Foreign Bible 
Society, of which the sole object shall he to encourage a wider circulation of the 
Holy Scriptures, without note or comment : the only copies in the languages of 
the United Kingdom to be circulated by the Society, shall be the authorised version.

II. This Society shall add its endeavours to those employed by other Societies, 
for circulating the Scriptures through the British Dominions ; and shall also, ac­
cording to its ability, extend its influence to other countries, whether Christian, 
Mohammedan, or Pagan.

III. Each Subscriber of one guinea annually shall be a Member.
IV. Each Subscriber of ten guineas at one time shall be a Member for life.
V. Each Subscriber of five guineas annually shall be a Governor.
VI. Each Subscriber of fifty pounds at one time, or who shall, by one additional 

payment, increase his original subscription to fifty pounds, shall be a Governor 
for life.

VII. Governors shall be entitled to attend and vote at all meetings of the Com­
mittee.

VIII. An Executor, paying a bequest of fifty pounds, shall be a Member for 
Life ; or of one hundred pounds, a Governor for Life.

IX. A Committee shall be appointed, to conduct the business of the Society, 
consisting of thirty-six Laymen, six of whom shall be Foreigners, resident in 
London or its vicinity ; half the remainder shall be members of the Church of 
England, and the other half members of other denominations of Christians. 
Twenty-seven of the above number, who shall have most frequently attended, shall 
be eligible for re-election for the ensuing year.

The Committee shall appoint all Officers, except the Treasurer, and call Special 
General Meetings ; and shall be charged with procuring for the Society suitable 
patronage, both British and Foreign.

X. Each Member of the Society shall be entitled, under the direction of the 
Com 'littee, to purchase Bibles and Testaments at the Society’s prices, which shall 
be as low as possible.

XI. The Annual Meeting of the Society shall he held on the first Wednesday 
in May, when the Treasurer and Committee shall be chosen, the Accounts pre­
sented, and the proceedings of the foregoing year reported.
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XII. The President, Vice-Presidents, and Treasurer, shall be considered, ex 
officio, Members of the Committee.

XIII. Every Clergyman or Dissenting Minister who is a member of the Society, 
shall be entitled to attend and vote at all Meetings of the Committee.

XIV. The Secretaries for the time being shall bo considered as Members of the 
Committee ; but no other person deriving any emolument from the Society shall 
have that privilege.

XV. At the General Meetings, and Meetings of the Committee, the President, 
or, in his absence, the Vice-President first upon the list, then present,—and in the 
absence of all the Vice-Presidents, the Treasurer,—and in his absence, such 
Member as shall be voted for that purpose,—shall preside at the Meeting.

XVI. The Committee shall meet on the first Monday in every month, or oftener, 
if necessary.

XVII. The Committee shall have the power of nominating such persons as have 
rendered essential services to the Society, either Members for Life or Governors 
for Life.

XVIII. The Committee shall also have the power of nominating Honorary 
Members from among Foreigners who have promoted the objects of the Society.

XIX. The whole of the Minutes of every General Meeting shall be signed by 
the Chairman.
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REGULATIONS

Adopted at the Annual General Meetings of the Society, in 1826 and 1827.

I. That the fundamental law of the Society, which limits its operations to the 
circulation of the Holy Scriptures, be fully and distinctly recognised as excluding the 
circulation of the Apocrypha.

II. That in conformity to the preceding Resolution, no pecuniary aid can be 
granted to any Society circulating the Apocrypha, nor, except for the purpose of 
being applied in conformity to the said Resolution, to any individual whatever.

III. That in all cases in which grants, whether gratuitous or otherwise, of the 
Holy Scriptures, either in whole or in part, shall be made to any Society, the books 
be issued bound, and on the express condition that they shall be distributed without 
alteration or addition.

IV. That all grants of the Scriptures to Societies which circulate the Apocrypha, 
be made under the express condition that they be sold or distributed without 
alteration or addition ; and that the proceeds of the sales of any such copies of the 
Scriptures be held at the dispoal of the British and Foreign Bible Society.
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RULES RECOMMENDED FOR BRANCH SOCIETIES.

That the whole of the subscriptions and donations received by this Society 
shall bo applied, after deducting incidental expenses, to the purchase of Bibles and 
Testaments from the Upper Canada Society, to supply this neighbourhood ; (which 
copies of the Scriptures the Committe are to sell to members at a reduced price, 
to others at cost, and to give, gratis, to those who they know cannot purchase ;) 
and that the overplus be remitted half-yearly to the Upper Canada Society, for the 
purpose of translating the Word of God into the Indian languages, and supplying 
other nations, through the Parent Institution, with the pure Word of God.

IX. That a General meeting of the Subscribers be held on the----- day of

The Meeting having been opened with Prayer by the Rev. Robert Burns, of Kingston, 
and the Report read by the Secretaries, the following Resolutions were unanimously 
adopted :—

I. Moved by the Rev. Dr. Burns, seconded by the Rev. Mr. Fyfe,

That the Report, an abstract of which has been read, be adopted, and printed under 
the direction of the Committee.

II. Moved by the Rev. E. Evans, seconded by the Rev. H. O. Crofts, and supported 
by the Rev. Mr. Richardson,

That this Meeting, desirous to record its deep sense of the obligation which it is 
under to the Most High, for his revealed Will, as contained in the Holy Scriptures, 
and for the success which has attended the operations of this Society and the Parent 
Institution, with all kindred Societies, the past year, thereby affording 
to continued and renewed exertions, on the part of Christians, to prosecute a work 
so eminently calculated to promote the well-being of men, and the extension of the 
Redeemer’s kingdom.

III. Moved by the Rev. Mr. Gale, seconded by the Rev. Mr. Carrol, and supported 
by the Rev. Mr. Bremner, from Glasgow,

That the Christian zeal and benevolent efforts of the Ladies Bible Association, of 
Toronto, so fully exhibited in their interesting Report, demand the warmest recogni­
tion on the part of this Meeting, and afford a sure presage of future usefulness; and 
that the Ladies, whose names are hereunto annexed, be Officers and Committee for 
the ensuing year ;—[See Appendix.]

That this Meeting highly appreciate the. arduous and gratuitous labours of the 
Officers and Committees of the Upper Canada Bible Society, and its various Branches;

V. The Rev. John Roaf having left the Chair, and Jessie Ketchum, Esq., having been
called to it, it was moved by E. W. Thomson, Esq., seconded by Mr.

That the thanks of this Meeting be given to the Rev. John Roaf, for hit services 
i n the Chair.

The Meeting was closed with Prayer, by the Rev. J. Jennings.
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animously

“ Watchman, what of the night ? ” enquires one of old, in regard to 
the impending judgments of tiie Almighty. The enquiry is again 
awakened, in view of the “ Signs of the Times ” among the'Nations of 
Europe. The news coming across the broad Atlantic, these few weeks 
past, have been most astounding : every car is open, every mind directed, 
to the arrival of each succeeding mail, anxious to know what will be the 
burden of the next report. It appears as though God had arisen to shake 
terribly the earth ; not in the usual way of kingdom against kingdom, but 
of kingdoms against themselves : the trembling of the political earthquake 
passing in rapid succession from nation to nation, threatens an entire over- 
throw of the Social and Religious state of Europe—thus affecting, to 
great extent, every country of the Earth.

In the midst of this general consternation and anxiety, and doubt as to 
the final result, how consoling to the mind of the believer is the thought, 
that “ the Lord reigneth,” and rideth upon the storm ; that lie will cause 
the “ wrath of man to praise him, and the remainder of wrath he will 
restrain j and that, whatever may happen to the political systems of the 
Nations, whatever convulsions may break up the long-established orders of 
human society, the Church which he has redeemed is safe, no weapon 
formed against her shaH prosper ; for she is founded on the Rock of ever­
lasting truth—“the Word of our God shall stand for ever.”

Such are the consolations derived from a knowledge of that “ Word ” 
which has emanated from Heaven : in the dissemination of which 
Society has the honour to be employed.

It is,, also, very pleasant to the Christian observer, to notice the operation- 
of God s providential hand, in providing for an approaching emergency, by 
previously calling into existence men and means most suitable to meet the 
coming event. When He would redeem his covenant people of old, from 
the yoke of Egyptian bondage, he raises up a Moses and an Aaron : 
when he would subdue and dispossess the Cananites, and put his people in 
possession of the Promised Land, he raises up a Joshua to go before them : 
when he would found his Gospel Church, and extend it among all Nations, 
he provides a chosen army of Apostles, Confessors, and Martyrs to go 
forth, attack, and subdue the formidable and long-established holds of 
Pagan Idolatry, Pharasaic malice, and Sadducean Infidelity: when he 
'ould check the overflowings of Ungodliness, and arrest the daring, 

àaughty progress of the “ Man-of-Sin,” he raises up a Luther, a Zwingle, 
and a Calvin : when he would enlarge the borders of Zion, enlighten the 
•ong-neglected Heathen, heal the divisions of his People, sap the founda-
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tions of superstition, and restore primitive Christianity to the Nations, he 
increases the dumber of his Sacramental Hosts, and moves his people to 
the formation and support of Societies expressly for the purpose of sending 
forth Missionaries and Bibles, with various other subordinate instrumental­
ities ; such as we have seen arisen in goodly numbers, from among the 
various sections of his professing people, within the last half century.

Among these Providential means stand forth, in bold relief, the Bible 
Societies ; which originated in England, and which are now ramified 
throughout almost every part of Europe and North America.

It is with much satisfaction that your Committee contemplate the fact, 
that for more than forty-three years the Parent Institution, with its

Auxiliaries and kindred Societies, has been diffusing the Word ot God 
among the Nations ; so that, by their united exertions, more than thirty-two 
millions of copies, in whole or part, of the Sacred Volume have gone forth, 
in about one hundred and sixty different versions ; and that the Continent 
of Europe, now so agitated, has participated largely in these benevolent 
labours. May we not hope, that a sure foundation is thus laid for the final 
establishment of the minds of all men upon the quiet and safe basis of 
Divine Truth. The effect of Scriptural knowledge will be as oil on the 
troubled waters. When the usurped dominion of a pretended infallibility 
has lost its power to hold men’s consciences in subjection, the ultimate 
appeal on all controverted points will be to the paramount authority of the 
Word of God—the only infallible guide.

So far, then, from relaxing, in the least degree, our efforts to disseminate 
the Scriptures, because of the present appearances, your Committee feel 
the more strongly prompted to increased exertion, not only to sow the seed 
of righteousness in this remote Province, but also to bring forth 
resources, however feeble, to aid the Parent Institution in its work of 
mercy. The Auxiliary relation which this Society sustains to the Parent 
in England, while it secures to us the advantages derived from the charac­
ter, influence, and patronage of that noble Institution, imposes on us the 
duty not only of meeting the wants of our own people, but of bringing the 
increasing resources of this country to the aid of the general work in 
which that Society is*, engaged. Your Committee, therefore, trust that it 
will not, for a moment, be considered by any one as foreign to our princi­
ples to advert, as we have done, to the condition of Europe, or any other 
part of the World. The Christians of this land are as much interested in 
the success of the Gospel, the prosperity of Christ’s kingdom, and the 
Evangelization of mankind, as they could possibly be did they live in the 
heart of England itself.

