Tien Tsin, May 8.—Messgs. Day and
YJacobsen and Miss Coralti, three of the
foreigners who escaped from the ban-
dits who raided. the Peking express
train at Suchow on Sunday, arrived
here this morning. They said that
Miss Lucy T. Aldrich, sister-in-law of
John D. Rockefeller, Jr., her compan-
fon, Miss Minnie McFadden, and Miss
Schonberg, had stopped in 'T'sinanfau
where they were admitted o a hospi-
tal suffering from shock, Their feet
were cut and bruilsed.

Mr. Day said that the bandits di-
vided the captives into sev@ral parties
after forcing them to leave the train.
‘I'he prisoners, guarded heavily, were
brutelly hurried into the hilly coun-
wy.
“If a prisoner lagged he was prodded
with a rifle butt,” ssid Day, “We had
%o take the roughest paths. It was use-
~Jess to protest and strict silence was

nforced. Anyone speaking was mercii-

sly hit. “I was struck on the fore-
Yead with a mauser for talking te my
neighbor.”

The lair of the bandits, Day con-
.tinued, was a village in the hills en-
circled by a stone compound. Within
&n hour or two after the arsival of the
prisoners, soldiers appeared outside the
town, and soon a lively engagement
was in progress.

The brigands chieftain persuaded
Day to take a note to the comrnhander
of the military forces informing him
that if the fire did not stop the cap-
tives would be shot. Day had a har-
yowing experience in making his way
across the open ground to the troops,
as hewasﬂmdonbyboththemih-
tary and the bandits, some of the lat-
ter being ignorant of his mission.

Day delivered his message whereupon
the commander of the troops ordered
them.to cease firing, but the force did
siot withdraw. Remaining ! with the
military, Day started a gearch for
some of the other prisoners and came
upon Miss Schonberg sitting on a boul-
der, exhausted. She, like the others,
had escaped when-dispatched as. a mes<
senger.

ASKS SEVERE

Years in Prison and Heavy
Fines Demanded by Pros-
ecutor in Krupp Court
Martial.

Werden, May 8.—Counsel for the
prosecution at the Krupp court martial
proceedings, summing up his case this
morning, demanded a prison sentence
of fifteen years, in addition to a fine
of one hundred million marks for
Baron Krupp van Bohlen, president of
the works.

The prosecution also asked that a
sentence of ten years and a fine of one
kundred million marks be imposed on
each of the three directors present at
the trial. For the two absent direc-
tors, counsel demanded a prison sen-
tence of twenty years and the same
fine,

A severe penalty was recommended
for Merr Mueller, the factory council-
man. The prosecution contended that
Mueller was the organizer of the attack
on the French detachment.

It is expected that the judgment of
the court martial will be returned late
today.

Panic In Subway

New Yorkers Smash Windows
of Cars to Get Out When Fire
Starts. ;

New York, May 8.—Fifty persons
were overcome by smoke during last
night’s rush hour when a short clrcuit
started a fire in the East Side Subway
of the Interboough Co. at 68th street
and Lexington avenue. Five were
taken to hospitals. The others were
able to go home after emergency
treatment.

Passengers of a ten-car train be-
came excited when smoke from the
short circuit filled the cars. Many of
them smashed windows and fought
their way to emergency exits, although
thé majority waited until the station
at 68th street was reached, where thirty
were removed by ambulances and
police.

U.S. STIRRED BY
BANDITS' AGT

Relations With China May
be Affected

Other Nations May Become
Entahgled— War Depart-
ment Ready to Back Up
the Council of Ministers—
Missionaries Report Con-
ditions Bad.

Washington, May 8.—Action of
Chinese bandits of Shantung province
on Sunday in holding up an express
train and capturing several foreigners
including nineteen from the U. S, has
created a situation regarded as serious-
ly affecting the continuance of friendly
relations between the U. S- and China.

The situation is held by some offi-
cials as possibly involving other Gov-
ernments in a similar entanglement
with China.

Minister - Schurman at Peking was
instructed by the state department to
press his inquiry, report the facts to
Washington and make strong repres-
entations to the Chinese Government.

The council of ministers of the var-
jous Governments represented in Pek-
ing is expected to meet today.

Acting Secretary of 'War Davis, an-
nounced that the war department was
ready to “back up” any plan approved
by the council of ministers of the state

ent.

"The U. S. has at present a force of
85 officers and 888 men stetioned at
Tien Tsin under the command of Brig.

