Earl of Athlone, Said to be Suc-
cessor, is 45 Years Old and
Won Honors as Soldier in Seuth
African War

London, May 7—It is understood that
the Duke of Devonshire will soon retire
as governor-general of Canada, and the
Mail says the office will be offered the
Earl of Athlone, brother of Queen Mary,
who would have succeeded the Duke of
‘Connaught as governor-general of Can-
ada had it not been for his duties with
.the British army.

The Duke of Devonshire was appoint-
ed governor-general of Canada on June
‘27, 1916, and was installed in office on
November ll,{ 1916.

The Earl of Athlone was born on
April 14, 1874, and is a son of the Duke
of Teck. He was educated at Eton, and
later became a general staff officer with
the rank of brigadier-general. He served
in Matabelela in 1896, and with the
seventh hussars in South Africa in 1900,
and was mientioned in despatches during

Lhis services there. He was created Earl °

of Athlone on July 19, 1917. He was
married on February 10, 1904, to Prin-
cess Alice, countess of Athlone, daugh-
ter of the late first Duke of Albany.

WORLD-WDE DRY
* MOVEMENT PLANS

Fifty Nations Expected to Send
Representatives to ‘Three-Day
Congiess to be Held at the
Liberty Hut in Washington

- Washington, May 7-—Under the aus-
pices of the ‘Anti-Saloon League of Ame
erica, a three-day congress is to be held
at the Liberty Hut in Washington to in-
augurate .a movement for world-wide
prohibition. The conference, scheduled
to begin on June 4, is regarded as per-
haps the most important in the history
of the movement. Fifty nations are ex-
pected to send representatives, the aim
being to discuss a world-wide campaign
against the liquor traffic and to formu-
late plans and methods to carry on the
campaign as an international movement.

Almost all the European countries will
send a representative of the temperance
movement. Among the foreigners ex-
pected to take part in the proceedings are
some who have conducted anti-liquor
agitation for many years. Altogether,
more than 100 representatives from for-
eign countries are expected to attend the
congress. Among them are included
delegates from Asia and South America.

The slogan will be “World-wide Pro-
hibition.” Foreign delegates to the con-
gress are expected to arrive in New
York about May 20. American prohibi-
tion leaders will meet the foreign dele-
gates, and the plan is that after a pre-
liminary conference in New York city
the delegates shall be divided into three
bodies, one to go to Canada, one to go
west, and ‘the third to tour the east
coast and the south. The aim is to see
and compare social and economic condi-
tions as they exist in the wet and dry
states, respectively, and to compile ma-
terial for discussion of the general case in
Washington.

The real force behind the movement,
it is stated, is the growing realization all
over the world that the elimination of
the liquor evil is the main factor of suc-
cessful world-reconstruction.

It is expected that the outcome of the
congress will be the establishment of
a league which will enter the internation-
al field and do on the wider scale what
the Anti-Saloon :-League has done for the
United States.

Next Thursday the committee of the
Anti-Saloon League in charge of the
conference will meet in Cleveland, Ohio,
where plans will be completed for the
convention in the capital. This meeting
will be attended by Dr. E. A. Baker, J.
H. Ruffel, Bishop James Cannon, Ern-
est Cherrington, E. C. Dinwiddie, and
Weayne B. Wheeler.

| English engineer, after exhaustive in-
| vestigation, has hit upon what appears
are supported by the evidence of ancient
inseriptions upon the tombs and tem-
ples, the significance of which has now
just become plain.

This engineer states that in building
a pyramid the Egyptians constructed an
inelined roadway to the level which the
work had reached. As the pyramid grew
taller the angle of the road constantly
! grew steeper, and its length greater. By
the time the apex of a large pyramid
had been reached this roadway must
have been of considerable length, per-
haps a half mile. Up this roadway
passed all the material required in build- |
ing the pyramid, hauled by slaves and
pack animals.

Not only one, but four such roads,
leading from the four points of the com-
pass, gave access to the pyramid, And
when the work was finished, the road-
beds were torn down again, leaving the
pyramids in majestic isolation,

In the case of the Sphinx a similar
method was employed, except where it
was humanly possible to move the
great stone images that are so familiar
a part of the Egyptian culture, Many
of these were cut out of the solid rock
and then moved to their destination.
Often this was a great distance, and the
method of moving exceptionally ardu-
ous. Just as we see a safe trundled
across the sidewalk today, by means of
rollers and lever, so the ~ Egyptians
moved their statues. When it is con-,
gidered that the distance to be traveled
might be 100 miles or more, the mind
refuses to gage the time, labor and pain
ineidental to satisfying the vanity of
the Fgyptian kings. There were almost |
gs many slavedrivers as there: were
slaves, and neither time, toil nor agony
counted. In such manner did Egypt
erect its monuments, which were to en-
dure until little of Egypt is. left, except
the sands which cover its ancient eivil-
jzation.—Portland Telegram.

HUN AMMUNITION
DEPOT NEAR BRUSGELS
BLOWS UP; BELIEVED
~MANY PEOPLE KILLED

Six Hundred German Prisoners
and 150 Belgian Guards There
—Prisoners Break Out and Only

Brussels, May 6—(By the Associated
Press)—A depot of German ammunition
containing shells and bombs of every
calibre and many gas shells has been
exploding since yesterday morning at the
railway station at Groenendsel, six miles
soith of Brussels: where Canadian troops
were inspected by King Albert eight
days ago. The depot has been under
guard of 150 Belgian soldiers ,and 600
German prisoners have been at work
near it. It is believed there are many
killed and wounded, but the number of
victims will not be known for several
days. :

After the explosion, the German pris-
oners broke the barbed wire cordon sur-

| rounding the camp ang fled in all direc-

tions through the woods. Only 150 have
been arrested. The Belgian guards at
the depot succeeded in escaping in safety.

It is .reported that while workmen
were unloading a wagon, filled with
shells a detonator exploded in the hands
of a German prisoner ,setting fire to am-
munition boxes.

Many houses in the neighborhood have
completely collapsed and windows and
roofs for two miles around the scene of
the explosion have been shattered.
