(Canadian Press) a room on the Farnaan street side of the 
hotel, jumped from a third story window 
and met instant death. He struck head 
first on the sidewalk.

Mrs. C. E. Hawkins, who had a room on 
the second floor, dragged her sister, Miss 
Alice Bonnévie, to a window. There Miss 
Bonnevie collapsed. Mrs. Hawkins jump­
ed and though ( two policeman broke her 
fall, she was badly injured. Her sister’s 
body is in the ruins.

Jesse D. Nold, night clerk, opened the 
door of his office, on the second floor, 
when he heard an explosion. He was driv­
en back by smoke and flames. He attempt­
ed to arouse a few guests on the floor, but 
soon had to seek the street to save hie 
own life.

The few who escaped from the second 
story windows and from the entrance to 
the 13th street side, were in night attire. 
They were carried to a drug store across 
the street and to a nearby restaurant, and 
later cared for at neighboring hotels.

Omaha, Neb., Feb. 28—Loss of life esti­
mated all the way from twenty to seventy- 
five, resulted from a fire which destroyed 
the Dewey Hotel, a second class hostelry, 
occupying a three story building at 13th 
and Farnham streets today. Three hours 
after the fire was discovered it' was pro­
nounced under control. It was confined to 
the building in which it started.

The fact that the hotel register was de­
stroyed will make it difficult to obtain 
list of the dead and while the manager 
says that about fifty were registered others 
who were about the hotel declared that 
many of the guests were not registered 
and the total number was more nearly 100. 
Of those not more than twenty-five are 
known to have escaped. The known dead:

London, Feb. 28—No actual fighting ie 
reported from any point in the Balkans, 
but, according to a Constantinople des­
patch, the bombardment of Adrianople is 
being kept up in desultory style.

The Allgemine Zeitung of Vienna states 
that Servia and Greece are operating to 
a further extent with Montenegro for the 
capture of Scutari. Thirty thousand Ser­
vians with ten siege and twenty-four field 
guns are preparing to leave Salomes on 
fifty Greek transpprte. They will land ‘at 
Durazzo, San Giovanni "and Antivari.

A Sofia despatch states that Mahmoud 
Shevket Pasha, Turkish grand vizier, has 
requested the Russian ambassador to try 
to arrange peace with the Allies with a 
frontier in Midia on the Black Sea and 
Enos on the Aegean Sea. No indemity is 
offered.

It is understood that the ambassador has 
communicated the request to the Russian 
minister at Sofia and asked, him to sub­
mit it to the government.

The Bangor Commercial in a long art­
icle on the street railway situation in St. 
John says:

“The acceptance of the offer means the 
beginning of a street railway and power 
development for St. John, which carried 
to its logical completion, means the in­
vestment of probably several million 
dollars in that section of the province 
of New Brunswick.
K The St. John Railway Company owns 
and operates about twelve miles of street 
railway in the city of St. John. It is not 
what can be termed a modern street rail­
way in the present sense of the phrase 
and is confined entirely to the city itself. 
It serves a city of 50,000 inhabitants, and 
some comparative idea of it may be gain­
ed from the fact that here in Bangor, a 
city of less than half that number, there 
are sixty miles of street railway, includ­
ing the suburban lines.

Owing to the rapid growth of the city 
of St. John and the development that is 
being carried on there now there is 
every evidence that suburban car lines 
are to be badly needed, and it is develop­
ment in this direction that the prospec­
tive owners have contemplated.

“The new company interested is the 
New Brunswick Hydro-Electric Co., which 
owns a power site about fifty miles from 
the city of St. John, and has a charter 
to furnish electric current for lights,heat 
and power in that city. The St. John 
Railway Company, which they seek to 
own, now controls the lighting situation 
in the city, J>oth electric and gas, and 
rather than compete with the old com­
pany the New Brunswick Hydro-Electric 
Co., was willing to buy or lease the pres­
ent company’s holdings or sell power to 
the present company. It seen» that the 
offer to buy is the only one entertained 
by the directors and nothing definite has 
been decided on that.

“The New Brunswick Hydro-Electric 
Company is to commence on the develop­
ment of its power site, which has a capac­
ity of 15,000 to 20,000 h. p., and will enter 
St. John whether or not the offer is ac­
cepted.

“The men who have made the offer 
have, it is understood, made surveys of 
the city of St. John and the suburbs, in­
cluding Rothesay, Westfield, Spruce Lake, 
Millidgeville, Loch Lomond and several 
other places and are convinced that elec­
tric lines to these points would be good 
business.”

for her to hang her clothes, a well equip­
ped washstand, and a comfortable chair.

