Committee: Presiding Elder of 
West District and preacher-in-charge of Sebringville.

The committe appointed to consider the advisability of beginning 
\missionary operations in the Canadian North West, reported a resolution 

that the General Missionary Board be requested to take the matter in
hand, which resolution was adopted.

C. G. Kaatz was received into this conference in the same relation as 
he sustained in the Oregon conference.

M. L. Wing was appointed to represent this conference at a meeting 
to consider the organization of an Aid Society for the entire church.

The committee on schools and education presented its report which 
was adopted.

Schools and Education.
Man needs culture. This is so clearly perceptible in his actions and attitude 

that the stamp of awkwardness and imperfection is impressed upon his entire being. 
Consequently the Creator in His wisdom has supplied man with the means for his 
culture, which if properly employed will lead to the ennobling of his being and per­
fection of his actions.

The principal means for the ennobling of the mind and heart is to be 
found in the family; accordingly it is necessary to encourage the children to read 
the Bible diligently, pray and attend public worship.

Another means to attain this end is catechetical instruction. It is the duty of 
our members to send their children to catechetical instruction at least two years 
after they have attained the age of ten years, or, until the preacher deems it proper 
to dismiss them therefrom.

The Sabbath-school is an important branch of the church in the attainment of 
end. We would therefore urge the teachers to teach the pure mijk of the

The Young People’s Alliance is also to be mentioned as very helpful in devel­
oping the gifts and faculties of the youth. We would advise the organization of 
Young People’s Alliances wherever such are not yet organized, and also junior 
Alliances wherever possible.
