AN INDIAN’S SENTENCE.

A ChBctaw Indian Will be Shot for Coms
y mitting Murder.

Guthrie, Oklahoma, March 17.—At ° the
Boggy ‘créek court ground in the. Choctaw
Nation, Charles Holmes, a full-blooded In-
dian, was convicted of murder and sentenc-
ed to -be shot March 27th, between the
hours of 10 and 2 o’clock. On the second
day ‘of 1ast November Holmes went to the’
house of his wife’s son-in-law, ' Wilson Ka-
tiatubbi, living In Springtown, and while
he and his wife were in bed -asleep. crept
into "the house with an axe and chopped
his head open. He then forced his wife to
go. with him, threatening death. ‘At the
first or:&ortunity she made her escape and
told witit had happened. According to the
Choctaw customs Holmes ‘is not.  in prison
or in the .custody of officers. He will be
allowed to roam about at his own sweet
will -until the day of the execution. This;
is an old law of the Choctaws and only one_
case 'of ‘a violation of it is on record.” On’
execution day Holmes will be dressed in
a black robe and stationed in the court
ground. A tin star two inches square will
be placed over his heart as a target and
he will stand on his own coffin. Twelye
Indians stationed thirty paces away, will
shoot at the target, but only two of the
guns will be loaded. Only court attendants
are allowed to witness the execution.

The statement of the Italia scems to
contain the political situation in a nut
shell. The British-Egyptian expedition
up the Nile will be of decided advant-
age to Italy. 1t will check the swarm-
ing of Dervishes towards the Italian
territory and may prevent the fall of
Kassala. It wiil enable the Italian
army in Africa to recover from the
shock and disorder which followed ‘the
battle of Adowah, and it will enable the
Italians' to ‘relievé and reinforce their
garrisons and thus obfain “muech better
terms from King Menelek, should it be
found in the long run-advisable to bring
about peace with honor.. 'The British
advance has also solidified the Drel-
bund, and even if it has not cemented
the quadruple alliance, ‘which is''serious-*
Iy discussed heré; it ‘has strengthened
the badly impaired credit of Italy cand
enabled -her to resume her place ‘among
the powers at a time when her enemies
were predicting that the Dreibund
would be dissolved, that Italy would be
deserted, and that the alliance of the
three emperors would be the main fac-
tor in the direction of the futare policy
of Europe. Finally, the advance of the
Anglo-Egyptian troops up the Nile has
restored confidence in Italy; has streng-
thened the foundations of King Hum-
bert’s throme, which were rudely shaken
by the Adowah disaster, and the popu-
lar outbreak which followed throughout |
Italy.

The full significance of the extent of
the rioting is only now becoming clearly
apparent, thanks to the efficiency of the
press censors, who succeeded in sup-
pressing all but the news of the most
glaring outbreaks, and even in those
instances the reports were toned down
to the extent of making them appear to
be little more than popular demonstra-
tions of disapproval with the colonial.
policy *of the government, and of op-,
‘position - to. ‘the- continuanee: of the camsi
paign in Africa. But it 1s an open se-:
c¢ret that the rioting was of a much
greater significance. It constituted a
series of clear demonstrations against
King Humbert, if not against the mon-
archy itself. The troops, in several in-
stances, were with diffieulty restrained
from joining the masses in their ex-
pression of rage and indignation at the
course events had taken. 'There is no
denying that the king contemplated ab-
dicating in favor of the crown prince,
the Prince of Naples, a really brilliant
and capable man. In fact, it is believed
that the cabinets of Berlin, Vienna and
London were sounded on this subject,
that Count Goluchowski, the Austrian
mihister for foreign affairs, and Prince
Hohenlehe, imperial chancellor of Ger-
many, with the approvai and sympathy
of Emperor William, took steps to avert
this most serious erisis, by ' bring-
ing about accord between the Dreibund
and Great Britain, and. the latter’s mili~
tary diversion up the Nile.

Therefore, as the Italia remarks,-the
advance of the British-Egyptian troeps
has been of great advantage to.Italy.
But it is also admitted that Great Bri-
tain has won every new game of cards
in - the. political tournament which has
been in progress sinee-the accession of
Nicholas II. to the throme.of Russia. lz
is pointed out that all, danger of any
serious, objection, -upon  the - part = of
France at least, to her indefinitely con-
tinued “occupation of Egypt is rapidly
vanishing beneath the influence of the
Dreibund, now her open ally, and that
the advance up the Nile is only prob-
ably the first move of another game
which will possibly result in the con-
quest of the Soudan, the crushing of the
Meahdists for all time to come and the
annexation of an immense and, in
places, richly fertile region to Egypt,
and, apparently, to Great Britain
which, while strengthening and enrich-
ing that country, will also increase the-
power -of the hold which Great. Britain
already has over the Suez Canal, that
most important route to her Indian pos-
sessions. Consequently the Italia is
also right in stating that Italy has been
of great service to Great Britain. In
fact there are people who assert that
the Adowah disaster was a most un-
expected trump card played in the hands
of the Marquis of Salisbury when the
premier’s foreign policy had reached a
point of unpopularity in Great Britain
and Europe generally, which seriously
threatened the overthrow of his cabinet
and the possible advent to power of the
quicker and more popular, as well as
cutwardly more brilliant Joseph Cham-
berlain. Hence it is stated that the
Marquis of Salisbury and Great Britain
have much to be thankful for,
as the battle of Adowah, it is claimed,
saved the Salisbury cabinet and lifted
(Great Britain from her position of
splendid isolation into accord.with ihe
Dreibund, and possibly made’ her " a
member  of the quadruple aliadee.

