* A decision of the United States 
Board of General Appraisers in New 
York under the terms of which New 
Brunswick chemical pulpmakers have 
made a distinctive gain is the subject 
of an article in a Bangor paper, the 
principal part of whieh we republish. 
The U. 8. duty on unbleached chemi­

cal pulp is $3 33 per ton, but the 
gentlemen who compose whet ia 
known as the Treasury Board of 
the government of that country and 
who are possessed of the notion com­
mon to almoet every official of the 
United States, that acts of the Domin­
ion Parliament, acts of the provincial 
legislatures, Dominion and provincial 
Orders in council and even municipal 
by-laws are all “Canadian laws,” failed 
to distinguish between a provincial 
export duty enactment and в Domin­
ion statute, with the result that oor 
Dominion Pulp Company’s export of 
its product to peinte in the United 
States was improperly taxed some 
thirty-six cent» a ton custom» duty for 
every ton it »nt into that country. 
Now, when the general appraisers have 
learned that New Brunswick does not 
levy an export doty on pulp logs—and 
they might learn by a little enquiry 
that it has no power to do so—they 
have determined, thinks to the Mira- 
michi Dominion Palp concern’s putting 
up ж fight against an ignorantly exacted 
imposition on their exports to the 
States, to pay back the money they 
wrongfully collected.

The latest ad views of Rtron Hayaehi, ths 
Japanese mioieter te Great Britain, lead him 
to bebeva that the Japanese troopi may new 
wait possibly two or three months before 
undertaking aggressive operations in 
Manchuria. Н» says:
