GOMMUKISM FOR LONDON.

Labor Parly Proposals Arouse Great Oppo­
sition—Hoi Municipal Campaign.

VATICAN CONFIDENT OF 
LOYALTY OF FRENCH BISHOPSLONDON, Jan. 12,—The Independent 

Labor party issued its manifesto in 
the pending London County Council 
campaign this week. It purposes, in 
effect, to convert the capital of tho 
British Empire into a fully developed 
commune. It would ha\-c London gov­
erned by one central authority which 
will be empowered to undertake any 
enterprise which the people may de­
sire.

This frank avowal of communism 
serves further to arouse the London 
public and the campaign promises to 
be the hottest in tho history of the 
meti'opolis. The revolt against muni­
cipal extravagance in the management 
of industrial enterprises, which was 
first manifested In the November bor­
ough elections, Is spreading vapidly, 
and it promises to culminate in the 
overthrow of the present system at the 
election on March 2.

ROME, Jan. 15.—Vatican authorities 
are fully confident that the meeting 
today of the French Episcopate will 
result in further proof of the loyalty 
of the French Bishops to the Holy See, 
and that the Bishops will express un-

179 prisoners were allowed their 
liberty on parole, 30 received free par­
dons, seven*died, and two escaped, one 
of whom was recaptured.

With Mr. Archibald’s supervision of 
those who have been granted parole, 
and Lt.-Col. Pugmire, of the Salvation 
Army, ready to assist, says the report, 
there is no reason why any 
leaving the prison should find it neces­
sary to resume a career of crime. A 
secondary, but none the less important, 
result of the parole system 
cuniary saving to the tax payer. There 
are now 400 men, who would otherwise 
be dependent on the state, who are 

self-supporting producers.
Of the 1,439 prisoners, 197 are describ­

ed as total abstainers, 697 as temper­
ate, and 545 as intemperate.

Vincent de Paul they comprise twenty 
per cent, of the Inmates. This is partly 
explained by the fact that there is no 
provincial prison in Quebec.

Although the statement made by 
Alderman Bullock at yesterday’s meet­
ing can scarcely be regarded as an offic­
ial report, yet his announcement con­
veys an indication of the conclusion 
arrived at by the sub-committee on na­
tionalization. Briefly this committee 
says to the federal government “Here 
are magnificent harbor works, offered 
to you at less than cost. We find that 
our business is growing too rapidly for 
our limited capital and we need a 
partner. Will you come Jn ?"

The city offers all the present wharves 
and that one now under construction 
at the actual cost as represented by 
bonds already paid and those to be re­
deemed. In addition, as lagniappe, 
there is thrown Into the scales ample 
area for future extension, Including the 
Carleton and Courtenay Bay flats. The 
city makes no charge for the thousands 
of dollars spent in paying the propor­
tion of salaries for permanent officials 
which should be estimated on the time 
spent in supervising the work of con­
struction; asks no return for the plan­
ning and deliberating on the part of 
aldermen In past years; and Is quite 
willing to give free of all cost the 
goodwill of the port, gained only after 
years of hard struggle and determined 
effort.

This is truly a bargain sale time at 
St. John, the distinctive feature being 
that the opportunity is offered to only 
one prospective customer. It is a pro­
position which should be eagerly snap­
ped up. The federal government, how­
ever, will be Inclined to the belief that 
as good a bargain can be secured at 
any time, and may not exhibit undue 
activity in closing the deal. The gov­
ernment has declared in favor of na­
tionalization; SL John is the earliest 

j on hand with the goods; and if the ftd- 
j eral policy has been sufficiently deter­
mined there is no reason why this city 

I should not be the first seller. It would 
■ be very unwise to attempt tp force the 
sale, and there la no need for other 
than a straightforward and persistent 
policy. We have reached the end of 
our tether In the way of building 
wharves; the ever growing business of 
the port will continue to demand even 
greater extension; and thus whatever 
will be done in the future must be done 
by the government. Our burden is as 
heavy as we can bear; we have done 
more than could reasonably be expect­
ed from any city of our size; and the 
time is at hand when federal help is 
needed. Hence the offer as outlined by 
Aid. Bullock, which no doubt embodies 
the views of the sub-committee, which 
in all probability will be endorsed by 
the council, and which Is In every re­
spect a generous one. Is being made to 
the federal government.

The measure provides for the grant­
ing. of licenses and for their reduction.

A board of three members is em­
powered to reduce licenses as far as 
the compensation fund permits, but is 
not empowered to reduce licenses be­
low the statutory number.

The measure also provides for the 
regulation of clubs, and prohibits the 
employment of barmaids under the age 
of twenty-one, present employes ex­
cepted.
