Col, Picquard Describes the: Secret Dossier
as the Main-Spring of the Condemnation
of Dreyfus—A Mad Man Claims to
Have Been the Assailant
of M. Labori.

RENNES, Aug. 17.—Today's session
of the court opened with  brighter

prospects for the prisoner, as M. De-
mange, counsel for the defence, evi-

Then came a witness who proved to
be a splendid reinforcement for Drey-
fus. It was M. Bertullus, the examin-
irg magistrate who received the late
Col. Henry's confession of forgery. In
almost inaudible tones, owing to
hoarseness, ‘M. Bertullus gave his
testimony, which ‘was _a  veritable
speecn for the defence. Coming from
2 man of the high legal reputation of
M. Bertullus, this evidence raised the
thopes  of the Dreyfusards immensely,
as it apparently made a deep impres-
sion on the members of the court.

M. Bertullus rvecapituiated the evi-
dence he had given before the court
of Cassation; his  investigation into
Paty de Clam’s connection with ‘“The
Speranza’” and “Blanche” telegrams, |
and the favorable impression he: had |
acquired of Col. Picquart's ~ honesty
‘during the court of the enquiry.

‘Witness repeated the story of. Col.
Picquart’s dismissal from the army,
and Picquart’s denunciation of Ester-
hazy and Paty de Clam, and dwelt ex-
fhuastively on his laborious inquiry
into the charges against Esterhazy,
deseribing the papers found at the re-
‘sidence of Mme. Pays, where HEster-
hazy sought refuge. ;

{ M. Bertullus then related the mnot-
able interview bétween himself ' and |
Ljeut. Co. Henry, July 18, 1898, short- |
1y before he committed suicide. This,
naturally, was .. painful recital for
Madame Henry, the widow, who was
much distressed and wept silently as
the dramatic scene when Bertullus
and Henry proceeded to seal up the
meized papers was depicted. The ma-
gistrate repeated the whole story with
emphasis, and it had o wreat effect
upon the audience.

After recapitulating his other evi-
dence before the court of Cassation,
M. Bertullus energzetically affirmed his
pelief in the innocence of Dreyfus. He
declared the Bordereau was in three
pieces and not in little bits. He also
said it did nbt reach the war office
by the ordinary channel.

M. Bertullis also sa'd his belief in
the innocence of  Dreyfus was also
based on documents in the secret dos-
sier which he had seen. Bur, what,
above all, commended itself to the
witness, was the entire absence of a
motive which could have tempted
Dreyfus to commit such a crime.
“Without motive,” emphatically ' de-
clared the experienced magistrate,
“there was no crime.” [}

The earnestness with which M. Ber-. |
tullus insisted upon the innocence of |
che accused created a profound im-
pression upon his hearers.

“You have been told,” he said,. “tha.t
Dreyfus is guilty. For myself, ¥
lieve, and believe prctoundly in his
innocenece. X,

The colonel next outlined his con-
nection with Dreyfus at the military
college, and afterwards at the ministry
of war, where, owing . to anti-semite
prejudices of the general staff, he first
appointed Dreyfus to a department
where nrobationers had no 'direct cog-
nizance of the secret documents..  He
then describ2d the consternation in the
war office when the treason was dis-
coyvered and the relief experienced
when it was thought the guilty person
had been discovered. It was rhen, the
witness discovered, the similarity be-
iween the handwriting of Dreyfus and
that of the Bordereau and he had re-
course to Du Paty De Clam, “who was
‘Supposed to have grapho!ogina\ knowl-
edge.” (Laughter).

Then the witness described wha.t he
characterzied as ‘‘the irregular steps”
taken by Gen. Mercier to accomplish
the arrest of Dreyfus.

Referring to the dictation test, the
witness earn2stly and emphatically af-
firmed that he saw no signs of pertur-
bation in the handwriting of Dreyfus
on that occasion and, moreover, short-
ly afterwards Du Paty De Clam ad-
mitted he had not found a. fresh charge
against Dreyfus.

“Beyond the Bordereau,” added the
witness, ‘‘there was nothing against
Dreyfus—absolutely nothing.”

His impression during the investiga-
tion was that the accused man’s ac-
auittal was probable, as the evidence
was insufficient. Witness believed he
had been fold the minister of war that
the condemnation of the acrussd could
not be secured unless the court martial
had been: shown the secret documents
which it had been agreed to submit to
the court. =

The colonel next declared that in 1894

he did not know the contents of the

secret. dossier. But he believed, like
all other officers, .that it contained
frightful proofs against the prisoner.
But when he became acquainted with
its contents he found that his “earlier
impressions’”’ were entirely ~wrong.
(Prolonged seasation).

Picquanrt than recalled the vehement
vrotests of innocence which the pris-
oner had not ceased to recall during
all phases of the degradation. The
witness: declared he was quite ignor-
ant-.of the confiession Dreyfus was al-
jeged to have made to Captain Lebrun-
Renault.

Continuing, Col. Picquart defended
himself against the charge that he had
always directad his efforts towards the
rehabilitation of Dreyfus. He said he
had only dirséted the investigations

.made to that end when he becamef{

aware that the writings of Esterhazy
and the Bordereau were identical, and
that cons2quently the charges against
Dreyfus no longer existed.

