Literally, “ your bread shall be given you,
your water shall be sure.” You shall
have no anxious thought concerning
waat you shall est, and what you shall
drink. But, mark you, if you should
know the trials of poverty, amd should
be greatly tried, and brought very low
in temporal things, yet the Lord's pre.
sence and sensible consolations shall so
sustain you that spiritually and inwardly
you shall know neither bunger nor thirst.
Muriy saints have found riches in poverty,
ease in labor, rest in pain, and delight in
sffliction.
minds to our circumstances, that the bit-
ter is sweet, and the burden is light.

Paul speaks of the saints “as sorrowful, |

yet always rejoicing.” Note well that
the sorrow has an “as ” connected with
it; but the rejoicing is a fact. “ They
whall not bunger nor thirst.” If you live
in God, you shall have no ungratified de
sire.  “ Delight thyself also in the Lord,
and’ e shall give thee the desires of
thine heart.” ‘There may be wany things
that you would like to have, and you
may never have them ; but then you will

prefer to.bs without them, saying,
‘ Nevertheless, not as [ will, but as thou
wilt It Christ be with you, you will be

80 happy in Him that wanton, wonder
ing wishes will be like the birds whioh
wmay fly over your head, and dare not
make their neésts in your hair. You will
be withoutis peevish craving, or & pining
ambition, or & carking care. “ Oh,” says
& believer, “1 wish I could reach that
state.” You may reach it: you are.on
the way to it. Osly love Christ more,
and be like Him, and you shall be satis-
fied with favor, and sing, “ Allmy springs
are in Thee " ; “ My soul, wait thou only
upon God ; for my expectation is from
Him."”

I do not mean that the saints find a
full content in this world's goods, but
that they find such eontent in God, that
with them or without them they live in
wealth. A man's life consisteth not in
the abundance of that which he possess
eth ; and many a man who has had next
to nothing that could be seen with eyes
or handled with hands, bas been a very
milliogaire for true wealth in sessing
the kingdom of the Most High.

SBuppose you should become
popular because of your usefulness ; you
will not be puffed up if Cbrist Jesus is
your continual leader and shepherd, If
you live near to Him, you.will be lowly.
If your days are spent.in sunlight, and
you go from joy to joy, yet still no sun-
stroke shall smite you. If still you dwell
in God, and your heart is full of Christ,
and you m{«i as a sheep by Him, no
measure of heat shall'overpower you. It

“is & mistake to think that our safety or

our danger is according to our circum-
stances ; our safety or our danger is ac-
cording to our nearness to God, or our
distance from Him. A man who is near
to God can stand on the pinnacle of the
temple, and the devil may tempt him to
throw himself down, and he will be firm
as the temple itself. A man that is
without God may be in the safest part of
the road, and traverse a level way, and
yet he will stumble. It is not the road,
but the Lord that keepeth the pilgrim's
foot. O heir of heaven, commit thou thy
way unto God, and make Him thine ail
in all, and rise above the creature into
the Creator, and then shalt thou hunger
no more, neither thirst any more,
neither shall the heat nor the sun smite
thee. - .

In the above we have given Bro, Creed

‘It is common-
ly thought sufficient to give liberty to
criticise editorial utterances; we are al-
lowing Bro. Creed to oriticise both our
statements and our remarks on-his criti-
cisme. We do this to make it clear that
the post-millenaial position does not fear
pre-millennial attack, as some seem.to
think. Let it be understood, however,
that our course in this case is not to be
taken as a precedent upon which to base
a claim to similar privileges other cases.

Neither
does the quotation .from Dean Trench
help us much. Would not our “faith and
practice” be founded equally upon error
whether it be on the certainty oron the
possibility of His coming in any geners-
tion but one, when both the ocertainty
and the pouibi)ity were alike impos-
sible?

When i} is remamberod that our Intd
is said to tome in various other ways
than in His final visible appearance (see
John 14: 3,18; Rev. 3: 3; Matt. 16: 28),
ete., this first Argument nead not trouble
us.

