In Australia and New Zealand the railways are 
owned and run by the Governments. They are subject 
to the disadvantages of sparsely Inhabited and widely 
extended territory, and they have had to contend with 
the disabilities of party government. In ull the states. 
Their record Is under these circumstances a proud one 
and instructive us well. -It shows that party govern­
ments can rise superior to the degrading and wasteful 
influences that seek to dominate, and can make a de­
cided euccesii of state owned and operated railways.

The following table shows the record for three 
years ending 1908:—

The eloquent preacher advanced 
about, ten arguments which he consid­
ered In favor of union.

His second argument. drawn 
from the analogy of the human body 
eomposed of different members with 
varying functions, has certainly no 
bearing on organic union, but rather 
favors the preserving of the Identity 
of tin* various denominations—and 
leads to federation which Is ndvocated 
try those he seeks to convert.

His argument drawn from the an­
alogy of the different régiments of 
an army Is of simitar Import, being 
also nn argument in favor of federa­
tion under the leadership of Jesus our 
great Captain, not the leadership 
of a Protestant pop.' in the person­
nel of the Settlement Committee, as 
the unionists desire.

He then proceeded to elaborate an 
argument which savors of medieval 
Intolerance. He pictured n town of 
300 or 400 inhabitants made up of 
Methodists, Presbyterians, congrega- 
tlonallsts, etc. They ’demand their 

special brand of religion." At 
present there Is no wiy to obviate 
this difficulty. He seized upon a re­
medy.

"If the denominations ai large were 
united In one great church then there 
is no difficulty in supplylug the small

What does this mean? It would 
tainly seem there was the underlying 
Idea of coerclon.If the church at large 
united then we would compel the 
small charges In a small town to 
unite. I am afraid he didn't make 
much allownnci* for "human nature."

Cnloti of small rongr gâtions In 
the same town would not necessarily 
b®< brought about if iheve were only 
one denomination. If the Presbytery 
of St. John was unable to unite two 
small congregations In the city, do you 
think congregations of various de­
nominations would be more likely to 
unite?

As for the "unseemly rivalry" (?) 
In country places, surely this ran 
easily by avoided by a system of co­
operation and thi' appointment of 
broad-minded men to administer the 
missions of the various churches. 
Those who are such zealous advo­
cates of organic union fall to r nllz.e 
that just as the pioneers of thi* Do­
minion establish d their church here 
so will those who are coming from 
the mother land today raise th°< blue 
banner of Presbyterianism, and will, 
If necessary. Import ministers to look 
aft r th' spiritual necessities.

The total cost of construction and equipment provid­
ed by capital was In 1908, £139,510.903, so that we have 
the, to us. astonishing result that in Australia the Gov­
ernment railways pay all working expenses, all Interest 
on cost, and return to the Commonwealth Governments 
a handsome profit each year.

Nk‘W South Wales has the largest extension of 
railway lines, being 3,472 miles In 1908. Its net profit 
over and above all charges. Including Interest on cost, 
was In 1908 £579.931 or over $2,700,000. South Aus 
tralla came next with profits of about $1,100.000; Victoria 
In 1908 showed a net loss of over $200.000 In working 
its 3,396 tulles of railway. Since then, under Mr. 
Tail’s management It has produced a surplus profit of 
substantial proportions. When we recollect that the 
population of Australia is only 4.200,000, and that it 
has a widely extended territory, the fact of profitable 
working Is emphasized.

New Zealand has a population of 1,000.000. Its 
length of lines In 1909 was 2,674 miles, the gross re­
ceipts therefrom £3,929,626, the total working expenses 
£2,114,816, and the net earnings £814,711. The capi­
tal cost of its railways up to 1909 was £27,762.692. So 
that the New Zealand Government ran Its 2,674 miles 
of railway, paid all e? enses, and returned 3 per cent, 
un the cost of construction and «’qulpment.

The contrast with Canada is marked. The Inter 
colonial has advantages in many respects. But It Is 
chronically afflicted with deficits, although It uses up 
millions of capital each year ami pays nothing on tho 
cost of Its capital, construction and equipment. Why 
the contrast? The answer is simple—lack of business 
management, and the disorganization and waste which 
follow the patronage system. How long will the peo­
ple of Canada continue tlielr insane worship of this 
miserable and costly fetich?

There 
Is a foiling among some of the mem­
bers that the municipal authorities 
are not always as particular In re­
gard lo the enforcement of the Scott 
Act as the society would llk-et, and it 
is possible an effort may be made to 
remove the Inspectors from the sphere 
of mtinlclpa

It was stated last evening that the 
Market Committee would resign as 
a result of the action of the Common 
Council In reinstating Mr. Dunham as 
clerk of the Market. Members of the 
committee seen last evening ,wjerei 
very independent over the action of 
the çouncll. They said thqt the coun­
cil should have given them an oppor­
tunity to thoroughly straighten out 
the affairs of the market before rein­
stating Mr. Dunham, who being re 
appointed directly by the council, they 
feel will not be strictly amenable to 
their orders.

The Market Committee hud not 
dealt with the question of recommend­
ing the reinstatement of Mr. Dunham, 
but it is understood that they were 
not very favorable to his reinstate-

Ald. White told the Council yester­
day that they had discovered that Mr. 
Dunham had done things which de­
prived him of his independence as an 
official, and that he did not appear 
to be the best man for the position. 
The members of the Market Commit­
tee are the Mayor, Aid. White, Jones, 
and Wtgmore. Aid. Wlgmore is out 
of the city.

The committee asked for more 
power to deal with market affairs 
generally, and had under considera­
tion a plan to remodel a portion of 
the market building, and endeavor to 
get revenues from it commensurate 
with its size and location. They feel 
that the action of the council is 
equivalent to a vote of lack of con­
fidence.

The committee has made consid­
erable improvements about the mar 
ket, and though the citizens feel that 
Mr. Dunham was used as a scapegoat, 
there is likely to be some dissatisfac­
tion if the committee resigns, as they 
probably will do as soon as Alderman 
Wigmore, who was charged by Aid. 
Potts with trying to secure Director 
Wisely’s position, returns home. One 
of the members wanted to tender his 
resignation last evening, but was per­
suaded to delay action.
