New York, Oct. IB.—The ritual mur­
der trial at Kiev, Russia, was con­
demned In a resolution adopted today 
by the House of Deputies, the joint 
clerical and lay body of the Protests 
ant Episcopal Church, at the triennial 
general convention. The Episcopal 
pal Ians also took steps to amend their 
prayer book by eliminating the pass­
age in the Good Friday collect where 
Jews are classed with “infidels, Turk» 
and heretics."

In presenting the resolution regard­
ing the Kiev trial, the Rev. Dr. Wm 
T. Manning, rector of Trinity churcli 
New York, said:

“Jews in this city are deeply moved 
by this matter. Jewish brethren have 
asked me to bring before this 
vention a protest, voicing the senti­
ments contained in a petition signed 
in England by the Archbishop of 
Canterbury and by many bishops, 
clergy and laymen of the church.”

The resolution said:
"We call upon the archbishops, 

bishops and other members of ths 
Holy Orthodox Eastern Church of 
Russia to make formal pronouncement 
that charges of so-called ritual murd­
ers’ are without foundation or justifi­
cation in the teachings and practice 
of the religion of Israel.

“We remind them that in the early 
days of Christianity similar chargea 
were made by Ignorance and su 
stitlon against our own most 
religion.”

Thfe committee on prayer book ot 
the house of deputies reported favor- 

ition to amend the 
e Good Friday serv­

ice by omitting the words, "al 
infidels, Turks and heretics" 
the general prayer for humanity. Con­
sideration of the committee’s report 
was postponed, however, to permit 
discussion regarding a further amend­
ment which proposed that thh 
be offered for "the ancient Jews and 
ail atheists.”

Kiev, Russia, Oct. 16.—The examina­

tion of witnesses was continued to­
day in the trial of Mendel Beiliss, ac­
cused of having committed a "ritual 
murder.” Detective Pollstchuk, who 
was prominent in the early Investiga­
tion of the murder of the boy Andrew 
Yushinsky, in testifying this after­
noon, virtually charged Krassovsky, 
the former head of the Kiev detective 
service, with poisoning Eugene Tche- 
berlak ànd hls little sister Valentine, 
who, it was alleged, had seen Beiliss 
dragging off Yushinsky. He said he 
believed that both died from eating 
cakes that had been given to them 
by Krassovsky.

Krassovasky. as inspector of police, 
was engaged in the case, and in a re­
port drawn up months ago, gave it as 
hls opinion that the killing had been 
done by a band of criminals, the head 
of whom was Vera Tcheberiak, moth­
er of the two children, Eugene and 
Valentine.

Part of Polisctchuk’s testimony was 
directed agaist a previous witness 
named Shneerson. with the apparent 
object of impdicating Shneerson in 
the murder. HI* evidence was deliv­
ered in a vôtee so low that it could 
scarcely be heard.

Ottawa, Oct. 15.—The central gold 
reserve established by the govern­
ment at Montreal under the privlslons 
of the Bank Act of the last session, 
has entered upon its work, and, ac­
cording to advices received here, Is 
fulfilling the object for which It was 
created, namely, to increase the note 
circulation. Deposits of about four 
million dollars are reported. For 
every dollar deposited in gold in this 
reserve the banks making the deposit 
may issue an equivalent in note cir­
culation. This Is in addition to the 
ordinary powers and those exercised 
under the provisions governing emer 
gency clrclatlon. The institution Is 
designed as a factor In increasing the 
circulation at periods, such as those 
of the crop movement, when It is 
mopt needed, the gold reserves Is di­
rected by a board of trustees upon 
which the government is represented 
by the Royal Trust Company. The 
star trustees are the Montreal, Royal, 
Sind Commerce Banks.

