Storm Which Lashed Cape
Cod Tuesday Increasing in
Violence — Two Bargemen
Lose Lives.

Highland Light, Mass., Oct. 15.—The
storm that has lashed the Cape Cod
coast since Monday night appeared
to be increasing today. The wind held
northeast and was blowing fifty miles
an hour. Further damage to shipping
is reported, .

Two lives were lost off here this
morning when the barge Oakland
broke away from her towing tug
Paoli. At the rising of the gale the
barge’'s crew of two refused rescue
and stood .by thelr craft until this
forenoon, when they put out in a dory
only to be swamped before they had
rowed two hundred yards. Life savers,
helpless to aid, saw the men drown.

The tug Thomas J. Scully returned
to Vineyard Haven from the eastward
with the barge Knickerbocker in a
sinking condition, and having lost her
second barge, the R, R. Thomas. The
Knickerbocker was beached.

Nine tugs which left here with 25
barges, coal laden, Monday, came in-
to the harbor tolay, having anchored
their tows under the Yarmohth shore.

Glasgow, Oct. 15.—Two militant suf-
frugettes, Margaret Morrison, an ar
tist, and Mrs. Smith, a well known
woman doctor, were sentenced today
at the court of sessoins to eight
months imprisonment eéach for at-
tempting on July 24 to set fire to a
large mansion in a Glasgow suburb,
which was at one time the residence
of the late Sir John Muir, a former
Lord Mayor of Glasgow.

High Court of Impeachment
Adjourned With Delibera-
tions Unfinished—No  Offic-
ial-Information Given Out,

Albany, Oct. 15.—It is likely that
the fate of Governor Sulzer will be
known by tomorrow night.

The high court of impeachment ad-
journed tonight with its deliberations
unfinished, but it was said that the fin-
al vote probably would be taken at
an open session tomorrow afternoon.

No official information of this report
could be had, however, as all the de-
liberations of the court today were
held in secret behind closely guarded
doors. No record of the proceedings
was kept, and a ban of silence has
helen placed on members of the tribu-
nal,

When adjournment was taken short-
ly after seven o'clock tonight, two
hours beyond the usual time, the
judges filed out under guard, and the
senators hurried from the chamber to
the streets instead of remaining to
discuss the case, as has been their
wont.

There has been an insistent rumor
that the case -had progressed so far
as to have reached an informal vote
on the guilt or innocence of the gov-
ernor on the first article of the im-
peachment, This article charges the
governor with falsifying his campaign
statement. The names of only 32 of
the 57 members of the court had been
called when it was decided to adjourn,
pit. was a d.. . Each ber, it
was said, was given an opportunity to
express his opinion on the merits of
the article and the same proceddre
will be followed at the open session
tomorrow.

New York, Oct. 15—Mrs. Clarence
H. MacKay, suffrage leader and wife
of the head of the Postal Telegraph
& Cable Company, broke her silence
today regarding the million-dollar suit
filed against her by Catherine K.
Blake, for alleged alienation of the
affections of her husband, Dr. Joseph
A. Blake, surgeon. Through her per-
sonal counsel, Arthur C. Train, Mrs.
MacKay denies all of Mrs. Blake's al-
legations in a formal answer filed in
the Supreme Court and characterizes
Mrs. Blake as one who has a jealous
disposition, an ungovernable temper
and “no affection or love for her hus-
band,” who at one time, it is alleged,
she threatened to kill. Since 1895,
Mrs. MacKay avers, Mrs. Blake has
had no affection for the doctor.

Resolution Calls Upon all
Members of Clergy and La-
ity to Sign Petition — Much
Evidence Comes Out at the.

New York, Oct. 15—The ritual mur-
der trial at Kiev, Russia, was cone
demned in a resolution adopted today
by the House of Deputies, the joint
clerical and lay body of the Protest
ant Hpiscopal Church, at the triennial
general convention. The Hpiscopa-
palians also took steps to amend their
prayer book by eliminating the pass-
age in the Good Friday collect where
Jews are classed with “infidels, Turks
and heretics.”

