Germans Successful in Baltic Region;
Forced To Retreat Along Styr River

Berlin, via London, <Oct. 21—The
German advance on the Russian Bal-

tic port of Riga, for possession of
which a great battle has been under
way today that Field Marshal Von
Hindenburg’s army had occupled the
bank of the Dvina river northeast of
Mitau, from Borkowitz to Berzmuen-
tbe.

Russian reports of successes on the
central and southern end of the line
received confirmation in today's Ger-
man statement.

German forces on the Styr were

Lnndon, Oct. 21 -—The German ar-
mies, which for nearly fifteen months
have been continuously fighting on
one front or the other, are now on the
offensive at three widely separated
points—against Riga and Dvinsk, in
Serbia and in the Champagne district

France.

In the two former places they con-

linues to make progress, but against
the French their attacks of yesterday,
delivered to the east of Rheims, met
with a complete repulse, as did those
of previous days.

While it was expected that the Aus-
troGerman onslaught in the north
would be the most formidable, as a
matter of fact the Bulgafian attack
against the Serbjans through the val-
leys from the east are proving the
most dangerous. It is now definitely
settleg that the Bulgarians have cut
the Saloniki-Nish railway to the north
of Vranya, thus driving a wedge be-
tween the main Serbian army and the
Anglo-French forces which landed at
Saloniki.

There is another railway, which,
branching off at Uskup, runs up the
western side of Serbia, but it is a con.
siderable way around, and besides, an-
other Bulgarian army, which is now

“approaching Kumanovo, is thmutenlng
the junction at Uskup.

Ask Greece to Demobilize If Present
Negotiations Fail.

With the rapid sweep westward of

he Bulgarians, the peoples of the Al-
lieg countries are watching with
keenest interest negotiations which
are proceeding between their gov-
ernments and the king and government
of Greece. These negotiations are be.
ing carried on by the British foreign
office, in behalf of the Allies, Having
falled to convince Greece that it was
her duty to abide by the Serbo-Greek
treaty and help Serbia when she was
attacked, the Allies have made a fresh
offer to that country, including the ces.
gion by Great Britain of the Island
of Cyprus. This offer and an outline
of possible financial help is now being
considered by the Zaimis cabinet.

Should the negotiations fail, it is
expected that Greece will be asked to
demobilize, or clearly define her atti-
tude.

Conversations are also proceeding
with Roumania, which, it is under-
stood, are in charge of the Freénch
foreign office.

Meanwhile, all the belligerents rea-
lize that the best way to influence the
neutral states is to win a big victory.
Austria, Germany and Bulgaria are
trying for this im Serbia, Germany in

Except for the German attack in

Field Marshal Von Hindenburg, in
the attack on Riga, has reached Olai,
which is half way between Riga and
Mitau, anl only a dozen miles south-
west of the Baltic port. The German
offensive extends along a front of
about seventy miles, and the German

flanking movement on the right has
reached the Dvina river, thirty miles
southeast of Riga, from which point
the Dvinsk-Riga railway is being bom-
barded.

Important Russian Victory

As an offset to this, the' Russiane,
by a dashing attack, have carried the
German positions southeast of Baron-
ovichi, an important railway junction
east of Slonim on the Lida-Rovmo
rallway, taking more than three thou-
sand prisoners, and, according to a
German officlal admission, have con-
tinued their guccess on the Middle

The Italian ad¥ance in Tyrol and
Trentino is being carried out in con-
formity with the plan to relieve the
pressure on Serbia.

With the exception of a few Ger
man steamers which have escaped the
submarines in the Baltic, the German
flag, it is declared here, has now vir-
tually been driven from the seas, even
the fishing fleet in the North Sea hav-
ing been forced to retire to the har-
bors as a result of the activity of
Byitish cruisers, which recently cap:
tured a large number of them in re-
taliation for the sinking of British
trawlers by German submarines.

CONFIRMED REPORT
THAT GREECE HAS BEEN
g OFFERED CYPRESS.

London, Oct. 21.—Although official
confirmation is still lacking of the re-
port that Great Britain has offered
Cypress to Greece in return for her
co-operation with Serbia, it is stated
confidently by diplomats in London
that this offer has been made.

