Germans Claim To Have Won Baclt 

Ground on the Somme Front.
Berlin, Sept 1, via London—Ger­

man troops oni the Somme front in 
France yesterday, as the result of < 
counter-attack, says the official state­
ment, issued today by the German * 
army headquarters staff, regained the- 
•ground they previously had lost near- 
Longueval and Delville Wood.

The announcement follows:
"Apart from a few hand grenade 

attacks, the actfvtty of the British 
north of the Somme remained limited 
to strong artillery fire. Attempted 
French attacks between Maurepaa 
and Clary* were frustrated by our fire.

"A counter-attack delivered by us 
again put us in possession of ground 
we had lost previously near.. Longue- 
val and Delville Wood. South of the 
■Somme a French attack which was, 
expected, in view of the artillery pre­
paration of the last few days, was be­
gun in* the evening. The enemy di­
rected his main pressure against the 
Barleaux-Soyecourt front. Bitter 
bandit o-hand fighting developed. 
Counter-attacks delivered by Saxon 
regiments in the Estrees-Soyecourt 
sector put a speedy end to the ene­
my’s preliminary advance, and drove 
him back to his original positions. In 
all other cases the enemy's troops 
which had been held in readiness to 
charge, were kept in their trenches.
In adjacent sectors the enemy's ar­
tillery was active. At several points 
enemy patrols displayed activity.

Members of 
crews of any vessels landing at a 
Canadian port will not be permitted 
land unless they can establish that 
they are not of enemy nationality, by 
the production of passports not more 
then two years old from the country 
of which they claim to be citizens. The 
only exception is in the case of mem­
bers of United States fishing vessels, 
they will be allowed to land under 
treaty fisheries laws and regulations.

Ottawa. Ont, Sept 1—The train 
operatives employed, in Canadian 
railroads are as a rule members 
of the trades union brotherhoods 
concerned in the present railroad 
crisis in the United States and 
Canadian railway operatives resid­
ing at points near the border and 
employed on railroads crossing the 
line, have been in some cases iro- 
eluded in the strike order given 
out by the brotherhood chiefs. 
Hon. T. W. Crothers, Minister of 
Labor, haying received an inquiry 
as to the position of Canadian 
railway workers under such cir­
cumstances, sent the following 
message in reply:

"Residents of Canada joining in 
this strike render themselves lia­
ble to prosecution under the In­
dustrial Disputes Investigation Act 
and they should observe Canadian 
law rather than foreign Instruc­
tions.”

BRI3COE ANNOUNCES HIS

unofficially reported that King Con­
stantine has abdicated and that the 
crown prince has been named as his 
successor with former Premier Veni- 
zelos as the power behind the throne. 
The British foreign office says It has 
no confirmation of King Constantine's 
abdication.

An Entente Allied fleet of 23 war­
ships and seven transports is report­
ed to have arrived off Piraeus, the port 
of Athens. A despatch from Athens 
says it is probable that the Greek elec­
tions, set for October S, will be post­
poned for a fortnight.

The Greek garrisons at Salonlki, at 
Yodena, northwest of Saloniki, and at 
Fort Little Karaburun have surrender­
ed to a committee which has taken 
over the administration of part of 
Greek Macedonia, according to un­
official despatches from Saloniki. The 
revolt in Saloniki Is confirmed by 
the British foreign office. Greeks, 
friendly to the Entente Allies, sur­
rounded the barracks of the Greek in­
fantry in Saloniki and are said to have 
exchanged shots with them. General 
Sarrail, the Allied commander at Sal­
onika intervened to prevent further 
bloodshed.

No fighting is reported on the front 
in Macedonia, and there are no late 
reports on the operations in Transyl-

Petrograd claims the repulse ot 
Turkish attacks west of Erzingan and 
west of Ognott in Turkish Armenia. 
The rout of more than two divisions 
of Russians by the Turkish left wing 
Is reported by Constantinople. Pris­
oners to the number of 5,000 were cap­
tured by the Turks.

German forces in German East 
Africa are in full retreat. Lieut. Gen.

London, Sept. 2.—The, war office 
statement issued late Friday night, 
follows:

Thirty-Five Years a Lover of
TRUE Liberalism.ITALIAN WAR FINANCES.

