Monsignor Capel has published a reply
to Mr. Gladstone’s Essays on Ritualism

and the relations of Roman Catholics to
the Civil Power. !

At the sale of the Lick estate in San
Francisco one lot brought $1000 per foot
of frontage.

ttarving Miners.

A correspondent writing from the
Pennsylvania coal regions pictures some
of the horrible scenes of destitution and
wretchedness that are now to be secn
there. Oue of the cabins visited was
literally falling to pieces. The apartment
was small and it was cold. It was light-
cd partly by a dim, fluttering lamp and
partiy by the moonshine, which glided in
through the chinks and openings of the
thin and leaky roof. A woman with her
four small children were all nestled toge-
ther in one corner. The woman was
shocless and stockingless, while the
only garment she possessed was so tatter-
ed aud worn that through it could be
traced every curve and ountline of her
form. The clothes of the children were
like those of the mother, while her babe
had nothing but a shawl to keep it warm.
They were all suffering for want of the
necessaries of life and cried for assist-
ance when their visitors appeared. Any
one visiting these rookeries, in which
thousands of poor families are compeiled
to live, can see for themselves. Down
in the ravine below one can see the dusky
chimneys of the farnaces and mills,
which all summer long were idle,
and are ‘so still. It was upon these
that these - people depended, and now
everything threatens that during the cn-
tire winter thyy will run only upon half
time. <There reside the men who for
months and months have been idle, and
there the abodes or many who, unless
aided before Spring, must starve and die.
There are seen grovelling in filth and
cevery condition of debased or de-
banched manhood thousands of peo-
ple who iu their despair are ready at
all woments to indulge in any outrage
that will give them bread. Hunger makes
them desperate and at once destroys the
virtue of law and the sacredness of hu-
man life. Briefly, these poor people must
be discovered, protected and fed, other-
wise they will feed themselves over burn-
ing homes and mutilated bodies.

The failure of the Dominion Govern-

ment to keep faith with the just expec-
tations of the people who built this rail-
way, and its general incapacity, as now
constituted, for the proper management
of any New Brunswick pub’ic work,
suggest the propriety of demanding that
this railway be returned to New Bruns-
wick. Let the Intercolonial proper be
retained by the Dominion, and let New
Brunswick have this local line. The
Government, through endorsing Bryd-
ges’s report and otherwise, has already
Jdeclared for the policy of getting rid of
all branch lines. The Spring Hill Co
have been promised new rails, conceded
special transportation rates, and given
he use of cars and engines for some
months for taking their branch off the
sovernment’s hands, another Nova
Scotia coal company have been present-
2d with a railway, webelieve, on equal-
ly liberal terms, and the Ilalifax and
Windsor Railway has becn virtually
vresented to the Windsor and Annapo-
I's Company. Now why not pursue this
policy further? Why not give up the
st. John and Pt. da Chene Railway ‘as
vell as the others? It would be botter
ior the Government, as it is unable to
nanage this road with ordinary intelli-
sence and any degree of consideration
‘or the rights and interests of the people
who builtit, to give it back to its build-
3. It could easily be made to pay the
:xpenses -of running and renewals while
seing run solely in the interests of New
Brunswick’s industries.

We are not advoeates of Government
1ailway management; if the road were
‘n the hands of a private company we
should vote for allowing it to remain
here; but, if either Government is to
manage this road, we want the Local
Sovernment to do it. The Dominion
rovernment should be glad to be rid of
v trust for the administering of which it
is thoroughly ineapable, and we are
onfident that the Local Government
vould not shrink from the task of ma-
wgement. Perhaps its delegates now
it Ottawa have already demanded, or
%ill demand, in the interest of the out-
raged people of New Brunswick, that
this local road be handed back to them,
ind it is to be hoped that the demand, if
made, will be complied with.

Eastliguake 1m MeXico |

The New Otleans Picayune has some
particalars of the ¢arthquake in Mexico
on the I3th of November. At Puebla
people were thrown down by the severity
of the shock, and soine buildings were
much shaken. In Guanajuato, Oaxaca,
Tchuacan, Tuxpan, San Andies Tuxtla,
Cosamaloapam, Cuernavaca and Michoal
can the shock was also severely fel*,
showinz that it extended along the
sea co and not any distance into
the interior, .though a slight shock
was felt at the City of Mexico. At Alber
rado the church and convent were much
shatiered, aund a portion of the tower
fell, burying, it is supposed, several
priests who were preparing for matins.
In Tuxtia the shock was very great,
prostrating several houses and killing
and wounding .a number of people.
In Vera Craz the principal damage
was done to houses. The walls ‘ot
the old cathedral, which are very solid,
cracked open, striking a panic into the
people who had sought shelter ncar the
sanctuary. The light-house was also
much cracked and the keeper was thrown
dotwn the steps, bruising him severcly.
About a third of the baildings in Vera
Cruz were in some way cracked or brok-
en, and there was also considerable dam-
age in the suburbs.

The price
received: for the coach will not be suf-
ficiecnt to cover the taxes of Bishop
Sweeney, and another seizure will be
made. The other articles taken from the
priests will about settle the bills.
