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THE “TRAVELLER'S TREE"

A plant that is s«id to be like the
rock which Moses émote with his rod
and caused water to gush forth is the
“traveler’s tree,” called because
when its leaves are cut a quantity of
pure cold water is said to spurt out to
qguench the thirst of the wayfarer.

Botanists say that the “traveler's
tree” is not a palm at all, but Ts
elosely related to the banana plant,
a member of the musa family. While
the trunk in general appearance is
like that of a palm, the leaves are
arranged at the top in two rows on
long stalks diverging in the form of
a gigantic fan. The leaf bases are
borne on opposite sides of a genuine
trunk one above the other. These
sheathing bases fit so closely together |
as to preclude the evaporation of the
water that runs down the channel on |
the upper or inner side of the midrib.
By puncturing the midrib of any of
the leaves may be bbtained a con- |
slderable amount of water.

It is often difficult and sometimes
dangerous to use ordinary explosives
for mining an1 excavating in confined
spaces, a fact that has led to the de-
velopment of the hydraulic mining
cartridge.

The cartridge consists of a steel cyl-

tons that move at right angles to the
axis of the cylinder and expand when
water is injecjed into them with a
hand pump. fter drilling a deep
enough hole the workmen insert the
cylinder and then, set to work at the
hand pump. s

The tiny pistons expand until their
free extremities bear against the mass
of rock with constantly incre
force and the rock is gradually frac-
tured under tremendous pressure. The
operation, it is said, is not only cheap-
er than the ordinary blast, but dis-
integrates a larger area of rock.

THE PROVINCIAL HIGHWAY
Mr. Editor:

May I be permitted through your
valuable columns to say a word as to
what seems to me t{_be the folly of
spending so much public money on
oné provincial highway for the pur-
pose evidently of making it an auto-
mobile speedway to gratify joyriders.

I think all roads should be built ac-
cording to government regulations as
to draining, grading, ete., before
metalling with gravel or broken stone.
Good roads we need, but not provin-
cial trupk lines. The roads we need
are those which will facilitate the
handling of farm produce—not cement
speedways, but good gravel roads,
radiating from shipping points, being
more heavily metalled where traffic is
heaviest. For such roads, our county
engineer tells us, numerous gravel pits
are available along both of the pro-
posed routes from London west, and
for cement roads he tells us- only one
pit on each route is fit for cement,
which sprely lets some light on the
expense of building a cement road on
either route. Again, our engineer
tells us that at a rough estimate it
will cost $35,000 per mile. We know
what rough estimates on government
jobs usually mean. I am creditably
informed that the Hamilton-Toronto
highway cost nearer $50,000 per mile,
with the latest restriction, as stated
by one of the speakers at the North
Ontario nomination recently, that far-
mers are prohibited from driving cat-
tle on the road.

I had hoped that Mf. Aldred’s splen-
did letter would have brought out
more letters along the same line and
finally lead to a general discussion of
the whole extrdvagant scheme at our
municipall nominations, where it
should be thrashed out.

Remember that 30 per cent. of the
cost of building such a road has to be
borne by the municipalities through
which the road passes, the balance to
be borne by the province, but as the
“Americdn Agriculturist” puts it: “All
forms of public expenditure and ex-
travagance, in the last analysis, have
to be paid out of what comes frops the
soil and labor, so that the whole cost
falls on agriculture and labor.” This
along with our rapidly increasing tax
burden should cause us to weigh care-
fully the whole proposed scheme of
putting so much money in one road.
Surely, as one neighbor puts it, we
should be circulating petitions agains
the whole extravagant scheme rather
ﬁl! sending deputations to Toronto

I am writing this, Mr. Editor, that it
may bring out a fuller discussion of
this important matter. I may be
wrong in some of my conclusions,
through ignorance of the laws regu-
lating these provincial highways.

It u(\lnq
it “The Proposed Highway:-Robbery.
In the course of an editorial it says:

A movement to have a branch of
the highway run from London to Sar-
nia has been started. What would be
the results to the localities through
which it would run? Take Plympton
and Warwick for instance. The route
would probably be over what is known
as the London road between the two
cities. It is 24 miles across the two
townships, and the ratepayers, with-
out any aption of their own, would
have to pay 30 per cent. of the cost
of construction, repair and mainten-
ance of the highway. The initial cost
of the highway at the estimate $30,000
per mile would be $720,000, of which
the two townships would have to.pay
$216,080 The farmers of the two
townships would not have any better
roads than they have today for get-
ting to their nearest market towns of
Arkona, Forest, Camlachie, Watford,
Wyoming or Petrolea. Even those
farms along the route would not be
benefitted. The benefits that London
and Sarnia might obtain would be a
consequent loss to the towns$ named
above.

