Ottawa, May 17.—The $15,000,000 7 per 
cent bond flotation being negotiated in 
the United States, news of which comes 
from New York today, is to all intents 
and purposes a Dominion Government 
loan, made for the ostensible purpose 
of purchasing equipment for the Cana­
dian National Railways. As understood 
here, it is probably the first of a series 
of Candian loans which will be floated 
from time to time in New York during 
the current year for special and general 
purposes.

It was stated recently by Sir Henry

Drayton that It was not the present 
Intention of the government to float 
further domestic loans this year. By the 
.flotation of a series of loans In the 
United States the necessity of doing so 
may be obviated. It is interesting to 
note, however, that while the highest 
rate of interest paid Canadians on 
Victory bonds is 6% per cent, the loan 
just negotiated in New York pays in­
terest at 7 per cent, while the last loan 
floated in the United States bore in­
terest at 6 per cent.

The funded debt of Canada in New 
York at the present time totals $350- 
000,000.

Londonderry, Ireland, May 17.—Riot­
ing last night between Nationalist and 
Unionist followers was even fiercer 
than Saturday's fighting. Bottles, 
bricks and pistols were again freely 
employed by the combatants and many 
shop windows were broken.

Groups of men and women in the 
Unionist quarter of Fountain street, 
and similar groups in the Sinn Fein 
quarter of Bridge street, followed an 
exchange of party cries with stone 
and bottle throwing. Then more than 
one hundred revolver shots followed. In 
addition to the killing of a former sol­
dier named Doherty three other were 
wounded. When the hostilities broke 
out the police tn the disturbed area 
were withdrawn and for a few hours 
mob law was supreme.

Doherty was passing along Orchard 
street with a friend when a shot rang 
out. He ran some distance and then 
fell and was carried into a nearby 
house by some girls. As the last rites 
of the church were administered the 
crowd outside knelt and repeated the 
prayers.

2,000 ENGLISH TROOPS 
ARE DISTRIBUTED IN 
SOUTH OF IRELAND

Cork. May 17.—Two thousand troopa 
from England were landed at Bantry 
on Saturday and immediately distribut­
ed throughout West Cork, where they 
will be stationed at points five miles 
apart. Troops to the number of 150 
also arrived at Skibbereen. They com­
mandeered several buildings there, in­
cluding the town hall, which was made 
their headquarters.

Thomas Johnson, the acting secre- 
tary, of the. Trades Congress, declared 
at. a labor meeting in the city hall here 
yesterday that the workers of Ireland 
had no intention of establishing such 
a republic as that in America, where 
the very idea of personal liberty was 
unknown, he said, and where men and 
women were sentenced to long terms 
of imprisonment for daring to say that 
"America was not a land of freedom.” 

BOLSHEVIK FORCES IN
A COUNTER-ATTACK 

TO RECAPTURE KIEV

Toronto. May 17.—When a strong 
deputation from Southwestern Ontario 
saw Hon. Harry Mills, minister of 
mines this morning, he announced that 
he would seriously consider laying over 
his natural gas act for this year.

The new act proposes to give power 
to a commission to throw all franchises 
and contracts into the waste basket 
and grant increased rates where gas 
companies can show justification.

Claims Big Profits.
In the district represented they are 

compelled by contract to sell gas at 13 
cents to industries, and 25 and 30 cents 
to domestic consumers. It was shown in 
an audit of the gas companies' books 
that they have been making sufficient 
profit to issue $1.200,000 new stock to 
shareholders, and pay $2.500,000 in div­
idends, according to J. M. Pike.

All the speakers based their opposi­
tion to increased rates on the facts that 
the gas companies were profiting, and 
that it would be a violation of municipal 
rights to break the existing contracts, 
which can be maintained now.

Mr. Mills said that it was certain 
that gas companies in some districts 
were losing money, and could not 
prosecute development further without 
increased rates, but if these municipal­
ities represented could solve their dif­
ficulties by negotiation with the new 
companies, he would rest his bill till 
next session.

POWER Devastated Districts In France 
Are Again Under Cultivation

Paris, May 17.—Great progress has been achieved by the inhabitants 
of the devastated regions of France during the eighteen months which 
have followed the armistice in restoring something like normal condi­
tions. Of 400.000 acres once considered useless, statistics show nearly half 
have been put in cultivation, and this year’s harvest will yield a cereal 
crop of more than 3.000,000 bushels.

