This is
a specimen of High Church condescension which most
people will think highly ridiculous as well as highly
Impertinent.

Tug Rev. R, Heber Newton, rector of All Souls
Protestant Episcopal Church, New York, whose bibli-
cal theories attracted attention a year ago, and who
has been delivering a series of Sunday afternoon lec-
tures to his congregation on the O'd Testament, has
yielded to a request from Assistant Bishop Potter that
the lectures be discontinued. Mr Newton's free
treatment of Genesis aslargely mythological and legen-
dary has attracted much atteation from his brother
clergymen, many of whom thought be ought not to be
allowed to proceed. No complaint, however, was
lodged against him.

ANOTHER distressing railway accident has been re-
ported from Pennsylvania. Two miles from Bradford
the track was covered with oil which had overfiowed
from some well.  On account of a curve the engineer
did not perceive the danger until he had to faceit, It
was too late. Efforts wereuseless. The engine was re-
versed but the breaks would not hold, Cinders falling
from the fire box ingnited the oil, and the unmanage
able trair was wrapt in flames, Panic added to the
danger which menaced the passengers, Several were
crushed and burped to death. Another sad casuthty
has been added to the many for which the opening
weeks of the present year will be remembered,

IF " emotional insanuty ¥ 1s no longer a sure plea
by which a murderer may escape coaviction there is
no dimiaution of the emotional insanity that makes
pets of noted criminals, At the trial of Nutt, who
shot Dules on the street at Pittsburg, the prisoner
was the recipient of florat -bouquets, evidently to the
graat scandal ot the court. With a becoming sense
of the fitness of things the judge intimated that the
next one who presented a bouquet to the prisoner in
court would be committed for contempt. People who
do not respect themselves can hardly understand
what is proper in a court of justice except when made
plain to them as was done by this judge who has
more respect for propriety than sentiment.

DELMONICO, the famous New York restarateur has
ended Iife sadly. His friends were kept ia a state of
great anxiety for several daysas he had disappeared
mysteriously. His body, frozen stiff, was found in a
wnod near Newark, N. J. It is said of him that in
former years he was 2 dilligent and thoughtful student
of scientific works. Oan succeeding to the business of
his uncle from overwork and keen speculative propen-
sities he became achanged man.  His oneaim was to
make money. He made himself decidedly disagree-
able to his friends, He was by turns irritable, morose,
passionate, till it was at length plain that his men-
tal faculties had become disordered, efforts were
made t2 put him under proper treatment, but he gave
his friends the slip and wandered aimlessly till he was
frozen to death. Awuother painful instance of the des-
tructive force of the passion for money.making.

BISKOP POTTER in his letter to R:v. Heber Newton
says : * You know how thoroughly persuaded I am
that you are anirated in all that you have said and
done in your ministry by a sincere desire to serve and
help your fellow men.  But I am no less persuaded
that the influesce of what you ave now doing on Sun.
day afternoons is not such as you yourself would wish,
and that its results are both painful and barmful to an
extent of which you haveno knowledge. Andso Iask
you to stop, and remind you of your pramise to"do so.

I do not approach you in any attitude of autbority ; it
is doubtful whether, In view of all the circumstances
of your own position and mine, I have any right to do
so. Dethat as it may ; I have the best reason for be-
lieving that you will heed this requast of mine, and 1
will only add that If you need a reason to give to your
people for doing so you are at perfect liberty to say
that I bave made it.”

DoMesTic unhappluess is not confined to any grade
of sacizl life. The air in the upper regions is not al-
ways serenc. Prince Frederick Charles, tho famous
“ Roth Prinz " of the Franco-Prussian war, has come
unpleasantly into the light at present. His behav-
fou: according to recent reports has bheen simply
disgraceful. The veriest rough could not have acted
more brutally than the Prince Frederick is said to
have done, Princess Marle has taken refuge with her
relatives at Arthalt and insists on a divorce, The
Emperor, counsels peaceful separation, dreading the
public scandal of a divorce trial. This imperlal wife-
beater should be subjected to the punishment usually
meted out to the ruffians in obscure life who are con-
victed of similar crimes. The cause is said to be the
common ope—excessive drinking. Military valour
and moral heroism are not always associated, Self is
sometimes more diffizult to command than a corgs
darmee.

THE successful operation of the Scott Act in Hal-
ton county fully justified its adoption, A succuesful
experiment in one county is encouraging to others who
desire to see the extension of the Acttoother counties.
Last weeka convention was held at Halton mainly (or
the purpose of concerting measures to counteract the
efforts of the opponents of the Act, who are working
for its repeal. In a resolution adopted by the conven-
tion it was stated that the . .ount of liquor sold in the
towns and villages is gradually decreasing, and in the
rural districts has practically ceased altogether ; that
the condition of families formerly in a state of misery
through druakenness is much improved; and that
many who were formerly opposed to the Act are now
speaking in its favour ; and whereas the public records
show that during the last sixteen months (setting
aside convictions made for the violations of the Scott
Aca) crime has decreased about seventy per cent. in
the conaty, and that at the sittings of the last three
Assize Courts there were no criminal cases on the
docket. Such results would follow its adoption every-
where.

WHATEVER restrictions legislators are willing to
impose on the sale of intoxicants, many of them have
no strong desire to render it very difficult to get a
drop of something to sustain their own flagging ener
gies durjog the fatigues of a protracted session. Such
concessicns to weak human nature are not confined
to Ottawa. The mighty statesmen of the neighbour-
ing Republic, it appears, have a great fondness for
“cold tza.” The rule of the House and Senate pro-
hibiting the sale of intoxicating liquors within the
walls of the Capitol has been distegarded for years.
Anyone, by calling for cold tea, can at any time get
all the whiskey be requires, and last winter it was not
an unfrequent occurrence during the long night ses-
sions to see men around the corridors and lobbies
much the worse for * tea '’ which had been purchased
in the basement, The new Senate rules now under
discussion directs the Sergeant-at-Awms to see that
the rules in this respect are rigidly enforced. Mr.
Bayard waoted malt liquors excepted, as beer is sold
openly, and ke thought it useless to continue 2 rule
which is never enforced,

‘TAE inquest on tiue death of James White one of
the many victims of the railway collision near the
Humber has been completed. The verdict returned
is 2 comprehensive but lengthy document. The jurors
seem to have discharged their responsible duties con-
scientiously and intelligently. On their partthere has
bezn no effort to make a scape-goat of any one at all
implicated.. The prominent officials come in for the
censure which in the estimation of the jury rghily

belongs to them. They refiect on tho superinten.
dent’s want of knowledge of details in the manage-
ment of tho line under his control, Operators and
other cfficials are charged with negligence in the dis-
charge of their raspective duties, and thereby contri-
butory to the accident. The chief blame, however,
rosts on the conductor and ecogineer of the special
freight train,  Against them a verdict of manslaughter
has beea returried, on which chacge they will be tried
at tke approaching assizes. The poor engineer has
not yet recovered from the injuries he received in the
collision, The tangible sympathy extended to the
wifs of the conductor is becoming and properin tke
circumstances.

GOVERNOR MURRAY, in his message to the Utah
Legislature says: *‘I will gladly co-operate with
you in passing laws that will retire Utah aflairs
from the halls of Congress, and for ever bury out of
sight the charge that ecclesiastical power dictates leg-
Islation {n Utah. The present coadition of affairs
canno* longer continue in safety to either the United
States or the people of Utah, I ask the repeal of
chapter five of the Compiled Laws of Utah because it
invests the ecclesiastical courts with authority which
may only be exarcised in the United States by the
civil courts, Sheer justice demands the right of dower
for wifehood. I earnestly urge that this right be no
longer withheld from the wives of this Territory. The
fact that thers are no laws upon our statute books for-
bidding polygamy, bigamy, and adultery as public
offences Is not creditable to Utah, I trust the Legis-
lature will not fail to place the seal of condemnation
upon these offences. I submit that you will do in.
Justice to yourselves if you fail to pass final laws upon
the subject of polygamy, with effective measures for
their execution. Marriage should be made by law a
civil compact, to be entered into only by persens com-
petent, and the contract valid only as between one
man and one womap., Any other marriage, under
any circumstances, should be declared void from the

begioning.”

WEEKLY HEALTH BULLETIN.—The weather of the
week, has been marked by extreme changes both in
barometric pressure and in temperature, High winds
and stormy weather have also prevailed. While we
find Bronchitis reported prevalent in every district,
closely followed by Influenza, with Tonsillitis how-
ever, less prominent, it conzot be said that any In-
creased degree of prevalence has attended the ex-
treme changes and cevere weather. It has, however,
apparently made Whoopiog Cough more severe, sitce
of this there seems to bein zll the Laike Erle districts
a widespread prevalence. Amongst Fevers, Inter-
mittent maintains 2 prevalence at least equal to that
of last week, but Eateric has very perceptibly de-
craased. Amongst the contagious Zymotics, there is
noue excepting Whooping Cough which shows any
noticeable advance during the past week, This, how-
ever, shows a very great advauce, appearing amongst
the six most prevalent diseases in five districts. An
idea of the sudden expausion of this disease is gained
from the fact that it has risea from 2 1 t0 6.3 percent.
of the total diseases. It would appear that in this in-
stance the atmospheric icflaences present in the past
week or two have exerted an influence in the spread
of the disease beyond what can be asserted to be dus
to contagion from person to person. Regarding
Diphtheria, which has bzea noticed asbeing prevalent
in variouslocalities in recent reports, it would seem to
have somewhat lessened its prevalence, It will bein.
formation for the public to kaow that therz does not
appear to have bazn as yet any-spread of Small Pox
by inoculation from the case which in last week's re-
port was referred to as baving brokea out in a lumber
camp near Rosseau. Dr. Powell, of Edgar, has in.
formed the Secretary of the Provincial Board that the
patient is still isolated, and is convalescent. The
vaccination precautions taken seem to have protected
other members of the faculy temporanly exposed to
the disease, It is to be hoped that should any case
break ontsimilar energetic measures will be taken for
the immediate stamping out of the disease.
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CONFESSION AND ABSOLUTION.

