—The car shortage problem has had its influence upon the
movement of internal commerce during November, according
to a statement issued by the U.S. Department of Commerce
and Labour. A marked decline is shown in movements in
certain Important staples /when compared with November,
1905. The bive stock 1‘0('(-i])ls at seven interior primary mar-
kets during November show a falling off of about  300.000
head.  Shipnients of Packing house prodycts frem Chicago
during November declimed 77.949,650 pounds, compared with
the same period in 1905. The most noticeable decline is shown
In receipt of grain, the figures for fifteen interior markets
dnring November showing a talling off of over 17.500.000
bushels ffom November, 1903. November shipments of anthra-
cite coal from eastern producing regions totalled 5.182,163 tons,
compared with 5421.584 in November, 1905,

—The Association of Life Insurance Presidents was form-
ally organized on Friday last at New York by the adoption of
the constitution and by-laws which were submitted at the
preliminary meeting held a week ago. The constitution and
by-laws were adopted without cliange, except for the addition
of two minor clauses relating to the election of new members
and giving the president the right to designate some other
official to represent him in the absence of himself and all of
the vice-presidents. Ten of the fourteen presidents who at-
tended the meeting voted in favour of the adoption of the con-
stitution and by-laws. The others were excused from voting
until they can consult with their boards of directors, who have
not met since the associationd was projected. They were given
until January 15 to vote by mail, and the meeting adjourned
until Thursday, January 17, when an executive committee will
be chosen. The objects of the association are set forth to be
the improvement 9f the life insurance business by the inaugu-
ration of better practices. with the aim of ultimately increas-
ing dividends, and thereby reducing the cost of Iife insurance
to policyholders. It was announced that it will be the policy
of the new association to publicly present the merits of life
insurance whenever and wherever the interests cf policyholders
are assailed.

— The problem of a cheap fuel for motor ears seems to have
been solved. St. Clair Legge, a well known London engincer,
has invented a fluid for which it is claimed that, mixed with
equal parts of petrol and paraffin, it will enable a car to run
farther at a smaller cost than it could be run on petrol. A
trial trip from London to Brighton has convinced experts that
there is much to be said for Mr. Legge’s claim. It was found
that on a quart of petrol the car ran five and a quarter miles,
and that on a quart mixtyre of paraffin and petrol, with a few
drops of the newly discovered fluid. the distance travelled was
seven and a quarter miles. The cost per mile; based on these
tests, was $1.34 for petrol, and only 78 cents for the mixture,
for which it is claimed that it does not leave any deposit in
the cylinders, assists in lubrieating, and in preventing the
piston rings of the engine from clogging. The cost of petrol

—Discussing the deferred dividend policy, Insurance Super-
Intendent \ redenburgh of Hinois savs in his report: —The
opinion is very generally shared among those conversant with
the life insurance situation that to the long {erna  deferred
dividend poliey is attributalle a large part of the, abuses and
evils which have been discovered in the conduct of the business,
In the last réport of this department this form of policy is
referred to as follows: ".\M'nn|p;m'\'ing~ this strenuous  eftort
and extravagant outlay to get business appeared the form of
Policy with dividends deferred for g long period of vears, by
Which the acerued dividends op policies are retained and ac-
cumulated in the ctompany’s surplus. The retained dividends
not only protected; surpluses against depletion from these ex-
travagances, but swelled them to large proportions, offering
all the opportunities and temptations which belong to sur-

pluses of many millions.* 1y the condemmnation of this form of

policy 1t jg charged that the accumulated unapportioned divi-

dends oy earnmgs. for which the management is not, held to

account as for reserves on policies, swelled  to proportions
which offered temptations to extravagance and misuse of
funds too strong to be resisted—that, the resilts realized by
the policyholders at the date of accounting have fallen so far
below the delusive estimates and statements of companies and
agents, by which the insured was encouraged to select this
kind of policy, as to make it misleading and deceptive—and
that through lapse or death of the policyholders the savings
on his premium payments are forfeited. The opponents of the
deferred dividend policy advocate its prohibition by statute.

