The tithe
tax has also been abolished. Notwithstanding
these reforms, the wornks and priests still retain
enormous revenues, and their wealth coutributes
to the impoverishment of the nation.

I shall say bat little concerning the political
and moral condition of the peninsula, because ]
have frequently spcken of it in my preceeding
letters. The Constitution exists upon paper, but
not in fact. Not one budoet has been regularly
presented since the establishment of the parlia-
mentary government.  ‘The Senate and Chamber
of Deputies are convoked or dissolved according
to the pleasure of the court and the ministry.
Several members of the legislative bodies have
recently bean arbitrarily exiled or imprisoned,
and the only reason was that their votes did not

suit the awarders of the power.
