Revival at Walsall, England.
LETTER FROM MRS. PHEBE PALMER.
Wesley's Reception at Walsall.

Walsall has been noted in my own mind since
childhood as the place where the good Mr. Wes-
ley came so near losing his life by the ruffianly
mobin 1743. ‘Iruth seems stranger than fiction
as one reviews those soenes. 'The river in which
be came so near being drowned is within a
minute’s walk of the place where I write,

The founder of Methodism could little have
imagined, when he with his few devoted friends
at Oxford University were endeavoring to live
methodically good, that is, by the ‘ same rule”
of holy living, thut their endeavors were destined
to give rise to a cognomen by which several dis-
tinct denominations should be distinguished all
over the land. There are but few towns of any
considérable size in England where may not be
found the' Wesleyan Methodists, the New Con-
nection Methodists, the Primitive Methodists,
and the Free Church Methodists.

When Wesley was being so roughly handled
by the rioters in Walsall that the bLlood issued
from his mouth, and part of his coat was torn
from him, and he dragged from one magistrate
to another as a disturber of the peace, and for no
other crime than that of talking to the people
about their souls and psalm singing, could he
have conjectured that here would have been
three or four distinct bodies all ambitious to bear
his name, and ackwowledging him as their foun-
der under God? Yet so it is.

BRANCHES OF METHODISM.

Walsall has now four or five Methodist
Churches, divided in a way little known in Ame-
rica, but as usual here. Our efforts to do good
in a general way often places us in contact with
these various branches of Methodism, and we
have reason to know that each are blessed with
not a few good men, and we will trust each, as
#0 many separate families are performing a mis-
sion which either one singly might not so well
petform. While the circumstances which origi-
nated the dividing lines were to be regretted.
He who alone can call forth things that were not
as though they were, knows how to make things
which if taken singly seem disastrous, when
taken fogether work for good.

A letter just received from an excellent super-
intendent Wesleyan micister on whose circuit we
have labored snys: ¢ The great Head of the
Charch has purposes to accomplished which he
does not tell ns, and 'what he means to make of
the Methodist denominations in the British isles
we must wait to see.. For the present it is plamn
they each have their own sphere, are each glori-
fying God, and each extending the Redeemer’s
kingdom. We think, how good it would have
been had we been all ome. Perhaps it might
have been so, perhaps not. 1 do believe that as
the case stands they are mutual checks and in-
centives to goodwerks, and thatin all probability
there are more spiritual results from their aggre-
gate labors than could have been otherwise had
had all the Methodists of the United Kingdom
bean under the banner. Political vbjects might
have been accomplished which may not be at-
tempted in our divided condition. But whether
the same doctrinal purity and spiritual life had
been retained L am not sure. The world at pre-
sents wants witnesses for the truth as it is in
Jesus, aml preaching anointed with the Holy
Ghost ; and very likely a larger propertion of
what is wanted is secured by things as they are,
than could have been realized in another way.
O for general and abundant showers of heavenly
influemce! O for the baptism of the Holy
Ghost bestowed on all the Churches throughout
Christendom I”

A Brave Engineer.

The session of the Legislatuve which was clos-
ed on the 25th inet., was on the whole & gquiet,
and useful one. The oppesition had a great dest
to say about expenditure for poor relief. The
sum is indeed large, (£31,000.) But the failure
both of the Sealing voyage, and the fishery on
the coast of Labrador, of 1862, was absolutely
unprecedented. The disagreement between the
Legisistive Council, who demand sessional pay,
and the House of Assembly, who refuse it to the
upper house, is no nearer adjustment than it was
last year. One unhappy result has followed, the
Council has refused to pass the Contingencies
Bill, which must prove a public inconvenience,
and may issue in something much worse.

People in St. John'’s, have nobly performed
their part towards relieving the destitution of
the numerous poor. Many ladies were employ-
ed for weeks in the blessed work of préparing
garments for the distressed operstives of Lanca-
shire. As soon as that service of love was ac-
complished, the same ladies chiefly, united their
skill, energies and influence, to provide clothing
for the very needy of the capital, and its vieinity.
Many of the garments were placed at the dispo-
sal of the writer ; to distribute them has been a
great pleasure to himself, and his wife. This
charitable effort, bas been in addition to the be-
nevolent labours of the long. established Dorcas
Society, on which the demands have been ex-
haustive of their cursent resources. Collections
and subscriptions of money and provisions, have
also been made by the Wesleyans and the Church
people ; two Soup Kitehens have been opened ;
and the National Societies have been laudably
forward to assist in ameliorating the general and
extreme destitution.

A day of bumilistion and prayer was proclaim-
ed by his Excellency the Governor, at the in-
stance of the Protestant clergy, and others in St.
Johns. This was observed in a very exemgplary
manner by all but the Romsn Catholica The
services in the Wesleyan Church were mumer-
ously and devoutly sttended. The Saperinten-
dent preached in the forenoon. A crowded, bles-
sed Lovefeast was held in ‘the afterncon. A
prayer-mesting was held in the church at half-
seven o'clock, at which there were more persons
present, than at an ordinary service, on the
Lord’s day. Afterwards a second meeting for
prayer was held in the basement by the Rev. J.

The Methodist Recorder says,—The rejoicings
of the week are without a parallel in the memory
of any British subjeet now living. The present
generation has witnessed coronations and royal
marriages, illuminations for peace, and thanks-
givings for victory, but mever before has it wit-
nessed rejoicings so spontaneous, enthusiastic,
and universal, as those of the past few days.
Little did the old Sea-kings dream, as they sat

the English shores, with what excess of historic
pomp and matchless splendour and patriotic en-
thusiasm their fair daughter of a distant age
would be saluted when she left her native shores

England’s throne.

