The Safety-Lamp.

It is but a few weeks sic ce a fearful explosion 
in a coal mine it Staffordshire, in England, re­
sulted ia the death of four hundred and fifty 
men sad boys. Yet all this fearful work was 
caused by a little neglect on the part of ene 
man. Tbe blacksmith, who works near tke 
shaft, where there is no danger from the “ fire- 
damp," can use bit lamp without the customary 
covering of wire gauza. Consequently, this ap­
pendage it often unscrewed und laid aeideNshile 
he is at work. If the miner engaged in the 
deep workings should do the same, he would 
expose himself to the danger of momentary de­
struction. The terrible gas, to harmless when 
not ignited, will not explode, except it comet in 
immediate contact with a flame. Even iron at 
a white heat will not effect it., So thie wonder­
ful invention of tbe “ safety-lamp ” enables the 
poor miner to work on in perfect security, even 
in the most fearful peril. The flame cannot pass 
through the net-work of gauxe. But if he 
•hould foil to put on thie screen, it would be of 
no service to him. If it ley by bit tide, or even 
ia bis very bend, it would be of ad us*. It must 
be in its proper plaee over the blase of hie lamp. 
The blacksmith of this colliery bad left off the 
top from his lamp, and than, it would seem, bad 
strolled nwny into the workings, with this fear­
ful instrument of destruction in his band. Per-

It ie of no 
nee that the means of escape are provided, un­
less we will make uee ol them. They are so free 
to ell, 10 plain and simple, that even the feeblest 
and most unlearned mey avail themselves of the 
blessing. Even the poor imbecile could uuder- 
etand the etery of " the man who paid the debt,' 
and could rut all hia hopes on Jesus ; could go 
forth into the darkness of the land of shadows, 
joyfully trusting in the One who had paid {or 
him.

Oh let us not, by our careless, heedless lives, 
cause to stumble end fall even one of the hist 
of these little ones, who might, if we were faith­
ful, be brought to Jeeue. “ Toe redemption of 
tfap soul is precious, end it ceaseth forever." 
That u a solemn thought with which to look 
down into a new mad# grave. And these new 
graves are opening around us every day. Death 
soon will claim all that are nearest end dearest 
to us, some doubtless before, but all not long 
after, our own heads are laid upon Our laet pil­
low. What have we done for their salvation ? 
Hava our own lampe been trimmed and burning, 
and bave they been life lights to guide our dear 
ones to heaven.—S. S. lima.

Self-Command-
There ie abroad in tbe world tbe very greet 

mistake of supposing that since what we call 
temper is a thing natural to us, it is, therefore, 
beyond our power of alteration or change.— 
Some people think it ie like tbe color of the 
hair or shape of the face—beyond remedy.— 
Never wee a greeter misapprehension of man’s 
moral power and miscalculation of the grace of 
God. And here I may insert an anecdote of what 
the grace of God once enabled a naturally 
irritable men to do in tbe way of self-command.

Mr. Rhind was a naval officer, who, having 
attained tbe rank of first lieutenant, was for 
some time on half-pay, before summoned again 
to service. He was devoted to the cause of hie 
Saviour, and tried to spread the knowledge of 
Hie name by distributing and selling Bible» and 
tracts among the crews of the ships in Ply­
mouth harbor.

Christian Assurance.
Much is said and written respecting tbe bene­

fits of religion, and the rewards of a Christian 
life. The number, however, is comparatively 
small, of those who realise the fulneu of those 
benefits, or anticipate the richneu of those re­
wards. Many, perhaps we should say most, of 
thou who profess Christianity live in a state of 
doubt and anxiety, altercating between hope and 
fear, without attaining anyth!tg like that assur­
ance which the primitive Christians seemed to 
have, and which tie believe it possible for Chris­
tian» in our own day to h.ve. Tbe standard of 
piety at the present time is low, notwithstand­
ing the religious activity which is almost every­
where manifested. We are engaged in many 
things which are goed, and conceive'and carry 
forward some meet magnificent enterprise», but 
still that deep-toned piety, which finds it» nutri­
ment in the closet, and is nourished and strength­
ened by habitual end close communion with God, 
is not so generally found among Christiana as it 
should be. They did not have the Spirit of God 
daily witnessing with their spirits, that they are 
his children, but derive such evidence »• they 
have of their adoption from other source». They 
hope that they are Christians, and yet they are 
by no means sure, and talk in a manner which 
betrays uncertainly and fear. We should be 
surprised to bear them speak of knowledge or 
assutance as applied to their religious state or 
anticipations. Tney can hardly sympathize with 
Paul in saying, “ We know that if our earthly 
house of this tabernacle were dissolved, we have 
a building of God, a house not made with hands, 
eternal in tbe heavens." They do not know this. 
It is with them a matter of hope rather than of 
knowledge ; and a hope which has more of doubt 
than of certainty. Now, what Christians need 
at the present time is to rise to a higher plane 
of living, so bs to be able to dismiss their doubts, 
in consequence of their having sound and ra­
tional evidence that there is no reason for doubt. 
“ He that believeth on the Son of God hath the 
witness in himself." And this witness comet 
not from taking superficial views of tbe lew of 
God, or the requirements of Christianity, but 
from a conscious rising up of the soul in the 
name of Christ to meet these requirements. 
We sing thet good old hymn of Dr. Walts, 
commencing with the inquiry :

