SENSITIVE RAILWAY METALS.

The accidental displacement of rails |
is known to be a fruitful source of rail- |
way disaster. The rains and floods of

-winter usually occasion 'the mischief,

but it seems that the “iron horse” has !
an even more insidious enemy than ac-
camulated storm-water to threaten it
and to imperil its swift career. The
danger in question is one, moreover,
that those who can restrict their rail.
way travelling to serene summer time,
are not exempt from. One day last week
an excursion train was j on 1its
ful way on the Caledonian Rail-
way at the rate, fortunately, of not more
than fifteen miles an hour, when on
proaching Auchinfaith the engine s
denly left the metals,and sliding down an
embankment about ten feet deep turned
and lay on its side, dragging with it &
composite carriage and part of toe next
one, the remainder keeping their posi-
tion on the line. The driver and stoker
were badly scalded, and several persons
more or less shaken, but no lives were
lost. Investigation into the cause of
the accident shewed that the rails,
which were of steel, and of the beavi-
est kind made, bad “ bulged,” owing to
the heat of the sun, and er exam-
ination disclosed the startling fact that
at 8 point only forty yards distant from

line, the rails were bulged eight inches
from their original position, carrying
the sleepers with them. The bent rails
were preserved for theé Government in-
speotor, who will, no doubt, give the
matter the attention it deserves, espec1--
slly as regards the quality of the metal
of which the rails are composed. There

All of them suffer for
this wrong. How the deceiver is recom-
pensed by deceits practiced upon him in
the beautiful coat of Joseph. .

Art thou my very son, Esau ?...He said I
am. Observe the rapidity and extent of
the inward deterioration in Jacob. At
first unable even to conceive the plan de-
vised by another (vers 12, 13), he becomes
at last inventive. At first the acted false-
hood, then the lie in so many words. And
what did Jacob get, who €0 meanly bought
the birthright, and cheated his bro
out of the bisesing ? Trouble in the flesh :
vanity and vexation of spirit. He bad to
flee from his father’s house; never to see
his mother again ; to wander over the de-
serts to kinsmen, who cheated him as
he had cheated others, to serve Laban
for 21 years ; to crouch miserably in fear
and trembling, as a petitioner for his life,
before Esau whom be had wronged, and
to be made more ashamed than ever by
finding that generous Bsau had forgiven
and forgotten all ; then to see his daugh-
ter brought to shame; bis sons murder-
ers, plotting against their own brother, |
his tavorite son ; to see his gray hairs go- |
ing down with sorrow tc the grave: to
confess to Pharaoh, after 120 years of hfg, ‘
that few and evil bad been the days of bis |
pilgrimage. ‘

Blessed him. This dying blessing was a '
matter of infinite importance, connectéd |
with the fulfilment of a divine purpose,
and was not, therefore, to be pronoanced |
lightly, or without a divine wartant.

FROM THE FAR NORTH.

The Herald's New Bedford special says
the members of the Franklin search party,
under command of Lieut. Schwatka, were
picked up by Capt. Baker, of the barque
George and Mary, of New Bedrord, at De-
pot lsland on thbe first «f August, they
baving returned to that point from their
gledge journey to King William’s Land
on the 4th of March of the present year.
The sledge journey was the longest ever
made throngh the unexplored Arctic re-
gion, the party baving been absent from

the base of vperations in Hudsou Bay |

cleven-mionths and four days, and travell-
od 3251 miles. This is the only sledge
journey eve made that covered Lhe entire
arctic winter. ‘I'he expedition successfnl-
ly withstood the greatest cold ever encoun-
tereginby white men. »On January 3rd tha
thermometer sark 10 103 d-urees below
freezing point. Duritig the §ifin e nnd full
of 1879 they made @ cowmplete seacch of
King Williaw's land adjacent to the ain
land, traveliimyg over the rpute pursned by
the craws of the Erebus and Terror upon
their retreat toward Back's River,and bui-
jied the bones of all those unfortunates re-
maining ahove ground, and erected thon-
umeznts. Their
fact that the records of the Frauklin ex-
pedition are lost beyond recovery, The
Nachtillo Esqumaux, who bad found the
gsealed tin box fiiled with-bovks where the |
last survivors of Franklin’s party are sup- |
posed to have finally perished, were inter-
viewed.  These natives broke open the
box and threw out the precious reeords,
which were then eitber scattered or de-
stroyed by childreg. They aiso made
known that one of Franklin’s ships drifted
down Victoria Straits and wus unwitting-
iy scuttled by the Oookjoolik Esquimaux
who found it near the 1sland off Grand
Point, during the spring of 1849. At that
time one man was dead in the steerage.
During the same year the natives saw the
tracks of four white men io the spring
snows on the mainland. The expedition
started from the base of operations with
but one month’s rations of * civilized”
food, the white men of the party after
that living upon the fare of the Eequi-
maux assistants. The result shows it is
feasible for white men to adapt themselves
to the climate and life of the Esquimaux
in polar regions.
A largequantity of relics bave been gath-
ered to illustrate the last chapter of
Fraoklin’s expedition. They have also
brought the remains of Lieat. Jobn Irv-
ing, third officer of the Terror, which were |
identified by the prize medal found on his
opeued grave. The party endured many
bardships and threatened starvation on
their returm to Hudson Bay, where an
ample snpply of provisions bad been left
with Capt. Barry of the schooner Eothen,

7. Prince Edward Island.

Caundidates must satisfy the Principal, before

the week in which the Examinations are held,

with respect to the districts to which they belong,
and as coming from which they are entitled to
compete.

Students who have already Matriculated at any
College are disqualified for competition.

The Bursaries will be awarded to thoseStudents
from the several districts mentioned, who make |
the highest total of marks at the Matriculation |
Examinations : but no Bursary will be awarded
unless a Standard of Merit, determined by the
Senate, shall be reached by the candidate.

The Examinations for the Munro Bursaries
are the same as those for the Professors’ Scholar-
snips.
