1 feel it incumbent on me {6 explain the principles upon which were founded
the terms; which, as the Agent for His Excellency Lieut.-Governor CArLETON,
I offered upon your apglication on the 3d inst. to Sell or Lease for the residence
of the Commander-in-Chief of the Province, the Dwelling House, Out-houses
and Grounds, now occupied by His HoNor the PRESIDENT. These buildings
were erected,and have been kept inrepairat so very heavyanexpence, within my
own knowledge, that I considered the sum of £5000 as a bareequivalent for them,
without taking into the estimate any consideration for the very valuable tract
of Land contemplated to be included in the purchase; and upon this calculation,
I conceive that a rent of £200 per annum, exclusive of repairs, could not be

_ thought unreasonable. . .

I am well aware that the nature and situation of this Property, are such as to
render it fit for no other use, comparatively, than that for which it was design-
ed and to which it has been hitherto appropriated, and thatif the present oppor-
tunity should not be embraced of disposing of it for that purpose, the eventual
loss that would ensue from the decrease of its value, would fail very heavily on
His Excellency, whose interests are committed to my care; but at the same time,
I feel a just confidence that the Honorable House would never suffer the Go-
vernment of the Province, to avail itself of such a circumstance in the present
negotiation, more especially to the mjury of one whose exertions and sacrifices

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the Council could not suppose it to have been the intention of the House in an
indirect and what the Council conceived would have been an improper manner
to enlarge the jurisdiction of the City Court of the ‘City of Saint John to an in-
definite extent; and becauseit has been, as the ‘Council believe, the invariabje
ractice in all Acts of Assembly authorizing an assessment of any Tax upon the
})nhabitants in any part of the Province, in some manner to limit the amount of
the sum to be raised' under and by virtue of any such Acts; and could it have
been the intention of the House, either in this indirect manner, ‘to enlarge the
jurisdiction of the City Court, or to leave the sum to be assessed upon that por-
tion of the Inhabitants of the City, in this regard, contemplated in the Bill with-
out any limitation or controul, it would have been, in the opinion of the Coun-
<il, a ground that would render 1t their duty altogether to reject the Bill.

.in; that behalf mentioned, by what the House are pleased to call a Tax upon the
Funds of the Corporation of the City; the Council conceived, that consistently
with the grounds set forth in the petition of the Common Council of the Cry,
to the several branches of the Legislature, upon which the Bill in question was
founded ; this part of the amendment merely explained, rather than provided the
obvious means to be resorted to for such excess. The Council, however, have
no objection to the striking out of this part of the amendment, if the House should
continue to think it of any importance. :
That with regard to the amendment, restraining the existence of the Act to
four years, the Council direct it to be distinctly stated, that in all cases where
the nature of the provisions in any Bill appears to them to be such as to require
the test of some experience before they become the subject of a perpetual Law,
of which nature they conceive the provisions in the Bill in question to be, they
shall feel it to be their indispensable duty to annex a claise providing such test ;
nor do they conceive, that i so doing, they infringe any of the privileges of the
House; be this, however, as it may---the Council have an undoubte right to
reject any Bill that they may deem it inex pedieat to pass; in the present instance
they conceived the Bill to be of too great importance to be rejected on the ground
of this or of any of the other objects of amendment, without disclosing to the
House the nature of their objections to it.

the latter description.--~This effect of the amendments will, the House are per-
suaded, be admitted by the Council; and if so, the single point remains to be
decided, namely, whether it 1s, or is not, the privilege of the House * to be the
“ soic judges of the extent of the Tax or burthen to be imposed” or laid upon
their consutuents.

The
Council deprecate the idea of calling 1 question or inf ringing, at any time, any
of the constitutional privileges of the House, and are theretore willing, in this
instance, without further discussion, to take it for granted that the present may
be a Bill of the description contended for on the part of the House; but even
under this view of the subject, the adoption of the amendments objected to by
the House, appeared to the Council essential and indispensable to prevent the
reiection of the Bill. ‘The amendments proposed to the first and second sections
of} the Biil, which are objected to by the House, are founded upon different,
though, as the Council conceive, fundamental principles, which ought not to be
departed from; the amendment to the former is indeed of such a nature that the
Council cannot wave it---1f therefore the House should continue to be of opinion
that any Bill for the purposes contempiated in the present, must contain a clause
similar to that now under consideration, unqualified with the proposed amend-
ment, the Council fear that all eiforts to relieve the Province from the difficulties
experienced under the existing Law, will prove unavailable and fruitless, a re-
sult which the Council would most deeply lament. The amendments to the
second,and consequently to the eleventh section of the Bill, are founded upon a
different principle, namely, that property, while it remains altogether unimprov-
ed and unproductive, Is ot 1n any just or equitable view of the subject, a pro-

