Some years ago a chemist who‘
devoted a long time to research on the '
declared that out of 4,110
varieties of flowers known and culti-
vated in Europe barely 400 had any{
odor and of these fifty had a scent
which was distinctly disagreeable.

To some extent scent seems to de-
pend upon color. Among white and
vellow flowers, a greater number are
sweet scented than .among those of
other hues. The tuberose, the orange

The people of.-long ago did not trou-
ble to say much about the weather in
their writings, but the botanists do not
need the help of records. The bgoks
they study are the trunks of trees.
Yhen a tree is cut down its age can
be found by counting the number of
rings between the heart and the bark.
Each of these rings represents one
year of growth, and scientists believe
that we can decide whether a specffied
season was late or early, fine or wet,
by studying the thickness and consist-
ency of the filbre of the corresponding
circle.

Thus our knowledge of past weather
conditions is limited only by the age of
the trees.

BIRTH CERTIFICATES

What Causes “Singing” in
the Ears?
