PensioNnEa Barrarions.—By the appoint-
ment of Attesting Officers, which will be found
in another place, we presume: that it is the inten-
tion of the Home Government to organize Pen-
sioner Battalions here, as in England. Captain
Tulloch visited Canada last year for the purpose
of inquiring into the numbers and condition of
the Pensionefs, and we suppose lhat he has re-
ported favorably.

IMPORTANT FROM TRE SELKIRK SETTLE-
aEx T8.—The St. Paul (Minesota) Pioneer Las late
dates (tvm Pembina aod the Selkirk Settlements,
by the arnval of an express mail from thither in
18 days, the siedge being drawn by dogs. The 3
dogs, having maue 50 miles a day, some days,
were very much fatiy ued at the end of their jour-
ney; and being fed, lai) down in their harnesses
for several hours and slept, but rooving their feet
while sleeping on their sides, as if tbey were sull
travelling.

The sledge coritained the mail, and provisions
for the and two men, pemmican, &c.; there
being no dwellings to stop at for many hundred
miles. One of the men, hali-breeds, trave'led
ahead of the ,and the other, with a stick t»
drive them, and a rope to hold back the sledge
down hill, came behin.

The winter has been rather severe, but provi-
sions abundant. Fish bave been caught in un-
mense quantities. The buffalo hunt was not very
productive. Provisions plenty and cheap at the
Selkirk Settlement. The ouly trouble i1s to get
wheat ground, as all the mills are turned by wind.
which Lias been unusually low, but was rising. It
has been a winter of much gaiety and frolic in the
settlement—balls, sleigh-rides, &c. They are
talking of getting a press and a newspaper. They
are experiencing the Annexation fever.

Rev. Mr. Belcourt, Catholic priest at Pembina,
(a settlement just south of the British Line of trad-
ers, half-breeds and Indians.) writes to inform Gov.

| Ramsey, that the Sioux near the Missoun river

are harrassing and oppressing their neighbors, a
little band of the Mandaus, and asking protection
tor the latter.

Information is received, that the election of
chiefs or rulers among the half-breeds at Pembina
under the advice of Maj. Woods last fummer, 18
generally salsfactory ; and that the deputation of
half-bieeds who came down last Fall and made
complaint of the unfairness of the election, &e.,
had no just cause of complaint.

Complaints are made against persons who vend
whiskey to the Indians—one man complained ol 18
Mr. Grant, from the British side.

The people north of the line are making active
preparations to encroach upon our side agam In
their next summer hunt of the butfalo. Thisisa
great injuy and annoyance to the Pembinese.

Onanceism 1IN New Brunswick.—This
morning, Mr. J. Earle and others presented
several Petitions, containing several thousands of
names, praying for the Incorporation of the Grand
and Subordinate Orange Lodges, upon which an
animated debate arose. Several Members at-
tempted to prevent the Petitions being received,
but they were defeated by a majonty of 23 to 9.
Several Hon. Membeis appeared to entertain an
erroneous impression upon this subject : they ap-
pear to think that, by supporting this Bill, they
would more or less identiy themselves with the
principles of the nstitution, ard encourage.its
spread. We beg leave to say that such is ot the
case. We ask no legislative opimon or legislative
aid. The rejection of this measure will not re-
tard the spread of Urangeism, nor will the pass-
ing of the Bill advance it in the sliihtul degree.
It 1s the inherent night of all Britis subjects to
have the means to secure their property, whether
held individually or in common. This is all the
Oran, n ask—rthe power to secure property
now in their possession. We believe no British
Legislature, unjess influenced by sophistry, and
entertaining erroneous ideas of right and wrong,
would refuse this privilege to Jews, Maho !

We ask
not for an approval of our principles—we ask no
Member of tEe Legislature to say whether or not
he considers Protestant organization expedient.
We are already organized, and the Legislature
cannot prevent it, and we merely ask for the

Catholic could consistently support the Bill. 'We
are quite certain that, if a Roman Catholic Loyal
Association desired the same privilege, no Orange-
maa would oppose it.— Frederickton Amaranth.

Boston, March 30. — Mr. Merrick, for the
defence, had concluded the summing up, which
occupied from six to seven hours in its delivery.

BosTon, March 30.—The case was opened this
morning by Attorney-General Clfford, in an
elaborate argument for the prosecution.

It was attempted 1o
show that his conduet had not been unusual, and
to prove his whereabouts duri the week after
the disappearance of Dr. P. 4th. The defence
attem to answer the whole case by showing
that Dr. P. was seen by several witnesses, and at
seversl different places, on the 23rd November,
subsequent to the day he was seen to enter the
College.
