LONDON, Nov. 34.—It was 
announced officially this after­
noon that the British aviators, 
who Saturday afternoon raided 
Friedrichshafeft, on Lake Con­
stance, report positively that all 
the bombs thrown by them 
reached their objective, and that 
serious damage was done to the 
Zeppelin airship factory.

Details were given in the 
Houâe-iof Commons by Winston 
Spencer Churchill, First Lord of 
the Admiralty.

“On Saturday," said Mr 
Churchill, “the aeroplanes under 
the direction of Squadron Com­
mander E. F. Briggs of the Na­
val Air Service, with Flight Com- 
mander JBabblngton and Flight 
Lieut# SiPPe, from French 
territory to the Zeppelin airship 
factory. All of the three pilots 
flew down to a close range under 
heavy fire from airship guns and 
rifles. They launched their bombs 
in accordance with instructions. 

ONE AVIATOR CAPTURED
“Commander Briggs is report- 

ed: to have been shot down, and 
to have been taken wounded to a 
hospital, as a prisoner. The other 
officers returned safely to French 
territory, although their machines 
were damaged by the fire of the 
enemy. They reported positively 
that all of the bombs reached 
their objective, and that serious 
damage was done to the Zeppelin 
factory.

“This flight of 250 miles, pene­
trating 120 miles into Germany, 
across a montainous country, 
under difficult weather conditions 
constitutes, together with the at­
tack, a fine feat of arms.”

ROTTERDAM, Nov* 34—A 
German soldier who came from 
Dixmude whither he had gone 
from the trenches on the Yser, 
has been interviewed by a corres­
pondent of the Dutch newspaper 
the Tyd. He said:

“When we got the order to 
leave the trenches to advance 
from Dixmude, we were rein­
forced by 3,000 cavalry. After 
two hours of marching on heavy 
roads in a bitterly cold wind, we 
veered off to the left in the di- 
erction of the enemy’s lines. We 
met hundreds of men returning 
in ths dir-cticn of Leke and 
iCortemarctt, wet through and 
most of them ill.

“It was our work to replace 
these wearied men. We met with 
a surprise.

“The enemy with wonderful 
skill had crossed the floods on 
raftsfc taldr.i? advantage of the 
darkness, and had succeeded in 
occupying ground just to the left 
of the front of our trenches. 
When we descended into the

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTHWEST 
LAND REGULATIONS.

rflHE sole bead of a family, or any male 
A over 18 years old, may, homestead a 
quarter section of available Dominion land 
In Manitoba, Saskatchewan or Alberta. 
Applicant must appear in person at the 
Dominion Lauds Agency or Sub-Agenc.v for 
the District. Entry by proxy may he made 
at any Dominion Lauds Agency '.but not 
Sub-Agency) on certain conditions.

Duties—Six months’ residence upon and 
cultivation of the land in each of three 
years. A homesteader may live within 
nine miles of his homestead on a farm of at 
least 80 acres, on certain conditions. A 
habitable house is required except where 
residence is performed in the vicinity.

In certain districts a homesteader in good 
standing may pre-empt a quarter-section 
along side bis homestead. Price $3.00 per 
acre.

Duties—Six months* residence in each of 
three years after earning homestead pat­
ent; also 50 acres extra cultivation. Pre 
emption patent may be obtained as soon as 
homestead patent, on certain conditions.

A settler who has exhausted his home­
stead right may take a purchased home­
stead in certain districts. Price $3.00 per 
acre. Duties—Must reside six months in 
each of three years, cultivate 50 acres and 
erect a house worth $300.

The area of cultivation is subject to re­
duction in case of rough, scrubby or stony 
land.

Beautiful Huck TowelsGERMANS HAD LEASE ON 
ISLAND IN ENGLISH CHANNEL

British Troops ow Occupy Hcrma as 
a Precaution.

LONDON, Nov. 24—The Island it 
Herma, one of the channel group off 
the coast of Guernsey, which is less 
than one square mile in area, has 
been occupied by British troops as a 
precaution against its possible use by 
Germany. Some time ago an agita­
tion was started on the ground that 
the island was leased to Prince Vo.i 
Blucher, a descendant of the famous 
German commander at the Battle of 
Waterloo, 
found there shortly after the out­
break of the war and was destroyed.

Reginald McKenna. Homt Secre­
tary, explained in the Commons that 
a German company had leased the 
island as far back as 1889. 
company in turn leased it to V011 
Blucher, who. though placing certain 
restrictions allowed tourists to land 
in some cases. The island has been 
inspected, and no evidence was found 
of military preparation. The authorit­
ies of Guernsey have been asked to 
take steps to terminate the lease of 
the German firm.

violate from the invader. Despatches
to-day tell of the Russians getting the 

hand after a- series of forcedupper
marches and fierce fighting. Again
the Germans made a masterly retreat, 
suffering, of course, loss, but not an­
nihilation. Thus far the war in the 
eastern zone of operations has been 
featured almost entirely of advances 
and retirements, executed on a big 
scale and with remarkable celerity. 
In France and Belgium, on the other 
hand, the war has consisted largely of 
siege operations. The difference is 
due to thé nature of the ground and 
because of the wide stretch of terri­
tory on the Austrian and German 
eastern borders. Neverthleess the fact 
that huge army corps, with trarts- 
ports, heavy guns,' etc., of both Rus­
sians and Germans, have been moved 
forward sixty and one hundred miles 
in various movements across country, 
only to retire and then move forward 
on the offensivff again, forms one of 
the striking features of the war, and 
is a remarkable exhibition of effici­
ency. To-day the news is that the 
tide is now turning in the Czar’s favor 
and that big captures have been made. 
These tactical movements on a huge 
scale have been in Poland chiefly, the 
Germans having had Warsaw as their 
objective. As in October, so in No­
vember, the Crown Prince reached 
within a few miles of Warsaw, but 
with new Russian army corps coming 
VP a retreat had to be executed. In 
the meantime, however, the Russians, 
in Galicia and in East Prussia, have 
not slackened their efforts, and the 
Getfnan advance on Warsaw had no 
effect on these other operations1. 
It causes the average person to won­
der when it will all cease, and if a 

• blow-up is not inevitable sooner or 
later. It must be a regenerated Rus­
sia which is waging this war, as the 
Czar’s legions have sfiown a splendid 
resource whenever called upon.

The importance of holding the 
Channel ports against the Germans 
was never more fully evidenced than 
by the sinking of the German submar­
ine U-18 off the Scottish coast. This 
raider was rammed by a British de­
stroyer, which was not an out-of-the- 
way feat, Wut the fact that the German 
was 500 miles from his base at Heli­
goland shows the effectiveness of the 
underwater craft. With a number- of 
submarines at Calais, 20 miles from 
England, these boats could do a tre­
mendous amount of mischief to the 
British transports crossing to France 
with troops and provisions, and would 
be a never-ending source of worry to 
the Admiralty as well as to the War 
Office. Calais then, indeed, would be 
a pistol pointing at England. It is a 
remarkable fact, nevertheless, and one 
of which Britishers can feel proud, 
that not one soldier placed in charge 
of the navy for safe transport has 
been lost, and thousands upon thou­
sands, including our own Canadians, 
have ersosed many leagues of sea 
since the conflict broke out.

It is not unreasonable to expect 
that, despite the reported loss of 200,- 
000 men in oite week, the Ger­
mans will make another effort to 
reach Calais. The German general 
staff has no regard for life, providing 
its plan is accomplished.
