AN ATLANTIC PORT, Oct, 18.—
Among the passengers who arrived
recently from Europe was Prince
Louis Pomiatowski, the Paris banker
and heir to the throne of Poland., He
was enthusiastic over the  progress
made by the Allies since August, and
said the situation

French people as to the outcome of
the war,

“The arrival of the American
army in France,” he continued, ““has
acted like a tonic on the -hearts of
the French soldiers. They have the
same. spirit now that they had first
in 1914, and are enthusiastic over
the recent ' victories made by the
Allies. French soldiers are so keen
on beating the Huns that they will
not leave the front to go on their 10
days’ furlough, for fear they may
miss something.”

When asked about his chateau, on'
the Vesle, near Basoche, which was
taken by the enemy last May while
he was on the Atlantic, Prince Poni-
atowski said:

‘“The chatean itself is standing,
and that was all the French soldiers
found when they re-captured it re-
cently. * All the pictures had been
cut clean out of their frames, and
the old tapestries, silver, bronze,
ccpper, and other valuable objects
of art had all been looted.

“What antique furniture they
could not take with them the Huns
piled on the lawn, poured petroleum
over it, and set it on fire. This was
not the work of the rabble of the
German army, because the c¢olonel
commanding the regiment which
drove the enemy out found a <ard
pinned$n my bedroom door, inserib-
ed ‘Duc de Wurttemburg.’

“There were 16 prize Jersey and
Irish cows ip the shed when the
Huns captured the chateau, and .they
were prompily killed and canned by
the expert canners who follow the
German army. To use an Amierican-
ism, the Huns ‘canned’ my furaniture
and paintings the same as they can-
ned the cows,

Recently President Reid succeeded
his elder brother, Sir William Reid,
as chief executive of the Reid New:
foundland Railway, who retired after
ten years of arduous work.. Under
his father, the late Sir Robert Reid,
the new president had charge of con-
stryction, and knows railroading
from the roadbed upwards. His am-
bition is to develop the railway and
make it fit the vision possessed by his
fathér at. its inception, to consoli-
date ecolonial national interests ani
add an efféective link to ‘Imperial
communication. A frequent visitor
to London, England, he has néver
lost ‘the world-view of affairs, while
his business connections in Montreal
have balaneed his British predilec-
tions and accentuated the strategic
and commercial importance of the
Dominion served by his railway. .

President Reid is of the newer or-
der of railway presidents. He would
pass as the general manager of a
bank .in gquiet deportment and un-
ostentatious _appearance. He is a
man of few words, but an admirable
listener. He has a genius for hos-
pitality, and makes friends every-
where. He has travelled widely, and,
being a keen observer, has something
intéresting to confribute to any dis-
eussion. But what he is and what he
knows are all concentrated on defi-
uite plans for the upbuilding and ex-
tension of his railway and other in- |

terests in Newfoundland. He believes

in Newfoundland and his belief is
founded on the developed and unde-
veloped resources of the colony  in
fish, timber, minerals and agrlcul-
ture.

a natural resources department with-

in. his railway . organigation, jand
placed at Its head an engineer of a"ﬁﬂ-

ity and repute. He has large areas

of land left him from his father's"

estate, and.he wants to know what

he must do to develpp them profits’
ably and produce Llziness for his®
railway. Already his engineer has.
discovered & coal mine, and other
finds are imminent. Quietly "' he is
leading Newfoundland to find her-

self. When her potential resources
are inventoried and they are found
to be large, as théy undoubtedly are,
it will be W to find the capital in
the colony or elséwhere to develop
them.

Similarly he has built one of the
largest, most modern and best equip-
ped cold storage plants for fish in
America at St. John’s, and proposes
to ship halibut, Balmon, ¢odfish, had-
dock, turbot, mackerel, wolf-fish,
herring and capelin to Great Britain,
which is only 1,800 miles away. The
prosperity, and even the history of
Newfoundland is founded on codfish,
dried codfish, dried as they ‘dried 1t
400 years ago, out 'in the open in
the sun. FrozZen codfish is a novelty
in Newfoundland. Other varieties of
sea fish, the equal of any caught any-
where, until the past few months
were unknown as food to men who
have been engaged in codfishing all
their lives in the colony.
