In the past,
trees with a b I cirenmference of
from 35 to 40 feet huve heen noted,
but these have mnevitably fallen vic
tims of the woodman's ax Perhaps
in the uncharted forests, where the
savage still holds sway, mor f these
noble specimens still grow unscath
ed. At present a camphor tree with

If “painfully iow salaries” are paid
teachers now, as Hon. Dr. Cody says,
what must they have been a few
years ago? There is not really so
much advance, however, as there
seems to be, and it is well that the
Minister of Education has a proper
uppreciation of the subject. If &
teacher just fresh from the Normal
School gets a salary of $5650 per an-
num she can't get her board for
