into the States,

Some idea of the extent of the smug-
gling may be gathered from the fact
that nearly six hundred of the seven
hundred Chinese who landed at Vancou-
ver a year or so ago, and, who paid a
tax of 500 each to enter Canada, are
said to .have succeeded in getting over
the border

The gang operating from Canada is
said to be paid $125 a head for each
Chinese delivered in Chicago or New
York, the chief distributing points op
the other side. The activity of the in-
spectors along the Niagara frontier, fol-
lowing the breakwater tragedy, caused
the gang to conduct most of its opera-
tions from the Windsor end until rail-
way detectives were aroused by the
breaking of the freight car seals and
started out on a hunt for the offend-
ers.

The United States officers say that
the Chinese who are captured and de-
ported seldom give up hope of getting
into the States again. They return to
Vancouver as quickly as possible from
their own country, and, already having
paid the tax have no trouble ‘entering.
The Chinese when landed in the States
are placed at work and have to pay
back just twice as much as it costs to
get them over.

SURPLUS GROWING.

Canadian Revenue and Expenditure

Ottawa, Oct. 8.—The financial state-
ment of the Dominion for the first
half of the present fiscal year shows
an increase of $6,526,207 in revenue as
compared with the first six months of
1008-09. On the other hand, the ex-
penditure on consolidated fund account
decreased by $1,098,335, and on capital

decreased, as compared with September
of last year, by $2,584,275. Judging by
the figures of revenue and expenditure
for the first half of the year, the sur-
plus of receipts over ordinary expendi-
ture at the close of the year should be
the largest on record, and Mr. Fielding’s
budget estimate of the probable in-
crease in revenue in likely to happily
prove to be several millions to small.

The main figures for the month and
for the six months are as follows:
Revenue—September, $8.853,659; six
months, $47,353810. Expenditure on
consolidated fund account—September,
£5,210,213; six months, $31,563,303. Ex

penditure on capital account— Septem-
ber, $3.067,321: six months, $13,213.063.

The net debt of the Dominion on Sept.
30 was $£320,608.464.

London, Oct. 8.—The announcement
that James M. Barrie has sued for a
divoree from his wife has, as might have
been expected, produced the usual crop
of gossip, as an item of which may be
classed the playwright’s reported inten
tion to marry Pauline Chase. Mr. Bar-
rie's affection for Miss Chase. whom he
regards as the ideal interpreter of his
“Peter Pan,” is well known, but, accord-
ing to one of his friends, it is not of
the kind likely to be modjfied by the
impending proceedings. Tt{ is, in fact,
this friend says, quite patgrnal.

Mr. Barrie is Pauline ‘Chase’s god
father, and it is generally supposed he

HAD WARM FIGHT
OVER ANNEXATION.

City and Township of Barton Evidently Will
Not be Able to Come to Terms

The conference last night between the
civic committee and a deputation from
Barton Township Council over the terms
of the annexation of the distriet east of
Sherman avenue was decidedly lively in
spois. Practically no headway  was
nmade. At one time, when Reeve Gage
got up-and charged the aldermen with
trving to make a laughing stock of the
Township Council, it looked as if nego-
tiations might be declared off at once
and the whole matter left to the On-
tario Railway and Municipal Board. Af-
ter discussing matters for an hour and
a half the city agreed at once to sub-
mit to the Barton Council a draft of the
conditions which it will urge the board
to incorporate in the annexation order.
Then another -conference will be held
to tryand adjust matters and whatever
the two sides fail to agree on will be
left to the board for adjustment. In
the meantime the property owners inter-
ested are to have a chance to air their
views. For this purpose the committee

will meet again at 7.30  on  Thursday
evening next.
Some of the property owners  were

present last night and Mayor McLaren
invited them to make any suggestions
they desired. William Strong was the
only one who availed himself of the invi-
tation. He asked the city to deal fair
Iv with him in the matter of contracts
the Barton Council has already let for
cement walks around his survey. Reeve
Gage promised he would co-operate in
trying to induce the contractor to wait
until the annexation matter is cleaned
un.

The committee then decided to go over
Solicitor Dufi’s draft of terms proposed
on behalf of Barton Township.

German Millimer Guilty of Killing a
Woman Rival.

BOY SHOT UP IN AIR.

Was Standing on Cover of Manhole
When It Blew Up.

New York, Oct. 8.—Nearly a' square
mile of the middle west side was shaken
vesterday by a series of sewer explosions
which blew manhole covers high in the
air, injured several persons, did consid-
erable damage to property, and caused a
moment of sharp panic.

