BROUGHT BACK TO LIFE.
Possibility of Resuscitating All Dead 

People.

The unfortunate case of the mind read­
er, Bishop, upon whom a too previous 
autopsy was performed, is likely to eflect 
a lasting good to humanity. Before it oc­
curred cases of apparent yet not real death 
were held to be so extremely rare that not 
one in a thousand of the sensational re­
ports of such were believed by physicians 
to have any foundation whatever; but 
they have been carefully studying the sub­
ject and making thorough investigations, 
and the most of them are now ready to 
accept that persons are too often consider­
ed as being dead when they are not so in 
reality. Many such cases, absolutely 
authentic, have been reported.

Dr. Clark, of Indianapolis, tells of sev­
eral recent cases in his section. One was 
that of a woman in Steubenville, O., who 
was pronounced dead by six physicians, 
and yet life remained after fourteen days. 
Another, of a woman in St. Louis, in 
whom only a slight sign of life was acci­
dentally discovered just before the coffin 
was to be closed. M. Brouardel, a French 
physician, has written upon this subject 
and brought out much of interest. He 
considers that the newly bom also young 
children and aged and enfeebled persons, 
are especially predisposed to apparent 
death. He believes that in infectious 
diseases and algid fevers there are a good 
many examples of resurrection ; the 
ptomaines he considers to have character­
istic anæsthetic proberties, injected into a 
frog, the latter assumes any given cata­
leptic properties that may be desired.

The physician is most apt to be deceived 
by hysterical persons, who are capable of 
living like hibernating animals. In persons 
convalescing from grave disease syncope 
is easily induced at the moment the 
patient rises ; the deficient cerebral cir­
culation and venous stagnation in the 
lower limbs are favorable conditions to 
the occurence of apparent death. M. 
Brouardel relates the case of a criminal 
who was hung in Boston at 10 a. m., taken 
at twenty-five minutes past 10 a. m. and 
transferred to the anatomical amphithea­
tre an hour thereafter, when his poise 
recommenced to beat. On opening the 
thorax the pulse was seen to beat forty a 
minute,and it stopped beating at a quarter 
to 3. p. m. Hoffman tells of a similar 
case.

The Deed Brought Seek To Life.
During the past two years many cases 

of recovery after apparent death from 
electricity have been reported,and in some 
of them there was no sign of life for be­
tween two and three hours. M. Leister 
recorded seven cases where the subjects, 
under the action of lighting,had remained 
apparently dead for periods varying from 
several minutes to three hours. Physicians 
who took the observations stated that no 
pulse could be felt at all, excitation having 
been strong enough to stop the heart’s 
action. A few days ago scarcely a phy­
sician could be found who believed it 
possible for a person to return to life after 
having been buried even for a day. But 
now the fact finds ready acceptance that 
people have been buried from eight to 
fifteen days and yet been resuscitated.

An interesting and physiological feet 
bearing upon this subject has recently 
been brought out by experiments upon 
dogs with curare,the substance which the 
South American Indian uses to poison his 
arrows. This poison paralyzes the lungs 
first and afterward the heart, and when 
given to dogs they generally fell apparent­
ly dead within five minutes. But in all 
instances where artificial respiration was 
commenced before the heart stopped and 
persisted in for a sufficient length of time, 
recovery took place, the heart being by 
this means kept at work until the poison 
was eliminated by the lung. Accidents 
in which occur much the same physio­
logical changes as are produced by curare 
are not very infrequent, and from these 
conclusions of value can be drawn. Deaths 
under chloroform and ether are occasion­
ally reported. In this class of cases the 
hope of resuscitation would seem to be 
even greater than is usual in those of 
sudden death.

Where a person who has been under 
treatment appears to have died, even if 
suddenly and unexpectedly, it is quite a 
common custom of the relatives among 
all classes to depend upon their own diag­
nosis of death and to at once lay out the 
body, send for the undertaker, etc.

What Physicians Might Do
The doctor is usually informed of the 

unhappy occurence; seldom, however, 
until several hours afterward, the princi­
pal object of notifying him being to prevent 
his making another visit. Very likely, 
in consequence of this custom, many lives 
are lost which might be saved were the 
physician called at once and efforts to 
resuscitate were made by him.

There is one point to be considered in 
this connection. In cases of sickness 
people generally show the least possible 
sense. It is a notorious feet that in every 
case of death, except from some such 
chronic disease as consumption or cancer, 
they will lay the blame on the attending 
physician, if it is a possible thing to do. 
Were he called in directly after a patient 
of his had died and he at once employed 
artificial respiration or tried to stimulate 
the heart by hypodermic injections the 
chances are that the relatives and friends 
would jump to the conclusion that he had 
been giving a medicine in overdoses, and 
had poisoned in consequence and was now 
endeavering to resuscitate his victim. The 
more intelligent reader would think this 
absurd,and yet a few years in the practice 
of medicine would convince him to the 
contrary.

Dr. Clark,in advising young physicians, 
urges them in cases of death by drowning 
not to fail to use electricity in their efforts 
to resuscitate. He says that a fine point of 
differentiation as to the probability of re­
suscitation in a case of drowning is wheth­
er it was suicidal or accidental, for a sui­
cide cannot be saved after five minutes of 
submergence,but the accidentally drowned 
may be submerged twenty and possibly 
thirty minutes, and yet be resuscitated. 
The horror and revulsion of feeling and 
fear of death of the latter are not present 
in the former, and this influence on the 
mechanism of the heart may account for 
the difference. “ Persevere in your efforts, 
as life has been restored in drowning cases 
after four hours work.”

