“Loss is caused the creditors and 
injustice is oonmitted by an insol­
vent debtor who continues to trade 
after the time when he fully recog 
nizes that he is insolvent, and that 
there is no reasonable hope of re­
covering himself. He may con 
tin ne to pay what debts he can as 
they become due if payment is de­
manded by bis creditors, and be 
may make current payments for 
value received. Bat if in ooctem- 
templation of bankruptcy be pays 
some creditor in fall with a view 
to giving that creditor a preference 
over the others, be becomes guilty 
of a fraudulent preference . . .

"Lawyers and theologians are 
agreed that in most countries the 
effect of a discharge is merely to bur 
legal proceedings for debt agaire 
the bankrupt. His moral obli­
gation to pay all hie debts in loi, 
when he is able still remains ; he 
may pat off payment till each time 
as he can conveniently fulfil bis 
obligations, and in the mean while 
be ia guaranteed freedom from 
molestation. Tbie seems to be the 
effect of the National Bankruptcy 
Law of the United States. 'Since 
the discharge is personal to the 
bankrupt, he may waive it, and since 
it does not destroy the debt bat 
merely releases him from liability, 
that is, removes the legal obligation 
to pay the debt, leaving the moral 
Obligation unaffected, each moral 
obligation is a sufficient consider­
ation io support a new promise' 
{Brandenburg, The Law of Bank 
rupley, 391).

“On the contrary, an absolute dis 
charge, when grantee) to th# honest 
bankrupt according to-English law, 
frees the bankrupt from his debts, 
with certain exceptions, and make 
him a clear man again, This is 
admitted by English lawyers and by 
theologians who treat of the effect 
of the English law of bankruptcy.

“If, as is usually the case, the 
creditors only receive a portion of 
what is dne to them, they have 
suffered loss through the action of 
the bankrupt, and if be is the volun­
tary cause of that loss be is morally 
to blame aa the cunee of injustice to 
his neighbour. There is moral 
blame attributable to a man who 
through misfortune and by no fault 
of his own has become bankrupt 
and unable to pay hie debts. Bat 
if bankruptcy bas been brought 
about by the debtors own faglt, he 
must be condemned io the court of 
morals, even if he escape without 
punishment £in £a court of law 
Bankruptcy may be the! result of 
one’s own fault in a great variety 
<ff ways. Living beyond one’s 
means, negligence or imprudence in 
the conduct of business, spending 
money wbioh is dne to creditors in 
betting and gambling, are frequent 
causes of debtors appearing in the 
bankruptcy,oourt. All snob oaueee 
are accompanied with more or less 
of moral guilt, in proportion to the 
bankrupt’s advertence to their pro 
bable consequences, end the volno 
Urineas of hie action.

Mr. Pugsley, the recently ap 
pointed Minister of Public Works 
in the Laurier Government, has

MR. WHITNEY SPEAKS.
