The barber's pole is a sign of humanity and

cleanliness, quite as hopeful as the spire of
orthodoxy. To succeed as a barber requires
patience, courtesy and good temper as wall as
skill Sometimes, like a fisherman, the barber
will wait for hours without business. Then,
when he wants to get his dinner or is short of
hands, there will be a rush of tonsorial candi-
dates, all of them in a hurry.

A gen-
tleman in the real estate business on Fulton
street is said to have lost his eyesight through
baving his bair dyed. Certainly there have
been indisputable cases in former times in
which cosmetics applied to the skin have
caused ‘disease and at length mortification
nnd death.
