THE NICHOLSON HEATER
A Well-Blown Gedrrlrh Man (be In­

venter.
One day last week a representative of 

The Signal dropped into Chrysta! & 
Black’s boiler worEa and had an op­
portunity of seeing the improved heater 
recently invented by our townsman, Dr 
Nicholson. The heater seemed to fall 
the bill ss far as economy of fuek was 
concerned, for the water was up to boil 
ing point in every compartment and a 
most complete circulating power was ob­
tained with a quantity of fuel that 
seemed to the reporter phenomenally 
small. As an Irishman, who was a spec­
tator, remarked, “Shore, all you want to 
run this ia the phospherous and pine 
in a box of matches.’’ The heater pre­
sents a most compact appearance, nearly 
square in shape, with round corners, the 
he ght being hot tour feet, and the width 
2 ft. 7 in. by 2 ft. 3 in. This size con­
tains 76 feet of tubing, arranged hori 
zuutally and longitudinally in an inner 
casing which ia surrounded by an outer 
easing rr shell, the space between the 
two oeeinge being filled with the water, 
which thus circulates through the entire 
apparatus. The supply is taken in at 
the bate of the heater, underneath the 
fire-box or furnaee, and the tubes and 
walla are so arranged that almost every 
inch of the whole structure presents a 
heating surface,giving the fullest circule 
tion of the water. The inventor ia so 
confident that he is willing to guarantee 
the heating of the largest house in town 
at an expenditure for fuel of one cent 
per hour (50-room hotels end drillsheds 
barred). The name of the heater is the 
“Excelsior,” and its economic and other 
claims will undoubtedly secure for it a 
front place amongst heaters where fuel- 
saving and general utility count for any­
thing. We congratulate our townsman 
on the success of his venture into the 
arena of invention, and hope that his 
efforts to benefit hie fellows through the 
medium of his heater will not prove un- 
ramunerative to himself.

The Ottawa Patent Review for March 
has the following : A hot water heater 
for heating buildings has been patented 
by Mr M Nicholson, of Goderich, OoL, 
on the 8th of Nov., 1889. (No. 32,- 
751.) The furnace consists of an outer 
and inner casing, the space between 
forming the water compart nent ; these 
two casings are connected ana strength­
ened by bolts ; a grate is provided and 
longitudinal and horizontal tubes. This 
makes a good furnace, is very simple in 
construction, and provided with all the 
necessary attachments.

“THE HOUR BEFORE DAWN."
t'oadeened Evperl eT the Address Deli­

vered at fit. Patrick’s Concert.
The following report of the lecture at 

St. Patrick's celebration in Goderich, of 
March 17th, is from the London Catho- 
licRecord , and is published by request :—

The lecture was delivered by D. Mc- 
Gillicuddy. Esq., editor of The Signal, 
end the subject was “Irelsud—the Hour 
before Dawn "

In reference to a remark made by the 
chairman in introducing the speaker, 
the lecturer isid he was Irish from 
the soles of his feet to the crown 
of his head, and had not a strain of 
other blood in hie composition ; he 
would not change that tact even if he 
could, for tie was proud of the land of 
Ilia fathers. Continuing,he uid, tonight 
the globe is girdled with gatherings such 
ss this to do honor to Ireland and Ire­
land’s patron uiut. In every land 
where Irishmen congregate—and they 
congregate on nearly every land on God’s 
foot -stool—there will be kiudiy remem­
brances of the Old Land tonight, and 
St. Patrick will be honored became his 
anniversary makes the manifestation so 
general. The day we celebrate differs 
from the anniversary of any personage 
that history makes us familiar with in 
the fact that not the birth but the death 
of St. Patrick is held in remembrance. 
And this being the anniversary of a 
death, it may not be out of place to 
allude on this occasion to another death 
which cast a gloom over Ireland—a 
gloom that hu existed for nearly rne 
hundred years—the death of the lut 
Irish Parliament, (Applause.) But, 
said the speaker, although I allude io 
the abolition of the Irish Parliament as 
its death, I speak as one not without 
hope, for as in the natural life death en­
sues that a brighter hereafter - may ob­
tain, so although responsible government 
pused from Ireland at the decease of the 
Irish Parliament, and although from 
that day to thia no responsible govern­
ment hu existed in Ireland, yet I be­
lieve Erin is not dead but sleeping, and 
that a glorious resurrection awaits her, 
when she shall again rise

"Great, glorious sod free.
The first flower of the earth,
The first gem of the sea."

