The big “fish" killers, says Mrs. 
Tucker, will all have to tak^ back­
water as far as fish killing this
summer. According to the reports In 
the papers, our sporting gentry, who 
whip the waters in quest of salmon 
and sniff northeasters in quest of 
health, have been so successful that 
we can look forward to this class as 
sooner or later becoming the “back­
bone of the country." If reports be 
correct and they have landed the 
thousands of salmon they are credit­
ed with, we should call a public 
meeting and pass resolutions demand­
ing that they remain at the fishery. 
Nature, evidently, never intended 
them to push a pen or wield a yard­
stick and they should be forced to 
drop these weapons for the bulltow 
and the bait bucket.

The salmou fishers should remem­
ber that the shop or office hold out 
little in the way of recom^icns^for a
life time of toll? wbêreas the fisher­
man cart look forward to a slinky pen­
sion as soon as he can prove satis­
factorily that he is 75 years kicking 
around this Island Home of ours. 
Another inducement is that if they re­
main fishing, the thiuly-clad politician 
who sees better times ahead, will ad­
dress them at election times as the 
“bone and sinew." whereas if they 
return to the office or shop they will 
be treated by the aforesaid politicians 
as if forty clerks had only one vote 
between them.

There are many other reasons why 
the salmon catchers should hold on 
to the job, for every, four years they 
will have thç satisfaction of knowing 
that a host of legal gentlemen who 
seek their support will address them 
as the mainstay and forget all about 
them as soon as the ballots are count­
ed. Salmon fishers who don’t intend 
to remain fishing and who land 
wholesale quantities should bo made 
tell what they do .with the fish.

Why Morris 
Feared the

Future.
HE PREFERRED TO HEAR THE

ILLS OF THE PRESENT THAN
ELY TO OTHERS OF THE EV-
TVRE, WHEN HIS WORKS
MOULD BE BETTER KNOWN.
In order to draw attention from the 

Premier’s change of front in regard to 
giving information about the Loans, 
the Tory organ 'has made another 
stupid blunder by raising another is­
sue in the shape of a question.

The correspondent of the New York 
Post foretold that the investing public 
would fight shy of the new loan, be­
cause of the high rate of commission 
being paid to the underwriters. Thr 
forecast proved true, and we have 
been persistently inquiring into the 
cause. We have asked what rate of 
commission is being paid for under­
writing the 1910 and the 1912 Loans. 
The Premier as persistently re­
fuses to supply any answer, although 
he held himself out as willing to sup­
ply information. Only one conclusion 
will be drawn by the public from the 
Premier's determined silence, and 
that is that the cause assigned by the 
N. Y. Post correspondent operated 
largely to bring about a result he fore­
told.

Chagrined at the results of the dis­
cussion. the Prime Minister commits 
another stupidity. He asks if it is the 
polieyt of the Liberal party to repudi­
ate the contract for building the 
Bfaneh Railways.

Jealous of the success of the fore 
cast of the N. Y. Posts financial' cor 
respondent, the Tory financier makes 
a forecast of the course eve shall pur­
sue. But unlike the Post man, he is 
unsuccessful. He says: “No answer 
will be forthcoming." He is wrong. 
A square answer is forthcoming. We 
neither evade the question, as he does 
ours, nor do we equivocate as he is 
doing in extenuating his blunders in 
floating the loan. Our answer is in 
the negative. We say “No." If thi 
Tory leader had not been “blinded 
with party passion" to use again thi 
words of the Daily News, he would 
have refrained from putting such a 
question and arousing memories he is 
anxious to obliterate from the minds 
of the public. The Liberal party will 
not follow the bad precedent establish­
ed in 1909 by his Government in re­
pudiating a contract, signed, sealed 
and delivered. How malapropos is 
the question. How untimely. How 
stupid. Who but the leader of thi 
Tory party, traditionally the stupid 
party, would ask a question, which "is 
associated in the mind of the public 
with the sorry pectaele which the Tory 
administration presents after the great 
rebuff it received at the hands of the 
l,oi ds of the Privy Council in the Com­
mercial Cable appeal? Who so stupid 
as to recall the memory of Tory dis­
honour? Why, a Tory in a Tory paper.

