GERMAN LOSSES.
PARIS, Oct. 25.

An important success by French
troops in the Champagne district " is
announced by the French War Office
this afternoon. In spite of fierce re-
sistance, French troops, following a
preparatory artillery fire, occupied an
important position known as La
Courtine. The losses of the Germans

took 200 prisoners.

BULGARIAN ATTEMPT DEFEATED

GRADECK, Serbia, Oct, 23.
Via Paris, Oct. 25.

A double attempt by the Bulgarians
to cut the railway at Veles, and in
the Velandovo sector has been com-
pletely defeated. Yesterday, Friday,
the attack on Veles was given up and
the entire available Bulgarian
strength was directed southward
from Isfip along the Gradeskar River
spreading out over a five mile front

becovo, Velandovo, Pirude, Vesezel
Halkova and Hodova, with its objec-
tive. The short stretch where the
railway running along the east bank
of the Vardar River between two
bridges is most pregnable at Strult-
za Station. The attack although furi-
ous, immediately developed the in-
feriority of the Bulgarians when in
contact with the experienced troops
of France and England. Heavy loss-
es of Bulgarians are reported along
the line and the Bulgarians are with-
drawing up the - Gradeskar Valley
leaving the French in victorious pos-
session of the railway from Salonika
to Nego#in beyond which point the
line is not threatened. The French
losses were slight. General -Serrail,
the French Commander-in-Chief, in a
statement to the Associated Prescg,
characterized the. Bulgarian reports
of their advance as fantastic. No-
where, he says, have they advanced
beyond a few undefended points of nc
military value. An offensive move-
ment of the Allies seems imminent.
The Greeks seem to be profoundly
impressed by the rapidity and success
of the French movements. Our army
lives in expectation of a general of-
fensive and looks with full confidence
to the armies of its Allies. It will
march boldly and cheerfully forward
conscious that in doing so it is de-
fending the interests of our country
and the interests of our Allies.” A
stirring struggle with the forces of
nature has schooled the Russians to
hardships and engrained in them the
instinct to hasten to the gsuccor and
relief of their brothers in need, hence
anl appeal from our allies will always
find a warm response from the Rus-
sian army.

CAPTURE IMPORTANTY

PARIS, Oct. 25.

In the Champagne district our
troops yesterday won an important
Success. The enemy occupied, in
front of their second position, a sa-
resisted all our previous attacks.

La-
Courtine extended for a distance of
twelve hundred yards.

CANADIAN LOSSES.

OTTAWA, Oct. 25.

An official computation of Cana-
dian losses in the war up to Oct. 18,
issued from the casualty office to-
day, show the total number of casu-
alties to be 15,187, made'up of 677
officers and 14,610 men. Of these,
death from all causes claimed 127 of-
ficers and 2,490 men, to which much
of a heavy list of missing must be ad-

- ded.

FEW OF CREW SAVED.
BERLIN, Oct. 25.

Only a small part of the crew of the
German cruiser Prinz Adalbert, sunk
by a British submarine in the Baltic,
were rescued. This was made known
in an official statement to-day. A
telegram from the naval general
staff, dated Oct. 23, said the cruiser
Prinz Adalbert was sunk by two shots
from an enemy submarine off Libau,
and only a small portion of the crew
could be rescued. The complement
of the Prinz Adalbert was 557 men.
The official announcement from Pe-
trograd which stated she had Dbeen
sunk, said the cruiser formed part of
a squadron which probably had been

charged with a special mission.

PROTEST BY BULGARIA.

AMSTERDAM, Oect. 25.

German newspapers print the text
of a note sent by Premier Radola-
voff, of Bulgaria, to Bulgarian Min-
isters abroad, protesting against the
bombardment of what he styles the
open towns of Dedeaghateh and Por-
to Lagos, where he declares consid-
erable damage was inflicted. Dede-
ghatch, says the Premier, was ex-
posed on Oct. 21st to bombardment
by eight large warships of the Allies,
while Porto- Lagos_ was bombarded by
twelve ships. It is not necessary to
point out, he adds, that the fire of
the Allied fleet Wwas not answered,
since these open places possess no
means of registance. .

