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^LONDON. (Canadian Press)—The 
herring catch in the North Sea in 
1321 was not up to the ordinary 
catch, though there was not an ac­
tual scarcity, but the herrings were 
of a very poor quality. An explana­
tion for this is supposed to have been 
found in the change in the Atlantic 
currents, which change has been ex­
ercising the minds of scientists. This 
has not yet been established as a de­
finite fact, but it is the belief of some 
eminent authorities. However, an 
international enquiry is now being 
held into the cause of the herring 
failure, the British Ministry of Agri­
culture and Fisheries being particu­
larly interested in the question. J. 
Nelson, Scientific Superintendent of 
the Fishery Board for Scotland,

states that as far as the tides are 
concerned in the summer of 1920, and 
again In 1921, there was an abnormal 
influx of Atlantic water into the 
North Sea, coming in. by way of the 
Orkney-Shetland passage. “The wa­
ter,” says Mr. Nelson, -‘Us more salt, 
has a higher temperature, and con­
tains a distinct fauna. One of the

most easily recognised animals la »
jelly-fish-like organism called a 
‘salp.’ These are found abundantly in 
'Atlantic water, but never in the true 
waters of the North Sea.” Further 
Mr. Nelson saya: “We knew t*at the 
herring feeds on email erusteena, and 
the Atlantic water la found to be 
very deficient in these Crustacea. 
Thus one can -see at onee » reason 
for the very poor quality of the her­
rings caught last year. "Research 
thfe past summer as to the position 
of the Atlantic water showed that if 
was normal, and there were no signs 
of it penetrating into'the North Sea. 
This may be correlated with the suc­
cessful herring fishing of this sum­
mer. The herrings were in extreme­
ly good condition. It is impossible 
to say what actually was the cause 
of this until we have made further 
investigations. The previous influx of 
Atlantic water into the North Sea 
took place as long ago as 1905, so 
that it will be seen that the investi­
gations are necessarily laborious and 
extend over a long period of times.”

The first process is 
the most costly, but gives the best re­
sults; the second is quick and cheap, 
and therefore most widely used. Flat 
printing is an inferior method, and is 
used only in an emergency, since by 
this method it is not possible to pro­
duce large numbers of stamps at the 
speed which is necessary.

In recess printing the design is en­
graved in recess upon a flat piece of 
steel, which is afterwards hardened. 
The design is then pressed on to a 
small roller of soft steel, hydraulic 
power being used. This roller in its 
turn’ is hardened, and used to transfer 
the design on to the steel plates from 
which the stamp is actually printed in 
sheets. This is done by rocking the 
roller to and fro on the steel plates 
until the surface is Impressed with so 
many exact copies of the design in re­
cess—that is to say, with the design | 
sunk into the plate.

Special Ink.
The plate is then cleaned and polish­

ed, and special ink Is forced into .the 
grooves by means of a soft pad. The 
surface is wiped clean so that the ink 
is left only in the sunken design. A 
sheet of thick paper which has been 
damped is laid upon the plate, and an 
impression taken under pressure. Af-1 
ter leaving the press the sheets of 
stamps are dried in a hot room, flatr, 
tened out, and coated with gum. The

'the various denominations be given 
regularly in school hours by the teach 
ers of those denominations trained 
and qualified to give it; all denomin­
ations to be on equal footing; and the 
teachers to receive training in giving 
religious instruction. No. one to be 
compelled to receive religious instruc­
tion against his. conscience; and pro­
vision to be made for pupils to receive 
religious instruction outside the school 
if necessary. Local and central re­
ligious committees to be appointed to 
see that these arrangements are 
properly carried out.

2. Subject to these conditions, the 
Committee consider that a national 
united system of elementary schools 
might with advantage take the place 
of the present system.

During the year 289,822 eggs ' 
were laid, an average of roughly 194 
per bird, a figure arrived at after 
making allowance from time to time 
as became necessary lowing to the 
death of birds. This is believed to 
be a test record for this country. j

There were very high pen averages 
as well as high individual records. 
The most prolific pen was Messrs. A. 
Lathom and Sen’s 8 White Wyan- 
dottes, which laid 1,937 eggs, with an 
average of 242 per bird; but of these 
120 eggs were under the standard. 1

