been previously fashioned by the

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Most ancient of all accessories is 
the mirror, that reflecting bit of 
vanity which means so much in our 
daily life, as well as in our scheme 
of decoration. Its origin is shroud­
ed in the twilight of mythology and 
our only real clues are the fragments 
which mother earth and the tombs 
have rendered hack to us, sometimes 
in a fair state of preservation.

We know that glass was made by 
the Egyptians, yet the only mirrors 
that have come down to us from 
them, as well as from all other an­
cient sources, are of metal, very 
highly polished, and often containing 
silver and gold. The first form of 
the mirror was the hand-glass, and; 
it is the fragments of this that fer­
mâtes to us. We know, however, 
that metal mirrors were made in 
sections so arranged in grooves in 
the wall that they could slide up and 
down to show the figure at full 
length. Cleopatra is supposed to 
have possessed speh a mirror, but 
its magnificence can only be im­
agined, as no authentic description 
of it is available.

Glass mirrors coated with tin have 
been found in Italy that were used 
in the days of Pompey, but just when 
and where silver-backed glass was 
first employed has never been defi­
nitely established. As early as 1873 
the Germans had acquired a know­
ledge of glass mirror work, and in 
the 15th century they invented a 
curious form of mirror construction 
called the "bull’s eye.”

In the 16th century the Venetians 
did much business in the manufac­
ture and exporting of glasses with 
quicksilver backs, and in 1665 the 
French Government Induced 20 of 
these glass-workers to come to Paris, 
where in the year 1691 a method of 
making plate glass was perfected 
which made France thereafter the 
mirror market of the world.

The history of mirror-making in 
England might be said to date from 
1670. From this time on, rapid 
strides were made in the manufac­
ture of looking-glasses, those of the 
Queen Anne and Georgian periods 
being particularly notable.

Mirror glass in its early stages 
was “blown”, and beyond the length 
of three and one-half feet was too 
thin to serve as mirrors. In case a 
greater length was desired, It was 
accessary to add a second piece, and 
thus the longer glasses of the early 
eighteenth century were made In 
two pieces, one overlapping the oth­
er or finished with a moulding to 
hide the intersection.

In the latter part of the eighteenth 
century- Chippendale-made mirrors of 
great charm were made, and it was 
during this time that Chinese de­
signs became popular. Later, Hep 
plewhite and the Brothers Adam de­
signed mirrors of real worth, 'the 
former in shield and oval shapes, 
usually in pairs.

During the earlier part of the 
Georgian period the revival of the 
Queen Anne mirror began, and hy 
1800 the lines of this model were 
much" in évidence. Previous to this, 
looking-glasses were manufactured 
in large numbers In this country, 
and from 1780 to 1790 the famous 
“Constitution” glasses were made. 
This period also marked the vogue 
of the quaint Girandoles and Bull’s 
Eyes.

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t. Joe Houlihan.
A Great Viking ot the Past-

(H. F. SHORTIS.)
In our midst to-day we have many 

institutes composed of men for whom 
I have the highest respect. They are 
handed together for a good and noble 
purpose. The aim and object of 
these communities are the uplifting 
of the moral status of each other, 

(,and such associations with this end 
in view must be recognized as a body 
of gentlemen. For the real definition 
of the word gentlemen must be 
sought for in the moral and intellec­
tual standing of the individual, rath­
er than in the accident of birth and 
social distinction. The traditions of 
the past are a glorious heritage of 
the Newfoundlander. All history 
teaches us that the greatest deeds 
performed by the human race were 
the outcome of a spirit of emulation 
and a desire to imitate the actions 
of generations which have gone be­
fore. These institutions are doing a 
good work for the youth of the "city 
of St. John's. They are encouraging 
i taste for literature and thq higher 
Meals.

