This industry represents a vast source
of employment and the added wealth
to Nfid. from this or any of her re-
sources must come in the distribution |
of wages to the people ~who will
build up comfortable homes and be-
come live consumersg of all eothér
Nfid. products and who becoming
property owners and good consumers
will also become real contributors
to the exceedingly great and omerous
taxation of nine and a half million
dollars per year, We often speak of
our wealth of resources, but do we
stop to think of the practical process
by which our resources become wealth
for Newfoundland? It must be de-
rived through labour or employment
and only becomes useful national
wealth when these workmen convert
it into homes, communities, towns,
cities, roads, railroads, buildings,
schools, factories, machinery, tools
and all other materials and arrange-
ments by which a happy, contented
and &conomic system of social life is
established, The basis of all wealth
is labour and employment that is
productive, and in its last analysis our
greatest resource or that of any coun’
try is our willingness and eagerness]
to work, produce and receive and
spend our pay.

Now, sir, the desper feelings that
have been aroused in my breast are
derived perhaps from a pride (per-
haps a false one) in my nationality
as a Newiqundlander and -in a semse
of our feebleness of origimality. We
seem always to sit back and wait for
“something to twgn up” for somebody
to come in and te™ us we are “burn-
ing” as we used to be told when
playing “blind bult” as children when
we were approaching our prize. We
treat all our own friends and neigh-
bours as being “blind-folded” and
treat their admonitions ¥s §o much
hot air.

The Telegram séems to have long
ago seen the error of our ways and
has ‘struck out on the greater field
of our general industries. We want
a real active campaign_a sort of a
firive properly organised and tuned up
to a eertain definite objective. I do
not think it would be too muchto ex-
pect to double the purchasing power
by doubling the industrial earing
power {n two years. Let the Telegram
take & strong lead, organise a big con-
vention of all producing inteérests, in-
dustrial, fishery and agricultural to
be held at St. John's durihg exhibition
week and let loose a campaign that
will be irresistible. Here is a place
for Rotary pri}aciples: here is the true
charity that creates that employment
by which the poor may become com-
fortable, well feed and clothed. This
is not the business of the Government
it is the business of the people and the
Government can then show their con-
strudtive powers by doing their pro-
per part at the will and demand of
the people.

*  For many.years the leading doomm
and thinking people of St. John's and"
the Outports have realized that some-
thing ought to be done to bring medi-
cal and nursing care to the isolated
clusters of fisher-folk. Modérn -citi-
zenship aims at prevention rather than
cure, and cannot rest satisfled while
thousands are out of reach of skilled
treatment. In Newfoundland, to quote
the Secretary of the Medical Board,
“there are 3,500 miles of rugged coast-
line to be served by 45 doctors, some
of whom have practices 60 miles in
length.” Think what this means
Iwhen many of these districts are
(practicall_v without roads, that travel-
ling must be done by water, or in
'“mter whigh lasts for at least six
monthq, over snow and ice. Travel-
ling in such conditions is difficult,
‘sometimes perilous. The herolc work
; of the Outport doctors can be realized
{ without any effort of imagination as
jalso the impossibility of their reach-
iing many who need their care.

Lady Harris, the wife of the then
Governor, felt the great need of the
isolated people' and thanks to her ef-
forts the Government promjsed finan-
"cial aid, and on May 27, 1920, a Com-
i mittee of five was approved by Minute
:of Council, called the Outport Nurs-
{ing Committee. The five members
1 were: The Hon. Dr. Campbell, Chair-
,man; Lady Harris, Secretary and
Treasurer; Mrs. R. A, Squires (now
i Lady Squires), the Hon. W. W. Half-
?yard. and Rev. Edgar Jones, Ph.D.
iGraduall_\' nurses were sent to Rose
! Blanche, Hodge's Cove, Danfel’s Har-
‘bour, and by request of local com-
mittees, to Joe Batt's Arm, Power Is-
‘]and Cove and Hant's Harbour. Their
;salaries were made up chiefly from
. Government grants, and it was in-
.tended that the patients sheuld pay
jfor the nursing services they re-
‘ceived. It was even hoped that the
scheme would become self-supporting.

