Redistribution of the Public Debt.
MB. CARTWRIGHT'S SPEECH.

The Finance Minister was followed by 
Mi. Cartwright, who, in n speech Jietiu- 
gti'el.vl by iuv*i -, .f-.'nl pn-paratiou and 
Isiv a tiLitity, L'.-M thv intention uf the 
/•! ..utu immuu-niptedly while he reviewed 
tin whole iitia. eiul position of the Do 
minion. ‘ He coilii lamed that matters of 
bo much gravity should he hit to he dis* 
eu-nd at the L.g end of the session, and 
warned the Finance Minister that he 
might lin'd he had t .kvn hir.tuo sanguine 
a view of the situation. lie believed the 

—franking policy of. the Government was 
likely very greatly to complicate dillical- 
ties. He suggested that they should pro- 

. ceed to consider, first, whether the pro­
bable resources of the country had been 
fairly stated, and second, whether the 
special policy of the Government was not 
likely to complicate the possible mischief. 
He pointed out that adding to our present 
debt the sum it was already decided to 
raise during the next few years for great 
public works, our debt Would soon be one 
hundred and sixty millions of dollars ; 
and whereas in England they pay 3 per 
cent., while Canada pays 5 per cent., the 
burden would be equal to a debt of live 

—hundred millions - uf potmds - rferlimg-Tm
the people of Great Datum. We should j 
Boon, therefore, be little better off so far j 
as the national debt was concerned than ! 
t'iie mother country. At the' best, so ! 
sudden an increase j of debt was a very 1 
risky policy. ' He next referred to the tit­
ful periodical expansions of trade, and ! 
showed how, while in the five years end- { 
iug 1554 the imports hud increased three j 
hundred and thirty "per cent., from 1850 i 
to 180-1 they were about stationary, ur ; 
had in fact slightly decreased. Again, j 
they had been nearly stationary ftvni | 
1867 to 1370, but bad increased in the | 
next two years from ninety-four millions : 
to one hundred and eleven millions. ! 
This proved the truth of the recuperative 
power of the country, but it also showed 
that the sudden expansions of trade were 
a very unreliable basis to ‘ rest a perma: 
nently increased expenditure upon! 
Again, it was unwise to rely on any gieat 
accession to our resources from the new 
and smaller Provinces. For some time 
they could be expected to return but little 
except a bill of expenses, audit would be 
most unwise to stunt their development 
by a parsimonious policy. ' The burden" 
must therefore in the main be borne by 
the four older Provinces. The revenue 
at present, omitting the receipts of the 
debts, which were little more than so 
many cross entries, ho found made a 
total of about eighteen millions, from 
which, after deducting a loss on the post 
office and the cost of collection, remained 
about sixteen and a half millions of dol-. 
lars. A small income, indeed, against a 
debt that would soon reach oue hundred 
and sixty millions uf dollars. Of the 
sixteen and a half millions, the debt 
would; when it had tin ally accrued, re­
present eight, millions, and the subsidies 
to the Provinces increased by the propos­
ed legislation three millions,^tbfièé pay­
ments constituting, in luet.-wnfoiV- uxed 
mortgages of two-thirds of whole 
nvailable revenue. Should there coma a . 
falling off: in imports, or any ••uddeu 
check from foreign causes,- the: cotise- ! 
queued might be most serious. Nor -lid ■ 
he contemplate any very great increase 
of population in the four oi ler Vr.-viu jes 
. a view he supported by reference to the 

•United States census, showing the num­
ber of Canadian bom residents in that 
country, and by alluding to .the compara­
tively slow growth of the population iu 
the Si tus contiguous to Canada. From 
this he drew the conclusion that the in­
crease in the takproducing power of tiio 
older Provinces must .be very slow, if in­
deed it had not nearly reached its limits : 
iior, iu taking the general question of 
national obligations into accouùt, Was it 
wise to overlook the large amount of debt 
for local purposes incurred by municipa­
lities. He estimated.the obligations mi- 

■ dcr this head as amounting to from forty 
to fifty minions of dollars. He held, 
therefore, it was not safe, with the facts 
before us, to build up a great system, of 
penditure on three or four years of. ex­
ceptional prosperity, and ftured, if a time 
of financial embarrassment came, it 
would be greatly aggravated by"that mix­
ing up of public and private credit which 
had'beeu a distinguishing feature of the 
policy of the present Administration. 
The ordinary , expenditure had teen in­
creased eight and a half millions v in four 
years ; and while he admitted the won­
derful growth of our trade and the signs 
of present prosperity around us; ho could 
not sit still and sec this vast load of bur­
dens being piled up against us without 
uttering his protest of timely warning.
