Jamaica has a population at pre­
sent of about 600,000, supplied with 
breadstuff» and provisions chiefly from the 
United States, which, they contend, 
might , just as well come from Canada. 
The island imports annually about 400,- 
000 barrels of flour, upon which there is a 
duty of $2 a barrel, and if there were a 
discriminating duty in favor of Canadian 
flour the whole of the trade could be 
secured for our exporters. The Jamai­
cans add that their people are willing to 
surrender $300,000 annually of the pre­
sent revenue to carry the proposed re­
ciprocity treaty, believing what they lose 
in this respect will be gained by the cor­
responding development of a large and 
valuable trade when direct and regular 
steamship communication, oorallary of a 
treaty, is established.

THE MANITOBA CONFISCATION.

A tremendous outcry has been made 
throughout Ontario and Quebec against 
an act passed by the legislature of Man­
itoba at its last session, providing for a 
large number of exemptions from seizure 
for debt. Among the exemptions from 
seizure are real estate under occuption to 
the value of $2,600 and $600 worth of 
furniture; and, to make matters worse, 
the measure is retroactive, applying to 
debts incurred before the passage as well 
as to liabilities that may be hereafter 
contracted. Among the business men af­
fected by the act are the agricultural im­
plement makers, and these are up in arms 
against it. Thousands of implements 
have been sold to Manitoba farmers at 
long credits, and as the Compton act also 
excludes from seizure all tools, agricul­
tural implements, etc., to the value of

An extraordinary suicide was commit­
ted last week in the Protestant chapel, in 
the Rue Madame, Paris.

Women screamed 
and rushed to the door. The doctors 
were fetched, but could only certify that 
death had taken place. A wild letter of 
great length, written over night, clearly 
indicated insanity. The writer, Herman 
Keller, a German Swiss, a native of Zur­
ich, aged 34, said that when in 1871 the 
army of Bourbaki took refuge in Switzer­
land, he alone showed sympathy for 
France by offering cigars to the soldiers. 
He came to France, and desired nothing 
so much as to be a French soldier to fight 
for the recovery of Strasburg He had 
been living for six years in a boarding­
house, with relations, but he could not 
reconcile himself to abandon hie idea and 
exist for mere eating and drinking. He 
had wished to marry a Frenchwoman, and 
two girls had paid court to him, and ulti­
mately jilted him. He had broken hie 
arm, which a French doctor had badly set, 
and so his dearest wish to serve in the 
French army was frustrated. He gave 
notice that he would kill himself in the 
Protestant chapel. He desired no super­
stitious cross over hie grave, but hoped all 
patriotic Frenchmen would attend hie 
funeral, or he would like better that nti 
body might be given up for dissection, so 
that the most scientific doctors might say 
what ought to have been the proper treat­
ment for the accident which rendered him 
a cripple. In a poatcript he said: “My 
uncle owes me 250 francs, of which I wish 
to subscribe 100 franca to the Gambetta 
monument.”

IMANITOBA'S CLAIMS. k ■
Jobs 1A statement of the claims of the pro­

vince of Manitoba, as compiled by the 
Farmers’ Union, has been received by the 
Ottawa government. The petition is an 
exhaustive document, comprising nearly 
100 pages, and is signed by Dr. Fleming, 
H. G. Clarke and George Purvis on behalf 
of the union. On the question of settling 
the land claims it says: “The pretended 
reason given was the difficulties of settle­
ment . The real reason was that a ring was 
formed among the officials in the depart­
ment of the interior at Ottawa, and under 
the manipulation of that ring two kinds of 
people only could get patents for the land, 
whether their claims were good or not. 
First, those who were in power themselves 
or who could command powerful influence 
on the senators or members of the com­
mons or of the government; second, those 
who were ready and willing to pay such a 
Bum for their patents, whether their claims 
were good or bad, as might be demanded 
by the agents of the ring in the department 
af the interior.” The statement concludes 
as follows: “We feel that instead of any 
longer agitating the questions of Manito­
ba's rights here, only to find ourselves 
again put off by the shuffling tricks of 
party politicians or to be betrayed by party 
tools who do not hesitate to sacrifice the 
country to their personal profit or advant­
age, the proper course is to ask Her Majes­
ty to intervene. We will not be deterred 
from that course by any cry of disloyalty 
that may be bowled at us by any political 
party or by a slavish and mercenary party 
press. As British subjects we take the con­
stitutional means, which is hallowed by 
time and custom in the Britinh nation.” 
While the reference in the above to a de­
partmental ring may be unjust and incor­
rect, the opinion is being expressed by 
those who were formerly inclined to wink 
at the matter, that a thorough reorganizar 
tion of the interim department is called for.