May we not reasonably hope, that the bread which has been cast upon 
the waters by this humble Auxiliary, which has been the means of distri­
buting ninety-three thousand six-hundred and fifty-two copies of the 
Scriptures among the settlers of this Province, within eight years, will be 
seen after many days : in the peaceable fruits of righteousness, and in the 
improvement of our social, moral, and spiritual state. With the blessing 
of God, and his blessing is secured by his promise, this will, undoubtedly,' 
be the result.

With these preliminary remarks, your Committe now come more
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directly to notice the work specially' committed to tlieir hands—to present, 
as brief as possible, the state and condition of the Upper Canada Bible 
Society. But here they are reminded of Ihe loss which the Society 
sustained in the death id the late Dr. Grasctt, one of its vice-presidents, 
and a most intelligent and diligent member of the Committee. Its sense 
of that solemn event is i xpressed in the following Resolutions :

Resolved—That while this Committee contemplates, with deep regret, the loss which 
it has sustained, in the sudden removal front them, by death, of Doctor G. R. Grasctt 
one of its most ddigent and active friends, they would bow in humble submission to the’ 
afflicting bereavement, by which it is reminded of the uncertain tenure of life and 
opportunities of usefulness ; and entertaining a grateful recollection of the deceased’s 
Christian urbanity, his unwearied zeal and effort to promote the interests of the Bible

They are, also, reminded of the great call they have to humble them- 
selves before God and their brethren, because of their lack of zeal, and the 
negligence which has, in a great degree, characterized the manner in which 
they have discharged their trust.

before last by 717 copies. This amount does not include those copies

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Which are ordered in several places for the accommodation of those 
congregations who use that version, and of which there is considerable 
demand, so that the number of that description put into circulation through 
the country, the past year, amounts to 2,802 copies.

STOCK.
The copies of the Scriptures on hand, at the close of last year, were 

2,706 Bibles, 2,264 Testaments, 33 Book of Psalms, and 758 copies of 
Indian Translations ; amounting in value to £675 7s. 9d. There were 
received from the British and Foreign Bible Society 3,355 Bibles and 
11,625 Testaments, amounting to £622 9s. 7d. ; also, from the Depot in 
Montreal, 31 Bibles, value £16 Is. ; besides 29 Bibles and 9 Testaments 
from the 6th Line Albion, Canboro and Victoria Branches.

Auxiliary to the good cause of Bible distribution in this City. The Ladies 
of Toronto have sustained this benevolent enterprise with that accustomed 
energy and activity which characterize their exertions in every other 
work of patience and labour of love. Your Committee thankfully 
acknowledge the receipt, from their hands, of the liberal sum of £35, as 

Free Contribution ; being the avails of their labours in collecting among 
our fellow citizens during the past year ; in addition to which, they have 
paid their account in full for Stock received from the Depository. For 
further information respecting this useful Association, we refer to their 
Report annexed, which speaks for itself, and is well worthy attentive perusal.

NOTICE OF BRANCH SOCIETIES.
The following extracts from the circulars returned by several of the 

Branch Societies, will serve to show the improving condition of such 
mentioned. For information regarding the others, reference may be had 
to the Annual Report of the Travelling Agent in the appendix.

Amhersfburgh.—This Branch stands first on the list, and is among the 
first in character and usefulness.

The following extract from their last Report published, will be read 
with feelings of satisfaction, as it shows the true relative position of not 
only this, but of all the Branches in the Connexion :

“ Your Committee would beg to call to your remembrance the important fact, that 
while this Society has more particularly for the field of its operations this remote part 
of Western Canada ; yet it is a Branch Society. It is not isolated, it stands not alone ; 
it is one in connexion with Societies of a similar nature. It is a Branch of the Upper 
Canada Bible Society, which is again a Bough cut off the main Body—the British and 
Foreign Bible Society—a Society whose roots have grown deep into the hearts of 
God’s people, and whose mighty boughs, branches, and leaves are now forming a wide 
spread, and still more wide-spread shelter for many precious souls.
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“ This Society affords the advantage of a Depository for the sale and gratuitous 
distribution of the Scriptures ; having circulated since its commencement about 1,400 
copies. It enables them to be procured at a price only sufficient to cover expenses ; 
and it also affords opportunity for supplying with the Scriptures any persons who may 
not be able to purchase for themselves ; and thus arises a great facility for the more 
general dissemination of the Oracles of Truth.”

Your Committee have the pleasure to acknowledge the receipt from this 
Branch of the sum of 6/. 10s. 10£d.', as a free contribution, besides the 
hi. appropriated to the China fund. They have paid the balance of their 
former account. Their issues the past year were 231 copies. The fol­
lowing remark relative to the order of their operations will account for 
their efficiency :

“ Our sphere of operations is divided into Districts—Sub-Committees meet these 
districts to obtain subscribers, and also to find out if any are destitute of the Scriptures ; 
and by these means many have been supplied, who would not otherwise have been.”

Let other Branches from this take example, and do likewise.
Brantford.—This useful Branch is steadily holding on its way. It has 

sent the sum of 15/. as a free contribution to our funds. Our notice of 
this Branch is necessarily brief, as we have not been favoured with a copy 
of their Annual Report nor printed circular.

Blenheim.—This snug little Branch continues to support the cause liber­
ally, according to their means and numbers. They have made us 
another donation of 4/. Their Secretary, the Rev. George Murray, of 
the united Presbyterian Church, whose congregation are the Society’s 
chief supporters, writes that they are out of debt, and have a pretty large 
stock on hand.

Carrying Place.—Depository is kept by Charles Biggar, Esq.—This 
gentleman continues his faithful services in behalf of the cause. He has 
made a free contribution of 16s. 8<Z. »

Cavan and Manners.—This Branch bears fruit well. Their issues the 
past year were 172 copies by sale and 93 gratuitously.—Total 255 copies. 
They have sent us a free contribution of 4/. "Their Secretary, Mr. M. 
Knowlson, writes, that “ So far as we can ascertain, there is not a family 
destitute of the Word of Life within the sphere of our operations.”

Ecfrid, Mosa, and Metcalfe.—This rural Branch occupies a field 20 
miles over. It is a Branch of the London Society. It has sent us a free 
contribution of 5/. Scattered as is the population which compose it, who 
are mostly of the Scotch Free Church, and difficult as (in consequence of 
their distance from each other), their intercourse must be, what they 
perform must be the more highly appreciated, especially when it is con­
sidered that the whole settlement is of very recent origin.

Embro, in the Township of Zorra.—This Branch has been happily 
revived the past year, since the Agent’s visit in Frebruary, 1847. It has 
sent us a free contribution of the handsome sum of 14/. 16s. 1 j<Z. Its 
supporters are, for the most part, Scotch Highlanders, under the pastoral 
care of the Rev. Donald McKenzie.

Esqucsing, North.—This Branch, situated at the thriving village of 
George Town, holds on its way. It has sent us a free contribution the 
past year of 21. 10s. 7j<Z.

Eramosa.—The friends here, principally of the Congregational and
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united Presbyterian Churches, continue their wonted liberality. They 
have paid off their account, and sent a free contribution of 8/. Is. 3d., 
including 2s. 6d. paid by the widow McCormick.

Guelph.—This persevering and useful Branch still holds on its way in 
full vigour. They Report the number of copies issued during the year 
288 ; being an increase of 19 over the preceding year. Total since the 
commencement of the Society 2,003.—Amount of contributions for the 
year 15/. 14s. lid. They avail themselves ofthe services of the Ladies, 
who in this as well as every benevolent cause, prove themselves most 
efficient helpers. They have sent us the handsome sum of 13/. Is. 7^d., 
besides paying the balance of their purchase account. This is doing well 
these “ hard times.”

Grafton—has sent us a free contribution of 1/. 5s. Ad.
London.—This excellent Society continues to prosper, notwithstanding 

their disaster by fire two years since ; they have paid the balance of their 
account in full, 49/. Os. 10 jd. and sent us a free contribution of no less a sum 
than 25/. Their issues during the year by sale amounts to 1,083 copies. 
They have also a large stock of Bibles and Testaments on hand, paid for.

Little Lake, (Nissouri.)—This Branch is situated in quite a rural dis­
trict, and the officers live far apart, yet they attend well to the business 
of the Society. They have overpaid their former purchase account, 
and ordered a fresh supply ; and have a valuable stock paid for, with 
outstanding debts to the amount of 8/. 12s. 9d. Their Secretary remarks 
as follows :

“We think the Bible cause has lost none of its interest in our Society ; yet owing 
to the scarcity of money, and thinness of our population, we have not been able to do 
near as much as we could wish, or as we are in hopes of doing this year."

Markham, North.—The Depositary here has forwarded a free contri­
bution of 1/. 10s. 4\d.—for which he has our thanks.

Peterhoro’.—Extract from their Annual Report :
" The following, statement will show what has been done by the Society during the 

last year :—Agent’s Report, issued 165 Bibles, 16 of which were given away ; and 251 
Testaments, 2 of which were likewise given gratis. The Depositary has received during 
the year past for copies of the Scriptures 2SI. 4$. 5Jd. ; and there remain still due for 
books sold on credit 18/. 5». 10j<7. good debts. The Depositary has of stock 230 Bibles
and 340 Testaments,—amounting to 56/. 10s. Id__all paid for. The Depository is
worth 96/. 11s. 6j<Z. The number of subscribers is 153, and the amount of money in 
the hands of the Treasurer is 46/. 7s. 5d,—which will show that some good is doing.’*

Nassagaweya.—This Branch has paid the balance of account, and has 
surplus stock ; and has sent a free contribution of 1/. 5s.