SHARP BRITISH
NOTE 10 RUSSIA'

Strongly Worded Complatnt
About Several Matters

Reported That There May
be Break—Communists in
England Issue Manifesto;

* British Official Shot in a
Bandit Chase in Moscow.

London, May 8.—A British note to
Russia which Ronald McNeill, Under

Secretary of State for Foreign Affairs,
told the House of Commons had been
sent to Moscow, is unofficially repori-
ed to be a strongly worded complaint
against the discourteous treatment ac-
corded the British protest in the Zeep-
liak case, the seizure of the British
trawler James Johnson, off the Mur-
man coast, diregarding the recognized
three mile limit and the brusque treat-
ment given the British agent at Mos-
cow,

The under secretary said he under-
stood the Soviet commiissionary of jus-
tice was considering cancellation of the
verdict against the captain and crew
of the vessel and was making arrange-
ments for the immediate return of the.
crew. Mr. McNeill intimated that he
might make a further statement next
week.

Meanwhile the British Communists
have taken a hand in the campaign
against what Labor believes to be the
imminent cancellation of the trade
agreement with Rusia. The Commun-
ists have issued a manifeste calling for
the organization of “councils of action”
to prevent the closing of the headquar-
ters of the Russian trade delegation in
London.

Such action, the manifesto asserts,
would be “the first step to war,” add-
ing that the British Government is
leading “a capitalist offensive against
the workers’ republic of Russia as they
hate the Russian workers as they hate
you, for they know the growth of
trade with Russia means the strength-
ening of the workers’ movement
throughout the world.”

%‘n.nlzing a demonstration to be held in

rafalgar Square on next Sunday at
which several members of parliament
are said to have promised to speak.

The Daily Herald, labor organ' of
London, reported oh Saturday that
there was good reason to belleve the
{Government had decided to.send 8
stern. mote to-Moscow Jaining of
Russia’s treatment of priests, the seiz-
ure of British trawlers, the tone of the
communication to the British agent at
Moscow and alleged breaches of the
trade agreement.

The note, according to the Herald,
,was not couched in ordinary diploma-
tic terms, but appeared to be “deliber-
calculated to force a quarrel and
compel a rupture of both political and
commercial relations.”

Moscow, May 8.—According to re-
ports from Petrograd exports to
Great Britain have been stopped, Ap-
perently this step has been taken by
the Government because of the British
note which might result in breaking
off relations. . ;

few days ago, with importing thirty-
four Mauser revolvers and 2,256 rounds
of ammunitien. Chief Preventive Of-
ficer J. Clark stated that a wireless
message was received from the master
of the vessel that there were firearms
on board.

A search party of customs officers
boarded the steamer at Gravesend,
when 108 revolvers and 1,200 rounds of

.| ammunition were declared as having

been found on the high seas. They
were said to belong to the Chinaman.
He was closely questioned, but denied
having any more. A search was made,
and in a sack between decks  were
found another thirty-four revolvers and
2,256 rounds of ammunition.

One of the revolvers was handed to
the Bench. It was a cleverly-construct-
ed weapon.

The
officer stated that the weapons would
possibly have been disposed of in Lon-
don, and he pressed for a severe pen-
a.lty Through an interpreter the man
said he got them in Antwerp and was
going to take them to Hong Kong.

' AUTHOR DECLARES

WRITING IS GRIND

He is a Sailor First, Says
Conrad as He Reaches
New York.

New York, May 7.—Saying that writ-

| ing was “a terrible grind” and that he
| was a sailor first and last, Joseph Con-

rad, one of the world’s foremost

i authors of sea tales, arrived Lere re-
'cently on the Tuscania of the Anchor
'line on his first visit to the United
| States.

While at quarantine he seem-
ed more interested in a little three-
masted schooner which crossed the
bow of the Tuscania than the vista of
Manhattan’s sky line.

Mr. Conrad said he had spent most
of his time on the bridge with Capt.
Bone commander of the Tuscanita, who
is also an author. He remarked that
the Tuscania was the largest ship he
had ever traveled on, although he had
roved the seas the greater part of his
life. In his interview Mr. Conrad
made clear that he does not regard
himself as a litterateur. He admitted
that he knew little about modern Am-
erican fiction.

“I have not read much fiction, al-
thcugh of course, I know the outstand-
ing men,” he said. “My life is not &
literary one; 20 years at sea does not
form a hterary mind. I was a seaman
and never anything else. I find it a
frightful grind.”

In answer to a question, Mr. Conrad
said that his favorite of the books he
had written was “It Depends on the
Day,” adding that to him his books

were like children in a family—“you [

like one better than the others some
days but love them all.”