Absolute order and cleanliness should be 
maintained by the maid both in her own 
Toom and in the kitchen. Her room should 
be under regular inspection by the mis­
tress of the house, and she should not re­
sent any reminder that her room is untidy 
<br unclean. It k the housekeener’s duty 
and privilege to insist that air bedrooms 
are kept 'in order.

Every normal woman ought to 
be able to get through the work of the day 
with sufficient expedition, to allow her to 
rest for an hour or- .V-every afternoon. 
The eight o’clock evening limit to wqrk 
might be difficult to arrange for in some 
cases, but if both. mistress and maid are 
good managers, the maid' can be finished 
with hdr - evemtijfs YflfflF'within half an 
Hour after the family finishes dinner.

If tile dinner hdur is date the maid 
should eat her Own dinner before she 
serves the family; she can generally man­
age to have the kitchen in order by the 
time dinner is cooked, and she can get 
many of the dishes out of the way in the 
moments when her services are not re­
quired in the. dining rooiç. Out of con­
sideration to the maid the mistress should 
not call her to the difling room after the 
dessert is passed; and the family should ad-* 
journ to the living or drawing room for 
all after dinner conversation.

The vitality and endurance of the 

age Chinese are remarkable. I doubt ii 
there exists a nation anywhere bette*, 
qualified to illustrate the "survival of the 
fittest.” From a physical point of view 
the body of the Chinese coolie is a per­
fect specimen of human anatomy I have 
seen this class of natives work like pack 
horses carrying heavy loads upon tueir 
shoulders, and like horses pulling heavy 
loads along the thoroughfares of the city 
and countryside. They even take the place 
o fhoraee at the play. Among no class of 
•people have I ever observed an exhibition 
of more wonderful powers of endurancê.

The native can live in the torrid zone, 
in the temperate zone or in frigid North- 

Manchuria. He can bear hunger, thirst 
or exhaustion. Yet there seems to be a 
cold-blooded paradox about the Chinese 
who are sick and ailing. Little can bti 
learned in a statistical way regarding this 
phase of Chinese health. The medical dis­
pensaries and hospitals which I visited re­
vealed the widest range of diseases, both 
medical and surgical eases, which had 
been turned over in despair to the medical, 
skill of the “foreign devils.”

Infant mortality is enormously high and 
while the average native birth rate is un­
known, yet the Chinese women are very 
prolific. In many instances the Chinese

The Winnipeg city planning commission 
ie urging the formation of a permanent 
housing and city planning association on 
a popular basis, and to be affiliated with 
the National Housing Association.

London, Feb. 17—Canadian issues put on 
the market during the last two weeks 
amounted to nearly twenty million dollars 
and issues for several millions more are to 
be made in tile near future.

A brief examination of investment con­
ditions will be interesting as showing the 
enormous extent to which the energies of 
issuing houses have been taken up with 
Canadian issues since the beginning of the 
year. According to Lord Faber more than 
200,003,000 were found for new companies 
during January, as 
during January last year. Only $24,000,000 
of this amount were placed in this coun­
try; nearly $145,000,000 going to Canada. 
That shows at once the attraction of Can­
ada to the British investor.

There is something approaching appre­
hension at this huge exodus ^ of capital. 
This is natural when it is remembered 
that, as one result, home securities are 
being neglected and money is becoming 
dearer. Lord Faber complained of this 
neglect and wliilé he does not want to 
be an alarmist, advocates moderation in 
Canadian investments. As an illustration 
of the position, he mentioned that at cer­
tain bank had to collect a bill of $2,500 
from a Canadian corporation, and the bill 
came back unpaid with a request that it 
should be presented when the corporation 
had obtained the proceeds of a loam from 
England. Certainly the long proffered ad­
vice ofvfinaucial writers on this side to 
the effect that the dominion must slow up 
for a time or supplies would cease is not 
being followed by investors, though at 
least two of the recent issues had a dis­
mal reception.

In addition to public issues, some Cana­
dian manufacturers who require a moder­
ate amount of capital to extend their plant 
are here endeavoring personally to get it, 
and speaking generally when they have a 
good proposition they succeed in securing 
the money they require. On the other 
hand London is full of Canadian specu­
lators and Company promoters, whose 
offerings are so diverse and extensive that 
it is obvious some of them must be unsatis­
fied.

Canadian papers have recently complain­

ed that Canadian industrials do not ob­
tain ‘sufficient support on this side. A 
comprehensive reply to this complaint is 
given by “The Economist,” which give* 
information that should be taken serious­
ly in Canada. Says this journal:

“The better the country and the greater 
its possibilities, the more is caution re­
quisite in the piling up of liabilities. The 
more London discriminates as a lender, the 
better for Canada as a borrower.”

It finds the reason of the reception given 
to Canadian industrials in the industrials 
themselves.