A Call Issued for a Convention to
. Meet at Washington on April
the 22 and 23.

The Invitation Signed by Fifty
Leading Citizens of the Unit-
ed States.

Washington, March: 18:~In view :of
the fact that a widespread  desire has
been manifested ‘'both in!the United
States @nd: Great Britain for the: estab-
lishmenti'between these two countries-of
a‘permunent system'ilof arbitration,- a
call has beer issued for a national con-
ference, to be held at Washington City
on Wednesday and Thursday, April 22
and 23 next, to express the general con-
viction that such a system of arbitra-
tion should be speedily provided for by
the proper authorities 'and with the most
comprehensive application practicable.
Invitations ‘will be sent to representa-
tives irrespective of party or creed, in
every state and territory in the union,
the combined 'membership of the two
houses of congress being taken as a
géneral basis of numbers and appoint-
ment. The call reads: ‘“Assuming you
to: share our belief as to the importance
of; the end proposed we deem it unneec-
essarv- in this communication to enter
into an extended statement on the sub-
jeéet.- By repeated acts, as well as by
repeated declarations, our government
hds appeared before the world in advo-
ecacv. of international- arbitration as a

FIGHT WITH TRAIN'ROBBERS.

An Attempt to Hold ’Cp 4 ‘Southern Pacific
Train Foiled.

Tulare, Cal., March 19.—Two officers shot
and killed a train robber named Daniel
McCole, in an attempt to hold up a south
bound New Orleans express near here, at
3 o’clock, this morning. The attempted
robberi was one of the most daring that
has taken place in California, and probably

night officers in the city were informed
that an attempt would be made early this
morning to hold up the Sunset limited. The
man who gave the information gave detalls
of the plan and. said at first he intended
to take part in the robbery. Under Sheriff
Earl’ Daggott and Constable Reed, armed
with shot guns, went to the place where
the robbery was to occur and awaited the
approach of the Ttobbers, The robbers:
changed their plans, however, and decided
to hold up the New Orleans express. Three
bandits boarded the train at Selma, two
climbing on the rear baggage car, and the
other one on the tender. As the traln
gulled out,” Gochen, the robber who had
etrayed his companions, left the traln
without their knowledge, rushed into the
telegraph office and told the night operator
to tell the sheriff’s party here that the
robbers had changed their plans. The of-
ficers hastened back to meet the train,
and boarded the engine at 'Tagus. The
robbers did not intend to ' make
presence known until after the train had
pulled ont from Stanton, but the officers
saw. the men and opened fire. The bandits
returnéd the volley, and the under sheriff
was shot hrough  the lungs, sustaining a
wound - which will probably prove fatal.

Frequent appeals nave peen made by
sextlers and otners residing on the coast
of the Island and Mainland for a be:ter
system of police protection, their pro-
perty being more or less a prey to wan-
dering whiskey peddlers and smugglers,
who constantiy infest our shores and
travel in sloops and boats of all descrip-
tions. Many of these offenders come
from the American side with whiskey

 and all sorts of dutiable goods, which

they sell to whites and Indians all along
the coast, returning to Washington or
Alaska - with goods which they have
stolen from unprotected settlers, who
can ill afford to- suffer such loss. The
effect of this sort of traffic is seriously
felt in the logging camps and in Indian
law-breakers,
who leave a trail of drunkenness and
misery wherever they go, sometimes be-

3 O, - f o -
ing followed by the most fatal results 2 thbught, and doctored for years, wWith-

to human life.

I have been asked to urge upon the
goverzment the neeessity of :providing
a police patrol steamer for coast protec-
tion, but I hesitated to press for the ‘ap-
propriation of so large a sum, since to
secure a proper and efficient service at
least iwo steamers would be recuired;
and further, the nature of the crimes so
far reported does not, in my opinion,
warrant such a heavy expenditure. I
would strongly recommend that proper
recommendations be made to the Do-
minion government to induce them to
equip 'a suitable steamer as a revenue
cutter, to protect their customs laws
an” regulations, now frequently violat-
et If this were done, the nrovincial
government might cv-operate with the
Dominion aunthorities by furnishing po-
lice assistance for such steamer; and in
this way better police protection mignt
be afferded, with reasonable cost to the
province.

towns there aré always to be found per-
sons who will take the risk of supplying
liquor to Ihdians. The same may be
said of other parts of the province; and
in many places where spirituous liquors
the Indians
manufacture ' an intoxicant which is
freely vsed ‘by them, with far more in-
jurious effects than are produced by
liquor obtained by purchase.