During ‘the course of his deposition
Col. Picquart asked to be confronted
with Major Du Paty De Clam and to
be permitted “to deal with some of his
peculiarities,”” when Du Paty De Clam
is in the witness box. Next‘the colonel
examined the Bordereau and declared
Dreyfus could not have disclosed part
of it.

Regarding the Madagascar note, the
witness disputed its value and said
he did not believe it was a: confiden-
He added that if Dreyfus,
in his capacity of a.probationer, had
asked the witness for the note . he
would huve handed it to him imme-
diately.

PRESIDENT'S REPORT.

President Emmerson presented his
annual report, as follows:

How différent realization is from an-
ticipation. Last year at Amherst when
you did me the honor of selecting me
as your president ‘I ‘accepted the ofiice
with the full determination ‘to do &s
much, ' at least; as my .predecessors
had 'done, but, ‘alas,” how 'differensthas
the resuit been. T found: the tredsury:
so depleted that' no’' means were at
hand to pursue the work and I may
say that today the same condition ex-
ists. ‘The reports of the officers will
give you an idea of what has been ac-
complished during the past year.

I would suggest that our constitution
be amended to provide that only those
who have served at least one year om
the executive committee of this union
should be eligible for the office of pre-
sident. Also, that the ‘junior depart-
ment president should be a member of
the executive committee. I wish to ac-
knowledge my indebtedness  to our
esteemed and efficient secretary, Rev.
G. A. Lawson. I trust the meeting
here will not be in vain, and it will be
unless we have the presence of the
Measter. Our earnest prayer is that we
may be zrea.tly blessed in this gather-
ing. "’

SECRE'I‘ARY S REP()RT.

Rev. G. A. Lawson, secretary, pras-
ented his report as follows:

During the vear many attempts have
been made to obtain information a3 to
the ‘condition of the various local so-
cieties, ‘but as will be seen by the
statistical report <comparatively few
have responded to the appeals. Be-
cause of this your secretary is hot in
a position to furmish the convention
with as complete a report as he would
desire.

Last year 96 societies reported. Our
membership then was 5,803, exclusive
of 51 soeieties unreported. Allowing
an average of 60 members to each »o-
ciety our tetal membership last year
was about 8,863. This year only 67 re~
ports have come to hand. One society
has been organized and 3 reorganized
within the ysar. Total membership re-
ported 3,888. Societies unreported, 78.
Total membership this year about 8,-
490; 26 societies have forwarded their
per capita tax, comtributing in all
$48.73, or am avsrage of 19 cents cach.
Last y2ar 36 societiés contributed $68.74
or an average of 20 cents each.

In 21 societies the Christian culture
causes have been pursued, the number
of students being 611, or 461 less than
the .~previous year. Eleven junior
unions with a membsarship of 571 have
been reported. Two junior societies
have been organizzd during the year,
The ‘total junior membership is about
1071,

ACCIDENTAL DEATH

Of Arthur P, Brass While Boating on ’
the Kennebeccasis.

Was the Only Son Living at Home—The
Body Recovered in Ten Feet
of Water.

To the painful list of deaths by
drowning already recorded this season
a.novt,her _was., added Stfnday

terday morning about tén o'clock he

went . with John Downey, who lives
near-by, for a short pull in a. small
outrigged shell or skiff, belonging to the
latter, ; They rowed along the shore of
' the Kennebeccasis to a cove known as
Hunter’s Beach, about half a mile
from the entrance of Drury’s cove.
The ‘water was perfectly still, but the.
two young men were apparently not
accustomed -to handling such an un-
steady craft. Mr. Downey says that
Arthur “ea.ug‘ht a ecrab,” and before he
got' control of his oar again the frail
boat capsgized.. He climbed on the bot- .
tom. from one sidesand:helped Arthur
Brass to get up from the other. Dow-
ney got astride the boat, and as they
were within a few feet of the shore they
tried to paddle in with their hands.
He. .waa sitting with his back to his
compa.nion. Presently he heard a
splash, and turning, he saw thit Ar-
thur Wwas 'gone.r He never rose,
and Downey, who could swim very lit-
e, .if ‘at alj, was not able to do any-
thlng for him. He got the boat to land
as quickly as he could and’ then ran
along the '‘shore in the direction of
Drury’'s cove. The yacht Gladys was
tarning the first poln-t and Downey
hailing her told what had happened.
_She took him on board and ‘at once put
into Drury’s cove and gave the alarm,
Within an hour; every boat and nearly
every. man in the summer colony was ;s
at Hunter’s beach with such grappling
apparatus as could be improvised.
Two or three who could dive made what
search they could in that way. Word
was sent to the city, but an hour's
search through the town failed to
cover any proper. grappling outfit. .

Arthur Brass was
the only son living at home and was
a constant and loving companion of his
mother and sisters. Deep sympathy is
felt for the afilicted family in thelr

Coroner: Roberts, who was out ea.rly
in the afternoon, was again sent for
after the body was found. On his ar-
rival he viewed the remains and gave
it as his opinion that Mr. Brass died
from heart failure, brought on by over-
exertion, he having suffersd previously
from this trouble.