2. We can better appreciate this argu-
meht when we know the facts. The ex-
pression “ the resurrection from among”
—* out from,” or “out of” more acour-
stely—the dead, does occur over 40
times ; but not of the general resurrec-
tion of the righteolis, as our brother's re-
mark implies. Over 30 times it refers to
our Lord's resurrection, three, times it is
of John the Baptist's sup] resurrec-
tion, three times it is of that of Lazarus,
and four times it is of th iritual resur-
rection at regenerstion” | These can
sérve no purpose to support the theory
of two resurrections separated by centur-
There are but two undoulited cases
where this expression refers to a future
resurrection of the righteous. These in
connection with the references to the
resurrection as for those found worthy;
do not by sny means override the plain
statements of Beripture thet there is a
single resurreotion of good and bad. If
the righteous dead rise first, and the un-
righteous immediately after, ss many
reverent scholars believe the Sorptures
teach, all the demands of these pas
sages will be - met, withotit referring
w0 mr possible explanations,

The countention that the Scriptures
nepresent the world as growing worse
and worse until our Lord comey, leaving
10 place for the millennium until after
that grand event, seems to us to be
tounded upon twd errors. The
ever grow worse as the power
grows stronger. But this does notprove
that the kingdom of Christ is not pro-
gressing. There are many passages of
Scripture which assert the ‘congraty.

According to the statement of Presi-
dent Sawyer in the MessexGer anp Visi-
rox of thé 12th inst., there are 42 licen-
tiates of our churches studying “,30"’
ville and St. Martins. From persbnal
acquaintance with most of them I am
able to testify that they are worthy and.
devoted young men.
that nearly all of them are dependent
upon what they can earn as they go
along, and what they may receive from
the Ministerial Education Board. I am
very sorry, therefore, to see that
thé 'whole amount contributed to that
fund for the year ending Aug, 1, ¥889,
was only $501.U8, upwards of $100 less
than last year.

This fund is supposed to rdoeive 5 per
cent. of the convention fund. As & mat
ter of fact it received only a little over
3 per cent. last year. The report of the
treasurer of the convention fund shows

~—that some of our large churches gave

hing to this fund, and others very
little.

Last year the Board gave those assist
od $25 apiece. This year it will not be
able.té give more than $10 or §15,

The Home Mission Board is doing all
it can to assist these young men by giv
ing them employment in mission work
during the summer vaestion, but as the
number ingresses it becomes diffioult to
find employment for all, especially for
those just atarting in the®work. But the
amount earned during the summer is
not sufficient to put them through the
year, hence the need of the Education
Board being put in a position to render
substantial assistance.

I suppose that if all the contributors
to the Convention Fund had before them
the neede and-struggles of our young
men preparing forthe ministry, even so
far as they are known to me, they would
not wish to withhold the proportion -as-
signed them in the Convention Plan. 1
cannot place these facts before you, but
assure you that our ministerial students
need the five percent.of the Conven.
tion Fund and much more.

But-some may noticé that the report
of the Ministerial Education Board shows
a balance on hand. That is easily ac
counted for. The last division of the

funds takes place just before the closing®

of the schooly in June. The balance on
hand is what comes in between that and
the close of the accounts, about the 10th
of August,

We hope the contributions for this
fund during the present Convention
year will amount to at least $1,600.

Make War on the Crow,

Many persons have been in the habit
of contend: that the orow does mudh
wore good harm, and therefore
ought tobe spared. The Amor.onn Agri
cultural Department, however, after a
careful investigation as to u..« food of
crows, presents & report thit seems to
dnpmu this assertion.

Itis not disputed that they destroy
injurious insects, that they are enemies
ol mice and other rodents, and that they
are ocoasionally valuable as scavengers ;
but these services are slight in com pari
son with the mischisf for which they are
vesponsible.” The injury done by them
to Indian corn, wheat, rye, oats and
other cereals is enormous.’ According
to one obs>rver, the crow eats corn
“from tén minutes after planting until
the blades are three inches high,” and
more than a score of other observers tes-
tify that be not only pulls up the young
plants, but digs up the newly sown seed.
His depredations extend to potatoes,
sweet potatoesy beans, peanuts, cherries,
strawberries, beiries and blackber.
ries, and he widely distributes. certain
poisonous plants, the seeds of which are
improved rather than impaired by pas-
sage through his digestive organs. As if
all this were not enough, it is shown that
the crow eats benelicial insects, and thgt
he makes himself a most formidable
nuisance by destroying the eggs and
young, both of domesticated fowls and
wild birds.