International Wireles Committee, at a

A dramatic tale of lost treasure is 
crunected with the wreck of the ship 
Primrose, which went down in the 
Bay of Islands, Newfoundland, on this 
date in the year 1759. According to the 
atory, the Primrose was fairly loaded 
with a vast store of gold, precious jew­
els and other treasure, which had 
been accumulated by M. Dupliex, the 
Governor of Mauritulus, during a long 
career as a privateer, preying upon 
English commerce. Having ecquired 
vast riches, by methods little short of 
piratical, M. Dupliex decided to re­
sign his post, and devote the remain­
der of his life to spending his money. 
He feared to send his fortune direct­
ly to France, where it might be seiz­
ed and turned into the treasury of his 
king, so he placed it on board the 
Primrose and despatched that vessel 
to Quebec. It was hip purpose to go 
to France and give an account of his 
stewardship, and then proceed to Can 
ada, where he could claim his fortune 
and, after a time, return to Paris, 
posing as one who had accumulated 
wealth by honest endeavor. In the 
course of time the Primrose sailed Into 
Gaspe Bay, where her commander was 
Informed that Quebec had been taken 
by the English a month before. The 
Primrose then sailed for Newfound­
land but when nearing the coast a 
terrible storm came up and the ship 
whs driven on the reefs of the Bay of 
Islands. Thus was the avaricious Du­
pliex deprived of the spoils of years of 
piracy.

Is there a tendency in the direction 
of carelessness, or, possibly, dishon­
esty, on the part of a proportion of 
St. John retail merchants, and espe 
«tally grocers and meat and fish deal­
ers? The Standard received complaints 
of this nature from several sources 
and, recently, instituted a quiet en­
quiry. In one case meats and fish 
purchased from different stores were 
weighed after being taken from the 
stores and found to be from eight to 
eleven ounces short of the weight paid 
for. When an explanation was asked 
the dealers declared the weight had 
been hastily computed and the over­
charge was an error. The money paid 
Sn excess of the correct eum was re­
funded. These two cases are not iso­
lated, but are quoted merely as illus­
trative of a number that came to the 
notice of The Standard.

Some weeks ago this newspaper ad 
vised its readers to patronize local 
dealers a» far as possible, instead of 
Bending hundreds of thousands of dol­
lars out of the province to the Upper 
Canadian mail order houses. Follow­
ing the publication of the articles we 
received many letters alike approving 
and condemning the position we took. 
In the majority of the condemnatory 
letters the ground was taken that the 
writers were unable to secure as good 
value for their money in the St John 
■tores as in the mail order houses, 
and that while they agreed in the doc­
trine “buy your goods at home," they 
w ere forced by reasons of economy to 
purchase in Toronto or Montreal. One 
writer, a lady, went a step further, 
fche claimed to have purchased goods 
in a St. John store and her purchases 
were not delivered to her. Applica­
tion at the store brought no satisfac­
tion, sc she turned her trade else­
where.

The Standard believes in the princi­
ple of supporting home industry as 
far as possible. Local 
should get the local trade, but these 
merchants in turn owe a duty to their 
patrons. At the present cost of living 
the men or women who make pur­
chases are entitled to everything they

MEXICAN METHODS. “Vitite"The latest news from Mexico shows 

that the millenium of democracy has 
not yet arrived, nor is there any tang­
ible sign of Its arrival, despite the 
convulsions and change in that coun­
try during the last few years. The 
methods adopted are almost unbeliev­
able to one accustomed to just and 
orderly procedure.

A short time ago, says the Ottawa 
Citizen, Senator Dominguez made a 
speech in which he severely criticised 
President Huerta, and declared that 
under his regime no real advancement 
had been made. Shortly afterwards 
the intrepid Senator "disappeared” 
frim view. Naturally, his contempor­
aries desired to know the reason for 
his disappearance, recalling the fact 
that Madero had also "disappeared” 
in much the same way. The deputies 
presented a resolution of protest and 
inquiry, whereupon the chamber was 
surrounded by troops, and the inquisi­
tive deputies were dragged off to jail.

This action is characteristic of the 
present Mexican administration. Yet 
this same government, using methods 
that are at variance with all Ideas of 
right and democracy, has been formal­
ly recognized by the British govern­
ment. It may well be said to the cre­
dit of President Wilson, of the Unit­
ed States, that he has refused to make 
similar recognition. The contrast of 
action is not a pleasant one.