In presenting the resolution regard-
ing the Kiev trial, the Rev. Dr. Wm
v .\lapning. rector of Trinity church
New York, said:

“Jews in this city are deeply moved
by this matter. Jewish brethren have
asked me fo bring before this con-
vention a protest, voicing the senti
ments contained in a petition signed
in England by the Arghbishop of
Canterbury and by many bishops,
clergy and laymen of the church.”

The resolution said:

‘We call upon the archbishops,
bishops and other members of ths
Haly Orthodox Eastern Church of
Russia to make formal pronouncement
tha_v. charges of so-called ‘ritual murde
ers’ are without foundation or justifi-
cation in the teachings and practice
of tl?e religion of " Israel.

“We remind them that in the early
days of Cfiristianity similar charges
were made by ignorance and supere
stition against our own most holy
religion,”

ably on a proposition to amend ths
third collect in the Good Friday serv-
X'(-e by omitting the words, “all Jews,
infidels, Turks and heretics” from
the general prayer for humanity. Cone.

ment which proposed that this prayer
be offered for “the ancient Jews and
ail atheists.”

Trial Continued.

Kiev, Russia, Oct. 15.—The examina-
tion of witnesses was continued to-
day in the trial of Mende! Beiliss, ac-
cused of having committed a “ritual
murder.” Detective Polistchuk, whe
was prominent in the early investiga-
tion of the murder of the boy Andrew
Yushinsky, in testifying this after-
noon, virtually charged Krassovsky,
the former head of the Kiev detective
service, with poisoning Eugene Tche-
beriak and his little sister Valentine,
who, it was alleged, had seen Beiliss
dragging off Yushinsky. He said he
believed that both died from eating
cakes that had been given to them
by Krassovsky.

Krassovasky, as inspector.of police,
was engaged in the case, and in a re-
port drawn up months ago, gave it as
his opinion that the killing had been
done by a band of criminals, the head
of whom was Vera Tcheberiak, moth-
er of the two children, Eugene and
Valentine.

Part of Polisctchuk’s testimony was
directed agnist a previous witness
named Shneerson, with the apparent
object of impdicating Shneerson in
the murder.  His evidence was deliv-
ered in & volce so low that it could
scarcely be heard It included stories
of Jews of princely blood residing if
the lodgings of Beiliss and similar ine
cidents.

Is there a tendency in the direction
of carelessness, or, possibly, dishon-
esty, on the part of a proportion of
St. John retail merchants, and espe
clally grocers and meat and fish deal-
®©rs? The Standard received complaints
of this nature from several sources
and, recently, instituted a quiet en-
quiry.  In one case meats and fish
purchased from different stores were
weighed after being taken from the
stores and found to be from eight to
eleven ounces short of the weight paid
for. When an explanation was asked
the dealers declared the weight had
been hastily computed and the over-
charge was an error, The money paid
4n excess of the correct sum Wwas re-
funded. These two cases are not iso-
Aated; but are quoted merely as illus-
trative of a number that came to the
notice of The Standard.

Some weeks ago this newspaper ad
vised its readers to patronize local|
dealers as far as possible, instead of|
sending hundreds of thousands. of dol-
fars out of the province to the Upper
Canadian mail order houses. Follow-|

The Union of Saskatchewan Muni-
cipalities was founded by Mayor Peter
McAra, of Regina, in 1906, In Novem-
ber, 1908, a municipal department
was established in the province in
séquerice to that of Manitoba, and
under a Deputy Minister. There fis
now a Minister of Municipal Affairs.
The Deputy Minister, J. N. Bayne, is
a model of what such an official
should be. Some idea of the advance-
ment in his province may be had from

the following passages in his last
annual report:
“The system of records prepared

and prescribed by this department,”
he says, “for each class of municipal-
ity, has brought about a uniformity
in accounting that has meant much
for raising higher the condition of
each secretary-treasurer office, It
has enabled each municipal clerk to
become more efficient in his particu-
Iar line, to compare more readily his
work with others holding a similar
position, and to render with more
ease and satisfaction a proper finan-
cial statement to his council, the rate-
payers and all concerned.