BRITISH NURSE EXECUTED
ALTHOUGH SHE HAD CARED
FOR WOUNDED GERMANS

Losses Suffered by ~ Russian
Subjects in Places Occupied
by German Troops Will be
Made up by Taking Proper-
ty in Russia Held by German
Civilians.

Petrograd, Oct. 21. via London—
Great prominence is given by thé
Novoe Vremya to a’ declaration, evi-
dently intended to be taken as inspif
ed, concerning the attitude of the Rus-
sian government toward property of
Germans in this country. This decla-
ration comes as a reply to the mani-
festo issued several weeks ago by a
group of German professors, which
said that, among other conditions for
concluding peace, Russia must cede
to_Germiany _territory =occupied by
German troops.

The Novoe Vremya says the Russian
government already has answered this
threat by adopting the principle that
losses of Russian subjects in territory
by German troops will be made up
at the expense of property of German
subjects in other parts of Russia
Millions of acres of Russjan land,
formerly colonized by German sub-
jects, and hundreds of industrial, mer
cantile and financial undertakings of
Germans in Russia have been or are
being sequestrated and placed under
control of Russian officials,

The total value of these properties
runs into the hundreds of millions.
Hitherto there has been no hint re-
garding the future disposition of”this
property. The Rusgsian policy, as out-
lined by the Novoe Vremya, apparent-
ly will be enforcable immediately in
nrespect of losses already sustained by
Russians as a result of German mili-
tary operations

How the secretary of the American
legation, Hugh S. Gibson, sought out
the German goxernor, Von Der Lanc-|
ken, late at night before execution,
snd with the Spanish minister, plead-
ed with the governor and the German
officers for the English woman's life
is graphically related in a memoran-
cdum from Mr. Gibson. This document
makes yeference to an apparent lack
of good faith on the part of the Ger-
man authorities in failing to keep thelr
rromises to inform the American
minigter fully of the trial and sent-
ence.

Minister Whitlock telegraphed to
Ambassador Page on the 12th:
Cavell sentenced yesterday, and exe-
cuted at 2 o'clock this morning, de-
spite our beat efforts, comntinued until
the last moment.”

Mr. Whitlock's figal appeal was in
the form of a note written in French
and sent by a messenger late on the
night of the 11th to Governor Von Der
Lancken. A translation of which
reads as follows:

Mr. Whitlock Makes a Personal

Appeal

“My Dear Baron:

“l am too sick to present my re-
quest myself, but I appeal to your gen-
erosity of heart to support it and save
from death this unhappy woman. Have
‘I pity on her.

“Yours truly, Brand Whitlock.”

Mr. Whitlock also stated that Miss
Cavell had nursed German soldiers.

Mr. Deleval, counsellolr of the Am-
erican legation, reported to Minister
Whitlock:

“This morning Mr. Gahan, an Eng-
uish clergyman, told me that he had
seen Miss Cavell in her cell yesterday
night at ten o'clock, and that he had
given her holy communion and had
found her admirably strong and calm.

“I asked Mr. Gahan: whether she
had made any remarks about anything
concerning the legal side of her case,
and whether the confession which she
made before trial and in court, was, in
his opinion, perfectly free and sincere,
Mr. Gahan said she told him she was
perfectly well and knew what she had
done; that, according to law, of
course she was guilty, and admitted
her guilt, but that she was happy to
die for her country.”

Plea For Delay Refused

“Baron Von Der Lancken stated
that it was quite improbable that sen-
tence had been pronounced, and evem
if so it would not be executed in so
short a time, and that in any event it
would be quite impossible to take any
action before morning.

“It was, of course, pointed out to
him that even if the facts were as we
believed them to be action would be
uselesg unless taken at once.

MINISTER SPLENDID REGEPTION

Several Thousands Gather for

Presentation of Address — Sir

Robert Cheered Frequently as He Tells What Canada is
Doing—Expresses Confidence in the Outcome.