NO ROYAL ROAD.
Highly pleasing and satisfactory Is 

the position of Italian finances under 
the strain of war. On the old peace 
basts, Italy had a national debt near­
ly as large as Britain's, without half 
the wealth per capita to sustain it. 
The'‘’Italians are thrifty, like their 
Latin cousins, the French, and a few 
hundred million lire loomed large in 
the national budget. The Tripolitan 
war was deemed to have pretty well 
emptied Italy’s war purse, having cost 
about two hundred million dollars, or 
about a billion lire. But in common 
with her Allies, Italy did not know 
her own capacity, and the severe 
strain of nearly fifteen months' war 
has not worked the financial hardships 
expected by many at the outset.

Every country at war enjoys a tem­
porary and fictitious prosperity 
through high wages and big war busi­
ness, says an exchange. But though 
foodstuffs are high, judging by the 
cheap Italian scale, the bank deposits 
of the people gain steadily. At the end 
of March the total savings deposits 
amounted to 2,727,977,130 lire, or about 
$550.000,oner, exclusive of post-office 
and commercial deposits, an increase 
of 55,000.000 lire in one month. Money 
in Italy is cheap and plentiful at pres­
ent, and war Issues are readily taken 
up. The treasury report of the cost 
of the war up to the end of June shows 
a relatively moderate expense. Where 
Britain is spending at a rate of nine 
billion dollars a year, France at about 
seven billions, and Russia six billions. 
Italy's expenses in fourteen months of 
war amounted to two billions. The 
armed neutrality that Italy maintained 
during the first ten months of the 
war cost $,45,000,000 a month, and at 
this rate the maintenance of mere 
fieutrality right up to now would have 
cost more than a billion dollars. So 
Italy is paying out, in hostilities on a 
fairly big scale, only twice what neu­
trally would have cost.

The increasing of taxation in Italy 
has to be carefully placed, for Italy 
has a large poor population. But the 
national revenue has been Increased 
by about sixty billion dollars a year, 
which is quite sufficient, up to the 
present, to provide for the interest on 
the new war debt. If the war ends 
within another year, Italy will have 
come out of the financial ordeal with 
colors flying.

In leas 
than thirty hours after the negotia­
tion» had been concluded between tb-t 
Water Board and the syndicate for 
the purchase of the securities not a 
note remained In the hands of the 
bankers. The entire Issue had passed 
into the possession of Important Indi­
vidual Investors and of banking Insti­
tutions, principally the latter, looking 
eagerly for Just such short term la- 
vestments.

It is understood the notes were sold 
here at the suggestion of the British 
treasury for the purpose of rendering 
additional aid in maintaining the value 
of the pound sterling In this market. 
The Instant success of the loan caused 
much favorable comment In financial 
circles.

Special to The 'Standard.
New York, Sept. 1.—It Is now more 

than' a year since Great Britain 
brought out her last internal long 
term war loan, the 4 1-2 per cent. 
1925*1945 loan, which netted about 
$3,000,000,000 of new money. Since 
then, with the exception of half the 
$500,000,000 Anglo-French loan, and 
the $250,000,000 British loan raised 
here last month, Great Britain has 
been carrying on the war from pro­
ceeds of the sale of treasury bills, 
exchequer bonds, etc. At the middle 
of last month the outstanding treas 
ury bills amounted to not less than 
$4,300,000,000. The last vote of credit 
for $2.250,000,000 is expected to carry 
the government up to the end of 
October next, but so far there has 
been no intimation of another long 
term loan, and there has been much 
conjecture as to whether the govern­
ment will take the step during the 
present stage of the war.

The reason for avoiding a long term 
loan is the right which is Involved for 
conversion of the old Issues and ex­
chequer bonds Into a long term bond 
at a higher interest rate. So far 
Great Britain’s nominal credit in an 
Internal long term bond Is confined 
to a 4 1-2 per cent. Issue. J This le 
however, only a sentimental consider­
ation, as the short term financing 
which Is being done now Is costing 
the government considerably more.

If the war continues much longer 
It Is believed the British treasury will 
be obliged to issue a long term loan, 
but the favorable turn In the fortunes 
of the Allies will tend to ease the 
problem.

About forty per cent of the usual 
amount of milk came In from Kings 
county yesterday morning, 
of the dealers received very nearly 
their full amount, some received about 
half, and others did not receive any. 
It was claimed that the shipment yes­
terday morning did not represent the 
amount that will be received this 
morning as a considerable quantity 
of that shipment was brought into ttyi 
receiving stations on Thursday night, 
and was really August milk.