There are about 270 miles of leading
roads in the two townships. With
their $216,000 they could spend $800
on every mile of road within their
boundaries. And it would be_spent
under the direct supervision of the
township councils, whereas on a pro-
vincial highway it would be spent by
government officials. It is hardly
necessary to point out that the local
expenditure would be the more econ-
omical. Then think of the great ben-
efits that would result from a proper
expenditure of $800 per mile on all the
roads in the two townships. Even the
joy riders would be delighted to have
the privilege of using such roads.

Even if the concrete highway were
built through the two townships with-
out any cost to the ratepayers, it
would be detrimental in many ways
to the farmers. The control of the
road would be directly under the Min-
ister of Public Works in Toronto,
where to9 much power has already
been centralized. The driving of live
stock on the road would be prohibited,
and even horse traffic would be regu:
lated by the minister. In the winter,

The calf is the fundamental fac-
tor in cattle breeding.”~ Success or
failure with a herd is dependent tipon
securing a living calf, lusty with the
inherited merits of its ancestors. The
care and development of the calf are
monvimpm'wnl than a knowledge of
pedigree in blending the blood lines.

Cold in the Head.

The influenza, or by u)urkw_v, the
Spanish influenza, was so recently
with us, (indeed is still here and will
remain a long time through the
sequels that have come out of it)
that it Sseems hardly fair to begin &
talk about colds in the head.

And yet those disagreeable visi-
tants are always with us; summer
and winter, more abundant in win-
ter than in summer and with vary-
ing degrees of misery accompanying
them,

We speak of “catching” cold as
there were something infectious
contagious about it and there prob-
ably is sometimes but not always.

One catches cold by contact with
somebody who has it, or by exposure
to the influence of certain irritating
germs, but one catches cold just as
effectually, at any rate with the same
symptoms, by exposure to pungent
gasey or to draughts of air or to
cold and wet.

The symptoms are familiar enough,
a paroxysm of sneezing, watery dis-
charge from the eyes and nose, swell-
ing of the nasal mucus memuiane,
and necessity of mouth breathing,
difficulty in sleeping on -agcount of
general discomfort.

This continues two or three days
and then if there are no complica-
tions the dischaufle diminishes, it is
no longer watery but mucous, the
breathing becomes less troublesome,
the general ‘condition improves and
after a few days the afflicted person
seems to be ag well as ever.

It is not always easy to know how
to treap a cold and I take the liberty
of desecribing the method used by a
dear old medical friend, Dr. Beverly
Robinson of New York, who has had
wmore experience in public and pri-
vate practice than comes to the lot
of most doctors,

That is
what a great many sincere persons
overlook who study economics more
than human nature,

When we attempt to organize a
farmers’ association, what is done?
Why right away a vast amount of
talking is committed anent educa-
tion and improvement. Both ‘are
good, of course, and the farmer, in
common with all humanity, wants to
improve — there’s a difference be-
tween improving and being improved
—but he’s not always too sure that
the association will effect the im-
provement.

To begin with, he is often not too
well acquainted with his real neigh-
bors~—the men in the inside of the
men he knows now show themselves
only to kindred spirits. Then after a
hard day's work hg is prone to stay
quietly at home In"{;roference to driv-
ing several miles to discuss, under a
|smoky lamp, the old problems in
|much the same old way,

But there’s one thing everyone
| wants—a good time. Everyone takes
| his recreation in some form — only
|there's nothing colléciive about it;
|each goes his own way at his own
time. Really persuade the neighbors
once tliat they can have a better time
at the club meeting than they can
,nl home, and they'll go without
|coaxing.

So that seems the logical starting
point. A l!eader never finds it hard
to get people to organize for pleas-
ure—to have a good time.

And it leads to great things, too.
As people become better acquainted
mutual respect and confidence de-
velop. That is the fundamental and
first step to business co-operatién.—