At the time of the armistice there were 235 towns and villages more 
or less demolished, giving an area of 4.500.000 square yards of debris to 
be cleared. About a quarter of this has been done. The towns of 
Amiens, Corbie. Ham. Nesle. Boves end Ailly-sur-Noye, and a number 
of neighboring villages have been almost entirely cleared, and more than 
8.000 of the 20,000 damaged houses repaired and made habitable. Ten 
thousand huts have been erected, and of the 1.200 industrial plants more 
or less demolished. 230 are in full and 406 in partial operation.

Indignant because his home had 
been intruded and because he had not 
been consulted in the matter, a por­
cupine, in whose veins ran the brave 
blood of ancestors, who had roamed and 
fought for sacred rights in the pine 
woodlands of the north countries, 
fought with his back to the wall, two 
striped and furry coons in the Zoo 
gardens of Springbank Park on Sun­
day. Although outnumbered two to one 
and the advantage of weight all on the 
side of the enemy, little "Porky" won 
a decided victory.

It was not because the coons were 
hunting for a fight or even wanted to 
Infringe on the rights of the quilled 
warrior of the north. They knew bet­
ter than that. Instinct which had been 
instilled in their forefathers since the 
beginning of time, told them that pru­
dence was the better part of bravery

at them out of beady black eyes, and 
was crouching with war quills all on 
end. he was greeted with a swish of a 
powerful tail. and presto! several of 
the quills had been transferred to his 
face. Squealing with pain he retreated.

The porcupine had easily won the

The 
porcupine was then given the fruits of 
the victory, for the coons were with­
drawn and he was left alone to grow 
another crop of quills.

There was not a 
man among them who would do such 
things, for they know it would kill pub- 
lic sympathy, they declared.

They asserted that the cars are not 
being properly cared for, and this, 
coupled with operating by men ignorant 
of the work, has resulted in the Tear­
ing of the wires. In normal times the 
commission keeps a staff of men 
steadily on the job to inspect and 
straighten the paragraphs each night. 
These inspections have not been made 
since the strike started.

A great loss has resulted from the 
tie-up. Besides the fact that practi­
cally no freight has been moved since 
the strike was called, no main, express 
or passengers have been carried since 
Saturday night. The L. and P. S., in 
normal times, brings 350 gallons of mille 
into the city every morning from the 
smaller stations along the lines. None 
of this milk was moved on Sunday or 
Monday.

AGUILAR MAKES ESCAPE
Paris, May 17.—It is understood in 

official circles here that the Anglo- 
French conference at Hythe which 
closed yesterday, decided that the sum 
total which Germany should pay as 
reparation’ would be fixed at 120,000,- 
000,000 marks . gold, approximately 
$30,000,000,000.

It is also understood that it was de­
cided Germany would be permitted to 
issue bonds covering her indebtedness 
to the Allies, payable in annual install- 
ments. Such action, it is pointed out, 
would enable France to discount a part 
of her claim to Germany, and permit 
her to settle her debts to the United 
States and the Allies.

These decisions, together with the 
action taken postponing the Spa con­
ference with the Germans to June 21, 
comprise the definite conclusions reach­
ed by the French and British premiers 
and their advisers, according to the 
understanding here. All the other de­
tails of the arrangement remain to be 
settled by the financial delegates, who 
are still working upon them.

A special conference of the Allies 
will be held at Ostend to consider finan­
cial questions among the Allies, it is 
stated. This meeting will be indepen­
dent of the League of Nations confer­
ence at Brussels. The dates of these 
conferences remain to be fixed.

London. May 17.—Russian Bolshevik 
forces are striking back at the Polish 
and Ukrainian troops which captured 
Kiev about ten days ago, according to 
an official statement issued in Moscow 
yesterday and received here by wire- 
less.

Bishop Fallon Against Legis­

WOODSTOCK, May 16.—Bishop Fal­

lon of London conducted confirmation 
sacrament in St. Mary’s Church here 
tonight.

"I abominate divorce," he said. "The 
sacred sacrament of marriage has to­
day, outside of the Catholic Church, 
become a scrap of paper.