DR, BURNS' REPLY TO ‘'C"

The Rev. Dr. Burns deﬁv_ered the second lecture of

his winter course in the lecture room of Fort Massey |

Church on Friday evening, Dec. 21st, and took for
his theme another letter of ¥ C."

I have cousented again to reply to “ C,” because
his last, appearing, like his previous communic-iion,
simuitaneously in two of our lacal journals, wears an
authoritative aspect, and is generally understood to
have recelved the highest sanction, It presents falely
and clearly the R. C. doctrine respecting confession
and absolution, and a great variety of vitally important
subjects besides, If I do not refer to every point it
embraces I must not be held as consenting to his
views on those not overtaksa at present, or leaving
them by default, I regret that the subject has not
been kept by “ C " within its original limits, but that
he has travelled so discursively {oto the “reglons be.
yond.” It would have been better, in order to the
distinct elucidation of the theme that originated this
friendly interchange, had he concentrated on it, and
malintained the common ground on which we stood,
in the possession of the same Seriptures. I, at any-
rate will endeavour to keep the Scriptural grovand, ap-
pealing invarlably as before to the Roman Catholic
version (1582 and 1609) while doing a little skirmish.
ing in the wilderness of the Fathers, and glancing in
the other directions, towards which the sends fatuus
of my friend would lure me. To his oft repeated
fallacy of *bemping the question "—renewed sgain
and again in this long letter—** C” hasadded anotker
fallacy to which those on our side have now got used
—the fallacy, known to logicians as that of * Reason-
ing in a Circle.” “C,” like many of his predicessors
when hard pushed, has revived the old and oft ex-
ploded device of trylag to prove the Church by the
Bible and then, the Bible, by the Chuech. It does not
satisfactorily meet our respectful request for Scripture
proof in favour of auricular confession such as is prac-
tised In the Roman Catholic Church, to say “ in ex-
press wards the gospels testify to the powers of
remitting sins conferred on the apostles.” ¥ That the
power of absolving was conferred on the apostles is
outside of profitable controversy.” We wish to know
what these “express words® are. Give us chapter
and verse, Meet fairly and squarely the many pass-
ages we quoted from your own traopslation of the
Scriptures,  You insist on it that the kind of confes.
sion you advocate is absolutely necessary to salvation.
% For grievous sins (you say, making a distinction be-
tween sins for which there is no Bible warrant) con-
fession is not 2 matter of cholce, it is an absolute
necessity ;” aad again, “ God will not pardon grievous
sins without confession, when it can be made, He
has made the law of confession just as much as the
law of baptism.” We again ask, where? In our
sense I know it is written : *“ He that hideth his sins
shall not prosper, but he that shall confess and shall
forsake them shall obtain mercy.” (Prov. 28, 13)
And ¢ If we confess oursins, He is faithful and just to

+ forgive us our sins,” (1 Johni.9) Butthatis our
kind of confession, not yours. You insist on it that
for 2 sinner to go direct to God is not the right way ;
and that confessing first in the ear of a priest is essen-
tial in order to be finally saved—that this was taught
by Christ and practised in apostolic times, When
did our Saviour give instructions to this eflect? We
are not told. On what occasions did the apostles
practise this form of confession? Not a solitary in-
stance has been.named nor can be. Can a seatence
be found in those writings that come closest to the
apostolic age that could be even wrested into 2
favouring of this view ? If there were, doubtless such

*a shrewd and far-sighted observer as “ C” would have
found it out, and exhibited it in largs typs.

I1f it be, as “ C” avers, ‘“ not a matter of choice, but
an absointe necessity,” why this ominous silence on
the part uf those who might be presumed to koow
most about it? Why were ncarly five ceaturies al.
lowed to clapse belore it was made even permissible,
and over twelve centuries (4 Lateran Couccil, 1215)
erc it became compulsory ? What became of the
many who, duting these great gaps of time, passed
into eternity without knowing gr practising this indis-
pensable means of salvation?

’

“Chsays againt ‘“In all times and in all places
the Church belleved in and practisesd zacramental con.
fession, Therefore itis God’s ordinance, and he who
resisteth the ordinance, we ara told, purchases to him.
sell damnation.” Rather bard on us, my good friend,
who resist it so strenuocusly~ After the way which
you call heresy so worship I the God of my fathers”
(xs Paul puts it, Acts xxiv. 14)—2aund because [ honestly
resist what you gratultously czll “ God's ordinance,”
do I and all like minded purchase thereby ‘' damna-
tion?? Are we “explicitly commanded” (as you
afterwards state) to * hear and obey its (the Church's)
teachings, under pain of eternal condemnation ?° We
are much more charitable, Far be it {rom usto cher-
ish such thoughts of you,

“C" admits that a sinner may go stralght to God,
but God will not receive or remit bis sins till he has
first appeared before a priest. ' The sinner may go
directly to Him, but He will say, ‘ Go show thyselt to
the priest)” ¢ C” knows very well the circumstances
in connection with which these words as quoted by
him were used by our Saviour, They ave eatirely in
harmony with our view of confession, and opposed to
his. It isthe case of tho cleansed leper. Now, ac.
cording to the law of leprosy as presented in detail in
Levit, xiii,, what was the priest to do? Not to give
the diseass or to take it away. The victim was to
come with {t, and back again when it was removed,
that the priest might discover and declare thesigns of
its presence In the one case, and its disappearance in
the other. His office was purely ministerial, not
magisterial ; his duty, declaratory, not judicial. Six
times over in as many verses are we told that he was
to pronounce the patient uaclean or clean, as the case
may be, “bindiog " him in tke former instance, “ loos.
iog " him in the latter. Yet the Septuagint rendering
of * pronounce unclean” is mearnes, literally, shall un.
clean him; and of “ pronounce clean,” is Aatkaries,
literally, ** shall cleanse him “—as if it was his doing
in both instances, though the passage in the orlginal
Hebrew issimply a declaratlon, not a judicial sentence;
Christ and His apostles quoted from the Greek version
made nigh three centuries previously, and then gen.
erally in use. The purpose of Christ’s order ¥ Go
show thyself to the priest,” is to beinterpreted in the
light of that ancieat article of the Hebrevs law, The
application to the leprosy of sin is manifest, and the
minister’s duty as well. When, therefore, Christ
authorized His disciples to remit or to retain sin,and
so bind or loose the sinner, he used the well under-
stood language of the Levitical statute, to the effect
that, just as the former priests were wont to pronounce
lepers clean or unclean, so they were to pronounce
the forgiveness or non-forgiveness of God in the mat.
ter of sin, not to pass the sentence as though it were
by “their own power and authority,” they did it.
“Who can forgive sins, but God only.” Man may
declare it, but cannot doit. This we have seen over
and overagain to be theunmistalkableteaching of Christ
and His aposties. Yet “ C” repeats and repeats his
former statement, * This powet is not merely declara-
tory, it is efficaclous, it is as the power of the Judge,
real and efiective, though delegated.” In viey of the
“line upon line " which we gave in our lecture on this
subject in our last reply to ¥ C,” and now, in this, have
we not reason for returning to him his own zetort :
 Now, in sober truth, can any one whofeelsarespon.
sibility for his utterances assert the above ! ¥

When asserting the efficacious nature of priestly
absolution,* C * endeavours to push a paraliel between

_it and the ordinance of baptism. He elaborates this

at considerable length, but the gist of his argument is
in the sentence, “ Confession is just as much of a
necessity as Baptism—the latter regenerates us, the
former restores us,” ¢ Baptism is the one only means
of regeneration. Penance, the onc only means of
restoration zfter a grievous fall.”"” In a matter so
momentous we nced something more than mere dog-
matic assertion. ¢ Nay, rather to the Law and to the
Testimony”(Isaiah viii,20) as our old quotation bath it.
If, through baptism * the stain of criginalsin is blotted
out the soul regenerated,” if, indeed, baptism is the
“ one only means of regenesation,” how comes it 1.
That Christ never presents water baptism as thegreat
regenerating foxce?

2. That not one instance can be given of Christ
haviog ever baptised.

3 That St. Paul says (1 Cor. i, 14 17): * I give God
thanks that 1 baptized none of you bat Crispus and
Galus, etc,, for; Christ sent me pot to baptize but to
preach the Gospel” If baptism be the “one only

meauns of regeneration,” would one so bent on saving
souls as Paul bhve spoken thus or acted thus?