The arguments advanced in its favour are: JIte popularity ;
that a distribution of surplus at the end of a term of years
results in a fairer division of profits than when made annually ;
that it tends to decrease lapSes and adds to the stability of a
company by increasing its surplus.  While the evils attribut-
able to this form of contract are of such character as to require
remedy, it would seem as if a requirement that a provisional
annual apportionment be made and the poliéyholder notified
of his policy’s share thereof and such apportionment surplus
be earried and shown as a contingent liability in the com-
pany’s annual statement, and the management be held strictly
accountable for any use théereof, would furnish the remedy,
place the contract before the public on its own merits. and
leave the individual free to take this form of policy if he de-
sires, which, while contaming essential features present in
other forms of insurance contracts, has been so used, under
present practices, as to work injury to both the company and
the individual.”
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SHALL WE TEACII THEM THE VALUE OF

considerable property, concerning the management of
her affairs: “I leave everything to my business man or
agent. I would™ said she, “not know if mv tay hills
were correet. He gives me plenty of money to sperd
on my charities: why should 1 trouble myself about the
details 7

Fvidently it had never occurred  to her that she
might be spending her principal, that some day  she
might wake 'up to the fact that her fortune had been
dissipated. Another wealthy woman to whom the re-
mark was made that certain stocks wore bought at par,
inquired in all innocence, *Is that the same thing as
buying them on margin?” Both these were represent-
ative xociety women, helonging to good families and to
all appearances well educated. 1t is amazing that such
preiound ignorance on ordinary husiness matters ex-
ists.  In conversation with other wealthy  women [
dixcovered that it was very much the exception to find
a woman who possessed the slightest knowledge  of
morey matters.  The numbers of women “taken in® by
mining and other schemes is amazing.

Why should these things he? The time has passed
for a young girl to he hrought up a “perfect fool.”
Let her not waste the beautiful morning of her life in

profitless and frivolous occupations. The reason often
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given as excuse for the ignorance of many women is,
that so few comparatively have any money to keep, it
is useless to teach them.

True, it is unusual to find a vonng girl with an inde-
perdent Tortune: but she may marry rich, and what a
heip she would be to a sensible man if she were capable /
ob aiding him in his business affairs! Again, she might
be left a widow, and have the entire direction of her
hushand’s property.  No knowledge is ever lost.  The
morc ong knows, the more one realizes how little one
does know. I maintain that a woman’s intellect is
pertectly capable of coping with and understanding
business affairs.  In some matters she is far shrewder
that the average man, and in many cases her quick in-
sight sees at a glance that which man requires time to
penctrate. We do not

wizh to be understood as advocating that women be-

Only give her half a chance.

come stockbrokers or lawyers ; nothing could he more
unnatural or unsuitable. It seems to me only in ac-
cordance with the wishes of a reasonalle woman {o par-
ticipate with her brothers in such rudimentary know-
ledge as will enable her to oversee or take the entire
charge of her own property.  Take, for example, a
well-to-do husiness man. He has acquired throuch his
own industry and shrewdness a large fortune. Fe
maps out the education for his children. His sons are
sent to the best schools, and afterward to college. Tle
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determines that no expense shall be spared to fit them
for their future career. Many get a term at the husi-
ness or commercial colleges.

Tor his daughters, expensive governesses teach them
languages, music and other accomplishments. Or the
daughters are sent to some high-priced fashionable
school, where they are put throygh a course of training
to enable them to get acquain”?d and shine in society.
Having reached the age of eighteen, the daughter re-
turns to the parental roof.

What does she know in exchange for the large sum
of money her education has cost? Usually her pen-
manship is bad and illegible. Her knowiedge of arith-
metic very slight. These two essentials of education
are not her/ forte.

But she is a good dancer, and perhaps at the assem-
bly or some such function the father’s heart has swell-
ed with pride as he néticed how eagerly she was sought
as a partner. She can sing / French songs, probably
those which are rather “risque.” - She can converse,
perlraps, in two or three different modern langnages.
As a general rule her French can scarcely be under-
stood by the foreign gentlemen she meets. As for herg
music, which has cost so much—whether she has an
“ear™ or not—if asked to play a pianoforte sonata of
Beethoven, or some of Tschaikowsky's no less beauti-
ful short compositions, she excuses herself by saying
she never learnt them, and could net read even simpler
pieces at sight.