The chief attraction in all these festivities—the
cynosure of all eyes in the magnificent spectacle
—is universally believed to be worthy of the re-
ception which the nation has given her. The
deepest and most pervading sentiment in the re-
joicings of the week has been one of profound
respect for the royal family of these realms. To
the memory of the illustrious Prince whom it
seemed good to Providence to remove from us
in the prime of manhood,—

“ The silent father of our kings to be,”
~—these festivities have rendered a hemage, less
direct it is true, but more real and beartfelt than
any which he received while he was yet living ;
for his unselfish and disinterested virtue was
never fully appreciated till he was gone. Amidst
the blaze of jewelled rank and beauty which
thronged, on Tuesday, the chapel at Windsor—
a company such as no other nation upon earth
could show—there was one regal countenance,
calm and self-possessed in its widowed sadness,
upon which, just at the commencement of the mar-
riage service, a strong and steady ray of sunlight
fell ;—an omen, as many who were present could
not but thipk and pray, of brighter years to suc-
ceed the days of her mourning fox her bitter and
irreparable loss. The Prince of Wales exhibits
4 little of that shyness which was characteristic
of his father, and which was often mistakenly
imputed to pride. He also appears to inherit
another and s higher quality,—that of modesty
and self-abnegation. He is willing to remain in
the shade so that another may be brought into
prominence. His splendid behaviour on Tues-
day, however, was worthy of himself and of his
eountry.

THE MARRIAGE,
The following details of the ceremony are from
the Liverpool Mercury of the 11th, ard the
Times :

The aspect of Windsor yesterday presented a
remarkable contrast to its appearance on the
occasion of the last royal solemnity in the chapel
~the funeral of the Prince Consort. Then all
was gloom ; yesterday all was rejoicing.

At eleven in the morning the nave of the
chapel was filled with 900 privileged. spectators,
principally composed of the. aristoeracy. The
spectacle was elegant and imposing. As the
Prince snd Princess moved to the chapel they
were greeted with enthusiastic cheers.

THE QUEEN.
The Queen proceeded privately from Windsor
Castle to the royal closet in St. George's Chapel.
Her Majesty was received at the chapel and eon-
ducted by the Lord Chamberlain to the royal
closet. This besutiful old Gothic royal pew or
closet, it should be mentioned, is the one built
in the time of Henry VIL., is shaped somewhat
like a bay window,with royal eseutcheons adorn-
ing its exterior, and was recognizable with inter-
est from the first this forenoon at a height of
several feet from the floor of St. George’s Cha-
pel, to the left hand of the gorgeous congregation
as it stoed there fronting the Communion Table.
Into this royal closet:—suspended, as it were, in
mid-air upon the ancient wall—entered at this
supreme moment of expeectation the revered and
august monatch of these realms, our widowed
Queen Victoris, to-day regarded by her loyal
people especially and beyond all in the light of
—the beloved meother of the coming bridegroom.
Every one who could catch a glimpse of her
Majesty, as seen there through the mullioned
windows of the royal closet, when viewed either
from the floor of the chapel itself, or from the

as to be obliged to buy for home use a barrel or
two of the best granulated sugar. Much depends
however, upon the manner in which sugar is
made. We make our sugar in this way :

Our buckets and holders are all thoroughly
scalded and rinsed previous to setting. OQur eva-
porating pans, of which we use eight, are scrap-

We then endeavor to gather and evaporate the
sap, as soon as possible after it has left the trees,
to a consistency a little thinner than molasses.

It is then strained and set aside until we are
ready to sugar it of. When we commence this
process, to syrup enough to make forty pounds
of sugar, we add one pint of milk and one or two
eggs well beaten and mixed together. Place the
syrup over the fire, and when the seum rises
skim it off for future use. After the skimming
is through, remove the syrup from the fire and
strain it through flaunel, to remove all little curds,
which, if suffered to remain, would ;not only in-
jure the quality, but by settling to the bottom,
would endanger burning. Now we wash our eva-
porating pan, return the syrup, and place it over
a brisk fire, and evaporate as quickly as possible
to the right consistence. If it is to be caked, it
must be harder than tub sugar, or to stir off dry.
Keep saleratus and all other drugs out of your
sugar, if you desire a pure maple taste, and a
wholesome article.

When the season is through gather your uten-
sils, and scald and scrub every one perfectly

garin the futurc. In this order the evaporating
pans are excepted, which should be put away in
a dry place with the glazed coating on them,
which is the Best protection from rust.—Journal
of Agricullure.

Raise Flax.

The exgeeding high price to which cotton and
flax have gone up, makes it worthy of the atten-
tion of our farmers. Cotton has increased to
more than five times its usual price, and that of
flax about three times. We cannot raise the
former in this latitude, but we can the latter,
which, for many uses, is a good substitute.

Two years ago flax only brought six cents per
pound, now it is seventeen. With only ten
bushels of seed and 400 pounds dressed flax to
the acre, the product would be $54 to the acre-
If the season is favorable it is safe to estimate 12
bushels of seed to the acre—some will yield as
high as 16—and when the straw is good will
yield 500 pounds dressed flax to the acre. Corn
stubble is good for flax ; it does very well on sod
if plowed early. The ground wants to bé well
harrowed and put in good order. Sow from
three-guarters to one bushel per acre. Generally
sow when youdo oats. Early sowing has done
best of late.—New Brighton 1imes.