-Why should the children of a King 
Go mourning all their day» ? ”

Yes, why should they ? I* it because there is 
no joy for them ? Did Paul take this view of 
it when he said to th* early Christiana, “ Rejoice 
evermore ?" Or when speaking from hia own 
experience, he said, “ As sorrowful, yst always 
rejoicing ?” O, no. This Christian is to find 
enjoyment even in this life, but not so much in 
other things si in the “ God of hi* salvation." 
But in order to do tbie, be must live so near to 
Christ, so in fellowship with tbe Spirit, that hi* 
doubts will yield to satisfactory evidence, and 
hie fears and mourning will give place to joyooe 
hope. There are rich blessings and glorious 
certainties for Christians in tbit world even, if 
they will but avail themselves of tbe privileges 
which God ha* pieced at their command.—

• ho have given them a triaL W by should not 
tbos* who proffer " amusements ” to the com­
munity, through advertising columns, call to 
their aid the suffrage of those who have put 
them to the test ?

The worldly-minded Lady Marlborough once 
confessed, in a letter to the pious Lady Hun­
tingdon : “ In truth, I feel more happy and 
more contented, after an hour'» conversation 
with you, than I " do after a whole week’s round 
of amusement. When alone my reflections and 
recollections kill me, and I am forced to fly to 
the society of those I detest and abhor.”

We have no doubt that thousands could make 
a kindred confession. Amusement, and the mad, 
reckless pursuit of it, have proved their bar e. 
They have been drawn on unsuspectingly, step 
by step, to the brink of a dreadful gulf, Open 
and unblushing vice is like tbe reptile that gives 
warning before it strikes. But mere amusement, 
often as venomous end deadly, lures and fasci­
nais» without uttering its warning note. There 
are thousands to whom that heading of the ad­
vertising columns—" Amusements ”—is a false 
light, luring them on to destruction. They do 
not see in it a snare for tbe unweery. And yet 
tbe most exquisite eatanic art could not devisç n 
surer method to effect their ruin then to educate 
in them that taste for smueemente, which leads 
them to abandon tbe company of tbe sober and 
the virtuous for that which will lighten up a dull 
hour or provoke a short-lived mirth. In very 
malty instances, in place of “ Amusements " a 
quite different heading might wall be substituted, 
and the reader be greeted with •• Helps to 
Remokse,” or “ Paths to the Pit." That 
person U already n candidate for temporal and 
eternal ruin who bu tush a thirst for pleasure 
that he only asks to be amused.

Women in Heathendon.
An Indian correspondent of the Christian 

Work gives the following graphic view of the 
condition of woman in India :

“ The laws of Hindu society deliberately aim 
at woman's degradation. There is no law or use 
affecting her sex which does not, in eome way, 
serve to rivet more firmly the chains of her eerf- 
dom. Tne whole system of social government 
seems to have been intentionally eo constructed 
as by a lingering but sure process, to stifle and 
extinguish as well all intellectual aspiration as 
moral unaibUity. Everything is against her. 
The domestic sphere ia toe only one in which 
ah* can muve, and here she is a slave made so 
and kept as by religion and usage. If buoyancy 
of spirit and freedom from care characterize 
childhood, then she never knew childhood. She 
received no welcome at her birth. From the 
time she could walk unassisted, and understand 
what wu laid to her, she wu made to share her 
mother’s household cares, and wu encouraged 
by being taught to present prayers and offerings 
to the gods, to make it her one aolioitude to ob­
tain a husband. If no huabend earn* by th* 
time ah* waa ten years old, tbs submitted to the 
ceremony of marring* to * tree, that her parents 
might escape the lhame of having it said that 
they bad a daughter still unmarried. Or, hav­
ing bun married to a human husband when ibe 
wu only five or six years of age, she continued 
in tbe seclusion of her mother’s unono for 0 
brief period longer, and then went to her bus- 
bond’i house, where she wu at once inducted 
into the office of clave to her mother-in-law. 
Made to do ell the drudgery of the house from 
morning to night, abused, ill-treated, beaten, 
maligned to her husband (for she is only serv­
ing the apprentiouhip common to all Hindu 
wives,) she resignedly toils and suffers, and suf­
fira and toils, until she becomes a mother. Her 
condition henceforward is somewhat mitigated, 
but (he ceveztheleu remains the victim cf her 
mother-in-law's tyranny. It ia only when her 
mother-in-law dies that she hopes to gain her 
freedom.