er object of taxation. The Council, however, most sincerely desirous that the

znd the Indians of this branch of the Tribe having made carnest application to
His Hoxor, praying that a Tract of 300 acres of Land, lying about ten miles
above Fredericton, (about nine acres of which they had formerly bought, and
had erected thercon a Chapel and a House for the accommodation of their Priest)
should be purchased for their use, and it also appearing that they had beea cn-
couraged to expect that Lands should be procured for them, whenever adequate
means could be obtained; and the Land i question, being stated to be cultiva-
ted to an extent sufficicnt for their immediate wants. His Honor thercfore,
submitted to the consideration of the Council, the expediency of appropriating
the sum of #£300 above mentioned, in making the purchase in question, more
especially at this particular crisis, and as there are no ungranted Lands in any
situation which, from the peculiar habits of these people, would be suitable for
them, and as it appears that by their established rules and customs of their Tribe,
this branch are excluded from any share in the Lands allotted by Government
for the use of the Indians on the upper parts of the River.

The reasons for 1he deviation from the old road proposed by these amend-
ments are, that there is not any necessity for crossing the Little Magagaudavic,
which 1s an object of great importance to Travellers, as at present tﬁey often
find great difliculty, and sometimes an absolute impracticability of getting over
that river---that the high rocky Hill between the two rivers, is also shunned by
this means---that the Traveller by this route, would have to cross but one river,
instead of two, and that at a place where there 1s a settler vho can render any
assistance, and afford any accommodation that may be wanted.

Amendments frors F. to L. inclusive. ,

By following the route proposed by these amendments, the distance from Fre-
dericton to the Bridge at Pennington’s stream is shorter by at least five miles,
than by Kelly’s, and the ground from the Mactuquac to the Bridge is very good

an
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. and entirely free from Hills, and the distance is but little more than seven miles,

-of which rather more than five miles are at present unsettled, but as the road
will be so well progected in the winter, both from the drifts of Snow and the cold
winds, it cannot but be considered as a great advantage---for when it is once well
broken it will continue passable the whole winter, and will enable those living in
the vicinity of the Bridge, and also all Travellers coming from above, particular-
1y those with loaded sleds, to get to F redemctop several weeks sooner than they
could by crossing at Kelley’s, as the river near Cunningham’s seldom frepze_s over
§0 as to be travelled upon with safety till after Christmas---as this road is shorter
and would be so well sheltered in the winter, there is great reason also to suppose
that it would in a great measure supersede the travelling on the river [rom Pen-
nington’s by Cunpingham’s to the Mactuquac, as there are several rapids n that
distance, wggch not only render the travelling on it insecure, but sometimes oc-
casion such large hadies of ice to be thrown up in places as to make it impassa-
ble ti]] late in the winter. There is also good reason far the opinion, that both
from the nature of the ground and distance, a road could be made tothe Bridge
by this route for less than half what it would cost if carried by Kelley’s.
"By the route by Kelley's, the distance as_stated above, is increased not less
than five miles, and there arc several high hills over which it wiil be umpossible
to make a road, where loaded waggons or sleds can travel with any tolerable
ease, unless at a very great expence, and roads thus made in this Country on
the sides of such high hills,besides the disadyantage olincreasing the distance by
winding up their sides, are always liable o gully by the heavy rains inthes ring
and falﬁ and in the winter to be often renderced dangerous, if not impassable, by
the glare ice-—after crossing from Kelley's, which will be attended with more
difficulty, particularly, when the river is high, than at the Mactuquac, the long
high bhill at Cunningham’s must be ascended, after which there are several dee
ravines between that hili'and the Bridge at Pennington’s. Theroadhere is princi-
pally over, cleared Jand, and consequently becomes after onc or two heavy drifts
of snow, very nearly, if not altogether impassable, whereas the road to the Mac-
tuquac being well protected, would remain good the whole winter.