Seven-year-old Emil Miller was stand-
ing on a manhole cover when the first
rumble came. He and the cover shot up
ten feet, and Emil came down about a
foot from the manhole, out of which
flames were pouring. He was badly
burned about the face and body, and
taken unconscious to a hospital, where
it was said that his condition was seri-
ous.

Large windows of many stores were
shattered, and half a dozen persons were
seriously cut by flying glass, while hun-
dreds had narrow escapes. The total
damage will probably amount to $10,
000.

The police explain the explosion by
the accidental ignition of sewer gas
mixed with gasoline vapor from the
waste discharges of the many garages
in the neighborhood.

STUFFED APPLES.

Peel and core apples, but leave whole,
then steam until done. Put on plate and
sprinkle with pulverized sugar and set
aside until ready to serve. Then fill with
equal parts of chopped walnuts and
dates and cover with whipped cream.

BERRY GRIDDLE CAKES.

Take half a pint of huckleberries,
raspberries, or strawberries and one and
one-half pints of flour, one teaspoonful
of salt, one tablespoonful of brown sug-
ar, two teaspoonfuls of making powder,
two eggs and one pint of milk. Sift to-
gether flour, sugar, salt, and baking
powder, add beaten eggs, milk, and ber-
ries, mix into a batter; have the grid-
dle hot enough to form a crust as soon
as the batter touches it. In order to con-
fine the juice of the berries turm quick-
Iy on the other side, turn once more on
each side to complete the baking.

GRAPE CONSERVE.

Five pounds Concord grapes, off stem;
three pounds granulated sugar, two
pounds seeded raisins, one pound shelled
English walnuts.

Cover the grapes with water and cook
until seeds can be separated by rubbing
through a coarse sieve. Add sugar and
raisins, which have previously been cut
in two or quartered.

Cook until like marmalade. When done
add chopped walnuts.

TOMATOES AND MACARONI.

Boil one large cupful of marcaronmi
until tender, then drain, add one-half
canful of tomatoes. Season with salt,
pepper, and butter to suit the taste and
bake in moderate oven one-half an hour.

MACARONI HINT.

Boil one pound imported macaroni
with the usual tablespoonful salt forty
‘mmulos Let the cold water run over

it until it bleaches. Take one can of to-
matoes and season with a tablespoonful
of olive oil, one clove, garlic, teaspoon-
ful of chili pepper, a little cayenne,
salt and sugar. Have an ounce of the
imported dried mushrooms that have
been soaked in cold water an hour or so
and stew all together. Put in a baking
dish a layer of macaroni, some cheese
_ cut up in small pieces, a layer of the

The council chamber in the City Hall

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‘@ AE broad shouldered, strong faced man who
entered the hotel dining room with assured
step had about him the subtle something of
distinetion, of power, of magnetism that
marked a leader. Glances and whispéred
ecémments among those who were at breakfast showed
that he was known and that he was worth knowing.
1t was David C. Broderick, United States Senator from
California, son of an Irish laborer, newsboy of the
New York streets, ward politician by grace of heavry
fists and high courage, stone cutter and, fiually, one
of thé dominant figures of the new golden State,

A8 he took his seat he opened a newspaper and be-
gan to read the account of the convention held at
Sacramento the day before by the branch of the demo-
cratic party that was bitterly opposing him. While
he read his brows gathered and knotted. It was one
of those quick flashes of anger beyond the control of
strong minds, sober and well balanced though they
be, that brought his eyes from a certain passage In
the paper to the face of a man seated opposite him.
The other man had been reading that same account
and there wag an unspoken gquestion in his glance.

“] see that your friend Terry has been abusing me
at Bacramento, Mr. Perley,” he said. His hearer
bristled.

“What is it, Mr. Broderick?”

“I defended that man when all others deserted him,”
Btoderick went on, emphatically. “I pald and sup-
ported three newspapers to defend him during the
Vigilance Committee days, two hundred dollars a week
I paid. 1 have hitherto spoken of him as an honest
man, as the only honest man of a corrupt Supreme
Court, but now I find that I was mistaken. 1 take
it all back.”

“T am a warm admirer of Judge Terry,” said Per
ley. leaning over the table. “You would not dare to
use such language to him."

“Would not dare!” echoed Broderick.

“No, gir. And you shall not use it to me concerning
him. T shall hold you personally responsible for the
languagé you have used.”