SEIZED BY BRITAIN.
British Bine Jackets Occupy a Turk- 

lsh Port.

I iTHE MAN WHO IS, OR ARE.

Lalloo Bhlkaree, a Man and a Half, Now 
In New York.

London, Sept. 14.—It is a long time since 
such a sensation has been caused in dip­
lomatic and military circles as has been 
produced by the statement that Lord 
Salisbury’s government had taken such a 
significant step as the seizure of a Turkish 
port within commanding distance of the 
Dardanelles. The first news that Great 
Britain had taken this important step 
came from the continent, but owing to 
the fact that the information was cir­
culated from the great bourses of Europe, 
it was at first discredited.

The report that Sigri, on the island of 
Mitylene, has been seized by an ironclad 
detached from the Mediterranean fleet 
has since been fully confirmed. This step 
coming at a time when there is a serious 
dispute with Turkey over the permission 
given to Russia for the ships of the vol­
unteer navy of that power to pass through 
the Dardanelles is

Regarded as Significant.
Mitylene or Metilini is the ancient Les­

bos, an island in the Æfiean Sea, belong­
ing to Turkey, near the coast of Asia 
Minor. Its estimated area is 276 square 
miles, and it has a population of 40,000. 
Two bays indent it on the south side, and 
it has good harbors and a fertile soil. A 
range of mountains traversing it is clothed 
with pine woods, and at their base are 
many olive grounds and vineyards, but 
the island was greatly devastated during 
the Greek trouble. The principal pro­
ducts are oil and lime timber, with some 
grapes, figs, cotton and pitch ; its wine, 
anciently famous, is now inferior; and 
the com raised is insufficient for the in­
habitants. The principal towns are 
Castro and Molivs. Sigri is a small ham­
let, situated on a splendid harbor, which 
can be easily fortified.

Naturally the fact that foreign office 

and admiralty officials only “ decline to 
affirm the report ” practically verifies the 
reports in circulation, and the general 
public is consequently led to believe that 
there must be some troth in them. Des­
patches have been received in Constanti­
nople stating the occupation of the island 
of Mitylene is an accomplished fact.

It has found an echo on all the con­
tinental bourses to-day. The general 
opinion seems to be that if the British 
forces had not landed in the neighbor­
hood of the Dardanelles neither the 
foreign office nor the admiralty would 
have refused to deny the rumor, calculated, 
as it is, to awaken the gravest apprehen­
sion in financial and diplomatic circles.

The St. James Gazette says: “The 
startling news concerning the island of 
Mitylene obviously possesses political 
significance of the first importance.”

The paper adds that the Island of 
Mitylene has a position of considerable 
strategical importance,although possessing 
little in the way of fortifications.

A despatch has been received from Con­
stantinople stating that the occupation of 
the Island of Mitylene is an accomplished 
feet.

Late this evening a startling despatch 
comes by telegraph from Athens. The 
Greek consuls at Mitylene and Smyrna 
have wired the Greek government that 
thirteen British men of war landed troops 
and guns at Sigri, Friday. They have 
already strongly fortified that place. Lord 
Salisbury’s chief private secretary re­
turned unexpectedly to London and is 
busy at the foreign office.

HISTORY OF THE UMBRELLA.

Ita Exact Origin la Unknown, But It la 
Very Ancient.

No one knows whether the umbrella 
was originally used as a defence against 
rain or as a screen from ihe sun, but it 
seems probable that the first umbrellas 
were sunshades. In countries where very 
little clothing is worn rain does not make 
much difference, but the sun is a power. 
Why shouldn't the palm leaf be the first 
sunshade, with its ribs and handles to 
order? It hints at the umbrella as well 
as the fen.

Travelers among the Ainos of Japan 
often make temporary sunshades of gig­
antic dock leaves, which are sometimes 
six feet high, large enough for an account 
of Gulliver. The umbrella has a very 
antiquity. The word itself means a “ little 
shadow,” showing that it was named for 
its protection from the sun in this case. 
Horace says :

“ Among the military standards the sun 
beholds an Egyptian capopy.

On coins and in the rock-carvings of 
the ancients the umbrella often shows its 
familiar form. This goes to prove that 
Jonas Hanway did not invent the um­
brella, but he saw the value of the eastern 
sunshade, and soon it became the fashion 
to carry this article of apparel. There 
must be a great difference between the 
umbrella of the eighteen century and the 
modern steel-ribbed, silk-covered, slender 
article which it is regarded as a mis­
fortune to get wet.

The desideratum at present is a portable 
umbrella. There is a fortune for a man 
who invents a really good umbrella 
which can be stowed in a valise or trunk. 
There is an nnpatented Corean umbrella 
that may fill the bill. When it begins to 
rain the picturesque and stately Corean 
swell reaches into his sleeve and produces 
a folded, oiled-paper affair resembling a 
fen. This is spread and set over the hat 
like an extinguisher, and is kopt in place 
by two strings held under the chin. It is 
not very large, but anything that will 
cover a Corean hat will keep the rain 
from a Corean.

THEN AND NOW.
A Comparison Between Ancient and 

Modern Inventions.