(Applauae.) The history of our country 
IS not as well known to people generally 
ss it should be. In none of the national 
school» of Ireland has the history of 
Ireland been a text-book, and the same 
fact pertains to our Canadian institutes 
of learning. But time would not a low 
to go into the causes in detail which 
brought about the au called Union be­
tween England and Irelauii. It was ad­
mitted by even adverse historians that 
the dissolution of toe Irish Parliament 
was brought about by the most shameful 
corruption of ita members on the part of 
the English Government, and the great­
est of English statesmen had stated that 
it was secured “by force and by fraud.” 
(Loud applause.) It was claimed at the 
time of the agitation tor Union that such 
an engagement between the two coun­
tries would result in cementing the 
friendship of the two nations. Had the1 
prophecy been fulfilled i (Cries of “No.”) 
No, it had not. Ou the contrary, the 
reverse had been the result, and until of 
late years when the agitation of the ques­
tion has opened the eyes of many of the 
English people, the Irish were despised 
as an inferior nation by the English, and 
the English were hated with a fervid 
hate by the Irish. Thank God that 
feeling between the Deople of the two 
countries is fast dying away, and with 
the spread of light upon the subject it 
will not be lung before it is totally 
obliterated. (Applause.) The cause of 
Home Rule is permeating not only the 
Irish people hut the nations of the earth, 
and where in 1834, when O’Connell 
(cheers) divided the House of Parliament, 
at the instance of Fergus O’Connor, on 
the question of repeal of the Union, and 
only one English member cast in his lot 
with the scheme, today we have over 
two hundred English, Scotch and Welsh 
members led by the greatest historical 
figure of the nineteenth century—Wil­
liam Ewart Gladstone (loud cheers) and 
behind them, where in the Seventies we 
had a mere handful of Irish Home Rule 
members, we have now a solid phalanx of 
eighty-six—a majority from every Pro­
vince—led by the uncrowned king of Ire­
land, whose name will never die while 
history lives—Charles Stewart Parnell. 
(Cheers and prolonged applause ) It has 
been said, said the speaker, that the Irish 
are naturally discontented and turbulent, 
and that they have no grievances and are 
subjected only to the same laws that pre­
vail in England. Such was pot the case. 
The Irish were well known the world 
over for geniality and neighborly feeling; 
the fact that concession after concession 
had been wrung from the British Gov­
ernment, such as Catholic emancipation, 
the disestablish nent of the Irish Church, 
and certain improvements in the land 
laws (which, however, did not yet go far 
enough) showed conclusively that griev­
ances had existed and still exist; and the 
further fact that during the past ninety 
years there were eighty-seven Coercion 
Acts for the special “benefit” of Ireland, 
and which did net apply to England, 
Scotland and Wales, proved beyond a 
peradventure that Ireland wts not gov­
erned by the same laws as the sister coun 
tries. (Applause.) Why, said the speak­
er, I will give you another illustration of 
thia fact. If I were in Ireland tonight, 
and speaking ae I am now rpeaking, I 
would not board at home next week 
(loud laughter), for I would be plank- 
bedded for delivering what is called in 
Ireland a seditious speech,although I am 
•peaking no sedition. I will go further.