But the stupidity is not confined to 
its tinseasonahleness. but extends to 
the unwitting revelation of what the 
propounder has hitherto tried to hide.

The Government contended in 1910 
that the proceeds of the loan of that 
year would cover the obligations o! 
the Railway Extension Act. The event 
proved the estimate wrong. The pub­
lic here and the investing public 
abroad found this year another loan 
of £400,000 put 011 the market to meet 
these obligations. Was it any wonder 
the investing public were shy in in­
vesting in the new debentures?

The propounder of the question 
now unwittingly reveals by the ques­
tion he puts to us that the proceeds of 
the two loans will not he sufficient to 
meet the obligations of the Railway 
Extension Contract. Otherwise, the 
question has no bearing. If the money 
is sufficient to meet the obligations in 
full, and as it is ear-marked for that 
contract, the money is there to pay 
the obligations in full, and there was 
no need to raise any suggestion o! 
repudiation.

if. uowever, the two loans do not 
trovide sufficient money to meet the 
ihligations. there will he need of f 
third loan to cover the shortage. This 
ve have always contended, and-this 
he Government has denied both in 
’arliament and in the press.
This reveals why the Government 

nit the loan on the market now, in 
spite of the times being unpropitious. 
They feared the future. And why ? 
They feared the future because every 
eason will make it more evident that 

the branch railways cannot be paid 
n full even when the proceeds of the 
910 loan is supplemented by that au- 
horized last season. They feared 
hat the investing public would realize 
his and fight shy of it. That is why 
hey contend the present time how­
ever bad was better than the future 
vith its disclosures.

The present time was unpropitious. 
the future would lie worse.

The question of repudiation could 
mly arise in the mind of a Tory, con­
vinced of the necessity of a third loan 
to pay for the branch lines already 
contracted for. and in a mind which 
s convinced that the Tory party will 
>e defeated next Election. The ques- 
ion propounded carries the sugges- 
ion—you'd better stop criticizing— 
you’ll be in the market yourselves 
shortly to find money to make up our 
shortage in paying for these saint 
branch lines. Don't criticize us. for 
the criticism may hit you when you go 
nto the market, as go you must, after 
/ou are returned to power, or will you 
repudiate the contract?

The question about repudiation was 
1:1 effort to burke criticism, but it 
'ailed from stupidity. Tjie suggestion 
vas stupid because the contract, 
nade the Tories, is valid and the 
country must carry it out or pay dam­
ages. It was stupid because the 
criticism will not hurt the country but 
only the party of wilful extravagance, 
viz., the Morris Party.

If the Morris Government have ar- 
■anged for sufficient money to cover 
he cost of the branch railways, they 
■an finish them before the General 
Election.

If they haven't, they cannot—with- 
ut another loan, and that is why 
hey have raised the suggestion 
bout repudiation. Their suggestion 
s dishonest and dishonourable and 
iiscloses their own deception.

They fear the future, because they 
lave fooled the public once, and they 
are fooling it a second time, and be­
cause a third application f<y- money

will disclose the recklessness of their 
financing. The Liberal Party do not 
fear the future. They will not talk 
repudiation. They will restore the 
financial credit of the country which 
cannot be restored by an administra­
tion which has been wilfully waste- 
fully In expenditure and reckless In 
Incurring obligation. No party but a 
Tory party would have excited com­
ment on its own precedent of repudi­
ation. No party but a Tory party 
would have disclosed unintentionally 
what it has been trying to hide. No 
party but a Tory party could have 
lost public confidence so speedily. No 
one but a Tory party could have ex­
posed their lack of confidence in the 
future. To-day they stand exposed 
more clearly than ever as the stupid 
party. The mills of the gods grind 
slowly, but they grind surely, and lat­
terly in the matter of the Morison 
scandal, the Commercial Cable dis­
pute and the floating of the 1912 loan, 
they have been grinding the Govern­
ment exceedingly small.