Capt. Bernier, recently returned
from an Arctic exploration trip, who
is in Ottawa to-day, supported the
theory which he says is entertained
by many men who know the Arctic,
that Peary did not really reach the
North Pole. While he does not defi-
nitely hold that Peary did not accom-
plish what he claimed, Bernier states
that the variations north on April §,
the date of the Polar discovery, were
so great that only the most unsatis-
factory observation could be made,
and that Peary might have been any-
where from one to thirty miles off his
calculations. Bernier also cites the
failure of the MacMillan expedition
to find land at the point where Peary
reported he discovered it.

KING GEORGE IN FRANCE.
LONDON, Oct. 25.
King George is now in France,
where he has gone on a visit to the
British army.

A manifesto opposing conscription
has been issued by a small -number of
members of Parliament. Among the
reasons given for such opposition is
that a compulsory system would so
deplete the ranks of the industrial
workers that Britain would be unable
to meet her obligations assumed on
behalf of the Allies, to supply them
with stores’ and ammunition and give
them substantial financial help. It is
further declared that compulsion
would arouse bitter opposition among
workmen, and irretrievably destroy
the national unity, which is essential
to the sucessful prosecution of the
war.

LONDON BUDGET.

LONDON, Oct. 25.

‘While the Austro-German and Bul-
garian campaigns in northern and
eastern Serbia, is being carried out
according to plan, despite the fierce
Serbian resistance, the Bulgars who
crossed Timok and hold the town of
Prahovo, and are separated from the
Germans who crossed the Danube
near Orsova by only a few miles
south, things are not going so well
for the invaders. In the latter reg-
ion the French troops have joined
hands with the Serbs, and, according
to French accounts, inflicted a se-
vere- defeat on. the Bulgarians at
Krivolak, forty miles north of a point
where the Salonika-Nish railway
crosses the Serbo-Greek frontier.
This success places the Bulgarians,
who reached Istip, Veles and Uskup,
in a rather awkward position for fur-
ther advance, as - the Allied army
would seriously threaten their flank,
in fact unofficial reports state that
the advance of the French, who are
being closely followed by the British,
have already caused the retirement
of the Bulgars toward Strumitza. The
first desire of the Germans is to open
the route through northeastern Ser-
bia and Bulgaria to Turkey, and this
is on the eve of being accomplished.
On the other hand, military writers
here do not believe that the position
of Serbia is so desperate as has been
painted. It is serious, but they point
out that the Serbians have many na-
tural defensive positions in the moun-
tains, in which they can hold out for
weeks, and that with British, French
and other members of the Quadruple
Powers carrying out their determina-
tion to help Serbia by rushing rein-
forcements to Salonika and other
points, the Bulgars will have a warm
reception, and that the Germans and
Turks are being fully occupied else-
where and will not be able to send
them much help.