The young emperor has grown weary 
of his confinement. Only three times 
has ho been allowed to leave the For­
bidden City, on each occasion for the 
purpose of attending a funeral hr 
memorial service. He is of the stu­
dent type, and in spite of his disad­
vantages has learned many things of 
the outside world from his tutors, 
some of whom are English. Not long 
ago he had his queue removed, thus 
cutting away from the Manchu tra­
dition. Occasionally he: wears Eur­
opean clothes and several times lie 
has pleaded with his court to buy him 
an automobile. There are rumors that 
the young emperor sometimes evades 
his attendants and secretly ventures 
outside the Forbidden City and glimp­
ses Peking from a closed car owned < 
by a sympathetic friend. It is known 
that Hsuan is becoming "fed up” with 
eht present routine and that he yearns 
to see something of the outside world, 
especially the British Isles, Canada and 
the United States, of which lie has 
read much. The boy monarch appar- I 
ently has no desire to return to power 
in China

rench GHe was only seven years 

old when, as the choice of the famous 
old dowager Empress Lung Yu, he 
was placed on the throne. He had no 
opportunity of tasting power. The re­
volution came a few years later and 
he was obliged to resign the govern­
ment before he scarcely knew ^yhat 
the actfbn meant. He retains the 
throne and title with the consent of 
the Republican Government. He still 
holds the respect of the Chinese peo- j 
pie and the terms of the abdication ! 
are such that a fairly pleasant future 
is before him, it he is able to hold his 
own activities.

TRADITION RULES AT COURT.
The trouble Is that the young emper­

or has so many retainers and courtiers 
that his attempts to break away from 
tradition are thwarted continually. 
Even his design to tour the world may 
be Interfered with because there are 
influential courtiers with in the For­
bidden City who realize that with the 
emperor journeying in foreign lands 
they must join the ranks of the unem­
ployed. Hundreds of people earn a 
livelihood within the Forbidden City, 
hemmed' in by the quaint old moat, 
and they are on the payrool merely 
because the emperor lives there. Na­
turally they do not favor progressive 
ideas for the emperor and frown upon 
incipient wanderlust. Under the terms 
of abdication his Majesty is granted 
$4,000,000 annually with which he is 
expected to maltnain the palace and 
his bodyguard and as the republican 
government has defaulted in a number 
of payments recently the idea of 
abandoning the pomp and grandeur 
of a paper empire has gained strength. 
It It were not for his private income 
the emperor would probably be forced 
to eliminate many of the luxuries

Certain individuals séém ilo have, 

especially developed, the peculiar 
gift of dreaming a true account Of 
future events more frequently than 
can be accQUOte<UfQr "by coincidence, 
thus leading their associateSYo Invest 
them with super-natural; power», and 
to declare that “there must be some- 

i thing In It.”
I This seemingly prophetic attribute 
of dreams led. In the past, to much 
superstition and conjecture, but the 
mental mechanism of the production 
stood and their prophetic nature can 
no longer be believed in. |

The great majority of dreams are 
the mental safety-valve through which 
the mind gets rid of unpleasant Ideas.

During the waking hours many un­
pleasant 'thoughts pass through the 
mind and are banished, after a longer 
or shorter stay, to the oblivion of the 
forgotten or i to use more psycholog­
ical language, to "the unconscious." 

j it is a natural attribute 'of the 
healthy mind, so to rid Itself of the 
distasteful, and a mind incapable of 
this would very quickly become in­
sane through the constant presence 
of disquieting memories in the fore- 
front of consciousness.

A very large proportion of our un­
pleasant feelings result from frus­
trated wishes, and so, it we could take 
stock of our unconscious minds, we 
would find there a large accumulation 
of “unsatisfied conations” or, In other 
Words, desires which we find It Im­
possible to gratify.
: During sleep, when thç mind Is not 
fettered by the power of will or rea­
son, these stored-away desires come 
to the surface, as it were, and ap­
pear as part of a dream.

Very strong desires, it brooded over 
and subsequently repressed, are so un­
pleasant that even during sleep the 
mind will not suffer them to appear 
unchanged, but distorts them so that 
when they arise in a dream form they 
are unrecognisable even to ourselves.

The dreams built up simply strike 
us as incomprenhensible and silly, and 
seldom, if ever, stimulate prophecies. 
We seldom dream, for instance, that 
we have supplanted a rival In love, 
reached the height of our profession, 
or made a huge fortune in our busi­
ness.

If that particular horse wins or the 
shares rise, then our dream will be 
remembered with reinforced vividness 
and be forever fixed in our memory 
as a prophecy; on the other hand, we 
are so accustomed to our dreams bear­
ing no relation to the truth that a 
false forecast makes no corresponding 
impression.