But while I admire the ability and 
research of the various members who 
take part in the debates tn our vari­
ous halls during the winter months,
I must confess that I am somewhat 
disappointed at the topics selected. 
Many of them refer to matters en­
tirely foreign to our country and our 
people, and seldom do we hear of 
ability, determination and enterprise 
displayed by the pioneers of those 
industries who have placed New­
foundland in the position she occu­
pies to-day, whether it be commerce, 
agriculture, fisheries or other re­
sources of our country. What more 
interesting debate could the commit­
tee of one of our institutes place on 
the board for discussion than “Who 
was the greatest sealkilller the 
country ever produced?” etc. What 
a glorious and interesting topic it 
would be for the men of to-day to get 
together and discuss for the benefit 
of the younger generation, the hard­
ships and dangers, the agility and 
seamanship, the fearlessness and 
manliness of those great vikings and 
fishermen who have by their exam­
ple in the past earned for New­
foundland that title, which has nev­
er been taken from her, the first 
fishing country in the world ; and her 
sons the most competent and fear­
less mariners who ever walked the 
deck or ran aloft to reef the sails 
when the storm was at its height.

It would indeed be very difficult,

nay, impossible, to assert who occu­
pied the foremost place in the his­
tory of the sealflshery. Several loom 
out conspicuously and amongst 
them I may mention old Capt. Sam 
Spracklin of Brigus, who was the 
first man to • prosecute the fishery 
around the island—that is, he chased 
the seals through the Straits of Belle 
Isle and returned round Cape Ray 
and on to St. John's. Capt. Billy 
Rabbitts, surnamed the Dandy, also 
stands out prominently amongst the 
heroes of the past, and so does Capt. 
Bill Whelan and Capt. Jim Wilcox. In 

! the forties of the past century, Capt. 
! Billy Rabbitts arrived in St John’s 
I with a full load of seals—discharged 
1 and sailed again in 30 hours, was 
j back agap and sold his 3,600 seals to 
! Robert Brown—sailed the third trip 
and secured 700 off the French Shore. 
The “Dandy” was a splendid little 
vessel. She was repaired just south of 
Norman's Bridge, Brigus, where the 
gut opens out to the sea. She was re­
paired by Nicholas Cole of Colliers, 
who was six feet in height, and he 
used to cut down a piece of timber 
with an axe weighing seven pounds, 
and a handle four feet long. No man 
in the country could handle an axe 
with Cole. He had three brothers, 
John, William and James—all ship­
builders. William built the “Hebe'’ 
of about 130 tons on the South Side 
of Brigus, in a gulch, for old John 
Gushue, grandfather of our mutual 
friend, Mr. G. W. Gushue, of this city.

At various periods, during the past 
forty years, I have referred to what 
is familiarly known in local parlance 
as our great jowlers, and in this Is­
sue I shall make special reference to 
one who had certainly a most inter­
esting and successful record—Capt. 
Joe Houlihan, Sr. He holds the 
distinction of having brought in the 
greatest number of seals ever landed 
in port by a sailing vessel, but I do 
not think he had the greatest catch in 
weight. That, rests with Capt. Nich­
olas Hanrahan in the large brig Glen­
garry in 1871, when he discharged a 
few short of 11,000 his crew sharing 
two hundred and nine dollars and 
fifty cents. Capt. Houlihan had 12,584 
in the “Henry Thomas,” but many of 
the seals were very small, having 
been taken early in the Spring. The 
"Henry Thomas” was a splendid ship, 
and was built by the famous New- 
hook of New Harbor, Trinity Bay. 
Old Capt. Joe Houlihan (as he was

called, to distinguish him from his 
son. Young Joe), was indeed a most 
successful sealkiller in the forties, 
fifties, and sixties of the past century. 
He was owner and master of the 
Caledonia, and seldom it ever did he 
miss the seals. Previous to that he 
had the “Coquette,” in which he was 
also successful, and he also sailed 
out of Harbour Grace in the brigan­
tine "W. Donnelly," and kept up his 
record. I think he wa a. relative of 
the Donnelly family, who were own­
ers of the “W. Donnelly" and "Tic­
ino," young Joe being master of the 
latter ship the same time old Joe was 
in the former.