By December, 1922, two members of
,the original committee had left New-
i foum_'lla,nd for good, one was travelling
abroad, three of the nurses had mar-
ried, one had left her post, having
broken down after one year's work,
and no steps had been taken to find
successors to replace nurses whase
two years’ contracts were nea.rly com-
pleted.

Post-war condtions and poor fish-

eries rendered the fingncial position
of the Outport pegple difficult and it
; Was§ necessary- to reorganize the work
1f it were to continue. Soon after our
arrival in Newfoundland I invited the
remaning members of the Committee
to meet. Mr. Cake, who had been as-
sociated with the committee since its
inception, was appointed Treasurer
and Secretary, and it was agreed to
invite Canon Bolt and the Hon. S.
Milley to join us. During the follow-
ing months steps were taken to form
local outport committees to be re-
sponsible for the salary and welfare of
. the nurse while the Central Committee
undertook to pay one quarter of their
expenses from a Government grant
given to .them for this purpose. It
was further necessary to evolve some
means whereby: the Outport women
might earn in their homes their sub-
scription. stowards the nurse’s salary.
Meanwhile Nurse Fowlow and Nurse
Pelley were rendering voluntary ser-
vice at Rose Blanche and Hant’s Har-
bour.. Nurse Bennett of Daniel’s Har-
bor and Nurse Harvey of Joe Batt's
Arm remained at thelr posts, and
Nurse Rose was withdrawn from Bay
'LArgent where her work had been
'msufhcnently organized+ . Nurse Hud-
son reported from Lower Island Cove
that her district could not afford to
, bay for her services.

July and August by Mrs. Stansfield, an
English volunteer, now resident in
Toronto ,to whom the Association owes
{& debt of gratitude. This lady has
p'f‘omised to give her services again
this August and September, and our
loom room in Pool’s Island now has
a dormitory attached to enable wea-
vers ‘from other Coves to reside there
while receiving orzanized instruction.
* Rose Blanche secured another nurse
but decided not to knit though an ap-
plication for work has lately reach-
hd*ua.

“Hant’s Harbour, %n the initiative. ot
Mr. and Mrs.“Targett, pluckily formed
la committee and asked for Xknitting.
After six months’ trial they decided
they could be responsible for a nurse's
salary and one was procured for them.

Joe Batt’s Arm secured their second
nurse under the new contract and
formed a Knitting Circle.

Port Union followed their example
and it is to be regretted .that Miss
Layton’s invaluable welfare work has
been lost to this disrict owing to the
faulty organization of the local Nurs-
ing Committee. She was transferred
to Bonne I'ay at the end of her year.
There her work and inspiration are
warmly appreciated.

Garnish in Fortune Bay a0 has a
Nursing and Industrial Centre with
Miss Hughes in charge, and

Port Saunders, Hawkes Bay, hds a
Nurse and recently forwarded its first
consignment of knitting. This isolat-
ed harbor could not have faced this
responsibility but for the generous
and sympathetic donation from Corner
Brook.

Pouch Cove ‘s the nearest Outport
to St. John’s to form a nursing com-
mittee :and a nurse has lately been
despatched to White Bay to settle
down under the guidance of Mr. Page,
a devoted Grenfell worker. A second
nurse will arrive shortly for the
other side of this Bay. ‘This will
make nine nurses in all on duty. A
detailed report of their work will be
given by Miss Loder, our Nursing
Secretary, whose co-operation has
proved invaluable. She is a true
friend to the nurses and to the Out-
ports she understands so well. No
words can tell you of the courage
and self-sacrificing devotion of these
Outport nurses. Their example and
influence are of untold value to. the
warm-hearted people amongst whom
they live. They must often be lonely
and desperately over-tired and they
merit the warmest support and con-
stant thought of every member of our
Association. Their work has been
supported and strengthened at every

ation of the Medical Association and
Medical Board to whom we are sin-
cerely grateful.