Perhaps we have arrived at that stage in 

our study of electricity where our instru­
ments are too coarse to enable us to ex­
tend our investigations. Yet how delicaflB 
and efficient' they are! Comparé the in­
struments employed by Franklin, and 
even by Faraday, with those which are in 
constant use to-day in our physical labora- 

Franklin, by the utmost effort of 
his imagination, could not conceive, prob­
ably ,of a mirror galvanometer that can 
detect the electrical action of a drop of 
distilled water on two so-called chemically 
pure platinum plates, or of a machine 
that can develop from the feeble magnet­
ism of the earth a current sufficiently 
strong to light the city of Philadelphia.

Let him who wanders among the histor­
ical instruments of many of our college 
collections stand before the immense fric­
tional electrical machine of Franklin’s 
day, or gaze upon the rude electrometers 
and galvanometers of that time, and con­
trast Franklin’s machine with the small 
Toepler-Holtz electrical machine vhich, 
with a tenth of the size, gives a spark ten 
times as strong as Franklin’s; or the elec­
trometers and galvanometers of Faraday 
with the mirror-galvanometers and elec­
trometers of Sir William Thompson.

Yet, at the same time, let such an ob­
server think of the possibilities of the 
next fifty years, for the advance of 
science is not in a simple proportion to the 
time, and the next fifty years will probably 
see a far greater advance than the 100 
years since the date of Franklins elec­
trical work have seen. Is not the state of 
our imagination like that of the shepherd

Sir Henxy James, Attorney-General, 
holds a brief on one side, and Sir Far- 
rer Herechell, the Solicitor-General, on 
the other, assisted by a boat of legal 
talent. The èldardom is one of the 
oldest in t6p pesrage; the barony of 
Maitland dates back to the time of 
Queen Elisabeth, the viscounty of 
Lauderdale was created in 1616, and 
earldom in 1624. For a long time 
back the succession has been very ir­
regular, owing to the failure of heirs 
in the direct line. The ninth earl died 
without issue, and was succeeded by 
his brother, who died unmarried, and 
was au coed ed by hie cousin, Tho 
Maitland, who claimed the succession 
as the son of the fifth son of the seventh 
earl. On hie death, in August last, 
without male issue, Sir James Ramsay 
Maitland, a descendant of the fifth"aon 
of the sixth earl, claimed the succes­
sion.

A Fortune from a Flower.

The gorgeous dahlias which so brill­
iantly ornament the gardens at this time, 
and are so effectively used in decorations, 
are of Mexican origin. They were first 
introduced into Germany by Dahl; their 
nam» was then “Bidens Magnified;” after­
ward they were called dahlias, in honor of 
the man who found them. They 
when discovered, quite single, having only 
one ray of petals about a golden disc; the 
colors were scarlet, yellow and white, the 
latter being distinct from the others, hav­
ing smaller flowers, and being of a dwarf 
habit, with leaves much divided and fera- 
iike In character. The English were the 
first to attempt the doubling of the dahlia, 
which was prized by royalty, and so 
jealously guarded that those in charge of 
them were sworn to secrecy as to their 
cultivation; it was considered a great- - 
privilege even to see them growing. In a 
few years semi double flowers appeared, 
and ultimately the perfect double dahlia 
was obtained, which sold for five guineas 
a plant One grower netted 26,000 pounds 
sterling in two years from his crop.

Naw Yore, June H.—The Time»’ 
Paris cable says: To-day la the «nmver- 
vary of the outbreak of cholera at Toulon* 
which ten days later appeared at Mar­
seilles. A letter from the latter city con­
firms the belief that the plague is already 
smouldering in both these towns, but offi­
cials do their utmost to conceal the fact, 
as long as-possible. There are also pri­
vate reports of its appearance near Perpig 
nan, in the Pyrenees, where the people 
suffered so terribly last summer. The 
epidemic is raging seriously in four pro­
vinces of Spain already, with nearly a to­
tal of 260 deaths. It has broken out in 
one provinoe^of Portugal, and that coun­
try, France and Italy are all quarantining 
vigorously against Spain. The belief that 
Ferran is a fool or fraud ia growing, and 
in Madrid it is the actual belief that he

>eat. Vaccination for cholera is illogical, 
jeoause one nttack is to guarantee against 
others, and last year a considerable pro­
portion of deaths in hospitals were those 
of people who had had the disease in other 
years.