Trafalgar.—This very efficient Branch is situated in wholly a rural 
district, embracing the N. W. Section of said Township, and the S. W. 
Corner of Esquesing. Through the indifatigable labours of its officers— 
principally its worthy Secretary, Mr. A. Wilmott, and Treasurer Levi 
Willson, Esq, it is kept in successful operation. It has paid the pur- 
chase account in full, and sent us a free contribution, the liberal sum of 
13/. Its stock on hand paid for is worth at reduced prices 24/. 18s. 6d. 
The report is interesting, as may be seen by the following extract :

" Among the various orders of voluntary Associations, which have been formed for 
the benefit of mankind, that of the Bible Society stands preeminent ; while other
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institutions, though excellont in their character and design, are but circumstantial or 
local in their operations, that of the Bible embraces the Globe, taking the entire universe 
for the sphere of its enterprize, enlisting the energies of all ranks to cooperate in dissem­
inating that pure, plain, supreme, and infallible Word—the only standard of faith and 
practice ; forming a basis for all other benevolent Associations to rest upon, embracing 
directly or indirectly all the interests of those that live or shall live, diffusing light and 
salvation to those who sit in the region and shadow of death, while its ultimate”results 
are lasting as eternity. Your Committee rejoice that your Society is called to bear an 
humble part in this mighty movement, and trust they are unfeignedly thankful to a 
gracious Providence which has permitted them to meet you and other friends to celebrate 
this, the Seventh Anniversary of your Society’s operations, under Such favourable 
auspices. While your Committee gratefully acknowledge the services of the Visiting 
( oimnittec, who have been efficient in carrying out the object of your Society, they regret 
there have been a few cases of delinquency, therefore, from these sections subscriptions 
have'not been solicited. But their especial thanks are due to Mr. Wm. Chisholm, for his 
indefatigable labours in procuring subscriptions from the south-west part of Esquesing, 
to the amount of upwards of £6. * * * Your Committee have read, with much
interest, of the growing prosperity of the Upper Canada Bible Society, to which we 
stand so intimately connected. * * * Let us not imagine, that though our neigh' 
bourhood. or the adjacent neighbourhoods, or even this Province, is supplied with that 
inestimable treasure, that wc may relax our energies. No ! let us use our efforts, feeble 
as they may be, humbly imploring Divine agency to give them efficiency, constantly 
bearing in mind how fleeting are our opportunities of usefulness ; therefore, whatsoever 
our hands find to do, may wc do it with our might, being steadfast, immoveable, always 
abounding in the work of the Lord, forasmuch as we know that our work is not in vain 
in the Lord.”

BRITISH AND FOREIGN BIBLE SOCIETY.
It gives your Committee much pleasure to observe, that the progress of 

the Parent Society, in England, is still onward ; that it continues to be the 
honoured instrument of diffusing most liberally and extensively the Word 
of the living God among the teeming millions of our fellow-men in nearly 
every country of the Earth, as appears by reference to its last printed 
Report : from which, as well as the “ Monthly Reporter,” published by 
that Society, your Committee have made copious extracts, illustrative of 
the character and extent of their work. These, however, lengthy as they 
are, being selections from the large volume, must be regarded merely as 
specimens.

The total Receipts, during the year, amount to £117,440 9s. 5d., being 
an increase over the previous year of £16,134 16s. 3d., and nearly £6,000 
more than any previous year. The Legacies show a considerable increase, 
being £16,525 16s. 5d. The number of copies issued is 1,419,283; which, 
although less than those of the last year by 22,368 copies, are, notwith­
standing, 437,223 more than any other preceeding year. These 
diversified in one hundred and forty different languages and dialects. 
Ninety-seven new Societies have been formed during the year, making 
the riumber of Auxiliaries, Branches, and Associations in the United 
Kingdom alone to.be 3,141.

As the principal Grants of this Society, to aid the circulation of the 
Scriptures in boreign Countries, the Colonies, and particular places, were 
specified in the Report of lost year, it does not appear called for at present. 
The following extracts, however, from the “ Bible Society Reporter,” and 
its Forty-third Annual Report, will be read with much interest:

From Dr. Maclcod, Glasgow, 1st July, 1847 :
* * I have visited three emigrant ships which have sailed for America, 

and I have distributed the greatest part of the grant of Bibles made to me for that 
purpose by the British and Foreign Bible Society ; and never was there a gift more 
gratefully received than were these copies of the Scriptures by the poor emigrants.
I found that families, consisting of ten individuals, had but one tattered copy, and I 
only regretted that I had not more to divide among them.

From Mr. W. Jones, Secretary of the Religious Tract Society ; Lon­
don, July 3, 1847 :

I enclose you a copy of the Life of Ramon Monsalvatge, a converted Spanish 
Monk, lately published by our Society. It contains several truly interesting filets, 
showing the value of the Scriptures, which will be encouraging to your Committee.
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Extn • ts from the Life of Ramon Monealvatge.
“Among the six hundred Spaniards whom I visited there (Montpelier), and to 

whom I offered the Word of God, there was one, a man of distinction and wealth, 
who had served in the army, and now lived in retirement. One day I went to his 
house, arid told him I had taken the liberty to call and offer him the Word of God. 
‘Ah !' said he, ‘ I know you ; I have heard of you. You are a worthless fellow.’ 
‘ Very true>’ I replied, • I feel that more and more ; and this book has taught me 
what I am, and who is that Saviour whom I needed. And it has afforded me such 
consolation and instruction’ .... He did not allow me to finish, but, in his fury 
gave me a violent kick, and drove me from his house. I went away ; but the next 
day I returned. I had hardly time to state my object, before he raised an umbrella 
which te held in his hand, and struck me a heavy blow on my head, 
away, id went back.

“ The third day I had no better success ; the fourth, fifth, sixth, and so on to the 
fourteenth time, I repeated my visit ; but I must own that I trembled each time, 
as I mounted his steps, expec ting to be loaded with contempt. The last time, enraged 
at my perseverance, he gave me a blow which threw me down, and injured me so 
as to force me to remain in my room several days.

“ 0° 'he first day that I could leave the house, having heard that the wife of him 
who had repulsed me so often was ill, I again resolved to visit him. On my way 
to his house I met him in the street. < Senor,’ I said to him, « I have heard bad 
news.’ « What news V returned he, in a tone of contempt. • That your lady is very 
sick.’ ‘What business is that of yours 1’ ‘It is my business, Senor: for I feel a 
desire to pray for her. Will you not accept this book, the Word of God, which 
has given peace to my soul, and will give peace to yours, if you will receive ill’ 
Then, to get clear of me, he took the book, paid me, and hurried away.

“ Five days after I was in my room, and saw this gentleman coming towards the 
house, with the Testament in his hand. I thought immediately that he came to return 
the book, and maltreat me, and I hastily locked my door : I remained quiet, and he 
withdrew. An hour after I saw him again coming, and soon perceived that he had 
pushed a paper under my door. I took it, and read the following words :

“ * Sir,—Though I am unworthy to speak to you, if you will come to my house, 
my wife and I shall be glad to hear you pray for your enemies. < De Vives.’

“ I took the note to my friend the Pastor, who thought it imprudent to trust myself 
alone in the house of the gentleman, and I went with a pious schoolmaster. As soon 
as the officer saw me, he embraced me, and said, • I have read the book to my wife, 
and beg your pardon for the brutal manner in which I have treated you. Forgive 
me.’ 1 replied, ‘ Dear Sir, it is not to me that you should return thanks, but t<f God. 
Let us pray to Him.’ When we had done so, I took the Testament, and read a 
chapter, to which he paid the most serious attention. His wife, also, received me with 
the greatest kindness.

There is one thing,’ said he, ‘ which I wish you to promise me ; that is, if you ever 
again offer that book to a monster like myself, who repulses you fourteen times, go again 
a fifteenth time to him.’

“ After having visited those who had so long been my enemies, I went to visit my 
countrymen at Dole and Lons-le-Saulnier. On my way I passed through Thiers. I 
did not meet any of my countrymen there ; yet I think it will not be uninteresting to 
give a short acconnt of the manner in which that place was reformed, and the xeal of 
those who forsook the yoke of Rome to enlist under the standard of the Gospel.

“ Two years before, the state of the people was extremely discouraging. There was 
not then a Protestant to be found ; and the people seemed devoted to their superstitious 
faith, and subject to the controul of the Priests. However, a Scotch gentleman of
fortune, Mr. L----- , who annually visits different parts of France for the purpose of
disseminating the Scriptures, went there ; and, with the aid of a few devoted Colpor­
teurs, furnished many a family with the Word of God. The year after, he paid another 
visit to the town, and an Agent was employed to visit the families where the Scriptures 
had been placed, with urgent appeals to them to engage in its study.

“ I had the happiness of forming an acquaintance with this excellent man, and 
of accompanying him in many of his labours of love. Sometimes he brought me into
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the large street which leads in from the country, before the dawn of day, laden with 
copies of the Scriptures ; and, when one of the large waggons which transport the 
produce of the farms to the market of Thiers passed by, he addressed each waggoner : 
‘My friend, can yeu read!’ ‘ Yes, Sir,’was usually the answer. ‘Let us hear you,’ 
handing him a Testament. When he had spoken a few words of exhortation to the 
man, he gave him the book, and passed on. Often we would go through the streets, 
entering each shop, and selling or giving away copies of the Word. Ere long, the 
character of the people was deeply affected by the distribution of books : new ideas 

entertained of Religion, old superstitions were renounced, and a new form of 
worship was soon longed for. A large congregation was formed, who proceeded to 
the erection of a Church, and sought a Pastor of their own principles. In short, a large 
number of the inhabitants of Thiers became not only Protestants, but devoted and 
evangelical Christians. *******

“ 1 received a letter from Calderon, a Spanish Priest, converted in 1823 to the evan- 
gehcal doctrine. He was a labourer of the Toulouse Society, residing at Bordeaux.

“ My friend related in his letter a case which greatly interested me. Having been 
introduced to a family, the father of which was very ill, he conversed with him in a 
tnendly and senous manner, and then proposed to pray with him, which was joyfully 
accepted. On rising from his knees, after fervent petitions to God, and the free expres­
sion of evangelical sentiments, the sick man eagerly extended his hand, and giving him 
an animated look and a brotherly grasp, exclaimed, ‘ Why, I see that you, too, have 
been saved by the blood ot Christ !' ‘ How did you learn that salvation cames in that 
way?’ enquired Calderon, with equal surprise. ‘ From a book which I have,' replied 
he. ‘ Bring it hither,’ he added, addressing one of his children. ‘ Here it is : I received 
it from an Englishman, some time ago.’ It was one of Burrow's Bibles.”

From Mr. de Pressense.
Paris, Sept. 4, 1847.—The following extract is copied literally from the Journal of 

the Colporteur who is employed at Havre among the Geiman Emigrants, and will I 
am persuaded, prove interesting to you. *

“On the 6th of August a sailing vessel left Rotterdam with two hundred and twenty- 
four emigrants for America. Not far from Calais the ship was wrecked the following 
day, at one o’clock in the morning. The crew and all the passengers found themselves 
in a most distressing situation till break of day, when, God be praised ! assistance 
amved from Calais, and all on board were saved, with the loss, however, of their 
effects. The inhabitants of Calais kindly took in these unfortunate people, and 
supplied them with every necessary for the space of eleven days ; after which they 
were forwarded by a steamer to Havre, where they arrived on the 20th instant 
and again set sail on the 24th for New-York. With their baggage the passengem 
lost all their books, and among these were their Bibles and Testaments.