“The share that the British investor has 
taken in Canadian industrials,” it says, 
“is not very large as compared with the 
total amount of capital invested in Can­
adian securities as a whole, the propor­
tion having been estimated at about one- 
fifth. Canada has had its slumps in the 
past, though it is not the memory of these 
which may be keeping the investor away 
from Canadian industrials; rather is the 

to be found in the low average qual­
ity of the industrial investments which 
have been offered over here.

“Some of them, of course, have been 
very good, and have been able to secure 
funds on very favorable terms indeed. 
But too frequently have the prospectuses 
been lacking in real information as to the 
security offered, while indications have 
frequently pointed to the employment of 
the vicious features of finance associated 
with the early history of some of the Am­
erican railways. They have been floated 
with a large capital in ordinary shares, 
conveying to the unsuspecting investor the 
idea of stability for the bonds or deben­
tures for which he is asked to subscribe, 
while in reality all this capital was so 
much water, being taken by the promot­
ers for the value of their services, the 
bondholder having to provide all the 
money for capital expenditure, and some­
times for the promotion expenses as well. 
The bonds fn such a case have no more 
security than if they were the real ordin­
ary stock of the concern, and the price 
at which they are issued is out of propor­
tion to their worth.

“It may be worth the while of promot­
ers to pay the bond interest until either 
the company can earn it or has been 
proved a failure. If a failure the bond­
holders lose everything; if it is a success

Sir Wilfrid Laurier made a stirring speech 
earnestly maintaining the rights of all 
Canadians to control their own affairs as 
a nation within the empire, to guard their 

coast and trade routes, and to as- 
that portion of the imperial burden 

that Britain was now bearing.
Premier Borden has abandoned any idea 

of a Canadian navy. This is the only con­
clusion that can be drawn from his specif­
ic declaration that what he stood for was 
-‘one empire, one fleet, and one foreign 
policy, as compared with five foreign pol­
icies, and five scattered fleets of five dif­
ferent portions of the empire, which must 
then all go down individually to defeat.”

Sir Wilfrid, Premier “Borden and Hon. 
Mr. Emmerson were the speakers.

The vote taken after 1 o’clock this morn­
ing concluded the second stage of the gov­
ernment’s attempt to force the measure 
through. The second reading earned with 
the echoes of the two declarations from the 
leaders going out of the country. “We 
call for a submission of the issue to the 
Canadian people,” was the Liberal chal­
lenge through its leader. “We will force 
it through," was the government response, 
voiced by the premier. •

FIBRE INSTEAD OF EARTH. .Adventures in Home iconomy Spring Flowers in the House
Bulbs can be planted in earth, water or 

chemically prepared fibre. The fibre costs 
about fifty cents a peck. It possesses the 
advantage over earth that it can be used 
in any undrained dish. The fibre should 
be moist and the bulbs planted just below 
the surface. During the rooting season the 
fibre should always be moist, never mud­
dy, and it should be kept carefully moist 
after the bulbs are brought to the ligkt.

The best earth preparation for bulb 
growing is composed of three parte of rich 
loam to one of sand. Earth grown bulbs 
should always be planted in a pot with a. 
drainage hole in the bottom or in a wood­

It is as hard to choose just the right de­
sign as it is to select a becoming Easter 
hat, and a mistake in chintz cannot be 
ignored, for it will be in. plain sight all 
the time. The revival of chintzes has put 
a bewildering variety of patterns and 

eaves on the market, for reps, cretonnes 
and what look as if they were merely, 
plain, old fashioned calicos are al lin one 
class so far as popular favor is concerned.

Before making any purchase 
amining materials it is well to learn some­
thing about the various weaves. Most of 
the English chintzes are warranted to 
wear indefinitely, while many of those of 
domestic manufacture are not always to 
be relied on, for they are likely to fade. 
Most alluring of all perhaps are the lovely 
French chintzes, which appear in the soft­
est colorings and the most charming pat-

are beginning to fly northward and the 
trees are beginning to bud. Bulbs planted 
in the house now ought to produce blos­
soms by the middle of April if they are 
carefully selected and faithfully tended.

There is nothing more suggestive of 
spring than the sweet, dignified spikes of 
the narcissus, the tall, graceful jonquil 
or daffodil or the bold little crocus blos­
som. Hyacinths too, for all their stiff 
waxiness and vividness of color, have 
came to mean spring. All these can be 
made to bloom in the house.

The so-called early or quick flowering 
varieties of bulbs should be chosen for 
planting at this time of the year. They 
should have spent the earlier part of the 
winter in a trough in the* ground or in 
some cool trench in a florist’s cold frame.