'The police use every effort to suppress
this traffic; or at least to keep it within
bounds, but they do realize that it is
almost impossible to do 8o, in spite of
the large number of convietions annual-
ly obtained. I am pleased to be able
to report that im -all other respeects our
Indians are peéaceable and law-abiding,
and tkat breaches of the criminal law
amongst them are of rare  occurrence.

The room at present used for this pur-
pose, which is the orly one available, is
the police  office ia the lock-up, which is
too small and altogether unsuitable for
such purposes. I would respectfully
urge that'a building be erected at this
pilace at an early date, available also
for the sittings of the county and small
debts courts, and of sufficient sizg for

“all such purposes.

Fort Steele—As the building which
has been used at this post as a lock-up
is' entirely. unsuitable for the require-

‘anents of this portion of East Kootenay,

I ‘would respectfully recommend that a
new and substantial building, consisting
of three cells and a guard room, be
crected during the year 1896.

Mission City—It has been found ne-
cessarv to station a constable perman-
ently at this point on account of.its
close proximity to the boundary line,
and a lock-up 1s absolutely necessary at
Mission City. I would suggest that a
small building, containing two or three
cells ard a room for the constable, be
provided for this station without delay.

Plumper Pass—A lock-up and a small
room for a magistrate’s court is badly
needed at Mayne Island, which is the
headouarters of Mr. A. D. Drummo_nd.
the resident constable for the _distrlct.
I would strongly urge that an inexpen-
sive building be erected at Mayne Is-
land for. the above purpose.

City Engineer Appointed to Take.
‘Charge of the. Work at
Beaver Lake.

At last evening’s meeting of the city
council, the Mayor's action in suspend-
jng Police Officer Ggpﬁrell was f:ndors'ed
by the members of "the council.. The
matter was introduced by a report from
the Mayor in which he gave as the reason
for the suspension misconduct on the
part of Cantrell, previous to his becom-
jng a member of the force. :

Ald. Macmillan moved that the ‘action
of the Mayor be sustained and that it
the wish of the council that the sus-

nsion be made permament.. The ap-
pointment of Cantrell, he= maintained,
was an insult to the members o_f the
force. It was anything but cmdquble
to the chief of police that the appoint-
‘jrient had been made. Tt had been t‘mid

“"that the chief had forgotten that (._;an-
- ~¢rell was found ‘guilty of a serious
‘¢harge, ‘but if his’ memory is so ‘short.
it became a question of getfing someone
in ‘his place with a better memory.

Ald. Williams in -seconding the resolu-
tion entirely disagreed with Ald. Ma2-
millan’s- remarks. The mitter was en-
tirely in the hands of thé police com-
missioners and could in no way be con-
sidered as a reflection on the chief of
police.

Ald. Humphrey wanted to know Wl}'y
the matter had come before the council.
He was pleased the deadlock had oc-
curred on the board of police commis-
sjoners. When the legislative commit-
tee had reported something practicabie
jn the matter of having a more Trepre-
gentative board of commissioners, the
Meyor defeated it by his casting vote
and suggested an entirely elective board
which could not be obtained. He would
vote against the resolution, as he con-
gidered the council had nothing to do
with the appointemnt or dismissal of
officers on the police force.

Ald. Glover presumed that the mover
¢nd seconder had been made acquainted
with the charges against Cantrell. tle
‘was entirely ignorant of what these
charges were. Ald. Glover thought a
man should not be hounded to death
for what he had committed in the past.
‘Without information he felt disposed io
vote against the motion.

Mayor Beaven refrained from givinz
the particulars of the charge, as he con-
sidered the least said about it the bet-
ter. .

Ald. Cameron considered the Mayor
was only asking for the moral support
of the council and he would support the
resolution. He knew the circumstances
of the case and he thought the other
aldermen would support the resolution
if they knew those“particulars.

Ald. Macmillan informed”Ald. Glover
that he could find the desired informa-
tion in the police court records and the’
records of a penal institution.  He had
no wish to prevent a man’s rising, but
such a man should do deeds mete for
repentance. It is in the interests of the
city that its laws should be enforced by
men whose present and past reputaticn
should bear het closest scrutiny.

The resolution was carried, Ald Hum-
phrey voting against it.

D. Murphy, solicitor for Margaret
Holmes wrote regarding a claim f
$1,000 damages for injuries received by
her through a defective sidewalk on
Frenwood road. The matter was re
ferred to the city solicitor.

A. J. Dallain, secretary of the agri-
cultural association asked that the ecitv
council grant $1,000 for the fall exhibi-
tion and a guarantee og $1,000 further
in case the exhibition was not a finan-
cial success. Laid on the table to be
considered witk the estimates.

Hon. J, H. THurner and other city
members asknowledged the receipt ot
the resolution passed by the council nrg-
ing the members to support the buildinz
of a bridge across the Fraser at New
Westminster. Reccived and filed.

E. Crow Baker, nresident of the Vie
toria Telephone Company. wrote as
follows: “Our Mr. McMicking has
handed us vour letter of the 10th inst.