FIRST THINGS

FIRST PACIFIC RAILWAY.
The first general demand for a Pa- 

vifle railway was voiced In an inter­
state convention held in St. Louis six­
ty-four years ago today, when the pro­
ject of a national railroad across the 
continent was unanimously endorsed. 
The scheme was suggested three years 
earlier bv Asa Whitney, but attracted 
little attention until the gold rush to 
California gave promise of a rapid ac­
cumulation of wealth on the Pacific 
coast. Shortly after the St. Louis 
convention, Senator Thomas H. Ben­
ton introduced a bill into the United 
States Congress providing for prelim­
inary steps in such an undertaking. In 
1850 ground was broken tor the Paci­
fic railroad by the mayor of St. Louis, 
but it was not until 1853 that four ex­
peditions were dispatched to survey 
as many proposed routes. These sur­
veys cost $1,000,000, but nothing more 

done until 1862, when Congress,

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! Eighth Annual Conference 
Addresses—President 
egates, Tells of Work t 
the Unions Have Done

Continued From Page One.
Moncton, N. B„ Oct 15—The address 

written by W. D. Llghthall, of Mont 
real, honorary secretary of the Cana­
dian Municipalities, was read by Ald­
erman Osborne, of Fredericton. The 
address dealt with what the Provincial 

V Unions of Municipalities have accom­
plished. It was as follows:

‘In any consideration of this subject 
It should be remembered that the 
Provincial Unions of Municipalities 
do not stand alone but are parts of 
a widespread army,—covering in citi­
zenship more than half of the popula­
tion of the Dominion—in the opera­
tions which their existance is one of 
the chief factors, even if they did do 
work within their immediate spheres ; 
and in which through the Parent 
Union, they are constantly having an 
influence not only on the whole of 
Canada, but also on each other’s prog­
ress. Let me therefore commence by 
outlining the history of that connec­
tion.

The Union of Canadian Municipali­
ties was established In 1901 as a ne­
cessary protective movement. It is dif­
ficult to understand at the present day 
how helpless a municipality then was. 
The charter-shark who infect Parlia­
ment‘and the legislatures,—unscrupu­
lous purilonere of public rights and 
property by means of crooked statutes 
—and their henchmen who dishonor 
the legal profession for gain—regard­
ed all municipalities, even the strong­
est, as easy prey, and treated the 
struggles of the people with hilarious 
contempt. They were well organized, 
while the municipalities were like 
scattered sheep on a hillside, and were 
devoured one by one at pleasure. As 
civic franchises became more and 
more valuable, large fortunes attend­
ed the business of pirating charters, 
and these were among other devices, 
based upon the fradulent obtaining of 
monoplistic powers to charge the pub­
lic high rates for necessary electric, 
and street railway and other services. 
My language may seem strong but I 
always feel that out and out language 
is a deterrent of abuses.

In 1901 the Montreal Light, Heat and 
Power Company obtained a most un­
fair charter, against the protests of 
the public of Montreal and Westmount. 
This was the 
which brought 
the Union. A local union of several 
municipalities in the neighborhood of 
Montreal was first thought of, and dis­
missed as Insufficient A provincial 
union was out of the question in the 
Province of Quebec, for local reasons. 
There, jvgç-an Ontario- Municipal As­
sociation, but it did not even attempt 
to make a stand on such matters, and 
did do little of anything that it was 
practically unknown for any purpose. 
It was totally unknown outside of On­
tario.

The City of Toronto was suffering 
from encroachments of the Bell Tele­
phone Company, which entered all the 
streets at its own sweet pleasure. 
Hence Mayor Oliver Howland, when 
appealed to by me, as then mayor of 
Westmount,. readily joined in the en­
terprise, agreeing that a strong Do­
minion organization was necessary. 
Stiff fights with the monopolies and 
charter sharks at once followed, and 
soon it was found by them that no 
municipality, however weak, could 
Dow be attacked with impunity. Many 
legal enactments were gradually se­
cured, maintaining municipal control 
of streets ^id franchises, and the 
present system of watching legislation 
and protecting municipal righ 
evolved, with the sympathy of all 
honorable legislators and1 the press.