Creates Much Interest,

“Interest in Saskatchewan’s muni-
cipal work seems never to subside.
Two municipal associations do much
to assist in working for the advance-
ment of municipal life and enterprise.
Thege are, ‘The Union of Saskatche-
wan ‘\dunlclpulltlea, —the members of
which are drawn from the cities,
towns and villages, or urban institu-
tions—and ‘The Saskatchewan Asso-
ciatibn of Rural Municipalities” The
latter is by far the larger organiza-
tion. The annual convention of the
former was held in the city of Prince
Albert. The Saskatchewan Associa-
tion of Rural Municipalities conven-
tion at Regina proved larger than any
year previous.

“The Union of British Columbia
| Municipalities was founded in 1905 by
Mr, C. 8. Stevens, mayor of Kam-
loops. In that province there was
then practically no municipal system
—the cities of Vancouver, Victoria
and New Westminster having special
charters. The government did not at
first look favorably on the establish-
ment of that Union, but almost imme-
diately commenced, to appreciate its
work, and now consults it as its best
adviser on such subjects,

“In the province of Quebec, the
head office of the parent union, has
served the purpose of a vincial
Union to some extent, but this year
it has arranged for a Provincial
Union, the first meeting of which was
held at Montreal in March, 1913, be-
ing then successfully organized. It
will hold its regular annual conven-
tion in October next . Such a body
has plenty of work to do, as serious
encroachments are constantly made in
the Quebec legislature on the rights
of municipalities, and many reforms
are badly wanted,

In Nova Scotla,

The Union of Nova Scotia Munici-
palities was founded in 1906 by that
invaluable gentleman, F. W. W. Daone,
city engineer of Halifax.

It is usually thought that in an old
conservative province they perhaps
have Bpecial diffioulties to contend
with In introducing new things and
new methods, for where things are
already pretty well done [there is some
tendency to refuse to Seek improve-
ments. I need go no further than
their magnificent convention report
for 1912 to prove that they are putting
that so called “old conservative” pro-
vince in the forefront of Canadian
progress; formal hotice that they have
brought about the passage of a Town
Planning Act, a Tenement Act, a
Street Tree Act, a Public Utility Com-
mission Act and even an act to adver-
tise industrial opportunities and seek
tourist trade; and are preparing an
impatiently awaited act of standard
town by-laws.

The New Brunswick Union.

The Union of New Brunswick Muni-
cipalities was founded on the 12th of
February, 1907, at St. John, by a pro-
gressive group headed by the then
Mayor, Hdward Sears, of St. John.
The others were names well known
in municipal life: J. 8. Magee, city
clerk, of Moncton; the late Mayor
Teed of St, Stephen; Dr. MecNally,
Mayor of Fredericton and last but not
least, J, W. McCready, city clerk of
Fredericton, one of the most valued
members of the parent union, and
who last year was its honored presi-
dent. For four years he has been the
guiding hand of the New Brunswick
Union and has spent much of his val-
uable time and effort hot only in keep-
ing its affairs in order but in person-
ally protecting the municipalities
from dangerous legislation. This
union has, like ' Its “sisters, wisely
sought and won the sympathy of the
legislature and of the government, and
has from the first been a recognized
factor in all legislation in any way
affecting municipal affairs.

It has prevented encroachments on
streets and civic franchises has push-
ed persistently for good highways, in-
terprovincial trynk roads, improve-
ment in the public health laws, a com-
plete public health department and
various other reforms, It has ob-
talned improved municipal statutes
and a Town Planning Act, and I un-
derstand will ask the government for
& provincial department. It has also

b

disseminated life, progress and infor-
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In its first year, this union obtained
an amendment (valuable for the fu-
ture) to the New Brunswick Tele-
phone Company Act; and memoraliz-
ed the legislature to go further and
take over the telephone seérvice. Per-
haps, in view of the success of pro-
vincial government telephone systems
in the three western provinces this
pr(zsresslve policy may yet be carried
out,

This union also lent help to Monc-
ton'u street-railway project; procured
the Public Utilitles Commission; gave
form and strength to the protection of
all streets throughout the province
from corporation éncroachments; ad-
vised the government—at its request
—on_ the Highway Act, the Public
Health Act, and larger power for mu-
nicipalities, discussed fully land tax
exemptions and every up-to-date live
municipal question. I might refer as
a model to Mr. Reilly’s thoughtful
papers on “Provincial Industrial De-
velopment,” and “Forms, Issues and
Cancellation of Municipal Bonds,” to
the late Dr. A, W. Macrae’s on “Gov-
ernment Ownership of Telephones,”
and to several others of outstanding
strength in the records of the union.