Halifax, Oct. 21,—Several thousand
people gathered at the new market
building on Brunswick street tonight
to hear an address of welcome from
Mayor Martin to Sir Robert Borden
and a reply by the Prime Minister, in
which he told of the part that Canada
was playing in the war, with particu-
lar reference to his recent trip to Eng-
land and France, where he wisited the
Canadian troops on the firing line,

Sir Robert was given good applause
when he made his appearance, in
company with Mayor Martin; and his
lengthy address was followed through-
out with considerable interest. He
expressed the supremest confidence in
the ultimate complete success of the
British arms in the war, and told in

some detail the share that the gov-
ernment of Canada was taking in the

Empire’s efforts. The latter portion
of his address was devoted to an in-
teresting account of his visit to the
other side of the Atlantic and he gave
intimate stories of life at the front.

The address of welcome was read
by His Worship Mayor Martin, who
in prefacing the address, said that it
had been thought fitting on the oc-
casion of the Premigr's visit to Hali-
fax to so greet him. The address em-
phasized the great responsibilities that
lay upon the shoulders of the Premier
and said that, whatever difference of
opinion there might be as to any par
ticular work of the government, there
could be no difference in the belief
that Sir Robert had done nothing but
what he believed to be right.

Amsterdam, Oct. 21. via London—
German authorities in Belgium have
announced, says the Echo De Belge,
that on the occasion of any Anglo-
Frénch aeroplane raids on Belgian
cities under German occupation the
inhabitants of the city will be held re-
sponsible. If bombs fall on the bar
racks the soldiers, according to the
announcement, will be billited in
civilian homes, and a fine correspond-
ing to the damage will be imposed
upon the city.

Advices from Paris last July said
the German officials in Belgium had
imposed a fine of $1,000,000 on the city
of Brussels in consequence of the de
struction of a Zeppelin dirigible bal-
loon in sheds at Evere, to the north of
Brussels, by aviators of the Entente
allies.

He had frequently cross-
ed the Florenceville bridge and he be-
lieved that the spots found on the
flooring were ordinary paint spots and
not blood stains.

It was six
miles from the Florenceville bridge to
his home, an average man would walk
it in two hours and a half.

cide theory, the deed being done when

he fell Delirium Tremens coming on,
or Green having left Smith about 12
o'clock and having been refused ad:
missfon to the hotel, or even to the
barn, being many miles from home
might naturally have wandered to the
covered bridge, where it was snug and
cozy on a May day, got on the joist
or even might have thought the pier
was under the opening near the joist,
and lay down on the joist, or intended
to drop to the pier, where he intend-
ed to spend the night, and fell
through the opening in the bridge and
met his death, like a moth to a candle
he would naturally lie near the open-
ing where he could get fresh air and
light.

While the
threatening language of Smith, “If you
contradict me again I will kill you,”
vsed against Green at the Kinney
residence, might not be taken serious-
ly as a rule, When you have the dis-
appearance of Green, it must be taken
nidre seriously. In this case the exe-
cution followed the threat. He did
not think there was anything in the
theory that Green wandered on tHe
bridge later on and fell into the wat-
er. If he were disrobing on the bridge
to go to sleep, he would certainly take
oft both shoes instead of one shoe as
was the case. It was not his duty, as
some thought it was the duty of the
Attorney-General, to endeavor to have
these men hanged and add a scalp to
Lis belt, but he merely wished to see
Justice done, and the verdict of the
jury would be satisfactory to him.”

Tiflis, Oct. 21—The estimate is
made by the Armenian newspaper
Mshak that of the 1,200,000 Armenian
inhabitants of Turkey before the war
there remain not more than 200,000.
This residue, the Mshak says, may
disappear before the end of the war
on account of the Turkish policy of
extermination.

The figures of the Mshak are based
on the estimate of the Armenian pat-
riarch at Constantinople that 850,000
Armeniang have been killed or enslav-
ed by the Turks in addition to which
200,000 Armenians are believed to
have fled to Russia.

The Mshak suggests that a pan-
American conference be held at Etch-
miadze, Trane-Caucasia, the ecclesl-
asitcal capital of Armenia, under the
direction of the head of the Armenian
vilayets of Turkey after the war.. It
is thought here if satisfactory condi-
tions could be established Armenian
emigrants to the United States and
the Balkans might return to Turkish
Armenia.