The farmers say they will not sell 
any milk less than forty cents p#r 
can. and it Is said that already several 
of the dealers have made contracts 
with farmers at that price In order to 
supply a portion of their trade.

The Sussex Milk Co. say that th>y 
received enough milk for their own 
trade and had some to help out the 
dealer who (fid not get as much as 
usual. They do not expect any diffi­
culty in getting enough to supply their 
customers, and have never had any 
thought of increasing the price to the 
consumer.

The Standard Creamery were only 
four oans short yesterday, and today 
they expect to have twelve cans to 
replace that four, and do not antici­
pate any difficulty In supplying their 
customers.

The Farmers Dairy and Produce Co. 
say they had all the milk they wanted 
and a small surplus to aid the man 
who did not get his share 

The People's Dairy received onlv 
’ about half the usual supply, and had 

some difficulty in making it go round, 
but they are hoping that more will 
come along today.

L. C. Prime said they had plenty 
of milk for all their customers and 
a considerable surplus. Mr. Prime 
said he did not know whether the 
farmers would accept the offer he 
made or not, but he felt that possibly 
they would. He pointed out that if 
the farmers got the rate they wera 
asking they would be receiving the 
highest price paid for milk in Eastern 
Canada, and he thought in any part 
of Canada. Forty cents per can 
meant $2 per hundred pounds, and 
the winter price in Montreal was only 
$1.66 per hundred.

It is understood that a number of 
the dealers left last night for Sussex, 
but it could not be ascertained just 

waa what their errand was. It is Just 
possible that some agreement may be 
reached which will allow of the 
normal supply coming to the city on 
Monday.

London, Aug. 30—(Correspondence 
of The Associated Press.)—There Is a 
certain small section of British water­
front where more ships are under con­
struction today than the entire ship­
building facilities of any other nation 
could undertake at one time. They In­
clude every type of craft from sub­
marines to battleships and from steam 
trawlers to Atlantic liners, 
governments lay down their battle­
ships and cruisers singly, and the less, 
er craft perhaps in pairs, but here 
battleships loom up as twins, light 
cruisers by the half dozen, destroyers 
in rows of ten, with many braces of 
long submarines, and an occasional 
monitor.

The war fleet under the hammer and 
the paint brush here would rank In 
the naval list above the establish­
ments of several modest maritime 
powers. It could demolish the two 
spuadrons which fought the battle of 
Manila Bay with one volley, and then 
steam against the combined American 
and Spanish fleets of Santiago with 
confidence. And the merchant ships 
in the stocks, are as many as the Unit­
ed States mercantile marine has add­
ed to its register in several years.

"We have trained crews ready to 
step on board all these ships as soon 
as they are fitted,” a naval officer re­
marked.

Under tutelage of Hugh Law, Na­
tionalist member of Parliament for 
West Donegal, a party of correspond­
ents spent a crowded day on land, on 
water, and on ships In dock, at this 
t?ase. They saw some things which 
they are not permitted to describe in 
detail, and many things which they 
cannot describe for lack of technical 
knowledge; for the ordinary man the 
visit furnished mostly illumination 
upon the vast scale on which sea pow.

The ranks of the Roll of Honor men 
from Pine Hill who enlisted for over­
seas service have already suffered de­
pletion. The first to give up his life 
was J. S. Ross, who enlisted in the 
navy and served first on H. M. S. 
Warspite, but was afterwards trans­
ferred to one of the ships which 
figured in the Jutland naval battle 
and was sunk on the fateful May 31. 
A few days later A. P. Maclvor, of the 
6th Mounted Rifles was struck with a 
bullet while trying to rescue some 
comrades, and while being carried to 
the dressing station was killed by a 
shell. Mr. Maclvor was a Cape Breton 
boy. a graduate of Dalhousie College, 
and had completed his second year in 
theology.