One reason given is that it 
will place divorce within the reach, not 
only of the rich as heretofore, but of 
the poor man also.

There are no new species of birds to 

report this morning. The golden-winged 
woods, usually alive with warblers this 
time of year, seemed almost deserted.

Rev. J. E. Hatch Speaks At 
Empress Avenue Metho­

MOTHER! BELFAST, Ireland, May 16.—Ser­
geant Morony was shot dead Saturday 
night. Inspector MacDonald seriously 
wounded in the head with a stone and 
one civilian seriously wounded by a 
revolver shot in serious riots in Lon­
donderry in which revolvers were 
freely used.

Several charges by the police were 
necessary before the rioters could be 
dispersed.

NIGHT OF TERROR.
LONDON, May 16.—(By the Asso­

ciated Press.) — Londonderry experi­
enced a night of terror Saturday, part 
of the city for hours being at the 
mercy of riotous mobs. During the 
disturbances Sergt. Denis Moroney, 
chief of the special criminal depart­
ment of the city, was shot through the 
right lung and died within halt an 
hour. Londonderry thus gains the un­
enviable reputation of being the scene 
of the first police murder in Ulster 
since the opening of the assassination 
campaign on January 1, 1919.

The other casualties included James 
McCafferty, aged 18, shot in the chest: 
District Inspector MacDonald, wounded 
in the head with a stone while leading 
a police charge, and John McCallon, a 
former soldier, wounded in the head 
with a bayonet.

Minor Disturbances.
After minor disturbances later in 

the night, feeling between the Sinn 
Feiners and Ulsterites flamed up. 
About 10 o'clock the air was filled with 
stones, bottles and other flying missies 
and revolver shots were frequently 
heard. While the riot was in full swing 
IS policemen armed with rifles arrived

Rioters continued their disorderly 
demonstrations and the police charged 
and scattered them into the side 
streets. Many of them made for the 
quay near the Great Northern station. 
It was here that Moroney met his end. 
Rioters concealing themselves behind 
railway wagons directed volleys of re­
volver shot point blank at the police. 
This led to a hot exchange of fire. 
Moroney was struck, walked a few 
yards and collapsed, exclaiming: 
"Boys, I'm done."

A few yards from this scene McCaf­
ferty was found lying on a tramway 
line. He said he was on his way home 
from the theatre when shot.

During these happenings a Unionist 
crowd literally took possession of the 
thoroughfare in the neighborhood of 
Carlisle Square and stoned persons be­
lieved to be of different political per­
suasion. The audience at the Empire 
Theatre was stoned so furiously when 
leaving .that they had to return, the 
doors being barricaded. Shortly before 
midnight troops were summoned, and 
with their aid matters soon quieted 
down.

him of La Foret’s death. Burchiel

School of Education Works to 
Interest Graduates of 

High Schools. Aino%
Large Supply of Eggs, With 

Prices Firm.
Cleveland, Ohio, May 17.—Cleveland 

schools —high school and normal—are 
.beginning their annual campaigns to 
! interest pupils in a continuance of their 
education.

Within a few days the school of edu- 
: cation will inaugurate tours of its plant 
.by high school senior girls in an en- 
! deayor to interest them in the teaching 
; profession. Students in the school of 
i education also will visit the high 
schools from which they were gradu­
ated to talk with high school seniors 
who may be considering teaching as a 
career.
The visits of high school seniors to 
the school of education has a double 
purpose," Ambrose L. Suhrie, dean of 
the school, said yesterday. “Not only 
will the visits tend to increase the 
number of students entering in the fall, 
but they will have an educational value 
in themselves. So far as high school 
work is concerned, the visits compare 
with the visits to industrial plants and 
civic centres regularly made by school 
pupils.

Only Fifty.two Prospects.
Dr. Suhrie said he was not discour­

aged regarding enrollment next year by 
the fact that in a recent canvass of 
the graduating classes of seven high 
schools only 52 gins signified their in­
tention of entering the teaching pro­
fession.
"Last September we enrolled more 

than 100 girls from Cleveland high 
schools, despite the fact that an early 
canvass showed only 25 possible ap- 

|plicants. We will draw heavily from the 
I girls who were listed in the recent 
canvass as ‘undecided.’ Furthermore, 
the new salary schedule will be a great 
inducement if it is adopted."