4. That it is said of Simon Magus (Acts vill, 13):
“Then Simon himsel( believed also, and being bap.
tlzad, ke stuck close to Philip.” There are many
thoughts suggested by this scene, but these two lis on
the surface :

{a) That Simon was baptized on theprofession, not
on the possession of faith in the Lord Jesus,

(4) That baptism did not regeneratg him, for after
recelving it from Philip, Peter says to him: “Thou
hast no part nor lot in this matter, For thy heant is
not right in the sight of God." (v.21)

If baptism and confession depend for thelr efficacy
on the meotal state of the recipient or penitent, then
whic can judge of that but He who says: “1 am the
Lord who search the heart and prove the reins?”
(Jeremiab xvil, 10) Herein even Petor fails, who
endorses baplism to one *' whose heart was not right
with God ;" a baptism, too, which works no change
on that heart,

§. Oa the other hand, the dying thief was never
baptized at all, but who will deny that he was regen.
erated to whom his expiring Lord said: “Amen I
say unto thee, this day shalt thou be with me in Para-
dise.” (Luke xxiil.43) Whi'earguing thus, I believe in
baptism, both adult and infant, though sot attaching
to it (inasmuch as the Word of God does not) the
saving power which Roman Catholics and Anglo-
Catkolics claim for it. I am somewhat surprised that
the only other passage (in addition to ** Show thysslf
to the priest,” and “whosesoevar sins ye forgive,” etc.,
already fully explsined by us) to which * C " refers, is
that formerly quoted by him from Acts xix. 18: “ And
many of those who believed, came confessing and de-
claring their deeds.” He adds: “ These words are
verified every Saturday night and at other times, in
all cur churches.” He admits also the book-burning,
etc., as "' at times, verified” which, I suppose, in re-
gard to certain books, is the case. Let the passage
be carefully and candidly examined—and can anything
¢elsc than an open, public confession—be taken out of
it? ‘The scene is laid not in a church at all, but “in
the school of one Tyrannus,” or more probably, from
the allusion to the “burning” and * all those that
dwelt in Asla, Jews and Gentiles "—flocking to “ hear
the Word of God,” it was in the open air. It is not
coming to confess singly, but “ many ’ came, and not
in any private way which auricular confession neces-
sitates, but “ beforeall,” There is nothing like this,
when each penitent goes separately into the confes-
sionals usually to be found in R. C. churches, and
makes confessions in the ear of the one listener.

“ C " speaking of Christ’s life in His Church says :
 Not only was Christ to remain with the corporation,
during the life of the apostles. He was to remain
with it for ever” ‘ \Whea Christ explicitly premises
to remain for ever with that corporation, He gives us
proof enough that it is to live on unchanged.” Our
friend with admirable ccolness and complaisance takes
for granteqd that this ¢ Corporation " mnust be the one
to which he belongs. But what would his favousite
St. Augustine say to this? When he acted as secre-
tary to the Council of Melvie and Bishop of Hippo,
he alopg with two hundred and szventeen other bis-
bops threatened with excommunaication any who might
appeal to Rome. Oae of the canons of that council
ruos thus :  * Whoever wills to appeal to those be.
yond the sea, shall not be received by any one in
Africa, to the Communion,” At the sixth Council of
Carthage held in 412, presided over by Aurelius, the
Bishop of that city, a forma! despatch was forwarded
to Celestinur, Bisbop of Rome, from the collective
episcopate of Africa, warning him not to receive any
African appeals or to send any Legates or Commis-
savries, It is plain, therefore, that for long the African
Church belonged not to the * Corporation.” Then,
what of the Eastern Church with its eighty.four
millions with which the stnfe of the Western was so
bitter. Did it not claim to be the * Corporation,”
too? Nay, did not John 1V., Patriarch of Constanti-
nople, its visible head, love to call himself ** Ecument-
cat Patriarch,” which so roused the ire of Gregory I.,
surnamed the Great, his Western brother and rival,
that he wrote (A. D. 595) to the FEmgeror Mauritius
bitterly complaining of the presumptuous assumption.
One sentence {rom this memorable missive is worth
quoting : “ I confidently say that whososver calls
himself the universal priest, or desices to be o called
in bis amogance, i¢ a fore-tunner of Anti.-Chiist.”

COLLEGE,

Mr.EDITOR,—The General Assembly has appointed
a collection to ba taken up in all the congregations of
the Church on the fourth Sabbath of January in be-
half of Manitoba College, Ia view of this, I ask the
privilege of addressing a few words to the readess of
THE PRESBYTERIAN,

The college was instituted twelve years ago, in the
absence of 2ny provision by the State for highor edu.
callon, and was destined, not only to furaish the op-
portunities for .sach education to the youth of our
Church in the North-Waest, but al<o to supply to such
of them s might desire to enter the ministry, a part
at least, of the education required by the Cburchin
candidates {or the minlstry. It is well known, that
last June, in accordance with a peatitica to this efect
from the Presbytery of Manitobs, the General Assem.

bly teok the Important step ‘of appointing cne of its
number to teach theology and to take & general chasge
of the Institution,

There are at present in actual attendance a little
over Siriy pupils; eigbteen are In the preparatory
courss; eight, I may now say nine, ate engaged in
the ctudy of theology. The remainder, belog the
larger number, are pursuing the studies prescribed by
the Unlversity of Manitoba and with a view to gradu-
ation therein, ‘The whole number is considerably In
excess of that of the last or of any previous years
‘There are thirty boarding in the zesidenca; as come
pared with seventeen or cightecn last yerr. The
number has bLeen as high, indeed, as thirty-two, which
is about the limit of accommodation furaished by tho
building.

The inances have beenthe weak point in the College
from the first, Tbese must be put on a new footing
before the institution canbesaid to be in a satisfactory
state, whatever the number of students in attendance
or io restdence.  Your readers are entitled to tho ful
lest Information regarding these, in being asked to
contribute for this purpose. Attention Is invited to
the following points :

3. 7he debt on the institution—contracted partly by
the erection of buildings, and partly by a series of de.
ficits on ordinury revenue, that ef last year being about
$2,500—was in Junelast over $41,000, Ofthisamount
the sum of $4coo has been paid off, chiefly though
not exclusively, through donatlons of friends in Mont-
real given in response to the personal application of
the Principal, Itis hoped that the large remaining
indebtedness will be reduced year by ycar in the same
way, uatil it is completely wiped out,

2, The current expenses of the institution ; includlng
the cutlay on the boarding-l.ouse, the heating of tha
whole building and the wages of the attendants, it is
hoped, may be met this year by the payments for
board,§4 50 per week, and by the fees of the pupils’ $9 00
per term of three months, Itistoo soon, however, to
speak with confidence on this point, when the length
and severity of a Manitoba winter are taken imo ac-
count, with the high price of fuel and of servants’
wages, it will be seen that this item must of necessity
be a large one, The Church may rely on it, that
every effort is belog put forth to keep it down to the
lowest point consistent with the health and the com-
fort of the students,

3. The salary of the Professor of Theology rests
entirely on the Presbytery of Manitoba ; and 1 believe
the greater part of it is covered by persopal subscrip-
tions for three years, '

4. There temains the espenditure arising from the
salariesdue to the professors, $4 0co; the salary of the
utor $900 ; the fnlerest account, over $2o0co; the
arrearages in “ Professors’ salaries,” in june last, and
other outstanding oblivations, making a sum in all,
not much, if at all, under $8,0c9, required to give usan
equilibrium of income and expenditure for the year,
Towards this amount, a contribution has heen received
from the Free Church of Scotland of $250 ; another
from the Irish Church of $coo. Some frieads have
agreed, as reported to last Acsembly, to contribute over
$1,000 towards the payment of Professor Bryce's sal.
ary. A donation of $500 bas been receivedirom Hon.
D. A. Smith, in addition to one of like amount for
the debt, The congregational appropriations and col-
lections in Manitoba will probably no# come short of
last year's $750.  Other local scurces of income, or
general, may bring the amount available for mesting
the existing obligations up to $3 500, The collection
to be taken up on the fourth Sabbath of January, and
the appropriations to be made by missionary associa-
tions outside of this Province, would therefora need to
reach from $4 500 to $5,000, to enable us to establish
an equilibrium of expenditure and income {or the year,
This is not a large amount when spread over the more
than 600 conpregations of the Church, It will bereach-
ed, I feclsatisfied, if,as theappointmentof the Assembly
requizes, a colleciion is taken up, or an appropriation
made in each pastoral charge., Congregations in our
cities and towns will, no deubt, make a generous al-
location to this really missionary institution. and cel-
lections of fair amounts, will, I bavereason .o believe,
be made on its behalf in very many congregations.
The fear is, that in a considerable number of congre-
gatlons, the Assembly’s appointment may be quietly
ignored, and the result in that cass canonly beanotber
deficit, not perhaps su large as that of last year, but
yet, such us to discourage us all,

I do not wish to conceal the fac. that such a result
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would banot only personally painful and dissappolating,
but {t wonid mecessarily inlerfers serfously with any
effort whick might Le made fo reduce the exishing ine
debledness, as well as be unjust to those who have
already cratributed so liberally for this purpose. I
have received, however, so many encournging assur.
ances, and from such vatious quarters, unsolicited
contributions, that I look forward with more hepe
than f{ear to an appeal, on the response to which
throughout the Church, the futute well being of the
College, of which, at the request of tho General As.
sembly, I have undertaken the Presidency, is so large.

PRESBYTERIANISM IN THE NURIH-
WAEST.

The Rev Mr Roberttson, superintendent of Home
Missions in the North-West, contributes the following
detalls concerning the Geld under bis supervision . -

At Broadview, whers the Rev. P. S. L'vingston is
stationed, there has been erected a building to be used
as 8 church and manse at a cost ¢! aboul §1,500. At
Cadurcls, an important mission 6eld, where Mr, G, F.
Smith was stationed during the past summer, a very
commodious church was etected. At Calgary, which
is rapidly becoming a most important centre, where
the Rev. A, Robertson is pastor, a church with a seat-
Ing capacity of about 150, was built in’ October last.

About thirteen miles west of the west end of Tuitle
Mountsin, a neat frame church with a seating capacitv
for nearly one hundred and twenty-five peri.ns has
been constructed, The Rev, John Mowat is the resi-
dent minister at this place, The church at Gladstone
has been considerably enlarged and a manse for the
pastor erected.  The minister at this point is Rev, D,
Siaiker. The Rev. A, McFarlane is the minister at
Greenwood, and in that locality a very peat and com.
fortable frame church was built during the past sum-
mer. The people at Indian Head, more ambitious
than most of congregations along the line of railway,
have erecied a very fise brick church this year with a
seating capacity of fully 300, The Rev, I, M. Ram.
say laboured there durlog the summer. At Moose
Jaw, under the charge of Mr. S. J. Taylor, a very neat
and capacious church with scating accommodation of
about 200, was built.