The girl is absolutely unequipped for real life, and
the man of <ense, who has passed the hotish age and is
looking for a partner for life, knows this. Poszibly
this is one cause why there are comparatively few mar-
riages in best circles. What man is Jess likelv to scek
as wife a woman who knows something ahout the care
and value of money? [t js strange that a  father
should be so blinded to the hest interests of his davgh-
ters. Ts it because he congiders her intellect so far be-
low that of his son that he makes no effort to instruct
her in regard to the care of money?  The onlv thing

she knows about money is how spend it—generally on
herself, for clothes and jewels.  Perhaps on the first
of the month, when the bills for his daughter’s oxtra-
vagance pour in on him, he is vexed; but if his fortune
is large, and it is no inconvenience for him to pay
them, he generally does so without a murmer.  “[et
her have a good time while she is young,” he z0l-
iloguizes.

But stop a moment and consider. What you sow
you reap is as true in this material concern as in the
world of agriculture.  The fond parent by his indul-
gence and neglect is sowing the seeds of extravagance,
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pevhaps those of want. Years hence she may reap the
fruit of his ill-judged kindness in fostering habits of
rechkless expenditure.

In a few years the father dies; his property is divid-
ed: the daughter receives her share. If she is married
to a good business man who has time to take charge of
her fortune, possibly, during her husband’s lifetime,
the difficulty is bridged over. But the chances are she
may not be married, or again the man she has selected
as husband may be worthless as business man. It is
not to be expected that a brother (even if she'is for-
tunate enough to possess one), however kind, will bur-
den himself with the manifold details of looking after
the property of a sister. His own interests demand his
attention. He thinks his duty accompliched when he
has chosen a man to look after his sister’s affairs whom
he believes to be reliable. The person whom he has
appointed as guardian over hig sister’s interests may
have an honest and high character, but that is no guar-
antee that in a moment of weakness he may not vield
to the temptation of abusing the trust. Ife knows the
woman is absolutely ignorant of how her affairs are he-
ing conducted, and in all probability would not he the
wiger if he appropriated some of her fortune to his
own uses.  Her very ignorance is his security.  Who
can not recall several such cases? If each day for half
an liour the father had instructed his child in the essen-
tials of business—how to calculate interest  quickly,
the manner of filling out a lease in renting property,
explaining albout mortgages, and giving her a lesson as
to what were the hest investments—she would know
enough to steer clear of the many <harks and vaoltures
which vsually find her a ready prev.  The woman who

does not know the difference hetwoeen a registered and
covpon bond should be ashamed to acknowledge such
ignorance. A parent’s neglect in teaching his  child
about monctary affairs is culpable, almost amountine to
a crime.  There is nothing saceostly as ignorance. This
very fortune which vou have taken infinite pains to ac-
'/rmnulnlu will be perhaps  dissipated, owing to vour
want of forethought in imparting the requisite know-
ledee to your child.  This information she will in after
years buy for herself at a heavy premium. Tf know-
ledge is power in other matters, it is more than ever
true in monetary affairs.  Power to keep your fortune
is a power worth having, and more difficult to acquire
than to make a fortune. .Let a girl, such as we de-
seribe—not the industrious, hardworking, attentive
shorthand typewriter, or the courteons jeweller’s or de-
parimental store saleswoman—but try to earn five dol-
lars, and she will see the task is not an easy one. Then,

LABOUR-SAVING MINING MACHINERY.
/ :

The troubles resulting from the strong opposition to
the employment of Chinese iabour in the mines  of
South Africa, of which little more than the mere
cehoes have reached Canada, are likely to be removed
meoaomanner little suspected all along by those  most
decply concerned in discovering some solution of the
problem. Necording to recent advices from Johannes-
bira, cortain experiments conducted during some three
months pastin one of the mines of the Eckstein group,
by cans of o new drill working a 30-inch stope, have
Proved most sueces<ful. By means of this drill a white

n onc month of

miner ix said (o have carned a profit
the period of upwards of $275. the mine paying about
U per fathom stoped.  The drill s described  as
“driven by an air-hgmmer, with water running through
a steel striking point, thus preventing dust and ensur-
g s healthier atmosphere.™  That it ix sincerely to
be lLioped this opportune inventidn may fulfil the ex-
pectations apparently founded upon it by the Johan-
neshurg newspapers goes without saving.  Canadians
will await with miich interest also the developments of
this wonderful machine at a time when mining indus-
tries in varfous parts of the Dominion—not least in the
Klondyke—call for more economical working.