•• Let u» suppose the old tyrant to have died 
—what now ia the condition of the wife and 
mother ? She bu her children iroond her. 
Her gills obey her, snd perbnpi love her ; her 
boys are taught to despise her and acorn her au­
thority. But, now, perhape her busbtad dies. 
Her widowhood introduces her to new humilia­
tions. British law bu interfered to prevent wi­
dow immolation, and she does not die with 
her husband. But Hinduism has found meant 
by which tbe intent of the law may be evaded. 
If her husband’s relations dare cot force her to 
mount tbe funeral pile, they can have recourse 
to refinements of cruelty at borne which works 
her (faeth quite u effectually, if not eo epeedily. 
She shall never marry again, and the interval 
between her husband's death and her own «hell 
be shortened by every means that a heartless in­
genuity cat devise. By way of foretaste she 
shall begin by being stripped ot all her ornemente 
-^bracelet!, anklets, and necklaces are for wives 
not for widows. In place of the muslin# land 
embroidered silks she once wore, she shell be 
clothed in coarse white linen, end in it shell 
bear heat and sold alike. She shell egein be­
come the drudge of the household, working tbe 
hardest and being thanked the least. Fish, 
which she wu allowed to eat as à wife is denied 
her u a widow. Indeed she shall eat nothing 
more nourishing than boiled rice and greens, snd 
that oily once in twenty-four hours. And then, 
if on sitting to her frugal meat, she detects in 
her rice the emalleet particle of anything extra- : 
neons, forthwith the food must be thrown away, : 
and she must contentedly starve till the next 
day. At the changes of the moon, end sundry 
occasions, ah# mut abstain from food altogether. 
When she falls ill, as she soon mut, her eofee- 
bled state of body rendering her very liable to 
epidemic diseases, her family may to uve appea-

Popular Fallacies.
Some tériler remarks that there is a weed-1- 

ful vigor of constitution in a popular fallicy 
When the world bu once got hold of a lie, it is 
astonishing how; hard it ia to get it cut of the 
world.

Of the score of fine seyings which have -the 
advantage of being fallacies, one of tae most po­
pular is th* assertion that " a boaster is always 
a coward." It would be very agreeable tu find 
this so ; but 10 far ia it from being true, that 
among tbe bravest people on earth are the Gal­
ion», who are such boasters that we have deriv­
ed a contemptuous epithet from their name. 
They are unquestionably tbe most courageous 
of the Freakish race—" saucy, full of gibes and 
quarrelsome as a weasel”—and their valor and 
cooluese in danger, their immense vanity and 
mountainous me, to use an Emertotiism, are so 
notorious, that they ere invariably selected for 
heroes by some of the best French novelists. 
Wu Achilles, or any one of the heroes of Homer, 
e coward P Yet the great father of poetry, who 
dissected the human heart as keenly aa any mo­
dern anatomist, makes bis chamjsions" crow like 
chanticleer” ever their achievements, on all pos­
sible occasions. Who is ignorant too, that Mil- 
tan's Satan, whose eublimest characteristic i# his 
“ unconquerable will, the resolution cot to sub­
mit or yield," brags incessantly, in the most sar­
castic and biting language, of the “ fell root,” 
with which he has visited tbe boats of heaven. 
With a few exceptions, the Southern rebels were 
all iosufferabletboasters, from Jeff. Davis down­
ward ; yet they rarely showed the white feather 
on the battle field. It ie said that a barking dog 
seldom bit»» j” but thoee persona who, rely ing on 
tbit old eaw, have provoked a ball dog to break­
fast on their aime, or plant his teeth in the calves 
oi their lege know better. Read the life of that 
bravest end most braggart of artists. Benvenuto 
Cellini, in comparison with whom Faisitff was 
thetiucarnalioa of humility, and y ou will abandon 
the foolish and popular notion that real talent is 
never vain, and real courage never boastful.

Akin to the foregoing hackneyed fallacy, is an­
other on everybody’s lipa ; viz : * that brave men 
ere never crush’ Bravery has nothing to do 
with either ereelty or clemtocy ; it is alike inde­
pendent of either. There sre cases, it is taue, 
where men, not fearing the face cl cn enemy, 
have spared his life, while a coward from very 
fear, would have shown no mercy. But the 
brave who have been habitually mercilful have 
been.few. Did any man, however he might have 
execrated (he cruelty of Haynu the 1 The Aus­
trian butcher,’ doubt his courage ? True bo was 
a woman-shipper, and eo far proved himself to 
have been possessed of a brutal disposition ; but 
did he ever prove himself pigeon livered on the 
battle field, or, if insulted by another, would be 
have besilated to measure swords with him? 
Wee Bonaparte a coward P—yet did be not, with, 
cold-blooded cruelty, order the Duke D'Eoghien 
to be shot, end butcher thousands of Turkish 
prisoners at Jaffa? Is Louis N.poleoo a cow 
ard?—yet did be not on tbe second of Decem-

Another popular fallacy is, that “ murder wil' 
out.” That such were the fact, is a consumma­
tion devoutly to be wished ; but almost every 
year proves its fallacy. There is, indeed, an ie 
lonisbing number of oetee, where tbit crime, af­
ter long concealment, has been discovertd ; and 
tbe exceptions are 10 few, that they may well 
deter tbos* who meditate the act. But that nt/ 
seisinatione and other forms of the crime have 
been commited, which have never come to 1 tight, 
we cannot doubt; end that tbe perpetrator! arc 
not invariably discovered, we need Only cite the 
murder of Parker in Mancheeter, N. H ; that of 
Estes, the fireman in Boston, and that of the 
shop-keeper on Rapdolph street in this city about 
eleven yean ago, to piove.