By recrossing the river higher up than Wolvertan’s as mentioned above, there
1s-goad high ground to the place of crossing, and then slack water for the F erry-
boat. The rapid water in crossing to Mr. Fraser's lower Farm would be thus
avoided, as also the iow grounds on that sideof the river, but what is of far
greater importance, the great incanvenience and difficulty of crossing the Me-
ggg;ignicick in the spring, and after heavy rains, when it becomes very rapid,
waould by the youte proposed be entirely removed.

Amendments ai K. ,

It would be highly advantageous, not oxly to the Public at large, but also to
the settlers on the b%’ashwalk, that the road from honcton should be carried so
far from the creek that the hills aud the side hill road t0 Weade's may be avoid-
ed, which would gnable the Inlabitants to bring down their Hay and other heavy
articles to Fredericton, with ease and convenience. It wou'1 also be highly be-

-neficial to leave the road above Weade's open ta the discretion of the supervi-
sor, to make such alterations as he might find to be advantageous, as the present
road is not only highly inconvenient, but often absolutely dangerous from the
glare ice occasioned by the water from the mountain. =~

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153llizam Pagan, Hugh Johrston and Nehemiah Merritt, of the City of St. John, for
the sum of twelve hundred and fifty pounds currency,-—-That the capture and sale
of the said vessel, having taken place previous to any Declaration of War on the
part of the United Kingdom against the United States—--no regular condemna-
tion could then be had; but to secure the purchasers, an agreement was made:
Ly the captors, in the words following, viz.-~- These may certify, that we have
+"this day, sold to William Paganr, Hugh Johnsion and Nehemiah Merriit, the Prize
: Sloop Commodore Barry, captured by His MajesTy’s Ships Maidstone and
: Spartan, under our respective commands, for the sum of one thousand two hun-

"I 'his agreement was not signed by Captain Burdett.---It appears that the above
vessel was purchased by Messrs. Pagan, Johnslon and Merritt, with the intention
of offering her to His Honor the PRESIDENT, for the use of the Province,
being weli adapted for the protection of the coasts of the Bay of Fundy, which
were at that time much exposed to the depredations of the American Privateers;
a1 offer of the said vessel was accordingly made to His Honor the PRESIDENT
Ly ihe purchasers, immediately after their purchase, which was at first declined ;
but afierwards accepted of, and the vessel was bought in for the use of the Pro-
vince, for the same sum of one thoisand two hundred and fifty pounds currency.
This vessel was soon after fitted out, and employed in the service of the Pro-
vinee, in which she continued until the following winter of 1813; when in con-
sequence of a resolution of the House of Assembly, recommending to His Ho-.
NOR the PRESIDENT, to discharge the said Sloop from the Public service; she.
wis dismantied and laid up.

Your Committee think it necessary to insert here the copy of the Letter, vrit-
ten by the Attorney General of this Province, in pursuance of the direction of
His HoNor the PRESIDENT, in consequence of the above alluded to resolution
to the Hon. Richaerd J. Uniack, Esquire, the Attorney General of Nova-Scotia,

and his reply, which are as follow:---

It appears that the above Letter of thie Attorney General of this Province,
had been written’ in consequence of directions given by His Hovoxr the Pre-
SIDENT, to ascertain what had been done in the Court of Vice-Admiraity by the
captors, towards the condemnation of the vessel, and not for the pu'rp’ose of
having the vessel seized, ‘ -

In a Letter from Mr. Unzact, dated Halifax, the 19th June, 1813, to the At-
torney ‘General of this Province, is the following passage:---« I have to acknow-
““ ledge the receipt of your Letter -of the 28tk ult. I'have at length obtained
* the papers of the Commodere Barry, which'were lodged with Mr. Wright,
« and-have obtained a final decree for her condemnation, as a Droit to the King;
« she will be delivered to the Agents for the American Comntissioners for sale,
<« and Mr. Wright assures rae, that be has on behalf of Capt. Brenton, taken steps.-
** to have her bought in, that the engagements may be fulfilled.”--No steps were
taken by Mr. W'r(tf/zt, to buy the vessel in, and it appears by another Letter from
Mr. Uniack, dated the 10th April, 1814, that he afterwards declined enterin g into
any negotiation for the settlement of the business. ~