Broderick looked at Perley with a slow smile of
contempt and superiority. “My dear sir,” be said, "I
fight oniy with gentlemen of my own position.” There.
upon hé placidly resumed the reading of his paper, and
Perley, fuining with rage and exasperation, left the
table.

The local situation, llke the nationsl one. was ripe
for trouble. It was a time of tense, unbridled political
passion in California, when the hurrying war clouds
were drawing toward a vortex and men hated rather
than believed. Broderick's position was critical. He
was a supporter of Stephen A. Douglas and leader of
the section of the State democratic party which was
opposed to the further extension of slavery. His fel-
low Senator, William M. Gwin, was his direct ad-
versary and champion of the slavery wing

Bredérick bad won his seat after a terrific strug-
g'e, during which he had displayed unexpected
strength. In an attempt to concillate the Broderick
element Gwin had pledged himself in writing to give
over part of his political patronage. ' Broderick had
profited by the error. Waving this document, the
“‘scarlet letter,” as an oriflamme, he Lad called for the
suppression of a man who would thus openly admit
the corruption he practised. From that m'oment
Broderick had been marked for sacrifice. 1t had been
war then, with the elimination of Broderick as the firs
atep essential to his enemies.

David S. Terry.

David 8. Terry, Chief Judge of the Rupreme Court
of California, was one of Gwin's most devoted follow-
ers. A man of undoubted gifts, he was passionate
and quarrelsome, a duellist, remorseless as he was
fearless. Before the split in the party he had been
friendly with Broderick. During the time of the
vigilantes he had taken part in an attempt to rescue
& prisonér from the custody of those volunteer advo-
cates of law and order and in the fracas had stabbed
Sterling A. Hopkins, a vigilante. He had been thrown
int6 jail and Broderick had saved him by bringing
prees influence to bear In his favor.

The obligations which Terry owed him had moved
Broderick's outburst et the hotel dining table. Terry
the man he had protected from death or banishment;
Terry, his former friend. had risen at the Gwin con-
vention and attacked him as a traitor. Referring to

3—Weapons—Duelling pistols.

4—Distance—Ten paces, parties facing each other;

ward.

5—Word to be given as follows, to wit:—"Gentle-
men, are you ready?" Upon each party replying
“Ready” the word “fire” shall be given, to be followed
by the words, “one, two." Neither party to raise his
pistol before the word “fire” nor to discharge it after
the word “two.” Intervals between the words “fire,
one tw'o." to be exemplified by the narty winning the
word, as near as may be.

The Place Selected.

On the morning of September 13 the principals and
their respective attendants were on the ground in a
valley near Laguna de la Merced, a Inke about twelve
miles from San Francisco.

When Broderick took his stand he was pale, with
his features hard set. He was clad, as was his oppo-
nent, in a long, black overcoat, light In weight and

Both men also wore soft felt hats
pulled low over their eyes. It was apparent to all
that Terry was more at ease than the Senator. Brod-

erick fumbled with the skirts of his coat, pulling them
away from his knees and apparently feeling that his
clothing “Hampered him. Terry, on the, other hand,
was obviously In full command of himself, conceu-
trating every facuity upon the success of his shot.

In observance of the extreme punctillio of the code
the chief second for each party then advanced to ex-
amine the principals for concealed mail or breaat
plates. Calhoun Benham, who acted for Judge Terry,
performed this duty most thoroughly and in a man-
ner that brought a twitching frown to Broderick's
face. He ran his hands closely over the Senator's
body, pressing and feeling with great care and' delib-
eration. Congressman Joseph C. McKibben, who ex-
amined Terry, merely lald the tips of his fingers upon
the breast of the Judge, bowed and withdrew. Brod-
erick drew several colns from a walstcoat pocket and
passed them to one of his attendants. Terry imitated
his adversary and handed some silver to Calhoun
Benham, who dropped them with superior gesture to
the ground.

One more incident disturbed Broderick’s poise, the
exact adjustment of thought and persom so valuable
to the man about to venture deadly combat when his
own second, McKibben, corrected him as to the posi-
tion he had taken. He made no remark, however, and
moving to the spot pointed out settled himself firmly
for the ordeal. Benham now stepped forward and
read aloud the conditions of the duel. David D. Col-
ton, another of "l‘erry'- seconds, repented the instruc-
tions as to the firing. During these final moments
Broderick was measuring the ground between himself
and his adversary with quick, uneasy glances. Terry
stood érect and motionless, conseérving every energy
and never removing his keeén eyes from the Senato-.
The spectators were warned to stand aside from the
line of fire and the little valley fell suddenly silent.
Colton’s voice came loud and clear:—

“Are you ready, gentlemen?”