We speak of the art of printing as 
modem. But the Romans used moveable 
types to mark their pottery and endorse 
their books. Mr. Layard found in Nine- 
vah a magnificent lens of rock crystal, 
which Sir D. Beweter considers a true 
optical lens and the origin of the micros­
cope. The principal of the stereoscope, 
invented by prof. Wheating, was known 
to Euclid, described by Galen, 1500 years 
ago, and more fully in 1599 A. D., in the 
works of Baptista Porta. The Thame# 
tunnel at London, and later that at 
Chicago, were anticipated by one under 
the Euphrates at Babylon, and the Egyp­
tians had a Suez canal thousands of years 
before the present waterway was built. 
Such examples might be indefinitely 
multiplied ; but, turning to photography, 
M. Jobard, in his “ Nouvelles Inventions 
aux Expositions Universelles,” 1856, says 
a translation from German was discovered 
in Russia, 300 years old, which contains 
the clear explanation of photography. 
The old alchemists understood the proper­
ties of chloride of silver in relation to 
light, and its photographic action is ex­
plained by Fabricius in “ De Rubus 
Metallicis, 1566.” The daguerreotype 
process was anticipated by De La Roche 
in his “ Giphantic,” 1760, though it was 
only the statement of a dreamer. The 
use of cork for making jackets as an aid 
in swimming, anu now familiar to ocean 
travelers in the so-called life preservers 
with which steamers are equipped, in very 
old. A Roman sent by Camillus to the 
capital, and who had to swim the Tiber 
to evade the besieging gauls, wore cork 
under his attire in order that he might 
float. The pyramids of Egypt and the 
foundation walls of the temple at Jeru­
salem contain stones of such size and 
weight that it is hardly possible for them 
to have been put in place without mechan­
ical power equal to any not known. Was 
it steam that supplied this power, or was 
it some device which has now become “a 
lost art ? ” Perhaps they had their Edis- 
ons, their Wattses and their Stephenson 
in those days, who, like the builders of 
the tabernacle in the wilderness, were 
cunning workmen, equal to any emer­
gency, but who when the need of their 
services no longer existed dropped back 
into modest obscurity. It may be, also, 
that the patent system of the ancients 
did not encourage the development of in­
ventive genius. Now when a man in­
vents a really useful article his name and 
fortune are fairly well assured. It was 
not so then. A Roman architect dis­
covered the means of altering the nature 
of glass and making it malleable. He 
produced all the malleable glass which 
emperor Tiberius desired, and then to 
prevent the secret becoming known, the 
monarch cut off the inventor’s head. 
So late as the reign of Louis XIII. a 
similar discovery was made. But Card­
inal Richelieu was afraid that it would 
injure the French glass manufacturers, of 
whose profits, after the style of govern­
ment “ paternalism ” then in vogue, the 
prime minister probably had a liberal 
share ; so the man with a too-iuquiring 
mind was put in a prison and there re­
mained all his life. That sort of thing 
was not calculated to send men on ex­
ploring expeditions into the “dim un­
known,” and Edison and his guild, had 
they lived then, would hardly have 
found a profitable field for their inventive 
talents.—Troy Times.

DEAD FOR AGES.

The Ancient Tombs of the Mound 
Builders Opened and Bones Taken 

Out by the Basketful.

NO CAR TRACKS 'IN LONDON.
Street Cars are not Needed'and There 

are no Surface Balls In theiClty.

There are no street cars run by the 
trolley, storage or any other electric sys­
tem ; no cable cars, no horse cars ; not a 
track laid for a surface road in the city 
proper. Many Americans leave London 
without ever seeing a street car of any 
kind, and yet in the methropolis 1,000 
street cars ran daily over 120 miles of 
track but they are not permitted in 
crowded thoroughfare ; they are confined 
to the outlying districts.

I have only seen them in the East 
End. The street cars are “ double deck­
ers,” and. like the ’buses, they carry more 
outside than inside passengers, but the 
number of passengers is limitied. When 
the car has reached its limit it will take 
up no more passengers. Every passenger 
has the right to a seat, and, to use a para­
doxical phrase, every Englishman stands 
up for his right to a seat.

Street cars are not needed in the city. 
Nearly all London streets are in as good 
condition for driving as our central park 
roads. There are 8,000 hansoms, 4,000 
four wheelers and 2,000 omnibuses, so 
that you are not obliged to walk on ac­
count of the absence of cars. The four 
wheeled cabs or “ growlers,” as they term 
them, are dilapidated, uncomfortable 
vehicles, which lack new springs and are 
dirty both inside and out.

The horses and the drivers are old and 
superannuated ; they nave all seen better 
days in private carriages or hansoms cabs. 
You never take a four wheeler if you are 
alone, or if the party consists of only two 
persons. You must engage one if you 
have a trunk, but if you are going to 
catch a train or boat you had better allow 
a half hour’s margin.

The London cab service is the best and 
cheapest in the world. The writer says 
this, notwithstanding that he remembers 
that you can hire a cab in Key West for 
a dime. But such cabs and such horses ! 
The fare in a hansom fora two mile drive 
is one shilling (twenty-five cents) ; by the 
hour, two and six (sixty-two cents).

There are no such smart horses for 
public hire anywhere as the London cab 
horses. They go like the wind if by the 
course, and they go at a similar gait by 
the hour if you promise an extra six­
pence. -- Morris Phillips in New Xork 
Home Journal.

HOW TO WASH FLANNELS.

Here are seven rales for the proper 
washing of flannels.