An Irish Home Rule member can make 
a speech on the floor of Parliament, or 
an Irish Home Rule missionary can 
speak in any part of England, Scotland 
or Wales, with impunity, and if he 
crosses the channel and delivers the 
self same speech on Irish soil, he is ar­
rested and treated worse than the vilest 
criminal. Doesn’t that prove that one 

I law doss not prevail for all classes of 
British subjects 1 (Applause ) During 
the past fuur years four thousand Irish­
men, women sad children had been ar­
rested for no other crime than that they 
loved their native land ; three-fourths of 
the Irish representatives in Parliament 
had been arrested and given the luxury 
of the plankbed, because they had dared 
to raise their voice against the tyranny 
of the present Government and the 
spiteful oppression of Arthur Balfour, 
the Irish Secretary ; of the seven mem 
hers f..r Cork county alone, all except 
Mr Parnell hid undergone this brutal 
treatment ; men, women and children 
had been batoned and shot down by the 
police at Mitchelstown and other places 
for daring to encourage their champions 
by cheering heroes like William O'Brien; 
thousands .upon thousands had been 
rendered homeless by the curse of evic­
tion ; and tens of thousands had died 
the death by privation and hardship. 
And yet we were to believe that Ireland 
had no grievances to be redressed. The 
latest esse of eviction would be fresh in 
the minds of many—the eviction of 
Clongorey. The speaker went fully in­
to this case, and showed that not only 
were the evicted tenants driven from 
their homes and their dwellings destroy­
ed, but their neighbors were prohibited 
by law from giving the homeless ones 
shelter, and kind hearted citizens who 
had come forward to erect temporary 
abiding places on neighboring farms for 
them had beeh arrested, handcuffed 
and taken to jail as common criminals. 
■Amongst those arrested waa the pariah 
priest, Father Kinsella, who was caught 
red-handed aawing a plank for one of the 
erections. He was tried under a statute 
of King Edward Ilf., and asked to give 
bonds that he would not again be guilty 
of so criminal an act, and because he re­
fused to give bonds, and by so doing ac­
knowledge that he had been guilty of 
law breaking, he was committed for two 
months to jail with hard labor. Was it 
any wonder that the Irish were attached 
to their priests when such salf-abuega- 
tion on the part of the soggarth aroon was 
of daily occurrence ? (Loud applause.) 
Irish nationality had been kept intact by 
trial and persecution,and if thesayingwas 
true that “the blood of martyr» was the 
seed of the Church,” the application 
could certainly be made to Ireland. On 
the grave of her patriot sobs her nation­
ality had arisen never to go down. (Ap­
plause.) Like the coral islands in the 
Southern seas, which are built by insect 
after insect laying its body down, Ire­
land's nationality had been unflinchingly 
sustained by the graves of her sons who 
had died in her cause, and whe had not 
died in vain. Although slow, the day of 
rejoicing was not the less sure in com­
ing.

“ "Tie weary watching wave on wave 
And yet the tide moves onward.
We mount like corals, grave on grave,
Yet point a path that's sunward.
We're beaten back in many a fray,
Dut newer strength we'll borrow 
And where the vanguard camps today 
The rear shall rest tomorrow."

(Applause.) God reigns, and Ireland 
will yet obtain her rights. (Renewed 
applause.) The darkest hour for Ireland 
was three years ago, « hen what was 
looked upon as the moat influential news­
paper in the world, backed by the moat 
important Government on earth, entered 
upon » gigantic conspiracy against Ire­
land and Ireland's cause. On the eve of 
a momentous vote on an additional coer­
cion bill, more atrocious and uncalled for 
than any of its predecessors, the first of 
a series of articles on “Parnellisiu and 