British correspondents in France
have just disclosed the fact, made
known to them by the British staff,
that even after the Anglo-French of-
fensive in September, the Germans
had the greatest difficulty in secur-
ing reinforcements to meet the ad-
venture, and had to call on men just
returned from Russia for a rest, to
fill the gaps in the western lines.
From this it is argued that the Ger-
mans cannot spare a great many men
for the Balkans, as the Russians are
keeping them fairly busy from the
Baltic to the Roumanian border. The
Italians, by their offensive, are com-
pelling the Austrians to strengthen
their lines.” The French, by the cap-
ture to-day of the strongly fortified
salient north of the Mesnil in Cham-
pagne, have shown that they have not
vet finished their effort to break
through. The French success is con-
sidered important, because the cap-
ture of this fortified area clears the
ground for another general offensive
in Champagne. For the same reason
the British are trying to force the
Germans out of their redoubts and
from the slag heaps south of La-
Bassee. These are only preparatory
operations, whilst the Italian great
offensive, which has already gained
for them many valuable vantage
points, according to Rome despatch-
es, may any day place them in pos-
session of the fortress of Gorizia
The Russians are fighting pitched
battles in Riga and Dvinsk regions
in an effort to retake the ground won
from them by Von Hindenburg last
week. Russian attacks southeast of
Riga have been repulsed, according
to the Germans, as were those under-
taken northwest of Dvinsk, The
German forces which crossed Tlliukst
north of the town of that name, with-
drew in the face of a superior Rus-
sian army. It is also claimed by the
Germans -that the Russian attacks to
take the district south of Levinsk
were repulsed, and that the Austri-
ans have broken the Russian ' lines
over a front of more than two and a
half miles west of Lomanow. The
German campaign west of Lamanow
is being interfered with by the Brit-
ish and Russian submarines, which
have stopped mercantile traffic in the
Baltic ports. The German cruiser
which was sunk, the® Prinz Adalbert,
is the sixth armoured cruiser lost by
Germany since the commencement of
the war, the others being the.Bleuch-
er, Scharnhorst, Genisenau, Yorck,
Freidrich and Carl.

had died in the Liverpool Infirmary of
malaria. So we learned from the
Evening Herald. Although two days
have passed that list has mnot yet
been furnished to us. Some time ago
our reporter- asked the Writer on
board to let him know by phone when
a list was received and if they could
not send it, he would call for it. Yes-
terday he telephoned the Calypso and
asked if there was anything in, and
was told there was nothing. A few
hours later the Evening Herald pub-
lished the list and announced that it
had been received on Sunday. We
direct the attention of Commander
MacDermott to these matters, and beg
to suggest to him that he arrange for
communication of the list to the news-
papers, immediately after he has com-
municated with the relatives of those
concerned. This is the method adopt-
ed in the case of casualties connected
with the Newfoundland Regiment,
and it is highly satisfactory. On the
other hand, we have to depend on the
hazard of hearing on the street that
a list has been received by the Calypso
and to endeavour to obtain it. We
would point out to Commander Mac-
Dermott that the press of Newfound-
land has co-operated willingly to aid
in the recruiting of Reserves for the
Royal Navy, and is always willing to
do everything to promote anything
that is for the good of the Navy and
to aid in the carrying on of the Navy.

It is gratifying to learn
that. the stimulus applied
to recruiting, by the
King, Lord Kitchener,
Lord Derby, and the

Labour representatives is showing

its effects in largely increased flock-

ing to the flag. The statement that

the recruiting last Saturday was 300

per cent better than on any Satutrday

since the war commenced, is proof
that people are realizing more and
more the nature of the struggle whieh
faces the Quadruple Entente. The

development of affairs in the Balkans '

is calling for a new army front in
Europe in addition to the ones in
France, Russia, Italy and the Dar-
danelles. Additional information
throws more light.on the appointment
of"General Monroe to the Dardan-
elles command. His appointmént ap-
pears to be based on his success dur-
ing the past. fourteen months. The
dictum of General Plumer is illus-
trated in the success of General Mon-
ro, that the only way to learn war is
to engage in war. In August, 1914,
he went to France in command of a
division. He distinguished himself
and was given the command of an
army corps. A few months later he
was given command of an army and
now he is the commander-in-chief of
the forces in the Dardanelles. The
publication of the army list, however,
does not seem to have kept pace with

General Monro’s rapid promotion. For
in the issue of July last he is still
ranked as Major-General, with the
temporary rank of Lieut.-General.

Money
which under the regime of license
goes to the saloon keeper, the brewer
and the distiller, goes under prohibi\-
tion to better men. The butcher, the
farmer, the builder, must prosper
with the destruction of liquor.

The report says:—

In presenting the impressions gain-
ed on a visit to. the front it is a little
difficult to know what ought to be
included and what ought*to be left
out. For instance, we have all heard
of France having been denuded of its

We were particularly
asked to explain as to the reasons for
the Welsh coal strike, regarding which
we, as North countrymen, could give
very little information.