The "Henry Thomas” had an 
eventful career. She was about 180 
tons and was built, as I said above, 
by Charlie Newhook. There was al­
ways great rivalry between Newhook 
and William Rowe as who would 
build the best vessels, noted for their 
strength, durability and sailing 
qualities. The brig “Henry Thomas” 
went ashore at St. Pierre, while on a 
passage from Sydney to St. John’s. 
The Frenchmen got her off, repaired 
her, and she sailed for many years 
out of France, and was acknowledged 
to be one of the smartest vessels in 
that country. I have been unable to 
ascertain what was the end of her 
career. She was built for the enter­
prising firm of W. & H. Thomas of 
St. John’s. In 1852 a sad calamity oc­
curred on the Funk Island, when 
four of the five men belonging to Mr. 
Stephen March at the island lost 
their lives while seal hunting on 
February 23rd. A man named Reid 
was the only man rescued, and well 
cared for by old Capt. Joe Houlihan, 
in the brigantine "Couquette.” Capt. 
Houlihan had 5,500 seals that year. 
His own vessel, the brig Caledonia, 
was very fortunate, and year after 
year she returned with good trips.

Capt. Houlihan was not only a 
most successful sealkiller, but he was 
also a most enterprising planter. He 
had his premises at Domino, Labra­
dor, and had as neighbors, Capt. 
Thos. Duff, Costigans, Gosses, 
Mealeys, and others. He would be up 
before daylight, and a favorite ex­
pression of his was: “Bedad, there’s 
the sun three boat-hooks high, and 
not a man stirring on Houlihan’s 
room yet.” Few men were better 
known in the country than was the 
subject of this brief sketch; in fact, 
like the great sealkillers Halleran, 
White, Graham, Freehan, White, Pur­
cell, Pike, etc., the name was a 
household word, and they held the 
respect and esteem of all classes. 
They were first and foremost in all 
public and charitable work, and 
when tfie various Churches were in 
course pt erection, they and their 
crews always took the lead in hauling 
stone, and subscribing liberally to­
wards the funds. Their names should 
be chiselled in marble in the history 
of our country. They were born lead­
ers of men. And that is why I am en­
deavoring to keep their memory alive 
in the minds of the people of the ris­
ing and future generations. Very few 
of the descendants of the old Viking, 
Capt. Joe Houlihan, are with us to­
day. I know of only one, a venerable 
old lady, Mrs. Denis Thomey, mother 
of Mrs. John J. Rahal, and very few 
to-day remember, or have any know­
ledge of, the heroic deeds performed 
by the old Viking who ranked as one 
of the most successful sealkillers and 
planters in the history of our coun­
try. Ne’er shall their glory fade!

Outlook is Bright
In a recent issue of The Trade 

Review we stressed the idea of an 
energetic effort to turn opt all the 
refined oil possible during the com­
ing suhlmer; ’hazarding the opinion 
that there will be an extra good mar­
ket for this product. We base our 
ideas in this connection on more than 
one possibility.

In the first place it is now deem­
ed certain that the Norwegian fish­
ery as compared with last year will 
be a failure and that qot more than 
half the catch will be taken. There 
is then to be reckoned with the very 
laudatory reports on our medicinal 
oil made by scientific men and phy­
sicians, all declaring, that in health­
giving properties it is the richest oil 
of any, produced in the world.

Up to about the middle of the 
month, according to private reports 
received here recently, the quantity 
of medicinal oil turned out in Nor­
way from the fishery to that date 
was about 145,000 gallons against ap­
proximately 170,000 gallons up to 
the same date last year. It is gen­
erally expected that this ratio of oil 
will be c cm tinned up to the end of 
the voyage, so that the shortage of 
our Great European Competitor, 
should give a great impetus to the 
sale of our goods.

As regards the Common Cod Oil, 
it looks also as if Norway will be 
very short this year. Up to the time 
alluded to above, the quantity of 
livers, we learn, left over from the 
fish for the manufacture of Cod Oil 
and other kinds was only 40,000 gal­
lons as compared with 60,000 gallons 
for last year.