By December, 1923, six Industrial
Centres had been organised and it
was agreed that the Outport Nursing
Committee should call a public meet-
ing, endeavour to make its aims and
objects clear and invite any who
might sympathize to join and help to
form an Association, This meeting
took place on January 24th, 1924, in
Canon Wood Hall. It received the
support of the -Churches, represent-l
ative citizens and the Government,
and the them Prime Minister, Mr. W.
R. Warren, kindly presided. A good
many volunteers and members were
enrolled, A meeting was held at Gov-
ernment House on April 10th, 1924, to
draw up the Constitution of the As-
sociation and to elect an executive

Sporismen
And Gladiators

The British method of choos-
ing and training athletes to take
part in international sports has
often oceasioned surprise and
criticism, but although victory
has not always crowned  their
efforts, they have refused to
adopt hard and fast rules, or to
make a serious business of what
really should be pleasure.

In our Sports column to-day
appears an account of the sue-
cess won hy Oxford and Cam-
bridge in the race track and
field team contests with Prince-
ton and Cornell Universities, and
the striking contragt between
the British athletes’ go-as-you-
please metheds and the system
followed by Americans is com-
mented upon by a writer in the
Boston Daily Globe, wha shows
that he has thoroughly grasped
the ideas of the British sports-
man, and frankly acknowledges
that the American muscle bound
system leaves much to be desired
as far as the spirit of sport and
the genéral effect are concerned.
He says:—

Capt Douglas Lowe of the very suc-
cessful Oxford-Cambridge team now
in this ceuntry is much pleased with
American slang; and one - of ~ the
phrases whigh tickled his imagin-
ation was used by an American ath-
letic coach who referred to a certain
athlete as “muscle-hound between
the ears.” It would seem, in view of
the achievements of this British uni-
versity team, that the phrase may
have rather a wide application over
here. There is something the matter
with American college athletics, and
it looks very much as though the
system were musclebound some-
where.

The Harvard-Yale team, on home
zrounds, surrounded with high-priced
trainers and 'counseled by graduates
of intense seriousness, just managed
to nose out a win in the contest with
the Englishmen by counting second
places to break the tie after each team
had won six firsts. The Princeton-
Cornell combination, however, was
swamped, 9 to 2, with one event split,
one-third to the English and two-
thirds to the Americans.

The English ‘team, without a train-
er and with such coaching as it re-
ceived giverd by the more experienced
members, was a demonstration of the
British notion of sport for college
students. The English atmosphere,
as far as it affects the college man,
is thoroughly an amateur affair—a
lot of fun, and do your best when the
starter’s pistol is fired. Our athletics
are surcharged with professionalism,
Of course this does not mean that the
young men compete for money. Great
pains are taken to prevent anything
of that sort in the colleges of good
standing. But there is professional.
ism, nevertheless. ’

Boys in preparatory schools who
show promise are carefully watched
by scouts of the colleges. Freshmen
are given to undersiand that success
in sport will open doors to social hon-
ors during the college course, and
will help in business  after ' grady-
ation. And there are penailties for
nonproducers of victory as-well 38
honors' for those who contribute their
brawn to the college sport reeord, The
man who can run and won’t ran for
the team suffers the same sort of
distavop that is visited on the “slack-
er” when a “volunteer” army is be-
ing reeruited. o

LONDON, July 28.

Lieut. Col. Right Haon. C. S. Amery,
Secretary of State for Deminion Af-
fairs, in presenting the Dominion and
Colonial estimates in the House of
Commons last night, said part of the
reason why the Empire Settlement Act
could not be worked to its full extent,
lay in the fact that public opinion ov-
erseas had not yet sufficiently grasped
the effect of the settlement policy in
building up national lines. Immigra-
tipn, he continued, wgs far too often
regarded by one clasg oxerseas as a
means of securing cheap labor, and by
another section of & potential source
of labor competition.