Orlfin of the Title and Those 
who have Borne it.

In alluding to a few incidents in the 

lives of the Princes of Wales it may be 
interesting to note respecting the birth 
of the first one that “when the messen­
ger arrived at Rhudian Castle, where 
King Edward I was residing, on politi­
cal business, and announced to him 
that his Queen bad given birth to a 
boy on the preceding day, the 25th of 
April, 1284, Carnarvon, Edward, in 
hisjoy, made a knight of the messenger, 
stuffed his pouches with gold pieces 
and gave him house and lands to en 
able him to support his new dignity be­
comingly 1” Then follows the story, 
which every school boy and girl knows, 
of the baby’s presentation to the Welsh 
chieftains, who vowed allegiance to 
him and accepted him as their prince. 
Some historians assert this to have 
been the occasion upon which Edward 
was created Prince of Wales. On the 
other hand it is stated that “the origin­
al letters patent by which he was 
ed to the dignity of Prince of Wales” 
beftf the date 1301. Be that as it may :
His creation so contented the Welsh, 
because of his birthplace they held him 
as one of theirs, that when all friends 
afterwards forsook hirn^ they alway

wonderful love and affection, abd^otü-’ ^
wailing his heavy fortunes in woful v 
songs, which neither the dread of his « 
enemies nor length of time could ever 
make them to forget” “Heavy fortun­
es,” indeed 1” for the first English 
Prince of Wales was the first of our 
kings to be deposed and murdered. Al­
though Edward III is generally 
sidereo as the second prince of-theftlus- 
trious line, he was never created such; 
but he invested his son, Edward, the 
Black Prince, with the principality in 
1343; after whom came Richard of 
Bordeaux, making the third of the 
House of Plantagenet. Two Lapcastri- 

followed, viz. : Henry of Mon­
mouth and his grandson, Edward of 
Westminister. (Henry VI being but a 
few months old at the death of his 
father, never received the title). Then 
two Yorkists, Edward of the Sanctuary 
and Edward of Middleham, after whom 
two of the House of Tudor—Arthur of 
of Winchester and Henry 
wich. Of the unlucky line of Stuarts 
three have born the title; Henry of 
Sterling, Charles of Dumfei inline, and 
Charles of St. James. Next came the 
House of Hanover, of which there 
have been four—George Augustus, 
Frederick Louis George, William 
Frederick and George Augustus Fred­
erick, the latter bsing uncle to Queen 
Victoria.

They can secure a 
better grade than other buyers, too, be­
cause they know what they are buying 
and it is ueeleee for their countrymen to 
try to impose upon them.

“The Ohineae laugh at other people for 
potting cream and sugar ia tea. They 
always drink it clear. They consider that 
it destroys the bouquet entirely to mix it 
with anything else. The American tea- 
traders never put in sugar or milk, and 
epicures in Europe seldom drink their tea 
'other than plain.

, “In the interior of both China and 
Japan there are tea houses every little 
distance. Sugar, except in the raw state, 
is seldom seen except along the coast. If 
you should ask for sugar for your tea at 
one of these little refreshment houses the 
attendants would not know what you 
meant. If you made them understand a 
girl wooldj probably, run to the nearest 
shop and return with a little unrefined 
sugar in the palm of her hand.

“The tea leaves are picked by men, wo­
men and children, who get from ten to 
fifteen cents per day for their labor. The 
owner of the plantation also furnishes 
their board while working. The most 
expensive tee et home, which ia never al­
lowed to go out of the country, ia picked 
with the greatest care to keep the leave* 
intact and unbruieed. This tea sells in 
China for f20 and more per pound. There 
is tea, too, that sells for less than five 
cents a pound there.

Immense Snow Slides In Icille­
wait Valley.

Mr. O. H. Dunn, iate station agent at 
Silver City, Alberta, for the Canadian 
Pacific railway, arrived in Victoria yes­
terday from that point, and is at the Oc­
cidental, having accomplished the jour­
ney in eight and a half days, walking 
three, resting one, and by rail, stage and 
steamer doing the four. To a reporter 
Mr. Dunn said he had had a most plea­
sant and very interesting and novel trip. 
Leaving Silver City- he came by rail to 
near Stoney Creek, which is to be crossed 
by the highest wooden bridge in the con­
tinent, the stream rushing 295 feet below. 
The bridge will be 1160 feet in length. 
At Golden City supplies were very scarce 
and prospectors had to visit Sand Point, 
Idaho, and pack them to Guldeu City. 
About 260 prospectors are engaged this 
season, principally in the Selkirks, and 
one placer digging was reported where 
$4.60 per day to the man was being taken 
out. Two cases of scurvy were discovered 
a couple of miles north of Golden City a 
short time ago. The tiro men had been 
looking after» mining claim and when 
found were in an almost insensible condi­
tion.