“ On being made acquainted with the circumstances, I considered it my duty to 
assist the poor people, and to offer them such consolation as can be derived alone 
from the Word of God. At my first call I found most of them still suffering from the 
gnevous effects of their recent shipwreck, and some even appeared to be wandering 
in their minds, ami in a state of stupor. Many of them were bitterly lamenting 
the loss of their whole property. In short, confusion and distress appeared to reign 
among them ; and, as if to add to their embarrassments, they were surrounded by 
a crowd of peaple anxious to profit by their misfortunes, and to extort from them 
the little money they had left for continuing their voyage. I quitted them with 
sentiments of grief and pitty. The Mowing day, however, 1 found them somewhat 
calmer, and more tranquil. 1 hey gathered around me, ind I addressed them to 
thq following effect: 'My dear countrymen,—You were not disposed yesterday to 
listen to me, and yet I can assure you that I am your sincere friend. Are you 
willing to hear me to-day ?’ • Oh, yes !’ was the general reply, and all immediaiely 
crowded around me. I then continued : ‘ You murmureu yesterday, and complained 
of the loss of your worldly substance, and by so doing you have sinned against 
your Creator and your Saviour ; for remember, tli -t it is He alone who has merci­
fully preserved your lives. Surely it is your duty to bow before Him in humble 
gratitude for this signal proof of His goodness. The property which He has taken 
from you was in reality His own, and ws* only lent to you for a time. And has
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not the master a right to do with his own what he secs best ? He has saved yottf 
precious, your immortal souls ; and has thus allowed you further space for repentance 
unto life eternal ! And now, my friends, say, were you prepared to die in the state 
in which it has been the Lord’s good will to spare you ! Answer the question for 
yourselves. Where would you be now, had you been left to perish Î All who heard 
me, young and old, Protestants as well as Homan Catholics, burst out into loud 
lamentntionsi and eagerly requested me to pray with them and for them, I did so, 
and afterwards read to them the 25th, 93rd, and 103rd Psalms, together with several 
passages front the New Testament, treating of free and full salvation purchased by 
the blood ot Jesus Christ. On hearing these glad tidings many actually wept for 
joy ; nor could I ntyself refrain from tears on seeing so remarkable an instance of 
the influence of the Holy Spirit manifested on their hearts. At the close of my 
address, some of them told me, with signs of the deepest regret, that they had lost 
their Bibles, and they feared there was no one in the place in which they then 
were to supply them with others. It was delightful to be able to remove their 
apprehensions in this respect. ‘ Some Christian friends,’ I said, - have enabled me 
to provide against this loss and eventually I distributed fifty German and thirty- 
three Dutch Testaments among these poor shipwrecked people. It would be diffi­
cult to describe the joy of those who became the recipients of your bounty ; and 
one young man was heard to exclaim, • Surely we have now no cause for complaint, 
since the Lord has bestowed upon us a thousand times more than we have lost!’ 
The Dutch, in particular, evinced the deepest gratitute, and cried out, * Is it not a 
wonderful proof of the mercy of our God, that He has enabled us to find, in a 
strange country, His sacred Word in our own tongue V They added that the glorious 
work of the British and Foreign Bible Society, to whose bounty they were so much 
indebted, ought to be made known throughout the whole World ; and that, on their 
arrival in America, they themselves would publish an account in the newspapers of 
what had been done for them by its Agents, and would write to their friends in 
Holland to make it known there also.” *****

From the same.
Paris, Sept. 24, 1847.—In a large parish on the extreme border of the Department

of the ------, where Bibles and Testaments had been distributed in almost every
family by a Colporteur, we spent a delightful day (the 17th of September last). 

*********
An Evangelical Pastor has been established in this Commune, at whose house we 

were located, and with whom wc visited all whom we could meet with at their 
respective homes. To my great joy I found the Bible or the New Testament it^ every 
house we called at, and I am convinced that these copies of the sacred volume are not 
kept shut, for they all bore marks of frequent use. 
everywhere the case, with the exception of a few solitary families, where the Cure still 
exercises a little influence. Thus nearly the whole of an extensive Commune is to be 
seen, in which, thanks to the Colportage, the Holy Scriptures are in the hands of the 
inhabitants, and nearly of all of them ; and where, scarcely two years ago, none of them, 
without exception, knew what the Bible was. Such a result will, doubtless, fill you with 
gratitude and wonder, and will yield some amends to your Society for the heavy sacrifices 
which it makes in behalf of France ; and when you gather, from what I now write, that 
the fruits of reading the sacred volume are rich and numerous in this locality, you will 
unite with me in blessing the Lord for the encouragement which He is pleased to grant 
us. A young woman, the daughter of an affluent farmer, addressed us to the following 
effect : “ Oh, gentlemen, how sweet is the Gospel ! The more I read in the New 
Testament, and the more I understand it, and the more I hear of it, the more consola­
tion and comfort does it yield to my heart.” Persons of both sexes, and nearly of every 
age, thanked us, in the most affecting manner, for having sent to them, in the first 
instance, a Colporteur, and afterwards Evangelists. The Elders of the Village 
ducted us to a plot of ground which they had just purchased for the erection of a Chapel ; 
and pointing it out to us as a centre from which the country for several leagues might 
be seen around, “ There,” cried they, “ we hope to plant the standard of the Gospel 
standard to be seen from afar ; beneath which it is our full determination to serve the 
Lord for the remainder of our lives.”
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In continuing our journey, our Colporteur related a fact which afforded me particular 
pleasure. “ Do you see that pretty spot a little lower down !” asked he. “ Well," he 
continued, “ we have a number of good friends there ; but the manner in which we 
acquired them is well worth noticing. When I first visited the village, I met but with a 
cold reception. I succeeded, however, in selling oite New Testament to a female, and 
the following are the adventures which I was afterwards told my little volume experi- 

The woman who had bought it of me showed it to the Cure, who forbade her

enced
reading it, telling her, at the same time, that it was only fit for being cut up 
assurance she gave it into the hands ot lier little girl, together with a pair of scissors, to 
be cut to pieces for her amusement. The child immediately fell to work, and in a very 
short time destroyed seven or eight pages, when she became tired of the monotonous 
employment. The following day, having occasion to visit a sick neighbour who was 
confined to her bed, the child took with her the mutilated Testament, intending to cut 
out some new devices during her stay. The invalid happened carelessly to take up the 
book of her little visitor, cast her eyes on the first page that presented itself to her, 
and was perfectly astonished at what she found there. In short, the more she read, the 
more she became interested in its contents ; so that at last she determined, il possible, 

i to obtain possession of what still remained of the volume. This was soon effected, to 
j the satisfaction of both parties, by her making the child a more agreeable present. 
| From that moment she could find no pleasure but in reading the New Testament. The 
I Lord was pleased to touch her heart ; the truths of salvation were revealed to her ; 
j and she became a Missionary among -the neighbours around her. A quick search 
I made after the Colporteur, who was soon found, and a goodly number of perfect copies of 

the sacred volume were purchased of him ; and from this small beginning has resulted a 
movement which is obtaining daily more consistency, and by which many souls are 
being led to the foot of the Saviour’s Cross.”

a I could not go onWednesday, October 20th, I proceeded by rail to B

immediately, but soon found an opportunity of continuing my route to H-------- ■—•

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was able to sell until late at night, when I was obliged to retire to an inn 
of the inhabitants were conversing on the Bible and Missionary enterprizes, so that I 
found a suitable opportunity of offering the precious word of God in the public room. 
One of those present, a man about fifty years of age, inquired whether I had read a 
certain Commentary ; and when I had answered him, I addressed a similar question to 
him, whether he himself had read it, and whether he had found any thing to console 
and edify his soul in this excellent work. His reply was, that it certainly contained 
many fine things, but he judged it equally profitable to study the wise doctrines ot a 
Confucius, Zoroaster, Socrates, &c. “ So,” said I, “ you think that Christ was merely 
a teacher sent from God !” “ Yes,” answered he ; “ such is my opinion.” Through 
the grace of God I was now enabled freely to confess the divinity of Christ, and obser­
ved that all the wise men of this world were born in sin, and that not one had been 
found pure before a holy and righteous God, except one, viz., Jesus Christ, who was 
both God and man.

Then, with much seriousness, he said, “ But surely 
this is not addressed to persons fond of a little good cheer t” His friends redoubled 
their shouts of laughter, exclaiming, “ Well done! well done! You have drawn a 
pretty lot for yourself, you who always are the first to invite us to drink, and to enjoy 
ourselves." Tue reader at once closed the sacred volume, and remained for a while in 
deep thought; and although his companions made him the butt of their sarcasms and 
raillery, he seemed as if he paid no attention whatever to them. He leaned with both 
elbows on the Bible, with his face buried in his hands ; and ns he was always the leader 
of the company, as soon as he ceased from taking any part of the conversation all ' 
relapsed into silence, ami his boon companions in a short time took their departure, 
leaving him behind. Finding himself alone with the Colporteur, he accosted him, and, 
with an affecting simplicity, acknowledged the deep impression which the reading of the 
words beforementioned had made upon his mind. “ If they are true,” said he, “the wrath 
of God is now resting upon me ; ami oh ! how dreadful ! how dreadful !" It mav be sup­
posed that the Colporteur did not begin at once to tranquilize his fears : so far nom that, 
he sought out some of the heavy threatenings denounced by the almighty in His sacred 
word against the profane and intemperate, showing from them what a dreadful fate 
awaited them. “ Am I then utterly lost !” inquired the young man in a tone of the 
deepest anguish. At these words our friend proceeded to point out the infinite mercy 
of the Lord, as recorded in numerous passages in Holy Writ, showing that He desired 
not the death of the sinner, but his restoration and conversion from sin. In fact, the 
result was, that the young man purchased a Bible, and surely never (observes the Col­
porteur) was a Bible more favourably disposed of for benefitting the soul of the purchaser.

And, on another occasion :
“ As for myself, who am aware of the extent of the difficulties before alluded to, I 

confess that the amount of their distributions appears to me truly prodigious—indeed more 
astonishing and more satisfactory than those of preceding years, which, although perhaps 
larger, have certainly not so peculiar a character as those of the present year. In fact, 
when it is borne in mind that the before-mentioned 111,581 copies have been nearly all 
disposed of among Roman Catholic populations, at a time when they were more than 
ever roused by their Priests to mistrust the vendors of Bibles ; when the famous Encycli­
cal letter of the Pope inspired these very Priests with a more than ordinary zeal, and 
with a fanaticism truly bigotted, in addition to their naturally violent opposition to the 
distribution of the Sacred Scriptures ; and when, more than all, the people themselves, 
finding the usual sources of their subsistence dried up, were led in different parts of the 
country to commit violent excesses for the purpose of obtaining that food which they 
were unable otherwise to procure from want of money ;—when, I say, notwithstanding 
all these hindrances, we contemplate the auspicious result of the labours of our colpor­
teurs, there is assuredly cause for wonder, and for the inquiry, • How can these things be !’ 

*********
•' During the past year, your Society has employed in this country 110 colporteurs, at 

an expense—including salaries and various incidental charges—of fr. 77,803. 36. * *
“ Among the 110 colporteurs who have been employed last year there are only 15 who 

ere new to the work. Among the remaining 95, there are some who have served at 
least eight years, others who have served seven, six, or five. These may be considered 
as a chosen body, consisting of men of approved faithfulness and experience : men who 
might fearlessly be ordered to the most difficult and dangerous point of attack, without 
any apprehension of their giving way, or dishonouring the glorious cause which they are 
bound to defend.

“ I may further observe, that, as usual, seven-eights of our agents have once been 
Roman Catholics. But my correspondence, which abounds with facts of every kind, 
will serve to give you a better idea of the character of our colporteurs than I am able at 
present to do.