Certain kinds of Dutch hyacinth bulbs 
whic^i are suitable for late planting can be 
bought for twenty-five or thirty cents each.
Crocuses in whites and all the shades of 
purple can be had for twenty cents a 
dozen. The narcissus,vone of the varieties 
of the beautiful narcissus poeticus with 
its yellow cup and pure white petals or 
of the jjolyanthus narcissus with white 
cup as well as petals, is an especially satis­
factory indoor grower and continues in 
bloom for a long time. The blossoms if 
cut and put in water stay fresh for more 
than a week and are therefore especially 
suitable for cuttipg and sending to one’s 
stay at home friends.

BEST BULBS FOR THE HOtlSE.
Double and single daffodils and jonquils 

are also easily and successfully grown in 
the house. The sturdy and graceful crown 
daffodils in both yellow and white, which 
sometimes reach a height of twenty inches; 
the petite daffodils all under ten inches 
high, and both single and double jonquils, 
some of them especially desirable because 
of their sweet odor, can all be had for 
about five cents each. Crocuses too, are 
good indoor growers and are cheap. There 
are certain other lilies and bulb flowers 
which can be successfully grown in the 
house late in the

The Chinese Sacred narcissus—the well 
known Chinese lily or joss flower—is es­
pecially satisfactory for growing now be­
cause it blossoms in five or six weeks after 
it is planted. Chinese lily bulbs can be 
bought, in the best quality for ten cents 
each. All the other bulbs mentioned re­
quire from six to eight weeks to root and 
after that more time to grow leaves and 
flowers.

There are several satisfactory ways of 
growing bulbs indoors. Only one require­
ment remains the same, whatever the me­
thod chosen, that the bulbs be kept cool.
More bulbs have been ruined from over­
heating than from any other cause. XV bile 
the roots are forming the bulbs should be 
kept at a temperature of forty degrees.
Fifty degrees is the temperature for forc­
ing stems and foliage and about sixty de­
grees is the proper temperature to bring 
the flowers to perfection.
' In whatever way the bulbs are planted 
they should be kept in a dark cool room, 
where there is a circulation of fresh air, 
until there is a strong growth of roots.
This period lasts from five weeks on. When 
the roots look thick and strong bring thé 
bulbs into the light. The strong root 
growth should insure long stems before 
the blossoms appear, but long stems can 
also be insured by placing a paper cone There are thousands willing to do great 
about ten inches high with an opening at things for one willing to do a small thing.

A Chinese bowl, either of red and blue 
or of blue and white china, is an especial­
ly appropriate growing place for the Chin­
ese, lily bulbs and Oriental looking narcis­
sus. These bowls cost from 25 to 75 cents 
apiece. Glass bulb bowls are sold m the 
same sises from 25 to 35 cents a.piece, so 
are much cheaper in the larger sizes than 
the Chinese bowls.

Hyacinths can be grown in glasses sold 
for the \mrpose, with a long glass stem 
for the rdbts, and a shallow cup to hold 
the bulb. These glasses can be had for 10 
and 15 cento. They are also made in pret­
ty iridescent glass for a considerably larger 
price. ,

Jardinieres, brass bowls and baskets, 
vases, jugs, or any other piece of crock­
ery or metal can be selected for bulb grow­
ing when fibre is used. Window boxes, 
too, can be started on their summer's duty 
as bulb beds, and the attractive window 
stands, made of fine woods, or caned, with 
zinc linings, can be utilized for growing 
bulbs.

Bulbs should never be crowded in the 

planting and they should be carefully 
placed below the surface of the earth. 
The tops of narcissus bulbs should just 
touch the surface; hyacinths and crocuses 
should be placed half an inch below the 
surface and other bulbs should be planted 
according to their size, the smaller bulbs 
nearer the surface. Five or six tulips or 
narcissus bulbs can be planted in a space 
ten or twelve inches square, and two 
narcissus or hyacinth bulbs can be planted
in an equal space.

Although bulbs should always be kept 
cool, thev should never be subjected to a 
draught or sudden shock of cold air, as 
this blights their growth.

The story of how William London was 
held up and beàten in Brussels street on 
Tuesday night lhat, was related in the 
police court this morning. The court room 
was crowded with interested spectators. 
London was on the stand, the only wit­
ness called this morning. He showed many 
signs of having been used pretty roughly, 
his face being badly discolored and bruised. 
Part of his evidence was to the effect that 
he had not been robbed of $25 as was prev­
iously said, as he had only $6 in his pocket 
on that night. After hearing the evi­
dence, His Honor Remanded the prisoners 
until Tuesday morning at 10.30 o’clock.

London in his evidence said that on 
Tuesday evening he was walking down 
Brussels street, when he met the two 
prisoners, Walter Jones and Ernest Bush- 
fan, in company with a colored woman.

When we went in, the 
woman who had previously been with the 
prisoners in Brussels street, was there. I 
tried to get out, but the two men stood in 
front of the door. I eventually got out of 
the house, but the two men followed me. 
I started up Brussels street, and it was 
then that I was struck and knocked down.