Better Protection.

The Union had, however, many oth­
er matters to study besides protection, 
and of course the needs of large muni­
cipalities differed from those of the 
smaller, while those of some parts of 
Canada differed from those of other 
parts. Moreover distance and ex­
pense prevented the smaller munici­
palities from sending delegate's to the 
conventions of the union. Hence 
arose a natural partial cleavage be­
tween the rural and urban communi­
ties, and between those of the differ­
ent provinces. After trying to meet 
the wants of both the rural and urban 
classes in Joint meetings, to meet the 

the project of rovlncial•situation,
unions as branches of 
union was devised.

The first to be established was the 
Union of Manitoba Municipalities, 
founded by Mayor J. W. Fleming, of 
Brandon, in 1905. The union he found­
ed was successful from the first, and 
has continued a model of its kind. 
At, or soon after its first convention, 
/held at Winnipeg, it had a member­
ship covering half the municipalities 
of the province. Many 
gestions, the product of 
practical municipal men, therefore 
now reached the statute book.

Another Achievement
A third great achievement of the 

Manitoba union was the obtaining, 
largely through the efforts of the Hon. 
orable Colin Campbell, attorney-gen­
eral of the province—the first govern- 
men system of telephones in the Do­
minion of Canada. This also was the 
outcome of a proposal which arose 
In the Parent Union, during the bit­
ter struggles of those years with the 
Bell Telephone Company. It was seer, 
that that company would naturally 
use its virtual monopoly in centres 
of pouulation, where there was mon­
ey In the business, and that the smal­
ler places and the farming popula­
tion would get practically no tele­
phones.| Campbell therefore Journeyed 
ail the way to Montreal to confer with 
me, as secretary of the union, on the 

. institution he was about to bring Into 
being, and: which at our instance the 
Union of Manitoba had vigorously 
pressed. The provincial telephone 
system at once realized the expecta­
tions of its originators, and today the 
isolation of the farmer, the farmer’s 
family, and the small community, is 
banished throughout the western half 
of our country.

The Manitoba Union was quickly
emanated in Alberta, and Saskatchewan

municipalities of the province, and has 
caused them to adopt and speak of 
with pride such special achievements 
as the up-to-date Improvements of the 
city of Moncton, and the commission 
government of St. John—both of which 
are regarded with Interest far beyond 
the limits of New Brunswick.

In Its first year, this union obtained 
an amendment (valuable for the fu­
ture) to the New Brunswick Tele­
phone Company Act; and memoralli­
ed the legislature to go further and 
take over the telephone service. Per­
haps, in view of the success of pro­
vincial government telephone systems 
in the three western provinces this 
progressive policy may yet be carried

This union also lent help to Monc­
ton’s street railway project ; procured 
the Public Utilities Commission; gave 
form and strength to the protection of 
all streets throughout the province 
from corporation encroachments; ad­
vised the government—at Its request 
—on, the Highway Act, the Public 
Health Act, and larger power for mu­
nicipalities, discussed fully land tax 
exemptions and every up-to-date live 
municipal question. I might refer as 
a model to Mr. Reilly’s thoughtful 
papers on "Provincial Industrial De­
velopment," and "Forms, Issues and 
Cancellation of Municipal Bonds," to 
the late Dr. A. W. Macrae’s on "Gov­
ernment Ownership of Telephones, 
and to several others of outstanding 
strength In the records of the union.

Here I may say that the parent 
union keeps complete reports of the 
provincial conventions and will be 
glad to furnish lists of subjects and 
other information to other provincial 
unions desiring them.