Here I may say that the parent
union keeps complete reports of the
provincial conventions and will be
glad to furnish lsts of subjects and
other information to other provincial
unions deeiring them.

In examining the foregoing records
—cursorily sketched—of the work that
is being done by the eight provincial
unions, it is seen that all are working
along the same lines because they fill
a specia! sphere, that of the province;
and the importance of that sphere can
be appreciated in recalling the simple
fact that ordinary municipal legisla-
tion is provincial. They opght there-
fore all to keep track of each other's
work. In their hands, if they choose
to vigorously press it, lies the power
of practically dictating the whole
state of the municipal law proper. As
8 matter of fact they are largely con-
structing these law systems, If they
earnestly study the means of munici-
pal improvement and advance, they
must be listened to as the natural
authorities. As a matter of fact they
are vigorously leading all actual muni-
cipal improvement and advance. If
they unitedly oppose encroachments
on public rights and franchises, they
will be the most formidable foes of
suc¢h encroachments. As a matter of
fact they are so fighting unitedly and
succeeding too. One of the special
lines of their advance is the obtaining
of properly organized expert Depart-
ments of Municipalities in each pro-
vince. Another is a government tele-
phone system in each province. You
have not yet taken up these two sub-
jects, but your activities have produec-
ed from the Legislature of Nova
Scotia a system of public control and
facilities for small telephone exchan-
ges which is almost a government own-
ership system. Another natural line
of advance, and ought perhaps to come
first, Finance, Statistics, Public
Health, are all in their rightful line.
But perhaps the most important item
in the rightful programme of action
for the Provincial Unions is loyal sup-
port to the whole Union of Canadian
Municlpalities, of which they are parts,
in their efforts to constantly protect
them all against their larger foes, and
to introduce general improvements,
and keep going the broad current of
united life and expert information. It
is the link betwen them all, and the
representation of them all. We are
one family.

The whole work of the Union of Ca.
nadian Municipalities is your work—
the work of the indefatigable servants
of the people who conduct these inval-
uable provincial Unions. You stand for
honesty and right, and liberty, for
complete public order, for better
health, for decent and beautiful com-
munities, for the welfare of_the young
as well as the adult. You are build-
ing institutions for the future which
shall make the lives of those to come
more desirable, 'You may be proud
of your share in this making of a na-
tion, and you will find a real reward
in public service for itself,

President’'s Address.

In his address to the members, Ald.
W. BE. Farrell of Fredericton, the pre-
sident, said:

At this eighth annual convention of
the Union of New Brunswick Muneipal-
itles, it gives me much pleasure indeed
to welcome the delegates fro mthe dif-
ferent cities, towns and counties of
our province. The only regret I have
is that every town and county as well
as the cities of the province are not
represented. Let me solicit the careful
and earnest attention of those present
to the subjects brought forward and
discussed at this meeting. We shall
then have the satisfaction of an lron-
est endeavor to better and improve
our own conditions and, In as much as
we may do 8o or try to do so for our-
selves, we shall also be assisting those
who are absent.

Those who followed the subjects
discussed at former conventions, the
decisions arrived at and the results
following cannot help being impressed
with the importance of these meetings,
Since the organization of the Union
of Canadian Municipalities . in 1902,
and the formation of the provincial
unions in the different provinces, cf-
vic affairs, municipal government and
public rights have received an empha-
sis and a place in the public mind
formerly disregarded, because no per.

Although three years will elapse be-
fore the sixth revival of the Olympic
games to be held at Berlin during the
summer of 1916, the meet has already
assumed proportions far surpassing
any previous struggle for world's am-
ateur track and fleld championships.
The games, their preliminaries and
preparations are topics of national and
international comment and discussion
threughout the old and new world. In
the midst of all these preparations
the United States athletic authorities
continue to lead the way. American
prospects for the 1916 Olympic Games
are brighter than at any time since
the revival of this athletic classic, ow-
ing to the work of the new “Interna-
tional Athletic Federation” just or-
ganized at Berlin by delegates from
aixteen leading athletic countries of

the world.
As a controlling international au-
thozity for aAmateur track and field

sports its suggestions to the Olympic
Games Committee will carry great
weight. The proposed LAF. standard
progiramme of track and fleld events
s mude up almost entirely of events
on the programmes of American cok
1gee and athletic club events and the
yules are largely those to which the
American athletes are accustomed
The victory of the American views at
the congress German sport critics as-
cribe to the fact that the events pro-
posed by the United States are prac-
ticed everywhere and are devoid of
freakishness; the superiority of the
results produced under the American
rules and in no small measure to the
ability of the American delegates and
the prestige of American athletes.