“Qccasionally we hear dissertations
upon Kurope's militarism which are
apparently intended to include the
mother country. The unfortified boun-
dary extending for four thousand miles
between the United States and Can-
ada is used as an fllustration that all
the nations of Europe lack the peace-
loving spirit which prevades this con-
tinent. No one can fail to rejoice that
that boundary whether on land or on
water needs mo guard on either side.
But let it be remembered that the
cogvention which practically forbade
any armed forces on the Great Lakes
was made between the government of
Great Britain and the government of
the United States filty years before
this Dominion came into existence.
Let it not be forgotten that in the
most dificult and delicate controver-
sige that have arisen between our Em-
pie and the kindred nation to our
gouth, Great Britain has always main-
tained the policy of settling by peace-
ful arbitrament disputes of even vital
concern.

An Empire preépared
to send an expeditionary force of from
80,000 to 160,000 to the Continent of
Europe if necessity should arise was
naturally confronted with a mighty
task when it became evident that
victory would depend upon the ability
to dispatch a force twenty times grea-
ter. It is possible that during the past
vear more might have been done. On
the other hand, considering the mag-
nitude of the task, great things have
been accomplished. To €nlist, orga-
nize and train an army of two and a
half millions i{s a tremendous under-
taking; to equip them and to provide
them with the necessary armament
and ammunition is a still greater task.
The latter would not have been possi-
ble except for the possession of great
industrial resources both in Great
Britain and in the overseas dominions,
coupled with the control of the seas,
which was fortunately secured in the
early months of the war by the British
navy, strongly aided by the navies of
the allied nations. In all past wars
such control has been a determining
factor, and'qd: for one am prepared to
place it in the balance against all mil-
itary successes which have been
achieved by the enemy nations and to
affirm that the scale turns in our
favor.

Almost Another Army Corps in Re-
serve.

On the first day of August 1914,
three days before war broke out, I
despatcheq a message conveying to
the British Government the firm as-
surance that if unhappily war should
ensue the Canadian people would be
united in a common resolve to put
forth every effort and to make every
sacrifice necessary to ensure the integ.
rity and maintain the honor of our Em-
pire. That assurance has been fully
endorsed by the Canadian people and
it has been made gooq by effective ac-
tion. More than ninety thousand men
have already been despatched over-
seas and when those actually under
orders shall have embarked the num-
ber will reach one hundred thousand.
Within the past three weeks I have
had the privilege of reviewing twenty-
five thousand men under training in
Canada, and I have found their phy-
sique, their bearing and their spirit all
that could be desired. In all, since
the beginning of this war, it has been
my privilege to see under review more
than one hundred thousand Canadian

troops, and among them those who
held the trenches at “Plug Street”

when I visited the front in the latter
part of July. There in passing down
the line I saw regiment after regiment
of men whom & year's experience at
the front had converted into veterans;
men strong in their determination to
do their duty; men who had helg their
ground at Ypres in face of as flerce an
ordeal as ever confronted an army in
the field.

WITNES

Chinese oase will likely
be concluded in Police
Court this morning.

The evidence in the Chinese case
was conducted in the police court yes-
térday afternoon and this morning,
B. L. Gerow, the counsel for the nine-
teen defendants will address the court.

At yesterday's - session Mrs. R, D.
Christie, a teacher in the Brussels
st eef Baptist Sunday school, was
ca&led by the defence and testified as
to the character of some of the prison-

ers. The witness identified twelve of
the nineteen as atténdants of the
school. She always found the China-
men reliable and gentlemanly in every
respect. There was not one of the
number, however, who had joined the
church. She found the Chinese
anxious to learn, and all appeard to

+|appreciate the work done by the

teachers in their behalf. There were
from 28 to 30 enrolled as members
of the Sunday school, and they gave
such a favorable impression that they
were a lesson for a great many
Christians.

Mrs. M. Hoar, of 48 Hazen street,
was the next witness and testified that
she had been teaching Sunday school
for the past eighteen years, and rec-
ognized ten of the nineteen prisoners
as members of the Brussels street
Baptist school. She knew nothing
about.the habits of the Chinamen out-
side, but knew that they were very
good while attending the school. Re-
cently when a request was made for a
special collection for charity eighteen
of the Chinese contributed twelve
dollars.