At the meeting of the General As­
sembly the Board of Finance was able 
to report a year of most, encouraging 
success in the face of the extra 
enormous demands upjon the people 
due to the war. The church did not, 
however, succeed in coming through 
the year free of debt. In a mission­
ary budget of over a million dollars 
there was a deficit of $170,000. This 
paragraph of the report, however, 
speaks for Itself:—"Under the most 
trying circumstances of war and Its 
accompanying sacrifices, and with 
many other causes appealing to the 
highest motives of patriotism and hu­
manity, the contributions to the bud­
get approximated those of the previous 
year. This Is a creditable showing 
and testifies to the loyalty and liber­
ality of the church. Deficits. In the 
funds of the church aggregating 
$170.000 engaged the serious attention 
of the board. After earnest discus­
sion It was decided to adopt the un­
usual course of recommending to the 
General Assembly that a special ap­
peal be made to every section of the 
church to remove this entire deficit. 
The magnificent gifts made by Cana­
dians of all classes to Patriotic, Red 
Cross and other funds are a convinc­
ing demonstration that In time of need 
our people can and will respond.'' 
The recommendation of the finance 
board was adopted by the assembly, 
and the Sabbath preceding Thanks­
giving Day be made the day for a 
special thank-offering for this pur­
pose. The finance committee of the 
eastern section are asking that the 
congregations of the Maritime Synod 
raise $25,000 or a little more than one- 
seventh of the whole. Thanksgiving 
Sunday will this year be October 8.

The question of woman suffrage 
which is once again coming to the 
front In the United Kingdom, was car­
ried a step further by the statement. 
Issued recently, by a number of men 
and women prominent In the move­
ment. The statement, which was for­
warded to the Prirqre Minister, express­
ed a desire to know the Intentions of 
the Government with regard to the 
enfranchisement of women “in the bill 
that must shortly be Introduced to deal 
with the Parliamentary register,” says 
the Toronto Mall and Empire. It urg­
ed that if statutory limitations as to 
time or other franchise qualifications 
were held to come within the scope of 
any registration scheme considered by 
the Government, so might statutory 
limitations as to sex come within the 
not the nation, as represented by the 
Government, take this opportunity and 
rise to the emergency need of women 
for political enfranchisement?

It Is Just this poiqt of urgency, upon 
which the statement Insists that many 
will be slow to admit There Is a dis­
position even amongst those who are 
quite earnest In their support of wo­
man suffrage, to regard It as some­
thing that Is not urgent, a subject in 
fact about which any quantity of time 
may be allowed for consideration. The 
fact is. of cour*, that It has over a 
long time, been an urgent matter, and 
it Is more urgent today than ever be­
fore. Women at present In the United 
Kingdom are carrying through a very 
large part, If not the larger part of 
the work of the country. They are 
to be found participating In all 
branches of the nation’s activities, 
often occupying the most Important 
and responsible positions, and yet they 
are politically helpless. At the close 
of the present struggle, an economic 
readjustment will have to be made In 
the United Kingdom, and in other 
countries, unequaled in the history of 
labor. The question whether women 
should he barred from taking any ef­
fective part In such a readjustment Is 
certainly one which presents all the 
elements of urgency.

Sculptor a Clever Work for Injured Soldiers—Copper Masks 
With Flesh-colour Paint.I the course of their tour of the 

London military hospitals Colonel 
Woodwork’s party of Journalists had 
a glimpse of German wounded prison­
ers in delicious English beds. Moot 
of them were very young and suffering 
not less than our own lads. Here was 
one poor creature on the threshold 
of manhood with both his eyes gone, 
and In an adjoining bed was a case of 
terilble abdominal wounds, the drawn 
face and the pale blue eyes, tearful 
beyond tears, telling of unspeakable 
angulrih. These war victims ask for 
their mothers or their wives, as no 
doubt our own are doing in -the strange 
German hospitals, but the request of 
course, is in vain. How delighted the 
least wounded of them were to hear 
tihe kindly surgeon use their German 
tongue, though it was but to make n 
brief Inquiry as to their age or the 
kind of night they had had !

Many of these soldiers, British and 
German, are unable to get any natural 
sleep because of the demand that their 
nerves make upon them ^o go on 
lighting this endless war as if they 
were still In the trenches.

One of the wounded prisoners in­
deed looked as if he expected the bat­
tle to be resumed In the hospital ward 
by his visitors. He was bearded like 
the pard, and out of a mass of black 
hair blazed two great dark eyes, whe­
ther in terror, hatred, defiance, or mere 
fever it Is impossible to say, but as his 

nlng gaze fell first upon one mem- 
of the party and then upon an­

other he might have been an infur­
iated wild beast at bay. In hospital, 
however, international enmity has no 
meaning, and these wounded Germans 
are treated according to their needs.

As the surgeon says, it "educates" 
the teeth, to meet, and when one's 
lower teeth have got round to one's 
ear they demand a vast amount of edu­
cation.