Campaigns among high school pupils 
themselves are being started to en- 
courage pupils in the first few classes 
to continue their work through the final 
years.

Statistics show about 35 per cent of 
the pupils entering high school gradu­
ate, according to James B. Welles, act­
ing director of research.

Many pupils reach the legal school 
age limit during their first year in higli 
school, according to Mr. Welles. This 
accounts for a large percentage of the 
decline in enrollment. At this time chil- 
dien al the legal age limit automatical­
ly can leave school to work.

Many also reach the legal age limit 
at the end of the eighth grade in the 
junior high schools. In previous years 
high school students of exceptional 
ability have been coached to talk before 
junior high pupils on the subject of 
higher education.

The close co-operation of the junior 
and senior high schools has tended to 
reduce the number of pupils who leave 
after completing junior high work, ac­
cording to Mr. Welles. Between 80 and 
90 per cent of the pupils in the eighth 
grades enter the ninth grade.

The proposed new department of vo­
cational guidance, truancy and school 
census should do a great deal toward 
checking the big drop in enrollment, 
according to Mr. Welles.

London. May 17.—Postponement of the 
Allied-German conference at Spa, Bel­
gium, is approved generally by this 
morning's newspapers in commenting on 
the premier's meeting at Hythe. They 
also approve of steps taken relative to 
German disarmament and are mainly 
in accord relative to the financial ar­
rangements agreed upon by Premiersii 
Lloyd George and Millerand.

While rather lukewarm to the whole 
conference, the Times expresses doubt, 
whether Germany would undertake,;

to assume. The newspaper regards the 
scheme for the repayment of the French: 
debt to Great Britain as a very large i 
concession to France, and finds some 
obscurity in the announcement of this 1 
arrangement. It declares this agree-| 
ment must be thoroughly investigated. * 
and made quite plain before giving par-I 
liamentary and national sanction.

The Dally News is enthusiastic over| 
the fact that a fixed sum was agreed' 
upon for the German indemnity, and, 
says it constitutes “the foundation of a 
new order if statesmen build aright.

CUTWORM CONTROL MEASURES.
(Experimental Farms Note.)

Careful study of tobacco insect pests 
and methods of eradication has been 
made by H. A. Freeman, tobacco Inspec­
tor. Some knowledge of the life history 
of these insects is necessary to properly 
cope with them. Frequently they can 
he best attacked when in that stage of 
their development In which they do no 
damage to growing crops. One of the 
simplest and easiest methods of attack- 
Ing these insects is through fall plowing 
of the tobacco field, which destroys all 
vegetation on which the insects’ may 
feed, and also exposes these Insects in 
their winter stages to alternate freezing 
and thawing.

During the crop-growing season the 
most certain and practical method of 
control Is through destruction of the In­
sects by poisoning. There are three 
ways of using poisons against cutworms 
_ 1. spraying the tobacco plant; 2. 
spraying trap crops, and 3, using pois­
oned bait.

Poisoned bait is most generally used. 
Tn using this material, it is advisable 
to keep the field as clean as possible of 
weeds two or three weeks preceding 
transplanting time in order to reduce 
the food supply of the worms and ren­
der them hungry A couple of days 
previous to transplanting spray a small 
patch of clover with paris green at the 
rate of one ounce to six gallons of 
water. Cut the clover in small places 
and scatter in small handfuls about the 
fields, preferably on a cloudy day. and 
in the evening when cutworms are out 
for feed, and the clover will not dry out 
too rapidly. Tf these poison halts are 
not more than 6 to 8 feet apart the 
worms will have no trouble in finding 
them. This treatment should be re­
peated once or twice.

Instead of poisoned clover baft, pois- 
oned bran mash may he used. This is 
made by mixing one pound of drv paris 
green with 40 pounds of bran. To this 
add a little sweetened water or cheap, 
syrup, stirring It thoroughly until moist- 
ened uniformly. This is scattered about 
the field in the same way as the clover 
halt, and seems to be more attractive! 
to the worms even than Clover. All 
poultry should be excluded from the 
area for some time, or at least until the 
rain has washed the poison away.