Through the untiring energy of Rev. Mr, Sieveright
three serviceable churches were erected in the neigh-
bourhood of Prince Albent, namely, at Fletts, the Ridge
and Willoughby. In the town ot Prince Albezrt itseld,
afins brick manse, costing about $5,000, was con-
structed fast (all. Moosomin, another rapidly grawing
town, is under the charge of Rev. Mr. Nicholl, A
very comfortable church was erected there last sum.
mer. At Rat Pertage, which has sufferea so much
recently through fire, a frame church and a frame
manse were built. The Rev. ]. €, Tibb is the pastor
at this point. Owliog to the crowded state of the build-
ing for church purposes at Regina, the same was con-
verted into a manse for the use of the minister. The
services are now held in the MoCusker Hall, Rew.
A. M. Urqubast, formerly assistant pastoz to the Rev.
C. B. Pitblado, of St. Andrew’s Church, Winmpeg,
Iaboured at this station during the summer. Sione-
wall is under the pastoral care of Rev. M1, Lawsence,
A very commodicus frame church was erccied there
Jast summar, which was orly recently opened.

The thriving little town of Virden promises to be-
come an important point on the C. P. R,, and provision
was made there for a mianister by ihe erection ot a
church aud manse. Mr, Dow laboured tbere jast
summer. yThe congregation at Dominton City imished
a church there this season, Mr. 2. F. Langrul was the
missionary at this station during the summes, Humes-
ville forme one of the mission stations sn 1be Chater
field, and there a very neat and comfortable frame
church was built this past summer.

Mr. R. C. Murray was the miss:opary ai Lrentelt,
and the people erected a commedious chuich at that
place. The congregation of Unico Pownt purchased
2 comfostable frame church at that piace bzlonging to
the Methodist Episcopal Chuich,
would indeed be .ncomplete meie no mention made ot
the very fine charch erec.ed by the congregaucn ot
Kuox Church, Winnipeg, which, when completad,
will undoubtedly be one of the finest 1n 1he North-
Waest ; and also of the comiacdious manse built by

the copgregation at Kddonax for the Rev. Me. Priagle. |

The Choich and Maase Building Board have rend-

ered very material ald in connectifn with the erection
of all of the above structures. Id fact, without the
loans and grants from this fund, many of those build-
Ings could not have been attempted at all, The con-
gregations of Manitou, Blttle, Greensidge, Minnedosa
aud Qu'Appelle have taken steps to build, and conse-
quently, applied to the Church and Manse Bullding
Fuod forald. Thelrapplications havebeen favourably
entertalned, and as soon as the board are in funds the
necessary money will be advanced. Ths board will
bave dispensed about $13,000 when the entire woik of
the scason is all wound up. Notwithstanding the
stringency of the times in the money matket the pros-
pects are that bullding operations will be executed on
a more extensive scale next season than ever dutipg
the past ot any previous, The want of suntable places
in which to meet compel congregations to take action
carly. The high rents and the utter absence of suit-
able accommodation at masy points compel copgre

gations and the Board of Church Erection to build
manses. Several places were meationed by Mr. Rob-
ertson along the lincs of ratlway now projected and also
along the main hine of the C. P. R., where steps must
be taken eartly In the scason in oufex to butki sunable
churches. Mr LRobertsonstated that the North-West
Land Co, and several private individuals had dealt
very generously with congregations in the matter of
church sites. The C.P. R. Co. and H. B, Co.granted
sites for half the prices charged others. While fully
appreciating the liberal concessions [made by the two
latter corporations, Mr. Robertson was decidedly of
opiaion that they should have been equally as diberal
as the North-West Land Co. His opinlon is that the
country is rendered much mote attractive to settlers
by the erection of churches and the maintenance of
missionaries, and that no property holders in the
whole North-West'derive so much benefit from the in-
flow of scttlers as the C, P. R. Co, and H. B, Co. Mr.
Robertson expressed his appreciation of the action of
the C. P. R, in carrying all material for the construc-
tion of churches at halfthe usual rater, Where lumber
has to be carried a considerable distance the contri-
bution made by the company towards the erection of
churches in this way is not inconsiderable,

MESSRS. MOODY AND SANKEY IN
LONDON.

THE STEPNEY MEERTINGS,

The hall at Stepney stands on a waste piece of
ground, known in past days, we belicve, as  Pedlay’s
Orchard.” It needsaconsiderable tretch of imsgina-
tion to conceive of its ever baving been such a plea-
sant and goodly place as a country or surburban
orchard. No doubt the neighbourhood is still supz-
rior in mapy respects to other parts of the metropolis
that have lately been figuring in the accounts of * out-
cast” and “horntible” London; to those who cojoy
the comforts and amenlties of well-orcered domestic
lfe, the difference will seem only one of degree. The
little personal knowledge we have gained of the con-
ditlons of life to be found among the dwellers around
Pedlar’s Orchard does not make us long to know
wmore. Poverty, overcrowding, disease,diunkenness—
all that makes up a London slum-~are not far to
seek. However much we may deplore the unspeak-
able ignorance, degradation, and- misety to be found
in such places, we can scarcely wonder at them, keep-
ing in view the depressing and almost hopeless condi-
tions of daily hfe that prevails. If the Gospel can
reach and dehwver and elevate those who live amid
such surroundings, it is indeed what it professes to
be—the very power of God unto salvation,

Everybody seems te zgres that the audiences at
Stepney Green Hall, especially in the evenings, bave
been “ of the nght sort.” That is to say, they are
those who, judging from oulward appearance, do net
usually cross the thresholds of our churches and
chapels, The plan adopted at Wandsworth of reserv-
ing front seats for workisgmen has been consi
derably developed at Stepney. On most evenings
dunng the past week there has been a solid square
of nearly a thousand such men and youths seated
night 1n rent of the evangehsts. The women have
attended in considerable numbers at the aftarnoon
Bible lectures.  East-enders, however, have not
much letsure during the working hours of the
day, and the afternoon meetings have not besn
so large as 1 lsupgton, probably not quite so larmpe
as those at Wandswonh, Everything has been done
to make the services known to the peaple.  Theband
of . workers. connected with Stepney Chusch (Mr.
Kutto's), we beleve, have alone visited over 20,000
houses in tho pansh. Uthers have no doubt been
equzlly asstduous 1n this branch ol the work.,

Mrs. G. S. Reancy says the “ Bitter Cry of Outcast
London” has brought blessings to tho East.end,
Christian thought has been more earnestly directed
to our necds here. The prayer of God's remem-
brancerz has become supplication in " imaking known "
requests before but dimly understood. It camo
patarally to many to associats the visit of Messts.
Moody and Saukey with the answer of blessing which
prayer supplicated. Speclal blessing was expected,
and it has come,

Much has been said and written of empty east-end
churches where in some exceptional instances the con-
gregations were large, the small proportion of menin
these gatherings bas been remarked upon.  One could
therefore understand the frequent remarkof strangers -
* Mr. Moody bas a wonderful power in attracting
men.” So it would seem, from the crowds of men
who have throngsd the meetings night afler night,
listening to Mr. Moody’ pithy utterances—powerful,
because often presented with a keen mother-wit which
East-enders are particularly alive to appreciate. In
theso ctowds there bave been not a few who bave
confessed that, while regarding religion as good
enough for women and children, it did not fit in with
thelr tutrn of mind, so they * went nowheres of Svia.
days, but had come to the hall out of curiosit; to
hear the man that talked and the chap that sanz !"
10 get such persons there at all was a tdumph;
though we must not forget that the clergy, ministers,
and Christian wotkers generally, would be the means
directly or indirectly, of getting them to come, To
keep them there was agreater triumph ; foreast-enders
are independent in their ways, and prone to get up
and walk out it not sufficiently interested to remain.
To get them to come again was the greatest trinmph
of all,

This is the human side. What of tbe spiritual ? Is
this to be tabulated by names taken down i the in-
quiry-room? I venture to think, certainly not. Many
a man has left the meeting with tears in his eyes, his
heast tender, if not positively surrendered, who could
not be persuaded to go into the inquiry.room. People
might talk to bim there as he sat, or as he slowly
moved out with the crowd ; but his heart was too {ull,
and his nature too reserved, to make in possible for
him to pass within the doors where others were flock-
ing, to go through he keew not what beyond, \Whea
such were asked what has moved them su greatly, the
answers would be various * The hymn got Eold of
me ;" © Mr. Moody made me think of mother, and
the time when I was a youugster ; *' *I had a praying
wife, but she’s been dead years,” Inoneor two cases
it was, *1 heard a sermon once, and it's stuck to me;
Mr, Moody seemed to know all about me.”

One man—a gentlemanly fellow, evidently a city
clerk—when spoken with, said curiosity bad brought
himtothe meeting. When asked if this was his first
visit, replied, “No; I came yesterday.” * What
brought you then?" ¢ Curiosity.”” ¢ Ah| tha! is
your way of putting it ; doubtless there are some pray-
ing for you at home.” * It is a matter of perfect in.
difference to me whetber this besoornot.” * You be-
ieve it to be so, but deep down it your heart you have
an unsatisfied longing pow, own to it.” Further
conversation drew forth the fact that a praying
brother and sister at home, by tbeir earnestness, pre-
vented his sreptical views from utterly destroyiog all
belief o religion. The following evening the same
young man was seen hastening from the ir quiry room
with eyes from which the trares of tears had not been
removed, with 3 strange light upon his face, which
said plainly encugh, “1 have bad a great surprise , 1
bave found 2 secret joy.”