One ol the newspapers, whose (-nnnnvm;’/ reach  us
seeond-hand, expresses the view that “the success  of
this or similar inventions will make it possible for work
which is at present performed hy 50,000 hammer ‘boys’
to he performed in the future by 14,000 hands,” and
that in this direction lios the solution of the labour
problem. The point is that il the drill is all that is
claimed for it, it will enable the mining companies to
employ white miners at remunerative and  satisfying
wages and thus help to solve the lahour difficulty  as
wellas the political problem in the sister colony.

The leading London financial papers, commenting on
the subject, controvert any danger to gold reserves
that might result {rom any interruption in the increas-
ing rate of production shown by the mines. Experi-
ence, they say, has shown that “the adequacy of the
metallic reserves depends rather on the policy of the
banking community than on a constant expansion in
the output of gold, for although in recent vears there
hasx been no flagging in the Rand production, those re-
senves are now at a lower point than is compatible with
sound hanking principles, and there js a4 growing de-
mand for their augmentation. Another point urged
by those who consider that the output of the Transvaal
mines should be constantly rushed forward, is the ex-
lp;m\'inn of international trade, which ealls for increased
credit, based, of course, upon gold? But the interests of
international trade would be hettor served by a steady
output than by a great expansion in gold production
followed by an inevitable decline. The 2old deposits
of the Rand are not inexhaustible. and the feverish
cfferts to nerease the output must bring nearer the
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period when iniportant properties, and particularly the
outcrop mines, will cease to he productive.”™ It is easy
to urderstand the desire of those who are dominating
the industyy to bring all the mines to the producing
stage, 80 as to avoid the loss ol interest on the capital
sunk in these enterprises. “That s one thing: it is
quite another (o argue that the interests of our gold
reserves, and the requirements of international coni-
merce are involved in the problem.™

There can he no question as to the superiority  of
white labourers gs compared with those of the far Fast.

FICTITIOUS BRANDS, NAMES AND LABELS.

Business men are too frequently made acquainted
with the use of fictitions names or brands on  voods
which they are pressed to buy, the arcument emploved
being that the article so resembles the genuine nro-
duct that none but the most expert can deteet the dif-
ference. Nearly everybody ix acquainted witl the jmi-
tation of the famons Rodgers cutlery  (Sheffiold) hy
natinfacturers on this side of the water, which by the
omizsion of a single letter—making it spell “Rogers,™
people were deluded into the helief that it wax the true
orivinal article.  The manner in which hrands of siws
—-hand and lumber—were jmitated i scarcely  less
noterious.  An enterprising bicvele manufacturer. who
it upon the significant name. “Hummer,” was, on the
other hand, met )y competition from a trans-atlantic
concern who, after much advertizing on the part of the
Chicago man, chose the name THumber™; hut  this
might have heen looked upon ax a coincidence had it

The same question has [requently heen asked by im-
Porters who state that they desire to assume the po-
sporsibility for particular hrands,

[t hax heen held by the Attorney-General that—the
words Daisy Sugar Corn, - Com-
pany, Milwaukee, Wis,.™ clearly imply that the gooils
referred to are manufactured or pPreparved by that com-
pany in Wisconsin.  The general publie, unfamiliar
with trade practises, would inevitably reach that con-
clusion. ‘