Another popular fallacy, which is on the 
tongues of almost all advocates of Liberty, is 
that “ it ia impossible to stifle the expression of 
public opinion.” Would that tyranny might be 
forever baffled in such attempts I—but it is mo­
les* for those who fail to resist tbe first encroach 
mente of arbitary power, ere it has become irre­
sistible, to ley thie flattering unction to their 
souls. There are indeed a thousand cunning de­
vices and shrewd expedient* which ii-genuitj? 
may hit upon to defeat the force of restrictive 
measures, and enable a down-trodden party 
partially to circulate its doctrines ; and hence the 
Abtd Gaiiani has defined the tublime oratoire as 
the art of «eying anything. But oae has only to 
look to France and Austria—indeed, till lately, 
over the whole continent of Europe—to ree how 
completely, for all practical purposes, the expres­
sion cf opinion may be silenced by bayonets and 
cannon. Had not public opinion been gagged 
effectually, how would ‘Louis Napoleon, Joseph, 
Frederick William, and the petty despote of Eu­
rope, who still hold the sceptre have sat on their 
throne»?

Another popular fallacy is that persecution 
never succeeds, but only adds strength and force 
-to tbe thing persecuted. A stereotyped illustra­
tion of thie subject is the damming up uf a river 
which breaks forth by and by, with redoubled 

i violence and fury. This doctrine would not eas­
ily have gained credence a lew centurie» ago. 
Mr. Mill has shown, in hia essay^on liberty, that 
it is one of those pleasant falsehoods, which men 
repeat one after another till they- pass into com­
monplaces, but which all history refutes Twenty 
time» before Luther the Relormatioo broke out, 
end was put down ; Savonarola was put count 
the Albigenns were put down ; tbe Lollards were 
put down ; tbe Huusite. were put down ; and so 
were the followers of Luther everywhere, except 
where Ik. heretics were too strong to be . fleet- 
ually persecuted. In Spain, Italy, Fiandeis, 
and th* Austrian empire Protestantiam was 
rooted out ; and had Mery lived, or Eliz.beth 
died tbe same would probably have been tbe 
fat* in England.

Otir respected contemporary, the Christian 
Messenger, exhibited last week some consider­
able1 signs of improvement, affording ground for 
hope that he may yet be made fully free by the 
truth.

1Ve did not say in what millennial glory 
would consist, or what its full measure would 
be ; we merely indicated one evidence or result 
of the purer light apd greater love accompany­
ing the larger baptism of the Holy Ghost. Our 
good brother is gratified by our admission of the 
consistency of close communion Baptists. But 
if he can take comfort from that, he is surely 
thankful for small mercies. There may be con­
sistency in some features of character, and 
inconsistency in others.

But 
it interests the people in many matiera for which 
they would care but little. Upon the whole, I 
should like to see it in your Conference. It 
would do you good, and the people good,— 
would be less inconvenient than here, for ex­
amination of character is by Conference.

I have been in many kinds ot deliberative 
bodies, and never saw one with better business 
habits tkae the New England Conference ; never 
•aw so little time wasted. The Bishop under­
stands how to preside ; gives latitude when 
anything good ia elicited, but keeps the point 
in view. (Clear, parliamentary, yet respectful, 
he directs the body to as epeedy a decision as 
the case admin, and to their decision, not his. 
There is a committee on every subject of in­
terest. ThefNreports are generally able docu­
ments. Their resolutions are carefully prepared 
and presented with the report. So the matter 
ie concisely offered. There ia little or no de­
sultory debate. No one feels it his duty to say 
what has been said, but expresses his opinion 
by his vote. You are aware that there ia here 
no District meeting. Its duties ate divided be­
tween the Quarterly Conference and the Annual, 
The former is held once a quarter in each society, 
Tbe Presiding E'der, who is a chairman of Dis­
trict, but without any pastoral charge, presides, 
The pastors, supert umeraiies, local preachers, 
steward»—nine, usually—and superintendent of 
Sabbath School, are membera. The financial 
business of that society is settled there. What­
ever is not done there ia left to Conference. 
A great deal of what occupies you in District 
meeting does not occur at a!!. A week before 
Conference every minister receives a blank 
form for hia report, covering all necessary 
ground, members, deaths, probationer», mo, 
nies, &c. He fills it, and on arriving hands 
it, not to any Secretary, but to the Statisti­
cian. If any brother is deliquent, there will 
be a Statistician on nis path very soon. The 
whole is tabulated end presented in its printed 
minutes. There are no apiritual reporta. If 
there has been any good religious interest, it 
is usually mentioned in the Herald, perhaps in­
dicated only by increase in membership or 
among the probationers. If nothing worth 
mentioning has occurred, the record of that 
fact consumes no time nor stationery.

For the first four days, while Committees 
are working, the afternoons and evenings are 
given to anniversaries and sermons. Three ser­
mons are delivered by ministers appointed 
year previous. It would have done your (Grand 
Worthy) Patriarchal soul good to hear the re 
port from the Committee on Temperance with 
the stinging resolutions—you know tbe rum 
power iu this State have been very active lately 
for license—adopted at a rousing Conference 
Temperance meeting. Every member of the 
Conference, with one exception, and he is an 
oddity on more points than this, is a Total Ab­
stinence man.

You would tie stsuck by the number of deno, 
minatiooal funds that are up for consideration,— 
each one having acme elcquent advocate who 
urge» the brethren, while not forgetting other 
claims, by all means to care for this. One, 
there i», I believe, for every month, and here 
I will aay what I meant to lay juit after finding 
a little fault with New England Methodists,

Father Chiniquy a Prisoner.
(Extract from a Letter to the Treasurer of the 

v Montreal Chiniquy Eund.)
Kankakee City Court-House, ?