It appears-that the vessel was sold a; a Drolt to the Crown, on the 4th ;Tui'y-,'
1815, -
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1815, at Saint John, for the sum of seven hundred and thirty pounds, and was
boughtby'a Mr. Noak Disbrow of that place, on his own account, and not on
the behalf of the Province. _

It appears that the House of Assembly at the last Session, presented an Ad-
dress to His Hoxox the PREsSIDENT, requesting © that he would be pleased to
« direct such steps to be tzken, as might be deemed expedient to recover from
“ the captors of the vesscl, formerly calied the Commodore Barry, since the
“ Brunswicker, the original purchase money, 2nd reasonatle damages sustained
“ for the non-performance ot the engagement entered into by Capt. Brenton, one
s of the captors, and that the House would provide for any expence attending
¢ the same.” .

"{hat in consequence of this Address, the Agent of the Province was instruct-
cd to apply to Capt. Braiton, for the re-payiment of the original purchase money,
with a reasonable sum for damages sustained, which application was made, but
cvaded as appears by the Letter of Mr. K. Abbeti, addressed to Mr. Clarke, the
Solicitor of the Agent,-—~That your Committee cannot but express their asto-
nishmerit, at the reasons assigned in Mr. 4bloit’s Letter, for the refusal of Cap-
tains Lrenion and Burddtt, 1o reimburse the Province, and beg leave here to re-
mark, that the application made in the first instance, by Messrs. Pagan, John-
" sion and Meritt, {or e Commodore Barry, was 1 the ordinary way---a mere
verbal request 1o become the purchasers, which was complied with on'the part of
the captors, for 2 valuable consideration; when your Committee take into con-
siceration tlie time when, and the circumstauces under which the vessel was sold
to the original purchascrs, they cannot but think, that Captains Brenion and Bur-
dett were aware, that the vessel was to be immediately employed in the service
of the Province, otherwise the very object, the proteciion of the Bay of Fundy,
for which she had been purchased, would have been dercated.

As Capt. Brenfon had undertzken by his agreement,  to procure a condem-
* nation with such other documenis as may be necessary te enutle the said ves-
“ sel toa Briush Register;” it was not necessary for the purciiusers to notify
the captors, that the vesscl was without a Register, as it was a fact well known
to them---nor was it so essential for the safety of the vessel, as she was in the
Fublic service of the Province. , :

Mr. Abbott, in Lis Letter, acknowledges « that Capt. Brenton is aware that he
s promised to procure a condemnation of the vessel; but the loss of all Ler pa-
« pers, which was not to be foreseen, prevented the execution of that promise.”
---1f this circumstance could at any tune have been urged as a justification for
the captors not fulfilling their promise, it wili cease to have any weight when it
1s known, that the papers necessary for the condemnation of the vessel were
found in the possession of Mr. Wright, the Agent of Capt. Brenton, where they
n.ust have been left by the captors. , .

Your Committee from a careful examination of all the papers, are decidedly
of the opinion, that there is not the slightest ground for the charge, that the*
purchasers procured the seizure of the vessel under the plea of her having no
Register, unless the herein-before recited Letter of the Attorney General of this
- Province can be so construed.

That although your Committee are of the opinion, that the captors are liable’
to reimburse the original purchase money, and that Capt. Brenton‘in particular,
by his agreement, is responsible for the damages sustained by reason of the non--
perfermance of the same---yet, when they take into consideration the great delay
and expence that would necessarily attend the prosecution of a Law suit; they
are of the-opinion, that it will be most advisable to accept of the sum of seven
kundred and thirty pounds currency, at which the vessel was sold to Mr. Disbrow, -
and not to Messrs. Pagan & Co. as is incorrectly stated in Mr. Abbott’s Letter.

Your Committee cannot forbear here to remark in justice to Messrs. Pagan,
Johnston and Merritt, -that their conduct in the purchasing of the vessel was

: ‘ the -
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the most disinterested, and proceeded from a wish to promote the mnterest and
welfare of the Province---for this purpose they took upon themselves the risk of
having the vessel left upon their hands; and when the same was-accepted of by
His Hoxor the PrESIDENT, they did not benefit b?f the transaction, having
sold her for the sum at which she was purchased by them from the captors.’
. "Yoour Committee beg leave to recommend to the consideration of the House,
the expente incurred by the Attorney General in the prosecution of this busi-
ness thus far, and a remuneration for his service.