Terry's pistol spoke as Colton pronounced the word.
Through the #oating cloud of smoke that shifted
slowly to one side eager eyes sought the result. Brod-
erick had taken a step backward just after Terry's
fire. He reeled and turned a little on his heels. . It
was evident that he was making a desperate effort to
keep his feet He sank suddenly to one knee, then
pitched backward at full length His seconds and
surgeon ran to his aid and supported his head while
a hasty examination was made. The buliet had en-
tered the right breast, taking a tortuous course to the
left armpit

Terry held his place, watching the excited group
opposite him with calm eyes, his arms folded and the
barrel of his pistol hugged close. His first words were,
“Phe shot is not mortal. 1 have struck two inches
to the rignt.” Broderick's bullet, it was found, had
ploughed the ground about two paces in front of his
antagonist It was thus evident that he had dis-

charged his weapon prematurely—a fact which was
laid to his nervousness or to his unfainiliarity with the
hair trigger.

One of the spectators of the affair was Davis, the
owner of the dairy ranch upon which the meeting
took place. He was one of the first to move In the
tense instant when Broderick fell. Starting from his
geat he rushed toward Terry, crying as he ran, “Thjs
Several men threw themselves
He struggled te free himself. “Let me go,”
le cried. “Broderick has been murdered and I'm
Broderick’s friend. Are there any men here? Then
come on and we'l! wipe this matfer out.” FHe was re-
strained and pushed back from the field. It was the
opinion of many present that if a word of his threat
had reached Terry or any of Terry's seconds the re-
sult would have been a pitched battle belween the
sympathizers of the respective opponents,

Broderick was ecarried from the ground to the Has-
kell home at Black Point. He suffered greatly and was
consclous during most of the time up to his death,
three days later. One of bis last remarks was, “T tried
to stand firm when I was struck, but I could not. The
blow blinded me.” His comment on the affair was,
“They have killed me because I was opposed to
slavery and a corrupt administration,” a sentence
which had In it something of prophecy.

Broderick’'s funeral was one of the most impressive
events in the history of San Francisco. He had been
greatly admired aud with his Intimate knowledge of
the people who made up the strength of his following
had contrived to stand in the light of a personal friend
to his supportérs. The manner of his death arqused
feellng to a high pitch and the entire city went into
miourning. The political significance of the évent was
not lost sight of and the man served the anti-slavery
cause in death as be had in life.

Nor was California the only section to mourn the
strong, brilliant and able statesman. The affair pro-
duced a profound sensation throughout the country,
serving as one of those striking and tragic incidents,
like the John Brown raid, that congeal public gentiment
Into definite form. The ceremonies held in San Fran-
cisco were repeated In New York on the same day, the
procession being two miles long.

Judge Terry was arrested after the death of Broder-
fck, was tried and acquitted. All the influence of the
Gwin branch of the democratic party was thrown'into
the scales to aid him. It was a period In the develop-
ment of the West, moreover, when duels were almost
every day occurrences and when public opinion, when
not openly supporting the code, felt no particular desire
to check its free operation. The man who had killed
Broderick was set at liberty and went his way. In the
tragic sequel he was to play a part that was to make
his life one of the strangest of all strange stories.

At the outbreak of the civil war Terry made his
way overland, through great hardships, into Texas.
He had fought under General Sam Houston in the war
for independence against Mexico and his claims to &
command were at once recognized. He raised a com-
pany and saw active service throughout the struggle.
At the conclusion of hostilities he returned to San
Francisco and resumed the practise of law, in which
he was notably successful.

In 1884 Terry became one of the counsel for Sarah
Althea Hill, who fought a long and desperate legal
battle through many years, first for recognition as the
wife of William Sharon, United States Senator, and
later for a share in his large estate. This case was
the canse célébre of the decade, and Terry attracted
country wide attention through his conduct of {t. Dur-
ing the hearings after the death of Sharon the former
judge became the husband of Sarah Althea.

When the woman's claims came up for final settle-
ment Stephen J. Field, Associate Justice of the Su-
preme Court of the United States, read the opinion.
By a curious twist of fate Field had been one of the
warmest personal and political friends of David C.
Broderick. With Terry and his wife seated in court
I'feld pronounced the words that meant absolute fail-
ure for their case. The Justice was interrupted tow-
ard the end by the hysterical shrieks of Sarah Althea,
who declared that the decision had been purchased.
('ourt officers advanced to silence her and Terry sprang
to her aid, drawing a long, broad bladed knife.