1. Use warm water in which sufficient 
soap has been dissolved.

2. Wash thoroughly in this.
3. Rinse in clear, warm water twice.
4. Wring out and shake well to clear 

off all soap.
5. Dry quickly.
6. Do not let the flannels remain in 

the water either before or after washing.
7. Do not use soda or any washing 

powder.
There is nothing that vexes the soul of 

the careful mother of a housenold more 
that the weekly shrinkage in flannels. 
Unless carefully washed they are most 
expensive summer luxury, and yet there 
is no pleasanter sight to her partial eyes 
than her handsome lads in all the glory 
of their fresh white flannels. With good 
management a suit of clothes may last a 
long time before reaching the inevitable 
scanty stage.

The Sweeny burial mounds on the 
farm of Cyras Felt, northeast of Carthage, 
Ill., have been visited by hundreds of 
people. Several representatives of Carth­
age college opened one of the mounds. At 
first a covering of stone was encountered 
all of the red limestone variety. Most of 
these stones on being removed crumbled 
away into sand. Under them were 
found an immense quantity of bones, 
many skulls and several pieces of flint. 
Some pieces of pottery, so badly decayed 
and broken as to be unrecognizable, were 
found also. Measurements were taken of 
several skulls. One measured 7\ inches 
across the partial bone, another 6 inches. 
Three femur bones were found measuring 
19 inches in length ; some that measured 
171 inches in length and others measur­
ing from 12 to 14 inches. One measured 
3 inches across the lower end of the 
femur bono. Dr. Vestch says the bones 
indicate that the men must have been 
from 6 to 7 feet tall at least. One jaw 
bone was secured that contained a per­
fect row of teeth which evidently be­
longed to a middle aged person. Upon 
digging a few feet further down another 
layer of rocks was discovered, and upon 
removing these several skeletons, perfect 
in form, lay all huddled together as if 
they had fallen in battle. Some of the 
skeletons were preserved almost entire, 
although most of the bones would crumble 
away on being exposed to the air. It is 
believed that fully five hundred corpses 
were buried here, as basketful after 
basketful of bones were taken out, while 
the mound is literally full of them. The 
skulls were all filled with a peculiarly 
soft and very black loam, different from 
any of the surrounding earth.

There are several mounds in the 
vicinity that have not yet been opened, 
but they give evidence of containing as 
many skeletons as the first one. It is 
evident that these skeletons are those of 
unusually large men. It is intended to 
prosecute the search in the hope of dis­
covering pottery or implements of war­
fare. Some of the skulls were perforated 
with jagged holes, whether the work of 
decay or from a battle ax is a matter of 
conjecture.

SAVAGE SPLENDOR.

Tables Covered with Dishes and Orna­
ments of Solid Gold.

The following letter has been forwarded 
to us, says the Pall Mall Gazette, by a 
gentleman who has commercial relations 
with the gold coast:

I have just got down to the coast alter 
an unusually long trip inland. The region 
I have traveled over I will call Barbary 
for short, because it is due south — though 
a long way south—of the strip of coast 
that used to frighten onr forefathers. All 
this is now French polished, and there is 
nothing to be seen there except the re­
flection of ourselves. Inland there is 
still some interest. The tribes are in­
dependent and keep their own customs. 
They are prosperous, too, many of them, 
and have acquired ideas of luxurious liv­
ing that one would not expect to find in 
the heart of Africa. Just before making 
my way down to the gold .coast I was 
present at a most interesting function that 
would have given your pressmen copy for 
a week. It was a gigantic banquet given 
by the ancient chief of the tribe among 
whom I was staying to a young warrior, 
the ruler of a neighboring tribe. All the 
swells of the tribe were there, of course— 
the chief’s sons and daughters and other 
kinsmen, and the principal counselors and 
fighting men. Some of them had their 
wives, too, and they were very much got 
up. The gold worn by the guests was a 
mere speck of dust compared to the gold 
displayed by the old chief. There must 
have been enough gold in that African 
hall to buy up the bank of England. 
Where it all came from I have no notion, 
but our pioneers in south Africa, now that 
they have been ousted from the Transvaal, 
had better make a trip to my Barbary.

To begin with, all the vessels out of 
which the guests ate and drank were of 
solid gold. The table too, was thickly 
covered with the quaint ornaments that 
savages delight in. Some of them were 
cleverly wrought, so far as the art of the 
people goes, but for the most part their 
only merit, if it be one, was their solidity. 
It was the style of thing that would have 
delighted a flash pawnbroker from white- 
chapel. The most gorgeous object of all 
was a golden bird. The body of the bird 
was solid gold, and its feathers were built 
up with precious stones. I am not good 
at guessing values, and will not try ; but I 
could guess nearly enough to know that 
if I could have carried off that bird, or 
even a bit of one of its wings, my 
fortune would have been made for life. 
Apparently the old chief had a notion 
that such calculations might pass through 
the minds of his guests, for he took care 
that the bird was not brought out till he 
was there to watch it, and had it shut up 
again in a strong chest directly his back 
was turned. The golden bird, I was told, 
had been originally taken in war from a 
distant tribe, and another trophy taken 
from a tribe in the same region was pro­
duced to show the guests what a mighty 
sovereign they were dining with. This 
was a lion’s head, also of solid gold, with 
diamonds for the teeth and eyes. As I 
came away from a really good dinner, but 
with my pockets empty — on my word of 
honor I had not lifted even a salt spoon— 
my principal feeling was one of gratifica­
tion that in Europe we had got beyond 
this savage ostentation.