I Crime was sprung upon the British tie 
tion with the design of influencing the 
vote. The crimes charged against Mr 
Parnell and his colleagues were of a most 
atrocious character. The gage of battle 
was accepted by the Irish leader, who 
unqualifiedly denied the foul impeach­
ment. By Special Commission the de­
tails were examined into, and in a 200 
page volume the result of the investira 
tion is given to the public. Mr Parnell 
had been exonerated on every personal 
point charged, and the only important 
facts disclosed were that Michael 
Davitt had been a Fenian convict and 
that William O'Brien, John Dillon and 
five others had joined the National 
League with the object of total separa­
tion from England. So far as Davitt 
being a Fenian convict was concerned it 
needed no Commission to prove that, 
and no one could blame O'Brien and hie 
fellows for advocating total separation in 
1879. Why, remarked the lecturer, I 
favored total separation royeelt in 1879 
and I don’t care who knows it, and tf the 
conditions were the same in Ireland now 
that they were in 1879 I would be a 
total seoaratiomst still. (Loud applause.) 
In 1879 there was a famine all along the 
west coast of Ireland, and great 
distress prevailed in other parts 
through rack-renting. On the coast the 
people were forced to exist on seaweed 
and public charity, and they got mure 
seaweed than charity. The country 
was in a poor state, “without resource 
and without remedy," and the Irish 
party had not began to make its pres­
ence felt. Was it any wonder that total 
separation from a country whose legisla­
tion had brought about such a woeful 
state of affairs should arise in the hearts 
of men who loved their suffering coun­
try l (Applause.) But because a man 
wa* of one opinion on a public question

at one time was no reason that he should 
not be of a different opinion at another ; 
if it were not »o, and a change of heart 
did not often take place, there would be 
few conversion* to Christianity and no 
repentance amongst many who need it 
badly. (Applause and laughter.) And 
so it was that separation waa now ont of 
the question, and we all believe that 
England and Ireland should go hand in 
hand in a federal union similar to that 
which Canada haa at Ottawa, and that 
Ireland's local affairs should be attended 
to by an Irish parliament on College 
Green, similar to that which governs 
Ontario at Toronto. (Cheers.) And 
such a scheme is bound to come. Al­
ready the signa of decay have (track 
Balfour's reign, and the Times Commis­
sion, which was to have stricken Ireland 
to the death, has worked a blessing in­
stead.

After dealing with the Times apology 
to Mr Parnell and paying a tribute to the 
Irish people in America, Australia and 
other parts of the world who had con­
tributed to the Parnell Defence Fund, 
the Tenants’League Fund and kindred 
schemes in aid of the Land League cam­
paign. the speaker closed with T. D. 
Sullivan's stirring lines :

"Deep In Canadian woods we've met 
From one bright island flown.

Great is the land we tread, but yet 
Our hearts are with our own.

And ere we leave this Home Rule hall.
While fades the parting day,

We’ll toast old Ireland !
Dear old Ireland 1 
Ireland boys I Hurrah !"

Loud and prolonged applause greeted 
the speaker from every part of the hall as 
he took his seat.

The editor of the Bruaael» Post has 
been locking at the political horoscope, 
and the following is the result of his 
observations :—

“Who are the probable candidates in 
Huron County for parliamentary honors 
In connection with the forthcoming 
elections for the Local and Dominion 
Houses ? In East Huron Thos. Gibson, 
the present M. PP., is once more the 
standard bearer, and, at the present, it 
looks as if he would be elected by accla­
mation owing to the withdrawal of A. 
Musgrove and the Convention going by 
without naming another person to take 
bis place. Dr. Macdonald, M. P., will 
without doubt, be the standard bearer 
for the Commons. The names of H. 
W. Meyer, Wm. Clegg and A. H. Mus­
grove are mentioned as among the most 
likely to oppose him. A. Bishop and 
John McMillan will hold the fort in the 
South Riding, and as that constituency is 
a “hive” there will, probably, be no op­
position. In West Huron Hon A. M.

The town council met last Friday 

evening, the 21st Inst. All the mem­
bers were present except the deputy 
reeve and R. W. McKenzie. The min­
utes of last regular meeting were read, 
approved and signed.

A suggestion of the Mayor that a min­
ute book be procured for the purpose of 
keeping the minutes of committee meet­
ings was ordered to be carried out. The 
Mayor also recommended the changing 
of the street watering cart so that it 
may do a greater amount cf sprinkling.

COMMUNICATIONS.
A communication from Mr John Han­

nah was read. He offered to equip and 
operate a creamery in the town if the 
council would grant him the use of the 
back part of the market house, free of 
rent and taxation, for three years, put in 
a water service and supply him with 
wate> free, and give sufficient sewer 
pipe to make drainage connection be­
tween the creamery and the town sewer­
age system. The communication was re­
ferred to the public works committee 
with power to act.