During this, our first day’s experi-
ence, we received ample confirmation
of what we had so often heard before,
viz., of the existence of an opinion
amongst responsible men that, man
for man, our soldiers are superior to
the Germans. Every officer who
spoke to us on the point unhesitating-
ly asserted that, individually, our men
could more than hold their own with
the Germans, and that, therefore, the
great thing that was needed was a
sufficient supply of the munitions of
war to enable our soldiers to meet
the Germans on an equal footing.

The report describes a visit to a
military convalescent home, where
soldiers who are out of health, al-
though not completely broken down,
and soldiers only slightly wounded,
are bathed, clothed, and have their
ailments attended to:—

Since December over 10,000 men
otherwise, in many cases, have been
lost to the Army, have been restored
to health and sent back to the ranks.
We could not help expressing to Col.
Bate, who is responsible for this won-

derful piece of organization, the hope
that when the war was over the au-
thorities might see their way to allow
him to do a similar work for civilians
at home. pe

We may sum up the

(1) We would comment upon the
good will that prevails between offi-
cers and men. Of this there cannot
be the least doubt. It can be seen
in the tone and attitude of the officers
and in hte bearing of the men in their
presence—to say nothing of other evi-
dence.

Mr. H. V. Simms was the next speak-
er. In a clear and concise manner
he expressed his atfitude toward the
drink traffic, and urged all present
to use their utmost endeavors for the
abolition of the saloon. Mr. W.. J.
Ellis followed and said that in the
northern districts, from which he had
just returned the sentiment was
strong in favor of prohibition. He
was of the opinion that by the remov-
al of liquor we shall be clearing the
way for the raising of a strong and
sturdy race. Owing to some of the
speakers being delayed, the chairman
related some facts gleaned by can-
vassers in their tour of the city. He
believed that many promising young
men .from outports who knew nothing
of liquor at home fell before the
temptation of the city saloon. Mes-
srs. George Coughlan and George R.
Johnston gave brief addresses, which
were listened to with much interest.
On the arrival of Dr. Mosdell, Mr.
White vacated the chair. Dr. Mos-
dell dealt with the drink habit as a
disease. He dealt also with the ques-
tion of revenue and made a strong
appeal for the abolition of the saloon.
Rev. Mr. Legge, of Portugal Cove,
gave a very earnest address and ex-
horted all to vote for prohibition. A
vote of thanks proposed by Mr. J. M.
Devine and seconded by Mr, Thomas
R. Delaney, of Bay Roberts, was ac-
corded the speakers by acclamation.

LETTER FROM MR. WARWI(‘I\
SMITH.

Editor Evening Telegram.
Dear 8ir,—I received to-day a copy

of my catechism on spirituous mat-
ters, which you published on the 19th
inst., containing in the margin the fol-
lowing pencilled words:—

“Just for a handful of silver he left
us,” Local Option.

This, Mr. Editor, is a base and
baseless .insinuation; as I witness to
the truth without fear, favour, affec-
tion, reward or hope of reward. The
writer knew' better -than write “hot-
tle of whiskey” for “handful of silver.”
if everyone in this Colony bought only
as much alcohol as I and my family
consume, one saloon keeper, with th'e
whole trade of the country in his
hands would starve at the present
prices of intoxicants.

Prohibition and Local Option are
two different things, and while I
voted and worked for Local Option
in St. John’s, I would then, as now
have opposed Prohibition.

Even were I in favour of Prohibi-
tion I would not vote for the enforce-
ment of the present Prohibition Act.
Before I wrote you, I had not seen a
copy of the Aet and only one or two
quotations from it. I wrote for in-
formation. I had a “hunch” that there
would be some loop holes in a Tem-
perance Act, and I find now, after
reading a copy that was lent me. that
I had underestimated their number.
The Aect is @s full of holes as a sieve.
It won’t hold water, but it will keep
in a power of whiskey!