Lunenburg with its attenuated 
fleet this year should show a lessen­
ed production of codfish to the ex­
tent of about 150,000 or 200,000 qtls., 
another fact which should tell with 
us and affect in a beneficial manner, 
our fish and oil markets.

Given a good average fishery this 
summer and there is, as far as can 
be seen at present, no obstacle to 
the very successful marketing of the 
catch as well as the oil of both BK ■

Lynn Radio Fan Hears 
Concert From England

Special radio broadcasts from high 
powered broadcasting stations in 
England were received Thursday j 
evening by Clarence Winsor, 29 Com- ; 
mercial street, and so far as could be 
learned this forenoon he is the only 
Lynn listener-in who picked up any 
part of the English programme from 
the ether.

Station WGI at Medford Hillside ! 
during the evening sent out a general 
call asking all those who heard the 
signals or programme to report by 
telephone. Mr. Winsor told the op­
erators of the station that he had dis­
tinctly heard 2LO and 2ZY stations 
in London and Manchester, an­
nounced and selections played. He 
picked up “The Star Spangled Ban­
ner" and also “God Save the King,” 
the national anthems of the United 
Stations and England.

Mr. Winsor, who is employed in the 
motor test department of the General 
Electric Co., used a four tube reflex 
set with loop and ground. The pro­
grammes were also heard by a num­
ber of his friends who were present 
at his station. He caught the signals 
about 8 o’clock.

The test was made between 6 and 
9.30 o’clock. The nine English sta­
tions joined in sending out the same 
programme on different wave lengths 
in the hope that it would be heard in 
the United States, where difficulty 
has been experienced in catching 
broadcasts from across the Atlantic.

Conditions for the test were very 
poor. There was considerable inter­
ference by American stations, some 
static and annoying reradiation from 
regenerative sets.—Lynn Item, March 
21st.

Our staple industry cannot be 

llowed to become a pawn in the 
olitical game, or exploited for 
he benefit of a few. The bone 
nd sinew of the country are en- 
aged in it, and the bulk of the 
apital is invested in it. Upon its 
uccess or failure depends now 
nd in the future whether we 
hall sink or swim. The outcome 
i not in the lap of the gods, but 
ests with the Government, the 
aerchants, and the fishermen 
hemselves.

The price of supplies to-day is 
irohibitive, and consequently the 
ost of production is so high that 
hose engaged in thé fishery are

unable to make a living wage. 
The only possible remedy for 
this is a reduction of taxes on 
essential commodities and on 
fishery requirements. The giving 
of a bonus does not help the fish­
erman in the least. It comes out 
of the revenue, which means that 
what the Government gives with 
the one hand it adds to the bur­
den of the taxpayer with the 
other. He returns it with interest 
when he pays a higher price for 
his food and his clothing.

The Norwegian catch is so 
much below that of last season 
that it cannot seriously affect 
the markets which from all ac­
counts are healthier than they 
have been for sereval years. 
There can therefore be no justi- 
ficatipn for pessimistic forecasts 
as to prices early in the season. 
The merchants must sink their 
differences and co-operate to re­
store confidence in the industry 
and to bring back prosperity. 
The fishermen’s responsibility is 
to see that the cure of the pro­
duct is the best that he can make 
it, which means the best in the 
world. ,

The Grand Falls industry is 
firmly established and flourish­
ing, the operations on the Hum­
ber are progressing favourably, 
and if they are not interfered 
with by political influences, pro­
mise to become a source of re» 
•venue to the country as well as a 
great absorbent of labour. Al­
ready the mining activities on 
Bell Island are recovering as a 
result of improved conditions 
abroad, and it is safe to assume 
that before long the industry 
will be once more in full swing. 
The whole of our attention there­
fore can be given to the staple 
industry, and in a great measure 
it is up to ourselves to reap the 
full benefit of it.