The scenery changes from this 
point from dense timber to a variety of 
trees, cedar, white pine and deciduous.
For the next two days travel waa in the 
valley of the Icillewait, the turbulent 
stream pushing at high speed through 
narrow gorges at a frightful rate. This is 
the descent of the Selkirks. The upper 
portion of the valley will be unsafe for 
habitation
snow-slides that are constantly occurring, 
though the lower part is composed of 
magniàoeot bench laud, which will no 
doubt be well cultivated, as the soil ie of 
great richness. Mr. Dunn climbed over 
no lees than a doxen anow slides in the 
upper portion of the valley, several of 
which were of great depth. One com- 
pletly covered the Icillewait river, having 
come down from both sides of the moun­
tain. Through this the rapid current 
soon cut its way, and now passes in a 
subterranean channel, with » depth of 
snow of over 100 feet above it. The 
force of these snow elides ia awful, the 
trees being ground into matchwood, 
trunks, limbs, roots and all, and are scat­
tered through the snow, preserving it 
from the hot rays of the aun, which at 
this time ie 86° in the shade. The 
slides are thue rendered of such a nature 
that it will be impossible for it to thaw 
this year. Four Danes were lost in this 
avalanche of anow, and the probability ia 
their bodies will never again be seen. To 
avoid thia dangerous spot, the railway 
company have decided to tunnel along the 
mountain side a distance of 1200 feet 
through the earth and rook deposit. The 
tunnel will require to be timbered, as the 
loose nature of the material requires it. 
Whether this will delay construction is 
not known. Stoney creek bridge will 
delay track-laying six weeks in ita eon- 
atruetion, though ao immense number of 
men are busy grading, and it is thought 
ao soon as the bridge is built nearly all 
the Roas construction will have been 
finished and track laying will proceed at a 
rapid rate. It is eighty, miles from Stoney 
creek to where the tunnel will be built.

The timber throughout the valley is of 
splendid proportions, sticks measuring 8 
and 10 feet through. The vegetable

Ou the trees the hair 
moss is hanging 12 and 16 inches in length 
of a light yellow shade, while moeses of 
many other kinds snd lichen are abund­
ant The valley is well watered; besides 
the rushing river, there being dashing

water. The new town of Farwell 
ie reached shortly after leaving Icille­
wait pass, the latter being in full 
view from the town, which ie well situated 
on a high and dry spot on the Columbia, 
Since tfie fire it baa been rapidly rebuilt, 
three of the new hotels being of handsome 
proportions, with verandas running clear 
round the buildings, which are painted and 
well furnished, and give a mem in a style 
equal to an old city. The main street is 
100 feet in width, and has a number of 
good buildings, with any number of whis­
key shops and gambling houses going full 
blast day and night. Business was good, 
though there is a difficulty in getting sup­
plies, the steamer on the Columbia only 
bringing in railway supplies.

“Americans ahd Europeans make a great 
mistake in buying tea,” said an educated 
Chinese merchant. “They invariably rely 
upon the name, instead of judging of the 
quality of the tea by its appearance. The 
Chinese never do that, for they 
that no other oeople under the aun are so 
adroit in the adulteration of goods as 
their own nation. No dependence can 
be placed on a mere name in the tea 
trade. Chinese people judge of tea just 
as Americans do of butter, by its looks 
and smell. To determine this is a matter 
of education in the same way that judg­
ing of butter is. Tea of good quality, 
unadulterated, is almost inodorous and 
diffuses little aroma when placed in boil­
ing water. The Chinese invariably 
use black tea at home and almost ex­
clusively here also. This is both from 
preferences for its trade and because it is 
considered healthier. The best tea brought 
to this country is black, the finer grades of 
green tea being all consumed in China. 
Green tea, too, is subject to more forms of 
adulteration, over 200 methods being em­
ployed to that end. Besides it is cured in 
copper pans and is always more or less im­
pregnated with copper dust. These pans 
are none too clean, either, as the growers 
care nothing what kind of stuff they palm 
off on people so unfortunate as to have been 
bom outside of the flowery kingdom.