M. D. Pressense again observes :—
“ Assuredly the work of a Bible Society is glorious'when the Lord is pleased to bless 

it as He blessed that of your Society in France ; for, though I may not have the time to
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make further extracts from the correspondence of our colporteurs for the last month I 
have yet perused them sufficiently to be able to assure you that these devoted agentsl-
three ot them have been beaten, and several others maltreated and insulted__do
suffer themselves to be discouraged by the difficulties they encounter, and so far from 
bemg disposed to recede or. the contrary, cry out to one another, • Advance ! Advance ! 
the Lord is with us, and who then can be against us V ”

“ In a bye road, branching off from the highway, a colporteur descried a small isolated 
building. He accordingly directed his steps towards it. The sight of such a miserable 
hovel, part of which was already in ruins, intimated beforehand that it was the abode of 
wretchedness and suffering, and that the consolations of the Gospel were greatly needed 
there. He had scarcely lifted the latch of the door when he found his anticipations 
tully confirmed. An icy wind whistling through the ruptured walls, penetrated the place 
on every side, and in short every thing bespoke the most deplorable destitutio . In the 
midst ot the apartment he found a female seated, whose countenance betiayed the 
impress of desolation and the deepest sorrow. The colporteur lost no time in commu- 
rncatmg to her the object of his visit. The , lor woman seemed at first thunderstruck 
at the idea that a total stranger should come from a distance to offer comfort to one like 
herself, who was forsaken of all the world. Then, adverting to her lamentable situation 
and to the increasing difficulties of the times, she groaned aloud, and even spoke of being 
abandoned by God. It is needless here to repeat the address of the Christian friend 
who visited her, or to quote the consolatory passages in Holy Writ, which he read aloud 
to her, and in which the Lord speaks to all who are weary and heavy laden, and draw 
nigh to him as such. The poor woman listened and enquired—enquired and listened 
again. A traveller asserts that by drinking largely of the refreshing waters in the 
desert thirst is excited ; and, the more the female here spoken of tasted how 
how good was the word of the Lord, the more anxious did she become to possess it. 
In her case, it may be supposed that the colporteur was previously determined to present 
her with a copy of the New Testament, which she was utterly unable to pay for, at his 
own expense. All he did, was to abstain from urging it upon her, and to require the 
conviction that the person to whom he spoke, and who till then had thought of nothing 
beyond a temporal subsistence, actually felt the necessity of feeding upon the Bread 
of Life. Nor was it long before his hope was realized. * * * * *
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The case of emigrants from 
He writes :—

" ,PurinS th* month of May our colporteur sold 156 volumes among them ; a number 
«nail in itself, when compared with that of the emigrants, who are very numerous 
Still we cannot find fault wilh our colporteurs on this account. This friend, a young 
man, in every respect well qualified for his post, manifests a zeal, as well as a tact, that is 
truly gratifying. If he does not succeed in disposing of as many copies as there are 
emigrants, it is owing to the greater number of them being of the Roman Catholic 
persuasion. It would seem, moreover, that the priests in the various countries from
which they emigrate, have some knowledge of what is doing at---------, to promote the
dissemination of the Holy Scriptures, and they have accordingly threatened them with 
ffie heaviest penalties if they suffer themselves to be seduced to purchase books called 
Bibles and New Testaments previous to their embarkation. Our friend had very recentlv 
an opportunity of ascertaining this to be a fact. Happening to engage in conversation 
with a man and his wife on the very eve of the vessel's leaving the port in which thev 
had embarked, they appeared to be more and more interested in what he stated to them 
respecting the word of God, and their desire to obtain possession of a Bible evidently 
increased in the same ratio. Still they seemed afraid to stretch out their hand to take 
the sacred volume, as if in so doing they were clutching at the sentence of their own 
condemnation ! By degrees the earnest address and faithfhl appeal of the colporteur 
brought them nearer and nearer, until at length, unable to hold out any longer they 
begged a copy of the precious book, which they frankly owned they had been prevented 
from soliciting before by the fearful menaces of their priests. In Jte very same vessel 
our agent met with a woman who induced her husband to purchase a Bible, from the 
’.oUowtng considerations, as she herself stated : * In coming hither,' she observed, • we 
were fully determined to abide by the advice of our Cure, and we really were afraid of 
your book, hut one of our roushra, who is emigrating with ue, bought a copy, and we
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have witnessed such a remarkable change in him, and find him ao uniformly happy, 
that we could not resist the desire of becoming like him.’ ”

From a letter of the Secretary of the French and Foreign Bible Society, 
showing the hostility of the Archbishop of Lyons and his Clergy to the 
work of the Bible Society :

“ At the last meeting of our Committee, a considerable discussion arose on the 
subject of the letter of Cardinal de Ronald, Archbishop of Lyons, addressed to the 
clergy of his diocese, in which he suggests as the most elticient means of combatting the 
Proselytism of Protestants, that they should adopt certain measures, laid down by him, 
for preventing the dissemination of the Holy Scriptures among their parishioners. This 
letter, which has been very extensively circulated through-the Public Journals, is in the 
hands—or at least has been brought before the eyes—of an immense majority of the 
French Priests ; so that it is not merely on the clergy of the Diocese of Lyons, but on the 
whole body of the clergy throughout the kingdom, that it must exercise an influence 
hostile to the reading of the Scriptures. A distinguishing feature in it is the anxiety 
which Cardinal de Ronald manifests to furnish the ecclesiastics with arguments for oppos­
ing such reading. It seems, according to him, that none, or scarcely any, are in a fit 
state to read the Holy Scriptures ; for, the conditions which he declares ought to be 
obeyed in order to derive profit from them, instead of falling into the gravest errors, are 
not only binding on the mountain priest, and the parent of a family, from whom he 
witholds them, but also, with small exception, on the nation at large. Happy are we in 
the consciousness that no such conditions are enjoined to encourage us to meditate on 
that word, which preserves the simple as well as the wise, the weak as well as the strong,

“ Scarcely had the letter of the Archbishop of Lyons produced its anticipated effect, 
than the Encyclical Address of Pius IX. made its appearance, renewing the interdictions 
against reading the Bible, and the attacks upon Bible Societies, to which the Encyclical 
letters of preceding Popes have already accustomed us.

“ We know not if these documents may be attended with injurious consequences 
elsewhere, but in France they oppose a very serious obstacle to our work. They serve 
for a warning to the clergy, and as every priest at present risks losing his parish, through 
the Holy Scriptures, which threaten by various means to find their way into it, all are 
put upon their guard—they preach openly against the sacred volume, and recommend 
the people to reject it.

“ Such, my Lord, are the difficulties with which we have to contend ;—difficulties, 
nevertheless, which ought not to appal or discourage us ; but which, on the contrary, 
ought to stimulate us to adopt efficient measures for surmounting them. What, how­
ever, would be the consequence, if, while so active an opposition is raised against us, 
instead of rebutting it by redoubling our exertions, we were compelled from want of the 
necessary resources to circumscribe our operations Î We are well aware that your own 
work never stands still, and that it alone is sufficient at all times to awoken 'hose fears 
in the breasts of the Roman Catholic clergy, which they so openly express ; but neither 
ought ours to languish, which assuredly it must, if your Committee, who have already 
favoured us with so many proofs of their liberality and sympathy, do not again come to 
our assistance. Our funds are entirely exhausted, and the actual state of the country is 
such, that we are not warranted in looking forward this year to increased pecuniary 
efforts on the part of our friends in France. May we request, then, that you will have 
the kindness, in consideration of our urgent wants, to see if your Committee may not 
feel disposed to supply us with the means for carrying on our distributions upon a scale 
as extensive, as the struggle which the Cardinal and the Pope have just begun, renders 
desirable. We shall be truly obliged by your doing so.”

The Messrs. Courtois, of Toulouse, writes t—
« Though we do not correspond with you as often as in former days, our deep affection 

and regard for your Society remain the same. We do all in our power to help the 
colporteurs whom you employ, to circulate far and wide amongst our countrymen the 
Bread of uife. Every day we feel more and more that your Institution has been raised 
by God himself, as a powerful instrument to spread living waters on a parched land ; 
and the joy and peace which have been the consequence to multitudes of families and 
individuals will only be manifested in the great day of the Lord. You^—who are
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blessed with the almost universal possession of the Holy Scriptures by every family__you
can but little conceive what gladsome light one single Testament will spread sometimes 
in a whole village. Allow us, in the approaching moment of your Annual Meeting, to 
oHer the warm expression of our Christian interest, and cordial prayers that the abun­
dant blessings of the Lord may be with you, that the operations of your Society may 
be always more extensive and more useful.

and we destroyed it ; but now we see our error, and we purchase the Testament to read 
it. ouch a conversation took place a short time since in the town, where a few years 
ago the inhabitants dipped a New Testament in turpentine, and after setting fire toit, 
paraded the town with the burning book, stuck

“ One of 

Februrury :—
“ In my last I stated to you my conviction, that the Reading of the Scriptures was 

exercising a salutary influence in many places, and rendering persons more and more 
senous. Since then I have met with fresh evidence of the truth of what I wrote you, 
and in spite of all the enemies of the word of God, human traditions are losing their
hold on the minds of many. In the neighbourhood of ---------, and especially in
two tillages ia which Mr.--------- preaches, I found almost every family with the
tloly Scriptures in,their possession, and inclined to trust to them as their sole guide into 
the Way and the Truth. A conversation I had in the last house I visited was peculiarly 
interesting The whole family listened with avidity to what God put it into my heart 
to say to them ; and after purchasing a copy of the Testament, they thanked me most
cordially for my visit. On my last journey to-------- 1 had the pleasure of meeting with
the Baron of----—-, a gentleman who is diligently inquiring about the Kingdom of God.
1 also visited a village, in which the inhabitants received me most gladly. I met one 
man who told me, that he had that Divine Book, and that since he had read it, he had 
experienced more good from it than from all he had ever learned in the Church of Rome. 
As 1 was conversing with him, another person came up who also had a bible in his 
possession. He said that he was certain the Scriptures had not invented the traffic 
which the priests make of religion."

I must inform you that they [the colporteurs] continue their labours with zeal 
courage, and cheerfulness ; and when I learn from them what kind of receptions 
they often meet with, and the treatment they are subjected to, I see very clearly that 
they go forth under the “ safeguard" of God. To a thousand curses they have replied 
by as many prayers. The result of such conduct is very frequently the sale of the 
Scriptures to their adversaries, or to the lookers on. The colporteur Vand Drop experi­
ences this repeatedly amongst the sailors, to whom he sometimes sells copies amidst 
volleys ol oaths anil curses. Maasdam, Herman, and Berkhout, have to suffer continu­
ally from Roman Catholics, and also from ignorant and infidel Protestants.*

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Nor is it in the power of science, or merely intellectual cultivation, which is so 
extended in this country, to produce from these elements true happiness : for all that 
truly elevates our race comes from God ; and the true repose of the heart is received 
through the Gospel of Christ. Of this we arc more and more convinced by the ahoritivo 
struggles of all parties in the present day to be wise without God, and happy without a 
Saviour; Alas! they arc sowing the wind, and reaping the whirlwind ; but it is our 
duty to call after them, and offer them the Supreme Guide to happiness and heaven—the 
Bible : and this has led us during the past year to go out into the highways and hedges, 
to the Watering places and gambling haunts, and there to deposit the blessed Gospel in 
the sleeping rooms of all the principal hotels, hoping that some who never had the 
opportunity of quietly rending in the Book of Life, may thus be reached by the Good 
Shepherd, and brought into the Fold.