In examining the foregoing records 
—cursorily sketched—of the work that 
Is being done by the eight provincial 
unions. It is seen that all are working 
along the same lines because they fill 
a special sphere, that of the province; 
and the importance of that sphere can 
be appreciated In recalling the simple 
fact that ordinary municipal legisla­
tion Is provincial. They opght there 
fore all to keep track of each other’s 
work. In their hands, if they choose 
to vigorously press it, lies the power 
of practically dictating the whole 
state of the municipal law proper. As 
a matter of fact they are largely con­
structing these law systems. If they 
earnestly study the means of munici­
pal Improvement and advance, they 
must be listened to as the natural 
authorities. As a matter of fact they 
are vigorously leading all actual muni­
cipal improvement and advance. If 
they unitedly oppose encroachments 
on public rights and franchises, they 
will be the most formidable foes of 
sudh encroachments. As a matter of 
fact they are so fighting unitedly and 
succeeding too. One of the special 
lines of their advance is the obtaining 
of properly organized expert Depart­
ments of Municipalities in each pro­
vince. Another Is a government tele­
phone system in bach province. You 
have not yet taken up these two sub­
jects, but your activities have produc­
ed from the Legislature of Nova 
Scotia a system of public control and 
facilities for small telephone exchan­
ges which is almost a government own­
ership system. Another natural line 
of advance, and ought perhaps to come 
first, Finance, Statistics, Public 
Health, are all in their rightful line. 
But perhaps the most Important item 
in the rightful programme of action 
for the Provincial Unions Is loyal sup­
port to the whole Union of Canadian 
Municipalities, of which they are parts, 
In their efforts to constantly protect 
them all against their larger foes, and 
to Introduce general improvements, 
and keep going the broad current of 
united life and expert Information. It 
Is the link betwen them all, and the 
representation of them all. We are 
one family.

The whole work of the Union of Cà- 
nadian Municipalities is your work— 
the work of the Indefatigable servants 
of the people who conduct these Inval­
uable provincial Unions. You stand for 
honesty and right, and liberty, for 
complete public order, for better 
health, for decent and beautiful com­
munities, for the welfare "of-the young 
as well as the adult. You are build­
ing Institutions for the future which 
shall make the lives of those to come 
more desirable You may be proud 
of your share In this making of 
tlon, and you will find a real reward 
In public service for itself.

President’s Address.
In his address to the members, Aid. 

W. E. Farrell of Fredericton, the pre­
sident, said:

At this eighth annual convention of 
the Union of New Brunswick Muncipal- 
ities, it gives me much pleasure indeed 
to welcome the delegates fro mthe dif­
ferent cities, towns and counties rtf 
our province. The only regret I have 
is that every town and county as well 
as the cities of the province are not 
represented. Let me solicit the careful 
and earnest attention of those present 
to the subjects brought forward and 
discussed at this meeting. We shall 
then have the satisfaction of an hon­
est endeavor to better and Improve 
our own conditions and, in as much as 
we may do so or try to do so for our­
selves. we shall also be assisting those 
who are absent

Those who followed the subjects 
discussed at former conventions, the 
decisions arrived at and the results 
following cannot help being Impressed 
with the importance of these meetings. 
Since the organization of the Union 
of Canadian Municipalities in 1902, 
and the formation of the provincial 
unions in the different provinces, ci­
vic affairs, municipal government and 
public rights have received an empha­
sis and a place In the public mind 
formerly disregarded, because no per­
son or body, or very few at the most, 
had given these questions personal 
thought and Individual study.

Since then the public at large has 
had Its attention called to these Im­
portant subjects, chiefly through the 
means of public conventions such as 
the one we are now holding and have

“for in those enterprising provinces 
everything Is In process of formation, 
and the best methods and models are 
eagerly welcomed. The founder of 
the Alberta union was the then mayor, 
Mr. J. Emerson, of Calgary. The pro­
vincial government, In consequence of 
Its pressure, Introduced not only a 
municipal department, but a Minis­
ter of Municipal Affairs, whose office 
has been of great help. Furthermore 
on demands by the same union, a 
government telephone system was 
established In Alberta similar to that 
of Manitoba, and which Is even more 
of a blessing to the people there, ow­
ing to the greater isolation of many 
of the settlers and ranchers.