It was the concensus of opinion
among the delegates that the Ameri-
can represeatatives of the Amateur
Athletic Union were by far the best
versed in the theory and tchnique of

athletics. When they advocated
changes in the rules they advanced
excellent reasons in support of their

contention and won many victories
and supporters to their ideas. Some
of the rules advocated at the sugges-
tion of the United States delegates
were: Toe-board circles for the shot-
put; penalties for false starts, and a
rule to prevent the drawing of several
entrants all representing one country
in preliminary heats of races. On a
few points American ideas were re-
joeoted, as, for instance in adopting a
16-pound shot made of iron instead of
the smaller American lead shot, and
in providing for a dug-out take-off for
the broad jump, against the United
States argument that the take-off jolst
sunk flush with the ground was far
safer.

CENTENARY OF THE
BATTLE OF LEIPSIC

worlds largest monument has
been erected to commemorate the
centenary of the “battle of the ns
tions,” which commenced at Leipsic
one hundred years ago today, and
which resulted in a confplete victory
for the allies over Napoleon. This
memorable struggle, called by the
Germans the great Volkerschlacht,
precipitated the downfall of the Man
of Destiny, and was his last import-
ant battle, until Waterloo

The Volkerschlacht monument,
avhich will be unveiled day after to-
morrow in the presence of all the Im-
erial and royal families of Germany,
Eas been. erected by popular subscrip-
tion of German patriots. It towers
to height of 345 feet, or forty feet
higher than the Liberty statue in New
York harbor. The whole structure
weighs about 600,000 tons. In the
interior is a great domed hall. Sur-
rounding the mompument are twelve
gigantic figures of isoldiers, each forty
feet in height and weighing over two
tons each.

The battle of the nations began on
the sixteenth of October, 1813, when
the main army of the allied troops
of Prussia, Russia and Austria, aboat
160,000 strong, under the command of
Prince Schwartzenberg, attacked the
ermy of Napoleon, stationed “in and
around Leipsic. From nine o'clock
vntil noon a number of villages south
of the city, occupied by the French,
were furiously but vainly assaulted.
Napoleon then assumed the offensive,
adopting his favorite measure of a
grand | attack on the enemy’s centre,
and a column of the young and old
guards, .preceded by a train of artil-
lery, sucpeeded in piercing the allied
ariny.

lies a decided numerical superiority

On the seventeenth both armies by
tacit agreement rested, and Napoleon,
conscious of his weakness, made an
ineffectual attempt to secure an ar-
mistic.

When' the battle was resumed
the eighteenth, the allles had been
further strengthened by the arrival
of Russian reserves and Bornadotte's
army of the north. The fleld strength
of the allies was 300,000 men, nearly
double that of Napoleon's army. Op.
posed by this overwhelming force of
Prussians, Austrians, Russians and
Swedes, Napoleon and his officers and
men were deeply discouraged, yet they
fought with heroic courage. All day
the battle of the nations raged furl-
ously. Napoleon’s Saxon and Wur-
temberg troops went over to the sal-
lies during the day. When night
closed down upon the scene of carn-
age, Napoleon realized that the city
was no longer tenable, and ordered
a retreat. Early on the nineteenth
the allies entered Leipsic, and a ter
rible conpict ensued with the French
rear guard. Shortly after noon the
battle ceased, and Napoleon was soon
in full retreat toward the Rhine. Soon
Germany as far as the Rhine was
freed from the French, and Napoleon
was preparing for & last stand against
the allies.

Parker and Avery, of that Place—Were Adrift in
Tender for Many Hours During Fierce Gale—Re-
gain Motor Boat After Fight with Elements.