Rev. D. J. McPherson, the pastor of
Brussels street church, identified a
number of the prisoners as being mem-
bers of the Sunday school, and always
found them attentive while at school.
He knew that they were taking up a
collection recently for the funeral of
a fellow countryman.

Rev. F. W. Thompson, pastor of the
Calvin church, testified to identifying
two of the prisoners as being mem-
béers of the Calvin Sunday school.
They took a pronounced interest in
the schopl lessons and were model
scholars. Witness would not like to
swear that these Chinese attended the
church services. The men could un-
derstand what was said to them but
they could not converse very well
They picked up the English language
and go to the school for that purpose.
They had books in which were pas-
sages of Scripture written in English,
and alongside of this were the same
verses written in Chinese.

M. V. Paddock was recalled and pro-
duced three pipes that had been hand-
ed to him by Inspector Wickham.
He had made an analysis of the con-
tents of the pipes and had found in
two meconic acid, showing that there
was opium in the pipes. There was
no trace of opium in the third pipe.

The Chinese interpreter, Lee
Hughes, who is an official court inter-
preter from Montreal, was then re-
called as an expert on opium pipes.
The witness stated that he had
gmoked opium in Montreal on {wo oc-
cagions within the past two Yyears,
then only giving it a try and smoking
a couple of pills. He has been under
government appointment as an inter-
preter for about two years. The
lamps and pipes were produced in
court and the witness thoroughly ex-
plained to the court the manner in
which the opium was placed in the
pripe and smoked.

Hop Lee was re-called and testified
that the three pipés exhibited in court
were his property and were used for
gmoking tobacco .and nothing else.
He had the pipes in his place for the
use of friends who called on him, and
a couple of the pipes had been smoked
by friends previous to the raid by the
police, but he could not tell the court
which of his friends had used the
pipes. All the Chinese use the style
of pipes as produced in court. When
informed that the police claimed that
there was opium in the pipes Hop re-
plied, “Probably somebody try to fool
me and the police might come and put
some opium in the pipeg themselves.”

The case then adjourned until ten
o'clock this morning.

Was son of Senator Curry
of Amherst—Sailed from
Canada on June 10.

Byron Bent of the Rhodes, Curry Co.
here, yesterday received word !.hnt
Captain Leon H. Curry, son of Sena-
tor Curry, of Amherst, had been in-
stantly killed in action.

Captain Curry salled from Canada
on June 10 with the 92nd Battalion,
(42nq Highlanders.)

The battalion formed part of a spe-
cial body of troops known as army
corps troops, being under the direct
command of the army corps com-
mander, The 42nd has been in Prance
ten days or two weeks, and this is
the first casualty. recorded among the
officers. .

Captain Curry. was one of the most
popular officers of the 5th Royal High-
landers in which he helg a lieuten-
ant’s commission prior to the outbreak
of war. When the 42nd Battalion was
raised for overseas service Lieut. Cur.
ry got his captaincy.

In private life he was assistant to
the .vice-president and managing direc-
tor of the Canadian Steel Foundries
Limited, of whieh his father, Senator
Nathaniel Curry, is the president. He
was also a:director of the Canadian
Steel Foundries. He was married less
than two years ago, to Miss McKeen,
daughter of the former head of the
Bank of Nova Scotia in Halifax, and
later of Amherst, N. 8. He resided in
Sherbrooke apartments, Montreal.

His brother, Captain V. G. Curry,
who is with the 1st Royal Montreal
Regiment, came back to the city re.
cently, having been invalided home.

Capt, Curry was 30 years old, today
being his birthday.
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BULGARIAN
MUST REGISTER
WITH POLICE

Two taken to police head”
quarters yesterday —All

alien enemies treated

alike.

Two Bulgarians were taken to the
prolice station yesterday afternoon
and detained for examination by the
proper officials. The chief of police
has received official notice to treat
Bulgarians in the same manner as the
Germans, Austrians and Turks wiso
are in the city. They will all have to
report at headquarters and become
registered. -Registration cards will be
issued to each person and they will
all have to report on the 15th and
30th of each month. Failing to report
they stand a chance of being gathered
in and sent to a detention camp.