At the Queen Alexandra Hospital, 
Mlllbank—noticeable like Wandsworth 
for Its floods of light and abundance 
of flowers— there are alao interesting 
Jaw cases. Here a Serbian officer who 
had lost a large piece of his lower Jaw 
was, unlike some men in similar case, 
able to articulate distinctly and to eat 
naturally, and he was conspicuously 
cheerful.

The explanation was that an In­
genious surgeon had transferred from 
the officer’s leg to his Jaw a portion 
of hie tibia, giving the Jaw an almost 
normal appearance and a normal ac­
tion. In view of the fact that surgeons 
have been astonished by their recent 
experience of the powtf of bones in 
the body to replace by growth pieces 
which have been removed, the writer 
suggested that the tibia in the man's 
Jaw might grow In the straight line of 
a tibia instead of in the curve of a 
Jaw, but the surgeon, admitting the 
possibility, was disposed to think that 
the counter-pressure of the real Jaw 
bones would restrain any such ex­
cesses on the part of the alien tibia.

In this fine hospital, by the way, 
there was a good example of German 
surgery. A young Guardsman, now an 
exchanged prisoner, had the misfor­
tune to be wounded and captured in 
the first half-hour of the British ap­
pearance on the French front. The 
German surgeons had removed his 
foot, but in such a way as to leave 
him his heel, of which he Is inordinate­
ly proud, exhibiting it and slapping it 
with great gusto, and proclaiming that 
he can walk on it with the aid of s 
stick. He will of course, be given an 
artificial foot In due time, and it will 
never be noticed that he has been 
mutilated.

Quite near this first of all the mill- 
tary hospitals Is the Royal Army Medi­
cal College, where there are enough 
serums to kill all the armies of Bur- 
ope. From this obscure institution all 
the millions of soldiers of the British 
Empire have been inoculated against 
typhoid and Its varieties—Inoculated 
from the remote descendants of a 
bacillus captured and bottled 18

»

Transplanted Muscles.

The Hammersmith Hospital special­
ises in desperate Joint cases, and there 
one learns all that is to be khown of 
"claw hand," "trench foot." and the 
innumerable limb deformities which 
are caused by gunshot wounds. After 
18 month» in other hospitals and six 
months in this, a man suffering from 
wasting of the muscles of the leg 
through a shrapnel wound has been 
made by special treatment to walk as 
he did before. Another man, with 
trench-foot deformity following frost­
bite, began to walk for the first time 
since last November after having been 
here a month—the result of electrical 
treatment and special splints., At 
Hammersmith the surgeons have 
transplanted muscles from the front 
of a man's wrist to the back to enable 
him to raise his hand.

There are cases of the removal of 
bone as well as of the removal of mus­
cles and flesh from one part of a man's 
body to another. ^Three Inches of bone 
had been blown away in a patient's 
arm, and to restore this the surgeon 
weitf to the man's own leg and remov- 
ed Apiece of the fibula, leaving intact 
th^p-neasing membrane, which threw 
ut^ew bone, so the leg was none the 
worse. The removed bone was sharp­
ened at both ends and dove-tailed Into 
the injured limb, which has been com­
pletely restored. One man who sim­
ply would not have Ms foot amputat­
ed, though It seemed to be doomed by 
several diseased bones, considers that 
his obstinacy has been Justified by the 
result. The surgeons have removed all 
the diseased bone, and brought togeth­
er and rearranged all the healthy bone 
In the foot, so that the patient has a 
perfectly sound foot which only lacks 
the usual Joints and the muscular 
walking action. The Kensington War 
Supply Depot, a voluntary organisa­
tion, has done a splendid work in pro­
viding the Hammersmith Hospital with 
special splints.

Tear-Shells Demonstrated.

The Journalists whom Lieut.-Colonel 
Woodwark conducted over the college 
had the privilege of standing In a 
spraying chamber with four or five 
persons who had been found to be in­
fected with the microbe of meningitis 
and who would have become carriers 
of the infection unless they had )§en 
isolated and thus disinfected. Extra­
ordinary pains are taken to detcet 
these carriers, and the way in which 
they are detected is a story in Itself. 
They may communicate tihe disease 
by coughing, sneezing, or even by 
speaking loudly near another person. 
The anto-menigo senum has been a 
great success. Not only did the Jour 
nallsts inhale the anti-meningo spray, 
but they also were given an experi­
ence of tear shells—an experience 
far beyond anything in the way of 
peeling onions, sharply painful, indeed, 
as well as tearful, and one wMch they 
were not able to endure more than a 
minute.