‘The blessing has not been ronfined to the hitherto
irreligious or undecided : many Christian people'’s
bearts bave been stised, aad numbers have rejoiced
in the decision for Christ of members of their own
families, over whom they have prayed and yearned,
possibly for years. We are led to believe from per-
sonal contect and dealing with many, both inslde and
outside of the iaquiry-room, that to a large extent the
glorious work of the past ten days has been a harvest
ingathering of labours which bave gone on for years,
on the part of the earnest clergymen and ministers,
city missionaries, and Sunday school teachers. in
saying this we do not detract fiom the greatness of
the work done by these twe God bonoured men, Mi,
Moody and M. Sankey; but it gives us hope for
the future stability of each individual helped by them
to decision, Many are already rejoicing in their
homes over the work ot this Mission, and many more
will rejoice. Blessing was asked—was expected—and
has come. [If any lack blessing, will it not be thuse
who neither asked, expected, nor looked for it ?
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COMMUNION IN THE HIGHLANDS.

Miss C. F. Gordon Cumming, in her interesiing
book, * In the Hebrides," glves thisaccount of a sacra.
mental occasion in the Highlands of Scotland :

“ One day while I was sittiog onthelonely hill side,
1 was amazed to see first one groupy; then another,
and another of tidy folk in their Sabbath best, coming
In almost a continuous stream along tho bleak road
from Portree. Then 1 found that thete wastobea
sacramental preacting on the hill side many miles
away, It was tolas! a week, and this great multitude
was gatheting frot, overy farm and village in the dis.
trict. Many of the people Lid walked thinty miles,
and would stay two or shree days, though wherea
bundredth part of them could hupe to find cover I can-
not imagine., Doubiless vast aumbers of them must
bave slept in the open atr, and happily the weather
was hot and dry.  Sull in these regions it Is apt to
change at any moment, and the most cloudless sun
shine may be succeeded by a prolonged spell of pil-
less rain, in which case what would become of all
these people?

“The multitude of carts and curious vehicles of all
sorts which passed this day and the next was really
amazing, and such primitive carts and harness! A
bit of rope or twisted bent from the nearest hillock,
with a stick to act as crupper. Sometimes & very
good dog-cart would pass, full of well-dressed people,
the old mare trotting cheerily along followed by har
foal, and every now and then stopping to givelit a

_drink,

“ I was once present at one of these great sacra-
mental gatherings, when about three thousand people
had asscmbled on tbe wild coast of Rassshire. A
more picturesque scene 1 have rarely beheld, It re-
called visions of the old Covenanters.

“ As we gazed over the bleak expanse of hills, we
marvelled whence that great concourse of human be-
ings could have assembled, till we heard that not only
every shepherd’s hut in the district, but almost every
island and village within forty miles had sent its pil-
grims to the preaching, some by boat, some on foot.
Not the able-bedied only, but some poor, half-para-
Iyzzd creatures who took days of hard walking and
crawling ; some times literally crawling on all-fours,
dragging their weary steps down those steep paths,
that they might sit atthe feet of some favoured, trusted
teacher,and with child-likeintensity of interest, drink in
the old, old story from hislips. ‘The preachings were,
s usual, to extend over several days.

1t was on the great day of the feast that we found
our way there, when on the green sward was sct the
long table covered with fair white linen, round which
was gathered a-great company of,devout worshippers,
passing the sacred cup and bread from hand to hand.
From t!me to time a Gaelic psalm was raised ; the
precentor singing every alternate line alone, and the
mass of votces taking up the wild tune, low at first,
then swelling 1nto full chorus, and again dying away
Iike the boomtag of waves 10 some ocean cave. The
people were all seated on the grass or clustenng in
groups up the side of the hill, which formed a nawral
amphitheatre of grey rocks, or fading russet brackens
whose catm decay was 1n keeping with the great peace
of all arcund,

© The majority of the old wives wore the cleanest
ot white mutches, some with large white handker-
chiefs tied over them, aad great biue cotton cmbrel-
las, for though 1¢ was an October afternoon, the heat
of the sun was sickening. Nevertheiess, the men all
sat bare headed, looking up to the preacher with eam-
est, weather-beatea faces, the warm colours of their
hair and beards recalling the russet of the withering
brackens around them, Whatever thes cucupation,
nearly all wrere dressed in the uniform dark-biue cloth
peculiar to our seafaring folk,

“ Qa the rocky hill ahout, groups of little, rough
Highland cattle were feeding. Close by flowed a
tiny streamlet of purest crystal, yielding precious store
to the thirsty muliitudes. At out feet lay the grez,,
calm ocoan, on which the sun's glittenng reflection
wa. changing frowa quicksilver to molten gold, Be-
yond, faintly seen through the hot, misty haze, lay the
grand Skyehills, all mirrored as cleasly .as the near
chffs o1 the conntless isi._ds. Frombelitteclaian
of black boihies on the shore, the blus smcke rose In
trangnatent columns and there was quict on every side.

“Qae marked change, however, there must be in
this modern teaching from that of those catly days
when the desciples, continuing steadfast in the apos-
tles’ doctrine, met daily for the breaking of bread and
prayer,

“ These modern Christians (1n Rossshire) have but
one such meeting in the year, and out of the three
thousand assembled on the hill-side at the great an-
nual celebration, only eighty were communicants, the
youngest of whom was a chepherd, upwards of forty
yearg of age.

“Qae reason alleged for this rate celebration of the
great feast in themore remote districts, is the difficulty
of obtaining wheatun bread, which alone is deemed
suitable for use on tLis occasion. D¢ Norman Mac-
leod speaks of a panish familiar to hiumn, where the old
minister used to be obliged to serd a man on horse-
back over moors, and across stormy arms of the sea
for sixty miles to fetch the wheaten loaves, and 1
most of the «sles such bread ts only seen, when brought
by the steamer from Giasgow, and of course the
steamer touches only at pnincipal poits, with which
many tsles have rare communication. '— CAristian In.

Political speakers,
as 2 lass, pervert whatever comes to t. . in the
memories of childhood, which should besacred as the
piety of & mother, to point a jest or raise a vulgar
laugh, The Hawkeye man, who is a professed Chris-
tian, is above most of this class, but he is not always
above just censute. It is not the men who furnish it
who are alone guilty, hut the spirit of the country that
pants forit. There must be a chavge in public senti-

ment, and good sense must have a higher co-efficlent
than giggling.

Readers generally willadmit that the above rematks
from the Philadelphia Fresbyferfan are just and
timely. It s tight to credit Mr. Berdette with high
aims to which he generally adberes. The same 1night
faitly be said of Josh Billings, whose qaaint sayings

It
pleads {or exsmption and indulgence on the ground of
its own neglect and sin, It 1s 1ke the murderer of
his tather askiog the judge to have puy on his orphan.
hood. Even those who make such a pleafeel, I think,
how unberoic it is.”

IN writing on the great relipious movementin Japan
the Rev, G. W, Kaox, of the American Presbyterian
Mission, says :  * It has extended to every congrega-
tion under my charge, and there is also a change in
the attitude of unbehizvers. The interestin Caristian.
ity is spreading, and in all our congregations numbers
are being added to the Church, So profoundly has
this movement, and the recent ineetings of the Shim.
toku-kai, impressed the missionaries, that there is &
general conviction among them that in twenty-five
years mission work in Japan will be practically over,
The Japanese may now at any moment go over ¢s
masss to Christianity.

LAST year the natives in Aviva Island, South Sess,
sent out three of themselves as teachers and evangel-
ists to help to give the Gospel to a heathen island.
About filteen years ago, when 1 went among them,
the whole population of this island were naked and
savage canunibals—now they are all professed Chris.
tians ; and night and morning family worship is con-
ducted in every family, as they live in peace and hap-
piness under the blessed influences of the Gospel.
Many in your country now plead for a secular system
of education ; but what secular system, with all the
influences that wealth and power might impart to it,
could have produced such a blessed change among
our South Sea Island savages?—Rev, 7. G. Paton,
New Hebrides Mission.

THE recent scurrilous attack upon Christianity bya
Turkish nswspaper writer has been republished in
book form and is having a wide sale among Moslems,
The missionaries at Constantinople have seat a short
rejoinder to the editor of the Turkish paper in gues-
tion, This rejoinder, while giving necessary attention
to an expose of the garbled historical quotations which
form the basis of the work of the Turkish writer, is
chiefly devoted to setting before Moslem readers facts
as to Lbustian doctrine, and proofs of the authenticity
of the New Testament, which the Government would
never hitherto allow to be printed in any form acces.
sible to Moslem readess. The Tuikish newspaper
has been owiupied for some time in paoblishing the
arucle nnrten by the missionaries. It appends its
own comments, consisting, to no small degree, of per-
sonal abuse of the writers by name. The controversy
has atuacted much attention.  The writer of the Tark-
1sh attack on Christianity has now issued a new work.
1t is apparently called out by the published statements
concerning the spiritual character of true Christianity,
and labours to show that the Christian religion is a
schoolmastex to lead men into atheism. These pub-
lications may mark a new area in misslon work in
Tatkey. Hiiberto, the Turkish Government has pre-
vented .he discussion of religious subjects in the
Osmanli Turkish language. Now, however, it can
hardly refuse pznmission for the publication in that
language of such exposition of Christian truth as may
be deemed ne essary to repel these attacks opon
Christians and their seligion, Meantime, the rejoin-
der sent by the missionasies (o the Turkush papes bas
been republished by Armenian, Armenian.Catholic
and Eastern (Greek) organs among the seculsr news.
pap~-s of Constantinople. Many persons of thess
vat..s Jenominations have expressed profound gratl-
tude to the Protestants for baving spokea in defence
of Christianity withcut fear of the wrath of the Terks.
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SoME of our contemporaties across the lines are discussiog
this mementous question:—** Are the Americans a setious
people?”  Itls contended on one side that the ease with
which an American audience msy be made to laugh, and
that the craving of the averape American for light racy,
breezy books, jouraals and specches ase cunwinging evidence
that cur neiphbours are not a serious people, It is con-
teaded on the other that the very fact that the sistbilities of
the American people are 5o easily moved is of itself evidence
that there is a deep substsatum of serivusness In the Ameri-
cancharacter. Itis alleged that they ate & very esrnest
aud intemse people, and because they are earnest and ine
tense, casily moved. This theoty is undoubtedly 1he cor-
rect one.  Averags men with their minds in a serfous in-
tense state are always easily moved. People will smile in
church at thiogs they would never notice anywhere else,
The most wreiched juke makesan excited meeting laugh.
The weakest and most misersble attempt at wit mekes &
laugh in court during & solemn judicial uial, of course we
are speakiog now about average humaaity. Poets, philos-
ophers, great wien of different kieds, very solemn min who
never laugh, and other distinguished people who condescend
to patronuze this planet for a ume are not subject to such
laws.