Regulation 18 provides that if7the name of the manu-
facturer and the place of manufacture be given, they
must be the true name and the true place It would
appear, therefore, that the use of g fictitions name in
such a manner that it would he understood to e the
name of the manufacturer would e clearly a violation
of the law. It js apparent that the provisions of Regu-
lation 18 will not e fulfilled by the nominal incorpora-
tion of a fictitious firm. The regulations require that
goods must he actually manufactured by the firm  re-
presented on the label as the manufacturer.  When g
proper name, other than that of the manufacturer, js
placed upon a label it must not be used in the posses-
sive.  For instancoe, “Charles” Gaston’s oljve oil, Bor-
deaux,” can only he properiy used on an oil manufac-
tured by Chares Gaston at Bordeaux.  The same is
true if the designation “Gaston’s olive oil, Bordeany,”
On the other hand, the word “Gaston”
might be used in an adjective sense, and not in the pos-

be emploved.

sessive case as qualifying the words “olive 0il,” in a
manner that would indicate that it represented a hrand
and not a manufacturer, as “Gaston olive oil.” In
initials
The word “Gaston” should he in

such case, however, neither given name nor
sheuld be employed.

thus forming a part of the label. Again, “Gaston,”

his 19th year. Always of a practical turn he acquired,
some ten years later, the Lambton Mills, near Toronto,
which has always heen workoed by members of his fami-
ly. ' /

His remarkable energy, capacity for work, husiness
ability, and sound, dispassionate judgment in public af-
fairs, led to his being for many years a prominent fig-
ure in Parliament, where he held successively the posi-
tions"of Receiver-General, Minister of Inland Revenne,
Finance  Minister (twice), and Postmaster-General.
Belore Confederation, in 1866, he represented (fanada
on a Reciprocal Trade Commission at Washington, and

took an active and very uselul share of the work of ar-

rarging Confederation, in 1866-7. A\t arave crisig,
ghortly after that was consummated, Sir William de-
clined to act with his party in a movement to wreck the
government for partizan purposes, in which he showed
that independence of character and high-minded  re-
gard for principle which have ever heen his honour and
claim {o that general respect which he <o long enjoved.

Writing on the 4th mltimo from a chair of state
which he continués to fill with dignity and with free-
dom from undue party bias, the Ottawa correspondent
of the London Economist makes, in the course of a
series of practical strictures upon the mew tariff, the

“The Canadian iron and stecl concerns complained
that the British preference was too great in some of
their lines: it has ;10(‘01‘(Iingly been reduced, ‘while the
duties in the general tariff remain unchanged  Similar-
Iy, machinery of certain kinds coming from the United
Ntates is taxed a little ligher than before. The con-
tinuation of the hounties is, however. the principal fea-
fure in iron.  The coddling of this industry has cost us
directly, an enormous sum, and when we look at all
that was promised 20 years 2go, when it was first pro-
tected, and then at the actual results, our dizrappoint-
ment is great.  We were to have had Canadian Shef-
fields and Pittshurgs defying the world to match their
products in cheapness or quality, instead of which we
have little more than Sydney and the Soo, hoth protest-
ing that if we 'do not keep on spoon-feeding them they
must die.”

The increase in fine counts has heen exceedingly small
compared to the annual lowering, qnantitavely. in ex-
ports of all classes of varn.”
/ But, on the other hand., many of the proposed new
spirning mills may never he started, while old mills
may be ruined. It has been commonly thought that
in the coming struggle most of the old mills will have
to go to the wall.  There s not, however, sufficient
groand for such a conclusion; for it must be remem-
bered that some of the oldest mills in Lancashire have
a world-wide reputation (one, perhaps, of over 50 vears’
stinding) for quality of varn and cloth supplied to the
trade. In these cases, of course, mechanical efficiency
and skilled nmnn/;_f(-nwnl alwavs count for much. Many
of these old establishments are just as likely to survive
the coming competition as any of the new mills. some
of which are equipped with less capable directors and
subject to burdensome commissions.

She was on terms of inti-
mate friendship with Her Majesty Queen Victoria during the
greater part of her reign.

Coutts” Bank came into much social notoriety during the Re-
gency and afterwards as the custodian of the marriage settle-
ments contracted in 1787 between the Prince of Wales (after-
wards «George 1V.) and Mrs. Fitzherbert. an incident which
has been the subject of repeated newspaper and
discussion from time to time ever since.