9th April, 1867. £
My Dear Mr. Mackey,—Yesterday, your 

kind letter, with the cheque ot $457, were deli­
vered to me to help me to keep up my mission, 
and light the great battle we are fighting against 
Rome. I have no words to express to you and 
to all my benefactors the sentiments of gratitude 
I feel lor their charity. Our merciful Heavenly 
Father permits that this noble and admirable 
expression of the Christian sympathies ot my 
dear brethren of Canada does come here in the 
very moment that I was more in need of it than 
ever. When opr God does try us, it is always 
for our good anil for His own glory; and He 
deals with us as a loving Father. He does not 
leave us without consolation, even when we are, 
as I am to-day, in the lion's den.

Pray for me during this week and the next, 
for more than ever I want the help of my God. 
I am a prisoner to-day. I am brought again, as 
a criminal, belore the civil court of Kankakee 
by the sheriff, at the order oi tbe Bishop of 
Rome, and I am writing you this letter when 
sitting on the dock of the criminals, in the pre­
sence of the Judge and the Jury who will have 
to pronounce judgment on me in a few days.

It is sweet for the Christian soul to suffer for 
Jesus’ sake ; but it is hard for the flesh to find 
itself in such a humiliating position.

The Church ol Rome knows me well. She 
knows what I have done, by (he grace of God, 
against her. She has confessed her defeat with 
tears of rage, and wools of revenge. Though 
always defeated in her attacks against me, she 
is determined to fight me without giving me a 
moment of rest. She is rich ;—her supporters 
are numbered by thousands of millions, and I 
am atone With only a few friends to help me. 
She hopes that before long these friends will 
become tired of supporting me ; that they will 
desert me ; and then I will have to fall, defence­
less, at her feet.

Ah ! my dear brethren and sisters cf Canada, 
do not desert the poor prisoner who is writing 
to you to day ; go to the throne of grace, and 
ask the Author of every perfect gift to strength­
en my heart in these days of trial ; to give wis­
dom to my defenders, who will plead my cause 
before the civil tribunals, in the presence of 
which I am now as a criminal.

Letter from Point de Bute.
Rev. J. McMurray,—Dear Bro —You will 

no doubt be glad to ieam that we, in common 
with Brethren in other portions of our widely- 
extended Conference field, can report that the 
good hand of our God has been upon us for 
good. Daring the last three weeks we have been 
permitted to enjoy, in this part of our Circuit, 
“ Times of refreshing from the presence of the 
L trd.”

The cause of Christ at Point de Bute, for 
some time past, has not been making that pro­
gress which God's people have prayed for and 
expected. " The chill of winter,” as one of our 
brethren expressed it, “ nas been upon us ; but 
now, thank God, the voice of the turtle is hea-d 
in the land."

Among the moat painful features of our cause 
here baa been the fact that although cur congre­
gation» has, been composed to a considerable 
extent of youthful persons of bpth sexes, and 
belonging, for the most part, to Christian fami­
lies, yet for year» past, the membership cf this 
part of the Circuit had included tbe names of 
only four or five unmarried persons.

This state of things we have reason to believe 
waa deplored by excellent brethren in the minis­
try who have preceded us ; into whose laboura 
we have to some extent been allowed to enter, 
and who will, we doubt not, rejoice that the 
Lord, whose mercy endureth far ever, hath re­
membered us in our low estate,

We are thankful to add that most cf these 
y;ung persons have now cast in their lot with 
us, and many of them have been, we trust, " de. 
livered from the power of darkness and trans­
lated into th# kingdom of Hie dear Bon.”— 
Head» of families else, with ail the responsibili­
ties of parents devolving upon them, hive cove­
nanted to take the Lord for their portion._
Backsliders have been reclaimed and the mem­
bers of the Church’generally refreshed and 
quickened.

In conducting services, held almost every day 
for three weeki, we have received valuable aid 
from Bro. E. Wood of Baie de Verte, and Bro. 
Seller, Theological Student, also for two even­
ing» from Rev. A. W. Nicoleon.

Last Sabbath afternoon, aasisted by the Rev, 
Dr. Pickard, we held a service fer the purpose

“ It is not for me, Sir, to enlarge upon the 
evil of intempersnee or its peculiar character­
istic». It would be to tell a tale that has been
already told a thousand thousand times_told
by daily circumstance»—by caaualties the moat 
appalling—by accidents the most alarming—the 
«oat revolting to every sense of moral propriety. 
My object is not to prove the existence of the 
evil, but to present for adoption a plan the 
which, if it be fully carried out, will remove the 
cause of that evil.