Battle in Court.

Drawing the woman behind him he held the officers
1t bay, swearing that he would kill the first man who
aid hands on him. The court room was in an uproar
imd a dozen men threw themselves upon the raging
I'erry. He was disarmed by a United States Deputy
Marshal, David Nagle. Justice Field sentenced him to
<ix months and bhis wife to thirty days in the county
jail a’ a resuld of the outbreak.

After his release Terry made no secret of his inten-’
tion of killing Field. Word of his threats reached the
Department of Justice in Washington and Nagle was
assigned as a bodyguard to accompany the Justice.
He was ordered to protect Field's person at all hazards.

Terry met Samuel Turner, one of his henchmen dur-
ng the early days of California, when he had given
promise of becoming the greatest jurist of the State,
soon aftér his release from jail. They drifted to a

_On August 14, 1889, Justice Field, accompanied by
Nagle, boarded a Southern Pacific train at San Fran-
:Isvn. On the same train were Terry and his wife.
Fl.m,v attempted to obtain seats in the same car with
Field but were prevented. The train stopped for
twenty minutes at Lathrop, a small town near Stock-
ton, and the passengers eutered the dining room of
the rallroad station for luncheon. Field and Nagle
were seated at one table, and the Terrys’ who did not
see the Justice on entering the room, proceeded to
another.

During the meal Sarah Althea caught sight of Fleld
and called the attention of Terry to his presence.
Thelr actions and whispered conversation did not pass
uncbserved, and when the woman rose and left the
room, with a threatening glance at Field, one of the
proprietors of the restaurant approached Terry.

“I hope your wife does not intend to make a scehe,”
he said, indicating Fleld. !

OWNERSHIP RATES.

How Whiiney meeds the Struggling
Settlers of Nerth Ontario.

Miiler.

(Cobalt Citizen.)
Reports on the earnings of the North

ern Ontario Railway for the month of
Puly, as submitted by the Railway Com-
mission, show an interesting fact, just
what the Citizen has contended for many
months. ;

The gross earnings of the road are
$146,111 ‘and the expenditures £75,587.
This expense is made up from two
items—running expenses $25,587, and
interest $50,000. The balance of $70.524
with $9,813 paid in by the mines as
royalties, added, leave a net balance of
$80,337 as profits to the commission
for the month’s work. This net balance
is turned into the provincial treasury
as velvet; and necessarily must go to
help pay the running expenses of the
Province, which falls heaviest on Lower
Ontario, because of its greater assessed
valuation, therefore over 95 per cent.
of the net profits go to a community
that did not earn it.

The report also shows that the pas-
senger mileage for the month was $58,-
116. To make a nearly correct estimate
it is safe to say that not hali of this
amount was paid by sight-seers who
came into the country. Therefore, the
full amount of money paid out by the
few thousand people living in Temis-
kaming to the Railway Commission for
the month of July was approximately
$122,000. $

And this large sum of money, $122.-
000, came out of the pockets of strug-
gling homeseekers and prospectors in
practically a wilderness that stretches
from Cochrane to Temagami! The nurh-
ber of homes do not exceed 12,000 in
that territory. By a simple process in

RAGPICKERS OF PARIS.

The Right to a District Passes From
Father to Son.

The ragpickers of Paris are born to
their work, the occupation being passed
from father to son for generations. Each
rag-picker family has its own distriet,
wLich is inherited by children and grand-
children.

In spite of all the progress made in
modern and elogant Paris barrels of
waste are piled up in the streets in front
of many buildings on beautiful boule-
vards in the early morning hours, and
it is the privilege, and in fact the mis-
sion, of the rag-pickers to examine this
refuse.

They have use for everything, and but
little is left -after they have passed,
their very thoroughness being one rea-
son why the system is still allowed. Ev-
ery scrap of paper has its market, says
Popular Mechanics; rags are gathered
for paper manufacturers, shoes go back
to leather dealers. >

OM sardine and preserved meat tins
are used for making  playthings, old
bones produce gelatine and glue, lemon
and orange peels are greatly sought af-
ter and sold at the rate of one cent a
pound to perfume and syrup manufac-
turers, old metals are highly prized, ci-
gar stubs go to tobacco factories and
even stale vegetables are carted away.