A messenger goes to Fredericton with a 
large amount of money for Mr. Blair’s 
election, but will not hand over the money 
until the contract is given up. The 
money is paid over. The government 
work in the shade and they make the 
shady excuse that the money was in con­
sideration of Mr. Blair going to St. John 
to make a speech in support of his own 
candidates.

11 On the eve of the Victoria election the 
government worked in the shade of the 
Tobique Valley railway Co., and in the 
vain endeavor to elect Mr. Baird got in 
such a miry position, that to save their 
existence they were obliged to pass their 
railway act which increases our indebted­
ness over $665,000 part of which is for 
wharves which the provincial govern­
ment have no more right to build than 
they have to build departmental offices at 
Ottawa ; and $625,000 of which is for rail 
roads that generally speaking can only 
prove means of political corruption and 
commercial embarrassment

“ The government worked in the shade 
when at a cost of several thousands of dol­
lars they attached a sidewalk that should 
have cost about $500 to the Fredericton 
bridge ; when they built a stable on the 
trotting park at Fredericton at a cost of 
thousands of dollars and ran it at an ex­
pense of about five hundred dollars for 
each horse ; when in the last York elec­
tion they promised for votes free service 
of “ Wilkes ; ” when they allowed the 
Snowball note for thousands of dollars 
stumpage to remain for years uncollected 
and still to remain so ; when they import­
ed James I. Fellows from England to fill a 
vacancy in the legislative council, and ad­
minister a tonic of hypophosphites to a 
politically decrepit party.”

This is the class of political literature 
which was circulated in Kent in the 
interest of the opposition. What the 
orators of the party did not dare to utter 
on the platform they, under the cons of 
the night, sent broadcast in these filthy 
and untruthful sheets. Is it any wonder 
that the people of Kent turned with dis­
gust from the men who would resent to 
such means in order to succeed in a poli­
tical struggle. The people may be misled 
for a time, but the day of reckoning is 
sure to come. To what cause this crush 
ing defeat will be attributed by the op­
position press is difficult to imagine. Mr. 
Gregory was not at home when the news 
of the defeat came to hand, and, of course, 
the Gleaner could say nothing until the 
legal editor arrived ; and even after hie 
arrival, so dumfounded was he at the re­
sult, that he could prepare nothing for 
Thurday’s issue. What cause he will as­
sign, we await with indifference, as his 
opinions have long since ceased to have 
influence.

The Moncton Times has spoken, and 
declares that the people of Kent were 
bought, and takes consolation in the 
thought that the more bye elections the 
government carries the less able will 
it be to carry the general election.

We would advise our friend not to 
trouble himself about the government, 
but turn his attention to the members of 
the opposition and imagine to himself 
what they will be able to accomplish 
each in his own county, when combined, 
they were so disastrously defeated in the 
Kent contest ; and as for the editor of the 
Times, who has already ceased to be an 
important factor in local politics, he will 
then be a source of curiosity and an ob­
ject of pity. The Gleaner, in order to 
divert attention, from the defeat eulo­
gizes Mr. Phinney, and says his resig­
nation would deprive the opposition of its 
most brilliant ornament, and in feet goes 
so far as to intimate that he is its only 
hope. This will be welcome news to the 
renowned leader in York, the Gleaner’i 
friend and main stay ; but then we are not 
surprised for Crocket never favored a man 
but to betray him, and it may be that 
George F. Gregory’s turn has come, and if 
it has not, it is sure to.

The English press continues to com­
ment freely upon the Canadian scandals, 
and is practically unanimous in declaring 
the disclosures to be amongst the most 
discreditable known in recent political 
history. It is thought that they cannot 
foil to injure the ministerial prospects, 
The majority report in the Langevin- 
McGreeuy case meets with little sympathy 
The St James’ Gazette, a rabidly tory 
paper, says it is almost as deplorable a 
thing for the country to suffer under the 
infliction of ministers like Sir Hector 
Langevin as under the disgrace of poli­
ticians like McGreevy.

Andover, Sept. 15.—On Tuesday at Red 

Rapids, Tobique river,Wm. Peray’s daugh­
ter, aged four years, was burned to death 
says the St. John Sun. Mrs. Perry had 
gone out to drive some cattle from the 
garden, leaving the child alone in the 
house. In a few minutes the cries of the 
child caused her to look in that direction 
and she was horrified to see the little one 
enveloped in flames. Mrs. Perry made all 
haste to reach her child, but did not suc­
ceed in extinguishing the flames till the 
clothing was completely burned off the 
body, leaving only the collar of the dress 
and a part of the sleeves of the wrists. 
Samuel Crawford wno was in his store 
near by, hearing the noise ran to Mrs. 
Perry’s assistance and aided her in ex­
tinguishing the flames. The body was 
almost burned to a crisp, and the child’i 
injuries were so severe that she died three 
hours after the accident. It appears that 
after Mrs. Perry had left the house, the 
child got some matches from a shelf and 
in playing with them set fire to her clothes. 
Mr. Perry had left home in the morning 
for Fort Fairfield Maine. The burial took 
place at Forest Glenn. Mr. H Eetabrooks 
preached the funeral sermon. A large 
company of people attended the funeral, 
and much sympathy is expressed for the 
parents in their affliction. William Perry 
is a son of William Perry, who came from 
Scotland to this country some 16 years 
ago and settled in what is now known as 
Kintore settlement. Mrs. Perry is the 
eldest daughter of Chas. Roberts of Red 
Rapids, Tobique river.