A communication from Mr Jos. Wil­
liams stated that he thought the price 
quoted for the use of water to supply a 
motor is too high, being higher than in 
other towns and greater than is charged 
to other consumers of the town water.

Communications from tho Gordon 
Steam Pump Co., asking the settlement 
of their account, and from the town clerk 
of Wingham, in reference to the railway 
deputation to Ottawa, were read and 
filed.

Your committee has examined the fol­

We have exam­
ined the auditors’ report together with 
statements of assets and liabilities, and 
so far at we can see find same to be cor­
rect We recommend that the abstract 
thereof be published in one issue of each 
local paper. We find that at the present 
time we have n- hand belonging to the 
sinking funds «equired to meet deben­
tures the sum of $9,216 92. We recom­
mend that this money be loaned out un­
der the direction of yoor committee on 
mortgage securities, as provided for by 
statute.

THE NEW BANKING BILL
HOW HON. MR. FOSTER'S BILL WILL 

AFFECT THE CHARTERED BANKS.

The event of last week (n the House of 
Commons was the introduction by the Fin­
ance Minister of his proposition relative to 
tho renewal of bank charters. To those who 
oppose radical changes in the law,
and particulaaly in arrangements regarding 
note circulation, the coming measure will be 
exceedingly satisfactory. Mr. Foster does 
not propose any very extensive new deper- 
tures. The basis of the note issue is to re­
main as it is. Banks are to be allowed to 
issue up; to the amount of their paid-up capi­
tal, and the «mete and the double liability 
are to form security for the bills. There * 
to be e scheme whereby all notes will run at 
par ewywhsre in Canada, and there is to 
be an insurance plan, under which the notes 
of insolvent banks will retain their face value 
after the failure has taken place. The in­
surance scheme will be operated in this 
way. AU banks will pay 2X per cent of 
their escalation into a fund next July, and, 
another 2)£ per cent in July foUowing. 
The total sum’ aggregating a million and a 

wih be held by the Government, and 
banks will receive 3 per cent, upon it Out 
of this fund internet on the notes of insolvent 
banks will be paid at the rat» of 6 per cent. 
It is also understood that the fund will be 
used to redeem the notes. As the assets of 
the bank are realized upon the fund will be 
repaired. Mr. Foster also proposes an audit 
of bank accounts. This is to be made by two 
auditors for each bank, who are to be ap­
pointed annually by the shareholders at tbtir 
meeting. In orper to prevent multiplication 
of weak banks, it is proposed to require all 
new banks to have *250,000 paid up before 
they commence business An objection to 
the proposals came from Sir Donald Smilh 
president of the Bank of Montreal That 
great institution has been pressing the Gov­
ernment to adopt the American system, 
which contemplates a bank issue secured by a 
deposit of debentures with the Government 
This scheme was pressed by Sir Donald, but 
the House failed to respond to the argument 
pressed by the gallant knight

The government is contemplating a new 
ballot scheme and has appointed a committee 
to examine several new inventions which, it 
is claimed, secure absolute secrecy in voting. 
While the subject was before the house Mr. 
Blake said it was of the highest importance 
not only that the ballot, should be absolutely 
secret, but that there should be the plain 
guarantee to voters of secrecy, because noth- 
ing was more common than for the masses of 
the people to be told that their votes would 
be known.

Mr. Carling presented the report of the De­
partment of Agriculture. The report shows 
an increase in our cattle and sheep exports to 
the United Kingdom. Last year we exported 
85,053 cattle, against 60,000 in 1888. and 58,- 
m sheep, against 40,000 in 1888. Mr. Carl­
ing says the trade was good, but he wishes 
to urge upon stock raisers the necessity of 
breeding from pure bred animals only. The 
immigrant arrivals during 1800 aggiegated 
91,600. This is the largest influx since 1884. 
Of this number 8,982 passed through Poi t 
Arthur en route to Manitoba or the North- 
West. The total of immigrants to the West 
numbered 27,136, but of these 18,154 were 
immigrating Canadians.