Under the Act I may keep in my
possession only such liquor as I may
obtain before January 1st, 1917. When
that stock is 10st, wasted or con-
sumed, -1 must fall ill before I can
get any more, and then only enough
for use during that illness. I cannot
obtain any to keep by me for sudden
illness. However sick I may be I
must first see and pay a doctor, and
then visit and pay a druggist. I may
be on the Labrador, hundreds of miles
from a doctor and druggist. I cannot
take it in my medicine chest.

But see what the law allows the
rich man to do. He .can purchase
enough liquor. before January 1st,
1917, to stock his house and load his
vacht for years and years, for any
purpose, medicinal, social - or other
The poor man’s house, after a couple
of years, will be empty of liquor and
his schooner cannot carry it. He dare
not import it then.

The rich man need not pay for it all
at once. He must take delivery of it
and pay the duty before January 1st,
1917. He can settle with the liquor
seller @t his own and the latter’s con-
venience. The seller can sue him for
the amount or an instalment after
January 1st, 1917. Who is going to
give the poor man credit for enough
liquor to last him for the rest of his
life?

When I, at the .request of the Rev.
James Bell, drafted the section of the
License Act forbidding credit in the
sale of .intoxicants, and punishing the
giving of .such credit with fine and
imprisonment, I did not make one law
for the poor and another for the rich.
That was done when the Bill was be-
fore the House of _Assembly. I did
not then, nor do I now, believe in
one law for the rich and another for
the poor. I would have stopped credit
in wholesale as well as retail, to
wealthy employer and poverty-strick-
en labourer alike.

I hawe shown, Mr. Editor, how the
rich man may obey the law and yet
obtain all the liquor he wants before
January 1st, 1917; but the poor man
will be unable to keep sufficient in
his house as a medicine to save the
lives of his wife and children in cases
of sudden illness, or on board of his
ship to save the lives of a ship-
wrecked crew.

In my next letter I shall show how
easily and safely the rich man may
openly and brazenly break the Ilaw
after the ‘Act ‘comes in. force. Of
course the poor man won’t be able to
do this!

The Act seems to have a special
dislike to schoolmasters and barbers,
while policemen may become:liable to
a fine of five hundred dollars for try-
ing to carry out the law!! I will ex-
plain how later.

The answer is NO! Certainly not. On
the contrary, a decided gain to the
Revenue is reasonable to expect when
the Liquor Traffic is abolished.

The Revenue receives an annual in-
come of $360,000 from Liquor, and the
people spend at least $1,500,000 for
the Liquor on which this amount is
paid as duty. How do we know that?
Because 140,000 gallons of Liquor are
consumed in the year, and a great deal
of it is diluted and retailed at 10 cents
to 15 cents a glass, which all of.it is
sold at a profit. It is easy to figure,
therefore, that the amount spent in
Liquor is not under $1,500,000 per
year.

Under Prohibition this large amount
of . money will mostly- be spent for
good and useful objects. The people
who noew spend $1,500,000 for Liquor
will .then spend at least $1,200.000 of
the same money in the purchase of
dutiable goods, and as every dollar of
this will contribute at least 25 cents
to the Revenue, the latter will benefit
thereby to the extent of $300,000 at
least, as against $360,000 received
from Llquor. But this is not all,
for the people would also have to
spend their additional earnings under
Prohibition. It is estimated that
nearly a million dollars per annum
is lost by the workers of this country
through death, inefficiency and in-
ability caused by drink. The expen-
diture of this amount would bring
$200,000 more to the Revenue.

Nor is this.all, for the public purse
will be saved some large expenditures
under Prehibition. We now spend

over $600,000 per year to support our ‘

Asylums, Orphan-
ages, Hospitals, Penitentiary, Jails,
Magistrates, Police Force. Courts of
Justice, and such like to -take care of
the results of disease, poverty and
crime, and it is proven clearly by au-
thentic investigation that a large pro-
portion of this is gdirectly caused by
liquor. Indeed, we know this for a

self. Investigation, however, proves
beyond a doubt that fully 50 per cent.
of these things arise from the use of
Liquor, which in our case would
amount to more than $300,000.