Shot a Walrus
A resident of Shoal Brook, Mr. Jos­

hua Burden, writing to the head -of 
onai of the government departments, 
asking if there is a bounty given for 
killing a walrus, tells that in Novem­
ber, 1923, at St. John’s Island, Bonne 
Bay, he saw a huge thing by the lee 
shore, just clear of the water, having 
been caught by a falling tide, and pro­
curing a rifle, he shot it. The writer 
says it took five soft point bullets to 
despatch the monster. It was only 
after killing it that he discovered by 
its tusks that it was a walrus. One 
of these was 19 inches long and the 
other 18 -taches, and they weighed 
about five pounds. The carcess weigh­
ed about one ton, according to fisher­
men who saw it. Mr. Burden still 
has the hide in his possession.

The steamers Eagle and Nep­
tune since striking the patch have 
evidently “burnt down" in a good 
position. Yesterday these ships ac­
counted for 10,000 and 12,000 re­
spectively and it is hoped in the in­
terests of all concerned that the ice 
conditions will improve sufficient to 
allow the crews to have the pelts on 
board. The Terra Nova is unfortu­
nately jammed up in heavy rafted 
ice. There is no news of her catch 
having been augumented since Sat­
urday last, and very few of the 17,500 
seals killed and panned have been 
placed on board. The Ranger is mak­
ing slow progress in heavy sheet ice, 
and is working in a northerly direc­
tion towards the herd. The Thetis 
after several days blasting and but­
ting got clear of the jam last night 
and gives her position as 5 miles N. 
E. Cape John. The last of the ships, 
the Sagona is expected to get clear 
before night..

TO-DAY’S MESSAGES

ROBBERY AND MURDER IN MON­
TREAL BY BANK BANDITS.

MONTREAL, April 1.
With a lass estimated by Y von La- 

Marre. Chief Inspector of the Banque
D’Hochelaga. at between $40,000 and 
$76,000, mostly in small denomina­
tion bills, a gang of hold up men 
variously estimated at from four to 
eight succeeded in making a getaway 
after shooting dead the chaffeur of 
the Bank’s collection car and wound­
ing the Bank messenger at 1.45 this 
afternoon in the subway on Ontario 
St. East, in one of the most crowded 
shopping districts of the city. One 
bandit was shot dead in the melee. 
Being the first of the month, with 
thousands of cheques to be paid out, 
the Bank employees were travelling 
from branch office to branch office, 
having started from Head Office of 
the Banque D’Hochelaga. The car 
was carrying $246,110 in currency, 
mostly in bills of one to twenty dol­
lars denomination. The money was 
fully protected, according to Chief 
Inspector LaMarre, who said to-night 
that insurance for $500,000 was 
placed with two of the largest Insur­
ance Companies. The bandits sped 
away in a large touring automobile.

BOTH SIDES STAND FAST OYER 
BESSARABIA QUESTION.

VIENNA, April 1.
The breakdown in Russo-Rumanlan 

conference here over the Issue of Bes­
sarabia’s sovereignity is expected to­
morrow if not before, unless there is 
a change in the stand either of the 
Soviet delegates who are insisting 
upon a plebiscite in the province or 
in the Rumanians, who are equally 
obdurate in their resistance to such 
a referendum. The Soviet delegates 
declare they cannot understand Ru­
mania's fear of a plebiscite if she is 
so' sure that Bessarabia desires Ru­
manian sovereignity, while on the 
other hand the Rumanians claim if 
the plebiscite resulted unfavorably to 
the Soviets they would find some pre­
text on which to bring up the ques­
tion again.

Currency Inflation
in Japan

TOKIO, March 25 —r (Canadian 
Press)—The alarming increase 'of 
imports over exports, coupled with 
the depreciation of the yen’s ex­
change value, is causing a situation 
bordering on panic in Japanese com­
mercial and financial circles, and the 
remedy suggested and already put into 
effect to a certain extent is inflation 
of currency.

The policy of currency, inflation is 
being strongly attacked by some of 
the leading economists in the coun­
try, who declare that the presént 
situation was brought about largely 
as a result of the failure to lower 
price by deflating the currency at the 
proper time. The continued excess of 
imports over exports has at last 
taken away all the money accumulat­
ed during the war prosperity. The 
country is new threatened with a 
growing deficit and increasing debts 
in the international balance of ac­
counts.