Bavaria.—The Barvarian Bible Society has furnished the following 
interesting fact :

" In my former parish, (writes a correspondent,) it happened that a soldier 
quartered on a pious farmer. He was a native of Bavaria, ami besides being strongly 
prejudiced against Protestantisnr, was a decided enemy to rending the Scriptures. On 
several occasions he would push the Bible away from him with signs of contempt, when 
he found it lying on the table, and would often express his disgust at beholding it in terms 
of Strong indignation. A continuance of rainy weather kept him once for several days 
within doors ; having nothing to do, and finding the time hang very heavy on his hands, 
he took up the despised Bible, turned over its pages, and as regularly threw it down 
again with an air of disappointment. At length his attention was roused, and he began 
to read the Sacred Volume. Instead of throwing it aside as before, his mind now 
became so much engrossed with its contents, that he actually sent for a pound of candles, 
and continued the perusal during the greater part of the night. On taking leave of the 
forme -, he pressingly entreated him to sell him his Bible, which the other who 
delighted with the change in the soldier, cheerfully made him a present of. Some years 
afterwards the farmer received a letter, dated from N. in which his former visitor 
expressed himself exceedingly grateful for the precious boon bestowed upon him, adding 
that in his altered circumstances (having left the army) he frequently edified himself with 
a few friends in reading the word of God, which he daily prized more and more, as the 
source of all true light and consolation.”

the island of Madeira for some time past. My friend, the Rev. Mr. Hewitson, a very 
excellent young man, now in Edinburgh, who has had an effective share in awakening 
and converting the Portuguese there, reekons there are not less than 200 genuine and 
intelligent converts, who, with their families, amounting to more than 500 in all, have 
sought refuge in Trinidad. He is about to proceed to that island, to watch over their 
progress, though himself considerably impaired in health from his late labours, and is 
very desirous to take with him a supply of Portuguese Bibles and Testaments, which 
are very much needed for carrying on the work of instruction, and would be most 
acceptable to the people. If yon could let him have fifty Bibles and a still larger 
ber of Testaments it would be a great boon. There may be purchasers for some of 
them, in which case the money will be returned. He expects to be in in London soon, 
and will call at the Repository about the 26th inst.”

Your Committee cannot forbear enriching the pages of their Report with 
some further account of these poor refugees, from a Pamphlet entitled 
“ Madeira,” by J. Rodham Tate, Esq., R. N. :

'• On Sunday, the 23d of August, the William loosed her sails, and slowly and 
beautifully glided out of the Bay of Funchal. There was something of deep solemnity 
about her every motion,—carrying, as she was, two hundred Christians from the land of 
their fathers, to seek a refuge in a land of strangers. Most of this large party had left 
their homes at night, and could not, without risking their lives, retom to their ruined 
cottages to collect any little property that might be left. Many of them came on board
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with nothing but the clothes they had on, and these in tatters from their wanderings in 
the Serras. Yet during the days we sojourned among them in that ark of refuge, not a 
word of repining reached our ears, except from one or. two unconverted members of 
large families, who had not yet learned to love the cause, for which the rest rejoiced to 
suffer. The language of all the others was that of joy and thankfulness to Him, who 
had called them ‘ out of darkness into His marvellous light ;* and who had now in His 
mercy delivered them from their enemies on every side, and gathered them together in 
one family, and into one refuge. The more that was ' cen of this persecuted flock, in 
circuinstanci s the most trying, the higher did their Christian principle rise in the estima­
tion of all. Those only who know the general character of the Portuguese can form a 
just estimate of the total change that must have passed on these converts. They had 
become ‘ new creatures’ indeed. In the distribution of clothes to the necessitous, it 
was most gratifying to witness thç good feeling shown by all on the occasion,—to See 
not merely their willingness to share with one another the bounty of their Christian 
friends, but their eagernes to tell of the wants of others more destitude than themselves. 
And in no one instance was there an attempt to deceive, by any concealment of what 
they possessed. The mate and steward both repeatedly remarked, * that they had 
never seen folk love one another as these folk did.’ Among the two hundred and eleven 
passengers of the William, there was one Romanist family, who had long persecuted 
the converts, and was now seeking a passage to Trinidad as emigrants. Their extreme 
poverty excited the lively compassion of those around them, After the converts had 
each received from the hand of charity their small supply of clothing, some of them 
came aft to their benefactors on the poop, and begged to know if they might now con­
sider it as their own property, and act accordingly. They were asked the reason of the 
question, when they said, it was their wish to obey their Lord’s command—‘ Love your 
enemies, bless them that curse you, do good to them that hate you, and pray for them 
which despitefully use you and persecute you.’ They were cheerfully assured that 
they might, and it was pleasing to see them share their scanty store with their former 
enemies ; thus affording a most beautiful specimen of the spirit by which they 
animated.
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Switzerland.—Correspondence of Lieutenant Graydon, R.N., showing 
the extraordinary demand for the Scriptures, and his method and ingenuity 
in disposing of them :

“ The canton of Argovia has been in a state of constant irritation during several years, 
owing to the suppression by its Government of some very ancient convents and monas­
teries. Repeatedly was I admonished about the dangers that would, in all probability, 
attend my object in going there. ******

“ The following morning I hired n stand in the very centre of the fair, which was 
greatly crowded, and had scarcely opened a case of New Testaments, when most willing 
purchasers presented themselves. In the course of the day some two or three hundred 
copies were purchased at my unvarying price of one French franc. The following day 
the fair ended at noon, some one hundred and fifty more copies were disposed of. 
Several persons appeared to be very glad, and made many remarks on the very great 
need and scasonableness of the work there, and in the canton. The purchasers 
appeared to be wholly composed of the middling and lower classes—many country 
people, and of the youth attending the schools. Several Roman Catholics came, but on 
finding my copies to be Martin Luther’s version, they refused to purchase, and but 
rarely inquired if I had one for them.

In an account of his proceedings during the quarter ending September 
30th, Mr. Graydon says :—

“ My last account of proceedings was on the 13th July, up to the 30th June. On the 
21st ot the former I proceeded in my little and most convenient baggage van, containing 
more than 1,500 copies, to the fair of the large village of Langnau, and on my arrival 
paid my usual friendly visit to the Minister of the place, who, although deeming my 
object not needed, very willingly procured me a table, chair, and a young cate jhumen, 
to assist me in the fair the next day. I had to take my stand up against a h..ge bac­
chanalian inn, which appeared to be literally crammed with human beings ; from time to
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time they were obliged to come into the fresh air, and between half-past seven in the 
morning and half-past six in the evening I sold 111 copies.

“ On the following day I proceeded to the market of Thun, and in the course of nine 
hours sold some 90 more. On the 26th I returned to Berne, selling some few copies on 
the way, and as I baited my horse.

“ On the 10th of September I set out for the fair of Unterseen (close to Interlaken) ;
in my book of directions for cantonal fairs, it was marked for the following day__it
an error ; on arriving there it seemed to be as a deserted place : my feelings of disap­
pointment were many. I visited the Minister, he put me off to a more convenient 
hour. I thought some few purchasers might be found, and so visitej the Prefet, to 
obtain the necessary permission for selling. He very kindly received me, and his lady 
expressed much joy to have an opportunity to purchase a copy for her little boy. I 
then called on the proprietors of some of the various Hotels and Pensions, inviting them 
anil their own households to the sale on the following tiny. The next morning I opened 
it in the road close to Unterseen. I was surrounded by some apparently poor women, 
and really ragged children. The master of the little inn, the White Cross, lent me a 
table and a clean white table-cloth. Scarcely had I placed on the table a few of my 
little gutlded companions, when it seemed to me as if the Lord said to several of the 
bystanders . 1 Purchase, purchase,' for in a few moments some thirty were purchased by 
them. I then got the public crier, and sent him, for 15 sous, with his most sonorous 
drum and voice through Unterseen, and afterwards through Interlaken. He beat the 
one, and cried up so often and lustily the temporary arrival of my precious copies, that 
in a short time, and from all directions, many purchasers were seen advancing to my 
table ; and I was obliged to continue the sale to stragglers and servants, and by candle­
light, up to nearly eight o’clock, when rain forced me to close the sale of 205 copies ! 
What goodness and encouragement from the Lord ! Very few, as far as I could sur­
mise or learn, of these copies were purchased either by the hetel-keepers or their inmates, 
with one single exception. 'I he young keeper of the Hotel Belvedere engaged all her 
own household to purchase ! and charged me for bed and supper, &c. .only the price 
paid by her own people. Not half a dozen of my own countrymen or people purchased a 
copy, or came nigh, having, no doubt, copies oi their own. I was constrained to leave 
at day-light the following morning for the market of Thun, to which I had promised to 
go. On arriving, and by the time I reached my room in the Freienhof Hotel, and had 
been two minutes in it, forty-four copies were purchased by the most impatient persons, 
and afterwards forty-five more in the market by the country people. I returned the 
same evening to Berne.
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Turkey.—Extracts from the letter of Dr. Barker, showing the effects of 
Scripture reading on the Armenian Christians :

I have been informed by my American Missionary friends, that in a village near the 
town of Nicomedia, a congregation of Protestant Armenians has sprung up, who have 
the Scriptures for their rule of faith ; no Missionary has ever been among them except­
ing the Missionary of Missionaries, the Bible ! They have suffered much by persecution, 
and have even been driven to the necessity of congregating in the fields to carry on their 
worship. On one of these occasions they were attacked with stones, which they calmly 
took up and went and deposited at the Governor’s feet, demanding protection and 
redress, which I am lmppy to say were granted them. We have not heard lately how 
these poor persecuted followers of the Gospel are getting on, but as the Sultan’s wishes 
in such matters are clearly and forcibly demonstrated, we have reason to hope that all 
goes on well with them now.

“ Whilst writing the above, most interesting news has reached me from Aleppo. The 
American Missionaries write from thence, that in the town af Antal, there exist at least 
200 Evangelical Christians, formerly of the Annenian Church, and many more to the 
north of that place living in different villages. The Armenian Patriarch has 
solemnly excomunicated them, but to
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numbers. They call the Patriarch’s proceedings very unjust in driving them from their 
Church, because they read and follow the precepts of our Lord and Saviour. This good 
work has been wholly wrought by their reading the Scriptures, for no Missionary has 
ever been amongst them. When at Aleppo, many years back, I forwarded a good 
many Armenian New Testaments in that direction, and even as far as Arab-keer, and
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h n mentioned how anxious the Armenians were to possess the Scriptures, and with

At the 
former place we had the use of the Congregational Chapel, and at the latter of the 
.Baptist. A goodly number of attentive hearers were present at both places. I 
gave them all the information in my power relative to the Bible Societies “ at home 
and abroad, and exhorted them to diligence and steadfastness in the good cause, 
* 5ect’11 me must show. The people in these newly formed settlements
must have line upon line, to move them forward in any such work. Indeed our 
our labours in such places, for some years to come, can but lay the foundation : it 
will be for those who come after to build up. It is only by repeated effort and 
patient perseverance, that success can be ensured.