The Union of Saskatchewan Muni­
cipalities was founded by Mayor Peter 
McAra, of Regina, in 1906. In Novem­
ber, 1908, a municipal department 

tabllshed in the province In 
sequence to that of Manitoba, and 
under a Deputy Minister. There is 
now a Minister of Municipal Affairs. 
The Deputy Minister, J. N. Bayne. Is 
a model of what such an official 
should be. Some Idea of the advance­
ment In his province may be had from 
the following passages in his last 
annual report:

"The system of records prepared 
and prescribed by this department,” 
he says, "for each class of municipal­
ity, has brought about a uniformity 
in accounting that has meant much 
for raising higher the condition of 

h secretary-treasurer office. It 
has enabled each municipal clerk to 
become more efficient in his partira- 
làr line, to compare more readily his 
work with others holding a similar 
position, and to render with more 
ease and satisfaction a proper finan­
cial statement to his council, the rate­
payers and all concerned.

Moncton, N. B„ Oct 15—The address 

written by W. D. Llghthall, of Mont 
real, honorary secretary of the Cana­
dian Municipalities, was read by Ald­
erman Osborne, of Fredericton. The 
address dealt with what the Provincial 
Unions of Municipalities have accom­
plished. It was as follows:

‘In any consideration of this subject 
It should be remembered that the 
Provincial Unions of Municipalities 
do not stand alone but are parts of 
a widespread army,—covering in citi­
zenship more than half of the popula- 
tipn of the Dominion—In the opera­
tions which their existance is one of 
the chief factors, even if they did do 
work within their immediate spheres ; 
and in which through the Parent 
Union, they are constantly having an 
Influence not only on the whole of 
Canada, but also on each other’s prog­
ress. Let me therefore commence by 
outlining the history of that connec­
tion.

The Union of Canadian Municipali­
ties was established In 1901 as a ne­
cessary protective movement. It is dif­
ficult to understand at the present day 
how helpless a municipality then was. 
The charter-shark who Infect Parlia­
ment‘and the legislatures,—unscrupu­
lous purlloners of public rights and 
property by means of crooked statutes 
—and their henchmen who dishonor 
the legal profession for gain—regard­
ed all municipalities, even the strong­
est, as easy prey, and treated the 
struggles of the people with hilarious 
contempt. They were well organized, 
while the municipalities were like 
scattered sheep on a hillside, and were 
devoured one by one at pleasure. As 
civic franchises became more and 
more valuable, large fortunes attend­
ed the business of pirating charters, 
and these were among other devices, 
based upon the fradulent obtaining of 
monoplistic powers to charge the pub­
lic high rates for necessary electric, 
and street railway and other services. 
My language may seem strong but I 
always feel that out and out language 
to a deterrent of abuses.

In 1901 the Montreal Light, Heat and 
Power Company obtained a most un­
fair charter, against the protests of 
the public of Montreal and Westmount. 
This was the 
which brought 
the Union. A local union of several 
municipalities in the neighborhood of 
Montreal was first thought of, and dis­
missed as Insufficient A provincial 
union was out of the question In the 
Province of Quebec, for local reasons. 
There, jvgg-sji Ontario*. Municipal As­
sociation, but it did nol even attempt 
to make a stand on such matters, and 
did do little of anything that It was 
practically unknown for any purpose. 
It was totally unknown outside of On­
tario.

The City of Toronto was suffering 
from encroachments of the Bell Tele­
phone Company, which entered all the 
streets at its own sweet pleasure. 
Hence Mayor Oliver Howland, when 
appealed to by me, as then mayor of 
Westmount,. readily joined in the en­
terprise, agreeing that a strong Do­
minion organization was necessary. 
Stiff fights with the monopolies and 
charter sharks at once followed, and 
soon it was found by them that no 
municipality, however weak, could 
Dow be attacked with impunity. Many 
legal enactments were gradually se­
cured, maintaining municipal control 
of streets ^id franchises, and the 
present system of watching legislation 
and protecting municipal rights was 
evolved, with the sympathy of all 
honorable legislators and1 the press.

12.30. After roll call there was a short 
address of welcome by Mayor William 
K. Gross and several replies by dele­
gates.

It 
will hold Its regular annual conven­
tion In October next . Such a body 
has plenty of work to do, as serious 
encroachments are constantly made in 
the Quebec legislature on the rights 
of municipalities, and many reforms 
are badly wanted.