News of the rescue at Grand Manan
of Leo McLaughlin, Oharles New-
combe, George Cripps and Bdward
McLaughlin, who were driven to sea
in an open motor hoat during the gale
Monday night, while towing a scow of
sand from Red Head to the Ballast
wharf, reathed the city late yesterday.
The good'nsws put an end to the anx.
iety of relatives and friends of" the
men. The motor hoat and acow were
sighted drifting helplessly off North
Head, Grand Manan, about noon yes-
terday and Messrs, Parker and Avery
of that place, at the risk of theie
lives put oft in an open dory and suc-
ceeded in taking the four men to the
ghore, They were completely exhaust-
ed by their thirty-six hour struggle to
mske land in the face of the north-
east gale, but had suffered no physical
injury, and Leo McLaughlin was able
last night to tell of their experiences.

Mr. McLaughlin talked over the long
distance telephone and the story of
their successful contest ‘against-al-
most certain death will be remembér
ed among the many gallant fights with
the elements in the Bay of Fundy.

The men started with' their tow
from Red Head about ten o'clock ‘Mon-
day night and had made but little
heazdway when a strong northeast wind
set in and drove them off their course.
Every effort was made to get inside
Partridge Island, but thé wind and
aea prevented. The craft were blown
down the bay and when several miles
below Partridge Island an anchor was
cast. This held only for a few min-
utes and the engine of the boat had
toe be started in order to keep the
boat from swamping.

When near Musquash it was declded
to try to make harbor there but it was
found that the gasoline supply was
exhausted and the men put off
from the . motor. boat In the
tender and rowed towards Mus-
quash.” This was about midnight
Monday. Very little headway had
been made when ene of the oars
broke and the boat and her crew were

THO INJURED
WHEN HOUSE
OLLAPSED

Fred Lugre and  George
Hatty Seriously Hurt in
Peter Street Work—May
Conduct Investigation.

Fred Lupee and George Hatty,-lab-
orers on an old building, belonging to
O. B. Akerly in Peter street, and which
was being remodelled, were seriously
injured when the whole structure col-
lapsed shortly after noon yesterday.
Lupee kad his thigh broken and Hatty
had two ribs fractured.

The front of the house had been
torn away and the upper story was
supported by braces, The roof has
been torn away and the materials
were being removed. Four men were
in the building when without any
warning the whole structure swayed
and the upper floors smashed to the
street level. It was considered a
miracle that the men were not killed
outright but some of the braces af-
forded protection. Lupee and another
man named Bushfan were in the up-
per part of the house and George Hat.
ty and James Mclnerney were below.
Other workmen were in front of the
building but only the four were injur-
ed. Bushfan and McInerney received
only a few scratches. ¥

As soon as the house collapsed an
alarm was rung in from box 12 and
the firemen and salviage corps mem-
bers helped in the work of rescuing
the workmen under the debris, No
great difficulty was experienced in
reaching them and Hatty and Lupee
were immediately removed to the Gen-
eral Public Hospital. Mclnerney was
taken to his hoame in the salvage corps
Ly

News of the accident soon spread
about the city and a large crowd was
attracted to the ruins. It had been
reported that the four men were kil
led but this story was soon denied.

The men in the hospital were report-
ed to be resting comfortably late this
morning and there is no doubt of thetr
recovery,

The house was proped up and a
foundation was being placed under it.
A brick wall had been buiit nearly to
the top of the roof on one side and it
was_intended: to leos
the structure.

Wind and tide
helped them and’ about noon ‘yester
dax they gighted land at Whale Cove,
Grand Manan. A lookout ‘on the
shore saw them and their rescue wus
affected. .

The men had no food since Monday
night and they were completely wotn
out. The excitement of their rescue
acted as a stimulant, however, and
after being taken ashore they ‘Wwere
able to relate their experiences. They
were then given a chance to rest and
remained at the home of O. P. Thom-
as at North Head, during last night.
They will return to St. John on the
government steamer Aberdeen ithis
mcrning.

Their miraculous escape from death
was the subject of conversation about
the harbor front last night, and the
fine seamanship which must have been
necessary to keep the craft afioat in
such a sea was considered as almost
beyond the powers of human beings.