A few weeks ago, when the news
was received that Bulgaria and the
allies would soon be at war, a couple
of hundred Bulgarians, who were em-
ployed in the city did not wait until
war was declared but purchased tick-
ets for the United States and made a
hasty departure. There is, however,
remaining in the city over a hundred
Bulgarians, and all will be obliged to
register.

About two hundred Austrians are al-
s0 in the city employed at laboring
work and are reporting, and have been
since the start of the war.

If any one of those registered wish-
es to leave the city to take up his
residence in any other Canadian city,
he is obliged to ask permission, and on
this being granted is furnished with a
passport, and is obliged to immediate-
1y report to the chief of police or other
proper official in the part of the coun-
try to which he goes. Failing to re-
port as directed he will be taken into
custody and made a prisoner.

Natives of the enemy ¢ountry are
very well treated in Canada. They
are allowed to follow their employ-
ment without being molested, and will
only be arrested when they become too
pronounced in their talk or actions
against the allies.

Special service in Trinity
charch nttendgd by mem-
bers of patriotic aocigties

Trafalgar Day had more than ordin-
ary significance in the city yesterday,
because of the general desire to co-0p-
erate in the Empire-wide view that it
should be made the occasion for
special effort on behalf of the British
Red Cross Soclety. In Trinity church
an impressive service was held at noon
to e Lord Ilson’s vic-
tory in 1805. There was a large con-
gregation, amongst those present being
the Mayor and other members of the
city corporation, Hon. J. D, Hazen and
representatives of the following or-
ganizations: St. George’s Society, St.
Andrew’s Society,” Sons of England,
Red Cross Society, Daughters of the
Empire, Soldiers’ Comforts Associa-
tion, Soldiers’ Wives' League, Patriotic
Fund and the CQitizens’ Recruiting
Committee,

The service was conducted by Rev.
L. Ralph Sherman, who spoke of the
object of the gathering—that of offer-
ing special prayers for the Empire. He
asked those present to unite with him
in supplication for the Empire, Navy,
the Red Cross and wounded and for
Ourselves and Peace. Special music
was provided and an offering for the
Red Cross Society was taken,

It is not yet possible to state the
amount realized for the Red Cross as
a result of contributions placed in the
ballot boxes attached to posts in the
principal thoroughfares. The foggy;
damp weather may have adversely af-
fected the donations, but there is no
reason to doubt that a good sum was
realized by this method of aiding the
cause. The amount to be granted by
the city will be announced soon.

The silver tea held by members of
Royal Standard Chapter, 1.O.D.E, at
the residence of MIs. J. E, Moore, 211
Germain street, resulted in the hand-
some addition of $72 to the funds of
the British Red Cross. The occasion
proved most enjoyable. Many ladies
prominent in social and patriotic
spheres were present, the number ap-
proximating 200.

There was @ good response to the
request that flags should be flown in
honor of the day, many of the public
and business establishments, as well
as some private residences being dec
orated in this way.

The Flag and Badge.

It may be interesting to recall here
some of the incidents that concérn the
red cross flag and badge with the fa-
miliar cross on a white ground, en.
circled in the case of the badge, These
emblems were established to secure
neutral rights _and protection for
wounded soldiers, irrespective of na-
tionality, and for all ptaces and per-
sons devoted to their care. In war
the red cross must be accompanied by
the flag of the country using it, re-
placed for the individual by an armlet,
the red cross owes its origin to the
feeling of sympathy awakened through-
out Europe by the sufferings of the
wounded in the Crimean war and in
the Austro-Italian wars, especially at
the Battle of Solferino in 1859

General rules were drafted by an
international conference at Geneva in
1863, which agreed upon a treaty for
the purpose of mitigating the evils in
separable from war, and recommended
the formation, in every country, of
c.ommlttees to co-operate with the
hospital service in time of war. The
treaty avas ratified by forty-four na-
tions, and the distinctive flag and
badge were adopted. The working ot
the idea may be traced from the ac-
tivities of the Order of St. Mary, in-
stituted at the siege of Acre in 1190,
down to the work of Florence Nightin-
gale's mission in the years 1855-56.