ONE HUNDRED THOUSAND
EX-SCOUTS IN ARMY

There are 100,000 ex-Scouts in the 
British army of today. This informa­
tion comes to hand in a recent 
paper interview with Sir Robert Bad- 
en-Powell. The British Navy also has 
its quota of Boy Scouts. In this 
nection Sir Robert said:

Making 'Disfigurement».

At Wandsworth Common, where the 
wounded soldiers have the premises 
and grounds of the Victoria Patriotic 
Schools, there are officers as well as 
radt-300 officers and 1,600 men, when 
affy£he beds are occupied. This is 
one of the pleasantest of the military 
hospitals, because It is surrounded with 
well-wooded grounds, and nearly all 
the extension huts—resembling sea­
side bungalows—have beautiful garden 
plots.

Facial wounds especially are dealt 
with here, and Lieutenant Derwent 
Wood exercises all his ingenuity aa a 
sculptor in patching up damaged faces 
with copper masks painted flesh-color, 
and. when necessary, with Imitation 
eyelashes and moustaches, 
have been some bad disfigurements, 
but these are certalntly minimised 
oonslderably by this method of mask­
ing the face. Members of the 8L Dun- 
etan organization come to teach the 
unhappy blind new occupations adapt­
ed to their conditions, and they are 
most sincerely welcomed.

Blindness in the war, by the way, 
is not caused so much by direct bullet 
or shrapnel Injury as by fragments of 
■tone thrown up from the ground or by 
rebounding pieces of shell, and In 
many Instances the slight protection 
of spectacles has been sufficient to 
save a man from the loss of his eyes.

Their opportunities for 
kormlng a Judgment are more plentiful 
Jthan are commonly supposed, and cer­
tainly more numerous than those at 
À he disposal of the average English­
man at home; for, although living ln 
[confinement ln the enemy’s country, 
they know more of the conditions In 
/Germany than they can read In the 
kîerman paper.

The three newspapers that are ah 
flowed to be sold ln the camp are the 
(‘‘Berliner Tageblatt,” "Vosslsche Zeo- 
ftung,” and “Berliner Zeltung am Mit- 
ttag," which are given here in the 
lorder of their value as channels of In­
telligence. All these papers publish, 
(as a rule, not only the official reports 
of the Central Powers, but also those 
of the Allies, though the latter are 
generally printed ln an obscure corner 

‘when they record a conspicuous suc­
cess. The two former always devote 
considerable space to political affairs 
ln England, and thus we were able to 

‘follow very closely the developments 
that led to the Introduction of compul­
sory military service, and likewise the 
disturbances in Ireland. Germany 
naturally rejoiced at the Irish rising, 
and devoted whole pages, with bold 
headlines, to stirring descriptions. In 
the early period of the war the "Tage­
blatt’' published a series of articles 
on conditions in England by Dr. Hans 
Vorst, which I have subsequently 
learned were pretty accurate as re­
gards facts, and which were quite 
temperate In tone: whilst the Amster­
dam correspondent of'the "VosstBche 
Zeltung" appears to waylay every 
■"neutral” traveller from England and 
squeeze miscellaneous bits of informa 
tlon from him, which he dishes up into 
spicy articles.

For a great number of the men at 
Buhleben, previously domiciled in 
Germany, were in regular receipt of 
the local newspapers from the towns 
dn which they had lived, and thus we 
*were able to follow the conditions and 
(Opinions in Hamburg and Breslau, In 
Cologne and Frankfort, in Munich and 
CLeipzig. We found that the Reichstag 
Teports in a Socialist dally were often 
tmuch fuller than those ln the "bour­
geois" papers, especially ln the case 
of Socialist speeches disclosing cen­
sorship caprices and military abuses.
‘and we were particularly Interested 
<on one occasion to read a Socialist 
^exposure of evils at Ruhleben. That 
the Reichstag should have to listen to 
;• denunciation of our'hardships was 
neomewhat comforting: and there was 
even something hopeful about it, as 
khe heartless conduct of one of the 
subordinate officers, who had the au- 
fthority
lit all too sparingly, was mercilessly 
criticised. Through the same med­
ium we also learned that the Reich- 
tetag was informed that Ruhleben pris, 
toners of pro-German sympathies were 
pressed into the service of the German
tarmy.