\WHAT dces this Augmentation business mean 3o {ar as the
people are concerned? It means jest a little more—very
Hitlerore—from eachone.  Provided all, or neasty all, gave
a little mon. the amouant required would be made up without
undue pressure upen awy. A man who essily pays filty
dollars a year can pay tixty just as easily as fiiy il he is
willing.

Can any
one wonder that raticoal Christians of fairly good taste do
not care about attending meetiogs conducted in this way?
If the mote spiritual part of the Church’s work were kept
well 1n the foregroucd cranks of that clars would have no

chance as they have no taste for dircussiog spisitnal things.
Thelr forte is points of order and matters of procedure, such
2y might be ralsed In & police coust or ward meeting,
Brethten, remember that a cangtegational meeting Isnot the
sonual meeting of an sgiicultural society, or land company
ot financial cotporatica of any kind. It is a meeting of
Christian people to kear of the progtess made {n the Lond’s
work for the past yesr, and to devise measures for doing that
work better in the next year.

COLLEGE.

N avether page will be found a communication
feom the Rev. Principal King of Manitoba Col.
lege remindiog readcrs of the collection appointed
by the General Assembly to be taken up on Sabbath
first for that institution. It contains a clear and con-
cise view of the present financial position o! the col-
lege. Inshort compass it is a full and frank state.
ment of the aclual condition of affairs. It is just such
a statement as people desire. They simply want to
koow all the facts that they may be directly informed
of what the Immediate needs of the institution are,
what work it is de’ng and what is the outlook for its
present and prosp.2cuive success. These are the points
to which Dr. King bas confined bis atiention in the
communication placed befors our readers in the pre-
seat issue.

In certain quarters there is a strong fecling against
the Presbyterian Church engaging in general educa-
tion. Much can be urged in favour of the Churck
confining its eforts to its own proper work and leav-
ing general educatinp, primary and highertothe State.
It must, however, be boine in mind that this is not 2
pew enterprize.  The actual coadition of affairs
bas to be taken into account. Nor must it be for.
gotten that it might result injuriously, however corzect
a theory may be, to press its application with undue
haste.

Most readers wilt remember with satisfaction that
while in the earlier history of Presbyterianism in the
older Provinces serious loss was occasioned by the
neglect of favourable opportunities, the want of
organized and energetic effort, it was wisely resolved
not to lag behind tke :etilers, but to prosecute with
vigour, missionary work in the North-West. The
success with shich these earnest endeavours has been
attended, the good work ziready done, is 2 complete
justification of the enlighterd coutse hitherto pursued,
To every ong acquainted with the work in the North.
West, the establishiaent of a Presbyterian institution
far the advancement of higher education was a felt
necessity. The provinclal administration was not 1n
a position to attend to this importaut work., Other
religious badies, alive to the importance of providing
» ~Jucational facilities, had established colleges. Inthe
interest of Presbyterianism it was felt that similar
provision must be made for the youth belongicg to
our Church, Not only the good work done by Mani-
toba College, but the generous aid it has received,
both from the struggling settlers and those well-to-do,
give sufficient evidence tnatai is appreciated by the
people for whose benefit it was instituted.

Special efforts tave heen made to make education
obtainable there as complete and efficient as possible

Professors Bryce and Hart have proved themselves
able and apt educationists, The successful effort to
secuts the services of Dr. King has samt with the
hoariy epproval of the whole Chusch, Theattendance
during the present session is the largest yet recorded
in the Listory of the instituttons This iscentaln to in-
crease year by year, as a large strzam of emigration
is sure to flow into tho new Province,

The sum requircd to be raised at prasent by collec-
tion and congregational appropriation Is by ao means
alarge one, At the outside $5,000 only I required to
place Maritoba Collcge on a saund financial basls,
The amount, howgver, being comparatively small, it Is
all the more necessary thatthe speclalrequirements of
this college thouid not be overloocked, ‘The fear ex.
pressed by Jir. King that “In a considerable pumber
of cangregat sas the Assembly's appolntment may be
quletly ignored ” will it Is confidently boped be shown
to be groundless, A littls well sustained effort through-
out tue Church could easily double the amount now
asked for,

The churches in Scotland and Ireland as well as
wealthy individuals have contributed generously to
Manitoba College. These is, a0 doubt that ald will,
from time to time, continue to be received fiom thesa
scources ; but they and the people of the older Prov.
inces will gradually be relieved from the necessity of
contributing largely for this institution, With the de-
velopment of the resoutces of the North-West that is
with certainty expected it may be confidently assumed
that at no distant date the peopleof Manitobawillcheer.
fully undertake the entire maintenance of the institution
on whose behal{thy preseat appeal is made. It is ua.
necessary to remind readers that in response to the
unanimous call of the Chutch by the General Assembly
Dr. King relinquished one of the mnst important
charges in Oatario to undestako the weighty responsi-
bilities attaching to the position helnow holds. ltisno
easy task he has undertaken. The Churchis in honour
bound to give him the nioral and material support need-
ed for the successful prosecution of the work entrusted
tolum. Tharesult of his appeal will not bedisappoint.
ing. The word lail is not to be found in the Preshy-
terlan dictionary.

DISESTABLISHMENT IN IND/IA.

MONG inevitable changes to be effected may
confindently bereckoned the severance of Church
and State. Some desire and some lsok with Jorebod.
ing to the accomplishment of this movement that ad-
vances with accelerated force. The ditfts of modern
opinion both 1a Church and nation is in the direction
of what Count Cavour expressed in the formula “ A
Free Chuich in a Free Siate.”

‘The disestablishment and disendownmant of the
Eoglish Church in Ireland was so far as that Chuzch
has been concerned an unmitigated blessing While
our breihren of the Irish Presbyterian Church bave
rever had occasion to bewail the loss of the trivial
pittance secured to them by the regiums donur. Both
Churches have iscreased largely in spiriiual power
and in capacity for Christian wortk. Both take a
heartier interest in mission work at home and abroad
thap ever they did before. The withdrawal of State
aid frem the Chusch in Irel.nd was brought about
mainly no doubt as a political expedient, yet it is
not‘~eable that while it removed a grievance against
which a large number of the Isish people protested, it
has not conciliated them in theslightest degree, They
bave simply shified their ground. They have found
greater grievances in the land laws, When one evil
against which the people rzmonstrated was remedied,
thoy entrench themselves in frontof anothertill foally
tkey are coming out undisguisedly and demanding
separation from England. It the measure politically
can only be described as a comparative failure, it bas
Yeen all that its friends c2ximed for it ecclesiastically,
The Church in Ireland has called forth the warmest
sympatby and the liberal support of its own members
and {riends. It enjoys its freedom and is Aolng its
own wo:k more effectively.

The next gain to the disestablishment moavement
may belooked for in India. The Eoglish Church there
is not unprepared for the coming change. It has few
hereditary assoc ations appealing to sentiment as is
the case in England itsell. Neither is it possezsed of
enormous revenues derived from rich endowments,
and subsidized by enormous grants from’the exchequer,
1t ie largely a missionary Church, though it ministers
to many.cf the English who have chosen India for

o
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thelr sphers of action. The Anglican Church thers
has six bishops, those of Calcutta, the Metropalitan
See, Labore, Rangoon, Madras, Bombay, Colombo,
Travancore and Cochin, Theie derive their incomes
from Church Missionary Societies in England, whose
funds are urnished by the voluntary coxtributions of
Eoglish Churchmen,

Itis supposed that the British Gavernmant havein.
spired the moveraent for Church disestablishment in
ladia, It finds favour with the Viceroy and Mr.
Ilbert, who {s an energetic member of the Executive
Council, The Calcutta corsespondent of the London
Times, In a recent communication, intinmates bis bellef
that although the propesed measuro will give rise toa
vigorous agitation it Is nesertheless destined totriumph
at an carly date, :

There are very stiong reasons why a foreign church
in India should depend on its own resources for s
maintenance, A Jburch doing missionary work
among a bheathen population {rom =hom 1t exscts
meaas for its support is bound with self-imposed fet.
ters. It forms a strorg barrier between jsell and
those it reaks to enlighicn,  As it is, there are too few
polnts of contact between Christians and natives and
it i3 a grave mistake to place a needless prejudice
against the Christian religion in the minde of the
natives. The adherents of the Anglican Church in
India alone could witnout any great stretch of liberal.

And in
the harsh, not to say crue), treatment which Dr. Wil-
son has received, those who koew most of the man
and the circumstances, and whose eyes are not blinded
by prejudice, see a wrong done, not oply to him, but
also to the Divine Master, whoze example he bas been
so closely following in his loving sympatby and de-
votion to the work of * rescuing the penishing.  For
years his heart and soul have been in the work, and it
was just because of this tLat he so warmly appreciated
the work of the Salvation Army, which, as alieady
shown in details in these columns, has been the means
of saving many on the verge of eternal ruin. He has
done much, by his constant brotherly vigilance to con.
firm the converts aund lead them on in their new lfe,
while his own pulpit ministrations have become most

A BRAVE CAPTAIN.