“ All the world knows of the existence of this 
evil, for wherever civilization has spread ita 
kindly influence, wherever Christianity itself has 
gone, and the bleaaed Gospel has been pro- 
mulged, there, in the power of its opposition, in 
its counteracting, paralyzing effect, may be 
traced the Hack of the deitroyert„^ " 

«There is no man, Sir, enlightened by truth
but who must admit Intemperance is" an evil._
Philanthropy, a common love of mankind, in it­
self should seem sufficient to arouse a nation for 
a nation’s good, and call forth that action that 
should at once destroy tbe destroyer j but a as 
it is not so. The drowning cry of the wretched 
victim fails to reach the ear; the dull groan 
and frenzy-pointed ehriek has no sff,ct upon it, 
suicidal madnea. may cry out in vain- the 
thirsty river may ope it. icy jaws and drink in 
it. drunken victim.; the loud wail of misery 
and death may rend the heaven.; the great de 
atroyer range unchecked over all our earth and 
philanthropy heed, it not-it, Ur i, abut it. 
eye-n closed to every sound, to every sight, but 

xthere is another note in my resolution of fuller 
sweeter, deeper tone t! an philanthropy-. mor ’ 
powerful incentive it i, Christian principle

does) Christianity, from it, very genfe,, blli, 
and legitimate tendencie,. comprehend, not 
only aympathy, hut that more active and r 
dreasive influence that moves, labor,

« King Adrestus might, in the days of pagan 
darkness, retire from the scene of death when 
the plague of Argos ewept away iu thousand» 
daily from that ancient city. He could enter 
hie sumptuous peleee, bar up iU ponderous 
gates, abut bis ear» to the eounde of death. end 
in wild and drunken revelry abut all out, and so 
prevent intercourse.

*• The Apostle Psul bas led me to my next 
point, though firet in my resolution, the lest to 
which I shall refer: 1 Total Abstinence.’ There 
are two great end powerful agencies at work— 
tile one for, the other egainat, the euceese of the 
temperance movement. The one antagonistic 
to our success ie known by the soft, harmless, 
inoffensive, scriptural term of ' Moderation ;' 
but ala»; alas, it is like the mighty one of Gath, 
who, when tbe Philistines were drawn up in 
battle array against the armies of Israel, came 
forth crying, * Send me a man to fight with me.’ 
In terrible form, in majestic bearing, in sanc­
tified srmoi he advances now ; who shall dare 
to meet him. And, as none in all tbe hosts of 
Israel could then be found, ao now, we have none 
able to contend with • Moderation.’ But Divid 
came—he heard the vaunting, he ee-v the mon­
ster form of the giant, and, in the fear of the 
Lord, went lorth and slew him.

Lay Sermons toj the Clergy,
about conferences . •-

The tollowing timely and well-written article 
we find in the N. Y. Methodist, and give it in 
place of editorial tor the benefit oi whom it may 
concern. We bespeak for it a careful perusal.

In the course ol business at Conferences I 
have observed four classes of persons : 1st. Those 
who never speak, simply contenting themsdves 
with voting. Oftentimes they see a point in de­
bate which they could elucidate, but modesty 
or a man-fearing spirit restrains them. Perhaps 
a question is carried, adverse to expediency or 
justice, when a word from them would have giv, 
en it a right direction. And so they have gone 
away from Conference with a loss of self-respect 
if not with bitter repiniogs, because their cour­
age failed them at the right point. I once knew 
a member ol a State Legislature who was re­
markable for his silence- On his return from 
the capital, I said to him : “ Mr. A., did you 
make any speeches during the session ?” ‘ Why, 
no,’ was the reply ; I made no speeches, but I 
did some of the tallest thinking.’ And so it i. 
with some of our most intelligent preachers ; they 
think soundly and correctly, but the Conference 
is none the wiser because ol it. It is, my breth­
ren, unmanly to shrink from a duty, as it is an- 
Christian to stifle our good inspiration.

2d. Those who imagine in the coarse of de­
bate that they alone are masters of the subject, 
while their opponents are quite devoid of sense 
Hence, there is in their delivery an egotistical 
posture and tone which eo clog their sentiment» 
as to leave them without force. It is true every­
where, in all legislative bodies, that a man bear, 
ing the mark of egotism is half shorn of his 
strength, no matter how intellectual he may be. 
while- on the other hand, humility invariably 
gives a value to utterances which intrinsically 
they do not possess.

This class of men must needs have a voice in 
every discussion. Planted in their customary 
seats, no opportunity for a word escapes them ; 
they stand ready in point of order to instruct 
the Bishop; in matters of Discipline to explain 
its provisions ; and in all discussions to give the 
crowning argument. Thus some men of unques­
tioned intelligence and wisdom fritter away their 
influence by the frequency of their speeches aad 
their oracular manner.

3d. Those who occasionally make speeches, 
but say nothing. How important in deliberative 
bodies that belore a man rises he has something 
to say I In the time of the elder Pitt, a young 
man just admitted to Parliament rose and de­
livered himself thus : 11 Mr. Speaker, have we 
laws or have we not laws '! and if we have laws, 
for what purpose have we laws Ï” whereupon he 
sat down. Pitt then rose and responded : “ Mr. 
Speaker, did the gentleman speak, or did he not 
apeak ? if he did speak, to what purpose did he 
speak ?” We see similar instances where indi­
viduals riie, and, after a flourish, sit down, and 
we look in vain for any point they have made : 
the whole eflort has been a waste of time and 
words How often, as the laity in the gallery 
look on, do they exclaim : " What is the speaker 
driving at ? why don't he ait down ?” I once 
heard a brother occupy a quarter of an hour— 
perhaps more—in a speech, the point of which 
nobody could see, until at the end he made the 
emphatic statement that he had collected for a 
given object twenty-five cents, which the sister 
who gave it wonld have withheld if she had known 
that any portion of it waa to go to a certain 
und. It ia not unfrequently the case that a dis­

cussion that ought to occupy an hour only has 
been prolonged to several, just because some 
speakers felt the impulse to speak when every 
utterance they gave only confused the subject.