The quarters of the rag-pickers of
Paris are just outside of the confines of
the city, sections carefully avoided by
most people who do not-belong to the
guild. Every member of the family
from the oldest to the three-year-old

Commentary.—I. Paul before the coun-
cil (22:30-23:10). The day followipg
Paul’s arrest the chief captain took him
before the Sanhedrin in order to ascer-
tain the nature of the charge against
him. The scenes enacted here were very
exciting.

It was an inyocation of God’s
vengeance upon themselves, if they fail-
ed to do the work which they undertook.

the church gave assent. Such a course,
however, seems to be in perfect accord
with the Jewish opinions and practises
of those times. Philo, a great Jewish
writer, in speaking of the course to be
taken toward a Jew who has forsaken
the worship of the true God, says that
it is “highly proper” to inflict “‘imme-
diate punishmeat on such impious apos-
tates,” not takmy time to carry them
before any court or magistrate: and this
should be done because of an abhorrence
of evil and & love for God.

Paul Held a Prisoner. |

1. Preparation for trial. “The Lord
said, Be of god cheer, Paul” (v. 11).
Paul here had an experience of what
John afterward wrote, “Him that lovaed
us..behold, he cometh with clouds”
(Rev. 1. 4-7). In our every trial God
is with us as really as He was with
Paul. His word is our preparation ior
and our comfort in the trial. ““The pray-
er Paul offered iw the temple, the most
holy sanctuary te him, as a Jew, wes
honored of the Lord by being answered
with a magifestation of His presence,
and the gramting of a special revelation.
All trug prayer is answered, and God
seems to especially delight in supplica-
tion effered in places dedicated to His
name.”

IT. The plot to murder. “We have
bound ourselves....we will eat nothing
until we have slain Paul” (v. 14). The
Bible says, “Whosoever hateth his broth-
er is a murderer” (I John 3:15). The
man who says of an enemy, “I hate
him,” belongs with these blood-thirsty
Jews who sought to slay Paul. K. Gerok
calls attention to some characteristics
of hatred: 1. Hate rises early. “When
it was day” (v. 12). Love is always
earlier than hate. Before any pain
reaches us it has passed by infinite love.
Nothing can reach us but by God’s per
mission and the greatest curse may
prove the greatest blessing. 2. Hate
binds men with a curse. “Bound them-
selves under a curse” (v, 12). The curse
is always on those who hate, not on
those who are hated. “Curses like chick
ens come home to roose.” 3. Hate de
mands satisfaction to its own hurt.
“Would neither eat nor drink till they
had killed Paul” (v. 12). A man cannot
live on the hatred of his fellow-man.
These conspirators died of starvation if |
they kept their vow. 4. Hate is injudi-
cious. “Forty made this conspiracy™ (v.
13). It is scarcely possible that so many
men could keep a secret. 5. Hate has no
cunning against God. “They came to
the chief priests” (v. 14). They trusted
their own cunning and men. “The forty
conspirators sought no help and feared
no hindrance from God, though their de
sign was made in the name of their reli
gion. But when the works of religion
are hatred and thirst for blood, God is
opposed to it.” God gives men certain
freedom but he holds himself ready to
hinder evil in his own time and way. He
is continually saying to the wicked by
his providences, “Thus far shalt thou
go and no farther.” 6. Hate will not |
Lesitate to lie. Bring him down as|
though you would inquire something (v. |
15. Under pretense of sending for I‘aul!

him. Hatred stops short of no sin to
carry on its foul designs.

Noting your editorial of Augest 24
controverting the editorial statement of
the Chicago Inter-Ocean in its assamp-
tion that the phrase “O. K.” originaily
came into use during the civil war, it
me say that you are entirely correct in
your statement—it was in common vse
long before that time. The writer of
this communication distinctly remem-
bers of its use during or shortly before
1848, and then it was commonly under-
stood that it had its origin during or
very shortly after the war with Mexico.
In that war, it was said, an army
officer, whose duty it was to examine
and approve of army accounts, would
approve the same by writing above his
signature “Oll Korrekt.” and as the
volume of his work increased he abbre-
viated the above to O. K. Probably if
this army officer were living now he
would favor simplified spelling. When
General Taylor (“Rough and Ready™)
was nominated for the presidency in
1848, the Loco Focos asserted that he
was the original author of the expres-
sion. The writer of this was a member
of an engineer party in 1849, and it was
his duty to revise his notes