New York, Sept. 16.—With brilliant 
visions of fabulous riches buried deep in 
the marshy meadows in and about Chester 
Bay, on the const of Nova Scotia, waiting 
patiently for some hardy hunter to come 
and be enriched with its possession, a bold 
band of toilers sailed away yesterday from 
Halifax on a still hunt for the untold 
wealth.

This is but another chapter to the long 
and tedious annals of continued searches 
for the wealth of the bold pirate king, 
captain Kidd. Almost every nook and 
corner of this western hemisphere has 
been visited for this purpose, and so many 
expeditions have started out during the 
last decade on a hunt for the buried 
treasures, and so many ignominious fail­
ures have been scored, that in these 
advanced days each new expedition is 
looked upon as a combination of cranks 
with more dollars than sense.

Of the new band that left Halifax yes­
terday, many were comparatively poor 
fishermen, who had given their savings of 
years to further the success of this project. 
Captain Bertram H. Herbert, of the Mer­
ritt wrecking company, of No. 49 Wall 
street, is interested in this new project. 
He explained yesterday why the new ex­
pedition was organized and why the pro­
jectors of the scheme felt confident of 
success. Captain Herbert is not a crank 
by any means. He is a young man of 
learning and sound sense, and resides in 
Hoboken. He is connected with the 
executive department of Merritt’s wreck­
ing orgrnization. “ Among the prominent 
residents of Belmont, near Troro, N. S.,” 
said captain Herbert, “ is Charles John­
son. He is a young man holding a trusted 
position. Some time ago he was 

Visited by a Dream, 
by two figures,who introduced themselves 
as Captain Kidd and Red Beard, the 
famous pirate’s first mate. They explain­
ed that they were going on a short journey, 
and invited Johnson to accompany them.

“ Now Johnson was a sensible man even 
in his sleep, so, still in a somnambulistic 
state, he accompanied them on their ram­
bles. They led him to Chester Bay, and 
Johnson’s first impression of that neigh­
borhood was when he alighted on Oak 
Island, one of a large group of small 
marshy knolls. Johnson was ordered to 
dig, which he did, and pretty soon a huge 
stone was struck some feet below the sur­
face. This was soon rolled away, and a 
deep pit was revealed. Through a tunnel 
leading off from the pit the trio joumey- 
ed,and at its end they found a large square 
box. When this was opened, gold and 
jewels in plenty were revealed. Locking 
up the box they descended down another 
hole and into a second tunnel thirty feet 
long. Here was found another box filled 
with gold and jewels as before, which the 
mate claimed was his,crediting the captain 
with the ownership of the first box. Still 
another hundred feet they descended,and 
a third larger box was found,equally well 
fiilled with precious stones and clothes. 
The three then returned to the surface, 
and the pirate chief offered the treasures 
they had left below to Johnson if, on re­
covering it, he would donate half of it to 
the church. Johnson promised and re­
turned home. A short time ago he had a 
second dream, in which Captain Kidd ap­
peared alone and told him it was 

Time to Get to Work 
on the treasure. On the strength of these 
dreams a company was incorporated at 
the last legislative to search for this trea­
sure.”

Two small bands started out a short 
time ago to prepare the preliminaries for 
the search, and the party that started out 
yesterday is the main body of the hunters,

Oak Island is a small marshy knoll, cal­
led an island presumedly out of respect to 
its superior size to the surrounding knolls. 
It is in plain view of the city of Chester, 
but it is never frequented by the villagers. 
Thére are no houses on it. Captain Her­
bert feels confident of the success of the 
expedition, and says that the main part 
of it was not set to work until something 
reassuring was developed "by the work of 
the men.

The Morning Advertiser of this city 
says editorially : One thing that will ma­
terially militate against the success of the 
expedition which set sail on Saturday 
from Halifax in search of treasure hurried 
by Captain Kidd on the shore of Chester 
Bay, Nova Scotia, is the simple feet that 
Captain Kidd buried no treasure in that 
region, since he nor his crew ever were 
there for any purpose whatever, so fer as 
known.

The rehabilitation of William Kidd 
completely prox'es that he was not a pirate, 
His assumed “ piracy ” covers the period 
only from 1695 to 1699, during which he 
is supposed to have been engaged in 
scheme devised “for the suppression of 
piracy.” It was an organized.

Expedition to Hob Pirates 
for the profit of the shareholders of the 
company, the principal of whom were 
Robert Livingston, of New York, founder 
of the «family which figures favorably in 
the Four Hundred, and earl Ballamont, 
of Boston, afterward governor of the 
colony.

Kidd cruised about in West India 
waters for three or four years, and on his 
return to this region his failure to declare 
a dividend to his fellow shareholders 
brought him to grief. Bad stories were 
told about him, and while he could send 
a lawyer to Boston to “ negotiate ” with 
Bellamont, he landed at Gardner’s Island, 
in the Sound, and there buried some 
plunder, every ounce of which was found 
and dug up. Bellamont deluded him to 
Boston, sent him to London, where, after 
a grossly unfair trial, in which he was al­
lowed no counsel and was permitted to 
call no witness, the charge of piracy was 
not sustained, and he was condemned for 
killing one of his men, which he protested 
and could have proved, he said, was in 
self defense.

This is simply history. It is also posi­
tively known that on his return he land­
ed only at one point in Delaware Bay, at 
Oyster Bay, in the Sound, and at Gard­
iner’s Island, where the entire property 
recovered, together with all taken from 
his person and ship, amounted to less 
than $70,000. All the expeditions that 
ever have been, or ever will be, fitted out 
to search for “ treasure buried by Kidd 
are simply insane absurdities.