The Rykert investigation, is attended by 
an unusually large number of members, and 
by many outsiders. No investigation in re­
cent years has attracted so much attention. 
When the committee met Mr. Rykert was on 
band, supi>orted by his counsel, Mr. William 
McDougall There was a little hitch touch, 
ing the mode of procedure, but the Minister 
ef Justice straightened matters on* by mov­
ing that Mr. Rykert be heard in his defence. 
When called upon Mr. Rykert demanded that 
the committee or some one for it should state 
that charge against him. This proposition was 
met by Sir John Thompson with the rather 
2urt observation that the committee which ha# 
decided to hear Mr. Rykert .proposes instead 
that he hear the committee. The Minister is 
evidently bent upon allowing no trifling in 
this matter. The plan is to prove that no un­
due influence was exercised to get the timber 
limit. Both Sir John Macdonald and Mr. 
Rowell were called to testify that so far as 
they were concerned no siu h influence has 
been used. The charge, however, is not that 
influence was used, but that Mr. Rykert in 
his letters to Adams represented that it was 
resorted to.

It only wants the Govei-nor-Geueral’s for­
mal sanction for the Orange incorporation 
bill to become law, the Senate having read 
It for the third time.

The Government has decided to expend 
fl0,000 more or $30,000 in all purchasing 
leed wheat for north-west farmers.

The House adjourned on Friday till Wednes­
day. The Budget will come down on Thurs­
day.

It is said that the order to summons the 
Battleford witnesses in the fur looting case 
oas been cancelled. General Middleton will 
give his testimony at the next meeting of the 
Committee, when it will be decided whetht r 
the further testimony is really necessary or 
not, and if necessary a special grant for the 
expenses will be asked for.

Toronto, March 24.—An unexpected ele­
ment of opposition was developed to the third 
reading of the bill making a grant towards 
the restoration of the University building. 
The main gist of the opposition and the whole 
burden of the speeches of those opposed to it 
was that the university is a Toronto institu­
tion and as such appeals for its restoration 
thould be mode to the municipality and to 
:hose who claimed the university as their 
ilma mater rather than to the province at 
arge. The bill finally passed.

In reply to Mr. Morin Mr. Mowat replied 
that the Government had not decided on 
iny mode of celebrating the centennial of 
ihe first Parliament of Upper Canada during 
;he year 1892, but they would take the matter 
into consideration. Personally he favored 
:he idea of some suitable celebration of that 
ton portant event in our history.

Mr. Garson moved the following resolu­
tion:—That in the opinion of this House the 
time has arrived when the Government 
ihould seriously consider the advisability of 
'urnishing school books free to the pupils 
>f the Common schools in the province. He 
iaid that the expense attendant upon the 
mrvha.se of school text-books was 1o a laiga 
ixtent the cause of the unsatisfactory atten­
tante at many of the Public schools. He 
uggested that the books be purchased by a 
;rant from the provincial exchequer.

Mr Ross (Middlesex) did not think the 
House was prepared to undertake the tre- 
nendous task of supplying the half-million 
foildren attending the schools with free text-

Washington, March 28c—The Republican 

members of the House Ways and Means 
Committee spent the entire day in consulta­
tion and hearing representations touching the 
Tariff Bill The discussion touched upon acids, 
oils, borax, copper, nickel, hides and a large 
number of other subjects.

The System to Be Followed in Taking the 
Census—Bills Which Received the 
Royal Assent—The Orange Bill De­
layed.