It is being argued by financial ex­
perts that, left to a natural develop­
ment, currency must decrease. 
Whether the government and busi­
ness men wish it or not, deflation must 
be faced as a natural fact. On the 
whole, the yen ha^ only one-third of 
the value it had in pre-war days. 
The laborer now pays from forty to 
fifty yen for the lunch which used to 
cost him ten to fifteen yen.

France Given American 
High Honors for Heroism

YOKOHAMA, Janari—(A.P.)—For 
heroism at the time of the great earth 
quake of September 1, T. M. Laffin, an 
American long resident in Yokohama, 
has been decorated as a Chevalier of 
the Legion or Honor of France by 
Paul Claudel, the French Ambassa­
dor.

When on the afternoon of Septem­
ber 1 burning oil on the surface of 
Yokohama harbor threatened to de­
stroy the French liner Andre Lebon, 
with hundreds of refugees aboard, 
Mr. Laffin made the liner's escape 
possible.

Operating a small motor boat, he 
risked his life in attempting to fas­
ten the ship’s line to a buoy. When 
his motor stalled Mr. Laffin, a power­
ful swimmer, took the line in his 
teeth and managed to reach the buoy 
and fasten it. The Andre Lebon, by 
using her winches, then was able to 
pull herself out of danger.

LONDON— (A.P.) —England probab­
ly never had a prime minister who 
appealed sc universally to the in­
stincts of humanity or who so nearly 
met the popular conception of “a. man 
of the people” as Ramsay MacDonald. 
Reared in humblest qircumstances, 

the man who now directs the destinies 
of a great empire, has insisted, even 
In his present exalted position, on fol­
lowing rigidly the simple life and ex­
cluding all social or , official ostenta­
tion.

American correspondents who were 
privileged to have an hour's talk with 
the Premier recently, found him de­
lightfully democratic, affable, and 
outspoken.

Sitting at a small flat top desk in 
the Foreign Office, the Premier, with 
his finely shaped head, strongly de­
lineated face, kindly eyes, and great 
wealth of hair, presented a picture 
reminiscent of those of Lincoln 1n the 
Civil War days. He was attired in 
the conventional home-spun sack 
suit, the trousers of which did not 
match the coat, woolen sox, knitted 
by h's daughter, and spacious well- 
worn brogues.

“It seems to me all wrong,” the 
Premier drawled in his broadest 
Scotch, “for a man to expect a large 
salary and other emoluments and 
privileges upon entering public of­
fice.

“I would be perfectly happy :o re­
sume my former private life, on an 
income of 400 or 500 pounds a year. 
My idea of a man who served his 
country well, is one who leaves office 
poorer than when be entered it.

“It is a great mistake to make pub­
lic service an avenue for an extrava­
gant mode of life.

"Whenever the spirit of the British 
people indicates I am no longer want­
ed as Prime Minister, I am quite ready 
to go back to my porridge, potatoes, 
and plainness as simple citizen.”

Winter Racing
Kills 18 Horses

LONDON, Mar. 12 (A.P.)—There
has been an unprecedented number 
of fatalities recently in horse racing 
over hurdles and in steeplechasing, 
due very largely to the slippery 
ground after overnight frosts. ■ 

During a recent period of 18 days, 
11 horses were killed while partici­
pating in races at various meetings, 
one being the steeplechaser “South­
ampton,” worth $10,000. There were 
two cases in which horses slipped and 
broke their necks, one had a 
broken back and the others were so 
badly injured they had to be shot. 
Curiously the jockeys in each case 
were not injured at all.

Thinks Beatty Next
Governor-General

Sydney, N.S.W., (Canadian Press.)— 
That Earl David Beatty, admiral of the 
British fleet, will be the next gover­
nor-general of Australia, is the predic­
tion made by the Sydney Daily Mail, 
based on despatches from London cor­
respondents.