The exceeding roughness, and deep mud between Warwick and Bosanquet, 
caused my carnage to break going there, consequently returning next day, I had, in 
order to get a better road, to travel six miles funher round, and then to proceed to 
travel- th* ht"01 1 rcached Just at night-fall, after a most exhausting days’s
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Meeting was hold. The Ministers and principal officers of the Society being 
fffisent, 1 could do no more than give some advice as to the future.

Leaving Port Sarnia the next day, I proceeded down the St. Clair River to 
Wai lacbbuki.!,, at the forks of the “ Sydenham," formerly “ Bear Creek," where 
the following evening, we had a pleasant Anniversary of this Branch in the Wes­
leyan Chapel. The Society here is kept in existence, but little however is done 
nom year to year. I addressed them at some length, endeavouring to show the 
exeeNencyjmd importance ^of the work.

“Zone Mills."—25 miles up the cast Branch of the Sydenham, next claimed 
my attention. A Meeting in the School-house was held in the evening, and the 
annual business transacted : the Rev. Messrs. Parke and Huston, Episcopal Metho­
dists assisting. The operations of the Society here are too limited.

Next day, on my way to Chatham, I called at the Widow Taylor’s, Dawn Mills, 
and took account of stock in her hands, amounting to 81. 13s. 4kd., which was 
transferred to the firm of Messrs. Baxter, Smith and Taylor.

At “ Chatham,” I was disappointed of the Meeting as intended ; Mr. Morton, to 
whom 1 wrote, having moved away, no Meeting was called, and, unhappily, I could 
hnd no emcouragement for any attempt to revive the Society at present. Mr. 
Joseph Bell had charge of the remaining stock, but as he spoke of leaving the place, 
shortly, I called on Mr. Burns, a merchant, to take charge of it, in the event of Mr. 
oeil s removing. He promised to do so. Thus, at Chatham matters remain till 
times more propitious to the Bible cause in that place shall come round. I improved

Hearing that the road to Windsor was improved, I took it and travelled thither 
forty-five miles. The day was exceedingly hot—Monday, 19th July—and at night 
1 found myself and my beast much fatigued, and glad to find a resting place at 

Hiram s Hotel. The following day I went to “ Amherstburgh, eighteen 
miles down the Detroit River, where a special meeting, on occasion of my visit, had 
been called in the Presbyterian Church, and which I addressed. TJie Society in 
this place continues nobly to sustain the cause. Some persons came from the 
country several miles to attend the meeting, notwithstanding the busy season of
, 6 „ T lls is praiseworthy, and evinces a commendable zeal for the work of

the Bible Society.
Travelling downward along the Lake Erie road, I came to my old friend’s, G. 

Buchanan, Esq. : who keeps the Depository in “ Colchester,” fourteen miles from. 
Amherstburgh : who received me with his usual kindness. But very little, how­
ever, is being done, few copies having been issued during the year.

At Gosfield, twenty-six miles from Amherstburgh, an effort was made to hold 
a meeting; the Wesleyan Minister being in attendance. But the people were so 
busy in their fields—it being Tuesday evening—in the midst of wheat harvest, that 
but very few came together. I addressed them, but advised deferring the busi- 
ness of the Annual Meeting to a more convenient season ; when, with the aid of 
the preachers labouring among them, they might succeed better. The remnant of 
stock in hand amounted to 14/. 5s. 8d. Their issues during the year being but five 
Bibles and eleven Testaments.

Howard, fifty-three miles from Gosfield, was the next place visited; where I 
preached on a Sabbath afternoon in a School-house, with a view of exciting their 
zeal to revive the Bible Society among them. But I fear, with very little success 
—the time being very unpropitious. I next day went to the village of Morpeth,,

iI reached home the 7th August, quite unwell with fever, after a month’s absence ; 

in which 1 travelled about six hundred and eighty miles, and attended sixteen public 
meetings, besides transacting business with commutes, &c. The weather most of 
the time was exceedingly hot, and the rides fatiguing. This is the most busy 
season of the year with farmers, being the time of harvest ; and this may, in a 
great measure, account for the paucity of the meetings in several places.
m recovering from the fever, the 13th September, I started on a tour in the 
la hot and Niagara Districts. I first met the Society at Siimcoe, the district town, 
eighty-hve miles from Toronto. Here I was sorry to find but little done the past 

ihe mooting, which I addressed, was held in the Congregational Chapel, 
expected it to have been the anniversary, but as the President was absent from the 

p ace, ami no Report prepared, it was deemed advisable to postpone the business 
of the Annual Meeting, to he called by the Secretary at a more favourable time.

The following day I went to Port Dover, whole I expected a meeting, but was 
disappointed. Mr. Powell, to whom I had written being from home, no notice of 
my visit had been published. I therefore had to proceed to my next appointment, 
alter receiving information from the Dejiository that 7/. 10». had been remitted to 
loronto on account of sales. A drive of thirty-three miles from Port Dover 
brought me to Laxboro’, in the District of Niagara ; where a heavv rain falling at 
the time prevented a meeting being held. Took a particular account of their affairs, 
in company with the Secretary and Depositary, Messrs. S. K. and Isaac Smith ; 
who are the only persons in the place that manifest much interest in the cause.

hey paid me 2/ 12s. 8 Jr/. I relieved them ot a few of the unsaleable copies in 
the depository, in which there remains stock worth 21. Is. 3d. over and above what 
they owe. Had these good men hut a few to help them, a useful Branch might be 
sustained here ; the wants of the solidement require it. But such is the apathy of 
the people in general, I fear it must decline

Dunnville, Oil the Grand River, eight miles from Canboro’, keeps the Society in 
existence ; but their operations are too limited and feeble. I spent Sabbath, the 19th 
September, among them, and preached in kdialf ol the cause, on the design and 
effect of the V\ ord of Oral, and gave full information relative to the Bible Society at 
home and abroad. I also met the officers the preceding evening, and attended to 
the state of their aflairs. They paid me 31. 6s. 3d., and promised to avail them­
selves ol the most favourable time to make collections.

Taking the route of the Welland Canal,the 20th September, I passed by Marsh- 
l j t0/A/,f'Æ,S Pl ldg'> on ihe Welland ; where I found a few copies in the 
hands of Mr. O Riely, but none sold the past year ; and, also, at Mr. John Brown’s, 
the next day, I found the remains of the stock of the late Welland Branch, to the 
amount of 2/ 18s. 4Jd ; which, as there was no call for it there, 1 took to the 
village of St. John’s, in the “ Shirt Hills-," and deposited, together with a few 
copies brought from Canboro’, w. h Mr. Zenas Fell, merchant, to be sold for the 
benefit of the Society.

I then proceeded to Thorald, where we had a pleasant anniversary in the 
Weleyan Cl apel. This Branch is rising. They had raised considerable amount 
on subscription, and paid in full the balance of their purchase accoun*. The 
village is also rising in wealth and population. It is situate near the summit of the 
mountain ridge : the Wei land Canal, teeming with ships, brigs and schooners, passes 
through it; which, together with the splendid flour mills and a cotton factory, (pro-

ivi. ' bM ldes 2s: 6tl- wblch 1 received next day from the widow McCormick 
who actuaHy ran after me with it as I passed her house ; Lintent was sTe in
S iranceï her,d li|y earmngs with the Lord’s caL * *
iNASSAGAU eva.—Here I preached at the Annual Meeting from Isaiah xl 8
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organized a Society, with twenty-three membere, nn<W:S
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favourable auspices, having boon invited thereto by some leading men of the 
village, through their secretary, Mr. W. A. Y. Roy. I then returned to Acton, 
and organized another, which 1 trust will do well.

Trafalgar.—The Anniversary oi' this very efficient Branch was celebrated in 
the Wesleyan house, called “ Boas’ Chapel.” The Report read by the Secretary 
showed that the Bible cause had suffered no declension here the past. year. This, 
the north-west section of the township, with the south-west corner of Esquesipcr, 
has been well canvassed tlio past year, and JCI3 collected. Issues, seventy-five 
copies. Stock on hand, paid for, worth £20 9s. 8d. The Rev. Mr. Ferguson, of 
the Scotch Kirk, was present, and assisted at the meeting.

At Nelson, which 1 visited the next evening, I found things much after the 
old way. The meeting was held in the Kirk, but the attendance 
thin indeed, and but little done the past year. The difference of the manage­
ment of the Society between this and the sister township, Trafalgar, is very 
striking. There was no Report, and but 17s. 6d. raised on subscription in this 
rich and populous township.

I returned home the 1st March ; and, after meeting Committee and reporting, 
left again to visit the Societies to the northward of the city.

I preached at Lloydtown on Sunday, the 12th, but saw no encouragement for 
reviving a Branch there. The day was very unfavourable for a meeting, torrents 
of rain falling most of the time. The Depository continues to be kept by Mr. J. 
H. Smith, who paid up his account of sales.

Barrie.—Had a tiresome and cold ride to this place, thirty-one miles from 
Lloydtown, by the Essa road, strong gusts of wind with snow driving directly in 
my face. Arrived at Sheriff Smith’s about sun set, where I was glad to find a 
comfortable resting place from the fatigues of the day. The meeting, next even­
ing, was held in the Wesleyan Chapel, but thinly attended. After addressing 
them, I was followed by a few remarks from the Rev. Mr. Graham, Wesleyan 
M is sionary. The issues the past year amount to one hundred and sixty-one copies, 
of which fourteen were gifts. The subscriptions were but small, amounting to 
only £l 7s. 6d. The committC3 had made an effort, with some success, to dispose 
of their old stock, by taking them through the settlement, and offering them at 
reduced prices.

Beaverton, situated at the south-eastern extremity of Lake Simcoe, to reach 
which I had to travel from Barrie sixty-six miles, presents but poor prospects for 
tiie cause at present. It is with difficulty that a meeting can be convened. About 
a dozen people came out at this time, to whom 1 discoursed on the immutability, 6lc 
of God s word ; and, receiving £1 on account, I left them. Officers were appointed 
at the meeting, to keep up the Society, if possible.

At the dwelling-house of Mr. Robert Sproule, in Brock, the Annual Meeting of 
the Branch there was held. A snug little company was in attendance, to whom I 
preached. The business of the Society was then transacted. Through the 
exertions of Mr. Sproule, the cause here continues to be sustained in a tolerable 
good degree. They paid me £\ 11s. lid. on sales, and £1 15s. on subscriptions, 
which over pays their account by 9s. Id. They possess, in stock paid lor and 
debts due them, £10 2s. 9d. This is altogether a rural district.