The field strength 
of the allies was 300,000 men, nearly 
double that of Napoleon's army. Op­
posed by this overwhelming force of 
Prussians, Austrians, Russians and 
Swedes, Napoleon and his officers and 
men were deeply discouraged, yet they 
fought with heroic courage. All day 
the battle of the nations raged furl 
ously. Napoleon’s Saxon and Wur­
temberg troops went over to the al­
lies during the day. When night 
closed down upon the scene of carn­
age, Napoleon realized that the city 
was no longer tenable, and ordered 
a retreat. Early on the nineteentli 
the allies entered Lelpsic, and a ter 
rlble conpict ensued with the French 
rear guard. Shortly after noon the 
battle ceased, and Napol 
in full retreat toward the Rhine. Soon 
Germany as far as the Rhine was 
freed from the French, and Napoleon 
was preparing for a last stand against 
the allies.

The world’s largest monument has 
been erected to commemorate the 
centenary of the “battle of the na­
tions,” which commenced at Lelpsic 
one hundred years ago today, and 
which resulted in a complete victory 
for the allies over Napoleon. This 
memorable struggle, called by the 
Germans the great Volkerachlacht, 
precipitated the downfall of the Man 
of Destiny, and was his last import­
ant battle, until Waterloo».

Volkerachlacht 
•which will be unveiled day after to­
morrow in the presence of all the Im­
perial and royal families of Germany, 
bas been erected by popular subscrip­
tion of German patriots. It towers 
to height of 345 feet, or forty feet 
higher than the liberty statue in New 
York harbor. The whole structure 
weighs about 600^000 tons. In the 
Interior Is a great domed hall. Sur­
rounding the monument are twelve, 
gigantic figures of .soldiers, each forty 
feet in height and weighing over two 
tons each.

The battle of the nations began on 
the sixteenth of October, 1813, when 
the main army of the allied troops 
of Prussia, Russia and Austria, about 
160,000 strong, under the command of 
Prince Schwartzenberg, attacked the 
army of Napoleon, stationed 4n and 
around Lelpsic. From nine o’clock 
until noon a number of villages south 
of the city, occupied by the French.

News of the rescue at Grand Manan 

of Leo McLaughlin, Charles New- 
combe, George Crtpps and Edward 
McLaughlin, who were driven to sea 
In an open motor boat during the gale 
Monday night, while towln 
sand from Red Head to 
wharf, reached the city late yesterday. 
The good news put an end to the anx­
iety of relatives and friends or the 
men. The jnotor boat and scow were 
sighted drifting helplessly off North 
Head, Grand Manan, about noon yes­
terday and Messrs. Parker and -Avery 
of that place, at the risk of thetf 
lives put off in an open dory and suc­
ceeded In taking the four men to the 
shore. They were completely exhaust­
ed by their thirty-six hour struggle to 
mt>ke land In the face of the north­
east gale, but had suffered no physical 
Injury, and Leo McLaughlin was able 
last night to tell of their experiences.

Mr. McLaughlin talked over the long 
distance telephone and the story of 
their successful contest again»]; al­
most certain death will be remember­
ed among the many gallant fights with 
the elements In the Bay of Fundy.

The men started with their tow 
from Red Head about ten o’clock Mon­
day night and had made but little 
hcz.dway when a strong northeast wind 
set in and drove them off their course. 
Every effort was made to get Inside 
Partridge Island, but the wind and 
sea prevented. The craft were blown 
down the bay and when several miles 
Mow Partridge Island an anchor was 
cast. This held only for a few min­
utes and the engine of the boat had 
to be started In order to keep the 
boat from swamping.

When near Musquash it was decided 
to try to make harbor there but it was

The excitement of their rescue 
acted as a stimulant, however, and 
after being taken ashore they were 
able to relate their experiences. They 
were then given a chance to rest and 
remained at the home of O. P. Thom­
as at North Head, during last night. 
They will return to St. John 
government steamer Aberdeen *this 
mcrnlng.