Captaic Samuels, of the famous clippet Dreadnoupht
bad 2 phenomenal experience on a return trip from Liver-
pool in 1862, Whilen the ** tempesiuous forties” he saw
u big sea coming, and shouted to the sailors 1o hasten for-
ward, while he put himsclf under the bulwarks, with one leg
arotad a spar. The wave struck, seading him whithng
scross the deck, and leaving him leaning half over the bul-
watks on the other side, with a gash in his head and one
leg broken. Just as he was about to topple over into the
water in an unconscious state he was rescued by several of
his men, and on coming to himself was lying upon a wet
sofa in the cabin, on the floor ot which were several inches
of water, his fore-leg fractured, and the bone protruding
through the flesh. As thete was no surgeon on board, the
cL.ptain proposed to amputate the liwwb himself, bu. yiclded
to the remonstrance of his officers, who, by putting forth
their mcnilb, succeeded in pulling the leg straight, but
could not keep it so. lo the confusion the men left the
wheel; thetiller was heard surging t apd fro. The dis-
abled captain gave orders to securest.  Presently it broke
off, and then the rudder went too. For three days e
Dreadtought lay in the trdugh of ap angry ses, while ths
sailors, under the direction of the captain, who was constantly
safferiog the most excrucizung tortures, consisucted a new
radder.  Successful at last, they were lowering it over the
stern of the ship when the straps that held it broke, and
down it fell into the sea. They were at this time 600
miles from the island of Fayal, and the wounded captain,
still lying on his back in that wet cabin, afies umng cvery
effort by way of sweep ot diag to tuin het head to the
southward, ané upable to give the matter his personal at-
tention, resolve d to back his vesssl toward that port. For
a distance of 280 miles he actually petformed this almost in-
credible feat, and nautical readers will be interested to learn
how hedid it. In his own words . “The ship was swing-
ing with head to northward, it was calm weather, with the
swell from the west.  Fayal b(ixc south by east, magnetic,
and daring the afternoon a slight breeze sprung up from the
west-sonth-west, westerly, and we did 21l we possibly conld
to turn the ship's head southward by using a drag from the
starboard quarter, and by throwing aoother drag, cousisting
of 2 water cask with one head ont, fsom the staiboard cat-
head, =s soon as the ship's head paid off.  Each drag bad a
tendeacy to turn her to the eastward, we expecting finslly
to tum her to the southward, and thus to get her on the
course to Fayal. It blew a royal breeze, and she paid off
with her head-sails, no sails baipg set aft, until she brought
the wind well on her quarter : but after ten hours of stren-
nous cfort we found it impossible to get her head in the pro-

sed direction. So wetook in the drage, furled all the

ead-zails and all the canvass on the foremast, set all the
square sails on the mizzeomast, the whole of the maintop-
sail, and the starboard clew of the mansal, and threw
sharp back every sail that was set. The tendency was to
give her a stern board [u.e., to sail her stem first], By keep-
g the sails trimmed flat back on those two masts, the ship
was backed two hundred and eighty wmiles, the weather con.
tinuiog mild and spring-like, the winds steady at the wesy,
and the ships stern heading directly for Fayal, which then
bore south, magoetic. At this time we were able to ship
our second rudder, and in a short time we cotered Fayal
harbour, fourteen days after the disaster.” There the cap-
tain had himself hoisted overboard in a box, to which his
matrest and himself were lashed, he cutting the zope by
which the box was suspeaded 2t the moment that a favour
able wave lifted the boat that was waitiog t0 teceive it and
him. Thbe water being too rough to allow Iandiog him at
the pier, be was carmried three miles below, whe:e some
natives waded out from the beach, and took him ashore acd
to the hotel. The Portugcese surpeons decided at once
thzt the leg must be cot off ; but the captain, in great 2pooy,
replied that he had come ioto the world with two legs, acd
he proposed to take two out with him ; that as for ampata-
tion, be could have petformed that himself two weeks beforr,
and that he bad made his pesilous and tortoring journey to
Fayal for something better than the knife. It took Afty ooe
days to tepair his ship, and then the captain with bis leg in
splinters, but 3o incompetently treated that the fractured
bones were ot in their normwal place, was borne aboard of
her, ia spite of many protestations, and set ssil for home.
All he owned in the world. was in the Dreadnougldse, and he
would not Jeave her. At Inst he found himssM ia Brooklyn,
and lay in bed from Februaty to December, 1863. Whea

»

he arose he hsd forgotten how to walk. Captasin Samuels
left his father’s house when cleven years old to becomea
sailor, and when twenty.one years old was master of a ship.
He had a thrilling adventure ia quelling » wutiny once,
during which some sailors went st him with knives, In his
house s Walters's fine oil paisting of the Dreadnought, the
lithograph of which was printed until the stone was cmite}y
worn oul, 80 great was the demand for the picture.—G. ¥,
Sheldors, sn Harper's Magnzine for Yanuary.

I have scen Napoleon Il at the pinnscle of his hollow
splendour, From the German piquet lne on the 2ad
August, 187c, I heard the distant cheenog on the Spicheren-
barg that greeted him and the lad whom he had brought
froms Metz t0 receive that day his ** baptism of fire.” Agamn
1 saw him on the morniog after Sedan, as the broken man
—broken in power, in prestige, in health, in spirits~sat
with Bismaik on n grass plot 1a front cf the weaver’s cottage
on Yhe Donchery 1oad. Next morning 1 witnessed his de-
parture into his Wilhelmshohe captivity. I have seen him
doddening abuut Brighion and strolling under the beech trecs
that enciscle Chislehurst Common.  And for the last time
of all I saw that stold careworn face, as 1t lay on the
raised pillow of the bier in the broad corndor of Camden
Place ; and when the face w23 no more visible I witoessed
the coffia 1aid down in the little chapel among the Chisle-
hurst elm trees. 1 koew the boy of the Empite when the
shackles of the Empire had fallen from his limbs, and be
was no longer a buckram creature, but a lively natural lad.
My acquaintance endured into his manhood. When the
twilight was falling oo the rolling veldt of Zalulard, and his
day’s work in the staff teat was done, he liked, as it secemed
10 e, to gossip with one who knew the other side of the
picture, about the carly days of the Fraoco-German war—za
war that had wrought at once his ruin and his emancipa-
tion. And foally, poor gallant lad! L sawdimly through
tears the very last of him, as he lay theredead oa the blood-
stained sward by the Ityotyosi river, with a calm proud
smile on his face, and his body pierced by countless zssepai
stabs. 3en have called bis death igooble.  Pelty as was
the quarrel, wretched as was the desertion that wrought his
e fate, I call hiw, rather, happy n the opportunity of his
death. Had be lived, what of artificiality, what of hollow
oareality mught there not have beenin store for him ! As
1t was, he had moved 1n the world 2 live ghost. Belter
than this, susely, to be a dead hero :—to end the Napoleonic
serio-comedy with his young face gallanuy to his assailants,
and his hfe-blood drawn by the cold steel.—* 7Z¢ Emperor
and His Marskall,” by Arciidald Forées, sz The Lnglish
Jilustreted Magazisse, Fanuary, 188¢.

Williams, Methodist, Dr. Jardine, St. John's Church,
Judge McDonald, Mr|Hogg, of the Bank of Montreal,
Mr. Manse), superintendent of the Methodist Sunday
school, Mr. Bell of the Recorder, Mr. R. Gill, superin.
tendent of the first Presbyterian Sunday school, Mr.
Jobn Gill and Rev. George Burnfield, pastor, who pre-
sided over the meeting. The addresses were brief,
pointed, and interesticg, and enjoyed by all present.
It isalmost unnecessary to say the singing was excel-
lent, when five or six bundred young voices blended
together to praise God. It was glorious singing, such
as only children can offer in th~pksgwing for God's
mercies. On the whole it was a gathering that.gave
pleasure 2nd profit to all, and it is hoped will bear
good fruit and be onc of the pleasant memories to
which old and young may look back with {eelings ot
gladnzss. It isto be hoped that this will not be the
last of such meetings, for bringisg the children of
Christian parents together, to strepgthen the bonds of
spiritnal love.

‘THE apnnal meeting of the congregation of the East
Presbyterian Church ook place last week in the
school-room of the church, Mr. Whyte occupied the
chair. Thc Rev. J. M. Cameron opened the mesting
with a sbort prayer, after which the secretary submit-

- ted the report of the session for the past year, which

shows that there bave been forty.five baptisms, in-
cluding ope adult ; members to the 'number of 101
have been added to the communion, roll, of which

sixty-two were admitted by certificates, and thirty-nine
by confession of faith, besides which, thirty six have
recewved certificates. Four deaths are reported to have
occurred in the congregation. The average attend
ance dunng the year sumbers 352, ‘the total number
of members at the close of the year belog 406. Four
new ciders have also been added to the session. The
Board of Management submitted the financial report,
which shows the amount of the collections for the year

to be $2,757 48, an increase of $350 over the previous
year; and the Sunday collections amounting to $2,-
564 43. Theexpenditure for the year amounts to 33,
813.74. The mission fund amounts to $340 55, the
amount for the preceding year being $187.13. The
Sunday school in connection with the churchis in a
most flourizhing condition, having twenty-four classes,
with twenty-seven teachers and four officers. The
average attendance at the Sabbath school for the past
year was 346, and thereceipts from the school amount
to nearly $300, part of which has been expended on
new books for the ibrary, which now comprises over
550 volumes, of which 400 bave been added during
the past year. The singing of a bymn and the bene-
diction brought the meeting fo a close.