1. There yet remains a small but effective 
body whose example all of the classes that have 
been described will do well to emulate. They 
are always marked by the following traits: (1.) 
They never speak unless sure ot comprehend- 
mg the question before the Conference. (2.) 
Nor do they utter their opinions so long as oth­
ers have stated the points in their own minds 
(3.) When constrained from force of conviction 
to participate in the debate, they are able to 
speak with compactness and brevity, simply be­
cause the subject is so clear in their own mind, 
that useless word, are not employed ; and as they 
speak from conviction, and not simply to be 
heard, they close the moment the struggling 
thought is unfolded. What else but that this 
class of men exercise a controlling influence, not 
only in Conferences, but in all deliberative bo- 
, * , Not on,y Conference, but conventions 

of all kinds are severely hampered by persons 
of the 2nd and 3rd classes. A convention is of­
ten prolonged to three days, when its legitimate 
business could be transacted in one. The mo­

The Intercolonial Railroad.
A correspondent of the St. John Telegraph 

presents strongly the North Shore route upon 
public consideration :—We would like to see St. 
John prosper and grow, as it must do, to be a 
very large and populous city”—say the Counties 
of Kent, Northumberland, and (Rcstig uche, in 
New Brunswick ; and Bonaventuro and Rimous- 
ki in Canada ; “ but are you going to leave us, 
with our ninety-five thousand inhabitants out in. 
the cold for all time to come ? We have been 
too long already in this bolated position : and 
unless tbe Inter-Colonial Railroad is built 
through these valuable Counties, we will remain 
so until the millenium, and may be longer. For 
to build a railroad, except on paper, along the 
seaboard to Miramicbi and Bay Chaleur wont 
be done ; it would cost loo much to bridge the 
river, &c. But give us the line from Shediac 
ry the shortest and best route to the Bay Cha. 
leur and River du Loup, and we will soon build 
branches to our seaport towns. This is our rea­
sonable request. St. John now connects by rail­
road, with the Straits and the Gulf ol St Law­
rence, by which the trade of Prince Edward Is­
land, and other ports along these waters, flows 
to St. John. Beside», in a short time St. John 
will connect with the great net-work of Ameri- 
cân and Canadian railways at Bangor ;—inter­
secting by the way the St. Andrews and Wood- 
stock Railway now in operation ; which will 
connect St Jobe with St. Stephens, and shortly 
by a branch, with Fredericton ;• and shortly by 
another from near Moncton with the wealthiest 
part of Albert County. And no matter where 
the Inter-Colonial road is built St John will con­
nect with it, and it with the Canadian Railways, 
and Nova Scotia lices to Ualitax, Pictou, Wind­
sor, and Annapolis. St John has access to a 
large part of the world by water all tbe year 
round, while we Northern Counties are shut out 
by icy barriers for more than half the year. If 
our winter’s supply of flour and other essential 
articles fail before navigation epen in Spring, 
we have no means of replenishing, except by 
travelling long distances over common roads to 
the nearest markets. A line from Shediac to 
the Bay Chaleur has many important advanta­
ges. While a line from St. John to the River 
da Loup will pass close to the border of the 
State ot Maine, and therefore would be ol aa 
much importance to an enemy from that quar- 
aer as it would be to the “ New Dominion,” and 
the British Nation who guarantees the coet ol 
its construction. A line from Shediac to River 
du Loup eio the Bay Chaleur would be free from 
this important objection, and equally as short 
and practicable as a frontier line from St. John 
would be. A Northern line would pass through 
large tracts of good land for settlement ; exten­
sive forests of excellent timber ; and copper ore 
ahd outcrops of coal, limestone, building atone, 
&c., are also known to exist along this route.

The shortest distance by a frontier line re 
ported by S. Flemming, C. £., from Halifax via 
Moncton, St. John and boundary of Uhl State 
of Maine, is five hundred and sixty-one miles ; 
ot this distance, there is 410 miles to construct' 
The shortest distance from Halifax to Shediac» 
by Major Robinson’s and by a central route 
through New Brunswick to River du Loup, is 
four hundred and sixty-five miles, four hundred 
and four of which is still to construct The last 
named line follows a route proposed by the Hon. 
Peter Mitchell, and said by him to be highly 
practicable. This is probably the shortest and 
most direct route from Halifax to River du Loup 
that can be obtained. Tbe distance by Major 
Robinson's lino ia 521 miles ; of which 400 is to 
construct.

It swells the buds into 
growing leaves, and opening flowers, fills the 
air with tragrance, and covers the earth with 
indescribable beauty. This is lovely spring— 
smiling, blushing, life-burdened spring. If it be 
not a new creation, it is at least a strange 
wondrous, a glorious resurrection. It addresses 
itself directly to all our bodily senses ; aflording 
us at the same time a vast revenue of pleasure, 
and imparting lessons of wudom, to be turned 
to immediate and practical account. Our ob­
servations must be limited to two of these senses 
—seeing and hearing. These are tbe chief of 
"the five—the more royal in their nature, tbe 
more important in their functions.