THE FLOODS IN SPAIN.

Whole Towns In Ruins — Terrible Des­
titution-Relief Fund Started.

AROUND THE WORLD. , NEW ADVERTISEMENTS.
The Week’s Events In Brief- The Cream 

of our Exchanges. SHERIFF’S SAL£.
Madrid, Sept. 16.—Accounts from Con- 

sugura are appalling in the extreme. The 
town is a heap of ruins, surrounded by a 
vast expanse of water, leaving visible 
here and there tree tops, chimneys and 
floating wreckage of all kinds. Some of 
the streets have been partially cleared 
and made passable, but they are almost 
deserted. Here and there may be seen 
groups of destitute and weary people, 
gazing in torpor at their wrecked homes. 
With increasing exertions the authorities 
are restoring something like order. The 
police have suppressed pillage. Food is 
arriving for the sufferers. The burial of 
victims proceeds, and with the constant 
discovery of fresh corpses it will be long 
before the mournful task is ended. It is 
estimated 5,000 head of horses and stock 
have been drowned.

The flood at Almeria has plunged the 
city into absolute darkness, having stop­
ped operations at the electric light estab­
lishments and gas works. The river 
Andaray has overflowed its banks and 
converted the valley into a vast lake.

A Belief Fund.
The Queen has subscribed $20,000 more 

to start a national relief. The bank of 
Spain has subscribeu $6,000, and other 
contributions are coming from all quarters.

Many gloomy scenes are witnessed at 
Consugura. Carts are kept going from 
house to house collecting the dead. The 
bodies are laid in the carte reverently but 
quickly, the carters being compelled to be 
callous to the wailings of the relatives. 
Survivors give harrowing accounts of the 
flood. Many mothers were seen strug­
gling in the water to hold up children, 
and finally succumbing to the rush of the 
torrent Others were confined in rooms 
with no hope of escape until the collapse 
of the walls opened a refuge. One man, 
who was caught on a wooden bridge, saw 
hundreds of persons float past crying 
piteously for help, which he was unable 
to give. The bodies of sixty persons were 
found in a public hall, where they had 
been overtaken by the flood in the midst 
of a wedding feast

A heavy rain fell on Friday and Satur­
day, swelling the mountain torrents that 

oured into the Amarquill. The flood 
destroyed four stone bridges and twenty 
mills, besides an enormous number of 
houses. Wreckage and corpses were 
carried forty miles. The mayor of Con­
sugura puts the fatality there at 3,000. In 
some places limbs have been found sep­
arated from bodies. The officials have 
telegraphed for lime to prevent an out­
break of disease.

Traffic at a Standstill.
Large numbers of passengers en route 

to the south are detained here on ac­
count of the floods. Passengers coming 
to this city from Seville, Cadiz, Cordova, 
Granada, Valencia and Alicante are 
obliged to journey by way of Barcelona. 
A terrible storm which set in near Valen­
cia Tuesday morning has destroyed the 
rice crop. The rivers Turia and Jucar 
are rising rapidly and threaten further 
disaster. The government has set apart 
$100,000 for relief measures and has 
asked the bank of Spain to grant credits 
to the governors of the suffering provinces.

“A City of the Dead.”
The governor of Jaen, capital of the 

province of the same name, telegraphs 
that the whole commune of Aubeda is 
submerged, that the damage is enormous 
and that there has been considerable loss 
of life. Correspondents who have been 
able to reach Consuegra describes it as “ a 
city of the dead." An estimate of the 
damage to property in and about Con­
sugura places the loss at $2,500,000, not 
including the money and valuables buried 
everywhere in the ruins. The survivors 
are only able to give vague and confused 
accounts of the disaster.

The number of people who perished in 
the floods in the province of Toledo is 
now placed at 2,300, and the number of 
lives lost in other localities at 500. In 
addition many were injured. It is esti­
mated the total loss from the floods will 
amount to £1,000,000.

TWO YOUNG FIENDS.

Only Eight Years Old and They Com­
mitted a Deliberate Murder.

Liverpool, Sept. 15.—The details of a 
horrible murder committed by two boys, 
each about eight years old, have just come 
to light in this city. Two lads* nailed 
respectively Crawford and Shearon, were 
arrested here to-day. They were charged 
with murdering one of their comrades, 
about eight years old.

Crawford and Shearon confessed. They 
said they wanted to steal the clothes of 
the murdered boy and so pushed him 
into the water, intending to drown him. 
When the poor little fellow managed to 
scramble out Crawford and Shearon 
pushed him in again and then Crawford 
went down on his knees, and, kneeling 
on the drowning boy’s head, held him 
down under water until he finally ceased 
struggling.

The two young murderers watched the 
dead body for a considerable length of 
time to see if he stirred, and then they 
stripped the body of the clothes, dried 
them, and afterward obtained some money 
upon them at a pawnshop. This led to 
their identification and eventual arrest

Wells was one of the Congregational de­
nomination before going to Montreal. 
His salary will be $5,000.

The shareholders of the Ocean Marine 
Insurance Company, Halifax, have decid­
ed to wind up the company’s affairs, the 
capital having been much impared 
through recent losses. There may be 20 
cents on the dollar for the shareholders. 
The company had a capital of $100,000.

One of the heaviest showers experi­
enced here for years began Friday at 4.45 
p. m. Torrents of rain fell, the streets be­
ing turned into miniature rivers. There 
was a very heavy wind and sharp light­
ning. Big hail stones fell daring the 
shower. Large limbs were blown from 
the trees In many places.