Ottawa, March 26.—After a little uninter­
esting routine the House to-day went into 
committee of supply, taking up the estimates 
of the Department of Agriculture. The dis­
cussion turned first upon tho approaching 
census, the minister being pressed for details 
of the plan to be pursued. It was elicited 
that the census is to be more com­
plete than usual, especially with re­
spect to statistics in regard to the 
Canadian-born population. There are two 
common systems of census taking: the de 
jure, which includes in the population of any 
given place all whose permanent residence is 
there, and the de facto, which gives the total 
number of persons actually present in any 
place the day the census is taken. The de- 
jure plan will, as heretofore, be followed in 
Canada.

ness—«- gerness it may even without 
exagtifeiat <»n bo called—to be convicted 
of what is acknowledged to be a fault 
strikes oi.e is a curious anomaly. No 
one would answer, if. told, “You are 
yerv truthful,” “Oh, no, I’m a constant 
liar;” nor if c -mplim mted upon consist­
ent attention to her own business, would 
respond, “On the contrai y, ecandal- 
nio igoring is my favorite occupation/ 
At least, no one would give either of these 
answers in the serious way in which the 
claim to the possession of a hot temper is 
made, jüay there not be, underlying 
this inconsistency and explaining it, a 
misconception of the leal meaning and 
source of a quick temper l To many 
minds, this uudtsirable trait seems to 
be the outcome of many very admirable 
qu titties. To be ^ hot-tempered means, 
inferoutiallv, in such mental vocabular­
ies,t.i be g.merous, and large-minded,and 
unselfish, and—after a little lapse ot 
tino—forgiving. But I maintain that it 
means exactly the reverse of all these 
things If a man be quick-tempered, if 
he gives way to anger quickly and un­
righteously (for I leave out of the ques­
tion entirely »he righteous wrath which 
rises for good reasons only, and is quite 
a different matter from temper), he is 
not genet.*us, for he shows no regard for 
the comfort of those around him; lie is 
not unselfish, for it is safe to say that in 
nine casts out of ten, if not in ten cases 
out of ten, his fury is kindled by some 
fancied slight to himself, and is allowed 
to blaza simply as an illumination in 
honor of his self-esteem; he is not for­
giving, because, though he may recover 
quick y from his aberration, and soon be 
perfectly urbane to the whilom victim 
of it, the restoration is simply forgetful­
ness, and to forget the injury inflicted 
upon another by his own hasty words is 
by no means synonymous with forgive­
ness of injuries he himself may have re­
ceived. Last of all,he is not large-minded. 
I am convinced that a quick temper is 
an unfailing indication of a limited in­
telligence and a lack of mental quickness. 
It the mind were large enough to gran 
the true relations of things, to see how 
■mal1 a point in the universe th s temper 
rousing episode occupiei, and if it could 
see this quickly—in a tla*h of thought — 
the outburst would be averted.—Atlan­
tic Monthly.

HOUSEHOLD HINTS.

Hew I» Tell rare Weter.
Pure water ia colorless, odorless, taste
is. To ascertain whether it ia color­

less, All a Urge bottle made of colories» 
glass with water ; look through the wa­
ter at some dark object ; if it has any 
color, it will then be d«covered.

To aeoertaio whether the water is 
odorlees, pour eut some of the water and 
leave the bottle half full ; cork the bot­
tle and place it for a few hours in a warm 
place ; shake up the water, remove the 
cork, and critically smell the sir contain­
ed in the bottle. If it has any smell, 
particularly if the odor is repulsive, the 
water ahould not be used fur domestic 
purposes. By heating the water an odor 
ia evolved that would not otherwise ap­
pear.

The water should also be without 
taite. Water fresh from the well is 
usually tasteless, even if it contain» a 
large amount of putrescible organic 
matter. All water for domestic pur 
poa.<s ahould he perfectly tasteless and 
remain so even after it has been warmed, 
since warming often develops a taste in 
water which is absent when cold.

A haul seed*. (
In a recent address at Boston, Mr 

Gregory, the noted seedsman, said as 
follows :

Good seèd of some vegetables, particu­
larly calbage and onions, is difficult to 
grow, and uncertain at best He had 
had acres of onion seed show great prom 
ise one day and the next be ruined by 
a blight. Last year he sent two tons >o 
the compost^heap which he had expected 
to sell for a thousand dollars.