Uxbridge.—Here a Branch was formed last year, which has issued one hundred 
and five copies, amounting to £4 6s. 4d., and raised on subscription £3. The 
stock on hand, at the time of my visit, amounted to £9 18s. OJd. I preached to 
them on Sabbath morning, 19th March ; then rode to Stouffville, fourteen miles, 
and preached again at six, p.m., in the Congregational Church, Rev. L. Kribbs 
pastor. The Annual Meeting was called for the ensuing evening ; but, such was 
the heavy rain all day, and consequent stale of the roads, the frost coming out of 
the ground, that none ventured out to attend it. It was deemed advisablelo post­
pone the time for holding the Annual Meeting to a more advanced period in the 
season, when the weather and roads would be more favourable. While
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entertained by Mr. John Boyer, the treasurer, who paid me on account £5 5s. 
od. 1 his Branch was formed only a year since.

nothing to give, but tin girl sailed so anxious to have a Testament, that we 
determined to give her one, although contrary to the ordinary rules of our Associa­
tion. VVe had, afterwards, reason to feel glad that we had done so; for, when we 
next called, we found that the miserable old woman had been suddenly summoned 
into the presence of her Maker, having died of the ft ver introduced by her sister, 
an emigrant, who was also rut off hy it a few hours afterwards. The daughter 
was now lying dan .en ■ !v ill, in the Hospital : and, though never able to learn any 
farther particulars of her, we were thankful that wo had given her the Testament.”

it lifts often been suggested to our visitors, that we might ui ite the distribution of 
Bibles and Tracts tog her; but this cannot be, lat we are at present
connected with the British and Bible h has made it a stand­
ing rule, “ that the Bible, without note or comment, alone, should be circulated ; 
and that it should be kept distinct Irom all other .Societies,”

We may here remark, that there is one great advantage arising from this rule.
It leaves our Association open to all Denominations ; and it has ever been the wish 
of the ladies connected with it that it should include all. On its first formation, 
the Protestant Clergymen of the city were applied to, each of whom furnished a 
list of members of itis congregation likely to take an interest in such an undertak-, 
ing. From this list the original committee was formed ; and wo may add, that 
none of these names were dropped till the individuals declined lo act.

Wo continue to hold our monthly meetings at the Bible Depository ; a place 
alike accessible to all Denominations.

The Association still finds it belter to lend Bibles, than to give them gratuitously.
In several cases individuals have left town before supplying themselves with others, 
and they have always been permitted to take the loaned copy with them : indeed, 
no Bible has ever been recalled till its place has been supplied by another.

In many cases the Distributors would prefer giving the money themselves, or 
presenting"free Bibles, were it not from the persuasion that the receivets will prize 
them more highly when they have paid for them themselves ; and the fact, that 
however long they may take to pay their subscription, they will not suffer, as they 
are, menwhile, supplied from the Loan Stock.

The following arc a few of the cases reported, in connection with this Fund :—
“ A respectable female emigrant, though a Romanist, desires the loan of a Bible.
Her name is C. B------ . She has been left very destitute, by the death of her hus­
band, and is striving to gain her living by sewing.” “ A family named------ , have
applied for the loan of a large Bible ; there are three aged persons, unable to read 
the oidy copy of the Scriptures in the house, owing to the smallness of the print.
They seem very poor, but respectable.” “J. P------ , a poor widow, residing in-------
Street, expressed a wish to be supplied with a Bible. She has one, but it is old, 
and too email to be of any use to her. She has several childem to support, and is

Ladies, while they are anxious to be useful to their fellow 
creatures, shrink from the idea of visiting from door to door. They fancy they 

■ w ill be exposed to rudeness ; but lliero is iutlo ground for such a supposition ; on 
the contrary, wo believe that females are less liable to this than gentlemen. Let 
the Ladies who have tried it speak for themselves.

“ \\ c have gone through a new part of our district this month, and have met 
with encouragement : all wishing ns success ; some [living what they could spare; 
otliers, who were unable to give anything, asked us to call again."

Another writes, “ \\ e have not obtained many new subscribers this month ; hut 
we have made some very pleasant, and, we trust, profitable visits.” “ Again, we 
have re-visited part of our district, and have found it very pleasant work. One 
very respectable man, a labourer, gave us 3d. as a free subscription. He apologized 
for the smallness of the sum, stating that he and his family were about removing 
to the country. On our leaving, ho expressed a deep interest in the Bible cause ; 
and begged us to give him our address, that he might call with an additional sum 
the first time ho came to town. lie behaved in such a pleasing manner, that we 
valued his nfito more than some of the larger sums we had received.”

Another writes, “ In re-visiting our district, we have much cause for encourage­
ment: some who were at first disagreeable, treat us very civilly. There seems to 
be an increasing interest telt in the Society. Several Ladies, who have time to 
engage in such a worlc, seem willing to become Bibio Visitors. We met with twro 
sisters, one a Roman Catholic, the other a Protestant, who was wiiling to atttend a 
Bible Class. She had formerly been a Romanist also ; but said she knew she must 
answer for herself on the judgment day : she had therefore read the Bible,and had 
judged for herself, which was the right way.”

Report states, “ We are rc-vi-iting otir district, and have pleasure in 
reporting that several individuals, who withheld their subscriptions last year, have 
given them to us this time. The success we have met with, seems to have made a 
favourable impression on their minds. They feared that when the novelty was past 
the work would cease; but its permanency, seems to have removed ther preju­
dices. To collect weekly and regularly seems necessary to our success."

An objection often met with is, that visiting for our Association occupies too 
much time. In answer to this, we may state, that it would not bo so, if we could 
find a sufficient number of efficient Distributors. The work lias hitherto fallen 
upon a few ; and these have met with cases of interest, which it was impossible 
fully to attend to, owing to the wideness of the field to be gone over. But the 
committee intend soon to subdivide the districts : indeed, they are encouraged to do 
so by the fact, that they have a larger number of visitors at present than at any 
former lime. Two hours a week are sufficient to do all that is required ; and wo 
must confess that we often spend this amount of time in less useful ways.

The recent emigration to our Province has introduced much misery into Toronto,

as well as other places ; and has opened up a wide field for usefulness. One lady 
writes, “On calling upon a subscriber, she told ns that there was a family next 
house in great distress ; part ul them in the Hospital, suffering from the prevailing 
fever ; the remainder sick at home. They were then without food, or the means oi 
obtaining it. The visitors were enabled, with the assistance of a friend, to relieve 
tlie family to some extent, during their illness. The father was an intemperate 
man, but he promised to join the Temperance Society.”

“ Another family ’ (say the collectors for the same district), “ were found in 
distress ; they had lost two children at the Quarantine Station, in Quebec, and had 
suffered much from sickness and other causes. Clothing having been obtained for 
the children of this family, they have since gone to Sabbath Schools.”

Another Report states, “ We have met with an emigrant family this month, for 
whom we have felt much sympathy. The mother had died of a fever, in Kingston, 
a week or two before, in passing through. Five children (the youngest not much 

than a year old) were seated round the fire. The father told us he was going 
to tho country in another week, after the children had rested a little. How desolate 
this family looked ! a girl, not more than eleven years old, was the only person that 
could at all supply the mother’s place !”

To any one who really wishes to be useful, we would say, that our Association 
serves as an introduction to all classes of Society ; and the visitors may turn it to 
account in many ways. They may literally “ Sow beside all waters.”

We do not deny that there are discouragements to be met with in this, as in 
every field of duty. Wickedness is abundant in every form.

One lady writes, “ It pains us much to state, that several of our subscribers have 
turned out to be ot very dissipated habits ; and, consequently, have not been able to 
pay regularly what they promised ; and it is not uncommon for us to go round the 
district without collecting more than a shilling. However, we feel much interested 
in the work ; and are resolved to try it a little longer, humbly relying on the Divine 
promise and blessing, that while wo go forth, a little dispirited, to scatter the pre­
cious seed, wo may return in jov, bringing our 1 sheaves with us.’ ”

Another Report says, “ \V e entered a house where a number of shoemakers 
were at work, and, on asking them if they had Dibles, were met with a rude laugh ; 
and the answer, • All the Bibles that we want is plenty to cat and drink.’ On our 
remarking that ' the bread which perisheth’ would not be the greatest object of his 
care on a dying bed ; another, in a mocking tone, said, ‘ At any rate, we will be the 
better ot a shilling in our pockets, to pay our .way over to the other side.’ In tire 
next house we met with an old man, who .had nearly reached his one hundreth 
year : he seemed wonderfully stout and active ; but, alas ! we fear he is not taking 
advantage of the day ot mercy, so lengthened out to him ; for he did not seem to 
value the Bible. His first excuse was, that he conld not see to read ; but when we 
spoke of the precious promises contained in the Word of God, and offered to read 
some of them for him, he said he had no wish that we should do so !”

.“ ^hie very aged woman,” says another Ile|>ort, “ when asked if she had a Bible, 
said she did not want one ; adding she had a book which would take her to heaven, 
and that was a prayer-book !”

We have repeatedly been met with the remark, “ Why go to ask people to buy 
the Bible ? It is cheap enough ; and, if they wish it, they can get it for them­
selves. In answer to this, we would say, unfortunately people are not always 
anxious to do so : they need sometimes to be urged even to this. We would also 
expect that men would enquire eagerly after the way of salvation ; but is it not the 
fact, that tho Gospel must be pressed upon them ?
blessed Saviour’s commands, “uo out unto the highways^md compel men to come in.”

We may perhaps be permitted to add, that the benefits to be derived, are not all 
on the side of the persons visited. The promise is, “ He that wntereth others, his 
own soul shall be watered.”

While all the visitors, doubtless, have had much cause to deplore the cold and 
imperfect manner in which they have performed their duty, we feel assured none 
has had cause to regret having engaged in it. While striving to impress others 
with the value of the Holy Scriptures, is the truth not likely to be brought back 
with fresh force upon their own minds ? And few, we think, could look upon the 
scenes of wretchedness, to be met with in the low streets of

our City, without
feeling grateful for the blessings bestowed upon themselves, by the Giver of all 
good. It is true, vice, particularly drunkenness, has occasioned most of this 
misery ; but still they are objects of compassion, as they have thus a load of sin 
added to their outward wretchedness.

In conclusion, we would state, that we are not a different Society from the Upper 
Canada Bible Society, as some have supposed. While our work is entirely local, 

free subscriptions, after incidental expenses are paid, go to aid the funds of the 
above mentioned Society, whose object is to supply the whole of the Upper Pro­
vince with the Word of God.

In short, we are but the humble assistants of the one great Bible cause, whose 
design is to spread the Holy Scriptures, written in every tongue, through the whole 
length and breadth of the World.

May the time soon come when its Sacred Truths may not only he know n, but 
felt; and when the spirit of love and peace which it inculcates may every where 
be seen ! “ When every knee shall bow to Jesus, and every tomme confess that he 
is Lord of all!”