THE twenty-third adnual meeting nf the congrega-
tion of the West Piesbyferian Church was held last
week, the pastor, Rev. Robert Wallace, presiding.
Mr. Robt. S. Gourlay acted as secretary. Tke treas-
urer, Mr, W. B. Saunders read the managers® report
for 1883, which shows a decided improvement in reve-
nue {or the fiscal year of 1883 as compared with that
of 1882, which is attributed to the adoption of the
quarterly circulars.  The report tenders thanks tc the
Ladies’ Aud for their donation to the revenue and
sohicits aid of young and old toward removing the
floating dekt: of the church, The financial statement
of the treasurer for 1883 showed that the receipts
were $4.365 86 and expenditure $3 §14.76, with a bal.
ance of $551.10, of which §208.16 was mission cash
and $342.94 was church revenue. The liabilities of
the church were $6 387 50, tcgether with a floating
debt of $2,000, making a total of $8,387 50. Seventy-
mae have been received into membership, and eighty-
five have been removed from the roll by death or
otherwise during the year. There are now about 430
names on the Communion Roll. There bave been
forty baptitms and eighteen deaths during 1883 The
secretary read the aonual report of the Sahbbath
school, which showed that there are twenty-seven
classes in the school divided as follows :—An infant
class consisting of those who cannot read, of 130; 3
young ladies’ Bible class of thirty-five ; 2 men’s Bitle
class of twenty-iour, and thirteen classes of girls and
eleven classes of boys in the advanced department.
The attendance of the year has been in excess of the
previous one in every detail. The names on the 1oll
for 1883 numbered 515, as compared with 435 for
1832, An excess of eighty. The average attendance
for the year for girls was 249, and boys 150, a2 excess
of fifiytwo over the average attendance last year.
Mr. Robert Gourlay, president of the Young Peoples’
Association, read their annual report, which showed
the membership to be upwards of 100, with an average
attendance of about 50. Aflter the election of mana.
gers and the nsual votes of thanks, the meeting closed
with the benediction.

THE annual mecting of the congregation cf St
James' Square Presbyterian Church was held last Wed-
nesday, Mr. Wm. Kerrin thechair.  The Managers’
report contained references to the appointment of Dr.
Kiog to the principalship of Manitoba College, and
evidenced the warm and enduring attachment that ex-
isted between pastor and people. Reviewing the
work of the year just closed in copnection with the
temporal affaits of the church, the managers desire to
recogoize with great thankfuloess to the Head of the
Chuich the continuance of that barmony and peace
which have hitherto charzcterized the congregation.
1t was with feclings of decpest concern the congrega-
tion learned, towards theend of Jane Iast, the General
Assembly bad appointed our then pastorto be princl-
paland professor of theology in Manitoba College.
We bare: to record with profound regret his accept-
ance of that. From the treasurer’s statementit 3
learned that the. followicg is the financial position of
the congregation. 1883 :—Receipts—Weekly collec-
tions, $1,929 85 ; weekly offerings, $3,023 59 ; quartesly
offerings, $293 ; on account of Building Fuad, $3 755 ;
balance from previous year, $832 48—total, $9,804.33.
Expenditure—Ordinary expenditure, $6,026.62 ; paid
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on account of Bullding Fund, $3 750. Total, $9 776 63.
Leaving a balance on band of $27 9o. The treasurer's
report concluded as follows .—The debt upon the
Building Fund now amounts to $19.00o,bearing interest
at six per cent. per annum, and there are subscrip

tions upon the books of $2,000 payable in 1884. Itlis
greatly to be desired that the reduction of the debt to
$15.000, which was aimed at, should be accomplished
during the current year. Mr, H, W, Datling reported
on behalf of the Committee on Instrumental Music.
Thereport concluded by recommending the re-appoint

ment of the Committee with instructions in conjunc.
tion with the managers to proceed with the erection of
an organ, as soon as subscripiions are obtained to
cover the entire cost.  Mr. J. V. Reid, the treasurer,
moved that the matter of the organ beleft in abeyance
for the present. He thought the first thing the con-
gregation should do was to”pay off the church debt
before goirgz into anything of that zort. Mr. Archi-
bald McDonald seconded Mr. Reid's motion that the
report should remain in abeyance. Mr. Reid then
worded bis amendment as follows . —* That the matter
of the report on the organ be left in abeyance till the
debt on the church is reduced to $15000." Afiera
little friendly discussion the chairman ruled the amend-
ment out of order and the report was adopted. Man.
agers and other cffice bearers baving been elected,
the meeting adjourned. )

THE congregation of Old St, Andrew’s Church held
their annual meeting in the church last week. Tea
was served in thelecture.room by the Ladies’ Associa-
tion between six and eight o'clock, after which the
members and adherents of the congregation repaired
to the auditorium to hear the annual reports read.
There was a large attendance, the body of the church
being comfortably filled, showing a fair representation
of the strength of the congregation. The chair was
occupied by Rev. Mr. Miligap. The report of the
Sabbath school work showed a total membership of
300 pupils, with an average attendance of 200. Two
Bible classes were conducted during the past year, one
belog in charge of Rev. Mr. Milligan and the other
under Mr. John Winchester, All the classes, and
especially the infant class, had increased last year.
Thetotal collections of the school amouated to $107 99.
Mr, Arch. MacMurchy, M. A., read an interesting re-
port showing the amcunts contributed toward the
schemes of the Church, as follows :—Total amount of
contributions, $1.720.87. Disbursements — Freach
Evangelization, $68 ; Home Missions, $856.56 ; Foreign,
$300; Colleges, $150; Aged and Iofirm Ministers’
Fund, $100; Widows’ and Orphans’, $150; Assembly
Fund, $20; Presbytery Fund, $t508; Manitoba,
§61.25. The sessional report showed an increase to
the membership of the congregation of seventy three.
There were twenty-seven removals, giving a clear gain
of forty-six members. The total membership of the
congregation now amounted to 337 persons. During
the year there were twenty seven baptisms, 2ll ofthem
being infants. There were five removals by (death.
The report of the treasurer of the congregation showed
net receipts amounting to $348 70, and a balance on
hand of $5563 The Church Managers’ report sub-
mitted that notwithstanding an increase of $yootothe
annual revenue there was a deficiency for the year
amounting to $307 82 owing to an increase in running
expenses of $1,02094. Iu order to provide means for
increasing the revenue and wiping ont the above de-
ficienc *Le report recommended that an additional
twenty five cents per quarter be charged on all pews
in the body of thechurch. Thereport, withtheabove
recommendation, was adopted. Theannr statement
of the receipts and expenditures was presented, and
exhibited a balance on the debit side of $301 76. The
report of the Building Fund Committee showed atotal
cash receipt of $3,2t5 fer the purposee of the fund
during the year. Mr. MacMurchy, in presenting the
final report of the Building Committee, handed overin
the nanie of the committes, tohe Board of Managers,
the church building, expressing as he did so the fer-
vent hope that the building would always be kept
sacred, simply and purely for the worship of God.
Officers were then elected for the ensningiyear. After
votes of thanks had been passed the meeting ad-
journed. .

THE annual meeting of the congregation of St, An-
drew’s Church was held 1ast week, Rev. D. J. Macdon-
nell, pastor, in the chair. There was a good attend
ance. The report of the Board of Managers showed
that 1he total receipts of the church during the year

from all sources amounted to $15 896 84. The sale of
the Humber property, authorized by the congregation,
was reported 1o have been completed in June Jast,
the payments received on accourt amounting to §5,.-
299, the balance of purchase money being $15,750, se-
cured by morigage onthe property and payable withio
six years from May 15t,1883. Themanagers repoited
that they had been notified of the legacy of §4,000 be-
queathed the congregation by the late Mr, jas. Michie,
the money to be applied to the reduction ot the debt
on the church. With regard to the Augmentation of
Stipends Scheme, the Board reported that the congre-
gation had subscribed $2,244 at a collection taken up
on the 2nd of December last, and had also raised an
additional $500 since. The total debt on the church
was reported to be $20451. E.ght years ago it was
$80,000, the church then beirg a new structure, and
the mapagers, congratulated the congregation upon
having effected a reduction of $60.000 in so com-
paratively short a time. The three retiring managers
were re-elected. The committee appointed to arrange
for a memorial window to the late Mr. James Michie,
reposted that the design prepared by Mr. Storm had
been adepted by the committee. It consists of three
windows of stained glass, the centre one of which will
illustrate the parable of the good Samaritan, and will
be the memaorial window proper. A presentation was
made by the Board of Managers to their treasurer, Mr.
Russel Ingles. It consisted of a yery handsome
clectro-plated tea service, bearing an inscription. The
reports of the several Sunday schools in connection
with the church were nextread. That of St. Andrew’s
school showed an average attendance of 220, with 24
teachers ; the collections for the year amounted to

279 50. The library was said to nzed new books.
Total receipts for the year, $208 14 ; total expenditure,
$245 St. Mark’s mission schooi reports an average
attendance of 98; collections.for the year, $34 ¢6. Total
receipts, $112 30 ; expanditure $112.  The Dorset Sun-
dayschool alsoshowed satisfactory progressthroughthe
year. The chairman read thefreport of the Women’s
Association, which showced that the 8o ladies engaged
in the work of this body have been very active during
the year. Funds]for the' prosecution of their woik,
have been raised in various manners, amount’vg in
all to!$1,934 72. The various otker organizations con-
nected with the congregation in their respective re-
ports made a most satisfactory showing. The state-
ment of the Kirk session, read by the chairman,
showed the communicants’ roll at the beginving of the
year to contain 630 names, an increase of 22 over the
previous year. There has been 32 baptisms and 22
deaths during the year.

The committee
on Augmentation of Stipends repoited, and deputa.ions
were appointed to visit the several congregations.
The congregation of Beverly had already taken action
by which they hoped to donate their contribution for
Home Missions. Rev, Dr. McLaren was unanimously
nominated for modesator of next General Assembly.—