To the eye and ear spring brings beauty, and 
charms, and melody, such as no other season of 
the year is capable of presenting. Then it is 
that nature appears to the best advantage; 
dons her most lovely and gorgeous apparel. 
And as she thus stands before our eyes, ia 
queenly attitude, she challenges, and rightly 
receives, the admiration aad homage of our 
souls. And’as her orchestra of verm&l voice» 
pour, aa they do, ieto our ears her rich and 
ever-varying melodies, aad repeat aad re-repeat 
her sublime psalmody, it but intensifies ear 
admiration, and deepens and sanctifies onr de­
votion. We bow at her feet and worship as we 
do no where else, save before Him who is Maker 
and Sovereign of all Neither is this homage 
irratioaal nor unprofitable. It elevates and 
purifies. Lifts us into higher fields of contem­
plation, and brings ua into closer communion 
with the infinite source of all goodness and 
purity.

But we must now turn our thoughts ia the 
direction of the lessons which spring is commis­
sioned to teach us—lessons communicated 
through eye and ear.

Ws copy ths following, not knowing its ori­
ginal source, urging the importanw ol thorough 
polvstjsstion or flouring of soli where erope sre 
growing snd maturing »

The probability is that if ths exact troth could 
bs sscsrtsioed, ws should find thst quite one- 
sixth of the crop capacity of our cultivated fields 
everywhere, is snnuslly thrown awsy in elode. 
Snow surly old cynic, s grist many years sises, 
snwringly applied to us dslven in ths dirt ths 
iil-nstorsd spitbst of “ clod-hoppers." Well, 
the old vinegar crust, whoever be might hsve 
been, wse not so wide of the truth sfter all. 
Tbsrs are more “ clod-hoppers ” among farmers 
than gsntleman among cynics. A grist many 
farmers, intelligent npoo msny points, make 
serious mistakes in preparing soils for crops. 
Something beyond deep ploughing snd liberal 

isnuring is requisite to produw the beet ré­
sulté. Something fsr short of the txtrsvsgsnt 
range in sithsr, ought always to hsvs bitter sa­
tisfaction. It is ploughing st ths proper is non 
whin ths land is in tbs best condition, thus 
working its thorough pulvérisation. Msny 
fertile sers, after ploughing, snd reploughing 
snd plsuting, carries through ths season, locked 
up in elode from the sis» of • grape-shot to thst 
of » tennis bell, more fertility then libersted in 
the spring by better disintegration, would have 
added one-sixth, often a fourth to the yield, and 
saved • useless expenditure for manure to an 
equal amount.

Though 
laud may have niae lives, like a cat, yet it may 
die at leal of aunptioa. “ Weary laud.” How 
apt the expression ! Not utterly exhausted, but 
tired, wearied. Reader, have you not some land 
which, this summer, will pant aod blow and 
struggle under the burden of a starveling and 
eiebly stalk of corn F “(Weeded it before it 
was foul.” Why, eome of our plantera raise 
weeds for manure. Vile peste, of no use to 

in or beast, are suffered to grow up and 
encumber the ground, merely for the sek# of tbe 
privilege of burying their dead bodies to supply 
Vegetable matter to tbe soil. On s perfectly 
conducted plantation no plant would be suffered 
to mature Ue send wbiob was not of eeme known 
and positive utiteff. Peas end clover ere better 
then weeds—tbeÿ feed both the soil snd domes­
tic animals, and giro no trouble to succeeding 
erope. Remember tbe practice of the English 
farmer. Do not wsit uutil your lend begins to 
get poor before you manure it. If it is rich, 
make it rieiler. Do non wsit until your land 
begins to faiftbriore you rest it—giro it rest in 
time to prévint its ever being tired." Do not 
wsit until yonr plantation ia stocked with weeds 
befare you begiOrto destroy them- One wi 
destroyed this year will save much hoeing next 
year. Manure soon end well, give abundant 
rest snd cultivate clean. He Is • good farmer 
who observes these rules.—Southern Cultivator.

Hatching oottnd bringing up one brood of 

obiekeni ia enough for one ben to do in that tine, 
in one year. Sometieras they will bring up two 
brood», but often fail, and aie worth little after 
the eeoond attempt.

Some hen» wish to set three or four time» a 
year, and various means are resorted to to pre­
vent it, such aa shutting them in a dark piece, 
tying the feet*witbin two or three inches of each 
other, for aa many days. Some practices- are 
resorted to wbieh are eruel, such as plunging 
them into cold water, or withholding el’, food 
from them for a time.

Do not allow a hen to set in the same nest 
where a brood has just been hatched out, without 
cleaning it out in the most thorough manner, 
and washing it cut with ashes and water, or 
strong lime water.

Bggs are more certain to be hatched if tb# 
nest is large and composed at the bottom of 
earth, nod then lined with n little soft hay or 
straw. When bene steal their neste they usually 
place their eggs upon the ground ; this becomes 
so thoroughly warmed that when the hen leaves 
the neet for food and exercise, the beat froi 
tbe earth ie imparted to the egge, and keeps 
them warm until she returns to them.—N,