Schr. Pannonia sailed from Marshall Is­
lands for San Francisco, May, laden with 
a general cargo and crew of seven. Capt. 
Lovedale’s wife and three children and it 
is also said several missionaries were on 
board. This schooner was wrecked on a 
reef to the northwest of the Hawaiian Is­
lands and every soul drowned.

Oliver C. Cummings, of Wm. Cummings 
& Son, Truro, was killed Wednesday 
morning at Salt Springs station, near 
Springhill, while boarding a train for 
Truro between 4 and 5 o'clock. His body 
was found between the platform and the 
rail with the head smashed. No other in­
juries were found on the body.

A little girl of John Woods, Mt. Albion, 
Lot 48, P. E. I., while gathering grain in 
her father's field, was bitten on the hand 
by a rat. The hand swelled and became 
very painful, and it was feared that blood 
poisoning had set in, but under the care 
of Dr. Taylor she has now improved, and 
is considered quite out of danger.

The threatened strike of the window 
glass workers of Pennsylvania, has been 
averted, and there will be a general re 
sumption of the factories on Oct. 1st. An 
agreement has been reached by which 
the men will work at the old wages for 
the ensuing year. The resumption gives 
employment to 10,000 men and boys.

The regular half yearly meeting of the 
bank of England was held Thursday, at 
London. A statement was submitted 
showing the net profits for the half year 
ended August 31 £763,238 making the 
amount in rest £3,776,802. The chair­
man expressed the opinion that the guar- 
anteers of the Barings would not be in­
volved in any loss.

England has a remarkable bicyclist in 
the person of W. Jones, of the Sovereign 
Cycling club of London, a one-legged 
rider. Jones recently covered 100 miles 
over the Bath road in 8 hours 31 minutes, 
ueing a | inch solid safety. The feat has 
aroused some enthusiasm, and the Sover­
eign club will match Jones against any 
one-legged amateur rider in the world 
from five to 100 miles on road or path.

The Chatham World says that town is 
cursed with thieving boys who appropri­
ate everything they can lay their hands 
on. They have been caught time after 
time in robbing stores and houses, and 
have been always let go on account of 
their youth. • They have even got to en­
tering churches and stealing the contribu­
tion boxes, and the other day one of them 
confessed to having robbed Miss Staple’s 
till.

Literary Notes from the Century Co.

Miss Alice M. Fletcher, of the United 
States interior department and the Peabody 
museum, Cambridge, will contribute to Tlie 
Century in 1892 tlie results of her studies of 
the American Indian in a series of illustrated 
papers. They will give an intimate account, 
of how the Indian actually lives and thinks, 
his music, home life, warfare, hunting cus­

GIRLS OF NO ACCOUNT.
Tens of Thousands of Them Thrown Ont 

to Perish Yearly In China.

In China tons of thousands of recently 
born girls among the poorer classes are 
thrown out to perish, and at Shanghai I 
saw a tower formerly used to facilitate 
this infanticide, says Dr. Joseph Simms, 
who has recently returned from an ex­
tended trip of the Flowery Empire. It is 
practiced in every part of China, but 
especially in the interior and in the 
Loess district As soon as we get many 
miles from the coast it is quite usual to 
see near a josshouse, or place of worship, 
a small stone tower from ten to thirty 
feet high, with no door, but a hole in the 
side, reaching into a pit in the center. 
The children that parents wish to be rid 
of are thrown into this hole, and quick­
lime soon consumes the little form. It is 
said that the priests take charge of this 
cruel work. It has been estimated that 
every year 10,000 female babies are 
brutally slaughtered in the empire. One 
Chinaman being interrogated about the 
destruction of his recently bom girl, said : 
“The wife cry and cry, but kill allee 
same."

In every large city in China there are 
asylums for the care of orphans, sup­
ported and conducted by foreigners, who 
save yearly from slaughter tens of thou­
sands of female infants, says the New 
York Sun. At Hankow, which is 600 
miles inland, I visited a Roman Catholic 
orphanage for children that have thus 
been thrust out to perish. Mother Paula 
Vismara.the Lady Superior of the institu­
tion, informed me that she had received 
seven that day, and one day thirty were 
brought in. Of course these have never 
been consigned to a baby tower. Some­
times they are found wrapped in paper 
and left at the edge of the river. Some­
times they are buried alive by the father, 
but while yet living are dug up by some 
one else and brought to this institution. 
Several women are employed by the 
Mother Superior in looking about for the 
little victims. Upward of 1,000 are 
received every year. Many of them, of 
course, die soon after from the exposure 
and neglect they have suffered through 
being abandoned, and many are boarded 
out by the institution in the town.

Those who accept the charges have to 
bring the children once a week for in­
spection, and then, all being right, they 
receive the pay for maintaining them. 
This is an Italian charity and one of the 
most estimable in China. During the 
twenty-three years of its existence it has 
saved the lives of35,000 to 40,000 children, 
of whom a fair proportion have grown to 
womanhood. It received considerable 
support from the European residents at 
Hankow, of whom there are about 120.

Those children who remain within the 
premises of the institution are fed and 
clothed,and when old enough are taught to 
sew,make lace,knit stockings and do other 
useful work. They never know where they 
came from or who their parents were. 
When they are four years of age their feet 
are bandaged,according to the general cus­
tom of all classes in China, to keep them 
small, as that increases their chances of 
marriage.