He finds a strong tendency In the 
high-bred varieties to the wild type. 
This is particularly true of the neet, car- 
lot and onion. Low culture also hss a 
bad influence, making the onion less glo­
bular and the potato less plump Fash­
ion calls now for a bright ted beet, while 
the sweetest variety is yellow. In sel­
ecting corn seed for improving always 
take the lowest ears on the stalk, and 
thote having deep kernels, closely pack 
ed with the rows near together, especial­
ly at the butt. Plant from the. whole 
length of the ear without rejecting tip 
or butt kernels. Not half the cabbages 
in any field are fit to raise from, and of 
those saved over winter half or more will 
spoil before spring. Good seed is al 
ways expensive.

When squash seed will break without 
bending it is sufficiently dry for storing, 
and when the meat is dark colored or 
rancid it has become worthless by age. 
Seed is not certainly impure because the 
crop proves a failure. Cabbages and 
root crops grown at the south if planted 
too early or from other causes may fail 
to grow fit for maiket. Instead of mak­
ing beads or goid roots they may run up 
t/> seed like wildlings. Honest seeds­
men have run great risks in warranting 

eds under such conditions If they 
can prove that good crops have been 
grown from the same lot of seed planted 
under other.conditions they are safe 
against unjust claims. The most com­
forting thought of the seedsman is that 
no one can affjrd to be a rascal, and that 
honesty is the best policy.

Aeparagee.
So g asparagus seeds early in the 

spring iu well prepared rich ground, in 
rows a foot apart As the seeds are 
slow to germinate, mix in a few radish 
seeds when you sow, which will come up 
iu five or six days, so you can trace the 
rows, and thus enable you to keep the 
bed clear of weeds. It Will take from 
two to four weeks before all the aspara­
gus seeds are up. Set the plants out for 
a permanent bed the succeeding spring, 
in rows two feet by three, in very highly 
enriched ground. Set the crown of the 
plant from three to four inches below tbe 
surface.

FARM AND GARDËN.

A Bean Ufa I Bedding Plant.

Of the petunia a writer in the Horticul­
tural Times e&y* : I must confess to a 
little weakness for this beautiful bedding 
plant. In light soils it is extremely 
valuable, and the hotter the summer the 
better it is suited. By sowing the seed 
early in March in a little heat, the seeds 
soon germinate, the after treatment be 
ing to plant or pot-off as they become 
large enough, gradually hardening off, 
and planting out in rich soil at the end 
of May or early in June, according to 
weather. Some peg the growths down 
to the bed during the summer, which I 
think spoil» the effect. In my opinicn 
nothing is much more attactive than a 
good bed of petunias, allowed to 

row pretty much as they like. They 
y be purchased in separate colors or 
mixed packets, the latter, as a rule 
ng the beat, unless distinct colors are 

desired. The single are by far the best 
fur outdoor work, being freer bloomers, 
and more able to support their flowers 
than the double varieties.

To get tbe large yield of potatoes we 

must bave a strong, stocky top-growth, 
and this in as early a stage of develop­
ment (i. e., ts soon after planting) as 
possible. This latter is one of the most 
importai). points; and, if secured, the 
plaDts will hare time to concentrate their 
energies upon formation of tober. We 
may get this “plenty of top-growth in 
early season’ in larg j individual plants 
by planting laree seed-pieces, preferably 
whole tubers, in rows about three feet 
apart, and about one foot apart in the 
row. This plan invariably give the larg­
est top growth, and earlier in the season 
than it cam be secured by any other meth­
od of planting; and it also usually gives 
the largest yield of tubers. Plenty of 
aggregate tup-growth, but later in the 
season, can also be obtained by planting 

^ cut-seed, even to single eye,very closely, 
"-soaking two or three times the number 
-, .plants on a given area than when 

lole seed is used. The individual 
_ .ant is smaller at the start, remains at 
a disadvantage all through the season, 
and will yield less than the stronger in­
dividual plant from whole seed; but as 
there are so many more each plants,they 
may equal, perhaps even outyield, 
the same area planted on the other plan. 
Bat close planting calls for close atten­
tion, and a good deal of hand labor, and 
either method requires the backing of a 
sufficient quantity of the mineral plant-
